No man will willingly call himself 
selfish, or be called so by others.

If they 
change their belief on tbl* point 
Christian honor demands that they 
should withdraw from our ministry. 
They have no right to use tbe pulpit 
or the chair of the professor for tne 
dlssemmlnation of tnelr errors until 
tbev are dealt with by the .low process 
Of dlKlpline. But if anv do so act 
their Presbyteries should speedily In­
terpose, and deal with them fbr a vio­
lation of tbe ordination vow*. The 
vow taken at the beginning is obliga­
tory until the party taking it is hon­
orably and properly released. The 
Assembly enjoin* upon all ministers, 
elder* and Presbyteries to be faithful 
to tbe duty here imposed.

I only ven­
ture to give a few suggestions, sub­
mitted ty Hon. J. M. Samuels, Chief 
of tbe Horticultural Department

1. Select tree* and plants on which 
It i» expected to grow exhibition fruits 
as soon as possible.

2. Fertilize properly and thin to 
comparatively few specimens

3. Spray with insecticides at Inter­
val* sufficiently frequent to destroy 
al) Injurious Insects.

4. A complete herbarium «f the 
flora of the state would make in ex­
ceedingly Interesting exhibit, and 
would, no doubt, beasurprlse to many 
botanists. Small plant* and teives 
could be pressed between ordinary 
sheets of brown paper, and afterwatds 
mounted on cards of uniform size chit 
will be adopted by the Department.

Space for al) exhibit* will be furnish­
ed free, and tbe name and place of1 
each exhibitor will be placed on a tag 
attached to tbe exhibit
