Tbe seed of Israel bad great privi­
leges even before the coming of Christ. 
God had promised by covenant that 
they should have those privileges: and 
they did enjoy them.

Yet so many Jews did not 
believe, that, as a whole, tbe nation 
missed the promised blessing, a 
great multitude of them only saw tbe 
outward symbols, and never under­
stood their spiritual meaning.

That 
Is the point that Paul alm* at, and the 
answer Is, "No.” He did bring Israel 
into the promised land although all 
but two that came out cf Egypt died 
In tbe wilderness- He did give that 
promised land to Israel, albeit that, 
through their unbelief, they wno came 
out of Egypt could not enter Canaan.

To make tbe best of things, to look 
resolutely on tbe bright side, to resist 
with sustained determination the Im­
pulse of despondency, la always the 
truest philosophy of life, becausejft Is 
tbe truest practical Christianity. "A 
Christian, of all’ men," says some 
preacber whom we lately saw quoted, 
"is witbout excuse for being fretful 
and sour, for thinking aod actlug as 
though this were tbe devil's world 
and not tbe eternal God's." Paul was 
not speaking only of eternity and 
heaven when he wrote to the Homans, 
“Weare saved by hope." His words 
have a pertinent application to tbe 
experiences and duties of Christians 
in tbe life that now is, a. well as to 
their assured blessedness In that 
which is to come.—Examiner.

Instead uf being used for sup- i 
porting missionaries, this fund Is to । 
be used for Bible translation, chapel- , 
building and other permanent work 1 
In the foreign field, and for a church 
edifice fund In the home field. Al­
ready part of the fund subscribed has 
been designated by the donors for the i 
building of chapels in both the home 
and the foreign fields. While donors 
have the right to designate, it Is bet­
ter for them to leavj the Boards free 
to use the money according to their 
respective needs. If all the funds be 
designated, there might bo ever so 
urgent work the Boards would be ut 
terly unable to do, while other work 
neither so needful nor so urgent they 
would be obliged to do because the 
donors bad designated their funds tor 
such work.

taught. To talk about grammatical 
construction may appear entirely too 
critical for tbe ordinary teacher.

See If It Ie too critical. Take, for 
example, tbe above text. It teaches 
that the Lord leada in the patha of 
righteousness, not for man’s sake, but 
for tbe sake of that Holy name. Tbe 
merit belongs to another, not to tbe 
one being led. But the other render­
ing of It makes It teach that God leads 
men because they are his namesakes 
by obedience. That la, he leads them 
because of their own merits. One in­
terpretation teaches ju*t the opposite 
of what the other does. How does 
this difference happen? By adhering 
to tbe rules of grammar on the part of 
one interpreter, and by violating 
them on tbe part of another. A sin­
gular noun tn the possessive case and 
a singular noun In the objective ease 
have been thrown together to make 
one plural noun in the objective, 
namesakey. And the result 1* a 
grievous error in doctrinal teaching. 
It must be conceded by all that any 
method of study, which Is necessary 
In arriving at tbe truth, cannot be too 
critical.

Grammar forms a large part of the 
fencing on both side* of tbe lane of 
truth. If we break over tbla we get 
into the boundless domain of error. 
Grammar Is tbe blaze of the lamp. If 
we extinguish that we are left In tbe 
dark.

The Holy Spirit observed the rules 
of grammar In giving tbe Bible to u*; 
the translator* observed them In 
translating It for us, and we must ob­
serve them In Interpreting It for ou»« 
selves and other*.

We are now ready for the second 
course of this after meal. I really 
thought I bad somelhlbg bard to beat 
in tbe way of a blunder, but I award­
ed tbe first prize to Bro. C-----. Some 
Ignorance of God's Word is quite phe­
nomenal. It must be acquired rather 
than native Ignorance. It Is too pro­
found to be a natural product of tbe 
human mind.
