Isaac, was the father of persecution— 
Hagar, not Sarah—the bondage of 
ritualistic legalism, not the liberty of 
tbe pure and spiritual Gospel. Hence 
Baptist never did persecute.

But let us look at tbe idolatrous 
feature of Easter. Like all Idola­
trous, as well as ritualistic, compro­
mises, It Is essentially pagan In Us 
tendencies and effects. It is a great 
day for worldliness and show. It Is 
the season of dress, music, flowers, 
eggs, rabbits and other like natural 
flummeries wrought Into so called di­
vine service. It becomes the source 
of mercantile advertisement and 
gain, of worldly emolument and dis­
play, of popular song apd pleasantry; 
and Easter Sunday Is about the great­
est gala-day of tbe world. Most ritu­
alists fast, on fish and eggs for forty 
days, until Easter: and tbe long and 
burdensome formality cluses with a 
resume, on tbelr part, of all the world­
ly fashions and follies ot,s society. 
There are a few devout and sincere 
souls deceived Into an honest and 
earnest observance of tbe whole pe­
riod and Its gay and hilarious finale, 
who try to see .Christ’s resurrection 
through all this floral and musical 
and fashionable form of devotion and 
service, and who persuade themselves 
that, through all these things, they 
are saved by work Instead of grace: 
but alas! the effect upon tbe masses 
and upon the world Is religious de­
moralisation, with contempt and 
mockery in tbe end upon religion. 
The young are al) agog and crazy and 
wild over tbe dress parade; and if you 
should take the fashion, the flowers, 
the musical programme and tbe splen­
did and showy performances out of It, 
the day would produce no more effect 

, than any other Sunday In the year— 
every one of which Is a memorial of 
tbe resurrection.

How true it is that there is always 
more popular furor and display over 
everything in tbe name of religion, 
when It can be found outalde, instead 
of inside, the Gospel!

Tbe final outcome of Semler’s spec­
ulation* was a nearly complete oblit­
eration of any distinction between re­
vealed and natural religion. Such 
was and always will be the logical re­
sult of separating doctrine and prac­
tical Christian life. Semler’s princi­
ple Is popularly expressed In tbe com­
mon saying: "It makes no difference 
wbat one believes provided be doee 
right." This seems very plausible, 
but It will not stand a moment’s ex- 
amination. Il would be quite as sen­
sible to say, "It makes no difference 
whether or not steam Is generated In 
a locomotive provided the train 
moves." But how long will a Wain 
move in whose locomotive no steam Is 
generated? And bow long will one 
who believes wrung do right?

When a convert declared bls faith in 
Christ he was taken at once to the 
nearest pool or stream of water and 
plunged Into It, and henceforth be 
was recognized as one of tbe Christian 
community.” And again be says, 
“Immersion was the only mode of 
baptism In tbe Apostolic church. No 
other would have been understood."

He attacks infant baptism also, 
that Is the Scripturalness ot the or­
dinance, the only point of any impor­
tance. If an ordinance is not Scrip­
tural, It is a matter of no consequence 
that It Is beautiful and touching and 
“sweet.” Dr. Cunningham says in re­
gard to Infant baptism: “Infant bap­
tism is never beard ot during the first 
one hundred and titty years of the 
church's history." And be add* that 
for at least two centuries more adult 
baptism was tbe rule.

Imagine, Ifjrou can, Dr. Broadus de­
claring that sprinkling was the only 
mode of baptism known In tbe apos­
tolic churches, and that Infant bap­
tism was tbe rule for 160 years when 
tbe baptism of believer* began, though 
for two hundred year* more infant 
baptism was the rule and believer's 
baptism the exception. Why does not 
tbe same cyclone of Indignation strike 
Dr. Cunningham as would sweep tbe 
great Baptist scholar thougb be were 
ten Broaduses Ib-qne out of tbe Sem­
inary? Is it not because the Baptiste 
believe they are right without tbe 
shadow of a doubt? 'While tbe Pres­

The second contending force In tbe 

Protestant churches is ritualism. 
This is another relic of tbe Roman 
church, and is declining both in this 
country and in Europe. Civilization, 
biblical knowledge and apostolic sim­
plicity are advancing as tbe centur­
ies roll, and u these advance, ritual­
ism with Ite defunct superstition* de­
clines; for ritualism and ecclesiastical 
fable cannot satisfy the longing soul. 
Sometimes In New England or New 
York City a church wanting to put on 
airs by aping Catholicism dresses tbe 
preacher up in priestly robes, but this 
practice is declining.

“Advanced Thought,” which 1s only 
another name for unbelief in the in­
spiration and authority of tbe Bible, 
is tbe third and moot dangerous force 
in the Protestant churches. There Is 
a tendency to tone down the confes­
sion* of faith to suit a sinful world, to 
satisfy fashionable skeptic* in high life 
and ease tbe consciences of Infidel*. 
This force has made several attempt* 
to assert itself io some of tbe theolog­
ical schools, but has met with no en­
couragement. Tbe "New Theology” 
Is from tbe same source. Neither 
“Free Thought” nor “New Theology” 
I* tbe result of unrest in tbe Protest­
ant churches, but from outside influ­
ences. People who love the Lord Je­
sus Christ do not want any “New 
Theology." but desire to be governed 
by tbe Holy Scriptures. The great 
missionary enterprises of modern 
times are tbe work of Protestant 
churches; and If the world is to be 
evangelized it will be done by the 
churches opposed to Catholicism. 
There ba* been scarcely a mission In 
South America conducted by the Ro­
man church that has made tbe peo­
ple belter; tbe same I* true ot Mexico, 
Central America and tbe West Indies. 
I do not know of a mission In the 
world for the last thousand years con-

jtapioca Cream.-Soak over night 
two tablespoonfuls of tapioca, In 
three-fourths of a cupful of milk. Put 
one quart of tnllk tn a double kettle 
over the fire until scalding hot, beat 
tbe yolks of three eggs with half a 
cuptal of white sugar, add the tapi­
oca, flavor with a teaspoonhil of va­
nilla; when the milk Is hot, stir In 
the eggdyand tapioca, let it cook two 
or three iulnutea, then pour out in a 
serving dlqh; beat the whites of ibe 
egg* to a froth and add two spoonful* 
of flue sugar, -vur over tbe top and 
set away in tbe lee box; serve cold.

Lemon Snow.—Take one-taurib of a 
box of gelatine and cover with cold 
water; after soaking half an hour, set 
it over a teakettle of hot water, pour 
over It half a pint of boiling water: 
when dissolved sdd half a pound of 
sugar and tbe Juice of two lemon*, 
stir well together and strain. Set 
away until it begins to thicken, then 
add tbe white* of two eggs, set tbe 
dish lu a pan of cracked Ice: with an 
egg-beater, beat tbe whole. fl fteen 
minutes or until white s* snow, turn 
into a mould and set In tbe Ice box 
until ready to serve.—M. J. Ashton, 
In Observer.
