l»uy Our Theological Seminary .of 
the West has already become a part 
of tbe great corporation. Whether 
that indicates a tendency to change 
in tbe character of Ito Instruction, I 
cannot guess. Probably so long as 
tbe same men teach they will pursue 
tbe same method of instruction; but 
new men are being added, and Insti­
tutions are Influenced by tbelr envir­
onments. We need not be fearful, 
but we must be solicitous. Tbe Bible 
Is worth more to Baptists and to the 
world than all Ito Institutions of learn­
ing. And reverence for the Bible la 
of more value than ambition for mea­
tal culture. Indeed all Christian in­
stitutions of learning have grown out 
of tbe Bible. And if they were all 
whelmed In a common desolation tbe 
living Word would produce more. 
Only lot our schools be true to tbelr 
author and tbelr origin, and magnify 
tbe bole of tbe pit from whence they 
were digged. Let not tbe axe exalt 
Itself Mtinst the hand that wields It. 
Tbe true scholar, the oonocloatious

DELIVERED BY RRV. A. rULLMH,

Before tbelr departure we spent a 
solemn day with our brethren at 
Leicester (March 30, 1703).

aries from Jobh 90:21. This service 
was peculiarly affecting. After pub­

‘ dressed to the Hindoo Christians in
India, to whose conversion Brother 
Thomas had already been Instrument- ' 
al, and signed by tbe committee and 1
other brethren present
Thr ndMana of Uu charge delivered by 

mrr Brother Fuller to the muanonarice, 
at the parting meeting at Leieeeter.

My Vxrv DRARjBiurmRBx:—
Every part of the solemnities ot this 

day must needs be affecting; but If 
there be one part which Is more so 
than tbe rest it is that which 1* al­
lotted to me, delivering to you a Sol­
emn parting address. Nevertheless, 
I must acknowledge that the hope of ! 
your undertakings being crowned with 
success swallow* Bp all my sorrow1.; I 1 
could myself go without a tear, so at * 
least I think, and leave all my friends 1 
aod connections, In such a glorious 1 
cause. Impressed, therefore, with 1 
these sentiment*, 1 can tbe more ‘ 
readily and cheerfully part with you. ;

My dear brethren! Let me address 
you in tbe words of our Lord Jesus to ' 
hl* disciples, John 20:21, “Peace be 1 
unto yon, is my Father sent m«, so ‘ 
send I yon!” The whole of this lan- ' 
guage was sweet, especially consider c 
ing the trouble* of their heart* to ' 
whom It was primarily addressed. 1 
The preface is swtel, “Peace be unto ‘ 
you”—a* it he baf said, All Is well a* ’ 
to the past, snd-all shall be well an to J 
the future. The commission Itself Is 1 
sweet. Nothing could well be more 1 
grateful to those wbp loved Christ * 
than to be employed by him on such ’ 
an errand, and to have such an exam- 1 
pie to Imitate. ’

There la, to be sure, a great diaper- t 
t|y between your mission and that of J 
-ChrlsL He came to offer himself a 
sacrifice for sin, and by bls blood to j 
obtain eternal salvation for poor lost ( 
sinners. Yet, notwithstanding this , 
disparity, there are various points of । 
likeness between your undertaking 
and that of your Lord and Master. I ’ 
shall single out three or four, whloh I , 
would wish to Impress upon yuur . 
minds. These ire, the objects you ' 
must keep In view—the directions you ‘ 
must observe—tbe difficulties you ‘ 
must encounter—and the reward you 1 
©ay expect. ‘

First: There in an analogy between , 
the objects of Christ's mlssluo, and , 
those ot yours. Tbe great object* ot ] 
his mission were, to glorify God, and ■

„.f, but tbe Father who sent me, he 
gave me tbe oomtnaodment wbat I 
should say, and what I should speak." 
Christ acted as the Father's servant; 
and you are tbe servants of Christ.

L There Is a woe upon any minister if 
’ be preach not tbe Gospel of Christ, 

but especially upon those whose bus­
iness It is u> preach tbe Gospel among 
tbe heathen. Among us, If you do 
not preach the Gospel of Christ, oth­
ers will; but there, all, under God, will 
depend upon you. When the Lord 
first planted ibe Israelites in Canaan, 
be planted them wholly a right seed. 
Be exceedingly careful to follow this 1 
example. See that the doctrines you 1 
teach, and the duties you Inculcate, 1 
be nol yours, but bls who sent you. ' 
A right seed Is necessary to a profit­
able harvest. You must likewise do ] 
the will of Christ, as well as leach it, 
and that after bls example. He 1

Z pleased not hlmaelf. Perhaps no men 
' must expect to have their wills so 

often crossed, or to meet with so fre- 
| quant calls for self-denial, as those 
. who embark in such an undertaking 

as yours. Thia leads me to observe.
Thirdly: Christ, In the execution of 

his mission, bad great difficulties and 
trials to encounter, and you must ex­
expect. the same. The trials of your 
Lord were partly from pain, and partly 
from contempt Great were the hard­
ships he bad to undeigo. Foxes bad 
boles, and birds bad nests, but he had 
nowhere to lay bls head. And aot- 
withatandlng all that your brethren 
can do to make you comfortable, you

Your Lord was also exposed to con­
tempt. He is mad, said they, why 
bear ye him? If these things were

expected of the dry? But Jesus en­
dured the cross and despised tbe 
shame- .May you be enabled to follow 
his example. He met with trials not 
only from open enemies, but from pre­
tended friends. Those who ate of his 
bread lifted up the heel against him. 
Betrayed, denied and forsaken, he yet 
persevered; nor did be denial till he 
could declare, “It la finished!’ Then, 
when he could aopeal to him who 
sent him, saying, “I have finished the 
works which thou gavest me to do,"

After 
the healthy grapee were quite grown 
they were attacked by a different 
sort of fungus from that which de­
stroyed Salem and Wyoming.
I was getting ready for some other 

fungicide than alt-slacked lime and 
sulphur, and when I read of the Bor­
deaux mixture as a remedy for grape 
diseases, I resolved to experiment 
with it. I dissolved six pounds of 
blue vitriol, coeUng thirty-si* cents, 
In four buckets ot hot water; four 
pounds of fresh lime, dissolved In cold 
water as well aa I could. These I 
mixed in a kerosene barrel and then 
added enough water to fill the barrel.

June 20th I sprayed Salem, Niagara 
and part of the Delawares, using a 
hand-pump with a noxxle having only 
two holes. On the 30th mildew ap­
peared on Salem and I used the Bor­
deaux mixture again, taking pains to 
wet the clusters of fruit. That ap­
plication seemed to arrest any further 
mildew on that sort, but it did not 
prevent the destruction of tbe llttle 
bunches already smitten. There was 
a third application of the mixture to 
tbs vines selected for experiment, but 
I failed to record It. July Mb I fin­
ished sulphuring the rest of the vines 
subject to mildew and found a Bogers' 
No. 19 mildewed. Grape harvest be­
gan September 7th, heavy rain came 
the Oth and continued till the loth. 
After this I noticed that a great many 
of the vines were losing their leaves, 
not excepting an occasional Hartford 
Prolific; and here was my great sur­
prise—Salem was bolding Its leaves 
wonderfully, and they were green as 
leeks. This sort had always been 
about the worst example of leaf fail-
