These people had not only to build 
the wall of Jerusalem, but to watch 
against tbelr enimies at tbe same 
time. Their case Is ours. We have 
to work for Chnst. I hope that all Of 
us who love him are trying to do what 
we can to build up his kingdom; but 
we need also to watch against deadly 
foes. It they can destroy us, of course 
they will also destroy our work. They 

’ will do both, If they can. Tbe pow­
ers of evil are mad against the people

Jure or annoy us, you may rest assured 
tbat they will do so. They will leave 
no stone unturned, If It can serve 
tbelr purpose. No arrows will be left 
In tbe quivers of bell while there are 
godly men and women at whom they 
ean be aimed. Satan and bto. allies 
will alm et our hearts every poisoned 
dart they have.

The common ides -probably >s that 
the “strong meat” of the Gospel, of 
which "the Apostle speaks, refers to 
tbe doctrines of tbe Bible, while tbe 
“milk of the Word" has reference to 
Its duties, as if the former were hard 
to be understood and were adapted 
peculiarly to an advanced and mature 
state of Christian character, and re­
quired tbe fulness of Christian expe­
rience to be rightly appreciated and 
applied.

But It we turn to tbe New Testa­
ment we find that the reverse of this 
is the fact; that "the milk of tbe 
Word" refers to tbe great and radical 
doctrines ot Christianity which Ue st 
the very foundation ot Ite duties, 
while “tbe strong meat" refers to Ite 
duties, which we so often Sod It bard 
faithfully to perform even when we 
plainly know them.

This seems plain from tbe very na­
ture ot the case, for every duty has Ite 
foundation In some doctrine, and we 
do not know what Is a duty till we 
koow tbe doctrine of truth which un­
derlies and teaches It. And If we 
turn to Hebrews 8:1 we find this Is so 
expressly stated.
