Like many of 
tbe best Romans in those days, be 
was disgusted with tbe religion of 
Jupiter aud looking for something 
better, which accounts for tbe atten­
tion he bad given to Bar-Jesua

"But Elymao the sorcerer." —Tbe 
name by which be was known among 
tbe Greeks. If Sergius Paulus be­
came a disciple, Elymas’ power was 
gone. He resisted, therefore, with all 
tbe force be had.

“Then Saul, who u also called Paul" 
—And oo called henceforth and for­
ever. Up to this moment Paul bad 
been subordinate to Barnabas and to 
others. He takes bio place now as 
tbe foremost man of al) tbe race, a 
place be bee beld for nearly two thou­
sand years. Why bls name is thus 
abruptly changed can be conjectured, 
but not known. Certainly It was not 
because the deputy’s name was Paul­
us. That would be contrary to tbe 
whole nature of the man. It may be 
that, Uke John Mark, be had always 
had aJewieh and a Roman name, and 
that, as he goes forth now Apostle to 
the Gentiles, his Roman name Is used.
