And, lastly, Abraham was blessed 
by tbe tMt In communing with tbe 
Father. To this day, perhaps, Abra­
ham enters more Into the heart of 
God than any other man In heav­
en. I will not speculate; bnt It seems 
to me tbat none of us can ever know 
such fellowship with tbe great Father 
as Abraham has known, now these 
thousands of years; for when he 
thinks of tbe great Father, who sur­
rendered bls Son for tbe salvation of 
men, be humbly adores tbe infinite 
mind; but be seems to say, "And I, 
too, was helped In my little way, os 
small things may be compared with 
great, to sued and offer up my son as 
a burnt-offering unto the Most High.” 
I think that he Is still tbe father of 
tbe faithful. 1 think that Abraham 
still holds wonderful pre-eminence. I 
do not wonder tbat we read of being 
in Abraham's bosom: to getas near to 
Abraham as ever we can is one of tbe 
things to be desired, that we may 
have sympathy and fellowship with 
the eternal Father for ever.

I notice tbat some of the old trans­
lator! render the passage, "It came 
to pass, after these things, that God 
did lift up Abraham."

It is plain to us tbat we ought to 
have a good many of the right sort of 
evangelists. Pastors may wisely help 
each other In protracted meetings. 
Pastors may also wisely make evan­
gelistic visits to destitute' pointe. 
But the need Is greater tban they can 
supply. They cannot remain long 
away from tbelr churches, and Just 
when their service* are most needed 
on the field they are liable to be Im­
peratively called homa. Then, too. 
they cannot follow up the results of 
tbelr labors as tbose can do who give 
themselves wholly to evangelistic 
work. Beside all this, when a pastor 
is engaged In aiding In a protracted ,
meeting, be Is sway from bis pastoral 
work which accumulates In his ab­
sence. and he comes home weakened 
by tbe lax upon bls energies at the 
meeting.

Add to this that the heavy home de­
mands upon tbe pastors prevent tbelr 
going at all to some fields which need 
to be reached by evangelistic effort. 
And other fields which pastors can 
visit they may not be able to reach 
at the best time for work, and thus 
valuable opportunities will be lost 
Evangelists are needed to reach to tbe 
best advantage both classes of fields. 
So long as there are no churches at 
places where churches ought to be, so 
long will evangelists be needed.

Foreign missionaries are, for the 
moat part, evangelists In that they 1 
carry tbe Gospel to places where it J 
has not been preached, and io estab- c 
llshlng churches very often native 1 
pastors are secured. In the New Tes- ’ 
lament times tbere were evangelists, J 
and the need for them has never a

mltted that some evangelists bqve 
not shown themselves free from the * 
spirit of worldllness, It is also true 1 
that many of tbe noblest of God's * 
servants bare been evangelists. 
Evangelista are not perfect, but 
neither are pastors or professors or 
deacons. We will ^ven venture 
mildly to hint that editors are, as a 
rule, not perfecL Our experience, at 
least with editors, has led us to enter- 1 
tain a suspicion that the mere fact 
that a man mounts the tripod does ' 
not sanctify him wholly.

It is obviously right, as some of the 1 
brethren at Covington said, that tbe 1 
evangelists should be subject to tbe 1 

. churches, and no man ill tor such 
service would have it otherwise. The 
evangelist has discharged bls respon­
sibility when he has faithfully and 
clearly preached the Gospel. How 
members shall be received, how the 
converts shall be gathered and "how 
tbe meetings shall be carried on, are 
points the churches must decide, and 
on them tbe responsibility rests. Tbe 
evangelist may properly make sug­
gestions, giving the pastor and tbe 
church the benefit of his observation 
and experience at other places, but be 
must not try to control. The decis­
ion does not rest with him. He may 
know a great deal belter than the 
church, and It may be very stupid In 
them not u> see Che force of what he 
says and all that, but it still remains 
that the responsibility for .control 
tests with tbe church, and they must 
decide all questions except as to tbe 
message the evangelist brings.

Some brethren think our boards 
might wisely send out evangelists 
into our destitute regions, and it Is 
certainly a matter worthy the earnest 
consideration of the boards. One of 
ths chief difficulties would be to find 
enough of tbe right sort of men fur 
such work. A man must not be sent 
put as an evangelist because be can­
not do anything else. The best wis­
dom and the noblest consecration are 
needed. Paul was an evangelist, and 
Paul-llke men are the kind wanted. 
God is able to raise them up, and He 
will do so In answer to faithful prayer.

The gold of one country passes 
in others, but sometimes they charge 
a small discount, it will not do u> 
carry Bank of Scotland or Bank of 
Ireland notes into England, though It 
Is all Great Britain. Get American 
Express Company’s cheques, they are 
sale and convenient If you lose them 
you can still get your money, and you 
will find It pleasant to make.tbe 
place* where they are payable sorts of 
rendezvous, tn. your rounds. To be 
sure you will find banks closed for two 
hours In the middle of the day In 
many places. In order that >he bank 
men may get tbelr dally nap, but this 
same difficulty would face you with a 
letter of credit and besides, these 
cheques are payable also at other 
places than the banks—places which 
are not dosed.

