A pastor In Boston recently said 
that If any one would take charge of 
the poverty and crime tn tbat city 
which resulted from drunkenness, bls 
church could alone take charge of all 
tbe rest of the poverty. One church 
could easily do that.

Among tbe peculiar principle* to, 

which Baptiste hwve adhered with 
especial tenacity from of old, these 
two are fundamental: A regenerated 
church membership, and a strict, un­
questioning and uncompromising obe­
dience to tbe Word of God.

Regeneration implies, not merely a 
change of mind, but rather a change 
of heart—a conversion of the affec­
tions, a purifying of the Inward im­
pulses and desires. It signifies ah 
Impartatlon, by the Holy Spirit, and 
a reception Into tbe penitent believ­
er's soul, of spiritual life, whereby be 
is made partaker of tbe divine na­
ture.

Such a change of heart Is not a mere 
theory. It is more or leu vividly per­
ceptible to tbe Individual consclous- 
neu of every recipient of the Inesti­
mable grace. It kindles tn the soul, or, 
as the Word of Truth expresses It, 
sheds abroad In the heart by the Holv 
Ghost, Jove to God, and. If to him, to 
al! his children. Such a love Is not 
tbe dream ot an enthusiast, but a 
felt passion of the soul, that prompts 
tbe spirit of Implicit obedience to the 
Authorof Ite happy regeneration. The 
evidence of regeneration, to the con­
vert himself, mustalwaysbelnhisown 
personal consclousneat, and must oor- 
respond with tbe teaching ot bis only 
guide-book—a felt and cherished love 
to God and to hl* children, a fixed 
purpose to try to live In obedience to bls 
will and an abiding desire to promote 
his glory among men. Tbe evidence 
to otbere of bis regeneration must be 
seen In a lite conformable to bls pro-

Wltb these foundation principles 
tbe Baptists have always been essen­
tially a spiritual people. They receive 
into tbelr churches no Infanta or 
"seekers.” Their fellowship Is based 
on a spiritual life. They demand 
that every one they receive Into tbelr 
fraternity shall give credible evi­
dence of having been born ot tbe 
Spirit, and pledge himself to endeav­
or to live in obedience to all the 
divine commands.

sldps giving them the Impreuion that 
thAytreu goods* church members 
and,Entitled to as many Christian 
privilege*. Suffer the little children 
to come to Christ as early M they are 
capable, let them cry hosanna to tbe 
Son of David if they are moved to do 
so, but do not Inflate tbelr vanity and 
destroy their respect for sacred things 
by setting them forward as religious 
teachers while they are yet in their 
sin*. .

All meaningleu formallUu and un- 
ecrlptural ritualisms are antagonistic 
to Baptist principle* and put usage. 
It I* only during tbe last? few years 
that these innovation* have been 
made In *nme of our worldly-minded 
churches. Such Institutions u Bible 
Day, Children’s Day, the Week of 
Prayer, Concert of Prayer for Minions, 
for Colleges, Bible Readings, Gospel 
Meetings, Responsive Readings and 
other similar Innovations on both 
Scriptural authority and tbe customs 
of tbe Fathers, have originated, with 
the Idea of progressive theology, dur­
ing the present generation. But re­
cent as they are they have already 
corrupted tbe simplicity of the Gos­
pel, perverted the religious taste of 
tbe people, and paralyzed the vital 
piety ot tbe churches wherever they 
have been adopted. Woll might Paul, 
say to these churches: “Ye observe 
days, and months, and seasons, and 
years. I am afrahl of vnu . "

Some of tbe more frivolous of these 
Innovations mav have originated In 
attempt* to Imitate “the beautiful ■ 
service" of other denominations, or 
lu tbe innate love of novelty. But 
most of them have been inaugurated 
by monetary corporations, boards and

will not be carried about by every 
wind ot theory. A meeting of T70 
leading light* ha* recently been held 
in London. Among them were such 
men as Alexander Bain and Helm- 
bolti. Twenty year* ago materialism

and the tcleutlsts have gone so far 
the other way as to become almost 
believers la ghosts.

It Is time for godly Episcopalians 
to be considering tbelr bearings.

A prayer 
read or repeated from the dictation of 
another cannot be from the heart, 
and Is, therefore, neither acceptable 
to God nor profitable to the petltlon- 

. er. Artistic, unfelt singing is not 
praise to God. but rather a bid for tbe 
aditolratlon of men: and a written ser­
mon, the reading of which, as said 
tbe late Dr. W. B. Caldwell, "Is not 
preaching at all,” Is scarcely better. 
Every religious exercise must be 
prompted and directed by the Holy 
Spirit, or It cannot be approved by 
blm who said, “Without me ye can 
do nothing.”

