If there were no other text in the 
sacred Word except thia one, I think 
we abould all be bound to receive and 
acknowledge the trutbfulne** of tbe 
great and glorious doctrine of God’s 
aoeitbt choice of hl* family.

For all low grades of Burley-there 
was evidence of greater weakness, 
with prices nearer inside figures, al­
though prices cannot be quoted lower 
generally.

In dark tobacco there were no signs 
of weakness at any Uma, ail offered 
being well sustained, with all lugs 
quite strong st outside figures.

Weather and Crop—The weather 
has been again excessively hot and 
dry, checking very materially the 
growth of all late planted tobacco, 
which Is doing little or no good, while 
early planted to doing well.
