But without tedious ar­
gumentation, I will say that this ques­
tion bas assumed tremendous Impor­
tance. Teachers of rellgiod, in what­
ever calling or capacity, cannot ignore 
It if they would.

No other 
communities will actively interfere. 
And they must be Chrlitians with a 
clean record. No publishers of Sun­
day papers, nor readers of such papers, 
nor pleasure excursionists, nor toy 
who protest with wool In their 
mouths, can be relied on.

The extraction of 
the fragrance will be greatly hastened 
by using very strong vinegar, contain­
ing a proportion of at least one-tenth 
acetic aeid. This vinegar can be eas­
ily made by letting wine sour without 
diluting it with water.

This 
vinegar should be put into tightly 
corked bottles and kept In the cellar.

Strawberry Vinegar. — Crush 
ripe strawberries with a wcoden pes­
tle or spoon In a china dish, wblcb 
must be set in a moderately warm 
place and left for the berries to fer­
ment. When tbe bubbles of carbonic 
add (top rising, squeeze tbe juice 
Armly with tbe hands through a damp 
piece of clean linen, and then strain a 
second time through Altering paper. 
Mix tbe clear juice with good, strong 
vinegar in tbe proportion of one part 
juice to two parte vinegar, and pour 
tbe strawberry vinegar into bottles, 
which must be tightly corked and 
kept in the cellar.

Raspberry Vinegar.—Raspberry 
vinegar can be made in exactly tbe 
same way as strawberry vinegar, but 
the fragrance and flavor of the fruit 
can be still better retained by cover­
ing’tbe freshly gathered fruit with 
strong vinegar and letting It stand for 
several days in a moderately warm 
place, shaking it frequently; then 
straining the raspberry vinegar 
through a clean linen cloth, and then 
through Altering paper. This fruit 
vinegar will keep a long time if put 
into tightly corked bottles and plaooa 
where It is cool.

Orange Vinegar—Strip tbe yel­
low pee) from eight or ten oranges. 
Wrap them in a clean linen doth—a 
quarter at a time—and squeeze tbe 
juice out with tbe hands into a tall 
glass tumbler, which should be dosely 
covered and left in a place where it 
will not be moved. Bub the white 
lining from tbe orange-peels and mub 
the latter to a pulp, adding strong 
wins vinegar- About eight quarts 
-wins measure-will be needed. At 
tbe and of three or four days pour off 
the wine vinegar carefully—tbat it 
may remain dear—add tbe clarified 
orange juice and shake thoroughly, 
then strain through filtering paper 
and pour into bottles, wblcb must be 
cloaely corked. . .

It sometimes happens that the fruit 
vinegars are not perfectly dear, but 
seam muddy. In that case they must 
be artificially clarified, and the best 
thing to use for this purpose is isln- 
glTo clarify fruit-vinegars, cut halt 
*n ounce of ialnglasa into very small 
nieces and pour on a sufficient quanti­
ty of lukewarm water to cover oom- 
Setely Then leave the taluglam to 
soak, stirring freauontly. Whenthor- 
oughly dissolved, so tbat no trace of 

rate pieces is left, add enough 
egar to make half a pound of 
glutinous substance, which 
kept closely corked.
