I. First, then, I think we may see 
here a bint as to the worth and im­
portance of subordinate work.

Not a syllable that Silas ever said 
Is recorded In Scripture. He bad been 
a chief man among tbe brethren 
when he was in Jerusalem, but, like 
some other chief mtn In little spheres, 
he came to be anything but a chief 
mao when be got alongside of Paul, 
and found bls proper work. He did 
not say, "1 have always pulled tbe 
stroke oar, and I am.not going to be 
second. I do not Intend to be ab­
sorbed io tbls mao's brilliant lustre. 
I would rather have a smaller sphere 
where my light may not suffer by 
comparison than be oversbono by 
him." By no means! He could not 
do Paul's work, but be could take tbe 
stripes along with him, In the prison 
at Philippi, and be took them. He 
could not write as Peter could; Il was 
not bls work to do that. Buthe could 
carry one of Peter's letters. And so,

day-school, fy awhile, and I took an 
interest In this, that or the other 
thing for a bit, but nobody took any 
notice of me; and I suppose I wa* not 
wanted, and So I came away!"

Not be! That is what a great many 
of u* do. Thbugh we sometime* are 
not honest enough to say It to our­
selves, yet we do let tbe absence of 
“recognition" (*ave the mark) influ­
ence u* in the earnestness of our 
Christian work to far too great an ex­
tent.

What doe* It matter whether they 
know anything about u*, or say any­
thing about us, or pat u* on tbe back 
for anything that we do. or recognize 
our service whilst we live? Surely, 
if we are Christian men and women, 
we have a belter reason for working 
than that. “I will never forget any 
of their works." That ought to be 
enough for us, ought It not? Who­
ever forgets, He remembers; and if 
He remember, He will not remain in 
our debt for anything that we have 
done. /

Traveller's Tales.

I arrived in Indi* In tbe rainy sea­
son. The hot month* of April, May 
and June are very trying on mission­
aries, so they gp away to tbe moun­
tains, and are just returning to their 
field*. In Ceylon I found It very 
pleasant in July, and. Mid not mind 
preaching twine a day.’ There I found 
great number* who speak English, so 
my street preaching, preaching at tbe 
college* and in the churches wa* list­
ened to by a great many Clngbalese 
and Tamils, besides foreign residents.

men are no better than Caucasian 
young men In this regard. All that 
should ba done for a young minister 
Is to put tbe needed training within 
bls reach and then encourage him to 
get It.

Beside this, ministers' Institutes 
should be held, good literature sup­
plied and other effort* put forth for 
the Improvement of those ministers 
who are unable to attend these 
schools. Let us not be afraid our ef­
forts will not be appreciated. We 
should take a lively interest In tbe 
welfare of tbe colored cburches, often 
attending tbelr meetings and coming 
into sympathetic touch 'with them. 
These cburches have peculiar trials 
and difficulties In which their white 
brethren can render needed and val­
uable service. There Is no work of 
our life which we contemplate with 
more pleasure than wbat we have 
done in aiding tbe settlement of dis- 
nutes and the relieving of debts of col­
ored churches. In serving the Ne 
groes we must be careful not to re­
lieve them of a sense of tbelr respon­
sibility. We must not seek to man­
age them, but to aid them to do their 
own managing.

There is a race instinct which must
done all that should be expected of j ever keep t,he t w<i races separate, but
us, until another opportunity is of­
fered fur expressing our “views.'' Said

We have said tbe Negroea are ex­
cluded from various tradea, etc. A 
prominent colored pastor In New York 
City thus describes the situation in 
tbe Metropolis: "It la Industrial op­
portunities my people need; Indus­
trial equality with tbe white man 
they seek, not social. I have 3,000 in 
my congregation, al) laboring people, 
most of them ju menial service. Many 
of them could do something better, 
but they have no chance. They can­
not go Into business, for they have no 
opportunity to learn bow to do It. 
Where do you see a Negro clerk or a 
Negro shop-girl? There are hundreds 
of Negro boys and girls in this city 
to-day, past school age—for what use 
li there In tbelr going on to the high­
er grades? they can do nothing with 
the higher education—and these boys 
and girls are Idle for want of oppor­
tunity to work. They don't all want 
to be domestic servants; many of 
them Indeed are too young for such 
drudgery. Many of them would ^tke 
to rise above it, but It Is seldom any 
of them have tbe chance to do so. 
With not a trade which they can Jree- 
ly enter, and with nearly every other 
outlet closed, is It to be wondered at 
that some of them, through Idleness 
and discouragement, arc sinking Into 
crime?" The situation is more serious 
than many are willing to believe.

