“Whosoever is begotten of God 
doeth no sin, because bis seed abldetb 
in him: and be cannot sin, beause be 
is begotten of God" (B. V. 1 John 3:9). 
Our old version has "born of God.” 
Born and begotten are equivalent ren­
derings of the same word. Tbe 
phrase, "Whosoever Is born (or 'be; 
gotten’) of God,” relates to the new 
birth, which in Its production is ac­
credited to the Holy Spirit. “That 
which is born of the Spirit is spirit,” 
or spiritual, (John 3:8). “Tbe love of 
God shed abroad in the heart by tbe 
Holy Spirit” (Rom. 5:5), is a leading 
characteristic In the new birth. “Love 
Is of God; and every one that loveth 
is born of God and knoweth God" (1 
John 3:7). The knowledge of God, 
which “is life eternal,” receives its 
holy and saving quality from love to 
God. Hence “he that loveth not 
knoweth not God, for God is love" (1 
John 3:8).

Spiritual knowledge, like love, Is 
also a distinguishing feature of the 
new birth, and enters into its very na­
ture as an essential and co-ordinate 
element- Hence it is said, “Ot bls 
own will begat be us with the word ot 
truth” (James 1:18). A. nd the new 
man Is said to be “renewed In knowl­
edge after tbe Image of him who cre­
ated him.” Peter affirms ot such that 
they "were born again, not of corrupt­
ible seed, but of incorruptible, by the 
weird of God, which llvetband abldeth 
forever” (1 Peter 1:23).

The Word of God, rooted in the soil 
of love, and rendered permanent and 
productive under tbe renewing and 
sanctifying power of the Spirit, lives 
and abides In the regenerate as tbe 
seed ot God. On this account it is 
said, "he doth not commit sin,” or as 
the Revised Version has It, "doeth no 
sin." That Is, worketb not sin. The 
expression may be understood in a 
qualified sense, as many learned com­
mentators explain it, viz , be does not 
si a habitually and deliberately, as 
taking pleasure in It. Neither does 
be allow of It, but bates and con-

These be wise words of the Inte­
rior's.- “If a thinker catches anew 
▼lew of truth or' discovers what ap­
pears to be a new truth, be regards it 
with suspicion and subjects It to in­
vestigation and correlation with other 
truths, for months, possibly for years, 
before be publishes it. The man who 
thinks that he thinks rushes out 
shouting 'Eureka!'"

A brother in the Alabama Baptist, 
whether writing sarcastlcaUy or not 
we cannot say, prophesies: " Before 
many years the Sunday-school, I be­
lieve, will be the mode of the Sunday 
morning services," and adds that 
when that day comes the minister 
will not have to waste bls strength 
and vitality every week "sermoniz- 
Ing."

Is accidental rather than habitual. 
Now where there Is an abiding trust 
In tbe Son of God, there is tbe impu­
tation of righteousness and the non- 
Imputatlon of sin. "Even as David 
also describath the blessedness of tbe 
man unto whom God Imputetb right­
eousness without works, saying, 
Blessed aie they whose iniquities are 
forgiven, and whose 81ns are covered. 
Blessed Is tbe mao to whom tbe Lord 
will not impute sin” (Rom. 4:6-8). 
There are those t<* whom sin is not 
Imputed. Tbe seed of God abldetb In 
them, and restrains them from tbe 
commission of -sin. As David also 
teaches in the one hundredth and 
nineteenth Psalm (119:11 ),sayIng, “Thy 
word bave 1 bid in mine heart that I 
might not sin against thee."

Tbe truth embodied in this exposi­
tion is scriptural, and may be accept­
ed as a satisfactory explanation of the 
first part of tbe passage. It Is not 
certain, however, that the exigency 
of tbe entire passage is met by it. 
The latter part is expressed in tbe 
most positive and emphatic manner. 
“And be cannot sin because be 1b be­
gotten of God.”

Now John certainly teaches that 
Christians do sin. He aays, "If we 
say that we have no sin, we deceive 
ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 
If we confess our sins, he Is faithful 
and Just to forgive us our sins, and to 
cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 
If we say that we have not sinned, we 
make him a liar, and his word is not 
In us.” He then adds, "My little 
children, these things write I unto 
you, that you Bln not: and if any man 
sin, we bave an advocate with tbe 
Fathej, Jesus Christ, tbe righteous"

Then, young brethren, you see the 
valuaof the advice, "Study old books." 
I will mention a book ot rare value, 
known only by a few, lightly prized 1 
by some of tbem, but highly valued 
by others, who appreciate Itsjtrue 
worth. If you should bunt MOund 
tbe books of some, yes, most theologi­
cal libraries, you would likely find an 
old relic called "Instltutio Theo 
Ijgae,” by "Francois Turretlnl." it 
may not have been read in years, but 
take It out, there Is a Jewel there. It' 
Is written in Latin, I. e., In seven­
teenth century Latin; but we will see 
more about tne Latin presently: let's 
know something about tbe writer, 
then look at the book Itself.

1. The Author—He was born In 1623, 
nearly a century later than Calvin's 
day. Tbe son of Benoit Turretlui, 
whose father, Francesco, was a native 
of Lucca, but wbo had emigrated to 
Geneva, where our author was born. 
The father. Benoit, was a professor 
and author ot theological works In 
Geneva. His son, our author, Fran­
cois, followed in bls footsteps and be­
came an author and theological pro­
fessor in Geneva; and our author's 
son did the same thing. Tbe three, 
father, sun and grandson, spanned 
over a space of more than a century 
as professors In Geneva. They wrote 
some powerful books In tbeir day, 
most ot their books were upon sub­
jects more or less transitory and bave 
passed away, as the subjects upon 
which tbey were written bave long 
since been settled and bave ceased to 
be of any Interest. But tbe book we 
are now considering is upon a subject 
ever interesting and will never die as ! 
long as there are lust men In the world

that it is wicked presumption on the 
part of aby one to affirm that In prac­
tical life be sins not.

Is 
there a contradiction in tbe epistle's 
teaching? Certainly not. Tnere is 
an aspect of tbe divinely begotten 
spiritual life, which, in the apostle's 
estimation, is wholly Incompatible 
with sinning. And to my mind the 
strong language of tbe passage Is 
clearly explicable on this ground.

Tbe 
ideal is the Obrlst-llfe within us, 
which Is divinely begotten and is ot 
"the divine nature."

nate nastiness of tbeir religion as it is 
to-day. You may bave a Confucianlst 
scholar, wbo will exilt the “Sage” 
above your Saviour; but be will not 
bring with him a sot of those blas­
phemous pictures and placards, dis­
gusting and diabolical, which men of 
his order and companionship have 
been scattering over Central Cblna. 
None uf these things will be brought 
to your notice. Therefore you will 
not see actual heathenism, but a 
painted heathenism.

