" What is Truth " Is tbe question of 
both faith and reason, and tbe inquiry 
proves that both are liable to err. 
Men err in tbelr reason about things 
revealed In the book of Nature—the 
primer of truth; aud what Is the pain 
of bls error but tbe punishment of his 
Ignorance? Man Is so impaired by 
tbe fall that be errs often in natural 
things, and altogether in spiritual 
things. For tbe natural man per­
ceives not tbe things of tbe Spirit, for 
they are foolishness to him; neither 
can be know tbem, because they are 
spiritually discerned. But when man 
is born of the Spirit, and becomes 
spiritual, is he not in this new crea­
tion endowed with discerning facul­
ties by which be may learn in this 
greater book of truth?

Men write about natural things and 
call tbelr books sciences, from scire to 
Know, and It often turns out that they 
aid not know, and yet they say know!- 
edge is attainable.

If we thus begin 
in tbe Spirit, and are baptized In 
the Spirit, we can walk in tbe Spirit, 
and being in tbe Spirit, the Spirit 
will dwell In us, testifying with our 
spirit that we are the children of God, 
and If this Is not knowledge, then 
there is no knowledge under the sun. 
This Is the beginning of spiritual or 
vital truth, and ample means are af­
forded for,all to attain to a knowledge 
of it. But without the use of tbe 
means a child of God may walk In 
darkness, and even “ forget that be 
was once purged from bls old sins." 
He should rather walk In tbe light, 
“ assuring hts heart before God,” and 
“ increasing in knowledge,” to his own

There 
Is not a positive command to baptize 
an Infant in tbe Word of God.

Tertulltan, tbe Latin Father, who 
died early In the third century, is the 
flrat historian wbo mentions tbe prac­
tice, aud be threw tbe weight of his 
influence against tbe dangerous Inno­
vation.

That depends on so many things that 
no answer can be given. It depends 
on the nature of tbe offense; on 
wbetber tbe sin was known, and 
hence the brother may have professed 
penitence because be knewtbe church 
would get bold of it. It depends upon 
tbe previous Hfe of the man, and th- 
slnceritycof bls repentance—things 
wblcb tbe question gives on eno means 
of knowing: As a general thing, men 
should be excluded for grave offenses, 
and, If thetr after Ilves show true re­
pentance, be restored.

Charity and purity are the two 
great garments of Christianity. Char­
ity was once cried up by tbe Roman­
ists to an extreme point, almsgiving 
seeming to be to many the beginning 
and the end of niety. It was an alms­
giving which had a great deal tbat 
was excellent about II, and which 1 
cannot regard, as some do, altogether 
with abhorrence: an almsgiving which 
covered this land with bouses of en­
tertainment for the poor, so that 
they Journeyed from one halting 
place Ui another, and were freely 
lodged and housed; end we had, at 
least, no poor law, or workhouse, with

the world. I will mention two or 
three of the many ways in which we 
are thus separated.

Tbe first 1b, by divine election. Tbe 
Lord Jesus Cbrlst bad a people given 
to him, a people whom be received of 
bls Father, as he said, ’ Thine they 
were, and thou gavest them me: and 
they have kept thy word.” "I pray 
for them; I pray not for the world, 
but for them which thou bast given 
me.” These are they whom God chose 
In Cbrlst Jesus from before tbe foun­
dation of the world, having predesti­
nated them according to the good 
pleasure of bls will, tbat they should 
be holy and without blame before him 
In love; “for whom be did foreknow, 
be also did predestinate to be con­
formed to tbe Image of bls Son, that 
be might be tbe firstborn among 
many brethren." Now this eternal 
choice of God has severed believers 
from tbe rest of mankind, and they 
stand apart as much as Israel stood 
apart from Egypt, even In tbe midst of 
the plagues. Thue God’s .chosen ones 
constitute a people that shall dwell 
alone; they shall not be numbered 
among tbe nations. He bath made 
them to be his portion: “for tbe Lord’s 
portion Is bis people; Jacob Is the lot 
of his Inheritance.''

