Tbe only thing required of men, 
therefore, whether Jew or Gentile, is 
to do Justly, love mercy, and walk 
humbly with God.

This is a very dif­
ferent doctrine from tbe vague, 
dreamy sentimentalism of the New 
Apologetic, which furnishes the sin­
ner oppressed with tbesense of unexpl- 
ated, unforgiven sin, no ground of 
hope save "the beneficent will of 
God.’’ That redemption for which 
tbe New Theology can find no place 
Is Inwrought Into tbe very texture of 
this passage, and, fairly Interpreted, 
It overthrows tbe very doctrine It is 
cited to establish. Redemption im­
plies a state of bondage, and tbe de­
liverance it effects Isydellverance ef­
fected by purchase, yhe text there­
fore teaches wbat Is the central doc­
trine of tbe New Testament as well 
as of tbe old, that God's people are 
not their own but are bought with a 
price- As It Is stated by tbe apostle 
Peter, they are " not redeemed with 
corruptible things as silver .or gold, 
but With the precious blood of Christ 
as of a lamb without blemish and 
without spot; who verily was foreor­
dained before tbe foundation of tbe 
world, but was manifest In these last 
times for you.” Tbe doctrine ignored 
bv tbe New Apologetic, i.° tbe doc­
trine of both Testaments, and of the 
whole Gentile world as well, tbat 
" wlthoA shedding of blood Is no re­
mission."

Of this whole theory there Is no 
need of a lengthened or formal 
refutation- Briefly stated, the posi­
tion of tbe New Apologetic is 
this: Tbe Levltloal Legislation con­
tained Io tbe middle books of tbe Pen­
tateuch, Is made up of ante-Mosaic 
custonia and postrMoealo redactions 
and supplements of tbe Torah relat­
ing to worship and kindred matters. 
Tbe Levitlcal Torah of the Penta­
teuch, which Earn brought in bls band 
from Babylon, being composed of an- 
te-Moaalcand post-Mosaic materials, 
cannot be regarded as originated In 
tbe day* of Moses. It therefore fol­
lows that It could have had no exist­
ence as an autboriiiane Torah, ad­
ministered under the presidency of 
Moses, during tbe wanderings of Isra­
el In the wilderness. Here, then, is a 
difficulty which our friends of this 
new oritlcal school have to encounter. 
Wbat tbelr theory compels them to 
deny, tbe pen of Inspiration endorses 
as a historical fact, recognized by 
men, at tbe opening of the New Tes­
tament dispensation, who, Ilie their 
fathers, were perfectly familiar with 
the Pentateuch. In tbe Epistle to 
the Hebrews we have a commentary 
on tbe Levitlcal Torah of tbe middle 
books of tbe Pentateuch, and that 
commentary locates tbat Torab ta tbe

great epistle pitches It there, and 
identifies the Lev Ideal Torah with it 
The theory divests Moses of all claim 
to the enactment of that Torah, and 
of all claim to have had anything to 
do with the architecture of the Tab­
ernacle, whereas this epistle recog­
nites his claims In both cases, aud 
bases these claims upon a di vino com­
mission and minute divine Instruc­
tions. According to the theory, Ezra 
and his brethren of the Exile drafted 
the Torah contained In the middle 
books of the Pentateuch, identifying 
It with the Tabernacle, when the 
Tabernacle had ceased to exist; ac­
cording to this epistle the Torah and 
the Tabernacle are twins of oo-eval 
birth and absolutely inseparable. If, 
as this epistle certifies, Moses was the 
architect of the Tabernacle, and was 
admonished to make all things con-, 
nected with It according to the pat­
tern shown him in the mount, he 
must have been the author of the Le- 
vitical Torah, for Tabernacle and 
Torah mutually Imply each other, and 
and the one without the other la des-

God.” The Beripturea not only lend 
no countenance to this distinction of 
two diverse institutions of a 0asi re­
ligious nature, the one national, and 
tbe other ecclesiastical, with diverse 
species of subjective spiritual, quali­
ties, but Ignoring all such incongruous 
notions—Incongruous with each other 
and with the essential principles of 
the one and only way of life—bnt they 
assert the unity of the people of God 
as one elect whole, united to One 
Living Head and constituted Joint- 
heirs with Him of the one inheritance. 
Such is the doctrine of both Testa­
ments. Tbe people of God, under 
wbat dispensation soever they live, 
are viewed as constituting one body. 
This Is evidently the doctrine of our 
Saviour, as indicated In his remarks 
on the faith of tbe centurion (Matt. 
8:11,12). The faith of the Centurion 
had exceeded anything He had found 
In Israel, and struck by It, He ob­
serves that it Is a foretaste of what is 
to come. "I say unto you that many

Pulpit Fire and Power.

