One feature of the recent Baptist 
Congress at Augusta, Ga., was the ab­
sence, through sickness, of so many of 
the appointed speakers. Drs. Small, 
Hawthorne, McDonald, Moody and 
Taylor were absent. Some of the 
Northern papers keep on talking as if 
this were the first opportunity the 
brethren of the South have had to see 
what this Congress is like; and the 
kindly hope is expressed that we will 
not believe the bugaboo reports we 
have heard of this Congress, but will 
conclude that it is not so bad after all.

It Is difficult to explain this ignor­
ance on the part of these Northern 
papers. This Congress has met twice 
before In the South, once at Rich­
mond and once at Baltimore: and the 
Southern brethren who have made 
most objection to It, are the very ones 
who have attended most of Its meet­
ings, wherever held. As for ourself, 
we took hold heartily when It started, 
believing it to be a good Idea to ar­
range for the thoughtful discussion of 
topics, of current Interest to :the de­
nomination, and which could not be 
provided for in our ordinary gather­
ings. At first things went well: but 
presently dangerous and damaging 
views began to be advocated. Men 
notoriously unsound were appointed 
to discuts the very points on which

Anna L. Dawes (whether Mrs. or 
Miu. we do not know), speaking I n the 
Outlook, ot views of religion which vex 
tbe world, says: "Thereare few more 
difficult to meet than that of literal 
obedience to. the precepts of the New 
Testament.” She admits "This doc- 
tflne is no modern invention; from 
the time of the Apostles until now It 
has been upheld as a duty,” adding, 
“It to Indeed a serious question, and 
the belief that It to the real duty of 
the Christian to follow with exact 
obedience all the words of our Lord Is 
widespread.” She greatly lament* 
that this is true aud she regards it as 
the great hindrance to'the spread of 
“liberal” views.

It Is a blessed thing that this belief 
to so “widespread,” and the one work 
of Christians is to make it more bo un­
til “every knee shall bow” to Jesus 
Christ. No man la a Christian un­
til this belief gets hold of him. Does 
this seem too strong a statement? 
Then listen to wbat Cbrlst says: "Ye 
are my friends if ye do whatsoever 1 
command you."' "Why call ye me 
Lord, Lord, and do not tbe things 
which I say?” "Except a man deny 
himself and take up his cross and fol­
low me, he cannot be my disciple.” 
“He that hath my commandments 
and keepeth them, he it is that loveth' 
me." “If ye love me keep my com- 
mandmente." Language could not 
more plainly declare that “literal obe­
dience to tbe precepts of the New 
Testament” Is required, and without 
this - there . is no true discipleship. 
John writes by inspiration (1 John 
2:3,4): "Hereby do we know that we 
know him, if we keep his command­
ments. He that salth 1 know him. 
and keepeth not his commandments 
to a llarAod the truth is not in him.” 
Could language more plainly or more 
positively declare that obedience to 
Cbrlst to essential to salvation?

We say obedience to Cbrlst is essen­
tial to salvation, since, If He be our 
Lord, we are His servants and it is tbe 
business of a servant to obey. Con­
version consists in surrendering the 
will to Christ. He who does this is 
saved, and he who refuses to do this, 
la unsaved. An obedient soul may I 
mistake tbe command and so do some­
thing not required and leave undone 
something that is required; but there 
must be a hearty recognition of the 
obligation. He who refuses to obey 
Christ has not made tbe heart surren­
der, aud therefore to not converted. 
“Ye are my friends, It ye do whatso­
ever I command you."

Just here is the' battle-ground for 
Baptiste. More than any other de­
nomination, Baptiste have insisted on 
literal obedience to Christ. Others 
have called this “bigotry." “Illiberall-, 
ty," “exalting noo-iesseutlals," etc.) 
etc., while they have complacently 
contrasted their "liberality" with tbe 
Baptist "narrowness.” On the sub­
ject of baptism, fOr example, Baptist* 
insist that tbe act performed by 
Christ, practiced by the Apostles and 
taught In the -New Testament, viz., 
Immersion, must be performed. Other 
denominations claim “tbe mode Is 
non-essential," “it, makes no differ-' 
ence,”etc., etc. They <ay If we love । 
Christ, literal obMlence may be dis- i 
pensed with; while Jesus says, “If ye 
love me, keep my commandments." 
It to well to remember that baptism 
to tbe only thing we are commanded I

