Jesus was reared and educated at 
Nazareth, and lived in that city until 
he was a full grown man. People 
who believe in accidents would say 
that It was a mere accident that be 
was not born there, ‘for bls parents 
were at Bethlehem on a business trip 
when his birth occurred.

Nazareth was in bad repute. ;How 
far tbls was tbe result of prejudice It 
Is not easy to discern; but Nathaniel, 
an Israelite, In whonr^there was nu 
guile, bad so poor an opinion of tbe 
place as to think it almost Incredible I 
that anything good could come uut of 
Nazareth.

It Is not easy to form a fair, un­
biased and correct opinion of the 
character of any large body of people. 
As I have lived the greater part of my 
life in tbe South, I am now and then 
asked by Northern people. “What 
about the negro problem?” Well, the 
negro problem Is a big thing, and It is 
not tbe same problem everywhere. 
A few summers ago I spent several 
weeks near a village In Virginia, and 
then a week In the country, about 
eight miles from the village. Tbe 
problem aforesaid was amazlngly^if- 
ferent In these two localities. The 
negroes just around the village were, 
upon the whole, among tbe most 
worthless, idle, thievish, lying vaga­
bonds that ever worried the decent 
people of any country that 1 have 
ever known; while those In the coun­
try, only eight miles off, were about 
tbe best negroes in tbe South, so far 
as my knowledge extends.

New Yurk Is sumctlpies denounced 
as a modern Sudum, but I have spent 
a good many Sundays preaching In 
New York, and, so far as my observa­
tion extends, I am not sure I can 
mentlun a city in which the people 
generally behave better on Sunday.

New Bedford, Mass., may be fairly

A Pedobaitist preacher said re­
cently: “I find that to get people to 
church we must please them.” Theo 
his people have been trained in a 
Sunday-school where tbe children's 
pleasure was consulted. Duty and 
tbe desire to please and glorify God 
should be made tbe sole motives with 
children, and when thev are old they 
will not demand to be “entertained.”

Lord hath anointed me." I. made a 
Christ of me—“to preach good tid­
ings." Apd preach be did. He told 
Qiose Ignorant, bigoted Nazarenos 
how God bad chosen to feed a Gentile 
wldowr when many widows In Israel 
were btingry; bow God bad healed a 
GenKte leper, when many lepers tn 
Israel were crying, “Unclean, un­
clean!" It was not the preaching 
they wanted, but It was tbe preach­
ing they needed.

You ought not to love to give of­
fense for its own sake, my brother 
preacher; but if the simple and hon­
est presentation of Scriptural truth 
offends people, then let them be of­
fended early and often! Tbe Naza- 
renes were so enraged at Christ’s 
preaching that they tried to burl bim 
over a precipice and dast/ him to 
pieces. Why were they so angrj? 
Ignorance and bigotry will probably 
account for It all. Jesus । bad told 
them a simple Bible story. I atu not 
sure that the leadersof that mad mob 
even knew that what Jesus told them 
twin in the Bible.

William F. Broaddus once told me 
the -following story: “When 1 was 
pastor in Fredericksburg, I once had 
some candidates to baptize at a time 
when tbe public mind was much ex­
cited over the baptismal controversy- 
As 1 did not wish to fan tbe flame, 1 
determined to make no remarks on 
the occasion, but simply to repeat 
some passages, word for word, from 
tbe New Testament. This I did, 
without a word of comment, and 
divers people went away rage, 
and said that I bad abused them 
shamefully.

It is perfectly reasonable and per­
fectly right. There will always be a 
tendency to judge men who by any 
means profess that they are living by 
the highest law with a Judgment that 
has very little charity in it. And it Is 
perfectly, right It should be so. Chris- 
tlanpeople need to be trained to be In­
different to men’s opinions, but they 
also need to be reminded that they 
are bound, as tbe Apostle says, to 
"provide things honest In the sight 
of all men.” It is a reasonable ana 
right requirement that they should 
"have a good report of them that are 
without.” Be content to be tried by 
a high standard, and do not wonder, 
and do not forget that there are keen 
eyes watching your conduct, in your 
borne, in your relations to your 
friends. In your business, in your pub­
lic life, which would weep no tears, 
but might gleam with malicious sat­
isfaction if they saw inconsistencies 
in you. Remember It, and shape 
your lives so that they may be disap­
pointed.

If a minister; falls into any kind of 
inconsistency or sin, if a professing 
Christian makes a bad failure in Man­
chester, wbat a talk there is, and 
what a pointing of fingers. We some­
times think it is hard; It is all right.

