It 1* not necessary to Illustrate thi* 
argument by calling attention to tbe 
injury a* resulting from the omission 
of any other attribute of God.

We 
cannot know Him fully here, but we 
may know Him truly. Certain i* it, 
that if attributes of the character of 
Him worshiped, be omitted, the 
omission will tell in tbe life of tbe 
worshiper.

Paul rejoiced that he bad not 
shunned to declare the whole counsel 
of God. We may not always speak 
with so much assurance, but Just as 
God honored faithful Paul, so will, 
and does, He honor like falthfulne** 
everywhere. And if tbere be this 
honor before tbe world, much more It 
It In tbe heart and life ot such a serv­
ant. To him no cloud is too dense to 
allow of tbe shining of HI* love; no 
labor required 1* Impossible, for God 
is the Helper.

Tbit whole dlscuMlon may prove 
boring to some. There are those who 
decry doctrine; they would substitute 
more practical religion—would that 
It were only genuine Christianity. 
They would substitute quantity for 
quality. I don’t know whether they 
start with tbe Idea of the "progress 
of doctrine In the New Testament.”

Who can estimate 
the spiritual Injury of such to the lite 
of the adherent aud those whoee lives 
be may help to meld?

By thus omitting tbe attribute of 
holiness aud of Justice in tbe nature 
ot God, men attempt to argue that 
God Is too good to punish tkawinked.

Dr. John A. Broadus says It "took 
two wonderfully-gifted young men to 
produce Tn Memoriae’—one who died 
to be Its subject, tbe other who lived 
to compose it-” So woman, while her 
self-abnegation has gone unrecorded, 
baa had a great part In tbe making of 
the world’s masterpieces of art and 
literature.

Wa cannot too decidedly emphasize 
the point made by Che Bev. Dr. Bart­
lett on 'The Unique Character of the 
Christian Religion" in bis sermon at 
Dr. Stimson's installation over the 
Broadway Tabernacle church, New 
York.

The losses by fire during the past 
year have been enormous, and this se­
vere drain upon the resources of the 
country is not duly appreciated. 
Last year nearly one hundred and fifty 
million dollars worth of property was 
destroyed by fire in the United 
States. This Is an absolute loss, tor 
which there is no compensation. 
Much of It was covered by insurance, 
yes, but the Insurance companies bad

loflans stands higher than Dr. Hor- 
tou, and he was specially invited to 
deliver a series of lectures at Yale 
University. This, then, is tbe sort of 
stuff the “liberals” would have us ac­
cept as of equal inspiration with the 
Oracles of God.

owners. People are too apt to think 
there is no loss where tbe property 
destroyed Is fully covered by Insurance. 
The property is destroyed aod the 
value is wiped out just the same. 
Hence tbe country at large Is Just that 
mneh poorer. Insurance companies 
do not prevent loss, tbiy simply dis­
tribute It over a larger area.

And It must not be forgotten that 
the insurance companies, after all, do 
not bear tbe losses by fire. Tbe peo­
ple, here as everywhere, do the pay­
ing. In order to continue business 
these companies must make their op­
erations profitable. Tberefore they 
make tbe losses up by charging higher 
rates for Insurance- Every man has 
to pay more for insuring bis property 
on account of these heavy losses. 
And tbe greater these losses tbe 
greater tbe risk involved and the less 
a poor man can afford to carry bis own 
risk and not get what little property 
be owns Insured.

If no property were ever burned up 
there would be no need for insurance. 
If tires were very rare tbe rates would 
be very low, and the rates rise as 
losses by Ji re increase.

It must Siso be borne In mind that 
a large part of tbe losses by fire falls 
on poor people who own no property, i 
How Is that? Why it is plain enough. 
Owners of property count the insur- 
ance as well as tbe taxes as part of the . 
the costof property and so they charge i 
more for rent. Tbe poor renter has 1 
to pay more to cover this Insurance.

And that is out all. Merchants and

buildings and goods as part of tbe 
cost of wbat they have to sell, there­
fore they charge higher prices. Thus 
the people pay It. Of course the 
merchants and grocers must do this, 
since if their business did not pay, 
they could not carry it on. But tbe 
cost of tbe insurance is distributed 
among the people.

