If, 
however, they describe the elect of 
the elect, /the Innermost circle of 
heaven, If they describe the body­
guard of Christ, the immortals that 
"perpetually surround him, nearest to 
hto person, the most divinely like 
him, if they describe a kind of aris­
tocracy of tbe skies,-the nobility of 
heaven—and it seems to me that they 
do, for they are the flrstfrulta, and 
tbe rest of tbe righteous may be re­
garded as the harvest afterwards 
reaped-lf these words describe some 
special saints, tben we should se' k'lo 
be like them- I would cultivate a 
holy ambition to be amoug tbe bright­
est stars of God. Why should we not 
reach to the highest prlze-of our high 
calling? If there be any speciality 
among tbe redeemed above, should it 
not be our earnest desire to attain to 
that standard?

I. So, first, here is an outline of 
tbe character of those blessed ones 
while they are here.

And, first, notice their adherence 
to tbe doctrine of sacrifice while they 
are here: "These are they which fol­
low the Lamb." There are some pro­
fessing Christians wbu talk much 
about the example of Christ, but 
deny the efficacy of hto atoning blood; 
they are not of thoeo wbu will be in 
heaven. There are some who mag­
nify the philosophy of Cbrtot; all hto 
ethical teaching to greatly to their 
taste; but as to hto being a Substitute 
offered up as a sacrifice on account of 
human guilt, they cannot away wllh 
it. Very well; they cannot enter 
heaven, for “these are they which fol­
low the Lamb;” not Christ only, mark 
you, but Cbrtot as tbe Lamb of 
God's passover, Cbrtot a* tbe Lamb of 
God slain before tbe foundation of the 
world, Christ as tbe Lamb of God 
which taketh away the sin of' the 
world. You cannot be of that bless­
ed number, if you reject Ohriat a* a

You cannot be wllh Cbrtot unicss you 
are like Cbrtot. If you have really 
trusted iu Jesus, be will transform 
you, be will take away from you those 
evil tendencies and vile propensities 
which are contrary to holiness, be 
will work in you to will and to do of 
bto own good pleasure. And tbe 
bigbest'hollncss for you to tu be like 
Cbrtot. The very noblest possible 
character to which you could ever 
reach to to follow the Lamb whither­
soever be goeth. In obedience to Ged, 
lb love to man, in self-sacrifice, In 
gentleness. In love. You must follow 
blm whithersoever be goeth, and du 
wbat be did, so far as your position 
makes It fit for you to du it. 1 mean

God plucked you out from among tbe 
rest of mankind, and do you feel that 
now you belong to Christ, that you be­
long to God, that you are not to be 

. gathered with tbe mass of men for Ibe 
great condemnation, but tbat you are 
presented unto God, and belong to 

. him altogether? It to a very easy 
, thing for me to talk about this; but, 

believe me, It is by no means an easy 
thing to carry it out. I see numbers 
of people who profess to belong to 
God; but they live as much for money­
making us anybody else, they live 
quite as much fur self-seeking as the 
world does; and it would be difficult, 
even If you had microscopes on both 
your eyes, to see any difference be 
tween them and worldling*. This 
will never du. “Come out from among 
tbem. and be ye separate, sailb the 
Lord, and touch not the unclean 
thing.” If you are tbe tlrstfrulta 
unto God, be so: if you belong to your­
self. serve yourself; but If, by the re- 

j demption of Christ, you are not your । 
I own, but bought with a price, then 
: live as those who are the King's own, 
wbo must serve God, and cannot be 
content unless tbeir every action 
.ball tend to tbe divine glory, and to ' 
the magnifying of Cbrtot Jesus. Now l 
this is what all of us who arc truly the < 
Lord’s have tn outline. Oh, tbal the 1 
sketch might be properly tilled up, t 
that ma miqha -«■» ... »
tbe firstfrults unto GoA and to tbe 
Lamb! i'A

I must laze you a'little further. 
These people who are to be with 
Christ, the nearest to blm, are a peo­
ple free from falsehood. "In tbelr 
mouth was found no guile." Breth­
ren, if we profess to be Christians, we 1 
must have done with ail craft, policy, 1 
double-dealing aud the like. Tbe 1 
Christian man should be a plain man, 1 
wbo says wbat be means, aud means I 
wbat be says. 1 know of no worse ’ 
suspicion against any man wbu pro­
fesses tu be a Christian than the sus- ’ 
pklon of not being transparent. It 
were better for us to be simple as 1 
fools than tu be cunning as hypocrites, I 
even though our cunning should place । 
us In tbe front rank of the governors i 
of mankind. Tbe Christian man i 
should scorn to tell a Ue; exaggera- <

at complete conformity to Christ; 
and wherein you fall to reach it, mark 
that you come so far abort of wbat 
you ought to be. To be like Christ to 
like that which God intends for you; 
and unless you have some measure of 
It now, you will never bo with blm, 
for all they who are wllh Cbrisl above 
are tbe people who were made like to 
Christ here below. Note that very 
distinctly, “These are they which 
follow tbe Lamb whithersoever be 
goeth."

