The 
intention was that all future genera­
tions might remember what be bad 
done, and be encouraged by the re­
membrance to hope In him for the fu­
ture; and, by both memory and hope, 
be Impelled to the discharge of pres­
ent duty.

3o, then, the words may permissibly 
bear the application wblch I propose 
to make of them this morning, re­
echoing only (and aspiring to noth­
ing more) the thought* wblch the sea­
son has already, I suppose, more or 
less, suggested to moat of us- Smooth 
motion Is Imperceptible: it I* the Jolts 
that tell us that we are advancing. 
Though every day be a New Year's 
Day, still the alteration in our date* 
and calendars should set us all think­
ing of that continual l»pee of the mys­
terious thing—the creature of our own 
minds—which we sail Time, and 
which is bearing u* all so steadily and 
silently onward.

My text tells us how past, present 
and future—memory, hope and effort 
may be cnncbled and blessed. Ln 
brief, it is by associating them al) 
wttb God. It Is as the field of hi* 
working that our past is belt remem­
bered. It 1* on him that our hopes

precious exercise* of that same fac­
ulty. We shall still be able to look 
back, and learn onr limitation*, mark 
our weaknesses, gather counsels of 
prudence from our failures, tame our 
ambitions by remembering where we 
broke down. And suoh an exercise of 
grateful, God-feoognixlng. remem­
brance will deliver us from the abuse* 
of that great power by which »o many 
of us turn our memories Into a cause 
of weakness, If not of sin. There are 
people, and we are all tempted to be 
of the number, who look back upon 
the past and see nothing there but 
themselves, their own cleverness, 
their own success; burning Incense to 
their own net, and sacrificing to their 
own drag. Another mood lead* us to 
look back into the past, dolefully and 
disappointedly to say, "I have brok­
en down so often; my resolution* have 
all gone to water so quickly, I have 
tried and failed over and over again. 
I may a* well give It all up, and ac­
cept1 the Inevitable, and grope on a* 
well a* I can without hope of self-ad 
vancement or victory." Never! If 
only we will look back to God we 
shall be able to look forward to a per­
fect self. To-morrow need never be 
determined by the failures that have 
been. We may still oooquer where 
we have often been defeated. There 
la no worse use of the power of re­
membrance than when we use It to

pie fact 1* that holy spiritual Ufe to In 
every case from the Holy Spirit, di* 
to hl* presence, operation, and la- 
dwelling. And thl* 1* true whether 
tbe quantity of life be small or large. 
He who ba* only a little spiritual life,

He 
ha* received the Holy Gho*t In re­
ceiving Jean* Christ, whose earthly 
representative tbe Spirit now to, a* 
really and truly a* he ever can receive 
him, though be may not have oome aa 
completely under hl* influence or be 
a* quickly reeponilve to bl* voice a* 
he will be at subsequent periods if be 
goes forward.

Jeeus said, "He that bellevelh on 
Me"—that to, every believer—-'out of 
his belly shall flow river* of living 
water”—referring, a* John explains, 
to tbe coming gift of thySplrlt.

God’s Promises.

God has not left bto action to be in­
ferred from wbat we see of him In his 
works and Providence, but has re­
vealed himself, and told us what be 
will do; be ha* made certain state­
ment* upon which we can rely; and pre­
sented certain motive*. This is what 
most men who believe tbe Scriptures 
bold; they assert that God has not 
left men to the guidance of tbelr own 
reason, instincts or “spiritual Intui­
tions,” but be hasgiven them positive 
assurance* upon wblch they can build.

But it will not do for us to go 
through the Bible at random, and, 
picking out a promise that suite us, 
say: “That to God’s promise to me. 
Now I will trust that and rely upon 
IL" You have no right to say that, 
or to weal tbe Scriptures in tbto fash­
ion. That promise, upon which you 
b«ve fixed, was made to a certain 
man. or group of men, In certain con- - 
dltlons, who held a certain relallon- 
Bhip to God Lt to for you now to 
study the matter, and see whether 
you are in a condition similar to 
theirs, or hold a like relationship to 
God. If you find that you are, you 
m»y apply that promise

And here the question arises with 
untold Interest, for whom, and to 
whom, are all these fullnesses to be 
exercised for good? Tbe pen of inspi­
ration an*wer» this question in the 
second verse of our text: "The Lord 
is good to all, and his tender mercies 
are over all hto work*." O. bow great 
is the goodness of God to the children 
of men! Man seems to be the top­
most peace of God's creation; created 
in his own image and In bis likeness; 
possessed with rationality and ac­
countability, and was, therefore, won­
derfully and fearfully made; but all 
for bto own good. The goodness of 
God 1* wonderfully displayed in man's 
creation; in that he was possess­
ed with tbe powers of reason, of ap­
preciation and of affection, thereby 
capacitated to enjoy tbe highest pos­
sible degree of happiness, In a knowl­
edge of God'* goodness, both In tbto 
world and in that which is to come: 
for tbe goodness of the Lord to dis­
played in all his works. As it is writ­
ten (Roms. 1:20). "For the invisible 
things of him from tbe creation of tbe 
world are clearly seen, being under­
stood by tbe things that are made, 
even hto eternal power and God-bead."
