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An article on tbe use, or, perhaps 
rather tbe misuse, of children In 
Christian service In a late lune of 
the BwooRDaR, bv the Rev. Dr. Tay­
lor, of Mobile, deserves attention and 
is suggestive of serious thought. All 
will most certainly rejoice' that so 
much is being done for tbe religious

But all must equally deplore any 
method of management, or any sys­
tem of dealing with tbe young which 
shall overlook the broad and vital dis­
tinction between tbe converted and 
unconverted, whether with the old or 
young. Or that shall tall to impres* 
tbe minds of children a* well a* 
adults, with the primary facta that 
the first thing required of tbem by 
their heavenly Father, Is that they 
give him their heart* ta faith and 
loving obedience through Jesus Christ. 
It is a good thing for children to be 
taught generosity and that they give 
from their scanty means for all good 
cause*. But. knowing the tendency 
to mistaken Inference*, constant care 
should be taken to guard against 
their getting the Impression that they 
■re Christians because thev do these 
commendable things, or that they 
can gain tbe favors of divine grace by 
these means. There is, undoubtedly,

case* probably there is no experience 
to relate. Tbe candidate thinks him­
self a Christian and wishes to unite 
with the cburch, but he neither tells 
why he believes himself a Christian, 
nor why be wishes to be baptized. 
Tbe church as a body gains no evi­
dence of conversion, and of course 
there la no spiritual fellowship begot­
ten between the clriiroh and Ihe new 
member. Of course subsequent event* 
may show the evidence of a renewed 
nature, and beget a spiritual fellow­
ship. Tbe importance of church-

It to so easy to 
catch up some explanation that seems 
plausible, but that Is not the way 
truth to reached. One great reason 
for the superiority of the more North­
ern nations to that they have a purer 
religion than prevails farther South. 
They circulate the Bible, have evan­
gelical preaching and largely reject 
superstitious and ritualistic religion. 
And until they did these things they 
were not superior to the nations far­
ther South.

Reformation and clinging to its su­
perstitions, It is no whit greater. ex

they are affected by it they should 
have sense and religion enough to 
keep It out of the papers. A religious 
paper goes into the family to teach 
peace and good will as well aa troth, 
and for It to exhibit "personal and 
partisan bitterness" is worse than un­
fortunate, it to Inexcusable.

We fear that the need for the lesson 
of this resolution to not oonllned to 
the Lutherans. It may be some Bap­
tista would do well to ponder this les­
son. The resolution Is well expressed, 
recognising, as it does, the need for 
faithful maintenance of the purity of 
the faith. Of course a religious jour­
nal should oppose with Ite utmost vig­
or whatever to false and whatever to 
hurtful, but Ibis should ever be done 
In a spirit of loyally to truth and Sev­
er in a splrilof “personal and partisan 
bitterness." The man who advocates 
wrong doctrines and hurtful measures 
has a right to have his motives re­
spected, and, on the other band, be 
has no right to take as personal abuse, 
what opposition to offered to bis views 
and measures.

Gooseberries continue bearing on 
the same piece of land longer than 

.most fruits; say from ten to twenty 
yean, depending on tbe culture given. 
Thera te no fruit so certain to bear a 
crop with so little attention. If 
rainy weather occurs gooseberries are 
not Injured as are many fruits. It is 

1 not necessary to pick them on any 
’ certain day. Plant on good strong 

corn or wheat soil on a northern slope. 
1 If such can be secured As In all. oth­

er fruit culture, see that tbe soil is 
well subdued of grass and weeds be­
fore planting. Mark out tbe rows in 
field culture five feel apart one way, 
and three feet aparl In the row.

At tbe meeting of tbe Society fur 
ibe Promotion uf Agricultural Sci­
ence al Madisou. WIs., a paper uu ibe 
destructloo of Quack grass was pre 
seated by Prof. W. J Beal. He ’said 
that this grass, introduced from 
Europe, and now ihurough y estab 
llsbed In many sectluns of the older 
portions of ibe United States, lu some 
localities ranks as one of tbe very 1 
worst of tbe weeds. During tbe past ' 
twenty years we have tried many 
methods of extermination. At first. 1 
small patches were raked and pick 
ed over by hand, taking care so re­
move ^very piece of root stock. Tbl- . 
was enormously expensive and scarce- 1 
ly practicable except for small patch 
es. The following plan baa been fol 
lowed with perfect success. Shallow 
culture as soon as tbe grass showed 
the first green leaves In spring. First 
plough very shallow and then culti­
vate tbe ground very thoroughly every 
three days, not waiting for tbe sp- 
peareoce of any green leaves. In this 
way the pest can be ihorougbly erad- i 
icated by the tentU to the fifteenth 
of June in time for a crop ihe same 
year. No attempt Is made to remove 
the plant from tbe soil, but to cut off 
or prevent th* appearance of every 
green leaf.
