It failed to obtain 
sufficient patronage to sustain it. and 
after a struggle of about two yean, it 
was consolidated with a paper called 
the Baptist JPoHy Annwal, published 
In Cincinnati, Ohio, which, like Iteelf, 
was struggling for existence. Tbe 
publication of tbe consolidated paper 
was continued at Cincinnati under 
the title of Th* Gross and Baptist 
Journal. Here It probably evolved 
tbe present ably conducted Journal 
and Messenger. This, however, is only 
conjecture; Dr. Lasher could probably 
solve the question.

Up to this period (1834) every effort 
to permanently establish a Baptist 
periodica) In Kentucky proved ap6r- 
tive. Six efforts bad been made, and 
as many failures bad resulted. But 
tbe Lord bad said: "I will be with 
thee io six troubles, and In tbe sev­
enth I will not forsake thee." The 
next two ventures, tbe one to estab­
lish a Baptist newspaper, and tbe 
other to establish a Baptist magazine, 
proved more successful.

ner. So far as she engages in contin­
uous occupation outside the home, by 
so much she diminishes tbe possibility 
of performing ber true function, and 
so lowers tbe standard of comfort and 
happiness of men. Moreover, much 
of the labor in which men engage 
tends to lower and degrade women. 
This degradation Is not necessarily 
due to anything debasing in the 
work itself or to tbe surroundings, 
but comes from Ite severity and the 
continuous strain upon a body not 
naturally adapted to it. Those who 
watch a crowd of woiklng women re­
turning home in the evening cannot 
fall to note the effect of toll In tbelr 
appearence. They are over-tired, 
worn out, dull and listless. The little 
refinements of manner and dress have 
disappeared, and their civilization is

We concede at 
once that a readiness to labor when 1

though regretting much that in tbe 
case of women tbe necessity ever 
arises. But we insist that men's 
work, that is, work Involving con 
tlnuoua and severe toll, Is neither 
good for women nor for -ociety.

In tbe first place, regular and exact­
ing toll is unsuited to woman's nature, 
and Is a thing against which she In­
stinctively rebels. Ite effect even up­

!ug,^lch la simply an extension of 
thtanabar. It was lhe deliberate 
Judgment of a large employer of fe­
male labor and a keen observer of 
human nature that engagement In 
men’s work diminished tbe chances of 
a girl’s marriage by at least one-third. 
There are of course, plenty of excep­
tions to tbe rule, but If statistics 
could be gathered tn such a matter, 
hl* judgement would doubtless be 
found correct.

As we Intimated, in all this we ad- 
| mil that It Is right and proper that 
women should engage In regular aod 

' continuous toll outside tbe home if 
necessity compels them to win their 
own bread or that of others. We are 
sorry that any of them are thus com­
pelled, aod think that many more of 
them than now do oould earn tbe 
money they need by feminine employ­
ments carried on at home- But it is 
(tetter that a woman should toll as 

-mendj, tn stores and factories aod 
workshops, than to be a charge upon 

1 the public, or earn a living by ques­
tionable or bad methods. But wo in­
sist that tbe Increasing number of 
women engaging in severe and regular 
labor is not a thing to boast about or 
to be encouraged, or at all an evi­
dence tbat we are reaching a higher 
plane of civilisation. On theooutery, 
we think tbat in a really high civili­
zation sueb a condition of things 
would he impossible, for men woolu 
not shirk the care of their female 
relatives on tbe plea that they had 
their own families to provide for, and

Ai I said, Agrippa knew. In a gen 
eral way. a good deal not only about 
the propbete, and the Jewish religion, 
but tbe outstanding facto of tbe death 
and resurrection of Jesus Cbrlst. 
Paul's assumption that be knew 
would have been very quickly repudl 
ated If It bad not been based upon 
fact And tbe Inference from his ac­
ceptance without contradiction of the 
Apostle's statement Is confirmed by 
bis use of the word "Christian," 
which bad by no means come Into 
general employment when be spoke, 
and in Itself indicates that be knew a 
good deal about tbe people that were 
so named.

Thegreatestdlsappolnlr 
ment comes from not knowing that 
tree Meds are unlike vegetables seeds. 
Anybody can sow peas or beans; and 
given the slightest chance, they will 
ffrow. The one who has succeMfully 
run a vegetable garden perbatM tries 
bis hand with tree seeds, and general­
ly geta bitter experience. Just why 
It should be so 1 do not know, but 
seeds of woody plauto will not grow 
unless with mueb more care given 
them than vegetables require, and, in 
many eases, tbe peculiarities of each 
sort have to be considered. To show 
tbe uncertainty of the business, let 
me mention tbe case of apple seed as 
an illustration. I know of western 
nurserymen who have made a busi­
ness of raising apple seedling for years, 
and yet they will tel) you that they 
never feel certain that the seeds they 
sow will grow, and. In fact, tbey do 
lose a crop once In a while.

Nurserymen who keep up a collec­
tion of ornamental trees, have to de­
pend on seeds to agreat extent to give 
them tbe large number tbey require. 
Of some kinds, ibe seeds are sown In

prolific bloom, only the Bowen bare 
several wborlt of aepal* instead of
