Depraved men can neither govern 
themselves nor each other. Only tbe 
fear of God’s righteous Judgments can 
prevent a fallen race from committing 
all the foul erimes to which tbelr sin- 
fal passions tempt them.
It to to be feared that ministers of 

religion must bear a greater responsi­
bility for the Increaae in the amount 
and malignity of crime than tbe min­
isters of Justice. When the old ortho­
dox theology was preached and en­
forced, In New England, with a rigid­
ity tbat to now made a subjeet of ridi­
cule, crime, except of a very trivial 
character, was almost unknown among 
tbe Inhabitants of tbat region. An 
English traveller wrote: “I have 
spent five months among the people 
of New England, and I have not seen 
a man drunk, nor beard a profane 
oath, nor known of a violation of tbe 
Sabbath.” How different are tbe ao- 
counts we read to-day! How little 
did Channing, Murry and Winchester 
dream tbat they were unchaining tbe 
tiger wboee ravenous whelps should 
fill the land with violence and de­
bauchery from ocean to ocean, wben 
they began to aaaail tbe orthodox the­
ology of tbe fathers, and open a gate 
for tbe introduction of a “progressive 
gospel. ”

“Tbe vital question,” said Thomas 
Malcom, "to not as to whether men 
believe the Bible, but as to bow they 
believe it." Wben Tom Paine and bls 
coadjutors openly denounced tbe Holy 
Scriptures as false, 1$ produced little 
permanent effect on the B4bto*lovlng 
people of Sorth America. But when 
Channing, Winchester and others 
forced the Word of God to teach Uni- 
tarihulsm and Universaltom, their 
preaching began to be tolerated; for 
however muob depraved men may 
reverence tbe Bible, from tbe force of 
education, they prefer tbat it should 
"prophesy smooth things.” The doc­
trines of Channing and Murry did not 
receive, at first, much popular favor, 
OBtaide of New England, and were ee- 
peclally obnox.ous to tbe people of tbe 
Southern State#. But they oonati- 
luted the first step in the “down 
grade" tendency of theological teach­
ing, among Protestant Christians, in 
tbe New World, and laid tbe founda­
tion of the current syatem of “new 
theology," if such contused vagaries 
can be called a system.

not Christians of tbe present day be 
active? They have an active devil to 
deal with.

With each hour tbe world’s aspect, 
changes, as if under tbe band of a 
million Invisible scene-shifters. Tbls 
morning I looked out before daybreak. 
Tbe stars sbone with lustrous brilli­
ance; tbe nlgbt wind sang Ito mystlc-

amples nearer bomr, in any intelligent 
sinner complacently rejecting Cbrtst 
as Lord and Savior. I don’t believe 
one bit that tbe restfuluess of those 
men is In the truth, but In error, and 
fundamentally tbe error that was so 
well characterised In Dr. Noble’s no­
ble address, tbe error of minimising 
or denying sin toward God; because 
they are saturated with tbe poison of 
false systems and are rendered pe­
culiarly Impervious to tbe Influence 
of Christ on account of the conceit of 
tbe caste In which they pride them

I trance into tbe promised land. It 
> seemed but a little thing for Ananias 

to keep back part of tbe price of tbe 
land. Yet think you be deemed It 
but a little thing wben he appeared 
tbe bar of Goa to answer for tbe sin 
of lying against tbe Holy Ghost?

Another Important thought to ba 
remembered in this connection If that 
the urgency of fidelity is measured 
not by tbe relative importance or un­
importance of the duty, but by tbe 
greatness of tbe autborlty which Im­
poses tbat duty upon us. Ultimately 
that autborlty is God Himself. We 
are accountable unto God. Hence the 
necessity of fidelity.
It baa been truly said that if God 

commanded two angels standing be­
fore throne, tbe one to sweep a cross­
ing in the streets of London, and the 
other to administer tbe affairs of an 
empire, each would perform bis re­
spective duty with equal «al and 
fidelity, because fidelity as such can 
have no regard to tbe littleness of the 
thing enjoined, but only to the great­
ness of Him who enjoins it.

The duty of fidelity In little things 
is a matter of great practical Impor­
tance. It bears especially upon tbe 
formation of character. A ship was 
in danger of being wrenched away 
from its moorings by the violence of 
tbe storm. Two aoebor chains had 
already been snapped asunder like so 
many linen threads. Only onh chain 
was left. But tbat chain, though 
smaller and lighter than tbe other 
two, held tbe ship. Every link in it 
bad been forged with special care by 
tbe hands of a scrupulous and faithful 
workman.

The Servant of the Lord.

