Do Christian 
parents fall to take their children to ] 
their places of worship?

Tbe great mission of Christ’s । 
churches Is to “teach all nations.” , 
This great duty is always paramount. , 
The church that neglects to take part 
In this work falls of its highest duty, ( 
and mostexalted privilege. Surely no 
orderly church of God can fall to ap- J 
predate the primal importance of ( 
teaching its members and their chil­
dren this solemn obligation. But what , 
of our pastors, wboclalm to be specially { 
called of God to preach the Gospel to 
every creature? What must be their 
mortification to learn that “tbe vast ( 
mass of our children are unreached by 
any regular missionary teaching?'' It ( 
is both their duty and their privilege , 
to preach tbe Gospel of missions regu­
larly, from Sabbath to Sabbath, and ( 
from year to year, to all their congre- ' 
gallons. Have they failed to reach , 
"the vast mass of our children?” So , 
thinks Dr. Bell, and Dr. Bell has 
mingled freely among them. Then 
tbe churches have organized and kept 
under their control (where the socie­
ties have not taken possession of ' 
them} Sunday-schools, for the express ' 
purpose of giving tbe children "regu* ( 
lar missionary teaching,” among oth- ' 
er Scriptural instructions. Have both , 
God's churches and God’s ministers 
left unreacbed by any regular mis­
sionary teaching the vast mass of our 
children? So thinks Dr. Bell, and he 
may be, In too large a measure, cor­
rect. But, It so, how fearful the re­
sponsibility Incurred by these divine­
ly ordained agencies!

But now that, as Dr. Bell thinks, 
both Christ's churches and Christ's 
ministers, as well as Christian fami­
lies, especially ordained of God to give 
a knowledge of tbe Gospel to tbe 
world, have all proved a failure, at 
least in so far as the Instruction of 
children is concerned, what is tbe 
remedy proposed? Dr. Bell says: "At 
the request the Convention [?] the 
W. M. U. is striving to reach the chil­
dren of our Southland, and Interest 
them in missions." Did tbe Conven­
tion make such a request? and if so, 
what authority bad it to ignore tbe 
cburcbes, the ministersand the Chris­
tian families of our Southland, God’s

But there Is a dangerously subtle I 
philosophical principle Involved In < 
this cheap ritualistic display, that is < 
too much overlooked. It Is not possl- I 
ble for us to worship Jehovah through < 
these “very attractive” toys, or teach i 
the nature of his attributes by means ; 
of these vain displays, so pleasurable I 
to corrupt human flesh. God Is Wor­
shipped only in spirit and in truth, I 
and we can learn the nature of bl* at­
tributes only through tbe sincere 
study of his Word. Attractive toy* 
In tbe place* of worship are of tbe na­
ture of idol images, and ritualistic 
performances around them, genial, 
"entertaining" to our corrupt flesh, i 
differ only in form, if even In that. । 
from heathen worship. Tbe Roman 
Catholics and High Church Episcopal­
ians have already gone far Into idola­
try. Do the good sisters at Baltimore 
desire our children to follow them, 
though it be, for the time, afar off? 
They could make little progress In in­
troducing to our Sunday-schools tbelr 
Idolatrous symbol* and rituals (whlcb 
I am sure they do notjntend as such) 
without our co-operation. But It now 
appears that they have captured our 
Sunday-school Board, whlcb promises, 
through it* secretary, to aid them In 
establishing the observance of day*, 
and the Introduction of rituals, or, a* 
they term it, program*.

Speaking of Children’s Day, Dr. 
Bell says: "We are laboring with you 
to have the Influence of this day more 
and more extended a* tbeiyears come 
and go." Dr. Beil Is th? secretary of 
the Sunday-school BoSrd, and, of 
course, speaks with authority. The 
Board, then, is pledged to help the 
W. M. U. to extend tbe influence of 
Children’s Day, aod, presumably, 
Christmas Day, Easter Day and such 
other festival days a* that Society 
may appoint. We had expected the 

’ Sunday-school Board to furnish a sim­
ple, Scriptural literature that would 
aid Christian parents, cburcbes and 

' Sunday-schools to teach our children 
the boly Word of God, and maintain 
among them tbe reverent, spiritual 

' worship of Jehovah, after the manner 
of our fathers. But, Instead, It Is pro­
posing to aid In Introducing and os- 

’ tabllsblng tbe vicious custom* of tbe 
enemies of tbe cross of Christ.

