clergy that the chief business of tbe 
preacher Is to entertain and amuse. 
This Is not true of many—it may be of 
some. If so, It Is the fault of the 
churches and the Sunday-schools. 
The Sunday-schools train the chil­
dren to believe that tbelr pleasure 1* 
to be consulted in woisblp, and the 
churches inquire for preachers who 
will “draw.”

“They," says Dr. Briggs (that Is 
the scholars and teachers), " will ex­
amine into this matter for them­
selves.’’ “They will see that the doc­
umentary theory is recognized”—" will 
look at the documents as separated bv 
Driver, Bacon, Harper and others." 
The learned Doctor must have had a 
different experience from the average 
pastor or Sunday-school teacher.

I have already gotten myself Into 
water so hot it can’t be made hotter. 
So I may a* well relieve my mind by , 
saying It is the duty of the Conven­
tion to attend strictly to its own bus- , 
Ines*, and not to undertake the busi­
ness which belong* either to tie 
churches or to the government. Run' 
nlng tbe churches in any shape or । 
any particular Is no part of Its work.

In regard to the last question, I can 
only say briefly that making money Is 
not tbe business of any such body as . 
the Convention, and certainly losing , 
money is not. I believe in Baptist , 
schools and Baptist papers and Bap- j 
list books: but ft 1* t*st that these 
should.- be left to Baptist enterprise । 
among individuals. If there were no , 
publishing bouses and book stores 
among Baptists within tbe territory

Tbe preacher makes a pleasing im­
pression with certain kinds of sermon* 
and method* of work, and there 1* a 
temptation to move on In the same 
old groove* because It requires but 
little effort. Thus we sometime* see 
a pastor and bl* chureh both dead, 
but like other llfele** thing* en­
tirely Insensible of tbelr condition.

(2) Tbe spirit of enterprise will die 
If It I* not fanned Intollfe dally. Tbe 
preacher will be inclined to “let well 
enough alone." There I* tbe absence 
of the Inspiration that comes from 
new relation* and new congregation*. 
The sameness and monotony come in 
to make a dull drag.

(3) Then it I* seldom that a man 
can wield a large influence with all 
classes of a community. One will 
succeed in reaching with his style of 
preaching one clan of bearers, and an­
other a different clan. It lak a a 
man of unusual resources to bold the 
attention of people of all conditions 
for a long period of year*. Many men 
cannot stand tbe strain of getting up 
fresh material for the pulpit, where, 
in addition to much pastoral work, tbe 
people demand from two to three ser­
mons each week. Where are tbe 
preachers who have given their hear­
ers two first-rate sermons each week 
for years in succession?

|4) Tbe determination Ur remain 
in a pastorate for a long time may 
sometimes keep one from a larger aud 
more useful work. Are there not men 
wbo might accomplish more good by 
a change, wbo decline calls to other 
fields merely for the sake of perman­
ency? Are there not other* wbo are 
pining for other fields, who remain 
long after tbelr day of usefulness has 
passed because no prominent church 
has called them? A brother wbo re­
marked that although bls work was 
done io-,tbe church he was then serv­
ing, he bld not Intend to resign until 
“something bigger presented itself,” 
voiced tbe sentiments of not a few. 
A church sometimes suffers because 
the preacher stay* too long. The

The crying offence of minorities Is 
the thieving habll Word stealing, 
kleptomania in tbe direction of voca­
bularies, is tbe first, as it is the surest 
refuge of tbe innovator. Especially 
I* tbit form of appropriation indulged 
bv tbe underground heretic. It is a 
favorite—almost a uniform method 
of vagarist* and speculators to shelter 
their wandering fantasies under the 
garb of old and reputable vocabularies. 
By this means tbe value of old associ­
ations, and tbe traditional institutions 
can be borrowed to support tbe new 
error. The Innovator himself can 
claim tbe best of company, and often 
serve tbe devil in tbe very livery of 
Heaven.

It I* extremely Important, there­
fore, to study upon any subject tbe 
consensus of opinion. Wbat is tbe 
common acceptation? How is this 
generally understood?

