The only edge keen enough to Rmpu-

tlonist who deplores the invention of 
so many appliances for preserving tbe 
lives of tbe physically feeble members 
of the race, while as Christians we 
may regret the existence of methods 
in the Lord’s work which tend to pro­
duce a race of spiritual Invalids. Such 
methods prevail in some of our Sun- 
day-schools. For exrmple, the super­
intendent says: " Let us sing number 
so-and-so, for It will please tbe chil­
dren.” This simple announcement 
may Indicate a ruling principle in the 
conduct of the school. This article1 is 
written to propound for the serious 
consideration of Sunday-school bark­
er*, tbe question: Ought we to make 
the child's pleasure or God’s pleasure 
the central idea of the Sunday-scbbol? 
The answer here given will be dbeld- 
edly In favor of the latter vleW-

Let It ba understood that this la no 
plea for dullness In the Sunday-school, 
no attempt to rob it of anything that 
is bright and attractive which may 
fall within tbe limits of tbe great 
principle here advocated. Every one 
must rejoice that the light of the 
nineteenth century is being so gener­
ally concentrated upon the moral and 
physical needs of childhood. But 
there are dangers which hover near. 
Nothing can damage a child's moral 
nature more than to have him grow 
up with tbe impression that the Sun­
day-school is a place carried on by 
older people as a sort of recreation 
ground for him. The pleasure of God 
should be the dominant principle In 
all that Is said and done there. If 
while clinging to this principle any­
thing is done which affords tbe child 
enjoyment, well and good. If teacher 
or superintendent is skillful enough 
to so adapt methods as to please tbe 
child and at the same time keep the

tbe Spirit. The only power adequate 
to so great a task Is divine power. 
You cannot draw th. fangs of a tiger 
with a pair of tweezers.

A school dominated by tbe theory 
of entertainment will fail to accom­
plish Gospel results. Or if these re­
sults are accomplished they will be 
only in proportion as the Gospel pro­
jects Itself through a false method lu 
spite of tbe method. Such a school 
may accomplish result., but not the 
result, which every true school should 
seek. Tbe assertion was once made 
that the Gospel was a failure. Some 
one replied that that could not be, tor 
It had never yet been tried. Ob that 
the Gospel might once have a thor­
ough trial. It bas never failed wben 
really tried. Nine-tentbs of the flings 
ef Infidels are at substitutes which 
bave supplanted the Gospel and failed. 
Tbe most orderly and In many re­
spect. the most efficient Sunday-school 
tbls writer ever visited was Invariably 
opened somewhat as follows: Tbe su­
perintendent asked, " Children, whose 
house Is this? " Tbe reply came back 
from tbe children, "God's bouse." 
Tbe superintendent again asked, 
“Children, whose day Is this?" Re­
ply, "God's day." Then, "Children, 
whose book do we come here to study? " 
Reply, “God's Book.” After each an­
swer from tbe school the superintend­
ent would add some words enforcing 
the duty ot reverence, studiousness 
and good deportment. The questions 
and answers were varied somewhat 
from wKk to week, but, fot the most 
part they were confined to the three 
great fundamental conceptions indl-

Why tbe dif­
ference? Jesus Christ did habitually 
In his miracle* adopt the tone which 
Moses ventured on. when be smote 
the rock, and *ald, "Ye rebels! must 
we bring tbe water for you?” and he 
was punished for it by exclusion from 
the Promised Land. Why tee differ­
ence? Moses was “In all his bouse as 
a servant, but Christ as a Son over bls 
own bouse;" and wbat was arrogance

thing. “Yea! the faith which U by 
Him hath given him this perfect 
soundness."

