1. It Is a fact that we generally And 
the beet strength, the best organiza­
tion for work, and the most intelli­
gent consecration where there has 
been permanency in the pastoral rela­
tion. A consideration of the nature 
and duties of the pastoral office is im­
portant in determining its duration. 
It is the duty of the preacher to adapt 
bis religious and moral instructions 
to the various classes comprising bls 
congregation, and be must therefore 
have a knowledge of their circum­
stances, characters and habits of 
thought, which Is obtained only by a 
familiar acquaintance with them. In 
a pastorate of a year or two It Is sim­
ply impossible to give the people that 
thorough and comprehensive Instruc­
tion which .alone can make a strong 
and active dburcb.

2. The church will be relieved of 
the 'confusion incident to frequent 
changes, and all will be more apt to 
settle down to faithful, straightfor­
ward work than when they have to 
spend tbeir time in getting acquainted 
with the new preachers.

3- The people come .to put confi­
dence in the man who has demon­
strated by his holy life and faithful 
preaching that he Is seeking not bls 
own. The pastor becomes the trusted 
friend to whom all may come and talk 
freely of tbeir most sacred experiences. 
The preacher's influence la greatly 
augmented when, by bls Cbrlstllke 
example, he has shown himself worthy 
of the people’s confidence and love. 
Surely we cannot wonder that the 
best results are to be found where 
precious memories of the marriage 
vow, the outpouring of God’s Spirit 
In revivals, the baptismal scenes, the 
tender and sacred experiences of the 
sick room and the grave side are the 
common possession of pastor and peo­
ple. In the beautiful language of an­
other, “ Let the shepherd abide long 
with bls flock, let the pastor remain 
to develop and Instruct those who 
are the fruits of hls labor, let him 
wait patiently while the shuttle files

How may permanency in the pas­
toral relation be promoted? Tbe 
preacher I* partly to- blame for fre- ' 
quept changes in the pastorate.

1. Lack ot diligence in the study 1 
often leads to separation between pas- 1 
tor and people. When Mr. Beecher 1 
was asked for an explanation of short ; 
pastorates, he ahawered: “Partly tbe 
divine merry to the parish. When 1 
the cup Is empty the people want it । 
removed." It takes study, hard work , 
and enterprise to get and bold tbe at- 
tention of men In this restless, wicked 
world.

1. Ot the many that I have aeked 

the quettion, “Why do you change so 
frequently?” the greater number bave 
answered: “Inadequate support.” It 
is true that it would be imposelble to 
provide what some preacher* would 
consider an adequate support, but it 
is lamentably true that many of onr 
churches are small in promise and 
slow to pay. At a large gathering of 
preacher* some time ago, the astonish ­
ing fact was developed that the 
churches were tn arrears for one-fourth 
of the salaries of the majority of the 
preachers, yet it is expected that they 
shall live in approved style and keep 
outofdebt- I* It wonderful that a man 
should open wide his ears to catch the 
first faint notes of a call to a field 
where he may be relieved of over-anx­
iety about his daily bread, and give 
himself wholly "to prayerand the min­
istry of the Word?" It is but right 
tbat be should have a salary which, 
with reasonable economy on bis part, 
will provide a comfortable support for 
bls family. Business methods in the 
churches would belp to solve this 
problem.

2. The pastor needs strong moral 
support sod sympathy In his work. 
Without this no pastorate can be 
highly successful. Vigorous denunci­
ation of sin la sometimes necessary, 
and often the pastor has to antagonize 
the views of many good people, and he 
must have helpers who are strong- 
hearted, manly and true. Many a 
strong preacher has failed because be 
has had to stand alone, while weaker 
men bave succeeded because faithful 
brethren have rallied to their support. 
"The preacher Is only human, a poor 
sinner like other people. He will 
make mistakes. He will not always 
be wise. He will sometimes do rash 
things, but while you know him to be 
true, be ye true and loyal to him and 
all will be well." It is for those who 
occupy the pew to make the relation 
permanent by all patience, gentle con­
sideration, kindly Judgement, gracious 
helpfulness, earnest prayer, loyalty 
and love. Let both pastor and people 
begin with tbe noble ambition to 
make the pqgpral relation permsutmk 
Is it not true tbat in most Instances 
there Is no such Intention on the part 
of the churches and preachers? Tbe 
preacher Is looked upon as a man who 
Is to spend but a short time JU tbe 
community, and like other strangers 
hls Influence Is ntesssary limited. If 
permanency were the idea from the 
beginning there would be more care 
In the selection of pastors and In ac­
cepting churches. Shall we not then

general? then Is It not expedient to 
legislate toward this end? is the 
stand of the supporters of public edu­
cation.

How many times has this plea been 
listened to? How many times has 
thls'pollcy been tried? And how many 
times has woe come to humanity by 
the operation of mischievous laws 
based upon thia policy of expediency?

