But money is not the only need of 
weak churches, nor the cblefest need, 
though it seems to command most at­
tention. Money cannot make a church 
either great or strong. And many a 
church with little means is doing 
more in all that pertains to tbe real 
mission of a Christian church than 
others with millionaire members. 
The large and conspicuous churches, 
with all the appliances for popular at-' 
traction, are not necessarily doing the 
most for tbe advancement of Christ's 
kingdom. An earnest unity of pur­
pose practically applied to Christian 
work will tell more than money on 
the upbuilding of feeble churches. As' 
a matter of fact, in moot of the 
churches only a tithe of tbe members 
either give much or do much for their 
enlargement. The majority with­
hold more than is meet. The stronger 
churches can bear thia withholding, 
because there is a reserve of activity 
and energy to meet tbe emergency. 
But in the smaller bodies the reserve 
is so small aa to be unable to make 
headway agalnat the difficulties of 
the case. However small the num­
bers er the means, If all the members 
be heartily enlisted, animated with a 
common disposition to make the ef­
fort a success, it will contribute a de­
gree of moral force and develop a 
spiritual vitality which will Impress 
tbe community wltb the conviction 
that it is a living organism. Dead 
churches, whether large or small, are 
little more than receiving vaults for 
dead Christiane. Living things at­
tract, and transform, and grow. A 
church may not be able to be numer­
ous, or wealthy, but it can be united 
and active and earnest, and that too 
without the aid of a home mission so­
ciety.

Another way of strengthening a 
church wltb few members and feeble 
resources la to maintain Its meetings 
wltb Interest This can be done even 
where there Is no pastor. There are 
some thousands of churches without a 
stated ministry. But they can all 
meet for worship on tbe Sabbath, and 
among themselves conduct some con­
sistent and interesting form of aerv-1 
loe. Though desirable, it la not

Moreover, 
if dogmatic considerations have in­
fluenced the orthodox, It is aa clear as 
noonday that dogmatic and phllo- 
sophlc theories have Inspired tbe 
higher critics, too, from tbe days of 
the neo-Platonlst Julian down to tbe 
days of tbe Darwinian theologians.

While I was reading to you Just 

now, In tbe fourth and fifth chapters 
of Paul’s letter to tbe Ephesian be­
lievers, I could not help feeling that 
you could little understand the eleva­
tion and tbe purity of the precepts of 
the apostle,. as they must have ap­
peared to tbe Inhabitants of such a 
wicked city as Ephesus. When first 
read, these precepts must have seemed 
like an uneartbly light. We have 
now a public sentiment which con­
demns drunkenness, lying and many 
other vices, which were scarcely con­
sidered worthy of censure by that de­
graded people. Christianity had not 
affected public sentiment at the time: 
that sentiment was distinctly Immor­
al. Tbe sin of fornication was scarce­
ly Judged to be sinful; theft was most 
common, as, indeed, it Is in the East 
to'this day; lying was universal, and 
only blamed if committed so clumsily 
aa to be found out. I may say of 
drankennes that, although it was not- 
regarded aa a commendable thing, yet 
it was looked upon as a failing of great 
minds, not to be too much condemned. 
Alexander the Great, as you know, 
died through drink. He offered a 
prim on one occasion to those who 
could drink the most, and tn that fa- 
moos drinking-bout, large numbers of 
his chieftains and nobility died in tbe 
attempt to rival others. Even of such 
a man aa Socrates It Is said (though 1 
know not with what truth) that be 
was famous for the quantity that he 
could drink. The stories of tbe feasts

garded now In a very different light 
from that In wbtob It was viewed even 
by Christian people yean ago.

The apoeUe baa been pleased In thia 
passage, guided by the Holy Spirit, to 
put in apposition, and, in some re­
spects, in opposition, a prohibition 
and a command: “Be not drunk wltb 
wine, wherein Is excess, but be filled 
with the Spirit." He had a reason 
for putting these two things together. 
Tbere is a very, very, very wide and 
deep abyss between being drunk with 
wine and being filled with the Spirit. 
Drunkenness is down, down, down to 
tbe depths of tbe brute, and far lower 
still: fulness wltb tbe Spirit is up, up, 
up. to the very heights of God.

Why do men become drunk with 
wine, or other alcoholic liquors? 
Tbere are several reasons. I shall not 
mention them all, for they are In­
numerable, and many of them too 
ridiculous to be mentioned in a ser­
mon.

One motive Is to find in wine an ex­
hilaration. It Is a feast-day; let us

hearts, and laugh, and sing, and make 
merry. It is a marriage-day; it la 
a birthday; It la a royal holiday; It la 
something out of the common; bring 
forth the wine-cup! So say the sons 
of men. When tbe man baa drunk

I grant you, that it is natural that 
we should all wish to be somewhat ex­
hilarated. We like to have stirring 
times, In which we do not He still and 
stagnant: we would bave our whole 
nature stirred with pleasure. We 
like to bave our hlgh-days and boll 
days, even as others. "Now,” says 
the apostle, “that you may enjoy the 
most exquisite exhilaration, be filled 
with tbe Spirit” When the Spirit of 
God comes Into a man with extraor­
dinary power, so as to fill bis soul, be 
brings to bls soul a Joy, a delight, an 
elevation of mind, a delightful and 
healthful excitement, which lifts him 
up above the dull dead-level of or­
dinary life, and causes him to rejoice 
with joy unspeakable and full of 
glory.

This is safe delight, and hence I 
commend it to you. It to safe,dellght,

It was an old custom, that when a 
man was doomed, and about to die, 
they gave him some narcotic cup that 
be might be somewhat stupefied anj 
suffer tbe less. Tbere was some 
mercy in this; though truly "tbe ten­
der mercies of the wicked are cruel." 
No doubt many persons have most 
foolishly lakeu to drink in order to 
forget their grief and assuage their 
sorrow. We must earnestly condemn 
such wicked conduct; but still, so It 
Is; and tbe apostle puts it, "Be not 
drunk with wine. wherelu Ie excess; 
but be tilled with the Spirit;” for that 
will remove depression and sustain 
under anguish in a most wonderful 
way; indeed, in a holy and perfect

According to the 
theory, this change should nearly 
double the yield of the crop. No easier 
method of increasing the yield on pa­
per could be invented. But when the 
theory Is tested In the field*, It is’ 
found to be sadly deficient. It may 
be well briefly to consider some of the 
reasons why the plan can never be 
made to give satisfactory results.

In order to become fully developed, 
the plant must have a liberal supply 
of food. This food must be obtained 
wholly from the soil, or from some 
material which baa been applied 
thereto. The available plant food, 
even in fertile soil is limited in quan­
tity. Th* number of planta which the 
land can properly maintain Is, of 
course, limited by the degree of Ita 
fertility.
