I Bro. J. O. Rust read a paper on 
“What la objectionable in sensation­
alism in preaching?” There are two 
views of sensational preaching, he 
said, the world view and tbe churdi 
view. Tbe world view Is wrong and 
should be abandoned. Some preach­
ers pander to the corrupt worldly 
taste. This is seriously objectionable. 
There 1s a true Biblical sensational­
ism which is right, and found in tbe 
true Christian experience. A great 
lack of much preaching Is a lack of 
Biblical sensationalism. Sensational­
ism may be either of tbe manner or 
matter in preaching. Strong meat of 
tbe Gospel Is not necessarily dry meat. 
Out churches in demanding old- 
fashioned preaching rob tbe pulpit of 
Its power. Sensationalism founded 
on truth Is never objectionable. The 
Christian experience is emlnenl>y 
senutlonal.

In tbe afternoon, Bro. Weaver was 
requested by tbe body to lead tbe dis­
cussion on “Tbe Bible doctrine of 
eternal punishment,” tbe writers both 
being absent. He said tbe doctrine is 
purely one of revelation. Tbesubjeci 
is a terrible one and therefore should 
be treated carefully. There is retri­
bution, as Is taught in nature and 
revelation. God’s Justice is seen in the 
death and sufferings of Hls Soo. Tbe 
same word is used to describe the 
duration of the happiness of tbe 
righteous and tbe punishment of the 
wlolred. Tbe sin against the Holy 
Ghost Is an eternal sin. Tbe wicked 
shall be raised to condemnation. The 
annihilation theory 1s wholly untrue. 
Tbe n; lure of the punishment Is un­
known. Tbe doctrine should be 
preached only In love, with a view to 
save men from suebadoom

Bro. Gardner was n quested by mo­
tion to lead the discussion on the sub 
Ject, “To wbat extent are amuse­
ments admissible?” He thought 
amusemeuts were sinful and innoceut- 
lunpcenl amusements are always ad- 
miastble. Sinful amusements should 
be avoided. He thought dancing and 
progressive euchre sinful, and men­
tioned some trouble be had experi­
enced with them. They are fasclnat 
lug and should be avoided because 
they lead to evil.

The work In tbe 
foreign field Is encouraging. There 
are in China 50. OX) converts to Christ; 
In Japan, 34,000; In Mexico, thousands 
are turning from idolatry to Christ. 
The Bible Is translated into 320 lan­
guages. Yet the work Is only Just be­
gun. The greatest work of tbe nine­
teenth century is the work of tbe 
Hplritlir turning men to Christ. He 
loved tbe word Baptist; but tbe word 

i Baptist looked better with the word

tbe hearts of the people. The Board 
Is willing to be advised and will always 
do for the best'. It only asks tor 
prayerful and hearty co-opsration. 
Bro. Eston wanted to congratulate 
tbe body and Board on a peaceful set­
tlement of all differences which 
threatened trouble.

Thb Mexican Central railroad car­
ries us along the famous table-land, 
tbe parallel of which is not found in 
the world. El Paso (the paw) is the 
lowest point In the Boeky Moun­
tain range, but It is 16 tbat range, 
and 3,700 feet above the level 
of the sea. Entering Mexico at 
Juarez, across tbe Rio Grande from 
El Paso, we rise rapidly until we get 
fairly on the table-land, from 0,000 to 
8,000 feet above sea level. We were 
Mius free from the heat felt in higher 
latitudes. It was cooler going from 
Juarez to tbe Oity of Mexico, than 
from Louisville to Memphis. When 
tbe mild climate of this marvelous 
table-land Is understood, travel thith­
erward will be greatly Increased.

Another matter deserving mention 
here. Is tbe good meals travelers get. 
There is quite a wide-spread Impres­
sion In the United States that M. xl- 
can fare is unendurable, Indeed, It 
has often been said, “An American 
cannot get a square meal In al) Mex­
ico." Our party found It very differ- , 
ent. We got the best of meals at the , 
railroad eating-houses, far better, on । 
an average, than can be had In the ।
States, and at a remarkably low price. 
Thanks to Dr. Powell's skill as a-gen- 
eral for tourists, we got our meals at 
75 cento each, In Mexican money, 
which Is, say, 3tl cento in our money. 
The regular price Is a dollar In Mexi­
can, or 62 cento of our money. It Is 
true, that In some of tbe smaller 
cities such fare Is not easily found, 
and io many places worth visiting, 
unless special arrangements are made 
In advance, one Is obliged to urder 
boiled eggs and boiled potatoes, served 
with the skin on, in order to be able 
to have a comfortable meal. In tbe 
City of Mexico, at tbe Hotel Intur- 
bide, tbe best in the city, we got ele­
gant accommodations and board at 
(3.60 a day each, In Mexican money. 
This is equivalent to (1.84 a day In 
our money. There Is no country we 
ever visited where tbe tourist can be 
so comfortable so cheaply as in Mix- , 
Ico. Although the City ot Mexico is 
in the Torrid Zone, its elevation Is 
such that tbe weather Is never op- । 
presslvely warm. Mexico Is a cool , 
country, except along the coasts, , 
where. In May especially, tbe weather ( 
is fearfully boL May is tbe hottest ।

. been takbn. Those white, sugar loaf-

Yonder Is a Mexican laundry. 
Women line tbe banks ot a creek and 
waah clothes which are spread on 
rocks and bushes to dry—a novel sight.

At each stopping-place crowds of 
natives greet us at tbe station—men 
and women and children—presenting 
a fantastic picture. Tbey gaze on us 
in silent wonder, save those who have 
something to sell, and tbey chatter at 
us lively enough. The men witb 
huge bats, sombreros, and blankets, 
red the color preferred; tbe women 
with beads bare or mantle-covered, 
often with babies on their backs held 
by light folds of the mantles.

It is a silver-producing country, and 
they say tbe soil Is rich, though a 
three years' drouth made it look ster­
ile enough, it happened, however, 
that a good shower of rain crossed our 

■ path, tbe first at that place In three 
years, laying tbe dust for us band- 
somely. Presently. however, we were 
beyond tbe path of tbe shower aud in 
the -desert again. When arrange­
ments are made for Irrigating this 
region, it will blossom Into rich ver­
dure and harvests. Yonder we see 
columns of dust rising hundreds of 
feet in the air. Tbey are whirlwinds, 
and precursors ot a sand storm, which 
will soon be upon us. And It came In 
all its fury. We were obliged to close 
every opening of tbe car, as we rushed 
forward in the very teeth of th* storm.

We should carry the war Into Africa. 
The skepUe makes bold and bald as­
sertions. If there be a God, a divine 
revelation Is possible- Nor can it be 
said a supernatural revelation to im­
probable. The skeptic must believe 
man can best accomplish his destiny 
by being ignorant. Skeptics claim 
that the evidence of supernatural rev­
elation is insufficient; but no events 
of history are better established than 
what are recorded in the Bible. No 
earthly ruler would deal with bis sub­
jects as Infidels claim God deals with 
men. Skeptics have nothing to offer 
us. Positive evidence Is not to be set 
aside by supposed difficulties. Many 
conflicting claims to divine authority 
do not prove that all are false, any 
more than many claimants to propert y 
proves that It belongs to nobody. Tbe 
difficulties of skepticism are greater 
than those of "belief.
