Other ReligtouH Bodies.

Our people wish to know what the 
other denominations are doing and we 
give the principal things of Interest 
reported In the meetings of three of 
the leading bodies.

The Northern Pre*byteriau General 
Assembly met. atSaratoga. This year 
they followed tbe example set them 
b/ the Souther nPresbyterians several 
years ago. It was boasted by tbe liber­
als that tbe youog men were not sound 
on tbe old Westminster, and would 
■how It if they had an opportunity. 
The Soutbern Presbyterians sent up s 
General Assembly composed mostly 
of tbelr youngest men. And they 
were found to be blue as the bluest, 
strong, fearless, giving no uncertain 
sounds on doctrine.

This year the Northern Presbyte­
rians sent up a General Assembly of 
new and roung men. And It was 
demonstrated tbat tbe younger gener­
ation Is walking in tbe old paths, and 
■nd that slack- twisted news Is confined 
to tbe men between 35 sed 50 years of 
age. The column Is headed towards 
tbe straltest conservatism.

Tbe chief pointe of interest were 
tne closer union with the Seminaries, 
and tbe appeal of Henry Preserved 
Smith. Prof. Smith Is a higher critic 
wbo believe* in a patchwork Bible. 
He Is personally a very different man 
from Prof. Briggs, being generally 
loved for his sweetness of disposi­
tion.

He had been condemned by tbe 
Presbytery otancinnatl, and also by 
the 8y*od onvblo. He appealed to 
tbe General Assembly, which, by an 
overwhelming majority, larger than 
tbat against Briggs, sustained tbe 
Synod. Prof. Smith la deposed from 
the ministry, and forbidden to preach, 
but be Is not excluded from tbe 
cburcb.

Recent discussions have recalled 
two discourses Invited forty years ago 
by eminent statesmen, which were 
prlntedjln full in the Hem York Herald. 
The doctrine of tbe famed “Sabbath 
Mall Report,” whlcb had In all 
tbe state churches of Europe made 
the Sabbath * day of secular recrea­
tion, wa* dlscu*sed at tbe centre 
where It had its origin, and the states­
man wbo, a* Postmaster-General, had 
opposed tbe doctrine, yet was obliged 
to act under 11, wa* an In tore* ted hear­
er. Dr. Justin Edwards, by request, 
had developed Christ’s single state­
ment, 'The Sabbath was made for

books and In the circulation of the 
Sunday-school literature. The As­
sembly had done one of tbe wisest 
things possible in authorizing this 
Board to give Bibles to children com­
mitting to memory the Longer Cate­
chism, and Testaments to those learn­
ing the Shorter. The committee had 
given during the year 474 Bibles and 
384 Testaments. This does not begin 
to represent the whole number of 
those who have learned tbe cate­
chisms, as Is shown by the lists pub­
lished In the Christian Observer. We 
do wish as many Baptist children 
were learning Spurgeon's Ca'echlsm 
which is the Baptist version of tbe 
Shorter.

Tbe Assembly is bating some 
trouble In getting its Hom* Mlsalou 
work straightened out, owing to 
change in Its method of work and of 
co-operation with tbe Presbyteries. 
The greater part of this work is done 
by tbe Presbyteries. The Board did 
not report any debt, however.

In spite of the general depression 
last year, and the fact that the mem­
ber* of the obarches were poorer than 
ever, tbe Foreign Mission Board re­
ported *143,774 02.

fungus appearance

Is a minute black parasitic fungus, 
which appears In late summer or au­
tumn on the lower surface ot the 
leaves of blackberries and raspberries. 
Tbe spore clusters are so minute that 
they are easily overlooked, and are 
rarely seen at all except on close In­
spection. It Is thought that this con­
dition of tbe fungus Is tbe result of 
Infection of tbe le, ves by spores of tbe 
rust form. They are often found on 
plants which give no signs ot tbe pre­
vious presence of tbe rust form. They 
have also been found on leaves of 
previously affected plants. In which 
case it is possible they may have de­
veloped from the mycelium already In 
tbe plant. Their presence aa an agent 
for tbe spread ot tbe fungus only em­
phasizes tbe Importance ot the early 
destruction of affected plants before 
tbe rust spores have developed.—Coun­
try Gentleman.

The Berries of the Summer.

Currants makes delicious Ice cream,, 
writes Eliza R. Parker in an article 
that will be found of especial value by 
all housekeepers, in Ue June Ladiu' 
Homi Journal Mash two pounds of 
ripe red currants; add a pound ot sugar 
to teem, and let stand for two hours. 
Strain and add tbe Juice to a quart of 
thick, sweet cream; if not sufficiently 
sweet add more sugar; pour in a 
freeter, let stand ten minutes and 
freexe.

Curran t water ice, which Is also good, 
is made by boiling one pound of sugar 
and a pint of water together until it 
forms a thick syrup; take from tbe 
fire; add a pint and a half of red cur­
rant Juice; let cool; pour lu a freezer; 
whan half frozen stir in the beaten 
whites of six eggs; mould and freeze 
hard.

Currants and gooseberries are very 
dainty and ornamental when crystal­
lised. Select ripe, firm ffult; leave on 
the stems; dip first in besten white 
of an egg, then in powdered sugar; 
arrange on paper and set In a cool 
oven for ten minutes; when Ue Icing 
becomes firm plie In a glass dlsb, and 
set in a cool place.

A pretty way to serve blackberries 
with cream Is to pick fresh, ripe ber­
ries over carefully; heap them In a 
glass bowl and set on Ice; servo on 
saucers, whb little bowls of sugar and 
pitchers of cream, allowing each person 
at tbe table Ui sugar the fruit to suit 
taste. Blackberries may be served 
with meringue as follows: Place a 
quart of ripe blackberries in a bowl; 
sprinkle wlU powdered sugar; beat

Cowl OU and Insects.

It has long been known that oil is 
one of tbe beet agents to be employed 
In tbe destruction of Insects, but un- 
fortunately tbe beet methods of using 
it have never been drawn out to a fine 
point. Insects mostly breath through 
pores, and the oil closing theee pores 
suffocates tbelusects; but If used in Ite 
foil strength, oil will,at tbe tame time, 
close tbe breathing pores of the plant 
and be just as destuctlve to one as to 
the other. About one-half a wine 
Slats of oil, with a gallon of rain water 

i tbe quantity recommended for tbe 
destruction of such Insects as red 
snider, tbrtpe and aphis, says Meehan’s 
Monthly. To mix the water and oil, 
it has to be boiled with soap, in tbe 
proportion of about one part of soap 
and eight of water. When tbe mix­
ture ot soap and water is near tbe toll­
ing point It is poured Into bottles and 
tbe oil added at that time. The near­
er the liquor is to tbe tolling point at 
tbe time the oil Is applied the better 
it will mix. Corked lu bottles It can 
be kept for use. It Is said that many 
of the Insecticides advertised for ama­
teur flower growers are made In this 
way—preparations being occasionally 
varied—and where It can be bought 
cheaply it is often better to get it in 
that way than to go to the trouble of 
making it one's self. Sometimes 
tbe material obtained In thia way may 
be diluted further by water, but it is 
impossible to give exact directions In 
these cases. Those who try them 
must waten results, and learn a little 
from tbelr own experience-—Watch­
man.
