The Pope aud his worship- 
era exclude all non-Oathollcs from 
heaven with the exception, perhaps, 
of such as may be able to escape perdi­
tion through ignorance. And it is cu­
rious enough that Bible Christians 
can hope for the salvation of some 
Papists only on precisely the same 
grounds. Popery alms too Iqw In its 
scheme of religion. It appeals only to 
human selfishness. It says "do and 
believe;" but where doing Is depended 
on as well as believing, there is no 
saving faith.

Saving faith is without works. Sal­
vation must be wholly of faith or else 
wholly ot works. If works purchase 
salvation, then there Is no place for 
grace, but tbe Word says, " We are 
saved by grace through faith, and that 
not of ourselves; it Is the gift ot God." 
And It is through faith, that It may 
be a matter of pure grace.

When the sinner is saved In this 
way, he not only depends wholly on 
God through Christ for salvation, but 
finds his heart yearning for perfect 
holiness. Saintly works naturally 
spring from one possessed of suoh a 
heart. And tbe works thus produced 
are unselfish. How utterly the relig­
ion of Rome falls here. Fear of pen-

The grain* should be 
spread out thinly io that they can cool 
off easily. Before uilng the same 
hamper for more grain it should be 
plunged Into a vat of bot water to 
cleanse it. The grain can then be 
uied for planting a* *oon m dry, and 
probably the sooner after this treat­
ment the better for it.

The temperature for oat* and wheat, 
to begin with, mu*t be higher than for 
barley. While the temperature begi n* 
at 129 degrees for barley and dore* at 
about 126 or 126 degrees, the water 
for wheat and oats should begin at 
133 degree* and close in the second vat 
at about 129 to 131 degree*.

The barley in the prepared hamper 
I* dipped in one of the hot water vats, 
and held completely under water live 
or six leconda, and then withdrawn 
and held suspended above the water 
three or four seconds.

Then the same process 
of dipping and withdrawing the 
hamper of grain 1* repeated, three 
times in alt Ths dipping 1* then 
transferred to tbe second vat. Not 
more than half a minute will be re­
quired tor tbe first one, but at the 
second vat over four minutes will be 
required for tbe process. The hamper 
1* dipped into tbl* second one from 
fifteen to twenty times.
