It 1* rather an exhortation, than *n 
Injunction or command, when tbe

I filled doe* not necessarily Imply that 
I all else should be excluded. Tbe

sanctified and controlled. The sun­
light fills a room, but does not expel 
the persons and the things in the 
room, rather It bathes them am! 
brightens them. One may be tilled 
with animosity, pride or revenge. 
These passions do not exclude the or­
dinary faculties or sentiment* of the 
mind, but they influence them, lav 
them under tribute, control them. 
So one may be filled with wouder, 
gratitude or love, by which is meant 
that these sentiments so pervade the 
mind as to affect it* action, give 
direction to It* impulse*, and for the I 
time surmount all obstructions. Thus I 
the Apostle speaks In his epistles of 1 
being filled wltb wrath.

"The meek will He guide In judge­
ment, and Ue meek will be teach Hit 
ways.” Tbe fact of our being sinful 
only makes It Ue more Imperative 
Uat God should speak to us. But Ue 
condition of our hearing and profiting 
by tbe guidance is meekness. By 
meekness the Psalmist means, I sup­
pose, little else Uan what we might 
call docility, of which the prime 
element is the submission of my own 
will to God’s. The reason why we go 
wrong about our duties is mainly Uat 
we do not supremely want to go right, 
but raUer to gratify inclinations, 
tastes or passions. God Is speaking to 
us, but If we make such a ria/ with 
Ue yelpings of our own kennelled de­
sires and lusts, and listen to Ue rattle 
and noise of Ue street and Ue babble 
of tongues.

The 
great difference between ObrUtlanlty 
and other religions 1* in their respec 
live conceptions of sin.

Sin is of two kind*, original and 
actual. Original sin is tbe eln of tbe

ual sin Is that which each individual 
commits for himself. Original sin is 
just as real as actual, and inevitably 
leads to actual sin whenever the op­
portunity is given. “As In Adam all 
die” (1st. Cor. 15:22) the Inspired 
apostle declares, and this means more 
than Inherited depravity, since In

thelr parents all die.” The language 
is remarkable "in Adam all die,” and 
since death Is a penalty of gin, there­
fore in Adam all sinned. This doc­
trine of original sin is clearly set 
forth In Bomans 5:12, "Therefore, 
as through one man sin entered Into 
the world, and death through sin; and 
so death passed upon all men tor that 
all sinned." Here sin and death are 
declared to go hand in hand, and be­
cause all ainned, all die. Whoever 
dies, therefore, is a sinner.
