L It was needful they should go 
everywhere preaching as testimony of 
their confidence In their risen Lord.

They not only believed, but their 
'faith was of that practical, operative 
kind which led them to act out what 
they believed—“that all power in 
heaven and earth is given Into bls 
hands; that he has the keys of death 
and bell, that he openeth and no man 
shutteth; he shutteth and no man
openeth.”

The Savior’s death and ascension 
had prepared the way for their going 
abroad in the removal of the center of 
attraction—his bodily presence. And, 
moreover, a most fierce persecution 
soon arose. Stephen, a man full of 
the Holy Ghost, was stoned to death. 
Satan appeared to imagine be oould 
now contend successfully against the 
Apostles; as they bad no longer the 
personal presence and protection of 
their Lord, and that by dispersion 
they and their cause would sink Into 
Inevitable rain. By persecution It is

wherein we were born.” If we have 
never rendered any adequate com­
pensation for this service, which has 
put us in possession of so great a treas­
ure, shall we not open a liberal band 
to supply the wants of others who 
are ignorant of the words of eternal 
life?

But this la not all. It was by mis­
sionaries that the Gospel was pub­
lished in Great Britain, and she baa 
felt her obligations, and has respond­
ed to the calls of others. A society 
for the propagation of religion in for­
eign parts was formed in England 
more than a hundred and forty years 
ago. principally to Impart religious 
Instruction to tbe American colonies."

“This society sent Its first mission­
ary to Carolina In 1702. Its labors were 
continued in the colonies throughout 
a period of seventy-four years, during 
which time It expended 61,128,981, 
and In the vicinity of Charleston 
alone 656.453. These missionaries 
distributed 2,000 volumes of relig­
ious books and a vast number of 
tracts."

Under the reign of Charles of Eng­
land, “tbe Baptiste were greatly” per­
secuted and prevented from doing 
anything publicly for the spread of 
the Gospel. "But under the admin­
istration of Cromwell, God gave them 
a respite, and they were allowed to 
meet together and devise plans for 
tbe advancement of tbe Redeemer’s

and simple.
Their plan is to first take oat the 

expenses from the gross receipts, and 
then give from ten to twenty-five per 
cent of the remainder. In doing this 
the public entertainers are enabled to 
evade the license law, and escape tax­
ation, which they would have other­
wise to pay. By a skillful manipula­
tion of expenses the shrewd and often­
times unscrupulous managers manage 
to eat up ninety per cent of the box 
office receipts, not unusually making 
a loss to appear, and the church or 
charity which loaned Its name to de­
fraud the license law gets what la left 
after taking 0 from cipher.

This evil hurts those legitimate en­
tertainers who scorn to descend to 
such petty tricks; they alm hurt the 
theaters which pay extravagantly 
large license texes.

It Is evident, therefore, that Primi­
tive Baptists were missionary In prin­
ciple and In practice, and that the re­
ligious character of these United 
States Is generally Indebted to mis­
sionary labor. It Is through tbe In­
strumentality of enlightened minds, 
and devoted hearts, under the bless­
ings of heaven that we are not this 
day heathen, offering worship to the 
hosts of heaven, or bowing down be­
fore gods made with our own bands. 
It is because we have tbe Bible that 
these mothers are not offering tbelr 
lovely babes in sacrifice to devils, or 
casting them into tbe Jaws of tbe de­
vouring crocodile, or drowning them 
in the waters of tbe Ganges, like the 
Hindoo mother to appease the wrath 
of tbelr gods. It Is not because we 
are better by nature than others that 
weare not making a pilgrim»ge to 
Mecca, or Medina, to pay our homage 
to that false prophet, or that we are 
not on our journey to worship the 
Idol of Juggernaut, and to fall beneath

Clubs within the Churches.

No development of oburch life 
within tbe past ten years baa been 
more striking than tbe rise and prom­
inence of what may be called clubs 
within the churches. Tbe Christian 
Endeavorers, with tbelr gigantic an­
nual meetidgs and membership wide 
as tbe world, are Just now*the most 
conspicuous organization of the kind, 
but there are many others. A little 
hand-book, Just got out by the.Congre­
gationalist, gives a long list of church 
associations for men and boys, run­
ning all the way from the Young 
Men’s Christian Association, founded 
fifty years ago, to the "Knighthood of 
King Arthur," organized only last 
year.; The public Is beginning to 
hear a good deal of tbe "Boys’ 
Brigade,” a church organization about 
four years old in this country, but al­
ready numbering 10,000 members. 
Then there are the well-known Epis­
copal "Brotherhood of St. Andrew," 
“Boys’ Clubs," and “Men'sClubs," the 
“Men's Sunday Evening Clubs," and 
various others.

