The history of tbe Hebrew nation 1 
In Ite relation to idolatry presents * 
some very remarkable features, espe ' 
daily some' very strong contrasts. 
The cal) of Abraham was literally an { 
ekklaia, a calling forth from the midst ' 
of idolatry one who should be tbe fa­
ther and founder of a race who should { 
recognize and worship tbe only true 
God; a race that should be the deposl- { 
tary, defender and teacher of mono- • 
theism. During the entire five bun- { 
dred years from the calling of Abra- ' 
ham until the Hebrews as a nation 
entered and were established In Ca­
naan, the land of promise, they were 
surrounded by tribes and races of Idol 
worshippers, and yet with a consider­
able degree of fidelity did they main­
tain tbe worship of one God, with only 
occasional lapses. After going into 
Egypt they were surrounded and con­
fronted by one of tbe most refined, at­
tractive and firmly established sys­
tems of pagan worship tbe world has 
ever known Fortunately for them, 
and for their.divinely appointed mis­
sion, they were placed apart by them­
selves In the land of Goshen, where 
their worship was not interfered with, 
nor the Idolatry of their masters ob­
truded upon tbelr notice. And yet 
polytheism was all about them, and 
its subtle influence pervaded all their

, life. Their separation, though not 
Intended for benefit, vet worked to

, that end. From reasons of state, from 
, religious prejudice, or from social an- 
, tlpathy—possibly from all combined— 

tbelr separation was maintained, and 
yet, as a servile race, tbe temptation 
must have been strong to adopt, or at 

’ least to imitate tbe habits, and espe- 
1 dally the worship, of their superiors. 
’ Their separation of race and blood, 
* and of social and religious Intercourse, 
' helped to maintain tbe broad dlstinc- 
' tlon of faith and worship which was 
1 the divine Intention of tbelr race life, 
’ over all of wblcb of course was the su­

perintendence of a divine providence.

In taking this form by 
which to express their idolatry, they 
showed how strong a bold the worship 
of their former masters had on their 
imaginations. It was in imitation of 
Apj*. the sacred bull, the Nile god 
which the Egyptians worshipped as 
their chief divinity.

Bnt too much time most not be 
given to private prayer and praise and 
meditation. Though that is not a 
fault of this generation which sins 
rather most grievously in giving too 
little time to private devotions. 
Hence piety is a shallow piety. It is 
a Catholic Idea that there is sanctity 
in spending ail tbe time In puullc or 
private devotions. Hence tbe nunner­
ies and tbe hermitages to which 
women and men retire, giving up 
home life and datfy work that they 
may repeat tbelr “ Hall Marys,” etc., 
all day and all night. Hence tbelr 
churches stand open all day, and dally 
"maases” are said. So surely as no 
Episcopal cburch begins to get 
"high" it begins to hold a greater 
number of meetings snd celebrates 
tbe communion oftener.

There is no danger whatever that 
this bustling generation will spend 
too much time on its knees In tbe 
closet. It ought to spend far more. 
It believes with the old Pharisees 
that it shall be heard for its much 
speaking. But unlike them, it is not 
much speaking to God in public or pri­
vate prayer, that Is, silent prayer on 
tbe street corners, but much speak­
ing In meetings of all kinds.
