We may say that the preacher baa 
but one thing to do, namely, to study 
and expound the Bible. As one man 
Is a professor of mathematics and an­
other makes it his life work to teach 
Greek, so tbe preacher la a "profea- 
sor " of biblical history and doctrine. 
Tbe Gospel comes from tbe Bible, and 
tbe only way to give men tbe Gospel 
is to give them the Bible.

And the Bible Is not great in size. 
The book of Genesis can be read 
through In two hours, tbe Gospel of 
Matthew in one hour, and the whole 
volume In less than a week. In a 
month’s time a studious man wbo hud 
neverseen it before could become able 
to pass a very fair examination on Its 
general contents. Certainly then the 
preacher who is supposed to have 
been studying It for ten, twenty or 
thirty years, ought to have a complete 
mastery of Its external features. But 
is it too much to say tbat tbe average 
minister does not have one-tenth as 
thorough a knowledge of the Scrip­
tures as the average professor of 
mathematics or Greek has of tbe topic 
he devotes himself to teaching?

What should we think of a professor 
of English history who could give no 
systematic outline of tbe wars be­
tween England and France or the 
changes of religion In England? But 
what proportion of preachers could 
give a fair outline of the wars between 
Israel and Judah or the alternations 
in Israel between Baal worship and 
tbe worship of Jehovah? How many 
preachers could give as good an out­
line of tbo general e intents of tbe dis­
courses of the prophets as a professor 
of English literature would be ex­
pected to be able to give of the writ­
ings of Burke or Bacon? What pro­
portion of preachers could pass any­
thing like as good an examination on 
the biblical history and literature as 
the qrdlnary high-school teacher of 
English history and literature could 
pass on tbat topic?

A man who had given bls life to the 
workof teaching on English literature 
wonld know the choicer passages of 
the different writers and would be 
•Die to quote largely from oaaucer, 
Byron, Tennyson’ and others. And 
wbat should we think of a professor of 
Engltsb literature who was unable to 
mention any peculiarities In the styles 
Of Spenser, Scott or Browning, Bun­
yan, Johnson or Carlyle? But how 
many ministers are there who could 
speak Intelligently as to tbe choicer 
poetic passages In tbe Bible or oould 
quote any of them beyond a few texts 
which are like familiar expressions 
from Sbakspeare or Dickens which 
men of no literary knowledge will 
quote without'knowing where they 
are from? And wbat proportion of 
ministers wbo are supposed to have 
been studying tbe Bible all tbeir Uvea 
could point out any differences in 
style and thought between Ezekiel 
and Hosea, Paul and John?

Wbat should we think of a college 
professor whose work It bad been all

deal. But as a matter of fact the 
hearers get very little information. 
Question tbe average hearer as be 
comes out of church, and you will find 
that so far from having got some new 
ideas, be will know perhaps absolutely 
nothing of what the preacher bas 
been talking about. Nor Is tbe bearer 
generally to blame. You, my dear 
reader, are an attentive listener, but 
how often do you get a new idea from 
a sermon you hear? How often can 
you say, on leaving tbe church, that 
you understand thia or that text as 
you did not before, that you have a new 
conception of this or that biblical 
character, that you discern more fully

sermon does not contain instruction 
of thia kind. Tbe average discourse 
la not made up of thought quarried 
out of the rich mines of Scripture, It 
Is a thin solution of traditional relig­
ious conceptions which the minister 
baa beard from other preachers or has 
gotten from tbe bymn-book, and as 
tbe medieval priest preached not 
Scripture but tbe traditional theology 
of tbe church, so tbe average preacher 
of to-day makes up bls discourses not 
from bls own study of tbe Bible, but 
from Inch religious Ideas as happen to 
be "in the air.” But the Gospel 
comes from tbe Bible, and no man can 
preach the Gospel in Ite fullness un­
less be Is himself a thorough Bible 
student and makes up bls sermons of 
biblical Instruction.

