and societies doe* not always give tbe 
smoothest .ailing. In fact, there I. 
an undercurrent of discontent, occa­
sionally finding a feeble utterance, 
that clearly shows that the Episcopal 
form of church government Is at pres­
ent resting on an uncertain founda­
tion. It would really be better for 
the Methodists to dispose of It, and 
take the Scriptural form, which Is tbe 
Baptist form, and thus obey tbelr 
Lord, and subserve tbelr own best in­
terests and freedom.

The United States Labor Com­
missioner, Carroll D. Wright, say. that 
ninety-two per cent of the crime com­
mitted In our country is tbe result of 
tbe use of intoxicating liquors.

Tbe Corinth Debate.

The above debate began in Corinth, 
Miss., August 18, between Elders J. N. 
Hall and A. G. Freed, of tbe Camp- 
bellite church. The first proposition 
was as follows: Baptism to a penitent 
believer is for, in order to, remission 
of past sins. Freed tried to prove 
this from tbe commission as given by 
Matthew, Mark and Luka But Hall 
showed that Matthew taught disciple- 
ship before baptism, and that disciple­
ship Implied conversion. He also 
showed that Mark taught the salva­
tion of the believer, and the antithe­
sis proved be was not talking sbout 
the remission of sins in baptism. 
Hall also showed that be could not 
find such a man as a penitent believer, 
because repentance al ways came before 
faith. He demanded in vain a pas­
sage that reversed this order. Freed 
was not able to produce it, and only 
Introduced one other proof text for bls 
doctrine In tbe two days' discussion. 
Hall challenged him to meet him on 
Acta 2:38, saying that Campbellites 
considered this their Gibraltar. But 
Mr. Freed would not risk the battle 
on that passage. Freed had his argu­
ments drawn off on charts, and showed 
himself to be a genius in constructing 
charts, but Hall proved himself & 
greater genius In tearing them to 
pieces.

Tbe second proposition was on apoe- 
tasy. Freed again affirmed that a 
child of God could so apostatize as to 
be finally lost. He collated all tbe 
Scripture usually relied on to prove 
tbit; but in a short while Hail set It 
all aside, met every one of Eta proofs, 
and Introduced a negative*llne of ar­
guments that were clear-cut and un- 
ans'werable, and Mr. Freed never tried 
to answer them. Un this point Mr. 
Freed showed the weaknees of tbe 
cause that depends upon works for 
salvation, while tbe doctrine of salva­
tion by grace shone out in clearness 
and power.

Tbe third proposition was on the 
setting up of tbe kingdom io tbe days 
of John the Baptist. Hall affirmed, 
and proved by Matt. 11:12, Luke 16:10, 
Matt. 23 31, and man? other Scrip­
tures, that tbe kingdom was set up 
by Christ during his personal minis­
try. Freed admitted all Bro. Hall 
said, and then proceeded to array tbe 
millenlal idea of the Scriptures 
against the very thing he bad ad­
mitted to be true- He made a signal 
failure.

Tbe moet of 
those I bave named make small roots 
enough to hold some soil when dug 
np. If the trees are to be removed 
some distance, the ball should be kept 
firm by having tome burlap tied about 
it. With ever so little a ball undli- 
turbed, failure rarely comes.

Mv own method of planting ever­
green* 1* m follow*: Tbe boles for the 
tree* are dug to the proper depth— 
deeper should the soil be poor, and 
good eartb put In tn tbe plaoe of the 
other. The tree* are *et In, and fine 
earth ailed in about the roots and 
pounded to make It solid, taking care 
not to bruise the roots. When the 
boles are about half filled up, I pour 
Into each several bucketfuls of water, 
enougb, In fact, so that the soil and 
water make a mush, m it were. When 
tbe water ba* soaked away, I fill In 
more roll, but do not completely fill 
up the bole. Tbe next d ay more water 
is given, enougb to again thoroughly 
soak the mass. Tbe third day the 
filling up of tbe boles li completed. 
Usually no more water is requled.

New Injurious Insects.

Tbe Agricultural Department at 
Washington Issue* monthly a valuable 
pamphlet, entitled Inttcl Lift, which 
if read would Inform farmers of these 
matters, and help them to overcome 
tbe IDumerable enemies that dam­
age tbe crop. From tbe latest num­
ber of this mo*t Interesting work tbe 
following items are selected: First, 
tbe sugar beet web worm Is described. 
Thia new enemy of this crop Is a moth, 
wbloh appears In groat numbers In 
July, laying Its eggs on the leaves, 
which are eaten by the young larva) 
to such an extent m to kill tbe plants.

The remedies suggested, after a 
careful study of the Insect’s habits, 
are the deep plowing of tbe soil so m 
to bury the Immature Insects, tbe 
harrowing of tbe land to expose them 
to their natural enemies,' m quail, 
meadow larks, and other birds, m 
well M mice and many small quadru- 
ped*, who devour them in great num­
ber*. But the moet effective means 
Is the spraying of tbe leaves with 
pari* green in water. This Is to be 
done late in June or early in July. 
As this pest appeared only tor tbe 
first time in 1892, It is most likely that 
It will soon spread to other localitlee, 
and as tbe common rule Is, attack 
other plants.

Another destructive insect described 
is the cherry tonrlx, which defoliates 
the tree and constructs nests In tbe 
form of web*, completely around and 
entirely enveloping the tree. A photo­
