An Attractive Ministry.

In the criticisms which fol­
lowed tbe reading, some, as might 
have been expected, objected to this 
proposition, as savoring of striving to 
please men, ratber than God, tn the 
ministry of tbe Word. To such an In­
terpretation of hto statement the es­
sayist strenuously objected, aa being 
foreign to hto meaning, and not legit­
imately deduced from hto language, 
while be reiterated hto statement and 
rtenforced its Importance to tbe 
preacher.

But 
every true man, and especially every 
true minister of tbe Gospel, will feel 
aa did tbe Apostle, that he who seeks 
to please man, ceases to be tbe serv­
ant and tbe ambassador of Christ. 
Such a man will preach himself and 
uot Christ Jesus, however much be 
may talk about Christ and tbe Cross. 
These sacred terms may be used aa a 
sort of rhetorical background and dec 
oration, the heart and soul of wblclf 
may be to magnify the speaker’s ora­
torical attractions. Preaching about 
Christ and tbe Gospel, is uot necessa­
rily preaching Christ and the Gospel.

can be welcome to the carnal heart 
and the mind alienated from holiness. 
Most sadly true. But the Gospel of 
salvation which offers immunity from 
penalty, and offers pardon and peace 
by fattb In our Lord Jesus Christ, can 
never be unwelcome to mortal man, 
however much It may be neglected or 
undervalued. But further; while tbe 
sterner ministry of law, justice and 
Judgment, which Is a part of tbe mis­
sion of tbe pulpit, may not be welcome 
to unregenerate men, the manner ot 
presenting even repulsive truth may 
win it a hearing and attract men to 
its ministry. That is precisely tbe 
point contended for. Preaching may 
be winning In the manner of Ito pfb- 
sentatlon, while Ito subject matter 
may be most condemnatory and un­
welcome to the hearer. Men will lis­
ten to, and even be attracted by un­
welcome truth If it be properly pre­
sented to them. Nor need tbe point 
of tbe shaft of truth be blunted, nor 
the sword of the Spirit be encased In a 
silken scabbard In order to be endured. 
Let truth pierce and cut; but present 
It In such a way as to secure It a hear­
ing. It can be done, and to this end 
the preacher of the Gospel should con­
secrate bls energies. Jesus attracted 
men to bls mlhtstry by tbe truth 
which did not spare them. Paul drew 
men to hear him though be terribly 
condemned them for their sins. All 
tbe great preachers of the ages have 
done this. And this faculty has made 
them great. Tbe world loves to have 
Ito teachers brave and true to their 
mission. Thousands sre attracted to 
speakers In the pulpit and on the plat-
orm who do not care for wbat Is said,

The Eloquence or Job.

DY H. I’. AUUCK.

Job was summoned to dBmonstrate 
to the world that a man oax love God 
disinterestedly. It pleased God that 
be should demonitrate thia by pass­
ing through the fiery furnace of temp­
tations and Buffering. Job's wife 
breaks down entirely under tbe trial, 
and in the language which Satan bad 
anticipated would fall from the pa­
triarch himself, she advises "to 
curse God and die.” But ?e, con­
scious of the weight of responsibility, 
obstinately refutes to. yield t6 her ad- 
vloe. The destruction of bis property 
draws from him not one word of com­
plaint; the loss of hto children elicits 
the sublimes! words of submission 
that ever fell from tbe lips ot a 
mourner; tbe horrible disease which 
rendered him losthsome to all, and 
seemed to stigmatize blm an ob­
ject of divine wraih wm borne with­
out a murmur. He finds himself for 
the first time facing a sin-entlaved 
people, upon whose hearts be must 
write the same eternal troths that 
had t>een engraved upon hto own. It 
to truly a momentous event In tbe Ute 
of any one who, conscious ot a divine 
commission, comes to face an angry 
world for the first time. This, when 
other things fall, will energize tbe 
latent powers ot tbe soul and cause 
the Ups to glow with fire from off tbe 
altar of tbe heart. Job, by repelling 
tbe suggestion of hto wife by the sim­
ple sentence, "Wbat, shall we receive 
good at the hands of tbe Lord, and 
shall we not receive evil,” strikes at 
tbe deepest seated superstition ot bto 
own people's creed. Hs- maintains 
that though good and evU are con­
traries, they do not come from con­
trary causes. Tbe central element of 
tbe popular belief was that "divine 
government rested upon an exact and 
uniform correlation between sin and 
punishment. ’ This belief seams to 
have been so deeply rooted that even 
Job himself was for a moment afected 
by IL He evidently knew UMt ad­

offend; be seeks only to be true to the 
strong emotions of a genuine heart. 
Mr. Emerson says, "Tbesecretof true 
eloquence to for tbe speaker to realize 
everything be says.” Apply this test 
to tbe book of Job, and you will find 
that It meets tbe requirement of tbe 
blghest eloquence. No man ever 
realized so keenly tbe force of bls 
own words as dldjJob. Every word be 
uttered was but tbe representation of 
tbe living thought In hto soul.

In tbe last discussion Job's comfort­
ers, who doubtless began their Inter­
views with blm from an honest mo­
tive, have now become hto fiercest 
opponents. In addition to tbe ac­
cusation urged in the preceding d la- 
caaslon, they now bring another, with 
some degree of ingenuity. Ellphtz 
sees in the mis steps of Job's former 
life an adequate cause for hto present 
suffering. He says: "Thou bast taken 
a pledge from tby brother for nought, 
and stripped the naked of their cloth­
ing. Thou hast not given water to 
the weary to drink, and thou bast 
wttbholden bread from tbe hungry. 
Thou hast sent widows away empty, 
and tbe anna of tbe fatherless have 
been broken.” In reply to this added 
accusation, which exit ted only in 
tbe fruitful Imagination ot Ellphax,

God said to 
Isaac, "I will be wlU thee, sod will 
bless thee.” In the Uird verse of Uis 
chapter, the promise Is made doubly 
sure to Isaac when God says, "I will 
perform Ue oath which I aware unto 
Abraham tby father." And In Ue 
twenty-fourth verse of the chapter, i 
where Ue promise Is renewed, it is, 
■till on Ue ground of Che covenant;I

and multiply Uy seed for my servant 
Abraham's sake.” Now, do you know 
anyUlng of the covenant relation­
ship between God and bls people? The 
bulk of Christians nowadays are whol­
ly Ignorant on Uto subject. The 
preachers have forgotten it; yet Ue 
covenant 1s Ue tog and bottom of all 
theology. He Uat to master of the 
knowledge of Ue covenants has the 
key of true divinity. But Ue doctrine 
has gone out of date except with a few 
old-fashioned people, who are supposed 
to know no better, but who, In spite

If she believes ibis, then sbe belongs 
among the Methodists, and In Joining 
them she slmplv goes to her own 
place. Her Joining the Methodists, 
however, after marry log tbe pres, her, 
Indicates that sbe would tot have 
Joined them had she married differ­
ently. Suppose sbe bad married a 
Baptist, tor example, would sbe have 
Joined tbe Methodists? If not, then 
her Joining them In tbe present cir­
cumstances cannot be Justified. If 
she believe tbe Methodists to be 
right, then, sbe should join them, al­
though she be married to a Baptist 
preacher. If she believe the Baptists 
to be right, then sbe should cling to 
them Io every circumstance and at 
every hazard. Certainly It cannot be 
claimed that her marrying a Method- 
let preacher made tbe Methodists 
right.

This case gives tbe brethren a good 
opportunity to emphasize tbe princi­
ples that sbould determine cburcb re­
lations.
