We see tbe statement often made 
that only tbe Gospel simply preached, 
will draw for aoy length of time. 
Tbat sensationalism, that heresy, etc., 
are failures In reaching ‘and bolding 
congregations.

This is an age of unions. Laborers 
unite in industrial pursuits; capital­
ist* combine in manufacturing enter­
prises; merchants confederate in com­
mercial operations,aud statebmen seek 
to nationalize tbe sovereign State*. 
Each of these unions has its head, 
and, in tbe nature or thing*, the head 
becomes a tyrant over tbe body. But 
the greatest clamor 1s for the union of 
all Christians. This is no new thing. 
It is a revival of a very ancient de­
mand.

Soon after the Apostolic Age men 
began to think that the divine plan 
of gathering the disciples into small, 
independent churches was unwise. 
Doubtless they used the same argu­
ments tbat are employed now. The 
multiplicity of rival organization* 
gendered strife aud Jealousy, and In­
terrupted the peace and good will of 
neighbor* and brethren. Instead of 
massing their united forces against 
the enemy, they wasted their strength 
In petty strife aud guerilla warfare. 
Human reason prevailed. The union 
of all Christians, save a few "narrow­
minded” churches which adhered to
the apostolic plan,
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and aspirations. Even two cannot 
walk together except they be agreed. 
Men must see eye to eye before they 
can speak the same things. Tbe oft- 
repeated assertion that Obrist prayed 
for the (organic) union of all hie dis­
ciples Is not true. He prayed very 
earnestly “that they may be perfected 
into one”—one In spirit, faith, pro-

consum-
mated. Instead of a multitude of 
small. Independent organization*, 
there was now one great catholic

Tm« la true beyond a question. But 
suppose the pure religion simply 
preached did not drew? Suppose the 
sensationalist or tbe heretic built up 
large congregations who paid well, 
and who listened well, and who were 
permanent?

When tbe Christian force* were 

thus organized in one great army, 
reason dictated tbat It should be of­
ficered. Instead of captains, majors, 
colonels, generals and a geflerallsslmo, 
the commander* were styled priests, 
bishops, archbishops, cardinals and a 
pope. Thus (quipped, the universal 
church became the mightiest power 
this world has ever known; whether 
for good or evil, let ten centuries of 
history declare. It speedily enslaved, 
soul and body, every member of It* 
vast organization below Its pope, who 
blasphemously assumed to reign In 
the place of God; it ushered in tbe 
dark ages, which bung like a pall over 
the earth a thousand year*; it bap­
tised Ite converts al the point of ihe 
sword, and its millions of heretics In 
wrathful flames of Are; It practiced

soul aud mind—but not united 1b one 
organization; for this would be con­
trary to bl* own eocle*la*tlcal polity, 
set forth by hl* word and byapo*tollc 
example.

It is not remotely probable, nor de­
sirable, even if it were posalble, tbat 
all Christians should ever be united 
In one organization. It has pleased 
tbe Master to set bls disciples, noUn 
one great Incongruous mass, boffin 
small, harmonious, Independent or­
ganizations. Divine polity requires 
perpetual multiplication rather than 
consolidation of churches. Ten. 
twenty, or a hundred churches in one 
large city or province, is far letter 
than one of equal aggregate member­
ship. Men are happier and more vir­
tuous in small communities than In 
great aggregations. In the former 
each member retain* bls Individuality 
and feel* bl* personal responsibllty; 
In tbe latter the many are io dom­
inated by the itrong andself-awertlng 
tew u to lose tbelr identity In the un­
wieldy and too frequently enslaved

