Munger, in his lecture on compan­
ionship, says: "Tbere is nothing more 
detestable In American society than 
tbe drawing off of young people 
Into a society of their own . . .

them would do It. Each miracle has 
•ome peculiar features, and nearly 
every one teaches some underlying 
spiritual truth. Tbe miracles become 
object lesson*, and when grouped to­
gether they form a delightful little 
system of practical theology.

Take, for example, that scene In tbe 
region of Drcapolis wblcb Mark de­
scribes to us; and upon tbe thread of 
that short story see bow many pearls 
of practical truth are strung.
