TOBACCO.
As to the report on White Burley

profit. Late feeding, after very cold 
weather has come, and slow feeding, 
taking three months to prepare them 
for market after putting them on 
grain, are two things that diminish 
profits in a great many cases. Nine or 
ten mont hs should be the extreme limit 
of the life of a bog that Is grown solely 
for market, and not more than two 
months of that time sbould be required 
for fattening, and will not be if proper 
food and care have been given during 
the earlier stages. Hogs that are kept 
moderately fat all the time are flu- 
lahed off for market at a less total 
cost than those which are kept thin 
until corn feeding time.

Hoge that have clean pens, whole­
some food and pure water are not often 
troubled by disease. By wholesome 
food 1 mean food adapted to the sea­
son. By feeding corn in summer yon 
promote Indigestion—the rual basts of 
most of the diseases that hogs are sub­
ject to—and produce a feverish and 
inflamed condition of the system 
which makes it peculiarly vulnerable 
to attack. A variety of food helps to 
maintain- proper conditions, and to 
this end we would advise the use of 
bran and peas, as well as clover and 
corn. After the hogs are put up to 
fatten it is more difficult to observe 
sanitary conditions than when they 
are In the field. We do not believe in 
feeding corn on a dirty floor. The 
proper method is to feed In troughs—

From a commercial point of view, 
if from no other, the bog is one of the 
most Important of our domestic ani­
mals.

A good 
boar and a half-dozen sows, the whole 
of which may be bad at an outlay not 
much exceeding fifty dollars, will 
within a year completely stock a mod­
erate-sized farm, while the same end 
could not be accomplished in the same 
time with any other stock, except at 
an expenditure of ten times this 
amount. Hog raising, too, 1s adapted 
to all conditions of farming, and to 
all sections. And it is a branch of the 
live stock business In which much 
technical knowledge Is not required, 
but where commonsense in the care 
of the animals Is certain to bring ex­
cellent results. A few suggestions 
along this line may not be out of 
place, especially at this time when 
farmers everywhere are seeking for 
the methods that will make the farm 
pay the best- As a single brief article 
cannot cover all parts and details of 
the subject, I will confine myself in 
this to some remarks upon the two 
important items of care and feeding.

There is rather too much of an im­
pression that the hog is especially 
subject to disease. If true, it Is only 
because he Is forced to exist under un­
natural conditions. His progenitor,

Miis. Borer's Bjcb Pudding — 
There is, says Mrs. Borer but one sort 
of rice pudding, to my mind, that can 
be made perfectly, and If these direc­
tions are followed you will have a 
creamy, delicious pudding as a result. 
Put one quart of milk into a pudding 
pan, add about a quarter teaspoonful 
of grated nutmeg, quarter of a cupful 
of layer raisins, unstoned, two table- 
spoonfuls of rloe, and two tablespoon­
fuls of sugar. Do not heap thqApoons. 
Stir until the sugar Is dlsso>M, and 
then stand the pan in a moderate 
ovefi. As soon as the milk is hot, and 
a little scum forms over the top, stir 
it down, and stir the rice from the 
bottom of the pan. Do this as fast 
as crust forms. The crust sbould be 
papery, and light in color. When 
the milk begins to thicken, and the 
rioe seems to come to the surface, 
stop stirring and allow a thin brown 
crust to form. Stand away In a oold 
place, to quickly chill. Now, if this 
is too thick you have cooked it too 
slowly and too long. If It 1s thio and 
milky, you have not cooked It long 
enough —Exchange.
