The student of the historical devel­
opment of Christianity who endeavor* 
to trace the germs of error amidst the 
scanty memorials of the early days of 
the Christian church, will not fall to 
find baptismal regeneration amongst 
the very earliest of those tares that 
an enemy sowed and which presently 
germinated into the full efflorescence 
of soul-destroying doctrine which has 
found its riper fruitage In the great 
apostacy of Romanism.

The logical development of that 
system from that single error is clearly 
exemplified In Romanism with all Its 
train of heresies from the days of Hil­
debrand to the days of Leo XIII.

In the attempt to extricate Chris­
tianity from tbe tolls of Papal error, 
Protestantism has in moat of its 
phases made at least a feeble attempt 
to set aside any supernatural efficacy 
as attached to baptism, everywhere 
holding on to some of the practices of 
Romanism.

But in Oampbelllsm, more so per­
haps than in any other of the Protest­
ant denominations, we find the old 
germ of Romanism not only held in 
solution but in tbe active energy of 
propagation—held not only by the dis­
tinguished founder ot that sect, but 
emphasized with boldness and persist­
ency by bis followers. That My. 
Campbell held the doctrines is Indeed 
denied by some, but an impartial ex­
amination of bls writings will readily 
show tbe ground of the imputation to 
be just. Take the following declara­
tion from the Christian Baplut, vol. 7, 
page 163: " Under tbe former economy 
blood was necessary to forgiveness, 
and under the new economy water is 
necessary."

It la public pol­
icy to exempt houses of worship from 
taxation. Tbe same Is true of benev­
olent Institutions. Take our Orphans' 
Home, for example. But for tLat In­
stitution the tax-rate tn Kentucky 
would have to be greater Not long 
since tbe Home sent out and gathered 
tn all tbe children of Baptist parent­
age f,om tbe county alm.bouses all 
over tbe state and thus relieved tbe 
tax payers of tbe burden of tbeir sup­
port.

It la contrary to public policy to tax 
benevolence House, of worship and 
orphans' homes are built by the volun­
tary contributions of the people. 
Those who give thia money are ever, 
tbe most public-Spirited citizens. And 
their giving the money served to ren­
der them more so. Tbe state should 
encourage benevolence rather than 
lay any burden upon It. Tbe more 
public-spirited citizens there are the 
better, and the more publlo-aplrlted 
they are tbe better. Considerations 
of public policy determine tbe whole

upon a large estate In Scotland tbe 
tenants were unable to pay mure than 
12 per acre rent. Tbe owner then 
called to bto aid one of the most scien­
tific agriculturists, and a system of 
rotation in crops and of fertilization 
was pursued lor several years, when It 
was found that the tenants could pay 
*17 per acre rent more easily than 
they could pay 12 under tbe oid style."

It 
was the church of God In Corinth. It 
was composed of saints. Its members 
all stood on an equality. It had free­
dom of action In Its members, eaob 
one showing preference for tbe 
preacher be liked best. It exercised 
full jurisdiction over its members, to 
exclude the unworthy and to commend 
the good. In all these particulars 
tbst was a Baptist church. It also 
took the communion of the Lord wltb 
one loaf, one cup, and as one body. 
There was no mixed communion 
there. In this they were itrict Bap­
tiste. The church at Corinth was a 
Baptist church. Bo of every other 
church In the New Testament-

But probably our querlit would at 
this place ask how we aan tell It was 
a Baptist church, when It was not 
called by that name at that time. 
That can be done very easily. Tako 
tbe faith of tbe Baptiste of today, and 
compare It with tbe faith of tbe 
churches of that day, and It will be 
found that they were then wbat would 
be called Baptiste if tbey bad lived Io

ba* I say there is. Ohrid gave us Ma 
own rule for calling persons Baptists 
when they were baptized, and unite* 
some one presumed to violate bls rule, 
and Intimate that It was not right to 
thus speak of people; they were bound 
to call all baptlzers Just aa Christ did, 

i Baptiste. Any man wbo does not call 
a baptizer a Baptist violates the ex- 
r-aple of Christ, and any man wbo 

। says it is wrong to call a baptizer a
Baptist charges Christ wltb doing 
wrong. Then It follows beyond ques­
tion that all tbe baptizen of that day 
were called Baptiste, In imitation of 
Christ, and aa the apostles were bap- 
tlzers, (Joo. 4:2) it follows that they 
ware called Baptiste. So we have an 
identity with tbe churches of the 
apostolic age in both polity, practice 
and name. Tbe people that Jobn 
baptized, and that tbe disciples bap­
tized, were gathered Into eburebte by

preachers, as that may depend on the 
call of God, as with John and the 
aposUea, but all will be preachers if 
they are true converts. So will all be 
Baptista if they are true converts.

5. Wherebouts tn the Bible does 
Christ or any of the apostles call 
themselves Baptist and members of a 
Baptist church?

6. In every place that be refers to 
himself or others as baptlxera. Ac­
cording to bls role all bapttzera are 
Baptiste. If you say he was wrong In 
that rule, then you and Ohrlit for It.