To be sure there is tb* Lord 
Mayor, bat his jnrtrdletton is over 
only the small territory comprised in 
the original city of London, some mile 
and a half across. This Is only one- 
sixteenth or seventeenth part of Lon­
don, which is divided into many dis­
tricts, each with its own government. 
There is a general control exercised 
by Parliament and by the British 
Cabinet, but of city government, a* 
we know It, there Is none. The orig­
inal city of London, over which the 
Lord Mayor presides, was walled, and 
though the walls have been removed

and when the king wished to enter he 
must stop outside and idgnlfy bla de- 
•Ire. The Lord Mayor then came ont 
and tendered bl* majeaty tbe golden 
key*, a»d gave him “tbe freedom of 
tbe city. When Queen Victoria eame 
to St. Paul'* Cathedral to render spec­
ial tbankr for the recovery of tbe 
Prince of Wale*' non, her retinue 
stopped in tbe midst of tbe busy 
street at Temple Bar till tbe Lord 
Mayor brought the keys—though 
there I* no gate—and gave ber wel­
come. Of course tbl* I* a mere cere­
mony, but It la always observed when 
tbe queen come* officially into tbe 
city of London. Fraternally,

Tbe representatives of sixty-two 
thousand Baptist* In Arkansas have 
met, discussed and dispersed. The 
meeting occurred November 2d, and 
the teutons continued four days. In 
the absence of the President, Gov. J. 
P. Eagle, the Convention wu called 
to order by Vice President, W A. 
Clark. Aa la often the case when a 
long-trusted leader is absent, there 
wu much anxiety and no little confu­
sion as to who should take bla place.

Tbe election of officer*, which re­
sulted in the choice of Elder J. M. 
Hart, President. Elder J. W. Lipsey. 
G. W. Bruce, Vice Presidents, J. G. 
B. Sims, Secretary, J. Y. C. Sales, 
Treasurer, gave satisfaction to all, 
and the Convention went to work in 
good earnest.

The most interesting qqeatlon be­
fore'tbe Convention was State Mis­
sions. Tbe State Board ba* been tor 
several months prosecuting it* work 
without a financial secretary In tbe 
field. Great anxiety prevailed all 
over the state, le»t a heavy debt be 
reported to tbe Conventioo. But all 
heart* Were made happy when the re­
port of the Board wu read aod show­
ed that only *162 wu needed to pay 
tbe missionaries In full and leave tbe 
Board free from debt. It was tbe 
work of but a few minutes to raise 
this amount: Indeed, so great was the 
enthusiasm tbat a considerable sur­
plus wu raised with which to enter 
upon tbe oew year.

Tbl* happy consummation of thing* 
wu brought about, as usual, largely 
by tbe Home Board at Atlanta. It 
seems to fill the place of a great fly­
wheel on an engine. When a center 
is reached, and it look* as if motion Is 
about to cease, the Home Board Just 
move* on as if nothing bad happened, 
and past tbe center we go, and on we 
go. That is Just wbat the Home 
Board did for us In Arkansafi. When 
we found ourselves without a secreta­
ry in tbe field, and a debt likely to be 
piled up against tbe Convention, a 
few brethren of tbe State Board 
•prang into tbe breach, the Home 
Board stood firm, the churches re­
sponded promptly, and now we are all 
happy.

The State Mission question involv­
ed another compBcatlon, and though 
unreasonable, not uncommon. Tbe 
discussion* disclosed tbe fact tbat In 
some parts of the state contributions 
were nut made to State Mlulons be­
cause brethren felt that all was ab­
sorbed by tbe salary of a secretary 
and the destitution was not supplied. , 
To meet this feeling and effectually 
remove this objection to contributing 
to tbe State Board, the Convention , 
resolved to raise, on the spot, a salary

red-hot one, but happily, when the 
brethren came to understand each 
other, the red part disappeared. Some 
of the brethren seemed to think that 
It would be funny if a Nashville wag­
on factory should hire an agent and 
send him out, who would convince the 
farmer that be ought to have a wag­
on, and then tell him that he is em­
ployed and paid by the Naabvllle fac­
tory, and that they make a good wag­
on, and that the Studebaker wagon of 
South Bend is also a good wagon, and 
that be would like to take his order 
for one or tbe other. Some brethren 
seemed to think that If he did not 
reoommend both, be would be ruining 
tbe Nashville wagon over the farm­
er's rights.

One of tbe beauties about a Baptist 
Convention Is, that when free discus­
sion Is allowed, the brethren general­
ly talk themselves together, and so It 
turned out In this case.

A Sunday-school Board was created, 
and It was instructed to employ an 
evangelist, and to use and recommend 
the literature of our Sunday-school 
Board at Nashville, and all are 
agreed, I believe, that this does not 
compel any Sunday-school to use that 
literature If it doe* not want to. This 
new Board Is located at Jonesboro, 
and no member of it took part in tbe 
literature discussion. So we are Ln a 
position to say to all, Send on your 
contributions and Jet us put tbe evan­
gelist to work.