Such Is tbe theory and tbe general 
practice of worship "kmong Baptists. 
But they are In close contact wltb 
other sects which are less jealous, in 
practice at least, for a strict adher­
ence to Bible teaching. A highly 
cultured civilization likewise advo­
cates many plausible theories con­
trary to Baptist usage, and persist­
ently endeavors to force them upon 
the churches by tbe potent means of 
logic, ridicule, persuasion and sarcasm. 
"Good taste" Is exalted above right­
eousness; politeness Is made to dom­
inate the requirements of Christian 
obedience; esthetics Is placed aboye 
ethics; courtesy demands precedence 
over religious principle, and love 
usurps tbe throne of Justice. The di­
vine order is reversed and tbe Inferior 
virtues are exalted above the superior. 
Under such influences some of our 
churches and pastors are led into In­
novations, apparently inncoent in 
themselves, but disastrous to truth 
and spirituality in their consequences. 
Only a few of these departures from 
the sacredness of worship can be no­
ticed In this article.

Tbe putting forward of unconvert­
ed children lu “church service," to 
occupy toe time appointed for public 
worship, cannot be otherwise than 
pernicious.. It cannot but be painful 
to every pious heart to see aged peo­

For Instance, 
in a passage singularly and antithet­
ically parallel to that of my text, we 
read “denying ungodliness and world­
ly lusts," which simply means throw­
ing off their dominion. And, In like 
manner, the denial here Is no verbal 
rejection of the principles of the Gos­
pel, which would be inconsistent 
with the notion of still retaining tbe 
form of godliness; but It Is tbe prac­
tical renunciation of tbe power, which 
is Inherent in all true godliness, of 
moulding tbe life snd character—tbe 
practical renunciation of that even 
wbll.t preserving a superficial, unreal 
appearance of being subject to It.

This, then, being the explanation, 
and tbe rough outline of tbe state of 
things which the apostle contemplates 
as hurrying onwards to corrupt tbe 
ehurch after bls departure, let us 
look at some of the thoughts connect-

It. The more.completely a professing 
Christian has lost his bold of the sub­
stance and is clinging only to tbe 
form, the less does be suspect that 
this indictment has any application 
to him. The very sign and symptom 
of spiritual degeneracy and corrup­
tion is unconsciousness, as the great 
champion of Israel, when his lock* 
were cropped in Delilah's lab, went 
out to exercise bls mighty limbs as at 
other times, and knew not, till he 
vainly tried feats s^blch their ebbing 
strength was no longer equal to per­
form, that the Spirit of the Lord had 
departed from him. Tbe more com­
pletely a man’s limbs are frost-bitten 
tbe more comfortable and warm they 
are, and tbe less does he know it. If

Tbe multitude of small cares and du­
ties which are blown upon us by every 
wind have tbe effect of withdrawing 
us, unless we are continually watch­
ful. from that one foundation of all, 
the love of Jesus Cbrist felt In our 
dally lives. Unless we perpetually 
tighten our hold, It will loosen by 
very weariness of the muscles. Un­
less the boat be firmly anchored It 
will be drifted down the stream. Un­
less we take care, our Christian life 
and earnestness will ooze out at our 
Anger-tips, and we shall never know 
that it is goce. The world, our own 
weakness, our very tasks wd duties, 
tbe pressure of circumstances, tbe 
sway of our senses, and the very bablt 
of doing right-all of these may lend 
to make us mechanical and formal 
participators Io the religious life, and 
unconscious hypocrites.

L\. So, lastly, let me point you 
to tbe discipline which may avert 
tbta evil.

I should regard It m highly improp­
er for me, at a time like thia, when 
we are In the very crisis of a great na­
tional controversy over free trade and 
protection, to commit the University 
to either side of lu At tbe ume 
time.

In 
those sections where the peach tree 
does not live but a few years a row of 
young trees should be planted every 
year, in order to have new trees begin 
to bear as the old ones shall die out, 
thus providing a constant succession

The Crescent strawberry Is recog­
nized as one of the best and most 
prolific in this section, but must be 
fertilized with the Wilson, where the 
fruit is grown for market. For family 
use, however, two row* of Crescent 
and one of Sharpless are more suita­
ble, but the plants should be well cul­
tivated and kept growing until the 
runners appear. For an early crop 
the May Flower is considered excel­
lent, but It I* not a profuse bearer.

The persimmon tree does not de­
prive the soil of a large amountof fer­
tilizing elements and for that reason 
makes the best of shade trees for 
stock. In the South, even on aban­
doned field*, the persimmon 1* allowed 
to grow. Its growth is slow, however, 
but its fruit is highly valued by some.