Well does tbe Rev. M, 
Vann, colbred evangelist in Tennes­
see, say: "Whenever you find a Negro 
anything but a Baptist Id belief, you 
may be sure some white mao has been 
explaining tbe Scripture to that 
Negro."

It Is too obvious to require discus­
sion that the Negroes must be evan­
gelised by preachers of their own, 
race. It is, therefore, of tbe highest 
importance that they be supplied 
with tbe right sort of preachers. It 
should be so object of uur special and 
energetic effort to raise tbe quality of 
tbe colored preachers. They should 
be, first of all, men of true piety. 
That only God can give, but we can 
do much to eliminate unconverted 
preacher* from tbelr ministry and In­
crease tbe demand for devoutly pious 
ones. They should bb well-trained In 
tbe great truths of revelation, and 
therefore must be educated io mind 
and heart, and well-Informed as to 
the teaching of Scripture. There ate 
schools for colored preachers in tbe 
South. These we should heartily and 
liberally support, by our sympathy, 
onr money and our active oo-opera

While in many things the Negroes 
ara making gratifying progress, and 
this should encourage us to still great­
er efforts in tbelr behalf, yet in some 
respects their conditon is becoming 
worse. Dr. G. W. Hubbard complied, 
for Science, statistics from tbe health 
reports of six cities of tbe South. 
These statistics show that tbe mor­
tality from consumption among tbe 
colored people Is now nearly four 
times as great as among tbe whites. 
A similar unfortunate slate of things 
exists In regard to insanity. Dr. T.O. 
Powell, Supt. of tbe Georgia Stale 
Asylum, says: "Thirty years ago 
there were only forty-five insane Ne­
groes lu Georgia, while now there are 
over a thousand." He attributes 
seventy-live per cent of this insanity, 
directly or indirectly, to tbe use of in­
toxicating liquors, which slaves found 
great difficulty In getting. Tblsopcns 
to view a chapter on the subject of 
the Negro which has been little con­
sidered, and which demands earnest 
thought and vigorous effort.

Then, too, lynching of Negroes Is 
on the increase, alarmingly. The 
crimes for which they are lynched are

the first on every mission field. Huw 
is It?

The “how" of It Is simply that those 
preachers did not know wbat they 
were talking about.

thus eummarlteo the uses of fruits In 
relieving diseased condition of tbe 
body. It should not be understood 
that edible fruits exert direct medi­
cinal effects. They simply encourage 
tbe natural procesa by which the sev­
eral remedial processes they aid are 
brought about.

Under the category of laxatives, or­
anges, figs, tamarinds, prunes, mul­
berries, dates, nectarines and plums 
may be Included; pomegranates, cran­
berries, blackberries, sumac berries, 
dewberries, raspberries, barberries, 
quinces, pears, wild cherries and med­
lars are astringent; grapes, peaches, 
strawberries, whortleberries, prickly 
pears, black currants and melon seeds 
are diuretics; gooseberries, red and 
white currants, pumpkins and melons 
are refrigerants.

Taken in the early morning, an or­
ange acts very decidedly as a laxative, 
sometimes amounting to a purgative, 
and may generally ba relied on.

Pomegranates are very astringent, 
and relieve relaxed throat and uvula. 
The bark of the root In tbe form of a 
decoction Is a good aothelmlotlc, es­
pecially obnoxious to tapeworm.

Figs, split open, form excellent 
poultices forboils and small abscesses. 
Strawberries and lemons locally ap­
plied are of some service in tbe remov­
al of tartar from teeth. Apples are 
correctives useful in nausea, and even 
sea sickness and tbe vomiting of preg­
nancy. They immediately relieve the 
nausea due to smoking. Bitter al­
monds contain hydrocyanic acid, and 
are useful in cough; but they fre­
quently produce a sort of urticaria or 
nettle rash. Tbe persimmon, or 
duMpynw, Is palatable when ripe; but 
tbe green fruit is highly astringent, 
containing much tannin, and is used 
in diarrhoea and incipient dysentery. 
The oil of the cocoanut has been rec­
ommended as a substitute for cod liver 
oil, and Is much used io Germany far 
phtlsic. Barberries are very agreea­
ble for fever patients in the form of a 
drink. Dutch medlars are astringent 
and not very palatable. Grapes and 
raisins are nutritive and demulcent, 
and very grateful in tbe sick chamber. 
A so-called “grape cure" has been 
much lauded for the treatment of 
congestions of tbe liver and stomach, 
enlarged spleen, scrofula, tuberculo­
sis, etc. Nothing is allowed but. wa­
ter and bread and several pounds of 
grapes per diem. Quince seeds are 
demulcent and astringent; boiled In 
water they make an excellent sooth­
ing and sedative lotion in inflamma­
tory diseases of the eye and eyelids.— 
N. Y. Advocate.