“Ob," yuu say, “it will be easy 
enough to supply wbat Is lacking. 
Our own ample reading will avail us 
forthat." So It may. You joureeif, 
may not be hoodwinked. “ Howbeit 
there is nut in every man this knowl­
edge.” Such may be dollied. Tbe 
great multitude of hearers may^be to­
tally misled. All the more so, as tbe 
secular newspapers will be sure to be 
found trumpeting the excellences of 
this exalted beatben doctrine. "Now 
we bave It from themselves,’' they 
will say. " Nuw we see huw heathen­
ism has been misrepresented; nuw it 
Is plain that all religions bave a di­
vine sanction.” This will the secular 
press be sure to do, because It will be 
but following Its own unregenerate 
Instincts. Prepare yourselves to be 
told wbat a lofty morality, wbat sub­
lime aspiration, what profound philo­
sophy come to‘you from over the sea.

Bunday Opening Again.

Tbe developments in regard to the 
matter of cloalng tbe World's Fair 
on Sunday bave not been of a charac­
ter to change the opinion of the public 
concerning tbe conduct of the Fair of­
ficials. While the Directors voted to 
close tbe gates and kept tbem closed 
for two Sundays, yet tbe subsequent 
management of the case leaves only 
too much ground for believing that 
the object sought was an excuse for 
not returning the »1,900,000 to tbe 
Government rather than to keep the 
gates closed. It is certainly very 
strange that an injunction gotten out 
by a single Individual could not be 
dissolved. Judge Stein ordered the 
arrest of the officialsand then hurried 
off to Europe. Then application was 
made to Judge Goggin to hear an ap­
plication for a dissolution of the in­
junction. But why did tbe attorney 
for tbe Directory take the case before 
this Judge? Were not bls character 
and habits well known? And can it 
be possible that the attorney was Ig­
norant ot his strong opposition to 
Sunday closing? It Is true that Judge 
Goggin called In two other Judges to 
sit with blm in tbe case, wbo rendered 
a decision In favor of dissolving the 
Injunction. But he stoutly main­
tained that one of them agreed to 
bold with him In favor of tbe Injunc­
tion until overawed by tbe German 
press. And then, while apparently 
Intoxicated, beset aside tbeir decis­
ion and postponed the case until “the 
snow flies." And thus the matter 
stands. The gates are open and tbe 
officials have an excuse for not keep­
ing their agreement to return tbe 
money. There has been some fine 
work somewhere.

There is a terrible responsibility 
incurred In all beginnings that do not 

' finish—beginnings made without cai- 
: culatton, without rational, cool, clear- 
beaded resolution; without counting 

1 tbe cost, without anticipating tbe 
stress and securing tbe resources. 
And It is for tbe honor of tbe cause, 
It is for tbe honor of tbe kingdom 
that our Lord would bar all such un- 
buslnese-like disasters, and therefore 
He turns on tbe crowd as tbey vaguely 
follow, sternly bidding tbem beware; 
let tbem take care; there Is a risk run 
in starting on tbe Christian's lite; tbe 
work will be severe and long the la­
bors; tbe kingdom cannot afford a 
series of defeats, an exhibition of 
tolly: there must be no Irrational 
hurrying in reckless enthusiasm. 
These, if tbey lapse, do more than 
fail—tbey hurt and damage tbe King­
dom and the Cause- Then there must 
be inspiration and zeal, Just because 
tbey are so sorely needed. Tbey must 
not be frittered away or wasted in 
rash efforts that begin In heedless 
baste anfl cannot finish.—Holland.

We wish to enter a hearty plea for 
tbe revival of the—shall we say "old- 
fashioned?”—singing school in our 
churches. Not many decades ago, the 
singing school, especially in the coun­
try, was an institution; but now It 
seems to befalling intathatoondlUon 
which eupbemlsts lovelo describe aa 
"innocuous dlsnetude." In tbe sing­
ing school young men and ladles used 
to learn to read notes, which was very 
valuable learning; and singing togeth­
er made tbeir voices strong and sweet 
and gave tbem that sociable quality 
which enables many voices to blend 
well In congregational ringing. In 
such schools many of the must effectr 
Ive singers began their careers as 
leaders In the praise of God; and 
many of them have been scarcely less 
useful than tbeir pastors. It is right 
for us to Insist on “tbe people" sing­
ing In the praises ot God; and It is 
right for us to provide competent men 
to train tbem so as to make that 
pealse sweet and up if ting. We ven­
ttire a suggestion to tbe pastors and 
leaders in church work, in city, town 
and country. At least once every 
year, for two or three months, employ 
some such teacher to gather all tbe 
people together to learn how to sing 
by note and to sing together. But be 
sure to keep It under the direction of 
your cburch and bave an understand­
ing that the church must have tbe 
benellt ot tbeir Increased skill and 
power. Let the pastor meet with tbe 
class and open it with prayer and let 
all who enter tbeclass be made to feel 
that tbey are receiving this training 
for tbe special purpose of glorifying 
God in tbeir bodies which are hie. 
Such a plan would not only assist the 
audience In tbe praise ot God, but 
would put a check to the tendency 
now manifest everywhere, to relegate 
that part of worship to a few who are 
exceptionally well trained, and wbo 
can sing for—tbe money that Is In It. 
—Central Baptist.

heaven. While tbe blind and tbe 
deaf in that bard Pagan world were 
still locking tbeir gates against the 
new truth, its ideas were being sung 
in their fields, and Ite words were as 
sunshine in tbe dwellings of their 
slaves. So swiftly and surely did tbe 
work spread that ere tbe last of tbeir 
little band was called to bis rest, tbe 
Gospel tbey preached bad reclaimed 
whole provinces and wide-reaching 
regions of spiritual life for tbe Lord. 
Fulfilled then beyond tbeir keenest 
Imaginings was tbe Master’s promise, 
“Ye shall bave power.”.—Le Huray.

Paul Appreht nded and Appre­
hending.

Observe tbe apostle's condition 
when be wrote these words. I do not 
think that either 7011 or I will be 
found to be In a better one. If any 
are, or think .they are, I would sug­
gest a question. 1, for my part, 
would be satisfied to be Just as Paul