This truth, some of you may say, 
leads us into the great mysteries of 
the kingdom. Well, In due time, our 
separation from the world Is the re 
suit of divine calling as well as divine 
election, fortbe apostle writes, “more­
over, whom be did predestinate, them 
he also called." Tbere.ls a people in 
this world who have been called out 
from the world, and they make up ibe 
ecclesia, tbe called-out assembly, the, 
people to whom a voice has come

Judged with the world. If this day 
there falls to your lot special grace, 
as.well as rpeclal Joy. if you bave a 
new life, and a heavenly experience 
all your own, then, Inasmuch as you 
are not of the world, bear again the 
words of my text, and keep yourselves 
"unspotted from tbe world."

Now I want you to notice, before I 
leave this point, that, inasmuch as 
there is an evident separation be­
tween the people of God and the 
world, we make It a part of worship 
to manifest tbat separation. Observe 
what the text says: “Pure religion 
and undeflled before God and the Fa­
ther Is this, ... To keep himself un­
spotted from the world." Religion 
does not consist simply In meeting to­
gether for prayer, and In singing 
hymns aod bearing sermons. There 
is much of this tbat Is profitable, and 
that glorifies God; but there Is some­
thing more wanted to complete real 
worship of God.

When you and I live dally with tbe 
fear of God before our eyes, in the 
presence of men of the world, who 
care not whether there Is a God or no, 
then are we truly manifesting “pure 
and undeflled religion." When we 
Judge al) our conduct by thinking how 
It will appear lu the sight of ^bd; 
when, assailed by temptation, we say 
to ourselves, “How can I do this 
great wickedness, and sin against 
God?” when wt keep ourselves apart 
from every evil thing that might fas­
cinate and entice us, saying, "So did 
not I, because of the fear of Goo," 
this Is true worship, quite us real wor­
ship as the hymns we sing and the 
prayers we offer.

Abstinence from evil and seeking 
that which Is right will manifest our 
separation from the world, especially 
If tbe glory of God Is our one great ob- 
'ect In life. I like that word of my

pie of groveling tastes? Well, tbe 
Kverty will not hurt you necessarily 

y more than the wealth will; but 
keep yourselves unspotted from it. 
You will need of grace to live 
in some parts of LondtyS, and not be 
spotted even by the people who have 
apartments in tbe homi where yon 
hve.

If we wonld be spotless, we must be­
ware of tbe vanities and pleasures of 
the world, tbe thoughts and tbe ten­
dencies of tbe world. It is supposed 
to be something wonderful to see 
“ the tendency of the age," “ the cur­
rent of tbe age," “ tbe set of thought." 
It Is al) pollution, and nothing else. 
Instead of desiring to be abreast of It, 
I only desire to be abreast of it in 
stemming it, aod. by opposing it, to 
drive It back. That Is the only oosi- 
tlon for a Christian man. If you go 
with tbe current of tbe age, you are 
swimming tbe wrong way; for all that 
is of tbe world comes of evil even to 
this day. There is no change in tbe 
Scripture, and there Is no change in 
tbe world. If you love tbe world, tbe 
love of t he Father is not lu v»t. Tbe 
current of human opinion air ays was, 
is, aod will be, till Cbrlst shall come, 
an evil current, that will bear you tbe 
wrong way if you yield to It.

III. I must Hnisb by noticing, in 
tbe third place, tbat the words in our 
text Insist upon careful self-watching.

Do you see. it Is you^very person, 
your soul, your heart, your very self 
that is to be kept unspotted? Wbal a 
man is, that tbe man befor^ong does. 
But keep yourselves clean, unspotted, 
my brethren. Do you say, “OLord, 
bow can I do this? " It Is plain from 
tbe text that I am not to sit down, 
and say, "Tbe Lord will do It, aod 
tbe Lord musldo It, or else 1 cannot."