We have bad that wonderful gath­
ering at Chicago, sod beard from tbe 
religions of the world. I have no dis­
position to denounce the affair, but I 
have a general feeling of long stand­
ing, that there are many places good 
for Baptists to keep out of, and that 
Joseph's Coat Congress, run as an an­
nex to a very unsalntly show, rather 
looks to me like one of them. Dr. 
Wilkinson, standing In the midst, 
telling the plain truths, however, 
strikes me forcibly. Wc may thank 
God that some men told tbe truth, 
and also, I think, that tbe dww la no 
more, and that there Is nob likely to 
be another one tn a long time.

But while tbe question of great re 
llglone Is fairly before us, It has oc­
curred to me that It would be a good 
time to set oct the fact that there 
are really but two great religions, and 
that we have them here with us.

miraculous apparatus by which you

What Is a man? Not a mere pbysl 
cal animal, to be scientifically class­
ified by physiologists, ur mutcularly 
employed in working. In moat lan­
guages there are two wurds to desig­
nate the human creature: one, the 
designation of tbe species—the human 
race as distinguished from brutes; tbe 
other, the designation of distinctive 
character—tbe human creature, that 
is true to tbe poMlbllltlee and respon­
sibilities of his manhood.

“Quit you like men." There Is 
only one word in tbe Greek; it is a 
verb, and occurs only here; it means, 
“Be men.” Not human creatures, of 
a urte—they had no option in that; 
but, “Realize the full posalbillties ot 
your manhood; be all ana do all that 
your faculties and opportunities en­
able." It is not every human creature 
tbat Is a mtn. In moat circles of life 
you have to accept strange compo 
sites for men—rudiments of manhood, 
but wltb a melancholy admixture of 
“wood, hay, stubble;” good principles 
Md impulses sadly qualified by evil; 
qualities of noble feeling mixed with 
much selflsbnesa and meanness, out­
ward propriety covering pltable 
worthleaanesa. meanness, selfishness, 
falsehood. Wbat poor creatures .one

truthful, boneet, pure, faithful to all 
moral conviction*, oourageou* and 
•teadfaat in maintaining the right, re- 
aiatlng all temptation to wrong, what­
ever tbe endurance and tbe dlaad- 
vantage. “Be atrong, and of good 
courage”—atroog in God'a atrengtb 
and in dependence upon God'a help, 
10 tbat sneaking meanness, untratb, 
base paialon, moral cowardice before 
wrong-doer*, ahall be fmpoMlble to 
you. Tbe Boman word for courage 
wm “virtue." True courage include* 
all that I* beat In moral character. 
It la not atolclam; It la not foolhardi­
ness; It Is not Insensibility. It Is a 
steadfast adherence to what Is true, 

’ and right, and good, on tbe simple 
ground of moral prlnclpleand feeling. 
It it true, and right, and good. God, 
my Heavenly Father, has enjoined It; 
Christ, my Redeemer, died to main­
tain It; therefore I will endure all 
things for the maintenance of it.

I need not ray tbat moral manhood 
is inspired by Intelligent principles— 
that is not mere paisiun or religious 
emdtion. Many a religious man la 
.largely tbe creature of religion* pas­
sion or sentiment; loud In bls own re­
ligious life and worship, be is very 
demonstrative against- sin. He agi­
tates against every wrong, he Is full 
of passionate Invective and denuncia­
tion. The stronger, more effective 
man doe* not so “cry aloud or lift bU 
voice in the street” He does not 
bold bls tongue: be does wbat be can 
to excite interest and sympathy Kith 
the evil; but be quietly goes to work 
to remedy It. A man who unostenta­
tiously works in a ragged-re boo I Is far 
stronger and more manly than tbe 
mere dedalmer about London Ignor­
ance and vice. A man is not a very 
religious man because he makes a 
great religious clamour. A passion 
ate, blustering mau, even in tbe name 
of religion, Is presumably weak rather 
than strong. Passion Is not strength. 
The maniac whom you hold down by 
force Is not a strong mao. Nur is tbe 
mere sentlmeut of benevolence or of