they were known to be unsuund. 
Presently we were convinced, not by 
report* from those unfriendly to the 
Congress, but, by wbat we actually 
saw and heard, tbatlt was doing more 
barm than good, and so we withdrew 
from it. We could not be a party tu 
providing an arena for the advocacy 
of views which are destructive to the 
faltb of Baptists. The very fact that 
this Congress was called Baptist should 
have been a guarantee that the Bap­
tist faltb as laid down, first of all, in 
tbe New Testament, and as expressed 
in tbe Philadelphia and New Hamp­
shire Confessions, would be respected. 
When tbe Congress became in our 
Judgment a platform for attacking 
tbe very foundations of these confes­
sions, we felt It oUr duty to step down 
and out. If men were determined to 
assail tbe faltb, they musxdu so with­
out any help from u*. IfV bad been 
called a Free Lance Congress to begin 
with, tbe case would have been differ-
ent; but its 
should have

the ages as

being called Baptist, 
hen an assurance that 
i4n recognized through 
indumenta! Baptist doc-

trines, would be respected. It is fair 
to say, however, and we are very glad 
to say It, that at the meeting in Au­
gusta very little was said that was ob- 
Jectlonable. This Is according to 
wbat we expected, since we knew Dr. 
Burrows, Gov. Northed and others in­
terested would not favor the advocacy 
of destructive views; and we knew the 
Congress, having gone to great lengths 
at its last previous meeting in Phila­
delphia, would now be on Ite good be­
havior. Such meetings as that In Au­
gusta will do good, while such as these 
In Baltimore. Toronto and Philadel­
phia will do harm. If some one will 
assure us that the future meetings of 
the Congress will be like this one In 
Augusta, we shall be glad to favor It 
again. But to talk as some of tbe pa­
pers are doing, that now tbe South 
can see from this Augusta meeting 
what the Congress really is (ahem!), 
and that tbe reports* of wrong teach­
ing are thus proved false—such talk Is 
ehlldlsb and absurd.

Very frequently we hear the state­
ment about something which is .op­
posed, that “It is here to stay, and 
you had as well cease to oppose. It is 
better to take bold of it and direct It 
ill tbe way Ur do tbe least barm.” 
This Is a stock answer to tbe brother 
who lifts voice or pen against wbat be 
thinks is hurtful. But la It a good an­
swer? Admit that the thing -com­
plained of Is “here to stay," Is that a 
valid reason for ceasing to oppose It? 
We think not.

Tbe Rev. Dr. Ralnsford (Episcopal­
ian), of New York, who wants the 
churches to carry on drinking saloons, 
says: "Alcohol is here Vo stay • • I 
hold that tbe liquor traffic in some 
sort is a permanent business, and that 
it should be placed In tbe bands Of 
citizens of tbe best character." Shall 
this be conceded as a valid argument? 
The saloon Is here to stay, therefore 
the best people should go into the sa­
loon business, eh?

"The Sunday paper is here'to stay,” 
they tell us, and this is urged as area- 
son why Christians should cease to op­
pose it, but should rather be on friend­
ly terms with it.

Sin is here to stay, alas! but shall 
we on that account cease to oppose 
sin? Because of its staying qualities 
shall we take it to our bosom?

Tbe one question In regard to any 
"movement" or "Institution" or any­
thing, is whether it is good or bad. If

The sad news of- Dr. E. B. Mont­
gomery’s dealb reached us last Week 
after we had gone to press. It was 
quite sudden, his illness being brief, 
and H was not thought It would end 
fatally. Dr. Montgomery will always 
be remembered as tbe minister wbo 
baptized Dr. Diaz, uf Cuba. Hls-vislt 
to the last session of ihe Southern 
Baptist Convention will never be for- 
goiten. He won all hearts by bls 
quiet enthusiasm and bls genial 
bearing, lie was only 55 years old, 
and was In tbe midst of bls usefulness. 
Fur thirteen y<ars he bas been castor 
of the church now known as Ihe 
Green Avenue Baptist church, Brook-. 
Iyo, where his labors have been sig­
nally blessed. Born In Edinburgh, 
Scotland, be came to Canada when 14 
years old, where his falber died of 
cholera, and he was left to tight tbe 
battle of life alone. Right nobly he 
fought It, and now "more than con­
queror” he has gone to his rest and re­
ward.