You will rejoice with us tbat we 
have been permitted to baptize a few 
converts lately. We have baptized 
ten this year, all since July 23d.

It seems so hard to get these people 
to believe and to act, that 1 think we 
value a convert here more than you 
do at home. Of these ten baptized, 
five are directly from heathenism, 
two are from heathen -families,.but 
have been living with Christians for 
several years, two have been brought 
up as Christiane, and one bad been 
sprinkled tn Infancy, but Is tbe wife 
of one ot our members, and has been 
attending our cburch for several 
years. Three of those baptized are 
from tbe Sunday-school. The church 
here now numbers thirty-four males 

<qud twenty-seven females, and a large 
mSiber of them are young people. 1 
baptized three last Sunday, (Sept. 24) 
one a man about fifty years old, and 
two bright little girls from our Sun­
day-school. These little ones give 
much the clearest experience ot any.

A few weeks since 1 put In a bap­
tistery,made ot sun-dried brick and ce­
ment. Before, we bad to go to mere 

Irnud boles outside tbe city walls, and, 
beside tbe inconvenience ot the thing, 
we lost whatever good there might 
arise from tbe heathen witnessing tbe 
ordinance. We have used tbe bap­
tistery twice. It coste about twenty- 
six cents to fill It. We hire women 
to bring tbe water at one string (40 
cowery shells) a load. They bring

Remember It 
tbe postage is deficient, we on this ' 
side Aars to fay double the deficiency 
to get It. 1 want to send these cards 
to Our evangelists who work In other 
narts of tbe county, so I can use hun­
dreds of them. We do not have nice 
churches like yours, but rent a room 
and the children crowd In and ell on 
the thick straw malting and listen io 
the same sweet story of Jesus and His 
love. Often pray for us and send us 
cards often, at regular intervals. 
Many of these dear children you will 
see In heaven, so pray, write and work 
with us now.

, The angry passions stirred up by the

' absent from Washington. It is dif­
ficulty for a man to feel peace and 

' good will In fate heart, when he is 
making preparations to enter one of 

, tbe bitterest partisan fights ever en- 
' gaged in by Congress, and tbat is Just 

what every Senator and Bepresenta- 
1 tlve is doing to-day. The tariff will 

come up in tbe House on tbe very 
first day of tbe.session, and although 

’ It is expected by all that the adminis­
tration will be strong enough to put 
the bill through, practically as it was 
reported from tbe committee, it will 
not be done without some bard fight­
ing. There is an element ot uncer­
tainty about the visits of tbe Repre­
sentatives to tbelr homes Just now, 
that Is exciting much interest. 
Whether It will change tbe sentiments 
of any of them towards tbe tariff bill 
remains to be seen.

Somebodyjs going to be made ridic­
ulous through tbe nonsensical crank 
fright which has recently made Ite 
appearance in Washington. They 
will not allow a stranger to carry a 
bundle or package into the Capitol 
building for fear tbat It may contain 
dynamite; detectives in citizen’s

Tbe motlvea 
of all who have bad any band in tbe 
Hawaiian matter have been freely and 
bitterly amlled; and all aorta of 
polnta have been made which have 
nothing whatever to do with tbe mat­
ters at laaue. Whether tbe deposed 
queen is a good woman or not, wheth­
er the new government Is a republic 
or not. whether tbe Hawaiian* are 
civilized are not. these are matters' 
entirely irrelevant.

Ex-President Harrison believed that 
Ex-Minister Stevens and tbe United 
States naval forces bad abaolutely no 
band in deposing tbe queen, and that 
tbe provisional government wis the 
reeult of tbe epontaneoue action of 
tbe people. Believing tbla, be eent 
the treaty of annexation to tbeSenate 
for ratification. President Cleveland 
eent Mr. Blonnt to Honolulu to find 
out and report tbe facte; and m a re- 
ault wm led to believe that tbe queen 
bad been deposed by tbe action of ex- 
Minister Stevens and tbe U. S. ma­
rines. He therefore Instructed Mln- 1 
later Willis to reinstate tbe queen, 
provided It could be done without an 
act of war, and provided she would 1 
grant a general amnesty to all who 
bad a baud in her overthrow. She 
would not agree to these conditions. 
She did not like tbe idea of amnesty ' 
and ahe insisted that tbe power of tbe 
U. S. should be used to keep her oh ■ 
tbe throne. President Cleveland 1 
therefore declined to proceed further, 1 
and referred the matter to Congress, 1 
with a recommendation that the 1 
wrong committed by the U. S. author- J 
itlea in depoaing tbe queen be righted 
by restoring her. •