Thus the fires In the United States 
amount to a tax of some 92 50 a year 
for every man, woman, and child in 
the land. It is a much more serious 
matter than people generally sup­
pose, and It Is high time we were do­
ing whatever can be done to diminish 
this heavy drain. It Is a subject In 
which all tbe people have great inter­
est, and they should take it to heart

The Otnrral Presbyterian, comment- 
1 Ing on the discussion at the Baptist 
: Congress of wbat constitutes valid 
' baptism, expresses sympathy for tbe 

Rev. E. B. Pollard’s defense of what 
1 is called “alien Immersion," and re­

gards him as revolting against “the 
’ immersion'theory.■' Tbe Presbyterian, 

however, admits tbat Dr. J. B. Moody 
baa the best of the argument and la 
rlgbt from tbe Baptist standpoint. 
After quoting from both these breth­
ren, the Presbyterian says:

Our sympathy Is with Mr. Pollard, 
who feela tbe pressure ot the immer­
sion theory, In shutting tbe Baptists 
up to themselves, and making “an i x- 
aggerated denominational difference” 
tbat is a burden hard fbr them to 
bear. A great number of Baptists 
suffer mueb from tbe exclusiveness 
and close communion enforced upon 
them by this theory, we do not care to 
say by their ministers, and long fur 
the expression of tbe love and fellow­
ship they sincerely feel.

But, in our Judgment, Mr. Moody, 
in this discussion, has tbe logical po­
sition. Tbe theory of only one mode 
of baptism, prescribed In the Script­
ures and acceptable to Christ, makes 
those who bold and practice it the one 
Church of Christ on earth, and leads 
Inevitably to all tbe conclusions an­
nounced by Mr. Moody, harsh, un­
charitable, disruptive, presumptuous 1 
as they must appear. It Is tbe un­
happy conclusion tbat no one who baa 
not been Immersed is a minister of 1 
Christ, and can administer tbe sacra- 1 
menu. And there is no obedience to ‘ 
Christ, no true Christian fellowship 
outside of tbe Baptist churcb. Tbe 
recognition of an immersion by one 
other than a Baptist minuter is an in- 1 
consistency from which Mr. Moody 
prays to be delivered.

It Is not possible to us 
without union with Chrlsl; and there­
fore, the possession of eternal life In­
volves eternal union with Christ. {1 
Jno. 5:12.) This Justifies the state­
ment that the possessors of eternal 
life shall never perish,-and from these 
things it does follow that we may 
not throw ourselves out of the 
hands of Christ. Besides this. If 
Carist’s claim on us cio be destroyed 
by our sin or disobedience, how 
cin It be said that that claim Is 
“fixed and fastened?" Do we not 
sin every day? And if this claim can 
be destroyed by our sins at all, one 
sin will be as effectual for this as 
a hundred would. Our sins cann.t 
destroy this claim unless we arc still 
under tbe law and subject to tbe penal

laid. The condition in which they 
are with cold weather about them 
makee hens feel like resting and some­
times it 1* really better for them- 

Hens during molting should receive 
more attention than most poultrymen 
give them. My plan bee always been 
to Mparate all ailing birds from the 
male m soon aa they (hows signs of 
molting. Feeding them plenty of 
bone meal in warm mixed feed daily, 
with a little flaxwed added three 
times weekly. A little green food, 
such as lettuce, onion tops, cabbage 
leaves, will be relished along with 
their diet. This assistance you can 
give nature helps them through molt­
ing more rapidly, and if they are newly 
feathered by November they will usu­
ally begin laying early in December 
and continue throughout the winter. 
Many have wondered why more eggs 
did not come during the winter 
months, but did not stop to reason 
the question throughly and locate the 
real cause. This should be more care­
fully attended to next season. The 
experiment will cost you but little 
trouble, and will in a measure assist 
ydu In rectifying the difficulty.

In winter the bouse need not be too 
close, but ventilation must be pro­
moted. The floor should bo well 
sanded, and over thia fresh straw can 
be nicely scattered so that they can 
be kept warmer, be Induced to scratch 
and hunt for the food thrown among 
It, bringing about activity which Is 
always necessary for good layers. 
The water should be bested quite 
warm and placed in the vessel as soon 
as you feed them. The food and warm 
drink do much toward warming their 
bodies up and starting them on the 
day comfortable. Water will not re­
main warm all day, but will be far 
from Ice cold for some hours tn a snug 
bouse. Warm milk is also excellent 
as a drink, and when possible it should 
be given to them. Parched corn at 
night with a little cooked meat scraps 
should be the only food given them at 
night, both being heating foods, es­
sential in cold weather. The parched 
corn takes out the chill from the corn 
kernel, and the parched part is good 
for the blood. I usually make a bank 
ot horse manure around my building, 
this covered over with boards to keep 
out the frost ss much ss possible, and 
the benefit la great In keeping the 
bouae snug and free from cold in the 
worst period of winter weather. 1 
sometimes put a br-i that Ie made large 

- enough to bold a wheelbarrow load of 
fresh horse manure Into the coop and 
let them work over it for a few hours, 
giving them a new kind of Indoor 
work, which they very much enjoy, as 
will be seen when tried.

Over 200 have 
professed conversion; about 40 will 
unite with the Second church; 23 have 
been baptized, and tbe meeting still 
continues.