Will you. dear friends, labour 4, 
take Christ for your pattern? Do not 
come and take his name, and tben dis­
honour bto character. There are 
among you some who are very much 
like yonr Master; you are the Joy of 
the church. There are among all tbe 
churches some who bear Christ's 
name, but are not like him. My ven­
erable predecessor, Dr. Rippon, used 
to say of his church that be bad In II 
some of the best people in England; 
and tben he used to add in a low voice, 
“and some of the worst.” 1 am afraid 
that I have to say ii. The worst peo­
ple in tbe world are those who profess 
most and do least. Do not be among 
that unhappy number; but do, I pray 
you, by cue blessing of God, and the 
help of bls Spirit, be among those 
who at least endeavour to “follow tbe 
Lamb whithersoever be goeth."

Now, notice in tbe sketch of these 
people that they recognized a special 
redemption: “These were redeemed 
from among men." Christ had done 
something for tbem that be bad not 
done for others. They were not re­
deemed “among men," but "from 
among men." They recognized the 
speciality of Christ's sacrifice. They 
could read, for Instance, a passage like 
this, and understand Its meaning, 
“Christ loved the church, and gave 
himself for it,” for hto church, for hto 
body. “These were redeemed from 
among men." Come, beloved, do you

shall be no trace of their sin. They 
will bless the grace that came to 
them when they were up to their 
neck in tbe filth of sin, but there will 
be no trace of their filthiness left 
There is no blood slain on Manasseh, 
there Is no brand of blasphemy on 
Saul of Tarsus now; they have 
washed their robes, and made them 
white In tbe blood of the Lamb.

GOD’S JUDGMENT ON SODOM.

Gold is T*xt:—"Shall not the Judge 
of all the earth do right’”—Gen. 
18:25.

Dr. Hurlbut baa summed up some 
of the many lessons in this wonderful 
sfiene: "It teaches the entire Law and 
tbe Gospel, and is the Bible In con­
densed extract. It teaches God’s 
wrath against sin; tbe doom of tbe 
sinner; tbe efficacy of prayer; the 
value of pertinacity; the patience of 
God; the high value be places upon 
righteous living; the necessity of an 
Atoner; and if there be any other 
truth amplified in the Ten Command­
ments, the ritual of Moses, In tbe 
counsels of the Apostles, It Is wrapped 
up like a tiny seed in tbls wonderful

Tbe two angels have gone on to 
Sodom, Abraham stands In the pres­
ence of the Lord. God has told him 
what he intends to do to the guilty 
cities. Tbe wickedness of Sodom 
and Gormorrab Is almost inconceiv­
able. From the least to tbe greatest 
tbe people were vile. The worst 
quarters In our cities are not so bad 
as were these cities of the plain. 
God bad borne with them long—tbe 
hour for bls wrath bad come.

"And the men turned their faces from 
thence and went towards Sodom."—Ex­
actly where these cities stood Is not 
known. They were near the Dead 
Sea, but whether north or south of 
it, or whether under It la a matter 
which has been much discussed. Tbe 
angels’ visit showed to all men tbe 
unspeakable wickedness in Sodom, 
and thus vindicated the Justice of 
God."

“And Abraham drew near and said." 
—That Abraham might thus inter­
cede was no doubt a reason - why he 
was told of the destruction of tbe 
cities. Suppose to some man In tbls 
state It was revealed that on the next 
day God would utterly destroy Louis* 
vllle and New Albany with Ure from 
heaven. What would be his first 
thought? Abraham's was for the 
glory of God. He was very Jealous 
for God’s name that It should not be 
blasphemed among the heathen. 
How this man loved his God! \

"Peradventun then be fifty righteous 
within the city."—Surely a moderate es-

w<U speak.”—Feeling that be is tread­
ing on holy ground, and dreading lest 
he go too far. But the Holy Spirit 
was guarding Him from that—He 
aids the intercession of his saints. 
This time Abraham makes a leap of 
ten in the number. And again his 
request Is granted. For the sake of 
thirty upright ones the city shall be 
spared.