So ended Peter's bold address to the 
wondering crowd gathered In the 
Temple-courts, around him with his 
companion John and the lame man 
whom they bad healed. A glance at 
his words will show how extraordin­
arily outspoken and courageous they 
are. He charges home on bls bear­
ers thegulltof Chrtet’Ddeatb, unfalter­
ingly proclaims bls Messlabship, bears 
witness to his resurrection and ascen­
sion, asserts that he Is the end and ful­
filment of ancient revelation, and of­
fers to all the great blessings Christ 
brings. And this flWy, lender ora­
tion came from the same lips which, 
a few weeks before, bad been blanched 
with fear before a flippant maid-serv­
ant, and had quivered as they swore, 
"I know not the man,”

One or two simple observations 
may be made by way of Introduction. 
“Unto you first"— "first" implies sec­
ond; and so the Apostle has shaken 
himself clear of the Jew's narrow be 
lief that Me is I as belonged to them 
only, and Is already beginning to con­
template the possibility of a transfer­
ence of the kingdom of God to the ।

Why did these men act In exactly the 
opposite way?

I have already referred to the fact 
that the word rendered "son" ought 
rather to be rendered "servant” It 
literally means "child,” or "boy," and 
appears to have been used familiarly, 
just in the same fashion as we use the 
same expression "boy," or lutqulva-, 
lent, "maid," as a more gentle deslg-
nation tor a servant.

turning away every one of yoa ThMs 
his iniquity- I have already apokhu 
about the gross, narrow, carnal ag|*e- 
hensions of Messiah's work, w*ch 
cleaved to the disciples dnring alitor 
Lord's life here; and which disturbed 
even the sanctity of the upper cham­
ber at ibat last meal, with the squab­
bles about precedence which bad an 
eye to places in the court of the Mes­
siah when be assumed the throne. 
But here Peter has shaken himself 
clear of all these, and has grasped 
the thought that, whatsoever deriva­
tive and secondary blessings of an ex­
ternal and visible sort may. and must, 
come in Messiah's train, the blessing 
which be brings is of a purely spirit­
ual and Inward character, and consists 
In turning away single souls from 
tbeir love and practice of evil. That 
is Christ’s true work.

There Is an old superstition that 
lightning turned wbat^er it struck, 
towards the point from which the 
flash came, so that a tree with its 
thousand leaves bad each of them 
pointed to that quarter In the heav­
ens where ibe blaze bad been.

And so Christ, when he rays out the 
benefleent flash that slays only our 
evil, and vitalizes ourselves, turns us 
10 him, and away from our transgres­
sions. "Turn us! O Christ! and we 
shall be turned!"

Ab, brethren, that Is the blessing 
we need most, for Iniquities are uni-

profeMion wberr not accompanied by 
overt dlsbouMlv. In every community 
we maAlnd men who gain a livelihood 
by speculation/ alone. Betides tbeee 
are very many repreeentetlvei from 
every clam of rjciety and every real 
or imaginable profemion who Invest 
a part of tbeir surplus earning* in 
this form of trade.

On one side 
it Is all gain; on the other aide It is all 
lose. Every dollar that the specula­
tor gains represents a dollar or more

outlying Gentiles. "God having 
raised up bis Son’’—that expression 
has no reference, as Jt might at first 
seem, to the fact of the resurrection: 
but is employed in tbe same sense as, 
and, indeed, looks back to, previous 
words. For he bad Just quoted 
Moses'declaration, "A prophet shall 
the Lord your God raise up unto you 
from your brethren." So lb Is Christ's 
equipment aud appointment for bls 
office, and nut bis resurrection, which 
I* spokeji-AtKWt here. “His Sun 
Jesqa^tbe Revised Version more ac? 
ccCfately translates "his Servant 
Jesus." I shall have a word or two to 
say about that presently, but in tbe 
meantime I simply note the fact.

With this slight explanation let 
us now turn to two or three of the as­
pects of tbe words before us.

L First, I note tbe extiaordinary 
pranstormaVou which they indicate 
In the speaker.
I bave>already referred to his cow­

ardice e very short time before. That 
transformation from a coward to a 
hero he shared in common with his 
brethren. On one page we read; 
"They departed from the council re 
Jolcing that they were counted worthy 
to luffs’ shame tor his name." Wbat 
did that?

Then there iw another transforma­
tion no less swift, sudden and Inex­
plicable, except on one hypothesis. 
All through Cbrlsl’s life the disciples 
had been singularly slow to appre 
hend the highest aspects of bls teach­
ing, and they bad clung with a strange 
obstinacy to tbeir narrow Pharisaic 
and Jewish notions ot tbe Messiah as 

' coming to establish a temporal do

kindly centurion, when he would be­
speak our Lord's care for bls menial, 
calls him his "boy;" and our Bible 
there translates rightly "servant ”

Again, the designation is that 
which is continually employed in the 
Greek translation of the (Md Testa­
ment as the equivalent for the well 
known prophetic phrase "the Servant 
of Jehovah," which, as you will re­
member, is characteristic of the sec­
ond portion of the prophecies of 
Isaiah. And consequently we bnn 
that, Io a quotation of Isaiah s proph­
ecy In the Gospel of Matthew, the 
very phrase of our text is there em­
ployed. 'Beboid my Servant whom 1 
uphold."