Be It said, to tbe honor of Christ's 
, cburcbes, that wltb tbem no one of 
’ these gala days, religious festl- 
, vals and pompous rituals has origl- 
( naled. Nor have they been intro- 
। duopd or suggested by associations or 

conventions formed by direct authori- 
। ty of tbe churches. They have all 
। come through the meddling of outside 

organizations with tbe internal affairs 
of tbe cburcbes. It Is that type of 
organization, Independent of Christ's 

j churches, whlcb collects and disburses 
money, the love of whlcb is the root 
of all manner of evil, that we have

Mission Method*.

be an urgent demand for the enlarge­
ment of our mission work in all land*, 
and such earnest appeal* were being 
made for men and money, it seem* 
unfortunate that such persistent ef­
fort* should be made for the readjust­
ment of our plans of operation. Meth­
ods adopted more than a hundred 
years ago are being severely criticized 
and abandoned. Why sot Have these 
been Ineffectual? Ha* past experi­
ence proved tbe folly of them? Have 
the pleas pursued by others been more 
satisfactory or successful? In many 
cases Baptist" churches and ^oda- 
tlons have been rent asunder because 
of a difference with regard to meth­
ods of mission work, and io some cases 
have continued apart with the same 
abstract of principles.

In one association, that part oppos­
ing our methods, numbering four hun­
dred members, has, In sixty years, de­
clined to about two hundred, while 
the otber part, numbering eight hun­
dred, co-operating with our mission­
ary boards, has Increased In sixty 
years to about seven thousand. Tbe 
former claiming to be the Primitive 
Baptists and tn favor of mission work, 
but opposed to boards and agents.

I claim that our methods of mission 
work are in harmony with the exam- 
ole and teaching of Christ and bls 
apostles, and past experience has 
proven tbe wisdom of tbem. Operat­
ing under the same great commission, 
our cburcbes are charged wltb tbe 
execution of It In any way that will 
fulfil Ite conditions.

First Is the command. “Go ye." As 
to tbe way of going, nothing is said, 
and hence the churches were left to 
choose tbelr own way. Ooe thing 
seems evident, and that is that these 
churches did not go In a body. A 
large number of the members at 
Jerusalem, being scattered abroad by 
persecution, went everywhere preach­
ing the Word. The church at An­
tioch, in executing this Commission, 
sent Paul and Barnabas out to preach 
the Gospel to the GsfUle*. They 
represented this ^rch a'dU reported 
tbelr work to it. Where they went, 
this church went. They travelled on 
foot and in ships (Paul once on horse­
back). In this work Paul and his 
fellow-laborers sometimes defrayed

mony with, them, in executing tbe 
command to preach the Gospel to 
every creature. Agents and boards 
are legitimate and scriptural. Such 
have been a recognized necessity, and 
experience has demonstrated the wis­
dom of tbelr appointment. With re­
gard to the use of these methods, we 
do not assume any more liberty than 
we do as to tbe time, places and man­
ner of preaching the Gospel. In 
these things we are left to tbe exer­
cise of our own judgments, as we are 
with regard to arrangements for bap­
tising and observing tbe Lord's Sup­
per. In the absence of full details as 
to plans (about which we may differ, 
as Paul and Barnabas did as to tbe 
workers,) for conducting this work, 
now so wonderfolly enlarged and.sig­
nally blessed of God, it seems unwise 
to have the methods now In success­
ful operation subjected to such dam­
aging criticisms. It awakens suspic­
ion at least that the enemy of right­
eousness is thereby endm voting to 
counteract the results of our’Centen- 
nlal efforts In tbe enlargement of the 
work, by creating a division among 
our people.

It Is truly distressing to think of 
our Boards being oppressed with an 
increasing and justly contracted debt 
(contracted In accordance with In-1 
struetlon of the Convention), and our! 
missionaries reduced to the necessity I 
of enduring anxiety and hardships, as 
possibly resulting In part from divers 
attacks upon tbe methods of tbe Con-' 
ven tlon.