11 ought not to be necessary—unfortu­
nately, It la constantly necessary—to 
Interrogate as to tbe sense In which 
men use tbe commonest Christian 
terms. Take any one of several 
Christian words that have a general 
well-understood meaning; for example, 
the word “evangelical.” The distinc­
tion between the evangelical and non- 
evangllcal faiths i* more than fifty 
years old in this country. Yet to day 
the <1 uestlon whether a man or a church 
is evangelical would be put In vain to 
most Unitarians unless you speclficaly 
add “As we commonly understand." 
Protestants frequently in the same 
way confuse the mind by claiming to 
be Catbo'ic. In the common accepta­
tion Catholic means Roman and papal. 
Why not let the word alone?

Take tbe words “divine aud “dlvln-

The Christian Scientist Is scandal- 
iaed, apparently, If you affirm that be 
doe* not believe tn the divinity of 
Christ. Yet It is not until you study 
his speculations that you discover that 
be has no such belief. In the common

It Is a favorite trick with Uni;er*al- 
l*ts to affirm that they believe io bell. 
But they have slmplyjuggled with the 
dictionary. There Is a common accep­
tation in which the word "hell" is un­
der stood, and In that acceptation 
they obviously do not believe in hell.

These Instances of word stealing 
might be indefinitely multiplied. I 
have given ibem in order to insist 
upon the right* and decencies, not to 
say tbe moralities of language. It 1* 
presently apparent I suppose, If we 
think of tbe matter, that this habitof 
disguising one's real views is not only 
dishonest but It Is also an evidence of 
shrinking from tbe Implications of 
one's own positions that savor* of cow­
ardice. Men go out beyond the com­
mon acceptations, deny the things 
commonly believed, but attempt at 
the same time to retain tbe practical 
advantages of the common faith which 
they have abandoned. Tbe same Im­
moral use of terms characterizes the 
advocates of about every fad aud foible 
that arises.

It is worth while to insist, in view 
of all tbis, that there 1* a common ac­
ceptation. Christendom a* a whole, 
keeping a middle way of patient and 
prayerful Investigation, baa wrought 
out, by tbe enlightenment of tbe Holy 
Ghost, not only a body of faith, but 
a tutting vocabulary. It Is of right 
ours. Wherever it is an Interpreta­
tion of Scripture, we have some right 
of Insistence that the scholarship and 
piety of ages should be respected. On 
tbe whole truth largely a* staled by 
tbe whole Church, in matter* of Chris­
tian faith baa some right of way a* 
regards tbe forms of the statement. 
Il is fair to require that innovator*

SOW TO HAVE REVIVChristlau Unity.

Much is being -aid of isle on the 
tuple uf Christian unity, especially by 
the New York Independent, which fa- 
voro tbe union of all evangelical 
Christian denominations upon some 
basis to be decided un through dis­
cussion. Certainly unity of Christians 
Is a very desirable thing and devoutly 
to be wished for, but tbe unity of er­
ror is a consummation which may tbe 
God of Israel avert!

It is not only a Scriptural, but a 
logical error to admit tbat sprinkling, 
pouring and dipping are all equally 
valid baptism, either actively or ten­
tatively- There can be but one true 
form of outward baptism, aud that 
can only be the baptism received by 
our Brother Jesus, and sanctioned by 
God the Father—of all—Christiana.

It is unscriptural and Illogical to 
aver that there can be more thau one 
valid form of church government or 
polity. Democ. acy, monarchy and 
oligarchy are unmixed element*. Nor 
was the form of church government 
left to men to flx a* fancy and expedi­
ency or other motives might dictate. 
To so argue Is to charge the fountain- 
source of all wisdom with folly.

To suppose tbat every system In 
vogue among professed Christians Is 
right, doctrinally and practically, is 
to suppose an absurdity little less 
than pant heistic. The Buddhist wor­
ships all tbe gods he can find, on tbe 
ground tbat each system represents a 
striving after the supreme good. Oc- 
cldentally speaking, this Is poor logic. 
Yet, In tbe interest of unity, believ­
ers are asked to bolt all doctrines and 
all practices, because they are all 
striving after tbe same end! Com­
pare the logic of Isaiah 8:19-21 (R. V.) 
with this sophistry. All roads may 
lead to Rome or Chicago, but only one 
to tbe New Jerusalem; and that is a 
strait and narrow road wltb but one 
entrance gate and no bv-patiu.