Now, note that In the flnit of these 
two statement* nothing appear* ex­
cept the man. the “Name," and 
“faith." I take it, though of oouree 
It may be questionable, that that 
clause refer* to the men’* faith, and 
that we have In it tbe Intentional ex­
clusion of the human worker*, and are 
presented with only the two parties 
really concerned—at the one end the 
Name, ft tbe other end this man 
made strong. And the link of con­
nection between the two in this clause 
is faith, that Is, tbe man'* trust. But 
then, if we come to tbe next clause, 
we find that although Peter had Just 
previously disclaimed all merit In tbe 
cure, yet there Is a sense in which 
somebody's faith, working as from 
without, gave to tbe man “this per­
fect soundness." And it seems very 
natural to me to understand that 
here, where human faith is represent 
ed as being, in some subordinate 
sense, tbe bestower of the thing 
which really tbe Name bad bestowed,

There 1* 
the disease, the disease of an alien­
ated heart, of a perverted will, pt a 
swollen self, all of which we need to 
have cured and cheered before we can 
do right. And there Is weakness, the 
Impotence to do what to good, “how 
to perform 1 llndrtiot." and we need to 
he strengthened aa well as cured. 
There Is only one thing teat will do 
these, and that is that Christ's power, 
aye, and Christ's own life, should 
pass, as II will pass If we trust him, 
Into our foulness and precipitate all 
the Impurity—Into our weakness and 
Infuse strength. A reed shaken with 
the wind, and without substance or 
solidity to resist, may be placed in 
wbat they call a petrifying well, and 

! by tbe infiltration of stony substance
Into Ite structure, may l>e turned Into 
aJlgld mass, like a little bar of Iron. 

, And so. If Christ comes Into my poor,

The Importance of the Fgg Rec­

ord.
Nearly all who raise poultry raise 

them for profit, and the pleasure de­
rived from their beauty may be re­
garded as a secondary consideration. 
It is proper to recognize a standard of 
beauty In each breed and encourage 
tbe nearest approach to it, but useful­
ness should also be recognized, and 
some method should also be adopted 
to stimulate tbe breeding of our fowls 
up to the highest point of profit. The 
method of awarding premiums ac­
cording to performance has developed 
tbe modern dairy cow, and the world- 
renowned American trotter. Tbe 
same method would doubtless develop 
the egg-laying qualities of poultry. 
The eggs laid during a full year after ' 
the fowl began to lay should be con-' 
stdered, but number alone is not the 
only desideratum. Tbe sooner tbe | 
pullet begins to lay the quicker the 1 
return. Tbe greater t.be proportion : 
of tbe egg-crop gathered tn winter: 
them eggs are high, the greater the 
profit.

As most puliete, If well treated, are 
laying at eight months old, one year 
might be added to that time, and tbe 
exhibitors of poultry might keep and 
present a certified record showing 
when their fowls were batched, when 
they commenced to lay, and how many 
eggs they bad laid each month until 
they were twenty months old. Judges 
of poultry could estimate the average 
value of fresh eggs during each month j 
In tbe preceding year, and by those , 
prices reckon the value of the eggs ’ 
laid each month as shown by tbe rec-j 
ord; those monthly sums added to­
gether would closely approximate tbe j 
value of eggs iald by each ben during ; 
that time. Those records which ex­
celled In value might be credited as 
many as thirty points In the scoring, 
ten might also be given for size and I 
ten for condition, making fifty points 
out of tbe one hundred for those use­
ful qualities, while all the other points I 
usually considered, which are for ap­
pearance only, might make at their 
highest no more than tbe other fifty.

The Muscovy duck, for some reason, 
has long been the popular Southern 
bird for tbe farm, while in New Eng­
land and tbe West specimens are rare­
ly seen. 'Duck-raiser* In tbe latter 
section* of the country confine their 
attention more exclusively to tbe 
Pektns, Rouen*, Cayuga*, and Ayles­
bury*. Tbe Muicovie* ve probably 
better adapted to warm countries, 
but they nevertheless do well in all of 
the Northern Stales when properly 
housed and cared for in the winter. 
In some respect* tbe flesh of tbe 
young Mu»covy 1* auperior to that of 
any other breed, and good prices are 
generally paid for it- Ttay have 
their peculiar purpose on tbe farm, 
and their more general use is caus- !