This request 
is fashioned •after Paul’s manner. 
With what earnestness and iteration 
did Paul urge hls brethren everywhere 
to pray for him. No direct miracu­
lous call by Christ to this ministry, no 
high apostolic commission lifted him 
above the necessity and aid of the 
prayers of the saints. The ability, 
the zeal, steadiness, and success of bis 
ministry was greatly due to the prayers 
of the Church for him.
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Ot course, in every case.lt has beet* -paper) say, that the U. S. Senate re- 
hnn*d and nftan hnnMtlv hAlkvArt - ~ . ..hoped, and often honestly believed,
that such a turning aside from pure 
equity was obviously expedient at the 
time, and would surely bring with it 
the proper results. But never, in all 
history, has any measure which looked 
to expediency and not to equity been 
found conducive to permanent hap­
piness; but, be it said to the shame of 
all civilised nations, such measures 
have passed and havebroughtdlsaster 
and reproach upon the country.

The policy bears upon its face both 
short-sightedness and selfishness, for 
the policy looks otfly to the moment 
and shifts the present pain from its 
shoulders to be borne in fourfold 
weight by future generations.

It was expediency which actuated 
England to pass her poor laws, and 
which made her feel that it was right 
for the government to help that pau­
per class which could not belp itself. 
The result, in a very few years, was a 
startling increase in pauperism and 
dissatisfaction in all grades of society. 
The poor became more shiftless and 
rpckless, the tax-payer more pressed

caused the several rulers to fix 
the prices of commodities and 
the rate of wages. The object in 
these cases has been generally to re­
lieve the laborer and better bis condi­
tion. In every case the State Inter­
ference has been hurtful to the labor­
er, and has bad the effect of lowering 
the return be received for his work.

Some things have to 
be lived down, some troubles have to 
settle themselves, some people who 
increase the pastor's trials must be 
permitted to die In the Lord’s own 
time- “Ye have nwd of patience 
that after ye have done the will of 
God ye might receive the promise." 
Many a man runs away from dlffloul- 
tles which might have been overcome 
by quietly waiting.

Too little 
caution, too many confidential friends 
and meddling in matters that did not 
concern them bave led not a few to 
leave fields In which they might have 
been useful.

4. Love your people, for love engen­
ders love. Where the pastor possesses 
real affection for hie congregation and 
manifest* a constant interest in all 
that pertains to tbeir welfare, the 
people will Inevitably be drawn to 
him.. As a general rule, I believe 
preachers are esteemed in proportion 
to their love. A noted pastor ac­
counts for bls wonderful success in a 
pastorate of forty-two years by reason 
of his great love for those whom he 
served. Numerous other suggestions 
might be made aa to how the preacher 
might help to avoid frequent changes, 
out after all nothing Isao Important 
,, religion and common sense- Bat 
are the preachers alone to blame 
«... naatontas? Are not the

Cultivated minds have been aroused 
to the needs ot a general education, 
but a comparatively short number of 
years. Can it be hoped by even the 
most Impatient that the Ignorant will 
be thoroughly Imbued with the im­
portance of the subject only the day 
after the college men and professors 
bave ceased to discuss it? Society ad­
vances by slow, almost imperceptible, 
degrees, never by leaps. If anyone 
think the opposite, let him remember 
that It required many years ot horror 
and suffering, ot wailings from the 
distressed, and threats and impreca­
tions from the prophets, to abolish 
serfdom in Europe; that the first pa­
triots who drew sword for political 
liberty In England had long been tn 
their graves when Anally the pen was 
placed to paper and the king’s signa­
ture put to the Magna Charts, pro­
claiming the liberties for wblcb the 
swords had been unsheathed; that 
generations lived and died while the 
storm wax gathering which was to 
break over Europe and wrench the 
Protestant cause from the Indignities 
of an arbitrary popedom.

Then think of the peltry number of 
years which bave elapsed since the 
subject of a general education was 
first agitated. Is there any reason to 
fear that in time people will be any 
less willing to sacrifice their own com­
forts in order to give their children 
proper education, than their ances­
tors bave been to sacrifice themselves 
for the good of this generation? There 
can be no belief In the immutability 
of law if there remains a doubt con­
cerning the fact that people will come 
to see the benefit to bo derived from 
an education, and that they will deny 
themselves many things in order to 
give It to tbeir children. From the 
history of the past it has been found

tingent conditions bearing upon them. 
But these arbitrary laws bave not this 
elasticity in them, and they must, 
therefore, in time, jar upon the sur­
roundings which are moving beyond 
them. Societies are founded upon an 
experimental science. “They are a 
growth, not a manufacture." Inter­
ference or manipulation In the course 
of events throws the entire sphere out 
of harmony, and Is sure to Impede 
progress. It is expediency which In­
sists upon the tremendous standing 
army of Germany. It Is expediency 
which excuses the rigorous rule 
of the Russian Czar. What must be 
the consequences of such a policy 
which harbors these institutions! It 
Is not that statesmen bave not been 
honest, It is that they do not look far 
enough ahead. The moment that the

fashioned, Is dead, the vultures of 
misery sweep down upon their right­
ful prey. It la equity we want, not 
a makeshift policy.