Of course, tbe obvious intent and 
main avowed purpose of these clubs is 
religious. They are organized as

there are sill those who, though they 
ought to know better, are loudly pro­
claiming what “tbe cburcb ought” 
to do, in tbe way of controlling legis­
lation, or of effecting changes in state 
or municipal affairs. They seem to 
forget that “the cburcb” 1s not an 
organized body; that it has no c ffloers, 
no local habitation, no place of as­
sembly, no (power to effect anything 
by other than moral agencies. “The 
church ’’ 1s made up of the great com­
pany of the redeemed, known only to 
Him who baa redeemed them and 
written the name of each member in 
His book. As an organization, there­
fore, “the church” can do nothing. 
It baa onecLord, Master and Lawgiv­
er, whose kingdom 1s not of this 
world, and who has said, " Render 
unw>C:e*ar the things that are Cie 
ear's, and” unto God tbe things that 
are God's.”' When.he was here, he did 
not meddle with political affairs, and 
be baa never Intimated that It la the 
province of hie church to do so. At 
for tbe local, individual church, it 
waa never organized for a political 
purpose. Whatever Ite members may 
do, as citizens, tie cburcb itself has 
no duty outside of Ite own member­
ship Its prerogatives are purely re­
ligious. Christian men and women 
may do many things which It is not 
tbe province of the church to do. 
They may have learned tbelr duties 
In tbe church,(and may be the better 
fitted to do them because of tbe teach­
ing there received; but the perform­
ance of tbe duties of citizens la a mat­
ter with which the church haa no bus­
iness. Tbe management of eleemosy­
nary Institutions—hospitals, schools, 
asylums, etc.—Is a thing outside of 
tbe cburcb and haa no buainesa in tbe 
cburcb. Ohrlatlans owe service to 
tbelr fellow-men; but tbe cburcb, as 
such, owes;, nothing. No man haa a 
right to arraign “ tbe church ’* for not 
doing what It waa not organized to do,

It Is stated that the letter never 
would have been made public If Mr.

। fellow, who had been out of employ­

ment for a long time, lost a good posi­
tion offered him by being unable to 
reach a certain point on time. A lady 

on her way to her husband, who 
had been shot several days before by 
a bad character whom he had dis­
charged from his employ. Imagine 
her feelings when on tbe fourth day 
of the tie up, aod with no prospects 
of moving, she was wired to come Im­
mediately, her husband was dying. 
Buch were tbe experiences of many 
others among the 250 passengers on 
that train, that they will not soon for­
get that tie-up. But there were those 
who regarded it as a rich thing. "It's 
a fat thing forme,” remarked one of 
the strikers. “As long as it lasts I 
don’t bave to work, and I get my 
grub for nothing.”

A passenger said to me, "It’s one of 
the richest things I ever struck. Noth-
Ing to do, and the railroad company 
furnishing two square meals a day. If 
I were at home I would bare to work.” 
In tbe estimation of a M. E. preacher 
it was Just right. He would willingly 
lose 15 a day and remain there six 
months at his own expense If the boys 
—the strikers—would gain their point. 
At Spokane we saw bills announcing 
a temperance lecture by him as one of 
the leading orators of the day. The 
strike held him up, however, and be 
did not appear.

Repeated failures to gel those strik­
ers to reason about tbe matter con­
vinced me that their most urgent 
need Is proper instruction—wholesome 
advice. With them there 1s but one 
side to tbe question; tbat is their 
side. In no other light will they view 
It. They have been taught that their 
Interests are paramount to all things

they are sufficiently strong to bring all 
parties to terms. While some of them

men are oppressed even beyond the 
point of endurance, we would not 
question, but the strike as a means of 
relief la more destructive than remed­
ial. From the slavery of misguided 
thought and the orders of criminal 
leaders, these men should be and 
mint be delivered before we can rea­
sonably hope for a permanent settle­
ment of present difficulties.