Tbe minister begins to preach at 
the age of twenty-live or thirty, and 
with good health he ought to keep on 
preaching till be I# slxtyflve or sev­
enty. The young preacher may look 
forward to forty years of labor. Now 
in this period be ought to learn a vast 
deal about the Bible. He should take 
Greek and Hebrew In tbe theological 
seminary, and should keep them up 
after he bas entered the ministry. In 
fact the question of "an educated 
ministry" Is not so much bow many

before In 1839. Dr Bope’e deep- 
seated spirit of fraternityrome years 
after the division In mlsson work of 
1845, leading him to seek be special 
study of moral science under Dr. 
Wayland, whose work wu foiled in 
1871 as tbe text-book at Ritgen, Pres­
byterian In origin, and las since re­
mained. Yet, again; bit reasons for 
selecting Princeton fo' theological 
training were often diseased in a fra­
ternity of thought, as gnulne as his 
sentiment on tbe Elhlcrof Wayland.

The small amount of biblical study 
done by the average preacher is shown 
by the small amount of progress be 
makes In biblical knowledge. If a 
boy had been pretending for a year to 
study United States history, and at 
tbe end It appeared on examination 
that be knew no more of It than at 
the beginning of tbe year, we should 
Infer that be had not studied much. 
But could the average preacher at tbe 
age of forty-five pass a much better 
examination in tbe Bible than he 
oould have done at the age of forty- 
four? Does not this lack of Increase 
Of biblical knowledge show a lack of 
study of the Bible?

And tbe scant biblical knowledge of 
the average preacher Is shown In that 
of tbe average hearer. If there were 
delivered a course of twenty lectures 
on astronomy, they being fairly good 
lectures, even tbe most careless hear­
er would know more about the matter 
than he did before attending them. 
And so if the average preacher had a 
fairly good knowledge of tbe Bible and 
tried to teach it to the people, they 
would steadily increase in tbeir 
knowledge of tbe Scriptures.

What Is It "to make a mock at sin"? i 
Clearly, to speak of II In a trilling way, 
and to make jokes about It. A Christ­
ian man will never speak about sin 
without a certain awe. It la tbe 
thing which destroys the human race; 
It is the "abominabla thing ' which God : 
bates. Tbe Christian can not bring : 
himself to Jest about It. It Is far too 
solemn a matter. Other men may 
laugh about moral evil; or may give 
nicknames to Satan; or may ridicule i 
tbe "preciseness,” as they call it, of' 
those wbo endeavor to avoid the con­
tamination and pollution of sin. He 
can do nothing of tbe kind. Sin Is 
too serious a matter In his eyes to Jest 
about. But there are other ways, 1 
think, of making a mock of sin, and 
one is, by glossing over wrong-doing 
by fair and specious names. Call a 
young fellow “a little wild," or "a 
little unsteady,” when he is posting 
to the devil as fast as he can go; call 
a licentious life a “gay" life; call 
drunkenness and guttony "good fel­
lowship;" call dishonesty "smartness;" 
and cheating “dexterity”—and, It 
strikes me, you are Indulging In the 
bablt attributed to tbe persons In our 
text. You are “making a mock atslu." 
Yet again, 1 think you must not 
acquit a man of complicity In this 
offense If you find him incapable of 
expressing Indignation against moral 
evil.

"Jehovah" 1* the proper name 
for tbe God of Israel. He says, 
"Whatsoever Jehovah will say to me

it like a king who I* expecting a visit 
from another king, and will go to the 
frontier town to meet him a* soon as 
he comes acroe* the border. So Balak 
goes to receive Balaam. Balak recog- 
nlM* the superiority of the prophet. 
Balak, tbe king, know* and acknowl­
edge* that there 1* *ome one greater 
than hlmielf. Balak goe* to pay 
reverence to a power greater thaa all