In their missionary enterprise of tak­
ing tbe world for Obrist. It has gen­
erally proven true that wherever they 
have put tbe soles of tbelr feet they 
have taken possession of the land, and 
have so continued in possession wher­
ever they have kept the soles of tbelr 
feet. Everything depends upon tbe 
soles of our feet being planted In a 
heathen, or other country, ar district, 
destitute of the Gospel. Tbe great 
Commission of Christ, " Go ye into all 
the world and preach tbe Gospel to

bls eternal and unchangeable purposes 
or decrees; that salvation in its begin­
ning, continuance and completion, Is 
God's free gift; that, in Christ, we are 
elected or chosen personally or Indi­
vidually, from eternity, saved and 
called out from tbe world, not accord- 
Ing to our works, but according to his 
own purpose and grace, through tbe 
eanctlflcatlon of tbe Spirit and belief 
of tbe truth; that we are kept by his

our feet; aud we have seen It dearly 
demonstrated tbat churches spring up 
only in the tracks of our miMftoarles. 
We can never send the Gospel without 
making tracks In which to leave It;

wtthouta successful planting. To tbe 
extent of our tracks we have extended 
our border; and our border doe* not 
extend an Inch beyond tbe track* of 
tbe soles of our feet. Tbe truth Is 
tbat the successful preaching of the 
Gospel depends largely upon tbe tracks 
the preacher make* even Wa Gospel 
land. The printing press may make 
tracts, but tracts are not worth meeb 
without track*.

In order to make track* there ia 
nothing of much greater importaica 
tbau money. In proportion a* we

It Is terrifying to learn tbe evil re- 
(ulU which have followed tbe abac 
donment of tbe study of the cate­
chism. especially the memorizing of 
tbe proof-texts. If you wish to be 
Convinced of this, begin to talk of the 
great doctrines to tbe first group of 
respectable and well-behaved church­
members you may meet- Proof text* 
thoroughly memorised Id childhood 
stick Aud no other way of teaching 
doctrine ba* yet been discovered with 
one-halt tbe sticking power.

Ite vain traditions 
for the Wort of God, fostered degrad­
ing superstitions, and polluted, the 
earth with foul, sensual debaucheries, 
and It almost utterly destroyed vital 
Christianity throughout its com­
munion. If It, with the people* It so 
long oppressed, has made any advance­
ment, since the beginning of the six­
teenth century. In decency, humanity, 
morality and tbe knowledge of true 
Christianity, It owes It all to the 
churches of Christ that it could not 
corrupt, and the schismatics from Ite 
communion, which form th* Protest­
ant denominations.

Such have been some of tbe result* 
of "uniting all Christians" early In 
the past apostolic age. Human na­
ture ha* not changed, and we have no 
reason to suppose that a similar cause 
would not produce similar effect*. 
But if tbe advocates of the union of 
all Christians are serious, there is but 
one practical method of accomplleb- 
Ing their end, and tbat la for tbe 
schismatics to return to tbe original 
union from which they seceded. Tbe 
old mother church is still In exist­
ence. She has a larger membership 
than all Protestant sect* oombited. 
She bolds her arms open and Invite* 
her seceding children, and all tbelr 
offspring, back to her bosom, on the 
single condition tbat they submit to 
her government.

But if tbe demand be for the union 
of all Protestant. Reforming and 
Baptist Christians, experience has 
abundantly proved tbe object to be 
unattainable- Tbe Methodist*, tbe 
largest Protestant denomination on 
tbe American continent, while preach 
Ing brotherly love and Christian 
union, have divided Into about a score 
of rival sect*. The principal two 
divisions split on tbe question of 
slavery, long since a dead Issue They 
hold tbe same doctrine and polity. If 
there Is any difference at all between 
them, it Is extremely trivial. They 
both advocate tbe union of all Corls- 
tlan*. Yet while endeavoring, from 
year to year, to consummate a union 
with each other, they continue to 
drift wider apart. Exactly tbe same 
may be said of the Presbyterians, and, 
Indeed of every other denomination 
tbat ba* been divided Into two or 
more sec’*. There must be some rea­
son tor this In tbe nature of things. 
It may be tbat the finger of God in­

llgious body, in which each member 
feels his personal res pons blllty to 
God.