Tbe reports on Education disclosed 
a prosperous state of things educa­
tionally. Prof, Congor. President of 
Ouchita College at Arkadelphia, is 
greatly encouraged. Over two hun­
dred pupils have already matriculat­
ed, and new names are being added to 
the roll every week.

Centra) Female College, located at 
Conway, Ark., Is a new enterprise—a 
gift to the Convention by tbe citizens 
of Conway. The magnificent build­
ings are approaching completion, and 
already a part of the building is being 
occupied.

Rev. C. M. Williams of Missouri, a 1 
son of Dr. William Williams, who was 
one of tbe professors In tbe Southern 1 
Baptist Theological Seminary up to 
the time of his death, Is the president 
of this new college. To name him is 1 
to guarantee first-class work. Ho has 1 
gathered about him a fine faculty, 1

education In the West. Tbe trustees 
and faculty arranged an excursion for 
tbe delegates on their way to the Con­
vention, and a large numl>er of them 
spent the day Tuesday In Conway. 
To say Chat they were splendidly en­
tertained feebly expresses it. Every­
body was delighted and surprised. 
The hospitality of the people, tbe 
grandeur of tbe college buildings, and 
tbe bright outlook for Central cap­
tured all hearts, and Conway easily 
secured the votes of tbe Convention 
to holo, its next session there.

Dr. Wblteitl represented tbe Semi­
nary in toe Convention, and secured 
about *300 to aid In paying the board 
of young ministers In tbat Institution.

Dr. Harvey and Dr. Manard repre­
sented tbe W»TkKs Rbcoudkh and 
secured a nice list of sultscrlbers for 
tbat matchless Journal. Dr. Harvey- 
made two of tbe finest speeches of the 
Convention—one on Education on tbe 
floor of tbe Convention, and one on 
Home Mlaslons in tbe mass meeting 
for that Board.

which he gives special duty and atten­
tion. Without this special attention 
he cannot face competition and hope 
to succeed. He often produces other 
goods, but tbey are generally made 
during a slack time, or of what would 
otherwise be waste material and not 
as security sgslnst accident In tbe 
leading product. Theee are generally 
regarded as by-products, never de­
tracting from tbe leading Industry. 
A great increase In tbe variety of pro­
duction, for the purpose of making on 
something. Is the surest way to lose 
on everything. Tbe most successful 
farmer wltb whom tbe writer Is ac­
quainted raises, for sale, only wheat, 
corn, beef and egga. All bls other 
products are for use on bls farm or In 
bis family. He has neither sheep, 
turkeys, geese, ducks, nor pigeons. 
On the Great Plains of the Missouri 
Valley, lawyers, bankers, other pro­
fessional men, and sometimes farmers, 
raise great fields of wheat or some 
other crops, and often fatten large 
herds of cattie. selling the product at 
a handsome profit. Most of that pro­
fit la obtained from the skill and str 
tentloo concentrated on the one pro­
duct and from tbe wholeaale nature of 
the transaction. In fact It Is this 
concentration of labor, skill and capi­
tal on the one production that gen­
erally succeeds. The farmer, how­
ever, should not confine himself to 
one crop. These one-crop specialists 
feel no responsibility In maintaining 
tbe fertility of the noil, nor In giving 
employment through the year.

It tbe farmer owns tbe farm and 
tbe necessary teams for working It, 
and depends upon bls own labor and, 
perhaps, that of bls family for bls and 
their support, be should vary bls pro­
ducts Just enough to give profitable 
employment throughout tbe year to 
this available labor. This profitable 
employment should Include tbe nec­
essary rest, recreation and education. 
Hl's products should also be varied 
sufflcleutly to admit of such roulion 
of crops and of such animals as he 
considers necessary to profitably use 
tbe by-products of bls farm and main­
tain 1U fertility. He will 
also; find It / profitable to 
raise nearly all tbe fruit and vegeu 
bles required in bl* family.’ He 
should, have plenty, but should not 
plant for a surplus unless be has time 
to market the same. How is the 
farmer wltb such limited diversity to 
provide against failure of crops? Tbe 
answer becomes apparent when It is 
considered that the cultivated crops 
necessary in the Missouri Valley for 
productive employment during tbe 
year irould Include wheat, corn and 
oats. To maintain tbe fertility of 
the soil clover might be added. 7 best 
are suffclent security against entire 
fallun. and, to insure against par­
tial failure, he should Invest the sur­
plus proceedsof plenty in such a man­
ner as to be available in years of 
scarcity, sod abandon the Idea of 
growing a great variety tor the mere 
purpose of security against failure.— 
American Agriculturist.

tbe house and barn. Three or four 
squirrels about tbe barn do no hinn. 
So far as I have tried them, I can 
recommend red squirrels as tbe best 
of rat-traps.”—Popular Science News.

Thbiie is scarcely any better insect­
icide than kerosene, made Into an 
emulsion with either hard or soft 
soap.