Grape vinee need (pore pruning than 
do other plants, as the cutting away 
of the old wood Induoee a stronger 
growth of new shoots, and It is upon 
these new shoots only that fruit Is 
produced the following season—Mas­
sachusetts Ploughman.

Horticultural Brevities.

Stir the soil to conserve moisture 
and promote plant growth, as well as 
to kill weeds.

Use hard-wood ashes liberally on all 
garden truck, small fruits and orchard

Apply liquid manure to force rapid 
and full maturity of choice crops. 1

Nitrate of soda can be used with 
benefit on all crops. It is Immediate­
ly available, and should therefore be J 
only employed In connection with 
plants in an active stage of growth. 1

We must spray with Paris green and 
copper compounds, to produce sound 
marketable fruit.

There Is far too little mulching 
done. Small fruits, trees and garden • 
crops are given a most favorable op- . 
portunity for attaining the bigbeat 
perfection -end development when 
their roots are covered with a thick 1 
mat of leaves, bay or other suitable ( 
material.

A good mulch keeps down weeds, 
and renders the soil loose, moist and 
porous at all times, and that, too^

Pruning Grapes.

Tbe following rule* for pruning 
grape* are taken from a report of tbe i 
Mississippi Agricultural Station, as 
follows:

Our rules for pruning are very few 
and simple, and are based upon two 
facta, first, Chat the fruit Is produced 
only on branches which grew during 
tbe previous year; and second, that no 
vine should be allowed to intrude up­
on tbe space required by ii* next 
neighbor. With these two pointe in 
mind, pruning becomes a very simple 
matter. The heaviest pruning Is done 
during tbe winter, where we cut 
away all but tbe two or three young­
est canes, preferring to leave only ' 
those which grew tbe last season. If ' 
tbe vine has made three strong and 
vigorous branches from near tbe sur­
face of tbe" ground during tbe past 
season, we leive these only, and cut 
away all of the>older wood. If, as is 
usually the case, tbe vine has made 
but one or two such branches, we 
leave tbe youngest of tbe older ones, 
cutting them off Immediately above 
tbe first vigorous shoot, so that tbe

with little labor of cultivation.
Be sure and commence early to thin 

fruit upon trees and vines, that have 
set tbe same too freely.

Remember that oftentimes by tbe 
removal of fully half tbe fruit, the re­
mainder produces as much bulk and 
sells for more money Chan the whole 
would If all bad been left on.

Where fruit Is thinned the parent 
plant is exhausted far less than when 
the entire crop Is permitted to remain.

Let the sheep and poultry run In 
tbe orchard and consume wormy fruit 
and Insects.

Set out young fruit plants and trees 
every year. Do your share toward 
making the earth U) blossom and be 
ailed with fruitfulness.

Sort all fruit very carefully, and 
send same to market neatly packed 
In attractive packages. This point 
must not be slighted.

In making sales, get as near tbe 
consumer as possible. Many commis­
sions and middlemen's profits leave 
little for the producer to receive for 
his products.

Live off the best your land produces. 
Do not stint yourself for sake of hav­
ing more produce to sell. Get all you 
can out of life.—M. Sumner Perkins, 
in Cultivator.

, to six Joints In length, are left on 
each. Tbe stronger tbe growth of tbe 
vine, the more wood we leave when 

1 pruning, and as soon as tbe pruning 
is completed, tbe vines are tied to tbe 

1 wires, one being fastened vertically 
1 and the other diagonally, so as to give 
' each branch as much room as possi­

ble.
In tbe early summer, after the fruit 

is set, we 'prune again, this time al- 
.most wholly with tbe thumb and fin­
ger, breaking off tbe ends of the bear­
ing shoots two or three leaves beyond 
tbe last bunch of fruit, and removing 

1 all barren shoots excepting the two or 
three nearest the ground. When we 
can find vigorous shoots coming from 
near the ground, we Ue them to tbe 
trellis, but it Is often tbe case we have 
no new shoots excepting those which 
come from the old canes at some dis­
tance from tbe roots, and then tbe 
lowest strong shoot on each branch is 
left and tied to tbe trellis.