He was In a position of conscious 1 
safety; be was a saved man, be knew 
that be was saved, for be rejoiced In 
Christ Jesus, and bad no confidence in 
the flesh. He knew that be was 
Justified by faith in Christ Jesus, and 
he counted all bls own works, which 
formerly were bis ground of trust, to 
be a dross and dung, that he might 
win Christ. He was a saved man, 
and be knew it. I do not think that 
be often had doubts about that point: 
but yet be was in a state of conscious 
imperfection: "Not as though 1 bad 
already attained, either were already 
perfect." He bad not yet reached his 
own Ideal of what a Christian mlgbt 
be. He bad not yet obtained from 
Christ all that be eipected to obtain. 
He was not sitting down to restand 
be thankful; but be was still hurry­
ing on, reaching after something 
which was yet beyond him. He could 
not say, “Soul, take thine ease, tbou 
hast much goods laid up for many 
years;" but be felt bls own spiritual 
poverty still, and be cried, "Nut as 
though 1 bad already attained, either 
were already perfect." But, beloved, 
let not that thought be any kind of 
solace to you. for I would remind you 
that, though consciously imperfect, 
Paul wak zealously making progress. 
He says, “1 press toward tbe mark for 
tbe prize of the high calling of God In 
Christ Jesus." I know mauv wbo say 
that they are imperfect, and they 
seem to be quite satisfied to be so. 
That was never the case with tbe 
apostle; as long as any trace of a sin­
ful nature or a sinful tendency re­
mained in him, it made him cry Out, 
"O wretched man. that 1 am! who 
shall deliver me from tbe body of tbls 
death?” It was not because be was 
dead In sin that be cried in that way 
It would be a new thing in tbls world 
for a sinner dead in sin to cry sot but 
because be was already largely deliv­
ered from sin, and tbe reigning power 
of It bad been broken, therefore he 
felt the burden of any sort of contact 
with sin. A man wbo Is In tbe sea, 
deep down under ibe water, taking a 
plu nge, does not feel tbe weight o( 
tbe water; but bring him out ’on the 
shore, put a great tub of water on bls 
bead, and see what a weight that is 
to blm. So, while a man Is In sin as 
bls element, it is no burden to bln.; 
but when he Is out of it, and out un­
der Its power, then be feels tbe weight 
of It, be grows weary under it, aul 
would fain ne rid of every particle of 
it. Tbe apostle, I ray, was conscious 
of Imperfection, but he was also con­
scious that he was making progress, 
that be was running towards a mark, 
that be was leaving much behind him, 
and was pressing toward that which 
waa before blm. He was also In a 
state of anxious aspiration. He de­
aired that be might be found In 
Christ, that be mlgbt attain unto the 
resurrection from among the dead, 
that be mlgbt, In a word, grasp that 
for which Christ bad grasped blm. 1 
am going to talk about that double 
grasp to-night: “That 1 may appre­
hend that for which also 1 am appre­
hended of Christ Jesus."

At his conversion, Paul bad been 
apprehended by bis Lord. Take the 
word “apprehend" in the sense of 
arresting blm, and it stands true of 
Saul of Tarsus. 1 need not repeat 
the story; you all know bow that des­
perate rebel waa going down to 
Damascus, to persecute tbe saints of 
God. Nothing was further from bls 
mind than the thought of becoming a 
Christian; but while be was riding 
tbe high horse, and Damascus lay be­
low him,'Just like a sheep within 
roach of a wolf, tbe Lord Jesus Christ 
stepped In, and laid bls band 00 .bls 
shoulder.

"Thus Ibe eternal counsel ran, 
'Almlgbly (race, street that man!'*

And almighty grace did arrest him. 
He fell to tbe earth at tbe first blow; 
he was blinded with the secund; nay, 
not so much by a blow as by tbe great­
ness of tbe light that shone round 
him; and there be lav prostrate, 
broken in heart and blind in eye, and

haA tn he lad Into the cltv. and

determined to hale to prison, hm 
come, and pray tor him, that bls 
might be opened, that be might 
baptised, and that be migbt 
make hie confession of faith in Ch 
He well says that he was "appreh 
ed of Cbrist Jesus." The King 
no sheriff's officer to arrest him; 
be came himself and took him 
divine custody, laid him by the b 
for three days In the dark, and 
let blm out Into glorious liberty 
altogether changed man, to go f 
to nreach that faith which aforet 
be bad sought to destroy.

You may not al) be able to rem 
ber any special day when you 
apprehended by Christ: but som 
us do. We remember when we, 
bad been formerly been carried 
tlve by tbe devil at his will, fo 
ourselves arrested by One stro 
than Satan. We did manage, b 
vine grace to escape from tbe clu 
es of the devil; but we could not 
cape from that dear pierped b 
when once It was laid upon us. 
surrendered ourselves prisoners; t 
was no resisting any looper when 
mighty grace came in to arrest us 
say that some of us remember 
day. Other days, notable for g 
events, have been forgotten; but 
day when we were apprebende 
Christ Jesus la stamped upon 
memory, and always must be, 
throughout eternity.

Now, beloved, this arrest of Pau 
Christ was tbe force and motive c 
whole after life. Because Paul 
been apprehended by Christ, he be
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tbe case, and go on wltb his work, and 
take out all the> blotches and blem­
ishes, and paint tbe true portrait, 
till at last everybody who sees us will 
say, There Is Cbrist In tbat man: be 
is a likeness of Cbrist!" We may not 
all be paintings on Ivory; we may not 
all be taken on a sheet of sliver; but 
the Lord's portrait, even though It 
be on a piece of clay, has still great 
beauties in it. And as he intends to 
make us like Christ, O beloved, let us 
aspire to this! Come, get it Into your 
voice, and get It into your beert! You 
are to be like Christ; and as you are 
to be so, and this Is the very reason 
why Cb.lst has arrested you, pine 
after it, thirst after It, labour after 
It- Trust God to work in you to will 
and to do of his own good pleasure: 
and while he Is doing that, work out 
your own salvation with fear and 
trembling, because It Is God tbat 
worketb In you.

But, next, we were converted In or­
der to be the instrument of the con­
version of others. Paul, when be waa 
speaking to Agrippa, expressly men­
tioned how the Lord said, "Deliver­
ing thee from the people, and from 
the Gentiles, unto whom now I send 
thee, to open their eyes, and to turn 
them from darkness to light, and 
from the power of Satan unto God, 
that they may receive forgiveness of 
sine, and inheritance among them 
which are sanctified by faith that Ie 
In me.” So, you see, there was a ob­
tain number of souls for whom Paul 
was apprehended, that he might be 
the Instrument of their salvatkin.

called to endure that trial;” but yet, 
if we were called to It, weshould have 
grace given to us to bear It. What 
an honour it was for them, for tbe 
sake ofo tbe Prince of martyrs, the 
Leader of the sacramental hosts of 
God’s elect, to be able and willing to 
give themselves up to death! Well, 
you may be called to suffer for Christ’s 
sage; at any rate? you ye called to 
this, to lay your all upon his altar, to 
devote yourself, your substance, all 
that you are, and all that you have, 
to bis honour and glory. You are ap­
prehended of Christ Jesus for this 
purpose; try to aporehend it. Ob, 
brothers, let us resolve to live wholly 
unto Cbrist! Let us bld him take 
bauds end feet, and beart and eye, 
and brain, and every faculty of our 
being. May God get us much glory 
as he can out of us, or reflect as much 
of his glory as Is possible through 
even our weakness and Infirmities! 
But tbls Is why we have been appre­
hended of Cbrist Jesus, that we may 
be wholly aod alone the Lord's: “For 
the love of Cbrist constralnetb us; be­
cause we thus Judge, tbat If one died 
for all, then all died, and Ihat he 
died tor all, that they wblcb live 
should not henceforth live unto them­
selves, but unto blm which dtpd tor 
them, aod rose again.” Her<ls tbe 
prize ot your high calling; are you 
ready to run for it? God help you to 
do so, to apprehend, In personal self- 
sacrifice, all that tor which Christ has 
apprehended you!

But tbat la not all. Paul said tbat 
he regarded himself as having lieen

Special Days and Special Pray* 
In*.