Well, In these days, I sometimes 

fear lest we should by no means In­
sist too much on purity, but should 
certainly insist too little upon charity. 
The visitation of tbe fatherless and 
widows in their affliction is not left 
optional. It is not to be the privilege 
of a few worldly men who give all 
their substance to orphanages. Ev­
ery Christian Is bound to wear bls 
part of tbe external dress of religion, 
tbat Is. charity. This charity Is to 
be manifested especially to those who 
need it most, whose need cannot be a 
matter of imposture, but must be 
real. These are the fatherless and 
widows, during the time of their des­
titution and affliction, when the or­
phans are not able to earn tbe bread 
that perishes, and tbe mother has her 
children weeping around her, and 
pining in .poverty. Not only may 
this charity be shown, but It must be 
manifested if we would have pure and 
undeflled religion before God and tbe 
Father.

Yet charity without purity will be

all our substance to tbe poor, and 
give our bodies to be burned, If we do 
not walk^in tbe way of holiness, 
“without which no marshal! see tbe 
Lord." It we do not come out from 
the world, aod keep ourselves from 
Ite polluting Influence, we bave not yet 
learned what pure and undeflled relig­
ion really Is. We may be very orthodox

vanced In our knowledge of religions 
matters, we may think ourselves to 
be Hebrews of ihe Hebrews, Phari­
sees of tbe Pharisees, and as touch­
ing tbe righteousness which is of tbe 
law, blameless; but we are to the 
sight of’God only as sounding brass, 
or a tinkling cymbal, unless, by di­
vine grace, we bave learned to keep 
ourselves unspotted from-the world.

1. First, then, beloved friends. If 
you look below the surface of the 
words here you will see that, they in­
dicate separation.

“To keep himself unspotted from 
the world,” implies that the man is not 
a part of the world. He Is in It, but 
la evidently not of it. He Is one 
thing, and the world Is another thing; 
and he Is so much apart from tbe 
world that even a spot from the pools 
of the world would deflle him. He Is 
to be quite oqteide the world even 
while be Is In it. Here, In tbe-mldsl 
of tbe world, you and I, If we are 
truly born again from above, are 
atrangera aod pilgrims. We have 
come into this land as gypsies might 
have come, pitching our tent bere and 
there, bul having no abiding city any­
where. We are In this world as Abra­
ham was in Canaan. We are not re­
lated to aoy of tbe Canaabites 
amoogsl whuui we dwell. We are of 
another country, to wit, a heavenly; 
and we are looking for “a city which 
bath foundations, whose Builder aod 
Maker is God.”

There is enmity to-day be­
tween the seed of the woman and the 
seed of the serpent; and so there will 
be to the end of tbe chapter. You 
will never get anything out of tbe ser­
pent, even though you stand and list­
en to his philosophical questions, and 
bls new explanations of God's Word. 
You will get nothing more out of him 
now than mother Eve did when she

Ity. You can get no good out of tbe j 
tvorld, nor out of the prince of this

It is Implied in our text, also, tbat 
we can outgo and wallow in tbe world's 
tlitb. If there Is any man here who 1s ■ 
a professor of religion, and who can , 
go to-night and Indulge himself in 
vice, or who can Uod himself al home: 
with tbe world, well, be belongs to the 
world. Where you Hod your pleasure, 
there your heart Is. Du nut pretend , 
to belong to tbe ebureb aod to the' 
world as wed. 1 like tbe honesty of

tbe shower comes, and tbe dew falls, 
and tbe Illy washes its fair face, and 
its loveliness is restored. Let us go 
to our Lord again to be washed In bls 
precious blood. It Is never supposed 
In tbe Scriptures that we shall be 
without sin to confess; but It Is writ­
ten, “ If we walk In the light, as be is 
In tbe light, we have fellowship with 
one another, and the blood of Jesus 
Christ bls Son cleanseth us from al) 
sin.'’ We still want cleansing, even 
when we are walking in tbe llgbt. 
Let us get away to Cbrlst, then, and 
say, "Lord, I would be myself un­
spotted: I come to thee for washing."