much of true manhood. There are

For some time I bad intended to let 
myoid friends in Kentucky and every­
where know through your widely read 
paper something of tbe blessings of 
the Lord bestowed upon this “un­
profitable servant.” Now I am order­
ed by tbe brethren to write about our 
annual meeting; but permit me.first 
to praise tbe Lord for hto blessings 
here. When I left Louisville In 1876 
I took charge of a small church here, 
presi-blog my first •rrmon In all'tle

toter came with quite a company of 
members from Germany; and residing 
quite a distance, I left the field for 
him. In April last tbe Lord called 
tbe good brotheF up higher, aod tbe 
church naturally feU back upon their 
former pastor who, though feeling the 
infirmities of age (76), was enabled to 
sgrve them through tbe mild seasoo 
with tbe assistance of a student-, and 
bad the pleasure of baptizing quite a 
number, 33 following tbe Saviour by 
that ordinance thus far. With thanks 
to God I look upon Nebraska, being 
the first German minister of tbe Bap­
tists that came to this state in 1876, 
aud now there are 11 churches.

Crete to reveal, and the Catholics do 
not want any such revelation made. 
They cannot disprove bls statements 
and their only answer la violence. If 
a Methodist preacher Joins the Pres­
byterians, he baa no dark and horrid

story to tell which the Methodist* 
would seriously object to his telling. 
If be.says what they claim to be false 
they rely on their ability to prove ths 
falsity of tbe statement, and It never 
occurs to them to stop bls mouth with 
a brick-bat.

Then, too, other denominations rec­
ognise the principle of religious liber 
ty. They believe that a man ha* a 
right to follow tbe dictates of bis own 
conscience, so long as be does not vio­
late the rights of other*. His cbang 
Ing bls faith, therefore, though they 
may regard it as a serious mistake ou 
hi* part, 1* but an exercise of his inal­
ienable right. While Boman Catho­
lic* deny the principle of rellgtou* 
liberty. It it ridiculous to take what 
American Catholic writers say in fav­
or of religious liberty and to see what 
they really mean by It. For example, 
Cardinal Gibbons thus defines relig­
ious liberty: "A man enjoys religious 
liberty when be possesses tbe free 
right of worshipping God according to 
the dictate* of t) rlgbt oontcleuce, and 
of practicing a form of religion most 
lu accordance with bl* duties to God” 
(Faith of our Fathers, chap. xvi., at 
beginning.) Let the worda be noted. 
The Cardinal think* rellglou* liberty 
1* not tbe rlgbt to worship God ac­
cording to the dictate* of one’s own 
conscience, but “according to the dic­
tate* of a rlgbt conscience," by which 
he means a Roman Catholic con­
science. He regard* rellglou* liberty 
not a* allowing a man to observe 
whatever form of religion he believe* 
to be rlgbt, but to practice “a form of 
religion most in accordance with bls 
duties to God," and by that tbe Cardi­
nal means tbe Roman Catholic form, 
as hl* book abundantly shows. His 
idea of religious liberty is tbe right of 
every man to be a Itoman Catholic, 
but by no mean* the right of any mao 
to be* Protestant.

In the Oatholic World for April, 1890, 
la an article on “Religious Liberty." 
The writer says (page- 3): “For our- 
eelve*, we do not pretend that the 
church Is or ever has been tolerant. 
She 1* undeniably Intolerant In her 
own order, a* tbe law, a* truth I* Intol­
erant, though she dote not necessarily 
require the state to be intolerant. 
She certainly la opposed to what the 
nineteenth century calls religious lib­
erty, which, a* we have seen, 1* lim­
ply tbe liberty of Infidelity or Irrellg- 
lon." Lower down on the same page, 
we read: “Thia being so, It Is clear 
that religious liberty must cousin in 
tbe unrestrained freedom and inde­
pendence of the church to teach and 
govern all men and nations, In all 
things enjoined by tbe teleogtcal law 
of man’s existence, and, therefore, lu 
the recognition and maintenance for 
tbe church of that very supreme au­
thority which the Popes have always 
claimed and against which the Re­
formation protested, and which secu-