At tbe funeral Drs. pCmpstone, 
Eddy, Campbell, Hutchins, Cameron 
aud Gordon took part, and tbe occa­
sion was deeply Impressive. The 
body was burled In Greenwood Ceme­
tery. We feel personally bereaved by 
bls death, and we tender tbe family 
and churcb our sincerest condolence-

Mu. Charles Gore, of the Church 
of England, made an address In Bir­
mingham, on Christian union. He In­
sisted that there must be no union 
that Involves tbe giving up oftbe Epis­
copalian notion^ of “tbe apostolic suc­
cession of the ministry, the sacra­
ments, the Catholic creed and Scrip­
tures and the visible church.” More 
than that he deprecated "any com­
promise of admitting unordained dis­
senting ministers to a sort of lower 
dlaconate from which they might pro­
ceed regularly to tbe priesthood."

Ibe Churchman thinks 
the Church of England dealt very lib­
erally and charitably with John Bun- 
yap, In that they only Imprisoned blm 
fur preaching Baptist doctrines, while

WILLIAMSBURG.
. The visit to tbls religious and edu­
cational centra wm planned with 
jtev- J. N. Prestridge, President-elect 
of Williamsburg Institute, aud pastor 
Of the church. The main purpose 
was a conference with leading breth­
ren in regard to the mission work In 
Southeastern Kentucky. Tbe Secre­
tary preached Sabbath morning to a 
good congregation, and after tbe pas­
tor’s sermon at nlghu to a fuller 
bouse, made a brief missionary ad­
dress, crowded with statistics showing 
the magnitude ot the mission work In 
Kentucky during the last decade. 
Sunday afternoon a dozen brethren, 
including the pastor, and Dr. Gatllff, 
who Is a member of the State Board, 
met the Secretary at tbe parsonage. 
As a result of tbe Interesting confer­
ence, It was determined, if tbe State 
Board approved, to put two mission­
aries and colporters, for two months, 
in Leslie and Harlan counties, the 
work to be resumed, If possible, when 
the spring weather favors. Tbe salary 
recommended for each missionary was 
825 per month, the Williamsburg 
brethren becoming responsible for 25 
per cent of t be salaries. Ten dollars 
were raised at tbe night service for 
Uie State Board, designated to this 
purpose. In the conference the Ken­
tucky missionary system was cordially 
endorsed and tbe intention avowed 
to begin at once and push It vigorous­
ly in the church.

The Williamsburg Institute is ful­
filling the large hopes of Its promot­
ers. During the last scholastic year 
450 students were matriculated. Tbe 
boarding ball, for young ladies, a sub­
stantial and sightly brick building, Is 
nearing completion, and is a splendid 
Illustration of tbe enterprise to which 
tbe school owes Its marvellous growth. 
Tbe State Mission Board rendered a 
signal service in laying, by persistent 
mission work, tbe foundation on which 
tbe institution 1* builL

Sluppers are not nearly 
so active as they were a week ago, 
most of the buyers for that class be­
ing pretty well supplied. Bull market 
closed up steady on good; common 
slow.

Heos—Tbe receipts were liberal to­
day for Saturday. ’Toe market was 
slow in opening, and when it did 
prices were 2{c lower than yesterday, 
and all the choice heavy hogs were 
sold at 86.22. At the close the pens 
were fairly well cleared.

Tbe business done In n«< crop Bur­

ley last week was tbe largest done >n. 
tbe breaks In several years past. The 
sales aggregated 2,912 hjgsbeaas. 
This was 904 more than for tbe week 
previous. The quality offered, how­
ever, was the most Inferior ever 
brought to this market. Much of it 
was very soft and mixed with unripe, 
dead, frozen and house-burned leaves. 
Tbe trend of prices speaks well for 
this market. No other could have 
maintained prices as Louisville did 
when so mucn trashy, low-grade stuff 
was offered It. If low grades, which 
sold last week as high a> 7c, had lieen 
up to the 1892 crop, it would have 
meant thousands of dollars to me 
growers of tbe crop Good and tloe 
tobacco sold from 18c to 2Hc. and 
even this was not up to tbe offerings 
of tbe same kinds for other years 
Tbe buyer* were out lo foice. For ; 
elgn consumers and Western manu­
facturers took repeatedly tbe best 
offered. Speculators took all tbe 
bright and colory lugs and leaf 
offered.