Tbe duty of our government In tbe 1 
case turns simply on the question of ' 
fact, which may eMlly be settled. If 1 
tbe people of Hawaii deposed the ’ 
queen by their own act and without ’ 
apy help from the U. S. Minister and 1 
marines, then the queen should not 8 
be restored, but tbe people should be ( 
left to work out their own destiny. It 1

We never dreamed of making any 
such protest. It is thus apparent 
that It does not require evidence to 
convince Bro. Poteat. He thinks he 
has read ttaeqibove protest "in tbe ed­
itorial columns of the Wkstehn Re- 
cohder," when he has done tmtWng 
of tbe kind. We suppose he dreams 
tbe facts on which he bases bls views. 
And since he thinks, without an atom 
of evidence, that we made the protest 
mentioned, to, we suppose, he believes 
without any evidence that "pagan 
thought and morals” are taught in 
our Seminary.

Still we hope be will kindly specify 
just what “pagan thought and morals” 
be had In mind when be made bls . 
charge. He owes' it to himself, to 
tbe Seminary and to tbe denomlna- , 
tion to tell what he knows on the sub- .

the power of our government, then 
that wrong should be righted m 
promptly and m thoroughly m prac­
ticable. While republics have our 
sympathy rather than monarchies, 
and good governments rather than 
bad ones, yet we have no more right 
qp overturn a bad monarchy in Hawaii 
and set up a good republic In lu 
place, than we have to do the same 
thing in Spain or In Italy. It is true 
that tbe changed conditions must be 
taken into account. But there can 
be no two sides to tbe question, 
whether a wrong should be righted, so 
far m It is practicable to right it. In 
this case so little time hu elapsed 
that the conditions cannot have very 
greatly changed, so that it cannot be 
difficult to right the wrong, if wrong 
there be.

It is simply, therefore, a question of 
fact. Wm tbe queen overthrown by 
the agency of U. S. forces, or wm *be 
overthrown by the people of Ijtawall? 
Let Congress sift tbe matter'to the 
bottom, and if it be found that our 
representatives wpre responsibly'for 
deposing the queen, let us reinstate 
her; while if it be found that tbe peo­
ple did It, and made the revolution of 
their own will and power, let us give 
them our sympathy and bld them 
good speed in establishing a republic 
on tbe rulM of a monarchy. Whether 
Hawaii should be annexed to tbe 
United States or not, la an entirely 
different question, which we will not 
now discuse.

The first advocate, to far m we have 
been able to learn, of tbe doctrine of 
evolution was Aaron. Moses wm on 
the mount, and tbe children of Israel 
demanded of Aaron to make them 
gods to go before them, since “m for 
thia Moses" they wot not what wm be­
come of him. Aaron bad them bring 
their gold and out of it made a calf m 
a god to go before tbe people. When 
Moses came down be called Aaron 
sharply to account for such conduct, 
and he explained: “And I Mid unto 
them, Whosoever bath any gold, let 
blm break it off. So they gave it* to 
me; then I cast it into tbe tire, and 
there came out this calf." That Is to 
aay the calf wm simply evolved. 
Aaron did not make tbe calf, oh! no! 
be would not think of such a thing! 
He simply cast tbe gold in tbe tire 
and by natural process "there cauie 
out this calf." There wm no design 
that It should be a calf, but it came 
by evolution. We are unable to find 
advocacy Vf evolution earlier than 
thle. It seems to us the credit (ty of 
Inventing tbe doctrine belongs to 
Aaron.

On CbrlstmM night we visited Sal­
em church. Shelby county, lectured to 
them on "Poor Kin” and witnessed 
their Christmas festivities. Their 
music wm most enjoyable, anf their 
Christmas tree wm very besutiful. 
There were, presents for everybody, 
tbe poor kin Included, and some ot 
them (both presents and poor kin) 
were very handsome. Bro. H. C. 
Davis, the pastor, wm presented with 
a purse containing money andi with a 
silk quilt, made by ladles of Ura Little 
Mount church, of which be alsoV pas­
tor. Bro. Davis has served Salem 
church for six years, and bls bold up­
on them is phenomenally strong. 
They have a handsome brick bouse of 
worship, with a gallerv and comforta­
bly seating 800 people. Often tbe 
building is unable to bold tbe peop.e 
who come to bear Bro. Davis preach. 
There are 240 members at Salem, and 
160 at Little Mount, and being con­
veniently near, they form ao admira­
ble field ot labor.