From thirty to twenty the inter­
cessor drops. And God's mercy heeds 
his prayer. Then the patriarch gath­
ers bls courage for a last appeal. 
“Peradventure ten shall be found then.” 
“And he said, I will not destroy it far 
fen’s sake.’’—How tenderly God loves 
his chosen ones. For the sake of ten, 
five cities should be spared their aw­
ful destruction, the punishment of 
the sinners would be left for the here­
after. Abraham ceased. Ten right­
eous would be only two to each city. 
He says nothing of Dot, dearly as he 
loved his nephew. For his one 
thought was God’s honour—that it 
should not have upon It a shadow of 
tarnish. He would have no man 
given any excuse Tor thinking that 
the Judge of all the world bad not 
done right.

Abraham loved his nephew dearly— 
but God was first with him. And we 
are told that God remembered Abra- 
bhm and sent Lot out of Sodom. 
"Him that honouretb me I will hon­
our."

"And the Lord went his way <u soon as 
he hud left communing with Abraham."—

He was one of the three which had 
appeared—the others were angels. 
This was the Angel of the Covenant 
assuming human shape—probably the 
Second Person of the Trinity, who 
aftewarde was incarnated.

Abraham asked no Idle questions. 
He went submissively to his playe, 
leaving the matter in God’s hands— 
not knowing till the morrow whether 
ten righteous were found there.

That God spares a guilty race for 
the sake of his elect—that he spares 
guilty cities and nations for thely 
sakes also, Is one of the chief lessons 
to be learned from this intercession 
of Abraham.

And we must 
never forget that to be taken home to 
glory In a chariot of fire 1, not a pun- 

■ ishment to God’s elect. If fifty right­
eous had been burned In Sodom, have 
not more than fifty died in the mar­
tyr fires?

•' That be far from thee to slay the right­
eous with the wicked."—Under the pa­
triarchal and tbe Mosaic ■ dispensa­
tions worldly success was promised to 
tbe faithful. Health, wealth and- 
long life were thus promised. Hence 
Abraham’s feeling In his zeal for God. 
It would seem to al) that God had 
made no dlstlnctlpn between the 
righteous and the wicked—that with 
Him they should be as the wicked.

“Shall not the Judge of all the earth do 
righir—It is evident in Abraham’s 
pleading that he is chiefly concerned 
for the honour of God's name, though 
he is Interested for the righteous. 
He appeals to God’s Justloe-yet it is 
really bls mercy which Abraham Is 
Invoking. For, as I said, Justice 
would have been satisfied had the 
righteous alone been saved, and Abra­
ham is begging for the entire city-

“I will spare the city for their sakes."— 
Thus graciously God answers bls 
pleading servant. Abraham was put­
ting God’s glory first in his prayer— 
bls fear was lest tbe Lord should even 
seem to tarnlih the Divine righteous­
ness. He who honours God most 
serves his fellows beat.

“Behold now 1 have taken upon me to 
speak unto the Lord."-The gracious 
answer to his prayer Increases Abrs- 
ham's humility. The better tbe 
Christian, and tbe nearer ho lives to 
God, tbe more clearly be sees the im­
measurable distance between God and 
bls creatures. " Which am but dust and 
ashes."—"Dutt, in hie origin and ashes 
in his end.” Abraham in God's pres­
ence felt more keenly than ever tbe 
corruption of hit, fallen nature.

If the subject were not a serious ' 
one. It would be amusing to see Ro- 1 
maoism posing as the friend and chain- 1 
pion of education and morality. Wil- I 
Ham Byrne, a Romanist writer, In 
Donahoe's Magazine for Jan., defines 1 
tbe position of tbe Roman Catholic 
church, the Pope and bls American ' 
army of emissaries, as friendly to 
publ!" schools if said schools are not 1 
contrary to "faith and morale." To 
this part of It we say amen. But 1 
when he comes to define "faith and 
morale,” behold the foot with nails in­
stead of hoofs, for he means "faith 
and morah” as embodied In tbe Bo- 1 
man 1st Creed and practice I He says: ' 
"Tbe only school for youth that Is 
worthy to receive tbe approbation of 
tbe Catholic church or any member 
thereof, is the Catholic school; the 
school that recognizes the authority of 
the Catholic church, as far as faith and 
morals are concerned. The tone of 
such a school will be In accord with 
tbe truths of tbe Catholic religion, 
and a direct aid to the salvation of 
souls.” By tbe salvation of souls he 
means, of course, tbe Romanizing of 
souls, for to the orthodox Romanist 
churcblanity and Christianity are 
synonomous. Having done all in his 
power by direct opposition to over­
throw our free school system, and 
failed, tbe Man of the Tiber has sud­
denly changed front, sent a Papal le­
gate, Monsignor Satolll, to tbe U. S. 
under wbose suave and official direc­
tion tbe whole Romanist'press and 
clergy have suddenly found out that 
the American public school Is Just the 
thing i/B is accompanied by a proper 
regard to tbe faith and morals dic­
tated by the President, nay King of 
American Romanists, tbe Poj>e!