Now it seems as If this designation 
of our Lord as God's servant was very 
familiar to Peter’s thoughts at this 
stage of tbedevelopment of tbeChris­
tian doctrine. For wp find the name 
employed twice In this discourse—Id 

. the 13tb verse, "the God of our Fath­
ers hath glorified his Servant Jesus,’ 
and again In my text. And we And It’ 
twice in tbe next chapter, where 
Peter, offering up a prayer amongst 
his brethren, speaks of "thy Holy 
Child Jesus," and prays "that signs 
and wonders may be done ibrough 
the name" of that “Holy Child.” So, 
then, I think we may fairly take It 
that, at the time in question, this 
thought of Jesus as the "Servant of 
tbe Lord" bad come with especial 
force to the primitive church. And 
tbe tact that tbe designation nevir 
occurs again In tbe New .Testament, 1 
teems to show that they passed on 

1 from it into a deeper perception than 
even it attests of who and what this 

■ Jesus was In relation co God.
But at all events we have in our 

. text the Apostle looking back to that 
> dim, mysterious Figure that rises up 

with shadowy lineaments out of tbe 
• great prophecy ot the past, and IhrliI

sweetnesses and neutralize every otb- 
. er bles-dug. it Is not culture, valua­

ble as that is In mauy wavs, that will 
avail to stanch man's deepest wounds. 
It la nut a new social order that will 
still tbe discontent and ibe misery of 
humanity. Yuu may adopt collective 
economic and i octal arrangements, 
and divide oroperty out s It pleases 
you. And as long as man continues 
selfish he will continue sinful, and as 
long as he continues sinful any social 
order will tie pregnant with sorrow, 
and “when It Is finished It will bring 
forth death." You have to go deeper 
down than all ibat, down as deep as 
this Apostle goes In this sermon of 
his, and recognize that Christ's prime 
blessing Is tbe turning of men from 
tbeir Iniquities, and that only after 
that has been done will other good 
come.

How shallow, by tbe aide of that 
conception, do modern notions of 
Jesus as the great Social Reformer 
look! Tbearfare true, but they waot 
tbeir basi^vod Ibelr basis lies only 
here, that he Is tbe Redeemer of in­
dividuals from tbeir sins. There 

। were people in ChrUl's lifetime who 
were ail untouched by bls teachings, 
but when they found that be gave 
bread miraculously they said, "Ahl

that can make bread, and satisfy ma- 
terial well-being." Have not certain 

I modern views of Cbrlsl's work a d 
mission a good deal In common with 
these vulgar old Jews—views which 
regard him mainly as contribut­
ing to tbe material good, tbe social 
and economical well being of tbe 
world?

Now I believe that be does that. 
Aud I believe that Christ’s principles 
are going to revolutionize society as it

1 exists al present. Bui I am sure that

minion, In which Israel was to ride t

And now, all at once, this man, and ’

Something bad come In between 
which wrought more, In a short space, 
than all the three years of Christ's 
teaching and companionship bad done 
for them. What was it? Why did 
they not continue in the mood which 
two of them are reported to bi ve been 
In, after the Cruclfixtlon, when they 
said—It is all up! “We trusted that 
thia had been be,” and the force of 
circumstances has shivered the confi­
dence Into fragments, and there is no 
such hope left tor us any longer. Wbal 
brought them out of that Slough of 
Despond?

I would put it to any fair-minded 
man whether the psychological facts 
of this sudden maturing of these 
childish minds, and ibelr sudden 
change from slinking cowards into 
heroes, who did not blanch before the 
torture and the scaffold, are account­
able, if you strike out the Resurrec­
tion, the Ascension, and the Pente­
cost? It seems 10 me that, tor the 
sake of avoiding a miracle, the disbe­
lievers in the resurrection accept an 
imposalbllty, and tie themselves to an 
Intellectual absurdity. And 1 for one

these usually give up tbeir legitimate 
toll and turn tbeir whole atten­
tion to speculation. Others, and 
many more in number, simply lose 
what they invest In this way. SUU 
others, being threatened with loss, 
constantly add to tbeir unprofitable 
Investment with the hope of saving 
what they have already invested and 
thus involve their whole business in 
ruin, or making sue of funds not tbeir 
own, become entangled In hopeless de­
falcation. It Is a fact worthy of no­
tice that the majority of our defaul­
ters have been drawn into dishonesty 
by unsuccessful sXenlatlon. With 
results, however, w* have nothing to 
do m the present discussion. We are 
only concerned with the fact that the 
practice of speculation in some form is 
well nigh universal.

Few persons distinguish between 
legal and moral right; and in this land 
there Is a tendency to submit all 
questions to the dictum of the majori­
ty. We must remember, however, 
that questions of^gbl and wrong can­
not be decided by a show of bands or 
weight ol authority. These standards 
are very uncertain and changeful. Bui 
notwithstanding all the changes of 
public sentiment, the eternal princi­
ples of right and truth have remained 
the same, aad the moral character of 
every practice or Institution must be 
determined by these alone.