Brethren, let there be no divisions 
among us In the face of tbe enemy 
and of this debt, no distrusting of tbe 
leaders of our own appointment, and 
no unfaithfulness to the missionaries, 
but let us make an earnest and imme­
diate effort to meet the obligations 
which God In bls providence has laid 
upon us. Our brethren and sisters 
are down In tbe dark mines, let us 
bold the ropes. The methods adopted 
for doing this when Carey and Judson 
embarked In this great work are good 
enough for tbe present if wisely used. 
Let us pray more for our Boards and 
missionaries, and God will dispose us 
to give more.

These churches bad some plan for 
raising this money, possibly by such 
spontaneous giving as at Jerusalem, 
or at stated times, as Paul gave direc­
tions to tbe churches of Macedonia in 
contributing to tbe poor. And a* be 
and others acted a* agents in secur­
ing money for these, and also In con­
veying and distributing tbe same, 
may we not reasonably inter that tbe 
same methods were adopted with re­
gard to money for mission work? As 
there was a bond of union between 
tbe cburcbes, all of the same faith, 
from what is written about them, 
there was some concert of action and 
co-operation with regard to these con­
tributions, appointing joint mes­
sengers to accompany Paul and aid 
him In the wnrk of ministering to tbe 
poor saints In Judea. These consti­
tuted a committee or board for this 
special work. Tbe seven, now desig­
nated as deacons, were essentially 
such a board, having charge of fond* 
contributed to tbe cause of Christ

Again, as our Lard Jesus gave com­
mand to bis apostle* to go and make 
disciples of all nation*. bqset them 
in the church to super! nteno^e work 
entrusted to bls churches, to be re­
sponsible to tbe cburcbes, and yet to 
lead tbem in this work.

Tbe apostles were essential!' a mis­
sionary board as well as missionaries, 
establishing cburcbes and having 
oversight of tbem (though not having 
dominion over their faith) Impor­
tant questions arising In tbe prosecu­
tion of missions were referred to them 
and tbe churcb at Jerusalem, so as to 
secure concert of action with regard 
to Gentile converts.

Having his face naturally turned 
from God, tbe further the sinner pro­
ceeds, tbe more remote be Is from 
God, and every Impulse which be feels, 
Instead of bringing bls spu! nearer, 
drives It further from the oentre of 
perfection. If it were possible to sit 
still and do nothing, be would cer­
tainly perish through hi* own neglect. 
If be exercise hl* strength, he only 
stirs up a centrifugal force which 
drives him to perdition- But will not 
this doctrine tend to paralyze tbe ef­
fort* of tbe sinner for salvation? A nd 
what then? Tbe more completely hl* 
self-righteous strengthen* paralyzed, 
tbe better. No man can trust God 
and himself atonce. Our self-reliance 
must be destroyed, or It will destroy 
u*.

To appreciate tbe remedy we must 
know tbe disease Every man should 
bow down before God under tbe humil­
iating consciousness that be I* a 
member of an apostate race; tbe son 
of a rebellious parent: estranged from 
God, aod exposed to bls displeasure. 
Every mao should tbaokfully embrace 
tbe means provided for bls restoration 
to tbe divine favor.

The representative character of 
Adam draw* after it tbe representa­
tive character of Christ. Nothing can 
tie plainer from Scripture than that 
Adam and Christ sustained peculiar 
relations to tbe human family: In so 
much that they are called by tbe 
Apostle "the first man” and "tbe 
second mao," a* if tbe whole race were 
either annihilated In tbelr presence 
or absorbed In llyclr persons. Tbe 
whole doctrine of atonement, which 

I constitutes tbe sum of tbe Gospel, I* 
built upon tbe representative charac­
ter and relation of the Lord Jesus 
Cbrlit. This divine person I* every­
where spoken of In the Scripture as a 
sacrifice for iln.—Occident.

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The Apostle uses here a striking 
and solemn figure, which 1s much 
veiled for the English reader by the 
ambiguity attaching to the word “con­
cluded.” It literally means "shut 
up," and to to be taken in its literal 
sense of confining, and not In Its sec­
ondary sense of inferring. So, then, 
we are to conceive of a vast prison- 
house In which mankind is confined. 
And then, very characteristically, the 
Apostle passes at once to another

“under sin.” What a moment before 
had presented itself to bl. vivid im­
agination as a great dungeon is now

Ing down upon those beneath: if, In­
deed, we are not, perhaps, rather to 
think of the low roof of the dark 
dungeon as weighing on the cap­
tives.