The various denominations differ 
■widely upon given point* of doctrine. 
It is illogical to suppose that all can 
tie right; hence some une is wrong. It 
is a* wrong to fellowship error as to 
accept It. It Is equally wrong to keep 
silence in tbe face of error. Tbe sword 
of the Lord and Gideon must nut rest 
in tbe scabbard! No Bible doctrine Ik 
□on-cs*eullal. No part of tbe "faith 
once delivered to tbe salute" Is value­
less; It Is all precious gold. It Is In­
controvertible that no doctrine can be 
true which contradict* or conflict* 
with any part of Holy Scripture. This 
Is what many "doctrine*” do which 
are based, not upon the Bible as a 
unit, but upon Isolated, and conse­
quently misapplied, passage*. To 
unite such a betrogeneous mass uf con 
trsdtctlon means tbe downfall of "the 
impregnate rock of Holy Scripture," 
which bas withstood tbe storms of 
tbe age* since Melcbisedek was king 
In Salem. It means tbat the "gate* 
of hell" Khali prevail against tbe 
Church of God Most High! These 
thing can never be while our God 
reigns!

Christian unity cannot be had upon 
tbe platform ot agnosticism, or of 
doubt, or ot unbelief. Such unity 
means demolition of the fabric. 
Cnristlau unity can only be actually, 
practically and boneetly accomplished 
by taking the Sacred revelation ot 
God at It* plain word a* Infallible, in­
errant and absolute guide In faith, 
practice, church polity, right living 
and right dying, discarding all tradi­
tions and traditionalisms, nlstoric or 
Pharisaical, whether of the "elders,” 
ur the "fathers." or the "mothers,” 
aod dropping all customs, historic, ex­
pedient or otherwise, not In full 
strict, logical and rational accord with 
God’s Law Book.

The Old P<»k Place-

On a notable street of Nashville— 
tbe Boston of tbe South—is an old- 
fashioned mansion of red brick, with 
wide, deep windows and a mammoth 
pillared piazza. It is an ideal South­
ern home. Here Is tbe residence of 
Mrs. James K. Polk, wife of the 
eleventh President of tbe United 
States, and one of tbe mothers of tbe 
nation.

She is a slender, graceful old lady, 
with snow-white neckerchief and 
folds of curls that smoothly lie on 
either brow. She Is over eighty years 
old, but her figure Is straight, her 
step quick, and her eyes are as bright 
as those of a young girl. Active In 
every benevolent scheme and extreme­
ly generous—sbe Is an actual embodi­
ment of Kentucky hospitality and as 
eourtly as a queen.During tbe publ’c festivities, pro- j 
cessions are always so arranged as to 
inarch down Vine street and past the 
residence of Mrs. Polk. On all occa- 
elons she is quite careful to show due 
respect to all. It was during a spec­
ial event, Washington's birthday, 
that Mrs. Polk paid ber respects to a 
grand pageant as column after col­
umn marched by tbe "reviewing 
stand"—her home. She and a num­
ber of lady friends stood on the high 
•tone styles just Inside a little gate 
■wonted wltb tbe American Eagle

Twas truly a memorable scene! For 
-more than an hour Mrs. Polk stood 
there gracefully courtesy Ing. And as 
the vart throng passed by—it was 
with uncovered heads.
It was only a short time after this 

event that I concluded to “review" s 
President’s widow; so, about 10 o'clock 
one fine morning, I ventured forth de- 

i i ii■steed to discover all there was to

contained a fine picture of President 
Polk. Her shawl wax ot black IbM, i 
quaintly folded, and on her bands 
were silk "mite.” 1

As tbe carriage whirled away, I 
turned back Into the yard and went j 
at onoe to tbe tomb ot James K. Polk, i 
which standi midway between tbe 
street and the boute, at the left of 
tbe walk. It 11 a plain rectangular 
sarcophagus, about sixteen feet in , 
height, and of smooth limestone. It I 
encloses a low, square monument of 
the same kind of stone.

Every year tbe custom was for the 
legislature to visit Mrs. Polk. After 
brief prayers at tbs tomb, they were 
entertained by Mrs. Polk. She was 
assisted by a few other ladles, ber 
life-long friends.

The monument is covered with in­
scriptions. On the side facing tbe 
street-, in bold square letters, these 
words are found;

"James K. Polk, Eleventh President 
of the United States. Born No­
vember 2, 1705. Died June 15, 1849."