We grant the Importance of educa­
tion. Is education more Important 
than religion? If not, why should 
not religion also be a State matter? 
England Is more logical about th|s. 
Having made education an affair of 
the State, she says that religion is 
equally important and should also be 
a State matter.

In America we recognize the fact 
that individuals can and do band to­
gether to further the Interests of re­
ligion and religion's handmaid, char­
ity. We doubt If people are more 
pious under tte State religion of Eng­
land than here. We think that the 
fact of private individuals’ managing 
religious matters so well, goes to prove 
that private Individuals would also 
manage educational affaire well.

Private individuals administer 
things with more interest, with 
more economy than do politicians. 
Look at the government of our Amer­
ican cities! Where is it so economic­
ally conducted as the private business 
matter* of the men orthose cities?

Again, all the logic In the world 
will not make it right to rob Peter 
to pay Paul. It a person has been 
self-denying, If he has gone without 
many luxuries of life, if be has re­
stricted himself to a small family, to 
no more children than be could edu-

fused to confirm the nomination nt 
t>wo good Protestants to the Supreme 
'Bench, although they were Demo 
crate and the Senate Is Democratic, 
and then confirmed Judge White 
promptly without even referring the 
nomination to a committee, because 
he is a Catholic. What will become 
of our country if the Catholics already 
control the Senate so absolutely?" 
Another questioner asks: “Are you 
not alarmed for the country on ac­
count of Catholic progress?"

Charity requires all to believe that 
Ignorance and not malice and false­
hood causes the paper to say that 
Judge White was confirmed without 
any reference of bls nomination be­
cause he was a Catholic. It is the 
custom of the Senate—“Senatorial 
courtesy"—whenever a Senator is ap­
pointed to any office to confirm him 
without delay or Investigation. Judge 
White was a Senator. Hence the 
action. The religion ot the three 
candidates had no more to do with the 
action of the Senate in any of the 
three cases than bad the shape of their 
noses. * This Setiate Is bad enough, as 
a disgraced country knows, but it has 
not yet descended to the religious in­
tolerance business. The same writer 
asks If there are any Baptist Senators, 
and, If so, did they vote for Judge 
White? As I never ask in regard to 
the religious views of any candidate 
tor office, believing in the separation 
of church and state, and being very 
much opposed to persecuting any man 
in any way for his religious views. 1 
must say I do not know whether eith­
er of mv state's representatives In the 
Senate Is a Baptist or not.

In regard to the second question, I 
admit that to-day the prospects of the 
country do look gloomy on account of 
Catholic progress. A long experience 
has taught me, however, that a 
gloomy outlook Is generally due not to 
the state of the country, but the state 
of one's liver. A blue bill takes away 
much of the blueness at the outlook. 
Sunshine also enlivens It and makes 
it less gloomy. A week’s steady rain 
Inclines one to pessimistic views.

But, making these allowances, still 
the Catholic progress does look alarm­
log. But it Is probable the brother 
and myself attach different meanings 
to the words "Catholic progress. ” As 
to the progress of the Catholic hier­
archy. Ido not think it is making any. 
It is, in fact, retrograding. There are 
more Catholics than ever before In the 
United States, simply because there 
are fewer in Canada, Ireland and 
Italy. Had the Catholics held their 
own in the descendants of Catholics 
who bave come to thia country, they 
would be far more numerous here 
than they are. And their astute 
leaders know it. Thia la the problem 
for them Juat no w. If a French Cana­
dian goes to the United States, be 
makes more money and gives the 
priests more. He adds one voter to 

, those who already move as one man 
at the priest's bidding. But be will 
raise ten children, among whom five 
boys will be Protestant or infidel, and 
two daughters will be the same, while 
three daughters will be staunch Cath- 

, ollcs. Leave him In Canada and he 
will raise ten devoted Catholics.

Which is better for the hierarchy? 
That Is the problem which they are 
trying to solve, and so far they have 
found no satisfactory solution. They 
are trying the plan of bolding tbeir 
forces together in colonies, and keep­
ing them from learning the English 
language. But this herding In colo­
nies arouses race prejudices and an­
tagonisms, prevents their “leavening 
the mass,” and, moreover, is easily 
checkmated when attention Is di­
rected to it by laws refusing the suf­
frage to any man who cannot speak 
English. A man In this country Is 
free to tali any language he pleases, 
from Choctaw to Sanscrit. Bol the 
states are free to require such qualifi­
cations as they please in their voters.