And they go on together. What a 
strange couple! Balaam, with hl* 
dear knowledge of God and of God1* 
uprightness and God’* great purpose; 
■nd Balak, the Idolatrou* king of 
Moab. And the Idolatry of Moab wa* 
tbe lowest and vilest. Strange pair! 
One man with a clear knowledge of 
the God that made heaven and earth, 
and the other an idolater of the moat 
shameful kind. Thea you know the 
story. Balak want* Balaam to curse, 
■nd once, twice, three times, Balsam's 
word* are turned to blea*lqff*. And 
then Balak 1* angry with the man 
whom be baa fetched, and who had 
turned against him who bad fetched 
blm. Balak commands Balaam to be 
silent, and then Balaam utters hl* 
last prophecy, that wonderful propb-

And we soon find that this 
man Is In actual intercourse with the 
real God. That night God came to’ 
Balaam. Here we have the man in 
actual Intercourse with God. You 
see the world is better than we 
thought. Far from the tents of Israel

the war-like tribe of the Amorltes. 
We have ample proof of the military 
prowess of tbe Amorltes. There are 
fragments of song* embedded lb the 
book of Numbers which are the echoes 
of the primeval songs of these Amor­
ltes.

Now there are over 1,300 native mem­
ber. connected with thl. .Ingle Bap- 
tl.t itatlon, another station ha* been 
opened about 60 mile, away, besides a 
band tbat emigrated from here to a 
distant province. There are now 
about forty missionaries connected 
with tbe work in these three centers. 
This week I had tbe delightful priv­
ilege of preaching to about 150 men, 
native pastors, deacons, elders and 
leaders, gathered from about eighty 
surrounding country center*, for con- 
inltatlon about the work. It was 
an luiplring audience. Not one 
of these was a paid woiker, except six 
native pastors, who are paid entirely 
by native churches. Thl* mission 
bold* to a far-advanced Idea of self- 
•upport—of making tbe natives feel 
and assume responsibility In the 
work. One brother told me that tbey 
were trying to do les* and les* of em­
ploying the native*. A young Presby­
terian miuionary told me tbst there 
wu a strong tendency in 'heir mission 
In favor ot "self-support." The Eng­
lish Baptists pay much lower wage. 
In general, especially to pastors and 
ev.ngelliu. than do many surround- i 
lug missions. I think I can say with- 1 
out any tear of contradiction tbat tbe 
general trend ot mission thought In 
China, regarding tbe work on the i 
field, is toward tbe position held by i 
the Gospel Mission workers, though 
many hold to one theory and practice 1 
something el*e, because of their .ur- I 
roundlogs^

By the *y, I used Dr. Whltsltt's : 
figures, which reached me in the iMt 1 
Recorder, about the progress of 1

, and our privations. The man "with 
a mission " may take what be can get. 
There 1* a crying destitution in many 
parts of our state. From Jacksonville 
to Pensacola, a distance of nearly four 
hundred mile* by rail, there are only 
three Baptlit pastor*—namely, one at 
Lake Olty, oncost Tallahassee, and 
one at Chipley. And yet the only va­
cant pastorate in tbe state able to 
pay a living salary (of, say, *1,200) la 
Ocala- And the brethren there are 
amply able to make their own choice.

Ae to the “ peripatetic evangelist," 
your correspondent write* like an eye- 
witne**. He may be a little “off” 
on hl* Latin, but he 1* certainly right 
about tbe collection-lifting evangelist 
who feel* "called” to spend a winter 
In Florida Haud inexpfrlue Ic'/uor. 
Yon may recall tbe saying of Poor 
Blcbard about experience being a 
dear school, but there Is small pity for 
tbe man who geta burnt twice In the 
same fire. I don’t think I shall do 
that.

We have our difficulties even in 
Florida. No man need expect to find 
Eutopla here. But there Is probably 
no state where a more generous spirit 
prevails, or where a sincere man, ear­
nestly seeking to promote the Inter­
ests of our Lord’s kingdom, can find a 
more delightful field of labor. I have 
had some of tbe happiest experience* 
of my life in preaching to a " handful" 
of Florida "crackers" who, I knew, 
oould not believe tbat 1 had other 
than tbe loftiest motives In so doing.