Cnrist seeks the unity, not the 
union, of all hl* disciples. He wills 
tbat they attain to oneness of faith, 
but not that they unite in one organi­
zation. It has pleased blm to gather 
them Into small, Independent fam 
Illes, where each member can be 
known, loved and helped by every 
other member, where each can feel 
tats personal responsibility, not only 
to tbe bead, but also to every member 
of tbe household, and where tbe 
strength and resources of each indi­
vidual can be developed and made ef­
fective. It is not our privilege to even 
attempt to change tbe divine arrange 
menu We have no more right to Join 
together what God baa put asunder, 
then we have to put asunder what he 
hafi Joined together.. It is our doty

Deep down in tbe great public 
heart there is a subtle Instinct that 
revolts against sham and hypoorlsj, 
and demanda untrammeled freedom 
to entertain and express honest re­
ligious conviction.

of Joshua know to wbat extent Ibis 
grant was exec ited.

God offared 
Joshua a very extended border, but 
there was much of tbe territory never 
even tributary to Israel until tbe 
time of D*vld and Solomon.

Word, we shall not need to qualify too 
much our approbation of It. In the 
line* of Homer we read of shields and 
weapons which tbe gods gave their 
favorite heroes; and such equipment 
is tbe only one tbe bard deems it worth 
while to minutely describe. The gifts 
of heaven are not subject to such 
heavy discounts as the New Theology 
seems to assert. What If upon tbe 
outer rtm of our grandmother’s best 
chins, presented to her by loving 
friends upon her wedding day, there 
r>e here a nick arid there a crack in 
the enamel, we will do her friends the 
Justice to assert tbat they were not 
there when first spread upon her 
board. Granted tbat we cannot pro­
duce tbe teapot and sugarbowl In tbelr 
original state, we can produce some 
good reasons for believing what their 
original state must have been from 
tbe known character and Intent of 
tbe givers.

We love tbat preaching which makes 
much of tbe Bible and little of human 
substitutes, which quotes Mose i of ton­
er than Herbert Spencer, which is 
more familiar with the Epistles of St. 
Paul than with tbe poem* of Emerson, 
and which proves an assertion by a 
"Thus salth the Lord,” rather than 
by an appeal to Shakespeare- ““

Not tbe leas does the Old Theology 
commend itself in that it makes more 
of faith than it doe* of doubt. Faith 
and doubt enter into tbe life of every 
man, but tbat which characterizes tbe 
man is tbe emphasis which he places 
upon either. The Psalmist had 
thought* too painful for him, but he 
kept (Hence until some light shone 
upon the providence of God in tbe 
mystery of evil. Did not Job sit In 
ashes and be still, until tbe Almighty 
spoke for bls consolation and enlight­
enment? Eren Paul the aged felt 
that a part of thqt good fight which

keeping tbe faltb In tbe midst of an 
ungodly world, but he preached what 
be "knew" rather than what he failed

tlon was, eternal company, without 
tbe privilege of returning within your­
self, or solitary confinement for life, I 
should say, " 'Turnkey lock the cell!'”

If, s* 1s true, th; Old Theology ex­
alte faltb rather than reason, it* faith 
is not a blind aisent to senseless and 
contradictory dogmas.

The life of the plant tbu* reached 
over a period ot about seven months, 
including the three winter mont.br;

In cold weather, crimson clover thrives 
beat on a warm, dry *oil which baa a 
fair amount of fertility. As it keeps 
green all winter and pute forth luxu­
riant growth during all mild weather, 
It would make excellent pasturage for 
dairy cattle or tor sheep, or If kept off 
during winter, a much earlier spring 
pasture would be provided. All farm 
live-stock and poultry crave something 
green and succulent after coming 
through a long winter on a dry winter 
diet, and crimson clover will supply 
this much needed want in greater 
quantity and from two lo three weeks 
earlier than anything that can be 
grown lo our part of tbe country.

Under favorable circumstances, ou 
at the proper time, crimson clover, 
might make as much bay, and hay ot 
good quality, too, as does ihe common 
red clover.