Protestants criticise the Church of 
Home concerning her holy days and 
religious specialties. She bas given 
away the three hundred and slxty-five 
days of the year to the “Salnta” until, 
as Mr. Lincoln said of his generals, 
“there are more pegs than holes In 
which to drive them." She will soon 
bave to divide time into smaller por­
tions, or crowd tbe salnta Into short­
er periods. In some countries there 
are no days left In which to make a 
living, without slighting some of tbe 
saints. Protestants are coming on 
well In this business. It leone of the 
fads of the times to call on the church 
to give up a day for all kinds of causes. 
There are ‘‘Children's Day," “College 
Day,” “Young Men’s Christian Asso­
ciation Day," “Christian Endeavor 
Day,” Missionary Days," “Temper­
ance Union Day," and on throughout 
the list of every conceivable religious 
organization, until by-aud-by we shall 
bave no days for more primary and 
personal needs, concerning which tbe 
Saviour said, “Seek ye first tbe king­
dom of God and his righteousness.” 
Is It not about time to take a day off 
for ourselves? There are, at least, 
symptoms of what history confirms— 
tbat tbe mure holy days a people 
bave, tbe less uf pure religion ex­
ists.

A revival of sacred days Is always 
an Indication of tbe decline of person­
al piety. It Is time to stop this, or 
we will tie as dead as Spain and Mex­
ico—utterly worn out with pious

edge and of success in life. The boy 
wbo can write a good band bas one 
recommendation for business, but if 
be can not form sentences and spell 
words correctly, his oopy-book educa­
tion will be of little service. There 
is a mass of trash that 1s being intro­
duced Into onr school systems all over 
tbe country to tbe displacement of 
tbe fundamentals of a good education. 
The same vice pervades our higher 
institutions of learning, where quan­
tity and variety are taking tbe place 
of quality, where memorizing and 
object teaching are substituted for 
mental discipline and thorough in­
struction. >

We do not depreciate the New York 
schools. We believe tbat they com­
pare favorably with those of other 
cities where similar methods of teacb- 
Ing prevail, and where teachers are 
appointed large)?' from personal and 
political preference; but we utter a 
protest against the enlargement and 
extension of a system of education 
which does not give a thorough train­
ing in the elements of knowledge, 
which does nol qualify ibe boy to till 
even tbe humblest position without 
special training in what he uught to 
have learned al school, and wblcb dis­
misses the girl with a pretty hand­
writing and a smattering ot music, to 
lie a useless fixture In the social econ­
omy. Tbe old red New England 
schoolhouse al the cross roads did far 
better than this.—N. Y. Post.

country bas Ito headquarters. White 
bouses again, with slanting roofs and 
wide verandas as high from tbe 
ground as was possible to build them, 
but tbat was at tbe most some twenty 
feet- All the bouses stand on narrow 
pillars of some kind, and are reached 
by a single set of steps, this to pre­
vent unwelcome visitors In tbe shape 
of lizards, snakes, etc. At Boma 
there are about a hundred bouses, aod 
twice as many Belgians, all state offi­
cials; there are also some few tbou- 
sands of natives, who work for tbe 
state in various ways, but strange to 
say there is not a single Protestant 
mission to be found there. There are 
two or three trading bouses having 
gin and whisky as tbeir chief commer­
cial articles, and of course they do a 
large business wltb tbe natives and 
state officials.

The next day we left Boma, aud on 
down tbe river we went, to end our 
Journey finally at Matadl. It was 
slow traveling, and though only about 
Iblrty-eigbt miles had to be traversed, 
it took ub over eight hours to do It. 
Tbe current Is very strong, running 
from four to six miles an hour. There 
are also some very troublesome whirl­
pools, which treated uur great ship 
with scant ceremony, sometimes al- 
must turning It around. Tbe country 
and river are much the same as below 
Boma, except tbat tbe bills are much 
higher, and are bare.

to live differently from what he had 
ever lived before. He had an appre­
hension that be had lived amiss. He 
bad an apprehension that bls evil life 
would end in eternal destruction. Ho 
fled away from all bls apprehensions 
of the wrath to come, to the Christ 
who had apprehended him In quite 
another sense. He had not thus been 
apprehended, pressed Into tbe service 
of Christ, and made by that pressure 
to become a volunteer, for here there 
Is a paradox; all Christ's soldiers are 
pressed men and volunteers, too. 
There are two senses, the >ne In which 
grace constrains them, and tbe other 
In which their will, being made truly 
free, runs delightfully after Christ. 
But having once been apprehended, 
tbe apostle never shot k off Christ's 
grasp; but he began to live as an ap­
prehended man. He said to himself, 
"I cannot follow the world; for Christ 
has apprehended me. I cannot go 
after false doctrine; for Christ has 
apprehended me, and crucified me 
with himself. 1 cannot cease to 
preach tbe Gospel; I cannot become a 
self-seeker; 1 cannot do anything but 
live for him wbo died tor me, for the 
Master bas apprehended me. He has 
put me under parole to keep close to 
blm for ever, and 1 must not. cannot, 
dare not, would not, leave blm. 1 am 
bis apprehended one henceforth and 
even forever."

I want your hearts to talk over tbls 
first part of tbe sermon. Never mind 
my faltering tongue; let your own 
hearth speak. If Christ has never ap­
prehended you, well then, you huv® 
nothing to do wltb tbls matter, and 
you may leave, it alone; but If be ba» 
arrested youTown the soft Impeach­
ment to-nigbu Say in your heart, 
“Yes, be bas Indeed laid bold on me, 
and my heart's desire is that be would 
bring every thought into captivity to 
blm- From henceforth I would be 
led In triumph by him, bls captive all 
the days of my llfe,.to show tbe power 
of hie illustrious love, tbe victories of 
bls grace." Uh, that we migbt each 
one of us say with Haul, "1 am appre­
hended of Christ Jesus!”

Ab, dear souls, you wbo have never 
been apprehended of blm, I hope that 
you will be to-night! 1 pray God that 
you may run away from your old mas­
ter tbe devil, ani nut give blm even 
five minutes' notice, bjt just start off 
directly: and while you are a runaway 
slave, may my divine Master come, j 
and lay bls band upon you, and say, 
“You are pine; you never did really 
belong to your old master, and even 
though you promised and swore that 
you would be bls, thus sal th tbe Lord, 
‘Your covenant wltb death shah be 
disannulled, and your agreement with 
bell sball not stand. 1 have re­
deemed thee, 1 bave called thee by 
tby name, tbou art mine; and now 1 
only take what I bought on tbe tree. 
I take by power, by might, by main 
force, by grace, wbat I purchased 
wltb the blood of my bands and feet 
and heart. 1 will have thee, for tbou 
art mine." Lord, do tbou thus arrest 
some sinner to-night, to tbe praise of 
tbe glory of tby grace!

Now let us notice Paul’s desire to 
apprehend that for wblcb tbe Lord 
bad apprehended him.

But the Lord apprehended each one 
of bls people, In tbe next place, to 
make them like toCbrlst. Tbls Is tbe 
great design of electing love: "Whom 
he did foreknow, be also did predes­
tinate to be conformed to tbe Image 
of bis Soo.” That is tbe great object 
of tbe very first act of divine love; and 
whatever tbe Holy Spirit does in us, 
be does it wltb tblb alm, to make us 
like unto the Firstborn among many 
brethren. This will be our satisfac­
tion Io.eternity: “1 sball be satisfied 
when I awake wltb tby likeness." 
Gome, then, beloved, If Christ has ar­
rested us to make us like himself, 
let us not rest till we bave become 
more like him. Perhaps tbe Lord bas 
made you like Cbrist in some respects, 
but dot in all; or If you are like Christ 
In all respects, yet tbe likeness Is dim, 
shadowy, rather In outline than la 
fllliog-up. Tbougb we may be like­
nesses of Cbrist, there Is not one of us 
who does not need many touches be- 
fore>esbal) be good likenesses.