Thus 1 have spoken to God's people, 
and 1 have said very little to sinners; 
but, although 1 have not addressed 
them specially to-night, if yqu, tbe 
people of God, will go and live godly 
lives, you will preach to sinners better 
than I shall. I have to say to you who 
fear God, keep yourselves unspotted 
from tbe world; but what am I to say 
to those who are not only In tbe world, 
but also of tbe world? Do you not 
know that "the earth also and tbe 
works that are therein shall be burned ; 
up? " What will become of you then? I 
And you who belong to the world, and ; 
have your portion In this life, and! 
your joy tn this world, In that great!

I wish tbat Chris­
tians were more careful about ibis 
leprosy in the matter of books. As 
soo«ras ever you see tbat there Is lep­
rosy there, do not go and play wltb It, 
and examine it, and look at It. You 
will catcb II If you are not careful. 
Keep clear of it; keep yourselves un­
spotted from tbe lepers of tbe world. 
“ Wei), that Is easy enough,” you say; 
perhaps ft Is not as easy as you think.

But, further, we are to keep our­
selves from all spote of the world 
when we bave to mingle wltb II.

THE HEAVENLY INHERIT­
ANCE.

I Peter l:l-U.

Motto Text:—"Giving thanks un­
to the Father which bath mkde us 
meet to be partakers of the Inherit­
ance of the saints in light.”—Col. 1:12.

The first Epistle of Peter was writ­
ten from Babylon on abe Euphrates 
about the year 05. The disciples in 
tbe northern part ot Asia Minor bad 
suffered grievous persecution. Sll- 
vanus bad carried the account of 
their sufferings to Peter who answer­
ed wltb this epistle of consolation and 
hope. Peter was now quite an old 
man.

“Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ fo the 
strangers.”—The sojourners. Thus re­
minding tbem that tbls world was 
not their home—tbey were pilgrims 
passing through It on tbelr way to 
the many mansions of their Father’s 
house. “Elect according to the fore­
knowledge of God the Father.”—Peter 
loved the great doctrine of sovereign 
election as much as did Paul. It Is 
tbe must comforting of doctrines, and 
hence Peter puts It first in this epis­
tle of comfort to the persecuted. 
"Tbe origin of election Is the grace of 
God the Father. He chose his elect 
before tbe foundation of the world. 
He predestinated tbem unto tbe 
adoption of children: and tbat accord­
ing to tbe good pleasure of bls will." 
Since God had elected them, he was 
watching over them and nothing 
should befall tbem which be did not 
see was for the best. “ Through sancti- 
fieation of the Spirit."— God tbe Father 
elects—the Spirit sanctities because of 
the election. “Unto obedience."—Our 
obedience is ths result of election- 
bad God not chceen us, we should 
never have chosen him—tbat Is cer­
tain. In obedience Peter here in­
cludes faith which is Itself aa act of 
obedience.

"And spnnUing of the blood of Christ.” 
—An allusion to tbe sprinkling of tbe 
blood upon the altar and tbe people 
in tbe Old Testament. Election Is 
the cause of our having a^bare in tbe 
atoning blood. "Grace unto you and 
p> ace be multiplied-"—The Apostles 
were very fond of that word “grace," 
which means love to the undeserving 
and guilty. God dues not show grace 
to his angels. Peace in the sense of 
being pardoned. Peace with God. 
Peace is a fruit of the grace of God.

“Blessed be the God and Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ."— Praised be the 
God—it Is not tbe • same word which 
is translated Blessed tn the beati­
tudes. Tbat means happy. We do 
not praise God as we ought, praise 
him for what He Is and not merely 
for his kindness to us. How little 
praise of God Is heard in prayer and 
preaching, and In tbe bymns, those 
which are exhortations to man. are 
crowding the praibes of God from bls 
sanctuary. ,

“Which according to his abundant 
mercyhath begotten us again.”—What a 
strong Calvinist this Inspired Apostle 
is! Tbe elect are regenerated not In 
consequence of anything they do, but 

■ tbe sole ground is God’s mercy. Tbe 
second birth of which the Lord spoke to 
Nicodemus. " Unto a lively hope."—An 
abiding hope, a living one which can­
not die. Herein It differs from all

seentions would be brief. Paul said 
"our light afflictions which are but 
for a moment work out for us a far 
more exceeding (and eternal weight 
of glory."