There Is, perhaps, no more urgent 
task before tbe theologian of to day 
than tbe task of disentangling tbe 
paganisms which survive In our the­
ology and etblcs from the actual Bible 
testimony on these themes. And the 
time Is at band—if I may be permitted 
to say it—when our beloved and high­
ly prospered Seminary at Louisville 
should have an endowed, chair of 
biblical theology, to be occupied by a 
man whose duty It shall be to eschew 
pagan thought and morals in fav -r of 
the Bible, io forget historical theology, 
wltb It* cro**-currenta and counter- 
current*, to gather tbe thoughts of 
tbe biblical writer* aud to to compare 
these a* to give u* "the output of 
doctrine” which the Bible, tod the 
Bible alone, will yield.

So write* tbe Bev. E. M. Poteat of 
New Havtp Conn., in tbe /leligioiu 
Herald, We respectf ully call for a bill 
of particulars. lybat “pagan thought 
and morals” are now taught in our 
Seminary? If Bro. Poteat knows of 
any such things, he owes it to the de­
nomination to tell of them. We have 
never beard of any such thing. The 
text-book on theology used lu the Sem­
inary I* Dr. Boyce's famous work, and 
we are sure that Is thoroughly Scrip­
tural. We have never beard of Dr. 
Kerfout's teaching In bls lectures any 
“pagan thougbtaod morals." Wo call 
for a bill ut particulars. , Wbat un- 
scriptural and "pagan thought and 
morals" are taught In our loved Semi­
nary? Let Bro. Poteat speblfy.

Brother Russell Johnson writes 
to ask our opinion as to whether men 
are saved through faltb alone or 
through faith and works. Tbe Holy 
Spirit says "By grace are ye saved 
through faltb, and that not of your- 
selve*. Il la tbe gift of God; not of 
worka lest any man abould boast” 
(Eph. 2:8, 9). Here tbe notion that 
salvation was In whole or In part 
through worka la dlatinctly combatted. 
(Tur Lord declared "He that belleveth 
on tbe Son bath everlaatlng life” 
(John 3:36). And again In John 5:24: 
“Verily, verily I say unto you, He that 
beareth my word, and belleveth on 
him tbat aent me, hath everlaatlng 
life, and shall not come into condem­
nation; but is passed from death unto 
life." The “verily verily,” give this 
statement a double emphasis. Tbe 
Holy Spirit says also (Rom. 1:16) tbat 
the Gospel of Christ “Is the power of 
God onto salvation ur to everyone that 
belleveth." If a mao believes, he ts 
saved; for If be were lost after believ­
ing, tbe gospel could not be tbe power 
of God unto salvation to escry one that 
belleveth, since here would be one be­
liever to whom ll failed to bo such a 
power. Faith, and faith alone, Is tbe 
channel by wbich salvation, which 1* 
of grace, comes to the soul of mao. 
This is abundantly taught In Scripture. 
But it i* also abundantly taught that 
Ibis Is an active faltb which work* by 
love (Gal. 5: 6) and purifies the heart 
(Act* 15: 9). The Holy Spirit *ay*, 
“faltb,If it bath not work*, i* dead,be­
ing alone" (Jame* 2:17), and “Yea a 
man may *ay, Thou bast fsltb and I 
hav* works; show me thy faith with­
out thy worka and I will show thee 
my faith by my works" (James 2:18). 
Tbe works reveal tbe faith, but the 
faith bad to be there before tbe work* 
could reveal IL The faith precede* 
the work* and cauae* them. Faith la

It would seem that they regard their 
work In tbe South as much more Im­
portant than their work in tbe North. 
Yet the greatest mission fields in tbe 
land are New York City and Chicago. 
Perhaps since tbe Northern Method­
ists are doing so much in the South, 
Southern Methodist* may do some­
thing In ths destitute fields Id the 
North.

Clean Cultivation of Coru.

Nay, more, the putrid breath of tbe

You would scorn the Idea of having 
tot one handkerchief, tooth-brush, or 
tootbrplck tor each school-room, and 
having your children all compelled to 
use them dally in common with tbe 
rest of tbe scholars, but you alt with 
folded hands and peaceful conscience 
while your children violate sanitary 
laws a thousand times worse by tbe 
inhalation of millions qf cubic feet of 
foul ahd even putrid air from their 
diseased classmates each school year.