Salem church was constituted In 
tbe year 1811. Elder John Holland 
was the first pastor. His body now 
lies lo thecburch yard, and it is prob­
able an appropriate monument will 
ere long be erected to bls memory. 
We were shown a copy of “Tbe Sub­
stance of a Sermon, delivered Aug. 
I8tb, 1829, at Buck Creek, on the oc­
casion of Reuben Cottrell's ordina­
tion. Text, Rom. 10:15: 'How shall 
they preach except they be sent.”’ 
This sketch of the sermon shows El­
der Holland to have been a man of 
decided ability and mighty in tbe 
Scriptures. This “substance" it would 
take tbe sverage man some two hours 
to deliver, and we can imagine bow 
long the sermon Itself wm. Tbe peo­
ple belleved.ln preaching In those days.

After Elder Holland came in succes­
sion m pastors st Salem, Elders George 
Bristow, Nimrod Beckham, William 
Hobbs, T. M. Vaughan, B. F. Hun­
gerford, J. 8. Galton, O. L. Hailey, J. 
B. Tharp and H. C. Davis. The 
church wm organized in tbe bouse 
now occupied by Mrs. Alice Heddep 
and her brother, Mr. E. G. Burnett 
(Jhurcb clerk), where we were hospita­
bly entertained. Tbe Little Mount 
church was constituted In tbe year 
1801.

In tbe pamphlet above mentioned, 
Elder John Holland prefaced the 
“substance of tbe sermon" with ao 
"apology" which closes with: "I sm a 
companion of those who believe tbe 
truth, love Jesus and keep his com- 
mandmenta” Evidently be was not 
at all "advanced” In bis views; but he 
lived a good while ago, before tbe mod- 

j ern luminaries arose above tbe horizon.

The document was referred to us for 
decision. One thought the hieroglyph 
In question was “a what," another 
claimed It must "be "red hat,” and It 
seemed to us It was "new bat.” But 
neither of these made sense, suppos­
ing tbe rest to be rightly Interpreted. 
We tackled It with all our might and 
finally made it out as "no wheat,” but 
that made no sense- Shall we stop 
the printers and send the article back 
to tbe author for interpretation? But 
what assurance have we that wp could 
read bls reply any better than we can 
read this? Shall we Insert a word or 
words that will make sense? But 
that may make tbe author say what 
he did not mean to say and would not 
have said, and be may complain of our 
"doctoring" his article. Sir there wc 
were. May we not, ask our writers to 
spare us and our office force by writ­
ing plainly?

Tub Baptist (London) gives the fol­
lowing account of tbe conversion of 
tbe great apostle of East London. 
We greatly enjoyed-a meeting we at­
tended at Pastor Brown's church:

I went at once 
to Wood Lodge and told Mr. Black­
wood 1 could now say “Yes” to the 
question, "Are you a Christian?" He 
took me lntobis private room, kneeled 
down with me and poured out bls 
soul in thanksgiving. Tbe next week 
be asked me to breakfMt, and took 
me duwn to Tooting Common, where 
a railway wm being made. He Intro- 
euced me to tbe navvies, and told 
them 1 would come every morning 
during tbelr breakfast time and read 
tbe Word of God to them, which I 
did. He thus not only won my heart 
to Christ, but gently led mo Into His 
service.

“In the . same letter Mr. Brown 
mentions tbe fact that be has 'bap­
tized over five thousand who have 
been converted by tbe same Gospel 
that won me.’ ”

If he supplies bls pulpit 
either the cburcb or be must pay fur 
the supply, antPlf tbe cburcb 1* weak 
and bls salary small be does not feel 
like placing that burden on the 
church, and he knows he is hot able 
to do It, and frequently there is oo 
one at band to secure as supply. 3. 
To attend twice each year And thus 
All bls pulpit and attend tbe associa 
lion as well belongs to tbe favored 
few wbo live near tbe place of meet­
ing. 4 After a part of the associa­
tion Is over and no train to take them 
until Monday afternoon, tbu* missing 
a portion ot this remaining portion 
he sees not much use to go to this 
small remnant and be goes out at all. 
This I* tbe case with a greater num­
ber than would be supposed. It ap­
pears to me this could be obviated by

at Georgetown College and graduated 
with great distinction in 1860. He 
bad for bis classmates the Rev. R. 
M. Dudley, D.D., late President of 
Georgetown College, and Rev. W. H.