how serious dangers and occasions of i 
sin their bustness--altbougb not un- i 
lawful in itself—Is surrounded.”

So now we have It from the lips of 
the priests of the Roman Church that 
would pose as a champion of morals, ' 
that her people monopolize (nearly) 
the liquor traffic, and from Its plenary 
council that liquor selling for pur­
poses of gain is "not unlawful In It­
self!" It does not, therefore, affect 
the moral standing of a member In 
the eyes of Romanists to engage In 
the business which Is the "occasion of 
sin and danger" to millions of souls 
dally. He may run a saloon until he 
demoralizes a whole community, and 
yet he Is one of the "faithful," and 
when he dies the priest will grant 
him absolution, rub a little grease on 
bls body, bold a cross over bls dying 
eyes, and send him the Purgatory 
route to glory, provided the dead 
man's exchequer is full enough to pay 
expenses. And yet this Is the church 
that now wishes to pose as the cham­
pion of morale! In a letter to Bishop 
Ireland, of Minnesota, Pope Leo Xtll 
says: "For it is well known to us how 
ruinous, how deplorable is the Injury 
both to faith and morals that Is to be 
feared from Intemperance in drink." 
Cardinal Manning, of England, says: 
"I Impeach the liquor traffic of high 
crimes and misdemeanors against the 
bommonwealtte-" And yet tbe Cath­
olic church, so called, retains In Its 
communion, without an effort to dis­
cipline or control beyond mere talk, 
multitudes of these same emissaries 
of tbe temper, wbose business "en­
dangers morals,” works "ruinous and 
deplorable injury to both faith and 
morals," and fosters "high crimes 
against the commonwealtb," declar­
ing tbelr business Is "not unlawful in 
itself," and so Justifying Ite conttnu- 

, ance. And yet she would pose as the 
champion of morality!

Let us labor and pray that tbe fu­
ture may be saved by and from the 
history of tbe past. Rome Is Rome 
and policy is her only guiding prin­
ciple.

How does he know tbe wooden 
horse or Bomulus and Remus are 
myths? We see the improbable hap­
pening every day, and we do not re­
fuse to believe a thing in modern life 
simply because it is Improbable. We 
cannot accept what tbe Bible says 
about heaven and reject tbe other 
parts of it. If we discredit its his­
tory, we discredit all. If we brand it 
as untrue in matters of which we 
know something, we can’t believe 
what It say* of matter* of which we 
know nothing.”

"Are not such teachings extraordi­
nary for a Baptist university?”

"Marvellous; marvellous!" replied 
Dr. Henson. "I cannot understand 
it Of course the reporter may have 
drawn tbe wrong inference from Pres­
ident Harper’s remarks, but I think I

and economy.
Two families of glass workers were 

compared: the flrst receiving *60<> a 
year and the second, *1.449 92. Tbe 
report of the flrst is tbat they owned 
tbelr home, a sewing-machine and a 
cow, as well as saved *200 a year. The 
report of tbe second is that "they 
own nothing and barely make ends 
meet.” In the expenses of tbe second 
family, however, was the Item of *400 
spent for Intoxicating liquor, and tbat 
tells the story. Drink Is tbe worst 
enemy of tbe workingmen, and it Is 
tbe greatest foe of thrift. Statistics 
show that enough money Is spent In 
tbe United States for drink to sup­
port comfortably the families of all 
tbe woiklngmen In tbe land.

One good result tbat will come from 
tbe bard times will be that onr people 
will learn economy. Economy, it let be 
understood, does not mean parsimony 
and hoarding money. It means buy­
ing only what Is really helpful, and 
being sure to get a dollar's worth for 
every dollar spent. An economical 
man makes a dollar go as far as It can 
be made'to go, however well be mav 
live and however much in the aggre­
gate be may expend. When our peo­
ple generally cease to "spend tbelr 
money for t bar which Is not bread 
and tbelr labor for tbat which satlsfi- 
etb not," then we will have solid pros­
perity in the land—a prosperity that 
cannot be shaken by financial panics, 
breaking banks and collapsing booms.