When weighed In the balance of eter­
nal Justice, speculation Is found want­
ing. Its character will not stand the 
supreme test. It Is a moral wrong. 
It Is In Its essential nature opposed 
to all accepted ethical standards. Il 
stultifies the fundamental principles 
of right which must underlie all 
permanent social relations. The spec 
ulator Is a thief from society. He Is 
a parasite, living only as he sucks the 
life blood of another. He Is a public 
malefactor, having no claim to a 
place in the ranks of honest trade.

The business of the speculator baa 
not grown up out of any real or 1 
fancied need of society. It is the re­
sult of unmitigated selfishness, the 1 
reckless haste to be rich. The possi­
bility ot aetviring wealth baa begot- 1 
ten an interne desire for wealth. The 1 
*mu»broqf-^ortunes so common In a 

newlxucrti^ ATebecoulertr'lnare to ' 
the people, ? d almost every young I 
person chert, >es the feverish hope 1 
that through' some happy clreum- 1 
stance wealth will come to him much 1 
more quickly than It cao be earned by j 
ordinary and natural methods. 1

Whenever a fortune Is thus sud­
denly acquired the spirit of emula- 1 
tlon Is aroused. Hundreds-of onlook- 1 
era become dissatisfied with the ord I- 1 
nary, slow processes of acquisition. 1 
Tbe Industry, the unremitting toll, ] 
the constant care, and tbe patient । 
waiting necessary to gain even a mod- 1 
erate compe.ence are scorned In view j 
of tbe chance to make a fortune In a 1 
day. The tuestlon arises In every 1 
mind—"Ont man baa done it, why 1 
may not all do the same?” With tbe 1 
question comes tbe determination 
In their eaferness they entirely forget < 
tbe Important relation of quid pro quo, 1 
and see oily the fortune acquired 1 
without liter or waiting. If natural < 
opportunities for acquisition are want- i 
lug, they create artificial opportuni­
ties. If Uvy cannot make themselves 1 
rich by etricblng others, they will du c

others directly concerned in the tran­
saction, it may be to others Indirectly 
concerned, it may be to the entire com­
munity.

The same is true of stock speculation- 
So far as the principle Is concerned, 
it makes no difference whether specu­
lation is in whole stocks or In mar­
gins. The broker who buys a thous­
and shares of stock in some good rail­
way at par and sells them a week later

forced rise in the market has no moral 
right to the profit received. The real 
value of the stock as represented by 
the condition and traffic of the rail­
road remains unchanged. He has not 
earned the money thus gained. If be 
derived a profit of five thousand dol­
lars some one has lost Just five thous­
and dollars plus the waste which in­
evitably accompanies all such trans­
actions.

In its essential nature and mode of 
operation, speculation In all 
these forms Is Identical with 
the lofery and ordinary
gambling, ‘ ily that It 1s if possible 
less bones When money Is taken 
from one individual and given to anoth­
er, not because be has earned it, Is not 
the moral character of the transaction 
the same in either case? In the case 
of the great speculators Ihev are 
themselves the forces that move the 
market and determine the loss or 
gain. Their whole effort and Inge­
nuity Is given to the work of circula­
ting false Impressions and misleading 
their opponents as to their real Inten­
tions and the actual state ot the mar 
ket. Their action Is precisely that of 
experienced and unscrupulous gamb 
lets trying to outwit each other In the 
keenness of tbeir cheating.

Again, take the case of the land 
speculator. His business is of the 
same mo-al character as that of his 
brother In the stock market. It de­
pends for success upon an artificial 
disturbance of the natural laws of 
trade. He alms not to supply an ex­
isting demand, but to creaie a ficti­
tious demand which he may use for 
bls own profit. He goes to some quiet

some eligible locality, and then, by a 
process well known to speculators, 
creates a "boom" and attracts buyers. 
In a very short lime be sells enough 
ot tbe laud to give him a rich profit on 
bls Investment. Or It may be that be 
[refers to go to a where tbe 
boom has Already beA" started, and 
be merely steps into the current and, 
by skilful purchases and sales, causes 
to pass rapidly through his hands a 
number of desirable lots, by which 
process be gains mauy thousands ot 
dollars.

Now what right has he to the money 
thus accumulated? He has not earned 
it. He has added nothing to tbe 
weallb ot the community. The' land 
Is Just as It was when he bought It. 
He may have laid out streets and 
made some slight improvements, but 
they are trifling In comparison with tbe 
profit derived. He has taken several 
thousand dollars from tbe community 
for which be has made no return. This 
Is obviously unjust, no matter by 
what process II has been accomplished. 
He may say Ihal be has cheated no 
one, for the purchasers have all done 
as well as himself. They bought the 
laud freely and without any manner 
ot compulsion; therefore, tbe trade Is

You 
must not expect to become a Christian 
by accident. The blessed experience 
must be the result of deliberate de­
termination, of intelligent seeking, 
and of faithful enduring. This truth 
is earnestly affirmed in many parts of 
Christ’s teaching.