Further, be ears that Scripture has 
driven men into this captivity. That, 
of course, cannot mean that revela­
tion makes us sinners, but It does 
mean that it makes us more guilty, 
and that it declares the fact of hu­
man sinfulness as no other voice has 
ever done. And then the grimness of 
the picture Is all relieved and ex­
plained, and the office ascribed to 
God’s revelation harmonized with 
God’s love, by the strong, steady beam 
of light that falls from the last words, 
which tell us that the prisoners have 
not been bound in chains for desualr 
or death, but in order that, gathered 
together in a common doleful des­
tiny, they may become recipients of a 
common blessed salvation, and emerge 
into Liberty and light through faith in

ible characters, in proportion to Ite 
magnitude, upon our characters and 
lives. All human acta have perpetual 
consequences. The kick of tbe rifle 
against the shoulder of the man that 
fires It is as certain as tbe flight of 
a bullet from its muzzle. Tbe obalk 
cliffs that rise above the Channel en­
tomb and perpetuate the relics of 
myriads of evanescent lives; and our 
fleetlog deeds are similarly preserved 
In our present selves. Everything 
that a man wills, whether It passes 
Into external life or hot, leaves, tn Its 
measure, Ineffaceable Impressions on 
himself. And so we are not only 
dungeoned in, but weighed upon 
by, and Ue under, the evil that we

facts of our condition. And so we 
build uo ■ barrier between ourselves 
and God, and God’s grace, which noth­
ing short of that grace and an omnip­
otent Love and an all-powerful Re­
deemer can ever pull down.

All sin to ImprisoomenL That Is 
the direct contrary of tbe notion 
many people have. They say to them­
selves, "Why should I be fettered and 
confined by these antiquated restric­
tions of a conventional morality? 
Why should I not break tbe bonds 
and do as I like?” And they laugh at 
Christian people who recognize the 
limitations under which God's law 
has put them; and tells us that we 
are “cold-blooded folks who live by 
rule," and contrast their own broad 
“emancipation from narrow preju- 
dloe.” But tbe reality Is the other 
way. 'The man that does wrong to a 
slave In the measure lu which be does 
IL If you want to find out—and 
mark this, you young people, who 
may be deceived by tbe false contrasts 
between the restraints of duty and 
the freedom of living a dissolute life 
—If you want to find out bow utterly 
“be that oommltteth sin Is tbe slave 
of sin," try to break it off and you will 
find It eut fast enough. You all 
know, alas! the impotence of the will 
when it comes to band grips wltb 
some evil to which we have become 
habituated; and bow we determine 
and determine, and try, and fall, and 
determine again, with no better re- 
sulL We are tbe slaves of our own

hindered by his lower self from doing 
that which his betterself tells him be 
ought to do. The tempter comes to 
you, and says, "Come and do this 
thing, Just for once. You can leave 
off when you like, you know. There 
is no need to do ft a second time." 
And when you have done it be changes

and you cannot get out. You have 
done It once; and In my vocabulary 
once means twice, and once and twice 
mean always.

I with much earnestness, this thought, 
, that until we have laid to heart God’s 
; message about our owe personal sin- 
! fulness we have not got to the place 
: where we can in the least understand 
. the true meaning of bls Gospel or the 
f true work of his Son. May I say that 
r I for one, am old-fashioned enough to 
I look with great apprenslon on certain 
r tendencies of present-day presenta- 
। tlons of Christianity which, whilst 
, they dwell much upon the social 
। blessings which it brings, do seem to 
■ me to be in great peril of obscuring’ 
। the central characteristic of the Gos- 
. pel, that is addressed to sinful men, 

and that the only way by which indl- 
• vlduals can come todlbe possession of 

any of Ite blessings Is by coming as 
। penitent sinners, and casting them­

selves on the mercy of God in Jesus 
Christ. The beginning of all Ues

. here, where Paul puts it, “the Scrip­
ture bath herded all men," In droves. 
Into the prison, that It might have, 
mercy upon all.

Dear friend, as the old proverb has 
It, deceit lurks lu generalities. I 
have no doubt you are perfectly will­
ing to admit that all are sinful. Come 
a little closer to the truth, 1 beseech 
you, and say each 1s sinful, and I am 
one of the captives.