1 On tbe second face is the following 
Inscription: "Tbe mortal remains of 
James Knox Polk are resting in the

1 vault beneath. He was born in 
1 Mecklenburg county, North Carolina, 
1 and emigrated with bls father, Sam­

uel Polk, to Tennessee, In 1806. The
> beauty of virtue was Illustrated in bls 
1 life; the excellence of Christianity 
1 was exemplified In bls death."
' On the third, side, looking toward

' though brief record: "His life was de-

Bible any longer to exhibit apples In 
our great markets such as were com­
mon fifty years ago. The moth Illes 
In May; It Jays Its eggs lu the calyx 
about the time that the petals fall. 
The larva hatches within a few days, 
goes immediately to the core, and in 
three weeks It Is about one Inch In 
length and full slse. When the core 
is penetrated tbe apple generally fails. 
Tbe worm then leaves the apple and 
crawls up the bark or Into another 
hiding place. Here It spins a cocoon 
in some crevice, and In a few days an­
other brood appears.

Tbe remedy Is, destroy all tbe fallen 
apples as far as possible, gather all the 
cocoons and destroy, as far as they can 
be found. But after all this, spray 
your trees In blossoming time with 
arsenical mixture, and tben again and 
again at Intermissions of two weeks.

2. The second most formidable ene­
my of horticulture is the curcullo or 
plum weevil. This pest does not con­
fine his work to plums but damages 
apples, peais, peaches, cherries, more 
or less. It has for fifty years carried 
on its ravages In tbe Eastern States, 
and is now finding its way Into Ore­
gon and California. It la called the 
little Turk, and sometimes the Ele­
phant from its long beak. It begins 
its work Just as tbe petals fall, and 

-cutting a semicircle deposits an egg In 
it. In about two weeks the larva Is 
hatched and bas eaten Its way to tbe 
stone. As scon as the stone Is touched 
the plum drops from tbe stem. Tbe 
larva stays ill the fallen fruit for a 
short time, and tben, leaving It, en­
ters the ground", then It becomes a 
beetle In tbe course of the next three 
months.
' The curculio when approached or 
Jarred curls up its legs and drops. It 
can tly, but not quickly, and its wary 
instincts Impel it to bide In tbe grass : 
or soil. This habit suggests tbe proper 
remedy, which bas been known for I 
many years. Spread a large-heel un

quenlly blights badly: so also Dia­
mond and nearly all of Rogers’ sorts.

The remedy I* the Bordeaux mix­
ture, sprayed on every week or two 
after blossoming till the grapes are of 
good site, or nearly grown.

Of plum knot, It need only be said 
that It bas Joined with the curculio 
to obliterate one of our noblest fruits. 
It can easily be managed, however, 
with patience and persistence. Cut 
off the knots as soon as they appear, 
paring below the knot aud atsive, for 
one Inch each way. Hum the knots. 
Then go over your trees twice again,

fungus. It Is possible to keep your 
trees entirely clean. The knot on 
wild cherries is quite similar to that 
in plums. There was a variety on our 
cultivated cherries, but It has not of 
late appeared generally. When a tree 
get* very badly scarred cut It down. 
Tbe plums most sutject to tbe dis­
ease are tbe Old English Horae plum 
and the L unbard.

The anthrax on uur grapevine* li 
wofully destructive, and must be 
promptly fought. It burns tbe vine* 
soon after the setting of fruit, and ut­
terly ruins them. Rubor sponge tbe 
vines in spring, before tbe leaves ap­
pear, with a solution of copperas (sul­
phate of linn).

7. I have but one more pest ot hor­
ticulture to enumerate, that Is 
birds. You must not muke haste to 
condemu me- There I* but one bird 
of whlcb 1 cannot make a friend, and 
that Is the English sparrow. The 
remedy for robins, catbirds sod ori­
oles is to plant more. Count them all 
Into the family and ulant enough for 
tbe whole. These birds will take all 
when you have but a few bushes: but 
plant an acre, and then set out Tarta­
rian honeysuckle hedges and moun­
tain ash trees, and they will get 

! enough without your feeling tbe loss. 
They prefer these shrub berries Ui 
your raspberries.