Till the Catholics have solved ibis 
problem, and even then, till the third 
generation from this time, tbeir prog-

These things- begin gradually, of 
course. Satan Is too wise to begin 
with the thick end of the wedge. 
Some one unconsciously adopts the 
Jesuit motto that the end justifies 
the means. Ignorant of church his­
tory and of the principles which' He 
back of Baptist usage, without even 
knowing that be is using old Catholic 
devices, be suggests something new 
among Baptists. He argue* that 
mueb more can be accomplished by 
this plan of bls; it Is Improvement,. It 
is progress. And others, partly 
through Indifference, partly through 
Inertia, let bim try It. The next one 
who has a brilliant new CatboUc Idea 
insists there can be no barm in bls, 
because the other has been adopted. 
And so on, marching towards Rome 
with a great blowing of trumpets and 
a more than Ephesian shouting, 
“Great is progress I" And at the bot­
tom of all these Innovations will be 
found that Jesuit maxim, "The end 
justifies the means."

It is not that restless souls who 
mean well and wish to be prominent 
are always trying to Introduce things 
borrowed from the Catholics. That 
the churches have always had to con­
tend with. These are Abe successors 
of the did Judaizers whom Paul had 
to fight; and while human nature re­
mains, such will always be found, and 
found Inside the churches. But the 
-Harming thing Is the indlfferenci to 
these things in the churches. Here 
and there a voice like the voice 
<>f that grand old seer, of Ken­
tucky, J. H. Spencer, is raised 
tn warning. But the Romaoiz- 
ers go steadily on, tbeir eyes set on 
the end which they are fully con­
vinced is a godd one, utterly indiffer­
ent to the effect upon the spirituality 
of the churches of the means used. 
And a deadly Indifference seems to 
bave paralyzed the majority while the 
Catholic poison is diffused.

Keep every shred ot Rome's toggery 
out of Baptist churches, and Catho­
lics can make no,alarming progress. 
Christ's promise to bls churches of the 
Holv Spirit to guide them was no de­
ceiving farce. Whatever Baptist 
churches bave done from the begin­
ning is prlma facie right. There is a 
bare possibility of error—they were 
not promised infallibility- But tiler 
were given an infallible Word, and an 
infallible Spirit-to guide them into all 
truth. Therefore the probabilities 
are a million to one that their way Is

nixing and urging this right-hand 
power. There Is a seeming self-suffi­
ciency and Independency in our way 
of doing things. It looks to us as if 
this demand emphasised betokens our 
Inability and discounts our talent.

Wo do not hesitate to assert that as 
spirituality prevails, and the true ap­
prehension of the sources of power and 
of ministerial success are known, 
requests of this kind will be urged 
with particularity and profound con­
cern. We are sure that as godliness 
and true views of the sources of pulpit 
power decline in the preacher and peo-

quesu for prayer from the pulpit, and 
the responses from the pew will be 
feebler still till they close entirely.

The spiritual benefit from pulpit to 
pew and the sympathy between them 
must be kept up by prayer. The 
preacher who has the prayers of bls 
people will do them much good. The 
preacher who doesTnot have the pray­
ers ot his people will do them but lit­
tle good. Gloeet prayer for the 
preacher will prepare the preacher to 
deliver the sermon and prepare the 
hearer to receive It. Good praying 
in the pew will make good preaching 
in the pulpit.—Christian Advocate.

Whilst it la not wholesome to be al­
ways thinking ot death, it la more un­
wholesome still never to let the con­
templation ot that end come into our 
calculations of the future, and to shape 
our lives in an obstinate bllndnesa to 
what la the one certain fact which 
rises up through the whirling mlata 
of the unknown future, like some 
black cliff from the clouds that wreath 
around it. Is it not strange that the 
surest thing la the thing that we lor- 
get most of all? It sometimes seem* 
to me as If the sky rained down opiates 
upon people, as if all mankind were 
In aconsplracy of lunacy, because they, 
with one accord, Ignore the most prom­
inent and forget the only certain fact 
about their future; and In all tbeir 
calculations do not "so number their 
days" as to “apply" their "hearts unto 
wisdom." "Go thou thy way until 
the end." And let thy way be marked 
out with a constant eye towards the 
end.

Therefore, dear brethren, tremend­
ous Importance attaches to each fugi­
tive moment. Therefore each act that 
we do is weighted with eternal conse­
quences. If we will put our trust in 
Him, "In whom also we obtain the in­
heritance,” and will travel on life’s 
common way In cheerful godliness, we 
may front all the uncertainties of the 
unknown future, sure ot two things,

We are clothed with his ev­
erlasting righteousness; nourished 
upon the bread of heaven; led, and 
taught and trained by bls wisdom, 
and preserved, sanctified, and pre­
pared for the mansions of glory by the 
power of his Holy Spirit. Ob, the 
gifts that he bestows upon worthless 
good-for-nothings like ourselves! 
Where sin abounded, grace doth 
much more abound. Oh, tbe won­
ders of love! Truly tbe Lord is gra­
cious!