Men take no pleasure in liv­
ing. Hence they bold their own lives 
and those of their fellows cheaply; 
they attack the existing laws and in­
stitutions. and seem possessed with 
tbe very madness ot destruction.

It was never Intended that any man 
should enjoy life while his sins are un- 
forglven. There is no joy worth the 
name separated from reconciliation 
with God. The very heathen know 
tbit great truth, and are always try­
ing to make peace with their gods. 
Joy and peace are fruits of tbe Spirit; 
they cannot be found except In Him.

Tbere is no peace, sal th my God, to 
the wicked. They cannot rest. The 
world is arranged In such a way as to 
keep them from resting. Tbat is 
what tb*n consciences are tor. And 
silence conscience for any .length of 
time, men cannot- It will remind

' have followed. Among the saddest 
of these is tbe great increase of crime

1 among the young. This is simply ap­
palling, and makes one inclined to 
hope the world will come to an end 
before the generation of the grey­
headed is gathered to its fathers. 
Unless indeed some remedy can be 
found, and progress be faced in anoth­
er direction.

Judge Edmunds, of the St. Louis 
Criminal Court, say, that fully 50 per 
cent of the criminals who come before 
him are under eighteen years of age. 
Think what that means, and think 
what it says tor the future. Accord­
ing to statistics, in England crime 
has decreased greatly, bnt it is crime 
among the older folks. Tbe increase 
of crime among children is terrible.

And what adds to the terror ot the 
situation is that these young crim­
inals are more callous than the older 
ones. All who read of that beautiful 
boy of seven who tried to kill bis baby 
brother, and when talked to by tbe 
Judge, calmly responded that be did 
pot like the baby and meant to kill It,

them of their sins and of their ac­
countability to God. It is largely to : 
get rid of conscience that men take to , 
stimulants and drink themselves into , 
exbll aratlon or to forgetfulness. । 

But ihey are not allowed to escape 
thus or to enjoy life. Physical dis­
comforts sod pains which Will not 
down follow the alcohol and tbe i 
opium. The body comes to the aid of 
conscience, and pain takes away tbe < 
desired rest and joy.

All nature is on the side ot God and 
conscience. Men's paths lie among 
open graves. On all sides tbe rattling 
clods say in muffled tones, "Itremaln- 
eth unto man once to die, and after 
death, tbe Judgment." Anil con­
science echoes the words they speak. 
And when earthquake and storm are 
abroad, and men are helpless in their 
power, through all the roar can be 
heard the words, "Prepare to meet 
thy God."

Death and danger and pain will not 
allow the voice of conscience to be 
silenced. And no man can enjoy life 
when conscience is reminding him of 
his sin, ot God’s wrath and of tbe 
Judgment to come. Feverish excite­
ment is not joy, stupefaction is not

Just now strong sod persistent ef­
forts sre being made to stifle tbe voice 
ot conscience telling us of our account­
ability to ‘God, by substituting our 
tellowmeu as objects of duty. Man 
is held close before our eyes to shut 
out tbo vision of God. We ^e told 
our obligations to our fellowmen so 
long and so loudly as to cause forget­
fulness of obligations to God. And 
altruism is to supply the plane of re­
ligion, and to usurp its name. Bellg- 
ion means tying back to God; a tying 
which can only be done by the pierced 
hands.

This love to man, well enough in 
the second place, cannot take the 
place of love to God and give men 
peace and Joy. Conscience, despite all 
your altruism, calls out "God,” and 
the storm and the darkness, pain and 
death, echo its voice. You may have 
done your fellowman no intentional 
harm, you may have spent your life

with whom French Justice has had to 
deal ot late years has been, with few 
exceptions, mere youths."