Superficial Educat iou.

The Superintendent of Public In­
struction in this city bas expressed 
bls gratification tbat tbe schools of | 
New York are so much better than 
those of other cities, aud notably than 
Chicago, which spends a million dol­
lars a year more than Now York does. 
We are sorry to bear that there are 

j worse tchools than our own. The 
1 buildings are good enough, there are 
.aplenty of teachers, and no end of 
| costly apparatus, Including plauos by 
I tbe hundred. But the results, by 
which alone education is to be Judged, 

I are lamentably imperfect. The pu- 
1 pils bave learned to march through 
tbe aisles into and out of the main as- 
sembly rooms, and to tbeir class 
rooms, and to sit erect al their desks, 
but they do nol walk decently In the 
streets, and their manners would 
often disgrace Hottentots. Tbe low­
est form nt education Is that wblcb 
teaches bow to behave respectfully 
among our fellow-men, but the young 
America which Is turned out of tbe 
public schools has very little concep­
tion of wbat decent and rearectful 
conduct towards other people la. Tbe 
boys are too often rude, vulgar and 
lawless, and many of tbe girls are 
sadly lacking In grace and womanly 
modesty.

The graduates of our schools can us­
ually write a fair band, aod are able 
to recite no end of elegant extracts, 
and useless platitudes. They bave 
also memorized a lot of things for ex­
hibitions and examinations, but tbe 
number who can write a grammatical 
sentence, or speak tbe English lan­
guage correctly, wbo know bow to 
spell on paper, or to read intelligent­
ly, )s small.

As to being taught to think quick­
ly and clearly, there Is no idea of such 
education in tbe system. A super­
ficial acquaintance wltb a multitude 
of things, many of which are of the 
slightest Importance, takes the place 
ot thorough training in tbe few es-

From AlYica.

Once again I bave visited tbe scenes 
ot my childhood, aod bave enjoyed a 
visit amongst those who In other days 
were my companions aod friends; 
then leaving them all behind, 1 start­
ed on my-Journey to Africa. Leaving 
London In tbe evening of Tuesday, 
April 4th, I reached Antwerp Wednes­
day about noon, and spent till Thurs­
day there: tb6n boarding tbe Lualaba, 
we steamed down the river, crossed 
the Channel, and the Bay of Biscay, 
reaching Las Palmas on the following 
Saturday week, after a somewhat 
stormy trip.

Entering tbat harbor, a pretty scene 
lay before our eyes. To our right 
stood many a hill looking dark and 
dreary, but above them all, lit up by 
tbe sun, there was to be seen the 
snow-capped peak of Teneriffe, form­
ing a contrast with the lower hills 
that was unique and pretty: to the 
left, also lit up by the ray s of a very 
but sun, were tbe buildings of the 
town; white and low they are, aud 
very conspicuous because of the dark. 
green foliage which stands to tbe rear 
of them on tbe billsides; while straight 
In front could be seen many trees and 
much vegetation, back of which tbe 
sea could be seen and heard. I spent 
about four hours on shore among a 
people made up of nearly every race 
under tbe sun. Then back to tbe ship 
1 went, aud for another week we 
steamed along, and then early Satur­
day morning we east anebur In tbe 
harbor of Freetown. Here we met 
wltb an unexpected welcome. We 
had scarcely anchored when dark 
clouds gathered quickly, aud soon 
poured oul upon us • regular flood of 
water; they said it was raining, but 
we wbo had never been in those parts 
liefure were Julb to believe them, La­
ter we learned It was a tornado. 
While II was raining, about a mile 
from the ship seawards, could be seec 1 
a huge volume of water, ascending ; 
from tbe tea to a height above tbe j 
vision of our eyes, and descending a j 
few yards from the place uf ascent, j 
continuing thus till tbe wind abated 
and the rain stopped, aod then we 
bad seen a tornado, and a waterspout; 
had it not been that the^blp was an­
chored we would have •bad a very 
rough lime indeed. ‘

Halt an huur later tbe hut sun bad 
destroyed all traces of tbe rain, so we 
went ashore, aod for tbe first time set 
toot ou African soil, and came In con­
tact with the West Coast natives. 
We visited the market, saw there Ibe 

1 fruits and vegetables of tbe country 
' spread upon tables, also articles of na­
tive workmanship strung upon poles 

! suspended from tbe roof. Women did 
tbe selling, women dressed in all Ibe 
colors <it tbe rainbow, some with 

' many garments ou, and some with 
very few; while walking amongst 
them I would hear a cry, but see noth­
ing to produce It, and so I waited and 
watebed, and soon discovered tbat it 
came from babies stripped on to tbe 
bodies of tbeir mother, and then com­
pletely covered wltb cloth, poor 
things. The men were of many dif­
ferent tribes, aod were dressed In 
strange fashion. 1 believe that every 
kind of garment ever made for man or 
woman could be found there serving 
as tbe clothes of those men; they 
mostly wear only one garment, aod no 
hats ur shoes. We left there about 2 
in tbe afternoon, and keeping near 
tbe coast, steamed along until tbe 
next Saturday evening, when we an­
chored off tbe mouth uf tbe Oongu, 
and watted UH daylight; then on to 
Banana we went, and there took a pi­
lot and proceeded up tbe river, wblcb 
varies from a quarter of a mile to 
eight miles wide. All that we could 
see was a dense mass of trees aod 
shrubs, here ana tbe<e some crocodiles 
aod mookies, and all tbe way to Boma 
many bills, oo tbe sides of which were 
some native villages, wltb tbeir naked 
inhabitants; and tnree times we pass­
ed a little compound containing a 
buuse or two, where lived some mis­
sionaries wbo were tbe messengers 
of G.d to tbe people around them. 
We reached Boma in tbe evening. It 
Is also at tbe base of some high hills.

bend uf Ibe river, at tbe base of hills 
dry, rockv, and bare; and at about B 
Ibe anchor held tbe ship opposite tbe 
place, and we were soon boarded by 
tbuse wbu were awalllng the ship and 
those on board, anu I was taken from 
tbe ship that bad been my home for 
nearly a mouth.

We entered a boat belonging to uur 
station, In which were six men uf Af­
rica, and we started for the place tbat 
was to be my borne for tbe future, as 
lung as God wills It so. It was bard 
work for tbe men to puli against the 
current, but they did it, traversing 
the 2511 yards In about half an hour, 
aod then we climbed a steep and 
rocky hill to the statiuu-bouse, aod 
the evening was passed giving the 
brethren there tbe news of America, 
and the work of Cbrist in olber 
lands. Then about 10 o'clock I 
went to bed. to awake the next 
morning to begin the work 1 had 
come under tbe call aod blessing of 
God to do. Ah, yts! 'tis a great work; 
nooe but God can accomplish It. So 
let your prayers ascend to Gud for the 
people of Africa, and also for those 
working Here, so much there is to be 
done. f. a. b. a.