“If need be.” God saw tbat their trials 
were best. They would advance his 
glory. “Ye are in heaviness."—Have 
been put to grief. Sorrowful yet all 
ways rejoicing. "Through manifold 
temptations.’’—Many -trials. Tbe suf­
ferings of these disciples were of var­
ious kinds, tbelr enemies were Ingen­
ious in their persecution.

“Thal the trial of your faith.."—The 
testing of your faith. As gold Is tried 
in tbe fire, their faith was tried In 
tbe fires of persecution. If men watch 
their gold In the tire carefully, so God 
watches the testing of their faith. 
And He removes It from tbe furnace 
when the dross is consumed. Tbey 
bad need to praise him, then for tbe 
fires through which they were pass­
ing. “Might be found unto praise and 
honour and glory.’’—Worthy of praise. 
These are the rewards of faithfulness. 
Think-of tbe glory of being praised by 
Qod! Who would not wish to have 
hi* Jalth thoroughly tried wltb such a 
reward before him at tbe end. Fur 
life with Its trials is so brief—eternity 
with its rewards so long.

“ Whom having not seen, ye love."—If 
they love him now, how much more 
will tbey love him at bls appearing. 
They will see Him then as He is, will 
know what wonderful condescension 
It was In him to die forsuch vilecreat- 
ures, and will see the awful nature of 
that depravity from whlcb [be saved 
them.

Apple-butter is made In many differ­
ent ways. The commercial article Is 
sometimes made by boiling whole 
apples In cider, straining out seeds 
and lumps through a fine sieve, and 
then highly spicing It.

Although others may have a better 
way than mine, I will give my recipe, 
and If any farmer or farmer's wife 
want* to try it, I am sure It will give 
good satisfaction. I always select 
sweet apples; pound-sweet* are the 
best, although any variety of sweet 
apple* will do-

For a thirty-gallon copper or brass 
kettle, It will take nearly seven bush­
el*—about six and a half. These 
should be pared, quartered, and cored. 
Do not let your machine core and 
Aloe them, for If you do, portions of 
the core will be left In the slices. Fill 
your kettle heaping full, and cov­
er the top with a large dish-pan. Now 
add Just enough water to keep from 
burning, and start a slow fire. In 
about and hour and a half the 
fruit will be soft enough to stir. You 
must not let your fire get too hot. 
Keep It under the centre of the ket­
tle, for If the flames ruu up the sides 
It Will be almost sure to burn.

After stirring until the sauce is 
quite floe, I add four gallons of boiled 
cider, and one gallon of New Orleans 
molasses. Keep the stirrer going 
steadily, for if you stop It will burn 
on the bottom of the kettle.

If your kettle Is full when you com­
mence, it should bolt until the bulk 
lessens nearly one-third. This will 
take probably four hours ot continual 
stirring. When the butter is done It 
should be free from lumps. Now let 
your fire die down, and when partially 
cooled,'add your spices. If you put 
the spices in when it Is boiling, the 
aroma ot the spice Is loosened and es­
capes In steam. Add tae spice slow­
ly, stirring It in thoroughly.

As to the amount and kind of spice 
to use, tastes differ. I generally use 
for thirty gallons, one-half pound of 
cinnamon and one-fourth ot all-spice. 
By tasting, any one can spice It to 
suit himself.

When done remove all at once from 
the kettle, as the acid of the apple 
will act upon the brass or copper tn a 
few hours.

Apple-butter made In this way will 
keep the year through.—R. W. Bat­
tles, M. D., In Examiner.

Blossoms from June till October are 
possible if the pods are kept off and 
the tops cut back two or three times. 
Buy reliable, fresh seed and be pa­
tient if success Is only moderate the 
first year.—W. T. Hutchins, in Amer­
ican Agriculturist.