Just so long ss cause la followed by 
effect, and Juat so long as tbe great 
maasea of our people are exposed to 
one continuous bath of Impure air, 
complicated with great extremes of 
temperature, just so long may we ex­
pect consumption to stand at the 
head of the annual mortality list, and 
the rekialnder of our pulmonary dis­
eases, generally, to bold their present 
rank |n mortuary statistics. Iron, 
cod-liver oil, sod foreign climates 
must yield to common sense, and san­
itary reforma In our homes, our pub­
lic buildings, and railway coaches, 
first, ere we can hope or legitimately 
expect to see any reform In the mor­
tuary statistics of pulmonary diseases. 
We have tried In vain for centuries to 
“cure1’ consumption. People by tbe 
thousand and hundreds of thousands 
have flocked from one health resort to 
another, vainly seeking to free them­
selves from tbe Uon grip of pulmonary 
consumptloo; they have, figuratively 
ypeaklng, soaked themselves in cod­
liver oil, and clad themselves Inside 
and out with Iron; tbej( have loaded 
their poor stomachs with tbe hypo- 
phosphites,and been pumped with the 
pneumatic cabinet, and inlected with 
carbonic acid gas; but tbe end was al) 
tbe same—it was only s question of 
time until tbe funersl knell sounded 
tbe requiem of their depsrted spirits.

The past year I have made one more 
of many experiments, tending to show 
tbe results of clean and frequent cul­
tivation of corn, It is too commonly 
considered that the culture of ithis 
and other similar crops Is needed only 
to keep down the weeds. And when 
the weeds sro subdued the corn will 
go on snd mske a full crop without 
any more attention. Thus tbe bablt 
of “laying by tbe oorn" has come into 
practice generally when tbe crop is so 
far advanced as to keep ahead of the 
weeds, If possible, or at least has vigor 
enough to grow in spite of them.

This, I hsve alwsys contended, Is s 
mistake. The oorn needs all tbe food 
it can get out ot the land, and al­
though there may be no weeds to rob 
It, yet the frequent culture ot tbe 
lend is indhpenuble to the full sup­
ply of food for tbe crop. The feeding 
roots of oorn are to to found very near 
tbe surface. I have seen .them ex­
posed by washes, between the rows, 
after heavy rain, completely filllog 
the ground; and have traced them 
across three rows on each side of the 
plant. This gives a spread of roots 
for st least oioe feetoo each side the 
plant, and spreading in a fine network 
not more than three inches deep in 
the soil. It was this expsrleoce which 
caused me to contend vigorously 
against the practice once advised to 
corn growers, to prune the roots so 
thst new feeders might to forced Into 
growth, aod thus Increase th# vigor 
of tbe plants. 1 never could under­
stand bow the destruction of these sc- 
Uve roots could to otherwise than a 
serious check snd damage to the crop, 1 
by arresting Ite growth '

This loosens and opens tbe soil 
and permits tbe sir to clroulste In It, 
snd tappiles tbls oxygen for the ropid 
decomposition of tbe plsnt food in It. 
Whst may happen to tbe nitrogen 
thus separated from Ite equivalent of 
oxygen, no one knows as yet; but st 
we hsve all along believed that the 
nitrogen of tbe air is sbsortod by 
planta in some way, and now we have 
learned how It Is done to some extent, 
why may not thli released nitrogen 
slso to taken up by tbe roots snd 
made available for plant food, after It 
forms combinations at present un­
known to us?

It la s matter of experience that 
this culture of crops, of whatever 
kind they may be, does greatly stimu­
late the growth, and the past season 
has only repeated what I have seen 
every tear for thirty years, thst the 
growth of the oorn Is Increased and 
tbe maturity of the crop tn hastened 
at least two weeks. One-half of one 
of my Helds has been cultivated eight 
times, the other half four times, an­
other field has been worked only three 
times, and the most frequently worked 
part of the land shows to day the 
good effect of the frequent stirring of 
the soil. It will easily make ten bush­
els per acre more grain.—Tbe Culti­
vator.