Thence he went to 
Springfield, Mo., and did a great work 
during bls several years' stay In that 
city. He then became President of 
Pierce City College In southwest Mis­
souri. His next and last work was a* 
President of Liberty Female College 
at Glasgow, Ky., where happened tbe 
accident which Dually resulted In bls 
death. As a preacher, Dr. Bent was 
earnest, effective, clear and forcible. 
He was a man of scholarship and 
splendid literary attainments. He 
was a fine educator, and altogether be 
was a many-sided man of great use-

lence and purity and Cbristlan man­
hood. HI* upright life and unim­
peachable character and unfaltering 
trust In God la the rich legacy he 
leaves behind In the memory of those 
who knew him and loved him. Tbe 
fpneral was conducted at tbe First 
Baptist cburcb In Bowling Green, Ky., 
on Friday last, at 2 r. m., by Bev. W. 
P. Harvey, D.D., of Louisville, Ky., 
who had^been an Intimate friend of 
Dr. Bent for many yean, and by tbe 
pastor of the church Rev. E. V. 
Baldy. Dr. Harvey’s tribute to his 
dead friend was beautiful and Im- 
oresslve, and a large congregation 
listened with sad but appreciative at- 
tenhun to bls sermon.

a good degree of prosperity attended 
bls labors. One ot hie first protracted 
meetings in this field resulted in tbe 
profession and baptism of about sev­
enty souls.

In Shelby county and later lb Trim­
ble and Henry counties bls ministry 
was greatly blessed of God. Nearly 
one hundred were baptized by blm 
during bls first year’s labor In Sbelby 
aud Franklin counties.

Scalloped Cauliflower—Thl* 
dish may be prepared with cold boiled 
cauliflower. Break the cauliflower 
apart, nutter a scallop dish or shallow 
pudding dish; put in a layer of cauli­
flower, moisten with cream sauce, 
and sprinkle over a little grated 
cheese. Put in another layer of the 
Ingredients, until the dish Is full, 
cover with buttered breadcrumbs 
and bake half an hour in 9 moderate 
oven.

Hyderabad Cutlets.—Parboil a 
Joint, remnve all bone, skin and sinew; 
pound the flesh in a morter, mix with 
It a small cupful of And breadcrumbs 
that have been passed through a sieve, 
two packets of Edward!* tomato soup, 
one desertspoon tul of mild curry pow­
der, an onion and one clove of garlic 
(chopped very flue); add salt to taste, 
bind the mixture with two well-beaten 
eggs, form them into cutlet shape, 
egg and breadcrumb them, and fry a 
nice cal or; drain, on a sieve before the 
fire, off all superfluous fat. Dish 
neatly on a stand of mashed pot* toe*, 
and decorate with green parsley. Tl- 
mato sauce may be served with these 
cutlets but most people prefer them 
as they are.

Turkey Scallop.—Pick the meat 
from the bone* of cold turkey, and 
chop flue. Put on a layer of bread­
crumb* on the bottom of a buttered 
dish, moisten with a little milk; then 
add a layer of turkey, with bite of the 
dieHing, and small piece* of butter 
on top; sprinkle with salt and pepper, 
then another layer of breadcrumbs, 
anu so on until the dish is nearly full. 
Add a little boiling water to the gravy 
left over and pour It on the turkey. 
Then, for a top layer crust, beat two 
egg*, two tabieipoonfuls of milk, one 
of melted butter, a little salt, and 
crackercrumb* sufficient tomake thick 
enough to spread on with a knife 
Put bite of butter over, and bake 
three-quarters of an hour, with a tin 
plate over It. About ten minutes be­
fore serving remove the plate, and 
brown slightly. Chicken Is also good 
served In this style—Ladiu Homi 
Journal.

Craxbeubies.—The simplest rule 
for cooking them Is the best. To a 
quart of cranberries, allow a cup of 
boiling water and a pint of sugar. 
Pick the cranberries over, add the cup 
of water and let them boll with some 
rapidity in porcelain-lined kettle for 
twenty minute*. At the end of this 
time add the pint of lugar and cook 
them ten minute* longer, (tlrring 
them frequently le«t they burn. When 
they are done, turn them out lnk> a 
heavy porcelain mold. If you have 
nothing belter, a white earthenware 
bowl bolding a quart will do very well. 
Let cranberriM aland In a* cold a 
place a* you have for about twelve 
hours or until you wish to serve them; 
then turn them out on a low platter, 
a perfect form. If they incline to 
stick the mold, set it In warm 
water Just long enough for the heat to 
penetrate\o the Inside of the mold. 
If it remains too long or becomes 
heated through, the cranberries be­
come melted and lose their form.— 
Neu> York Tritnim.

Currants and gooseberries do bet­
ter If the plants are trimmed out until 
the top I* rather open. These berries 
respond to fertilization a* well as 
other kind*.