Briefly stated, the argument (?) la 
this: Christ called tbe Pentecostal 
gift of tbe Spirit a baptism, while 
Joel called tbe same thing a pouring; 
therefore, baptism means pouring. 
We have the same thing called In one 
place a baptism and in another place 
a pouring—this is the claim, and tbe 
conclusion Is triumphantly drawn 
that baptism is pouring. For the 
sake of tbe argument we will admit 
the premises, but let us see whether 
the conclusion follows.

Christ Is called a rock; and Ho is al­
so called a vine: therefore, according 
to this Pedobaptist logic, rock means 
vine. Jesus Is tbe Hon of tbe tribe of 
Judah, and He Is also tbe lamb slain 
for sin: ergo, Hon means lamb. Chris­
tians are called sheep, 'hey are also 
called branches of the vine; er^o, 
sheep means vine-branch. If the 
Pentecostal gift of the Spirit’s being 
called in one place a baptism and In 
another place a pouring proves tbat. 
baptism is pouring; then of course 
Christ's being called In one place a 
rock and in another place a vine 
proves tbat a rock Is a vine. Similar­
ly a Hun Is a lamb, sheep are vine- 
branebes, etc., etc., etc. Was there 
ever more absurd reasoning?

While many will never be able to ap­
prove the state's going into the liquor 
business, yet tbat Is no worse than t 
what nearly all the states are now do- 1 
ing, viz: licensing the business and 1 
deriving a revenue from It. Most of 
tbe states are already In the liquor 
business, and under conditions in 
many respect* worse than what exist 
In South Carolina. We are watching 
Gov. Tillman s experiment with great 
Interest, In tbe hope tbat practical 
good will come out oLlt. It may be 
that deliverance will come along tbat 
line.

Evangelists 
end pastor* have all been busy In 
meetings, and large results have fol­
lowed.

Uf course the readers of the Re­
corder know that Bro. B. H. Carroll 
is far and away our ablest and most 
influential preacher, but perhaps they 
do not know that bls church is as far 
ahead of other Texas churches as he 
is ahead of other preachers. This 
statement will not provoke envy or 
any sort of unpleasant feeling In our 
state. It Is perhaps the richest now, 
but was not before the last meeting; 
it Is tbe largest; it has the strongest 
and largest regular congregation: It 
Is mo«t thoroughly In touch with all 
our denominational work, In Texas 
and out, and It gives to Associations!

Antonio and Tyler, also the churches 
at Bryan, Belton, Sherman, Cleburne 
and others I might mention, give lib­
erally. I am sorry to have to admit 

- that we have some very large and 
able ones Lljat do next to nothing for 

1 missions.
I must say something about tbe 

Seminaiy boys out here. With rare 
exceptions, they have placed them­
selves In line with our enterprises, 
and are among the very ben workers 
we have. Our people are somewhat 
peculiar In this, they have little to do 
with, and care little about any 
preacher, no matter bow big be is, 
who does not fall Into Une with Texas 
work. The Seminary men, as a rule, 
are thoroughly Identified with Texas. 
I would not call tb la gqod policy, but 
rlght-hearteduess.

The trees grow to a height of thirty ' 
or forty feet, and are very beauUful;

The shaddock la considered the 
"black iheep df the melon family.” 
It grows singly, and often attains a 
weight of flfteen pounda, while the 
grape fruit, as known hereabout, 
grows In clusters. The outside of all 
varieties Is pale yellow, while the pulp 
is red, green or yellow, according to 
the kind. The rind and the divisions 
are extremely bitter.

The variety imported and generally 
used is considerably larger than the 
orange, and the inside a pale yellow 
color and very Juicy.

Of late years It has been widely 
cultivated in Florida, for aa Hi med­
icinal properties become known the 
demand for the fruit Increases.

Southern people consider the eating 
of oranges in the morning most con­
ductive to perfect digestion and gen 
eral health; but grape fruit, properly 
prepared, Is far and away ahead of 
the orange In this respect—its med- 
Icftal properties more marked, agree­
able u> the most delicate stomach, 
and its tonic effect* are not unlike 
those of quinine; besides, ons la nat­
ural fruit, and the ether a drug. If 
a peroon who feel* "generally out of 
order," with no *peclal disorder, will 
eat half a grape fruit every morning 
before breakfast for one month, he 
can depend upon finding himself at 
the end of that time in need of no 
“■priag medicine,” of any other.