Ethically, however, there 
Is no difference. Every form of trade 
whoee profits do not represent real 
earnings but are derived from arti­
ficial changes in the market, is mor­
ally wrong even though 1U economic 
effect be unappreciable. Any person 
who draws a dollar from tbe treasury 
of society without making an equiva­
lent return is dishonest.

The evils which exist in American 
society to-day and which cause so 
much trouble and unrest are not tbe 
result of an imperfect social system 
merely. They spring chiefly from a lack 
of true moral principle. The popular 
conscience is not as keen as It should 
be, especially in matters where large 
sums of money are Involved- Itlsdif- 
flcult to persuade a man that tbe bus­
iness by means of which he has ac­
cumulated wealth Is morally wrong. 
Tbe selfish love of money Hee athwart 
tbe path of every moral reform and 
clogs the wheels of human progress. 
Hundreds of men will not see the real 
Iniquity of tbe llqnor traffic because 
they derive revenue from It. So It Is 
with speculation. The large fortunes 
that have been quickly and easily ac­
quired by this form ot trade have 
made men willingly blind to Its real 
character. It has appeared so respect­
able In many cases as to deceive even 
the very elect-

But tbe time Is coming when this 
disguise must be removed. A moral 
evil requires a moral remedy. Social 
changes may acompliah something in 
this matter; but there must also be a 
thorough change of moral sentiment. 
The conscience of the people must be 
more finely tempered. Tbe work of 
reform will not be complete till the 
speculator is degraded from the ranks 
of honest trade and compelled 10 take 
bis place beside gamblers.—New Eng-1

Speculation ot this sort at- , 
feels tbe prosperity of a town much 
as alcohol affects a sick mao, giving , 
an unnatural vitality at tbe time । 
which must be paid tor with Interest ( 
In the future. Many people fancy 
that our country is being vastly bene- , 
fitted by the work of speculators In । 
developing our great West and in , 
building up new towns on tbe fron- , 
tier. But If a batbnee sheet could be ( 
accurately drawn, It would appear , 
that every dollar of gain from these 
speculations In real estate has Its cor- , 
respoudlog dollar of loss In some part 
of the country. The successful towns 
have been built upon the ruins of oth­
ers less successful. The advancing 
prices of land in Kansas or California 
only keep pace with tbe falling prices 
In tbe bill towns of New England. 
The gains of lbe non-producing west­
ern speculator are accounted for in 
tbc scanty living of tbe producing 
farmers and other laborers of the 
East.

From an economic point of view 
speculation tn land or in any other 
commodity where ihere Is actual own-

man win actually buys railroad 
stocks a< a permanent Invtslmenl be­
comes a partial owner of ibe road and 
the proIl which he derives from Its 
regular dividends is legitimate gain, 
since he makes an equivalent return 
to society M Ibe productive work of 
the road Io this way tbe labor of 
merchants, bankers and countless 
other cl»s« of society Is accounted 
product!tebecause It formsa neces­
sary link btween producer and con­
sumer andtbus adds to tbe wealth of 
the world. The result of all truly 
productive abor is to Increase the ag­
gregate walth of society, and any 
labor that oes not increase or save 
from loss elher tbe actual wealth or 
the wealthoroduclng power of man­
kind is notln any sense productive. 
Speculation does neither, but only 
consamea^b weallb of society with­
out replaclq^doll&r.

A man mg derive large profits from 
purely spenlatlve trade while tbe 
Individual <tb whom be tradesappar 
ently loses nothing. In fact, there 
may be an etended circle of specula­
tive trade liwhlcb all parlies dlrectr 
ly coucerneiseem to be about equal­
ly profited. This Is often tbe case in 
land speciatlou. Ooe Individual 
may buy a It of land at a poderaie 
price and ill It almost immediately 
al a great tvance. Tbe buyer may 
sell again Ao at an advance; and so 
the selling Uy continue till one buys 
it at a p[ic4or permanent possession, 
and even til last buyer may feel per­
fectly satlsbd with bls bargain, for 
bemaystllpse tbe land profitably.

"And Jacob dwelt in the land wherein 
his father was a stronger, in the land of 
Canaan.”—Isaac waa of different race 
from tbe inhabitants of the land and 
married among bls own relatives at a 
distance. He held himself aloof from 
tbe Idolatrous Canaanites also, and 
hence was a strangpr, though he had 
spent hj* entire life In Canaan. Jacob 
was now at Hebron, where Isaac lived 
so long.