III. And so. lastly, the breaker of । 
the prison-house.

I need not spend your time in com­
menting on the final words of this 
text. Suffice It to gather their gener­
al purport and scope. The appar­
ently stern treatment which God by i 
revelation applies to the whole mass 
of mankind to really the tenderest ' 
beneficence. He has shut them up in { 
the prison-house in order that, thus i 
shut up, they may the more eagerly 1 
apprehend and welcome the advent of ( 
the Deliverer. He tells us each the j 
state, in order that we may the more . 
lung tor, and tbe more closely grasp, । 
the great mercy which reverses tbe ' 
state. And so how shallow and bow । 
unfair it Is to talk about evangelical I 
Christianity as being gloomy, stern or 1 
misanthropical! You do not call a * 
doctor unkind because be tells an un- , 
suspecting patient that bls disease Is «

I which is professedly the divinity guide 
, of the university. A secular journal 

has no place In the arena of religious 
controversy except that of a disinter- 

1 ested observer, a faithful commen­
tator.

Dr. Harper is held In high esteem 
as a scholar and as a man; and tbe en- 

‘ tire community, in whose midst this 
1 great Institution has been placed, de- 
। sire nothing but Ite prosperity, which 
• Is forever allledjpltb their own repu­

tation and ougft to be a powerful fac­
tor for good in tbe future of Chicago. 
The Baptist church has also equal 
claims with all Ito contemporaries on 
secular deference; It has special 
righto, it will be conceded, in the uni­
versity— for endowment implied the con­
dition that the divinity taught in He theo­
logical school should rrjlcct the creed of 
Ihat church.

The Baptist communion takes deep­
ly to heart Dr. Harper’s discourses on 
tbe first book of tbe Old Testament.

r Quiet efforta^ve been made to re­
strain expression of wounded sensi­
bility; and tbere Is no lack of courtesy 
tor Dr. Harper himself. But tbe 
question arises on every side, why 
Odes Dr. Harper, wboshelters himself 
behind tbe saying that be is a teacher 
and dot a preacher, teach theology? 
WAv, if he teach theology, does he nol 

teach the accepted creed of the church to 
which the unmnity ie attached? Why, 
11 only a teacher in tbe ordinary sense 
of tbe word, and not a preacber, does 
be not permit tbe preachers of the 
university to be teacners of their por­
tion of tbe curriculum?

Dr. Harper complained that reports 
In tbe newspapers were misleading 
because Inaccurate In their represen­
tations' ot bls lectures on Genesis. 
Tbe president ot the university also 
said tbat tbere are scarcely any re­
porters in Chicago wbo could report 
those lectures; and he added, mrdeetly, ! 
that he doubted if he could report them 
himself. ।

Is tnls comrnensuiate with the re- i 
aponslbllltles Involved in interpreting 
tne fundamentals of religious belief? 
Does Dr. Harper mean to say tbat a 1 
preacher ought to be perspicuous; । 
should be within tbe comprehension , 
of everybody; and tbat a teacher may . 
be so vague, yet so subtle, so Infinites­
imally precise and yet so Intangible ( 
as to be practically unintelligible to < 
even himseif as a reporter ot himself? <

If trained reporters and if Dr. Harper, 
with all hie attuinmenU, could not under­
stand the teacher behind hu desk when ex- *

against Bathsheba. And yeL wltb 
all that tangle of offenses against all 
these people, be says, "Against tbee, 
thee only." YesI Because, accurate­
ly speaking, tbe sin had reference to 
God, and to God alone. And I want 
for myself and for you to cultivate 
the habit of connecting, thus, all our 
actions, and especially our Imperfec­
tions and our faults, with the thought 
of God that we may learn how uni­
versal Is tbe enclosure of mao in this 
dreadful prison-house.

II. And so, I come, in the second 
place, to look at the guardian of the 
prison.

That is a strange phrase of my text 
attributing the shutting of men op 
In this prison-house to the merciful 
revelation of God In the Scripture. 
And It Is made still more striking and 
strange by another edition of tbe 
same expression in tbe Epistle to tbe 
Romans, where Paul directly traces 
the “concluding all In disobedience'' 
to God himself.