Tbe Lord is gracious, for he bear* 
prayer. Our course is set with me­
morials of the Lord’s answering our 
pleadings.

L First, then, here, is a royal 
dainty: "The Lord is gracious.” Jeeus 
is full of grace. Jesus flavours the

bouse, and you found the living God 
to be your consolation aa you went to 
the open grave. When your wounds 
were bleeding through bereavement 
they were ^stanched In answer to 
prayer. When your soul's windows 
were darkened, grace was the sun 
which cametshlnlng into your gloom. 
You have knelt before the Lord at 
times when (you have been weighed 
down with a beavlneas which you 
could not explain, and none could ra­

, all bls dealings with us, and then w* 

shall perceive that he wa* carrying 
i out a plan of grace by which we were 
, made meet for glory. Beloved, the 

Lord 1* preparing us for perfectton of 
holiness and bliss. He is working us 
into the image of his Soo, and we 
shall be like him when we shall see 
him as be Is. He is making us fit to 
dwell amoog the angels of light, and 
eternally to drink of the rivers of 
God’s pleasure. We ate being edu­
cated by all the processes of bls provi­
dence and of his grace to dwell in that 
celestial land where the Lamb Is the 
light, and the Lord God Is tbe delight 
of his people. /

“Tbe Lord is gracious’’—gracious to 
the uttermost. There Is enough for 
a sermon in this one sentence. It is a 
great dish to taste of—“that tbe Lord 
Is gracious." Before we go to the 
next point, I hope you bave begun to 
enjoy tbe fragrant savour of your Re­
deemer's name, and the exquisite 
flavour of his Word. Blessed be the 
name of Jesus, be Is gracious! Grace 
is poured into his lips. His bauds 
drop tbe sweet-smelling myrrh of 
grace, and perfume all they touch.

II. But now let us think of a spec­
ial sense which Is exercised In tasting 
that the Lord Is gracious. Faith Is 
the soul's eye by which it sees the 
Lord. Faith Is the soul's ear by 
which we bear what God tbe Lord 
will speak. Faith Is tbe spiritual 
hand which touches and grasps the 
things not seen as yet. Faith Is tbe 
spiritual nostril which perceives the 
precious perfume of our Lord's gar- 
menta, which smell of myrrh, and 
aloes, and cassia. Faith also is the 
soul’s taste by which we perceive tbe 
sweetness of our Lord, and enjoy it 
tor ourselves.

In order to spiritual taste, there 
must be apprehension. We must 
know and believe that the Lord is 
gracious. If I do not know tbe fact, 
and believe that it Is so, I cannot be­
gin to taste It. We .must have some 
Idea of what being gracious means, 
and some conviction that this Is truly 
th* character at our Lord Jesua The 
clearer the knowledge, the more dis­
tinct tbe taste may become. Some of 
you have comql aa far aa that: you 
know and bqpbVe that the Lord Is 
gracious, though you fear that he may 
not be gracious to you. This Is the 
first step; but It Is evident that more 
Is needed.

After apprehension must come ap­
propriation. Martin Luther salth: 
"And this I call tasting, when I do 
with my very heart believe that 
Christ bath given himself unto me.

Have you tasted that tbe Lord is gra­
cious? Do you know Christ by per­
sona! reception of hl to* If not, you 
are in an evil case. S you only know 
the Lord Jesus in the book; if you 
only know him by the ear through the 
preacher; what do you know to pur­
pose? You are sick, and there la tbe 
medicine; you can Interpret the doc­
tor’* Latin, and so you ascertain every 
drug in the mixture. Will this heal 
you? No; you must taste tbe medl- 
cina rou must receive -t Into your in­
ward parts, or youwgll derive no ben­
efit from It. Suppose you are hungry, 
and before you Is spread a meal. 
There Is the menu, and you read It 
through. Yes, you approve of every 
courea Will thl* satisfy you? No; 
you must sit down and handle that 
knife and fork and get to work, or you 
will remain hungry. I do not need to 
press you: yon are a willing guest at 
the table. But when I set forth the 
truth that the Lord Is gracious, many 
of you are content to hear about It, 
and do not proceed to make tbe test 
and taste that the Lord Is good. Ob, 
that you would come to tbe feast! Ob, 
that you would eat that which is 
good, and let your soul delight itself

the Lord la gracious, and you smile as 
you hear the question; for it seems to 
you too absurd. Why, you have no 
taste which could apprehend such 
things, and, indeed, you have no spir­
itual Ufa Dead men cannot taste 
the food of the living. So men who 
are spiritually dead cannot taste spir­
itual delights. The Lord quicken 
yon! May you this morning And 
Christ who is the resurrection and the 
life! The moment you live unto him 
you will begin to crave the milk of 
the Word, and soon you will have 
tasted that the Lord is gracious.