M. Gulllot, a leading magistrate In 
Paris, whose name Is well known in 
connection with many famous trials, 
says: "Although statistics show no 
general Increase, in France tbe oou- 
tingent of young criminals Is growing 
more and more numerous, and youtb- 
ful miscreants were never so remark­
able as now for cynicism and ferocity. 
I had supposed tbat during my long 
career as jugs d'instruelion I bad seen 
tbe lowestl depths of human corrup 
tlon; but it Is only since I have had to 
du especially iwltb young criminals 
that 1 have become acquainted with 
it.”

If the rising generation begin 
life such r ferocious and hardened 
criminals, what will they be as they 
grow old In wickedness? Tbe genera­
tion which preceded them were taught 
In their bomescobedlence to parents, 
and the fear of God. They went to 
schools In which the Bible was read 
and reverenced, if they were Protest­
ants, and If Catholics, In which the 

। church was reverenced and obeyed. 
' Trained thus In obedience and rever- 
। ence, tbe feeling of accountability to 
- higher authority was ground into 
; their very natures, l Far as they after­

wards departed from rectitude, there 
- still remained rmtcb of tbelr early 
i training.

This Is said[to be tbe age of cbll- 
: dren, or, as it-wasexultiogly put, "This 
i age has discovered children.” Since 
l these are tbe results, it might be well 
I for the age to discover family life and 
) parents who rule their children and

save two tons of hay by feeding three 
tons of straw, without Increasing the 
coat of his grain food or unfavorably 
affecting bls animals, then he certain­
ly can make money by utilizing his 
straw. To get the greatest fertilltlng 
value from straw, It should be used 
liberally for bedding live stocx on 
water-tight floors, so that no urine 
will be loot. The urine of the horse is 
very rich in nitrogen and potash, but 
contains no phosphoric acid: and aa 
this manure- heats very readily, and 
the nitrogen Is volatile and escapes 
readily in gas, and potash is soluble 
and leaches out easily, it can be seen 
that Intelligent management of horse 
manure is required to get the greatest 
benefit from It. My plan la to clean 
the stalls dally, spread tbe manure 
and straw In an adjoining stable, and 
keep enough stock loose on it to tramp 
it sold and keep It moist; and when 
It has accumulated to the depth of two 
or three feet, we tike It to the field and 
spread it on sod wh\:!i is to be plowed 
the following sprldg. Managed In 
this way, we reduce tbe labor of hand­
ling to a minimum, and there will be no 
loss of valuable properties by evapo­
ration, and anything that leaches goes 
Intotbe ground just where It Is needed.

It would be 
beet to feed the ground feed mixed 
with cut straw, and then let them 
have looee straw to pick besides, and 
twice a day clean out the mangers, 
and put what la left under the stock 
for bedding.

Iwould not feed straw exclusively 
to oows giving milk, or to young 
growing animals; bat horses when not 
at work, and store cattle two years old 
and upward, will do well on It. 1 
know several farmers who feed their 
team, no other rough feed during the 
winter, and their boraes are in fine 
condition when spring comes. One of 
the difficult things is to convince the 
farmer that bran is more valuable to 
feed withatraw than corn,and mortof 
them will feed corn when they oonld 
sell it and buy a much larger weight 
of bran. To-day I can bay bran at 312 
a ton, and corn la selling at'50 oente a 
bushel, and forty bnahela of It are re­
quired to make a ton of meal after 
it 1* tolled; and yet a majority of 
farmers will feed corn even when 
there is a greater difference than thia 
In the price. Each year I feed more 
bran, and appreciate It more; and 1 
now feed It aa a part of the ration in 
fattening both bogs and cattle, and 
am convinced that It Is true economy 
to do Uila, as there is leas danger of 
indigestion than when the grain ration 
is corn exclusively, but especially 
when feeding straw, which has a very 
low albuminoid ratio, bran, which has 
a high albuminoid ratio, la valuable. 
On large farms, where straw often 
whin mite to a hundred tons or more, 
it can be stacked so aa to furnlah both 
gaiter and food by making the stacks 
so that the cattle can go under them, 
Md thus dishorn the cattle so that 
they will bulk up in the warm straw