Washington Letter.
Washi saros, sept. 2S. 1SIU.

It is now plain to everybody that 
tbe silver Senators were not idly 
loasllng when they said tbat no vote 
could be reached on the Voorhees re­
peal bill without their consent. Sen­
ator Voorhees himself bas practically 
recognized Ibe fact by a cessation ot 
his < fforts to force a vote, Just as 
some of his pooriy-lnformed followers 
were shouting from the housetops 
that the process of wearing out tbe 
sliver men bad begun not to bestopped 
unlll a vote was reached. Senator 
Voorhees agreed to a prolongation of 
the debate until twelve Senators 
whose names were given him shall 
have made speeches—they will not 
average more than one a day—and the 
silver men agreed tbat tbe Senate 
shuuld sit seven hours—from eleven 
to six o'clock—each week day. Twist 
and lurn this as you please. It is a vic­
tory tor the silver men. if a vole czn- 
not be forced nuw a vote cannot be 
forced two weeks hence. As the thing 
now stands the Voorhees bill cannot 
be passed without tbe adoption ot a 
cluture rule, and to do that there 
would have to be such a reversing of 
records as was never before seen In 
tbe Senate. Without cloture tbe re­
pealers will bave tbeir choice ot Iwo 
ways out—abandon tbe bill or accept 
a compromise. It is hardly fair to re­
peal the ugly rumors connecting Pres­
ident Cleveland's name with tbe 
threatened Intention of tbe financial 
magnates to put tbe country through 
another financial squeeze in order to 
bting tbe silver Senators to time, but 
they are being talked at out in Wash­
ington; hence tbls mention of them.

A graduated Income lax bill Is to 
%e passed by tbe Hou^e If Represent­
ative Bynum, of Indiana, author of 
the bill and a man uf Influence wltb 
tbe majority of the House, can bave 
his way. It will, of course, have to 
have the enaorsement of the leaden 
uf tbe Democratic party. In and out 
of Congress, before it stands any show 
of becoming a law.

“Straws show tbe way the wind 
blows,” and it Is fair to assume by 
tbe promptness wltb which Ibe House 
adopted the resolution offered by Rep­
resentative Loud, of California, call­
ing upon Ibe Attorney-General and 
the Secretary of the Treasury for cop­
ies of all instructions issued by them 
concerning tbe enforcement uf tbe 
Geary Chinese Exclusion la*, Ihat 
tbe House does not altogether ap­
prove of tbe way the administration 
bas bandied this matter. It Is ex­
pected tbat tbe House Committee on 
Foreign Affairs will this week agree 
to report Chairman McCreary's bill, 
which Is Intended as a suimtltutc for 
the Geary law, and wblcb will give 
tbe Chinese already In the United 
States another chance to remain here 
by complying with the provisions 
thereof.

Representative Holman may not 
have had any particular politician In
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bribery hill, but It strikes a lot of 
them very hard all the same, and 
should it become a law might prove 
very troublesome to the politicians, if 
not specially beneficial to the public 
at large. It would compel every man 
elected or appointed to a Federal 
office, from the President down to the 
humblest fourth-class postmaster, to 
make oath that he had no promisee of 
patronage or used directly or indl- 
rectly money or auy other thing of 
value to secure bls election or appoint- 
meoL The bill baa been referred to 
the'committee on tbe election of Pree 
ident and Vice President and mem­
bers of Congress.

As long as there has got to be a blt- 
/ter partisan debate In the House over 

the bill for the repeal of the federal 
election laws the country should be 
thankful to the majority of that body 
for having taken the bit in their 
teeth, so to apeak, and limited It to 
two weeks. This debate ta to begin 
to-morrow and to does Oct. 9th. The 
bill will, of course, pass the House by 
a atrlct party vote, but the debate, 
abort aa it ta to be, will arouse enmi­
ties that will outlast the Fifty-third 
Congress.

Paul had shown tbe need nf Justlfl 
cation and its ground In tbe propitia­
tory sacrifice of tbe Lamb of God. He 
comes now to show some of the 
mighty results of Justification. There 
has never been written by uninspired 
man so clear and so correct a defini­
tion of justification as tbe chapter 
upon it Io the Philadelphia Confession 

’ of Faith. It would be a blessed thing 
if all children memorized the chapter 
or at least this, tbe third article:

“Cbrtat by bls obedience and death 
did fully discharge tbe debt of all 
those that are justified; and did, by 

' tbe sacrifice of himself In the blood of 
hta cross, undergoing In their stead 
the penalty due unto them, make a 
proper, real and full satisfaction to 
God’s justice In their behalf; yet, in­
asmuch as be was given by the Fath­
er for them, and his obedience and 

< satisfaction accepted In tbelr stead, 
and both freely, not for anything In 
them, their Justification ta only of 
free grace, that both tbe exact Justice 
and the rich grace of God might be 
glorified in tbe Justification of sin­
ners."

“Therefore being justified by faith."— 
Faith having no merit in Itself but 
accepted by God on account of Its ob­
ject—tbe atonement of hta Son. “ We 
have peace with God "—There ta no 
peace without Justification — tbe 
wrath of God rests on tbe guilty. And 
tbe great desire fur a deeply convicted 

* sinner 1s for peace with God. “Through 
our Lord Jesus Christ"—Because God 
accepts him as our Substitute Im­
putes our guilt to him, and hta right- 

, eonanesi, to us.
“By whom alsrr we have access by faith 

into this grace wherein we eland "—“As 
. those onlywho were in the favour ot 
ancient monarchs could freely ap­
proach them, and even such bad gen­
erally to be led forward by an ‘intro­
ducer’; so Christ, our Introducer, se­
cures access for.us Into tbe favour and 
presence of God. We come not of 
ourselves, but abashed and bumbled, 
arc led along by our kind Mediator.”— 
Hodge. “And rtjoioe in hope of the 
glory of God.”—This whole chapter 
teaches tbe final perseverance of tbe 
saints which runs like a golden thread 
through all the verses. The glory of 
God here means tbe glory which be­
lievers shall have hereafter which 
comes from God, Io joy, love and hol­
iness, resembles bls glory, and Its

lalioiu also.”—Not only tbe glory to be 
in Heaven hereafter, but even !□ hta 

• afflictions oo earth do the salols re­
joice. For as they are cow tbe cbil- 
dreo of God and know themselves to 
be tbe “called according to bta pur­
pose," they know that all things are 
working together for tbelr good. The 
difference between tbe affliction of a 
man who has been justified and one 
who has not is the same as the differ­
ence between the knife In tbe sur­
geon’s band or In an enemy's hand. 
In both cases bo ta cut-in both cases 
there ta pain. But what a difference!