Making Apple-Butter.

No table sauce can make It* appear­
ance so often, and still be welcome, as 
old-fashioned apple-butter.

Although scarcely any thrifty farm­
er thinks bls fall work done until he 
has from 50 to 100 gallons of this de­
licious sauce stored away In hl« cellar; 
yet It Is from the German Inhabitants

- taken lessous In compounding this 
toolhMuie dish.

The old-fashioned apple-butter stir­
ring days have gone Into tbe dim past, 
along with the hu»klng bee and spin­
ning-wheel: for now nearly every 
farmer has an Improved apple-paring 
machine; and the getting ready of 
ten or fifteen bushels of apples is soon 
accomplished.

Apple-butter and pumpkin pies can 
be, and are, made to-day that are Just 
as good as our grandmothers made. 
If we fall to appreciate a good article 
and think it lacks something that 
those pies of olden days possessed, we 
presumably forget that we ourselves 
lack the appetite we bad when we 
used to drive the cows to pasture, and 
attend to the manifold duties that al­
ways fall upon a stout, healthy boy 
who live*on a farm. The old saying

It* day has come. For grace of form, 
variety of colorings and markings, fra- 

. grance, long, woody stems and un­
stinted Invitation tj> "‘cut and come 
again," It can challenge any rival. It 
alto scores other popular points, such 
as freedom from Insect pests, and long 
period of flowering. Any lady will 
find Its supposed difficulties of culture 
easily overcome, and now Is a good 
time to fall in Itrve with Sweet Peas. 
Besides the brilliant scarlet and all 
shades of red and pink and flesh color, 
tbe improved blues are very Une, and 
tbe dark sbades of purple, brown, ma­
roon and indigo blue are magnificent 
Then the Orange Prince has a stand­
ard well worthy the name, and yellow 
Is apparently near at baua, as a new 
color to work from. Tbe writer has 
never seen a yellow Sweet Pea, but be 
bas seen enough of an indication of It 
to work toward It aud believe It possi­
ble. Culture, also, is working won­
ders in tbe form, size, and number of 
blossoms on a stem. Besides the 
thirty or more yarletles of tbe old 
form of Sweet Pea, there Is now a line 
list of new varieties, larger In size, 
aud having a new form of standard. 
It Is ibe shape of a palm-leaf fan, and 
Is hooded aud wavy. The catalogues 
contain about fifty named varieties of 
Sweel Peas, and new ones are gradu­
ally Introduced. Mention ought to 
be made of the Lord Anson Blue, 
which, though not a Sweet Pea, bas 
a decided value In a mixed show. Tbe 
red Mid white psrenolal peas are also 
floe. As to tbe culture of this new, 
old flower, six simple rules must be 
observed, io additioo to tbe ordinary 
requirements of successful gardening. 
The special rules are: (1). Early plant- 
log; (2), deep plaotlog; (3), extra fer­
tilizing; (4). stroog busblng; (5), wa­
terlog: (6), free picking- Early plant­
ing means Just as soon as tbe grouod 
can be worked, without regard to 
frosts—as early as tbe earliest garden 
peas. In tbe South, tbe fall Is proba­
bly the best time to sow ibum. They 
need to make their root growth In tbe 
cool, moist, spring groped. Deep 
planting Is to guard against midsum­
mer drouth. But here Is a difficulty. 
They should ba planted from four to 
six Inches deep- Sow In a trench or 
furrow at right depth, but cover at 
tint with only one inch of the soli. 
After they are up bring the earth up 
to them till it Is leveled off at right 
depth. Sow them lu a doub e row 
about ten laches apart, aud drop tbe 
seeds from one to two inches apart In 
the furrow. As to the special fertil­
izing. scatter wood ashes on freely in 
the winter tljne to wake strong vine* 
and wo*dy stems. Just before bush­
ing, hoe in some bone flour or pho*- 
phate of lime. Nitrate of soda, a