"These are the generations of Jacob."— 
The family history. “Joseph being sev­
enteen years old."—He waa tbe son of 
Rachel, born in Padan-Aram. He 
was but a small child about six years 
old when bls father, coming to 
Canaan, bad that memorable night at 
Peniel. After that night Jacob was a 
different man. The circumstances 
surrounding him were different from 
those which bad infljenced tbe grow­
ing characters of the other brothers. 
And, while he bad tbe same father, he 
bad a different motber.

, and since Bro. Shelton put* question* 
' to us, we venture to say something in 

reply. We do this tbo more readily 
because wo have received requests 
from honored brethren to discuss 
the subject of Easter.

There are several thing* Bro. Shel­
ton, and'tboae Inclined to look wltb 
favor on Raster celebrations, should 
consider:

1st. Sucb things are without any 
shadow of Scriptural authority. Tbe 
Encyclopedia Brittannica very well 
says (vol. vll., p. 314): “There Is no 
trace of the celebration of Easter as * 
Christian festival In the New Testa­
ment or in any of the writings of the 
apostolic fathers." The only passage 
where, In the common version, the 
word Easter occurs in the New Testa 
meat is Act* 12:4. Horod bud killed 
James with the sword: “And because 
he saw it pleased the Jews, ho pro­
ceeded further to take Peter also.”

6th. Easter was the heathen Saxon 
goddess of spring, under whose influ­
ence it was believed tbe vegetation 
arose from tbe earth after itq winter 
slumber. The great Easter festival 
occurred early in April, which waa 
called “Easter-month,” and at this 
festival the worshipper* decorated 
them«elves with gay apparel (whence 
tbe Eaator dre**e«) and brought to 
the temple of tbe goddes* garland* of 
flower*, the temple having been pre- 
vlouilv decorated with floral dealgn*. 
It was all very pretty, but it was 
heathen, all the tame—Ju*t a* many 
heathen rite* to-day are very beauti­
ful. We may be an “old fogy,” but 
we cannot get it into our bead that It 
is proper for Baptiste to borrow either 
the rags of beathenlsm or tbe rags of

and nobody would expect ber to do so. 
Wby should she make more sacrifices 
than others? So she thought she 
eould omit this gift, and leave off that 
gift, she bad Intended to make. She 
thought, too, of new ways her wealth 
might minister to her own gratifica­
tion, and thus her benevolent pur­
pose* began to evaporate. She found

becoming hardened, and seizing ber 
diary, she wrote, “Quick, quick, quick, 
before my heart grows bard," and 
proceeded to pledge benelf to do with 
with ber wealth the good she had In- 
tended. And she carried out ber good 
ptirpoae*.

When we have an Impulse to do 
good, lit'any direction, let us act at 
once before the devil can “get in his 
work” on u* and harden our hearts. 
Generous impulse* are from the Lotfi, 
and no one in dying ever yet regretted 
haring yielded to them. If we wait 
and delay, there 1* great danger our 
benevolence will evaporate and our 
heart* get io hard we will not do tbe 
good at all we bad intended. Or, It 
we do anything, there is danger we 
will do much less than we at first 
thought.

If you have it in'your heart to do 
good, either by giving money, or of 
giving comfort to tbe distressed, or of 
laboring to win »oul» to Christ, go 
ahead promptly and do It, lest "tbe 
cares of this world and tbe deceltful- 
nsss of riches" spoil your good ioten- 
tlons and render them unfruitful. 
You Intend to ask pardon for that of­
fense you have given; you intend to 
kindly warn that wayward one; you 
Intend to cheer that despondent 
heart; you intend to minister to that 
needy one; you Intend to give to that 
benevolent object—but your good in­
tentions may ivaporate. A thousand 
thing* may interfere and your good in- 
tentlons but furnfah more material 
tor the pavement of which we read. 
Act promptly—“quick, quick, quick, 
before your heart grow* bard.”

And tbe narrative goes on (v. 4): "And 
when be bad apprehended him, be 
put him In prison, and delivered him 
to four quarternions of soldiers to 
keep him; intending after Easter to 
bring him forth to the people.” Thus 
the only sign of Easter in the common 
version is that it was observed by the 
wicked king who Imprisoned and 
killed apostles. To claim this pas 
sage, therefore. Is to admit that tbe 
first Eisterlte was an apostle killer. 
And In the ages since, It has been the 
very ones who made the most of East 
er who were ever readiest to Imprison 
and to kill Baptists.

But the word Easier In that passage 
Is a wrong translation, as everybody 
admits. In the Revised Version the 
Greek panha Is properly rendered 
Pamper. Herod was trying to please 
tbe Jews, aud so be postponed the 
killing of Peter until after tbe Pass- 
over.

24. It is forbidden In Scripture to 
Introduce times and seasons Into our 
worship. The Inspired Apostle sharp­
ly rebuke* tbe Galatians for observing 
sat days, etc., which bad nut bee" 
Jummauiod, aud he says to them: 
“But now after that ye have known 
God, or rather are known of God, how 
turn ye again to the weak and beggar­
ly elements, wbereunto ye desire 
again to be in bondage? Ye observe 
days and months aud seasons and

papacy In which to worship God, 
, however pretty, or however fine, or 

however blgblv perfumed those rags 
may be.