There may be other subtle thoughts 
connected with that expression which 
I do not need to enter upon now. But 
one that I would dwell upon, for a 
moment, Is this, that one great pur­
pose of Scripture is to convince us 
that we are sinful In God's sight. 1 
do not need to remind you, I suppose, 
bow that was, one might almost say, 
tbe dominant Intention of tbe whole 
ot tbe ceremonial and moral law of 
Israel, and explains Ite many else in­
explicable and apparently petty com­
mandments and prohibitions. They 
were all meant to emphasize the dif­
ference between rlgbt and wrong, obe­
dience and disobedience, and so to 
drive home to men's hearts tbe con­
sciousness that they had broken tbe 
commandments of the living God. 
And although tbe Gospel comes wltb 
a very different guise from that an­
cient order, and is primarily gift and 
not law, a Gospel of forgiveness, and 
not tbe promulgation of duty or tbe 
threatening of condemnation, yet 
it, too, has for one of Ite main pur- i 
poses, which must be accomplished in i 
tie before It can reach its highest alm - 
in us, tbe kindling in men's hearts of i 
tbe same consciousness that they are 1 
sinful men In God's sight 1

Ah, brethren, we all need it. There : 
is nothing that we need more than to < 
have driven deep into us the pene- 1

cured It will be fatal. No more should 
a man jArn away from Christianity, 
or th^ik It harsh and sour because It 
speaks plain truths. The question 
is, are they true? noL are they pleas-
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tratlng point of that conviction. 
There must be some external stand­
ard within them. Your conscience Is 
only you, fudging on moral questions, 
and, of course, as you change, It will 
change too. A man's whole state de­
termines the voice with which con­
science shall speak to Llm. And so 
the worse be I», and the more he needs 
IL the less ho has 1L The rebels cut 
tbe telegraph wires; the waves break
tbe bell that bangs on the reef, 
and so tbe black rocks get many a 
wreck to gnaw with their sharp teeth.

If you and I and all our fellows, are 
shut up in this prison-house of sin, 
then it Is quite clear that nene of us 
can do anything to get ourselves ouL 
And so tbe way is prepared for that 
great message with which Jesus 
opened bis ministry, and which, 
whilst it baa a far wider application 
and reference to social as well as to 
Individual evils, begins with tbe proc­
lamation of liberty to tbe captives, 
and tbe opening of tbe prison to them 
that are bound.

dameruols of nUgionT
This reveals tne essential error, ac- 

oordlng to kind and appreciative opin­
ion, in tbese lectures on Genesis. 
They have not been intelligible to 
those for wbom t>ey were specifically 
dMlgned, and upon whose plastic 
minds they have left a vital, If unrea­
soned, Impression. It an expert re­
porter could not transcribe any of 
these lectures sq as to preserve sub 
siaollal Justice of tbeir meaning, bow 
are tbe boys and girls of tbe universi­
ty to interpret them to themselves or 
to explain them toothers ten minutes 
after Dr. Harper has quitted the 
teacher's desk?

Tbe Cbrlsuan code, be Ite variations 
of form wbattbey may, must preserve 
intact at least a minimum ot clear 
ideal, for what to outside the Ideal In 
religion 1s not of prime Importance. 
That minimum of ideal. Indispensa­
ble for preservation of Christianity 
has been assailed in turn by naturhm' 
by rationalism, by materialism and 
by agnosticism, and it has successful­
ly withstood ail, but Dr. Harper s mode 
of teaching Chrietianity must be designated 
by a rate name. It is, in fffia, religious 
nihilism.

Ninuism purposes simply to disin­
tegrate. It is tbe unintelligible in so­
cial and political organization. Tbe 
principle may be applied to religious 
traditions and facte.

Rationalism makes a clear proposal 
to those H addresses, it says: You I 
must reject what is not reconcilable 
with human reason, and you must 
bund up a new structure on that foun- 
Nation. Materialism is equally ex- 
pllcIL Lt seeks to eliminate all 
lueaiuy and substitute that with u 
strictly material edifice. Naturismls 
tne still lower expression of amalga­
mated rationalism and materialism 
Religious nihilism, while, like agnos- ' 
ticlsm, negative In general, does not 
say wltb agnosticism, 1 do not know. । 
Jieligious nihilism says, 1 know all about , 
U perlicUy. but u u impossible to make 
myself understood.

• In creed or practice, here thev are one.

I have always urged this as tbe real

session I wouldn't examine any one 
about church creeds or experiences, 
but I would walk him straight up to 
tbe collection plate and ask him to 
exercise his gifts.