IV. So we come to our last point, 
which Is a series of practical infer-

amusements may judge themselves by 
their likings; but If co be that we have 
tasted that the Lord is gracious, our 
tastes are henceforth spoiled for the 
world’s Impure delights. To dispute 
about taste is acknowledged to be un­
wise; and when sin and holiness be­
come matters of taste with men, we 
shall soon see what manner of men 
they are. The taste of the world will 
never be our taste. I hope it never 
will; for if It were, we should have

Let me remind you that the Lord la 
gracious in hla person, nature, and 
character. He would never have been 
Immanuel, God with us, If he had not 
been gracious.

What 
but his natural and innate gracious­
ness as "the only-begotten of the 
Father, full of grace and truth?”

From his Ups poured 
gracious words, and from hl* band* 
dreamed gracious deeda Our prec­
ious Christ 1* gracious both as God 
and man; gracious in his'tone and 
manner and spirit; gracious in every 
office; gracious to all sort* and condi­
tion* of men; gracious in the promise 
of hie coming, and .gracious in delay­
ing it, that by bls longsuflerlng men

You came forth from tbe closet re­
joicing, for tbe Lord was gracious 
to you. and had put off your sackcloth, 
and girded you with gladness.

I hardly need remind you of these 
things, because they must be ever 
present with your soul. Tbe Ljrd 
has been gracious, very gracious tt 
you. Beloved, some of you have 
been favoured with choice times, “as 
tbe dayi of heaven upon tbe eartb.” 
You have climbed the mount and been 
alone with God; and there you bave 
seen your Lord and beard his voice In 
your soul. Ob, tbe rapture of in­
timate fellowship with God! Those 
to whom tbe Lord Is gracious often 
enjoy an experience which they would 
not dare to tell, lest they should seem

tell our Joys, we should have to use 
expressions like those of Butherford, 
or say, rather, those of Solomon’s 
Song, which alone can express the 
high, mysterious joys of those who 
lean their heads upon the bosom of 
their Lord.

Possibly your experience has been 
of a sadder kind: you have backalldden

bleased, era all they that put their

Lord Jesus 1* gracious by nature.
But, beloved, we have found him 

exceeding gracious in the manner of 
dispensing bls salvation. He is most 
free, spontaneous, and generous in 
hla gifts of graoa He needs not to be 
prompted or persuaded -in order to 
make him gracious. We do not drag 
grace from him as from an unwilling 
giver, but be delights to bestow his 
mercy; for the Lord l*.e**entlally gra­
cious. Remember bls great love 
wherewith be loved us, even when we 
were dead In trespasses and sins. 
“When we were yet without strength, 
in due lime Christ died for the un 
godly." When we were Ris enemies, 
he reconciled us to God by bis blood; 
and when we had neither thought nor 
wish to come to him for salvation, be

us are living trophies of hla conquer­
ing grace-grace unsought, and utter­
ly undeserved. “Herein is love, not 
that we loved God, but that God loved

You grew cold; you took less delight 
In the things of God; you began to 
absent yourself from the bouse of 
prayer; your Bible grew dusty, and 
your closet was forsaken; you were 
almost carried away captive by the 
world. Though you bad tasted of 
the beavenly gift and the powers of 
the world to come, you had almost 
fallen away; and If you bad altogether 
done so, you know bow It Is written, 
“It is Impossible to renew them again 
unto repentance." But Jesus held 
you back from that fatal step; for the 
Lord Is gracious. Your eyes were 
opened, your heart was broken, you 
were laid low In the dust of self-abase­
ment, and you began to cry unto the 
Lord—“Return, O Holy Dove, return." 
The Holy Spirit did return, and be 
brought you back to Christ, and to 
peace and holiness. Then you sang 
sweetly, "He restoreth my soul." In 
that day the Lord was seen to be s 
gracious God. Your face was black 
because 1 the sun of this vain world 
bad looked upon you; and yet th* 
Lord saw comeliness in you, and still

I have seen by the glances of many 
of you that vou feel you have been 
made to alt at the table of salvation. 
You have not partaken so fully as you 
hope to do; but yet you have, at least, 
tasted that the Lord is gracious. 
Well, then, as the text puts It, “De­
sire the sincere milk of the Word." If 
you have tasted it, long for more of It. 
Do not hanker after the dilutions and 
concoctions of ''modern thought,” 
which you will find vended in many a 
pulpit. Beware of dangerous foods, 
compounded of speculations and here­
sies. If you have ever tasted the true 
milk of the Woid, you will not desire 
any other, for there is none like It- 
When the other foods come into the

the world. If we were of the world, 
the world would' love Its own as much 
as the world loves it. May you lose 
all taste for the apples of Sodom and 
the grapes of Gomorrah!