"Knoicinp that tribulation worketh pa- 
tienM."—Ba<lurdnc«, constancy. On­
ly endurance can enable afflictions to 
do tbelr perfect work. Patience ta a 
rare virtue, but a great one. It ta

best of men, though there have been 1 
cases In which men have so died. 
This 1s the probable Idea. Others ' 
make a distinction between just and 
good, making the latter mean kind, 
benevolent. A man will not die for 1 
another because that other la a right- ' 
eoUs man—but be will die for bls ben- J 
efactor who has been kind to him per- 1 
suhally. Men will not die for the 
objects of their admiration, but they ' 
will die for objects of their love. Thia 
Is a truth, but the former Is most 
probably the Apostle's meaning. Il 
brings out the force of his argument 
better. Scarcely will one die for the ( 
best of bis brother men—but the Lord 
from glory died tor bls guilty rebel- ( 
llous creatures. “For God commend- । 
eth his love to ua."—Rendered It con- ( 
spicuous, above all other loves.

“Much more then, being now Justified 
by hij bl'od, we shall be saved from wrath । 
through him.”—The argument for the ; 
dual perseverance of the saints could । 
not’fye stronger. It Christ died for । 
us, so great was God's love, when we , 
were- sinners, beyond all question, 
now that weare justified and adopted , 
shall we be saved. Saved by bis blood , 
ta the burden of Scripture—the vicar­
ious atonement lsj.be whole of our re- - 
Uglon: wltboutit, th^re Is not a shred , 
left It ta not "the iwrk of Christ In । 
us" which some would gave us believe, 
but the work of Cbrtat for us on Cal­
vary which ta the ground of our Justi­
fication. He suffered In our stead, 
and bought us with hta own precious , 
blood. No wonder the unsound bate 
Paul. Hta epistles are full of the vi­
carious atonement.

“For, if when toe were yet enemies, we 
wen reconciled unto God by the death of 
hie Son”—To be reconciled to God in 
such connection does not mean to 
have our enmity to God removed, but 
biseqmlty to us taken out of the way; 
to have him rendered propitious, or 
bls righteous justice satisfied. This 
ta evident because the reconciliation 
ta ascribed to the death of Cbrtat or 
his blood—verse 9. According to tbe 
constant representations of Scripture, 
the death of Cbrtat is a sacrifice to 
satisfy divine justice or to propitiate 
tbe favor of God." Hodge. Since 
God has become reconciled to us, He 
will save us.

These lessons from tbe very heart 
of the Gospel, these lessons so glorify­
ing to God, so bumbling to tuan will 
be a good test of tbe spiritual state of 
both teachers and scalars. An unre­
generated heart will find them very 
dry—tbe regenerated heart will de­
light In reading and studying and will 
be moved to greater adoration of God 
and bls grace. Such hearts will unite 
heartily H> tbe joy in God expressed 
In the last verse of tbe lesson, because 
through Christ we have received tbe 
atonement. We are Justified by bis 
death, we are saved—or made sure of 
heaven—by bls continued llfe ln glory 
where be ever livetb and maketh In­
tercession for us.

IMI year o mar*. it a 
able surprise, therefore, when the first 
day showed 180 as against 155 for tbe 
corresponding date last year—an In­
crease of 25. During the Iasi session 
there were pre*ent266 In all. If there 
be a corresponding Increase during 
the year, the number will go above 3C0.

On Monday night, in the Broadway 
church. Dr. Wbltsltt delivered the 
opening lecture of tbe session to a fine 
assembly. His theme, "Baptist 
Sects in America,” was bandied with 
characteristic ability and freshness. 
Briefly he sketched tbe genesis of the 
various Baptist bodies, showing their 
relations to each other and tbelr lead­
ing characteristics. His account of 
the struggle between Calvinism and 
Arminianlsm was of special interest. 
Atone time the Armlnlan Baptiste 
were in tbe majority, while now they 
are almost out of existence, only some 
120,000 of them remaining as against 
over 3,500,000 Calvlnlstlc Baptiste in 
the United States. “It is one of the 
marvels of hlitory,” he said, “ihai 
American Baptists are Calvlnistiq." 
It is a mistake to think that Calvin­
ism Is dying.

The rise and progress of the Sepa­
rate Baptists, tbelr struggle for relig­
ious freedom and their union with tbe 
Regular Baptists were delightfully 
told. Dr. Wbltsltt said after the 
Whitfield revival “the Baptists got 
religion, and religion is tbe best thing 

■ In tbe world for Baptists. They quit 
tbe objective case, goufhto the nomi­
native, and it was not long till .they 
entered tbe possessive." Speaking of 
bow God overruled Baptist blunders, 
the speaker said: “God has always 
made special provision for Idiots and 
Baptists.”

Dr. Whiteitt urged that efforts be 
made for union with tbe remnant of 
"United Baptiste,” wbo still bold 
aloof from us without any reason, with 
the "Baptist Church of Christ,” in a 
similar state and with the "Means" 
party of tbe Anti-mlsslon brethren. 
He said the "Primitive Baptiste” are 
the newest Baptiste of all.

He complimented tbe colored Bap­
tiste that there were no divisions 
among them, while tbe colored Meth­
odists have several sects. He urged 
the erection of suitable monuments 
to the heroes who have done such 
service for the denomination and for 
the world, and whose services have 
never been duly recognized. John 
Gano, burled near Frankfort, and 
David Thohias, buried near Nicholas­
ville, are specially worthy of enduring 
monuments. They made as broad and 
as deep marks upon the world as any 
men of tbelr times, and yel tbelr 
names are scarcely known.

The lecture was admirable In every 
way, and It was heard with marked 
attention. Tbe faculty of the new 
Presbyterian Seminary were present, 
and Dr. Broadus made pleasant refer­
ence to them. Presbyterians and Bap­
tista, be said, ought to be good neigh­
bors, because they are Calvinists and 
because they know what they believe

According to tbe Eleventh United 
States Census, there are 32,067,880 
males and 30,554,370 femelee, an ex­
cess of 1,513,510 males. There is an 
excess of females in New Hampshire, 
Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Con­
necticut, New York, New Jersey. 
Maryland, District of Columbia, Vir­
ginia, North Carolina and South Car­
olina. In all tbe other steU s the males 
are In excess. In Kentucky the fig­
ures are: males, 942,758 and females 
915,877.

It is interesting to note tbe figures 
for the different cities. In Mobile, 
Ala., there are more than 2,000 more 
females than males, and the same is 
true in Montgomery. In Huntsville, 
Selma, Eufaula and Tuscaloosa, tbe 
women are largely in excess. Little 
Rock, Ark., baa Just fifty more men 
than women. Atlanta has nearly 
3,000 more women than men. Augus-

Athens, Ga., Columbus, Cartersville, 
Dalton, Gainesville, Grlffln, Macon, 
Marietta, Milledgeville, Newnan, 
Rome. Savannah and Thomasville the 
women outnumber tbe men.

Chicago has 36,954 more men than 
women, counting all tbe Chicago fe­
males as women. Indianapolis Is bet­
ter than Chicago, having an excess of 
830 women. St. Louis has 5,500 sur­
plus of men, while Cincinnati women 
outnumber the men by 6,886.

In Tennessee, the men outnumber 
tbe women in Chattanooga, Johnson, 
Knoxville, Memphis and Bristol, 
while In Clarksville, Columbia, Jack- 
son, Murfreesboro and Nashville, the 
ladies are in excess; Nashville having 
a female majority of 2,504.