7th. Tbe Encyclopedia Brlttaunlca 
further says (vol. vll.,/. 614): "Tbe 
sanctity of special times and places 
was an Idea quite alien from tbeearly 
Christian mind, loo profoundly ab­
sorbed In tbe events themselves to 
think of their external accidents." 
And Just in proportion as we are “pro­
foundly absorbed in tbe great events 
themselves" of Christ’s death and res­
urrection, will wo rejoice In them 
every dsy and care little or nothing 
for any special "days or seasons” for 
celebrating them.

Socrates, tbe church historian, says 
(Ch. Hist , v. 22): "Tbe apostles bad 
no thought of appointing festival 
days, but. of promoting a life of blame­
lessness and piety.” And It 1» a strik­
ing fact that precisely those lands to 
which Easter is most generally and 
moM faithfully observed are the lands 
ot Christendom where the least stress 
Is laid on "promoting a life of blame. 
icssneM and piety.” Witness—Spain, 
Italy. Mexico and Brazil.

The power of Baptists has everlieen 
In the Holy Spirit and the Bible. If 
they continue to preach the pure Gos: 
pel and to maintain spiritual worship 
they will In due Time lake the world. 
Our very cons! Hut Ion and pidlly give 
us tbe advantage of all other denomi­
nations along this Une. which Is the 
Hue along which every Baptist victory 
has lieen won. But whed Baptists 
turn away from the pure Gospel and 
spiritual worship to run after sensa­
tionalism and aesthetic worship, tbelr 
end will be near.' Others can so easi­
ly outstrip us along those Unes that 
we have no show at all. The Episco­
palians can have more aesthetic wor­
ship than we can have; the Roman 
Catholics can beat tbe Episcopalians; 
tbe Greek Catholics can beat tbe Ro­
man Calbollcs, and tbe Brahmins can 
beat the Greek Catholics. If we aban­
don the Une of spirituality and start 
out on the Une of aesthetics we should 
not stop sburt of becoming Brahmins. 
Let our churches go very slow In al­
lowing any ®rl of Easter celebrations 
In thulr wCfSblp, and let brethren go 
slow In mowing themselves to bo 
drawn Into such celebration*.

All sucb 
device* and celebrations designed to 
make worship “more attractive,” or 
for whatever purpose, are of the na­
ture of “will-worship,” forbidden in 
In Scripture. (See Col. 2:23 )

And tt was Just in this way that all 
the practices of Romanism were intro­
duced. Human nature being as it Is, 
tbe churches cannot be too careful in 
guarding against tbe Introduction of 
sucb things.

And, moreover, if ono begins this 
sort of thing, where will be stop? If 
he celebrate Easter, why not also 
celebrate Good Friday, Palm Sunday, 
Asb Wednesday, Whitsuntide, All 
Salnte Day, etc., etc., etc ? There is 
do stopplDg logically when once we be­
gin to go along that line.

3d. We celebrate the resurrection of 
Cbrlst every Lord’s Day in our wor­
ship, and In every baptism we admin­
ister.

Christmas is different, since It comes 
at tbe same time, Dec. 25th, every 
year. There I* a good deal we might 
say about Christmas which we may 
say ar some time, but certainly a day 
that varies through more than a 
month from year to year cannot be au 
anniversary. Did Cbrlst arise all tbe 
way along from March 221 to April 
25th? Indeed, It requires a very elab­
orate mathematical calculation to de­
termine the date of Easier for any giv­
enyear. By means of tbe tables, in­
vented by Aloysius Llllus, a Roman

What a comfort and Joy 
there Is In preaching to a large con­
gregation, where you can plainly see 
every face, and can make every word 
audible without effort on the part of 
speaker or hearers. Think not. O ex­
cellent reader, that such arrangements 
are a matter of course in a large 
church. Many a grand house of wor­
ship Is erected, by an ambitious build­
ing committee and a distinguished ar­
chitect, an ornament to the city, and 
all that, in which the half of 1,500 
people cannot al) see or hear, and in 
which, before a half hour Is ended, no­
body can breathe healthily or listen 
attentively.

Bring all the tithes 
Ipto God's storehouse, and be will 
open tbe windows of heaven and pour 
out an overwhelming blessing.