I have traveled since I left Tung 
Obow last September about 700 or 800 
miles mostly In connection with look 
Ing out cities in which to locate, and 
then later to look after renting bouses.

Is one of the 
centres In which we of the Goepel 
Mission hope to locate. It Is a pros­
perous interior city of about 100,000 
people, and surrounded by a fine agri­
cultural region. We have made sev­
eral tripe there—Dr. Crawford two, 
myself two, and Bro. League two, but 
have not yet succeeded in renting. 
This renting of houses lu Chinese 
cities In which foreigners have not 
lived before is very difficult, some­
times requiring years Instead of a 
few days, as one might suppose it 
would.

Wb think the brethren who. in the 
columns of tbe Chriltian hdrx, reply 
to Gen. T. J. Morgan, go farther than 
there is any real occasion for. We do 
not thjnk tbe General meant to be of­
fensive to tbe South, nor that be In­
tended to raise lb* sectlocal Issue, 
and we regret that our brethren should 
be so ready to get aaectlonal meaning 
out of bls language. For example, 
when he referred to the "rebellion" 
he meant, we are sure, no reflection 
on tbe Southern people. It must be 
admitted that If the seat of the high 
eat civil autborlty was io tbe general 
government at Washington, then the 
seceding states were In rebellion, 
while if, as the Southern people be­
lieved, tbe highest Civil autborlty was 
In tbe state, tben there was no rebel­
lion in secession. For this reason 
Northern people speak of the war be 
tween the states as "tbe rebellion," 
while Southern people eschew that 
term. Gen. Morgan simply used tbe 
term to which be was accustomed, 
and which indicated his belief that 
the highest civil authority was in the 
general government—and that was 
the view of the case he fought to 
establish.

As we have previously pointed out, 
Gen. Morgan dots not fully under­
stand tbe South. Tbe atmosphere he

The Bishops regard tbe Historic 
Episcopate in tbe same way that tbe 
Baptist* regard Believers' Baptism. 
If. tben, there Is any organic church 
union including these two sects. It I* 
clear that It must be on the basis of 
the Historic Episcopate and Believers'
Baptism- Whether the acceptance of 
those two articles Is de«lraole 1* a 
question which will be differently an- 
swered, but until there Is a marked 
change there can be no union without 
the acceptance of those two condl 
Lions. Tbe Episcopalians must be­
come Baptists, and tbe Baptists must 
i>ecome Episcopalians. .We do not see 
that this would involvw any sacrifice 
of principle on either side if It were 
judged expedient. It is much to get 
the ultimatum of twq prominent de- 
nomluatlonson this subject. If other 
denominations tn some way would 
give to tbe Christian world their ulti­
matum. we might hope soon to discov­
er wnat it really Is that divides the 
Church.

There I* no use In any denomina­
tion's laying down tbelr “ultimatum.” 
The only result would be as many ul­
timatums as there are denominations, 
and no real pngress would be made 
toward Christian union. We see no 
way but that indicated by the Bap­
tists, nut as an ultimatum at all, but 
as a means of getting at tbe truth. 
Let the general bodies of all the de- 
n .minatlous appoint representative 
scholars, not to tire ultimatums at 
each other, but to consider wbat tbe 
Bible teaches >n tbe points of differ- 
once. Tbe teaching of tbe Bible is 
the only basis-on which union Is eith­
er desirable or pjsslbie, and an honest 
< Sort U, determine what Is Bible 
teaching, Is tbe only way to ma|fftany 
real progress toward Christian union. 
What objection has the 'hulhofc to this 
course? What objection can anybody 
have to it? ir Episcopalian teaching 
be in Hue with Bible teaching, then 
it cannot suffer by tbe proposed con­
ference. Su for the other doctrines. 
No Methodist who believes the Bible 
teaches Metbodlsm has any reason for 
opposing tbe proposed conference. If 
Baptist doctrine be Bible doctrine, as 
we believe it is, tben Baptista need 
have no fear. Somebody 1* wrong; 
and, when we unite, al) ought to be 
right. Ho^ can those who are wrong 
be set rigfit except by an appeal to the 
one authority—the Bible? Let all 
who favor Christian union favor the 
proposed conference. We hope the

Not a single "result" have they 
reached, which was not reacbed by 
Infidels a century ago. So, even were 
we to admit that we should receive a 
a new thing because it is new, and 
break “the bondage of preconceived 
opinion," while we reject what >■ old 
because it is old and In accord with 
"preconceived opinions," we must on 
this principle reject the “higher criti­
cism." Of all tbe farcical tads that 
were ever palmed off on a gullible 
public this so-called “blgher’oritlcism" 
as represented by men like Prof. 
Cbeyne is tbe most farcical.