We place the 
gift of God, not In our pocket, but In 
our mouth, when we taste It- That 
Is the closest appropriation when, we 
taste a blessing. O my bearers, I fear 
that many of you have heard or our 
gracious Lord for years, and yet have 
never tasted that he is gracious. You 
believe that be is so, but you have 
never personally tried him for your­
selves. See, there Is honey! Jona­
than saw tbe wood to be flowing with 
It: for It dropped from many a bough! 
But this was not enough: be tasted 
and his eyes were enlightened. “O 
taste and see that tbe Lord is good." 
Take to yourselves the blessings of 
his grace. Appropriate Christ, I pray 
you. Let each one take him to him­
self, *nd then you will know what 
tasting means.

But taste further means apprecia­
tion. You may have a thing within 
yourself, and yet not taste It; even as 
Samson's lion bad honey within It* 
carcase, but be was a dead Hon, and 
*0 could not taste It. A man may get 
tbe Gospel Into hl* mind, but never 
taste It. It wants a living man, and a 
living appropriation, and a living ap­
preciation, or else tbe royal dainty 1* 
not tasted. Have you ever enjeyed 
tbe truth that tbe Lord Is gracious? 
"Oh," say you, "not as I should like 
to do." You have well spoken; but I 
only asked about a taste, I did not en­
quire about feasting to tbe full. “To 
be filled with all tbe fulness of God” 
Is our Inheritance; but just now It 
will suffice if we so taste as to know 
tbe love of Christ which passeth 
knowledge. Just now we are talking 
about tasting: and a taste of grace, 
though It bring us but little Joy, Is a 
great thing as an evidence of more to 
follow. Have you tasted enough of 
your Lord to know that he is Incom­
parably gracious? Have you taken 
enough of the Lord to yourself to be 
assured that there Is none like him? 
Have you found all fulness dwelling 
In him? There is no grace like the 
grace which comes from a dying Christ, 
a risen Christ, a reigning Cbrist, a 
coming Christ. Jesus 1* all In al) to

When
last I took quinine I held very dog­
matic views as to its bitterness. Men 
who have tasted are inclined to be 
positive. But, cries one, "It must be 
wrong to be dogmatic.” I care noth­
ing about bard words: I will be dog­
matic about what 1 positively know. 
When a man Is sure of things, why 
should he pretend to be undecided? 
There are some matters about which 
I am past argument, past the cower 
of doubt; and the graciousness of my 
God Is one of these things. This I 
have seen, and bandied, and tasted; 
from henceforth let no man trouble

Let me tell you when we have tast­
ed the graclousness of the Lord. We 
have done so after great bitterness. 
Our Lord, as George Herbert would 
say, has put bls hand into the bitter 
box, and given us a dose of wormwood 
and gall. We have drunk the cup In 
submission, and afterwards be has 
made us taste that the Lord is gra­
cious, and then al! bitterness baa 
clean gone, and our mouth baa beeo 
as sweet as though wormwood bad 
never entered 1U It la wonderful bow 
the delectable grace that Is In Christ 
Jesus drowns the offenses of life, and 
makes us say, "Surely the bitterness 
of death is passed."

When a man Is ill, he often loses bls 
taste. The moat delicious food la 
nauseous to him. "His soul abborretb 
all manner of meat.” But such is the 
flavour of the truth that the Lord la 
gracious, that it la more pleasant to

time. Tbe love of Chrlit I* a delic­
ious refreshment for a sufferer. When 
our pains mulfrybr and our spirits are 
depressed, then l^a gracious Christ 
more precious to u* than In tbe day 
of health and Joy. We get fresh sips

good enough for me. and Christ Jesus 
is the beet of the best. The Lord I* 
so gracious that none can compare 
with him for a moment, and therefore 
I shall not leave him.” Let others 
fly to poisoned cups of error or Intoxi­
cating draughts of superstition, we 
will keep to that which Is so grateful 
to our taste, so ucurlshlng to our 
souls.