In Mississippi, the wouen are in 
excess in every town of over 2,500 pop- 
-uiatloo: the majorities being largest 
In Vicksburg and Natchez. Tbe 
same is true of every town of 2,500 In­
habitants In Virginia, except New­
port News, .Roanoke and Salem. In 
Richmond tbe ladies have nearly 
5,000 majority. In Norfolk and Pe­
tersburg tbe majorities are less than 
2,000.

In North Carolina, only Raleigh 
and Winston show an excess of men. 
In South Carolina tbe men outnum­
ber tbe women only In Columbia and j 
Anderson. In Charleston tbe ladles 
have a majority of nearly 4,000. In 
most of the towns in Missouri tbe 
women are In the minority. Kansas 
City has an excess of over 9,axemen, St. 
Joseph over 2,000, etc.

Our Baptist Young People's Union, 
an organization or our young mem­
bers, meeting every Friday evening, Is 
steadily increasing In number*and in­
terest.

Ths outline of our lest 
historical lesson on "Infant Baptism” 
was: 1.

How to make these two great nitro­
gen collectors contribute their utmost 
to successful agriculture is one of the 
great questions for discuMlon in tbe 
farming of our day. It is a settled 
fact, and therefore outside the prov­
ince of discussion, that these and 
their alllO legumes are able to collect 
nitrogen from a source independent of 
tbe mH, or any manure that may have 
been applied to it.

Now to enable us to get tbe greatest 
help from these co-workers, it ia well 
for us to comprehend clearly their 
sphere. Whatever of truth there may 
be In tbe idea that they bring up from 
tbe subsoil plant-food, by means of 
tnelr extensive roots, and so make It 
available for the use of tbe surfaiie- 
feedlng class of plants, we must keep 
clearly 4n mind the fact, that neither 
clover nor tbe cowpea can contribute 
directly a particle of either potash or 
phosphoric acid to the soil.' It fol­
lows, therefore, that while they are 
continually enriching It In nitrogen, 
all crops that are raised solely on 
turned-under clover must be decreas­
ing the quantity of potash and phos­
phoric acid in tbe soil, and as no sol! 
has yet been found which can by the 
decomposition of Its natural material 
secure sufficient of these all-essential 
elements to furnish tbe quantity 
needed by remunerative crops in land 
under tillage. It must follow that the 
time will come when any soil, where 
clover only Is depended on for enrich­
ing it, must become impoverished, 
and thus fall to produce a remunera- 
tl ve crop.

It is an established fact in agricul- j 
-ture that we can no more succeed in ' 
building up a plant by substituting 
one element for another than we can 
build our bouses by a like operation. 
A man would be as reasonable who 
should attempt to build a house by 
doubling tbe quantity of boards as an 
offset to the absence of nails, as would
one who expected to get a crop by : 
stuffing bls land with nitrogen as au 
offset for a deficiency In potash or 
phosphoric acid. The natural re­
sources of tbe land In these two ele­
ments may be large, and the effect of 
the action of the carbonic acid gas 
formed by the Inverted clover to make 
them digestible may be great, but as 
surely as that a constant subtraction 
will ultimately annihilate tbe biggest 
array of figures, Just us surely Is a 
farm which depends on clover only as 
a fertilizer on the road to impoverish­
ment, to be banded down as a 
“ squeezed lemon " to an unfortunate

Tbe things essential Co tbe healtb- 
fuluess of tbe caged songsters are a 
clean cage, plenty of fresh water for 
bathing and nice canary seed. A lit­
tle cabbage, chickweed, watercress, 
gralp or cracker now and then give 
variety to tbe diet. Tbe cuttie fish 
not only serves as a bill sharpener, 
but Its salty particles act as an appe­
tizer. Raw apple or orange may be 
given If the birds need food of a laxa­
tive nature. Soft food is relished oc­
casionally, and should be kept in tbe 
cage during the period of Incubation 
and while tbe want* of tbe little birds 
must be supplied by tbe parent birds. 
Feeding with candy, raisins, sugar or 
rich cake is detrimental to these mu­
sical pet* and apparently induces pe­
riods of silence. For the young of 
tbe birds that paired In that best of 
tbe mating months, February, now 
clamorous for food, provide the yolks 
of hard-boiled eggs mixed with pound­
ed cracker.

During tbe mating season cleanse 
the cage once a week; but as a rule '
the excrement should be removed, 
perches washed, fresh water supplied 
for drinking and bathing and tbe sand 
renewed dally. Tbe strictest atten 
tlon to cleanliness is the best prevent­
ive of vermin on birds, but they will 
sometimes become InfesteJ. When 
this Is the case, cover the cage with 
white cloth at night, remove it In the 
morning and scald it, and dip the cage 
in boiling water. It does no harm to 
keep a little sulphur In tbe cage.

Even In the warmest weather cana­
ries should not be placed In a draught, 
as a cold, and often asthma. Is the re­
sult of such exposure; but during tbe 
summer months tbe caged birds 
should breathe out of doors In sunny 
days, until tbe sun is nearly set; not, 
however, unshielded from tbe direct 
rays of tbe luminary. Tbe leathered 
bipeds have delicate organizations 
and need to be carefully tended.

Common I 
and medium red llilers were again In 
proportionately large supply, sold full | 
up on Tuesday, but the offerings of1 
an average of 546 hogsheads each dav ' 
on Wednesday and Thursday was evl-, 
dently more tban desired, and caused 
Irregularities and lower prices In 
many cases, but which met with | 
prompt rejections, and caused only 
227 hogsheads to be offered yesterday, I 
showing tbe determination of holders J 
to nurse the market as long as they I 
can on common and medium red fill­
ers. while all the belter grades being I 
held back or offered lightly, were firm ( 
and sold more satisfactorily.

Colory sorts of all grades were in 
small supply, and commanded fully 
last week's figures, with an active de­
mand for all offered.

Sales were made this week of 364 
bbds on private terms.

Darks—In tbe old crop tobacco only 
a few bhds were sold at auction, call­
ing for no special note and nearly all 
taken for Spain, wbu was a free bid­
der on the 1892 crop also, offerings of 
which were much lighter, and con­
sisted mainly of redrled Green river 
Allers, for which there was an active 
demand all round, the leading New 
York dealer in such taking an active 
part. Prices advanced tc to tc on 
trash, ic to icon common and medium 
lugs, and 1c on good lugs and leaf.

Tbe 1893 Crop—This week the 
weather has been at times more un­
favorable for tbe crop, with rains 
where not wanted; slight, harmless 
frosts, but enough to cause cutting 
before maturity; yet, on tbe whole, 
cutting ot ripe tobacco has progressed 
far enough to make It tolerably cer­
tain, as estimated, that 75 per cent, 
of tbe dark and 80 per cent, of tbe 
Burley crop has been safely housed, 
with a great deal ot good tobacco ot 
both kinds, and only requiring two 
weeks more to decide the fate of about 
25 per cent, uf the entire crop yet in 
tbe fleld, whether It will get time to 
ripen or be cut green before Jack 
Frost knocks tbe life out of it In a 
night. Cold rain here to-day. The 
same in Owensboro and elsewhere.