In commencing tbe second century 
of modern missions, we should free 
our boards of all Indebtedness; and we 
should lengthen our cords and 
strengthen our stakes. If all God's 
people will come up to tbe help of the 
Lord against the mighty powers of 
darkness, this century of missions 
will witness toe universal triumphs 
of Messiah's kingdom, and tbe heath­
en given to him for bis inheritance 
and tbe uttermost parte of tbe earth 
for bls possession.

beekeeping, but well to have some 
other kind of work, so that if the bees 
failed one would have something to 
fall back on for a living, yet tbe bees 
should not be neglected. This same 
speaker, Mro. Axtell by name, argued 
in favor of the large brood chambers, 
but E. S. Meade. In the Ohio Farmer, 
opposes tbe suggestion. He speaks as 
follows:

I will take-the small brood chamb­
ers every time and enlarge them to 
accommodate the queen. I might de­
cide differently if I had a large 
apiary, but only having a few colonies 
1 want small brood chambers. To get 
the most profit out of my bees I must 
have all the white, honey stored In 
the sections, consequently If I have 
large brood chambers, and there is but 
little dark honey, the bees will fill up 
the extia combs not used by the queen 
with white honey. This will dimin­
ish the surplus In proportion to tbe 
extra amount of room given below.

It is cheaper for me to feed sugar 
for winter stores and compel tbe bees 
to store as much of tbe white honey 
a* possible. With sugar at flve to live 
and a half cents a pound, and honey 
ready sale at sixteen cents per pound, 
wholesale, I can make good wages by 
feeding my bees for winter. I know 
by experience that twenty pounds of 
grkbulated sugar will make about 
twenty-seveo pounds of tolerably 
thick syrup,and i f fed to the bees at the 
right time there will be about twenty 
pounds when stored In the combs, or 
just about tbe same weight as tbe 
«ugar. The seven pounds of water to 
partly evaporated and possibly a 
small part of tbe sugar is consumed 
by the bees in transferring tbe syrup 
into the combs and sealing IL So 
there will be about twenty'pound* of 
syrup from tbe twenty ^pounds of 
augai, stored tn the cnmbsTtbat is, if 
the bees don’t have to build any comb 
to store tbe syrup in.

Twenty pounds of sugar at live 
cento per pound Is equal to *1.00. 
Twenty pounds of honey at sixtee* 
cents per pound~is equal to <3.30—a 
difference of <2.20 In favor of feeding. 
■Of course some allowance must be 
made for the honey consumed in mak­
ing the comb to store the extm 
amount of surplus honey In.

According to one report on “wu 
secretion,” w« find it takes about 
-eight pounds lof honey to make one 
pound of wax, or rather comb, to 
store tbe twenty pounds of hooey. 
The cost of the wax Is equal to four 
pounds of honey, or sixty-four cents. 
But I am pretty sure that most bee­
keepers would not get as good results 
as this, so we will allow one dollar Cor 
the coat of tbe comb, which still 
leaves<1.20 for the labor of feeding 
tbe twenty pounds of sugar. I tbiuk

Sparry.
Spurry 1* a plant that seems to be 

rapidly growing in favor with farmer* 
having poor land that they wish to 
improve. It i* thus described by J. 
M. Thorburn & Oo., seedsmen of New 
York City, tn their latest catalogue: 
Spurry I* an annual plant, extenalvely 
cultivated in Europe a* a winter pas­
ture for cattle and sheep. Milch cow* 
and iheep fed on it are said to yield 
superior milk, butter and mutton. It 
grow* so well on poor, dry, candy soil 
that it ha* been called “the clover of 
•andy land*.” If eown tn March, and 
then again in May, and afterward in 
July, it will produce three crop* upon 
tbe aame field in one season. These 
three crop*, if *ucce**lvely ploughed 
under, will Improve a barren soil so 
that It will now produce clover or 
winter grain. It to, therefore, recom­
mended to all who are seeking a plant 
that will be a fertilizer for light, 
sandy soil, and at the same time be of 
real value for forage. Tbe soil for 
spurry requires tbe same preparation 
aa for clover. It should be sown at 
tbe rate of fifteen pound* to the acre. 
It 1* In beat condition for pasture 
from four to six weeks after sowing, 
and it may be sown every month from 
March to August. It Is also valuable 
for “filling In” on pastures that have 
become thin.—Ek.

The Canker Worm.

Precaution, should be taken soon 
against the canker worm, that formid­
able pest of the orchard. Very early 
in spring, as soon as snow disappears, 
and perhaps before it has entirely 
gone, the moths ootue out of tbe 
ground where they bave remained in 
the pupa state. Tbe males can tly, 
but the female moths are without 
wings, aod are unable to reach the 
tree* except by crawling up tbe 
trunk*. Many plan* bave been de­
vised to prevent tbe ascent of the 
wingless moth. A common one, says 
a writer in tbe New York Tribune, ia 
to take piece* ot board, ent in seml- 
clrcleA and fasten them together 
around the stem of tbe tree. The 
spaces between tbe boards and tree 
are stopped with rag* or tow, and the 
under side of the ring covered thickly 
with tar. Being protected from the 
direct ray* of the *un,- the tar will re­
main io place for roue time. Band* 
of tin, zinc or heavy paper, daubed 
with printer'* Ink or some sticky mix­
ture, are also effective. A preventive 
measure that is sometimes employed

from the oven, and presto: the jelly 
“mother made.”