G. Finney, Jacob Knapp, 
Earl, Varley and many others who 
might be called professional evangel- 
iate, but the leaders of this movement 
are pastors of churches wbo for a sea­
son undertake to "do tbe work of an 
evangelist;" to be helpers of tbelr 
brethren, serving for loro and "fel­
low helpers of tbe truth." This is 
tbe Southern way. Tbe methods em­
ployed by Mr. Moody during tbe last 
summer and early autumn in Cblcago 
during tbe World's Fair are adopted, 
viz : complete organization, great 
central meetings, with separate sim­
ultaneous meetings in various church­
es, conducted, by the ablest and most 
experienced preachers, helped by lay­
men, willing to work, and also to pay 
over the Lord's money entrusted to 
them.*

Ass< elated with Mr. Moody In Chi­
cago were Bev. A. C. Dixon, pastor of 
tbe Hanson Place Baptist cburcb. 
Brooklyn, a North Carolinian, aud 
H. M. Wharton, pastor of tbe Brant- 
ly Baptist church, Baltimore, a Vir­
ginian. These brethren, so well 
known to your readers, were among 
tbe most attractive and effective, 
preachers there. They bave worked 
togetbe-, bolding meetings In the 
open air, in balls and In ohurebns In 
Brooklyn, during the past three years I 
where they bad learned much.

On much better land, where no fertil­
izer was used, the grain was so infe­
rior that; after taking out with tbe 
fannlng-mlll five or six quarts to the 
bushel it still graded only No. 3. In 
my neighborhood little fertilizer is 
used, but a few miles north of my 
farm is a neighborhood where most of 
the farms use it, and the records of 
tbe threaber-men show that the yield 
of wheat per acre there, is fifty per 
cent, above that of near localities 
where fertilizers are not used. Fre­
quently tbe Increase of grass or clover 
the second year, Is sufficient to pay 
tbe entire coet of the fertilizer, and I
have known fields where stripe have 
been left unfertilized to compare with

and many enormous yields are being 
reported. Now, excessive lactation is 
always dangerous te any female. It 
is tbe most serious of all drains upon 
the constitution, both human and 
brute; especially when long continued, 
without intermission and restorative 
care. Excessive and rich feeding will 
not compensate for such an overdraft; 
nor will coddling in tightly construct­
ed stables. It is astonishing that any 
man of good sense should even Imag­
ine that It could be so. Already we 
hear that tbe Jerqpy craze is over, and 
the bubble is burst; if so, our fancy 
Jersey breeders are responsible for it, 
by thlsiunnatural pressure tbey have 
put upon '.their cows to get a record 
for phenomenal production. The 
best boiler will burst if you crowd the 
fire and overweight tbe safety-valve. 
It is worse than folly, it Is a crime, to 
keep crowding dairy cows In an un­
naturally heated stable, and overfeed­
ing them on rich efuod. Let every 
thoughtful farmer consider well these 
facta; and let him be content to have 
a healthy and vigorous herd, without 
asking them for a greater average 
yield than one pound a day for 300 
days. This, in my Judgment, is the 
extreme limit of safety.-Examlner.

Many farmers expect too much of 

commercial fertilizers. They wIlll ap­
ply 200 lb. to the acre, costing only S3 
or *3 50, and denounce II as worthless 
If they do not see ss good results as 
from fifteen or twenty tons of stable 
manure, which would coat io cash and 
labor a dollar or more a ton. Or they 
will apply the fertilizer on a rough 
cloddy field so that much of It is lost. 
The use of commercial fertilizer be- 
lougs to good farming, and it should 
always be applied on a th rough ^pre­
pared seed-bed. I earnestly advise 
farmers to experiment on a small scale 
with several brands of fertilizers until 
they can settle definitely whether or 
not they can use any kind at a profit, 
and If they find that they can, then it 
will be time enough to buy largely.