Next, expect to grow, and pray that 
you may do so. You, dear friends, 
have tasted that the Lord Is gracious; 
and now you desire to be nourished up 
In sound doctrine, that your whole na­
ture may be developed. How do 
Christians grow? It they grow aright, 
they grow all over. Some grow In 
knowledge, but they do not grow in 
virtue: that Is a* if a child’s bead' 
should get bigger and bigger, and the 
rest of bls body should remain a* It 
was: be will become a hideous crea­
ture, or will die of water on the brain. 
Some say they will make their hearts 
grow, and never mind their heads. 
This also will not do. If your heads 
remain pimples while your hands and 
feet Increase, you will be deformed. 
We must grow up to Christ in- all 
things. How? Why, by drinking in 
the unadulterated milk of the Word. 
To feed thereon makes us grow. Why 
are some stunted? Because they do 
not take enough spiritual food, or else 
because it Is not the true word of God 
which they have. Il is sad that there 
should be so much evil teaching: It is 
the pest of our age. One of the most 
active agencies in London for the 
spread of certain diseases Is milk; and 
though persons take In their milk 
carelessly, and think It is an Innocent 
fluid, there may often be death In the 
can, and the pint of milk may be a 
pint of poison. The Gospel Is the 
most sustaining food for the soul; but 
if It is adulterated, It may convey 
spiritual disease and death Into the 
soul. More mischief can be dune by 
the pulpit than by all other agencies 
put together. Brethren, pray for 
ministers; for If they preach the Gos­
pel and water, so that the Gospel loses 
Its power; or IP they preach Gospel 
and poison, so that It ceases to be pure 
truth, then the people cannot grow, 
nor even live. Brethren, let us pray 
for more faith, more hope, more love, 
more zeal, and so let us grow. "De­
sire the sincere milk of the word, that 
you may grow."

Next, "If so be ye have tasted that 
the Lord is gracious.” abhor the garlic 
flavour of the world’s vices. I mean 
those alluded to In the first verse— 
"malice, guile, hypocrisies, envies and 
all evil speaking." If the Lord Is gra­
cious to you, be gracious to others. If 
you have tasted that the Lord is gra­
cious, do uot carry about with you the 
bitterness of malice, or the sourness 
of envy. Have no savour of cunning 
about you, nor the least taint of hy­
pocrisy, nor the foul tang of evil
a peaking.

In 1790, John Asplen, a wonder­
ful man, walked all over tbe country 
hunting Baptist churches, and be re­
ported 872 churches, 1,171 preachers 
and 64,v75 members. Benedict says 
that In 1812 there were In tbe United 
States 2,633 churches, 2,142 ministers 
and 204,185 members. I. M. Allen 
published a register in 1836 showing 
7 299 churches, 5,041 ministers and 
517,523 members. In 1847, a second 
edition of Benedict’s history reports 
12,246 churcbes, 8,532 ministers and 
841,254 members. In 1862 Dr. J. L. 
Burrows published tbe American Bap­
tist Register, giving 13,174 churches, 
10,482 ministers and 857,306 members. 
In 1894 we have 38,991 churches, 25,921 
ministers and 3,578,443 members.

On the flrat Sabbath tn this month, 
the writer organized a Baptist church, 
ten miles below here, at the Rock on 
Bluestone river. The Methodists re­
fused to let us preach and hold serv­
ices in their house. The people of the 
community sided In building this 
house One family, now a Baptist 
family, paid KO, and the understand­
ing was that the Baptista could 
preach in the bouse. Our people not 
being organized, and presuming that 
the Methodists would so do, no pro­
vision was made in the deed in our 
favor. This reminds one of the mill­
er’s elephant. The elephant begged 
piteously that his head might enter 
the miller's cabin. When the bead 
was admitted, be continued encroach­
ing until the whole body was within. 
The miller then made complaint that 
it was unpleasant for lack of room, to 
which the elephant replied tnat he

them can yet be prevailed upon to at­
tend what they call Protestant re­
ligion.

One la continually reminded of Bi­
ble facts while observing this people, 
as cleaving wood and binding It In 
bundles on the backs of burros, as 
as no doubt Abraham did; or riding 
tbe burro, guiding him with a staff, as 
Balaam did; or gleaning In the wheat 
field by the women as Ruth did, wear­
ing a vail, no doubt, much like the one 
she held to be filled with barley st 
the bands of Boaz to carry to her 
mother-in-law, Naomi; or from their 
ditches watering tbeir gardens with 
their foot as tbe Hebrews did in 
Egypt (see Deut. 11:10). The long 
rows of houses with flat tops all join­
ing and the people walking or sitting 
upon them; tbe dark rooms where, If 
a woman should search for a piece of 
money, she would need a candle, and 
when she found it could easily call to­
gether her neighbors and have them 
rejoice with her (see Luke 15:8,9).

These are honest folk, 
hut Mey are la rebelltoa aaalzut the 
revenue laws of our land, and con­
stantly affirm that a man has a natur­
al right to make his corn Into spirits 
and drink as be likes. These people, 
however, are susceptible, and those 
who know them best say their preJu 
dices will eventually be overcome. 
May tbe day soon come when tbe peo 
pie in this section shall awake to a 
sense of tbeir dutytbe to great King.
