We sometimes 
speak out of head-knowledge rather than 
heart-knowledge, in that for, “desiring 
to be teachers of the law knowing neither 
what we say nor whereof we affirm.” No 
man can preach the Gospel in its fulhmss 
any farther than it has lieen a matter of 
experience—that is to know' it aright. 1 
speak in outline, not exactly, precisely, 
as I could wish, but I will lie understood, 
and the truth at. Iiottom of what I say 
wjtl be recognized by the many who have 
thought often and anxiously the
matter. Every true minister Will recall 
the times when he has licen favored with 
what the old preachers called “liberty”; 
when tKeire was sjMmtamel#an; outflow 
of affectionate tenderness, a consciousness 
of speaking ns movM by the Holy Ghost, 
and has longed for a larger number of 
these occasions.

It ’is a relief, however, to know that 
there is a remedy for all the social and 
ecclesiastical friction. There is an oil 
that lubricates the grinding wheel of our 
daily toil and trial. It is divinely pro­
vided and abundantly furnished, and is 
labeled “patience.”

“Ye have need of patience,” said the 
Holy Spirit, “that after ye have done the 
will of God ye might receive the promise” 
—the fulfillment of the promise. We 
Lave need of patience with ourselves. 
Gur mistakes and failures are so numer­
ous, they spring up and multiply so un­
expectedly, that we are in danger of be­
ing angered and driven into hopeless de­
spair with ourselves. Everyone who 
knows hiu»elf knows what that tempta­
tion is, how’ repeated failures almost 
drive one into irritated contempt of him­
self, which is a very different thing from 
humble repentance. It is one of the 
wiles of the devil by which lie leads men 
into despair and plots for their moral or 
physical suicide, or both. When we have 
written bitter things about ourselves, the 
old enemy underscores every word and 
says: “Now it is time to stop, to leave off 
trying and lot things drift,” He has 
pushed off so many lives on the drifting 
tide that he has great skill in the busi­
ness. He can easily turn preacher of 
righteous, preach the law, wake the thun­
der of Sinai. He can join you in self­
denunciation and abuse until he w'ould 
make you believe that God can not be 
just and justify such a sinner. You have 
need of patience with yourself. This 
does not mean that we ignore or cover up 
our failures nor that we are not to repent 
of them and stoutly resist the tendency to 
them. We need to call to our aid the 
Helper of the helpless, the wisdom that 
cometh from above, and patiently fight 
the battle Of life with the old self. We

The margin of our Bible gives the literal 
reading of the Hebrew; the sense but not 
the vigorous idiom of which is conveyed in 
the paraphrase in our version. “At ’all 
times, as the matter shall require.” is. 
literally, “the thing of a day in its day 
and that is the only limitation which this 
prayer of Solomon places upon the .petit ion 
that God would maintain the cause of his 
servants and his people Israel. The 
kingly suppliant got a glimpse of very 
great, though very familiar, truths, and 
at that hour of spiritual illumination, the 
verv high-water mark of his relations to 
Goo,—for I suppose he was never half as 
good man afterwards—he gave utterance 
to the great thought that God’s mercies 
come to us day by day, according to the 
exigencies of the moment.

Of course, obviously—and I need not 
say more than a word almut that—we find 
it so in regard to the outward blessings 
that are poured into our lives. We are 
taught, if the translation of the New 
Testament is correct, to ask, “Give us this 
day our daily bread,” and to let to-mor­
row alone. Life comes to us pulsation by 
pulsation, breath by breath, Ity reason of 
the continual operation, in the material 
world, of the present God’s present giv­
ing. He does not start us, at the begin­
ning of our days, with a fund of physical 
vitality upon which we thereafter draw, 
but moment by moment he opens his 
hand, and lets life and breath ami all 
things flow out to us moment by moment, 
so that no creature wbuld live for an in­
stant, except for the present working of a 
present God. If we only realized how 
the slow pulsation of the minutes is* due 
to the touch of his finger on the pendu-

mind? If I look to Him, “His coming 
shall be as the morning,” and illumina 
tion will be granted. Am I treading a 
lonely path? There is One by my side 
who will neither change, nor fail, nordie.

We need to have patience with thia 
wicked world—not that we compromise or 
fall in with its wickedness.

Our 
prayers and service are to know no relax­
ation in the tierce struggle with this world 
power; And yet all thiw conflict ist«r he 
carried forward with the patience of love. 
We are to have the trail of our faith, 
which is the divine method of working 
patience within uk-Xiur privilege in this 
trial is to “Let patience have her perfect 
work, that ye may lie perfect and entire, 
wanting nothing.”

We will be hel]>ed to patience with the 
ungodly world alxnit us when we remem­
ber that it is on the other side—that, so 
lonp as it is what it is, we can not count 
on its friendship. The world is ignorant 
of and blind to the precious things of 
vital godliness. We may as well set out 
expecting to meet with the opposition of 
the world spirit, and yet it will not be 
wise to forget that deep down in every 
godless life there is a longing, either con­
scious or unconscious, for something bet­
ter. Sometimes that very restless long­
ing breaks out in resistance to .God and 
his truth. The unrest of soul is a sort of 
madness that leads men to plunge more 
deeply into the current of opposition to 
God. It Was this that led oBr IahM to 
pray : “Father, forgive them; they know 
not* what they dp.”—Herald and Pres­
byter.

But the true region in which we may 
best find illustratioqs of this principle in 
reference to God's gifts is the region of 
the spiritual andMioral bestowments that 
He in His love ixmrs upon us. He does 
not flood ua with them; He .Alters them 
drop by drop, for great and good reasons.

God gives us gifts adapted to the mo­
ment, “That matter of a day,” the 
thing fitted for the instant, comes. In 
deepest reality, it is all one gift, for in 
truth w’hat Gou gives to us is Himself; 
or, if you like to put it so. His grace. 
That little word “grace” is like a small 
window that opens out on to a great land- 
scape, for it gathers up into one encyclo­
paedical expression the whole infinite 
variety of beneficences and bestowments 
which come showering down upon us. 
That one gift is, as the apostle puts it in 
one of his eloquent epithets, “the mani­
fold grace of God,” which word in the 
original is even more rich and picturesque. 
I>ecause it means the “many-variegated 
grace”—like some rich piece of embrohl- 
ery glowing with all manner of dyes and 
gold. So the one gift comes to us mani- 
foldt rich in its adaptation to, and its ex­
quisite fitness for the needs of the 
moment, The rabbis had a tradition that 
Ube manna in the wilderness tasted to 
every man just what each man needed or 
wished most. You might go into some 
imperial city on a day of rejoicing, and 
find a fountain in the market-place {tour­
ing out, according to the wish of the i>eo- 
Sle, various costly wines and refreshing 

God’s gift comes to us with like 
variety—the “matter of the day in its

Pare, the eminent French military sur­
geon, whose devout spirit and great 
medical discoveries gave him power and

him.” He recognized the great common- 
sense truth that God, having placet! with­
in our reach herbs ami fruits possessing 
medicinal virtues that allay fever, soothe 
overwrought nerves, and relieve wounds 
of their inflammation, a living, intelligent 
faith in the goodness and mercy of God 
constrains us to use the remedies He has 
placed within our reach, and that then, 
and only then, can we honestly, and with 
confidence, ask Him to bless the means 
and restore the afflicted one. The so- 
called faith that simply sits down and 
asks God to do it all is no faith at all, 
but only a mockery; and that is the over- 
crowning objection to the Christian 
Scientists’ faith. It requires God to do 
all—both man’s part and God’s part. As 
well might the farmer demand that God 
give him a crop of corn without his plow­
ing, planting, and cultivating.—Religious 
Telescope.

There 
Is no text IwHik on Systematic Tbe<dugy we 
could entirely endorse, if we desired to tern’ll 
it. We do not object so much to Systematic 
Theology as to the way it lias lM*en presented. 
None of us have ever attempted to prepare 
such a work. It would lie difficult to g»‘t up n 
IsMjk on Systematic Theology thnt would not 
hav^ the character of a creed.

Q. Do you think on the whole that rational 
criticism is gaining ground?

A. There is strong evidence of reaction 
Xnst this rationalistic criticism in Germany, 

re it had Ra origin. The check upon It Is 
lieginning to lie felt In this country and Great 
Britain. Hence I think that it Is making less 
progress than it did a few years ago. There is 
only a small numlier among the Disciples who 
have accepted that fonn of criticism, and they 
are young men who have been educated in 
universities where it abounds. Such young 
men are not much tn demand as preachers. I 
think the coufftry over Dill a large majority 
of the moet leamad professors and scholarly, 
preachers are against this view. That Includes 
nearly all professors in theological seminaries. 
Pruf. W. H. Green, of Princeton, is, and lias 
been for a generation, the greatest leader 
against that form of criticism.

Their 
wives and mothers who remained 
have worked in the Sunday 
Schools and the day schoo^ and 
the laymen have carried 'on the 
.Sunday meetings and the prayer 
meetings. So faithful have these 
sheep bera after they were left 
1»y their shepherds, that from 
time to time souls have lieen con­
verted in the meetings who tire 
waiting for baptism till the min­
isters return to their field. Many 
of the laymen are in the Cuban 
army, and we are told the old 
Commander-in-( 'hief of the army. 
Gun. Gomez, wlux huM pruveu 
himself another Fsancis Marion, 
is a Baptist. “

FOREKIN MISSION BOARD.

Secretary Willingham made 
his report to the Convention, re­
joicing that there is no debt, and, 
instead, $2,975.96 in the treasu-

money, and the other expenses 
brought the total of expense up 
to 18| per cent. Of this 1| per 
cent, was for interest. The re­
ceipts for the first four months 
are so small that a debt is in­
curred and interest*has to be 
paid. The churches could easily 
avoid this expense by sending 
money quarterly or monthly, or 
by taking their annual collections 
in the first part of the year.

The progress on the various 
foreign fields has been gratifying 
and a cause of rejoicing and grat­
itude to God. The mission in 
Brazil has been greatly blessed. 
The year has been a hard one in 
one respect. 80 many missiona­
ries have had to return home. 
Bren. J. B. Hartwell from China, 
W. E. Entzminger from Brazil, 
G. W. Greene from China, J. J. 
Taylor of Brazil and W. T. latm- 
bly of Africa have come back to 
this country.

Bro. J. H. Eager has for the 
present given up his work ns mis­
sionary and taken a pastorate in 
Louisville. This is the severest 
loss to the mission work since 
Yates died. Bro. Eager’s work 
in Italy was one ivhich ‘meT the 
hearty*commendation of all. The 
Italian mission is a model one. 
and that it is so is due to the 
wisdom and piety of Bren. Tay­
lor and Eager. Bro. W. I*. Winn 
in Africa, was compelled to re­
sign on account of his health. 
Tin his journey home his wife was 
taken suddenly sick on board the 
vessel and died in a few days. 
Rev. 1). A. Wilson, of Mexico, 
resigned on account of heresy, 
and his resignation was accepted.

Ope most gratifying item in 
th* report is the amount of the 
contributions on the foreign field. 
This was $6,5541.76. Considering 
the small numlxrof convertsand 
Umir poverty, this is a much 
higher average than that of the 
home churches.

M. Curry made in Richmond in 
the First church one night at 
prayer-meeting twenty-one or 
twenty-two years ngo can never 
have ceased to take especial in­
terest in two of the Italian mis­
sionaries, Signor Ferraris and 
Count Papingouth.

One good and zealous brother 
wishes a school started in Rome ; 
Bro. Taylor says he does not 
think it liest. Another young man 
is anxious to come to the United 
States to study. The wise mis­
sionary thinks he will Im* more 
efficient if he studies there in his 
own nation.

The preacher at Venice pub- 
lishes a paper in which he prints 
all his own sermons and Iterates 
his brethren who report more 
souls converted than he does. He 
says their n*|K>rts are exaggerat­
ed, and an “honest man stands 
no chance when others make 
great reports.” Bro. - Taylor, 
with great gentleness replies that 
the reports of the others are true 
as he knows from personal in­
vestigation.

At Migleonico the pastor and 
people have had much persecu­
tion from the priests. But he 
says this has strengthened the 
faith of the brethren, hist year

in the region around scattered 
Christians, some of whom had 
been isolated for many years.

Brother and Sister Waschitz 
originated the Baptist work in 
Trieste, lie is a native of Ca­
rinthia, in Austria, is yet in his 
prime, and as col porter. of the 
British ami Foreign Bible Society 
has gone where the fire of |»enw- 
cution was hottest, and has more 
than once been beaten almost to 
death for Christ’s sake. The wife 
is an Italian, ami never since her 
conversion has she ceased to plead 
for a Baptist preacher for Trieste, 
and verily 1 believe she will not 
cease her plea while she lives and 
she remains unheard.

MEXICO.

In Mexico there are six mis­
sionaries besides their wives, 
three single ladies who are teach­
ing in Saltillo, and eleven native 
assistants. During the year there 
were 101 baptisms, 26 exclusions 
and 5 deaths in the various 
churches. The rejiort is most 
encouraging in one feature, al­
though the number of additions 
was not as large as had been 
hoped. The churches are becom­
ing self-sustaining, paying their 
own misters. And these native 
pastoyh are helping to supfairt 
themselves as so many noble 
country pastors in this country 
have always done. At Torreon 
the chgroh supports the, native 
pastor; at Sun,IMro the pastor 
Jaliors as a liook-keeper and is 
supported by the church and his 
own exertions; at Musquiz the 
pastor teaches in the public 
schools and is supported by this 
salary and by the church. Six 
of the twelve little churches in 
this Torreon Mission have houses 
of worship.

Chinese field has lM*en less fruit­
ful than any other. The reasons 
for this no one can say, though 
some consider the giving so much 
ri me and strength to other thing* 
than preaching the Gosjad is a 
factor in the ease. There are 
thirty-one schools in China, car­
ried on by the missionaries, more 
than those in all the other fields 
put together.

There are fifteen missionaries. 
ami their wives ami ten single 
ladies in the Chinese mission, 
und more than one hundred na­
tive assistants, 41 preachers, I I 
women and 62 doctors and tfnor- 
dnined workers. Tin* mission 
was l»cgun more than fifty years 
ago, and the total memltership is 
1,499. This is only 225 more 
than are in Brazil, where fewer 
missionaries have lieen at work 
fur sixteen years. The fault may 
be in the methods or may Im* in 
the field. It is certainly not in 
the missionaries. No field was 
ever manned with nobler, wiser 
nnd more talentisl men, with 
greater piety and energy than 
have Iwen many in the China 
Mission.

Bru. R. E. Chandlers reports a 
most prosperous year in South 
China. More have Immhi baptized 
than during any previous year, 
and there has been a most grati­
fying increase in self-support. 
The Canton church has IM*en 
grievously affected in the death 
of its beloved pastor, Fung King 
Him, who was “deservedly popu­
lar, was a diligent student and 
a faithful, wise pastor.”

At Tung Shek Kok a house of 
worship has lieen built by the 
Chinese themselves, no funds 
fmnr this country- having been 
used. That is good news. In 
the Yung Uen district the native 
Christians have had much |M*rse- 
cution, and also dissensions 
among themselves on account of 
their belonging to different clans. 
But the persecution seems to 
have been bloMied, there were 
27 baptisms. At Wuchow nine 
men and one woman wen* bap­
tized. There is no more impor­
tant work done in China than 
the training which Bro. Graves 
gives the young men who have 
been converted in doctrine. He 
teaches these young men in a 
regular class. Last year, liesides

Lumbley, with 
the help of the brethren, built 
their house of worship, but the 
wind blew the roof olf.

THE TWO TRUSTS AND THE TWO 
KEEPINGS.

BY KEV. ALKXANhKH MAOLARE!

1 . am penumded that he h nbh*
to kvop that which I hnve committed, 
unto him ngninxt that day . . . 'Hint 
good thing which wnacommitted un­
to thee keep by the Holy tlhost.— 
2 Tim. 1

k The two Trusts. “I am 
persuaded.” The original word 
is stronger than “persuaded” has 
come to mean with us. It im­
plies an irrefragable conviction. 
“I am alisolutely certain that he 
is able to keep my deposit”— 
what I have put into his hands— 
“and to keep it against that 
dav.”

Paul trusted something to Jesus 
Christ, , or to God manifest in 
Jesus Christ. What was it? I/t 
us rememtier the word of Christ 
on the cross: “Father! into thy 
hands I commend my spirit,” in 
which the word rendered “com­
mend” is cognate with that for i 
“deposit” in th# text. And if 
wo bethink ourselves of that final 
act of Christ’s faith, and of the i 
Gid Testament basis upon which 
these words of our lx>rd rests, in 
one of the Psalms, we shall not 
have much hesitation in saying , 
that what Paul trusted to God 
was himself. We have the met­
aphor underlying these trium­
phant words of a treasure which 

,a man feels is not safe in his 
guardianship, and he looks about i 
him for some strong hand into ] 

'which to putlf: We Kiive a rich i 
treasure—our own selves—and 
we cannot manage ourselves, nor 
keep ourselves safe. And so we 
turn round to God and say, 
“Father!.

“Myself I cannot save
.Myself I cannot keep, 

But strength in thee 1 surely have, । 
. Whose eyelids never sleep.”
We commit to him the wealth 1 

of our souls, which we shall only 
squander if we are left, alone, 
which we shall not lie able so to

There is mi evident intention
on the apostle’s part to set 
two sayings in close connection 
with each other. It is obvious at
a glnnce that the dermid «»T4Ih*hv 
echoes the first; but in omer to 
understand the whole force of the 
words, I must trouble you with 
oue observation of an expository 
kind. “That which I havecom- 
tp1111] tttH»» him*,tt nt 111," in • >i 

"these two verses is represented 
in the original by two words, 
which are translated, in the mar- 
5in of the Revised Version, “my 

eposit.” “He is able to keen 
my deposit against that day.” 
The same word is employed in 
the second of our texts, and rep­
resents the whole of the phrase, 
“that thing which was committed 
unto thee.’’ The literal render­
ing of the clause is: “The good 
deposit.” “Keep by the Holy 
Ghost.” Now, if you will think 
for a moment, you will see that 
the expression “mv deposit” may 
mi*un either what I have commit­
ted to some what some
oiw has committed to me; and so 
the phrase is ambiguous, and, Im*- 
ing ambiguous, hus Iwen diverw- 
ly interpreted. It has been sup- 
}M>srd by some that the expres­
sion in bur first text, “my depos- 
if,” means what was put into my 
charge by God. and so means ex­
actly the same thing as the good 
deposit which was committed to 
Timothv’s’charge. But 1 do not 
think that is so, Ixieauso it is very 
unnatural to represent the giver 
of a trust as the guardian of a 
trust. It is the receiwerof it that 
has to look after it; and seeing 
that in the first of our texts God

guard, but that thze moth und the

^ ill break through and steal. If 
we are wise we shall put them 
into his hands and say: “Take
thou euro 1 I cannot; hut 1 cun 
if thou wilt help me.”

Thus the metaphor of our text, 
with all its sacred associations 
that bring back Calvary to our 
thoughts; simply means the old, 
Md threadbare thought thatwe 
are safe when WO exercise faith 
in God. We commit ourselves 
to him when we cease from the 
vain attempt to lie the authors of 
our own salvation, and/'recog- 
nizing the deep wounds which 
sin has inflicted, are content to 
lie healed by Christ. We cannot 
save ourselves any more than we 
can lift ourselves by our own 
arms. To learn our helplessness 
is the first step toward abandon­
ing reliance on ourselves, and 
when we despair of ourselves we 
are in a position to trust in. God.

Coleridge tells somewhere of a 
humorist that had a sheaf of 
Unitarian pamphlets, bound, 
and lettered on die bark “Every 
Man His Qwn Redeemer.” That 
is one way of salvation, which 
ends in destruction, and the oth­
er, the true way, is “Father. into 
thy hands I commend my spirit.”

The same self-surrender will 
lead to ai^ptiug God's appoint­
ments as to outward things, or, 
as Peter says, committing the 
keeping of our souls to him in 
well-doing ns unto a faithful 
Creator. It will lead to our 
yielding of our wills to his com­
mands. We shall roll the bur­
den of circumstances and provis-

Where the treasure is, up yon­
der, lying enclosed in the great 
hands that shaped the world, 
•'here the treasure is, there will 
the heart be also. Andlo! what 
blessedness, what quiet peace, 
what absolute repose there will 
be in thus denuding myself of 
myself that I may find myself 
glorified, greatened, tranquilized, 
defended by him!

Well, then, if I honor God by 
trusting my treasure to him he 
will honor me by trusting his 
treasure to me. “That good 
thing which was committed to 
thee.” And what was that? I 
supiMW th ^shortest way of put­
ting it is, God’s self manifested 
in God’s Gospel. We give our- 
selves to him, and he will pve us 
ns much back again—he will give 
us himself in the revelation of 
Ills grace in Jesus Christ.’ Or, if 
you bring it down to more famil­
iar words, the good thing com­
mitted to Timothy was the Gos­
pel, and of the grace of God man­
ifested in Jesus Christ.

Paul received it in steward­
ship, as he speaks in another 
place of “the Gospel of theglorv 
oTTHie Happy God with whicKT 
was entrusted.” It is u token of 
the divine confidence in us, of 
the divine fervor and love toward 
us, of the gladness with which he 
accepts the responsibility that 
we have thrown upon him, and 
that he returns a kkidred respon­
sibility which he throws upon us. 
“You give me yourselves to take 
care of,” he says, “now, I give 
you this—take care of it for 
ine.”

We have that trust because we 
have cast our^dves on him, and, 
having it, we^hould cast our- 
selves the more upon him. The 
two trusts help one another, so to 
speak. And the more a man 
realizes that, he lias flung his 
whole weight upon God, the more 
will he feel that God had laid 
upon him a distinguishing and 
elevating stewardship; and the 
more he feels that he is entrust- 
ed witli a portion of his Father’s 
wealth, the more will he feel 
that, to keep the wealth, he needs 
to cast himself, with the rich 
dowery that has been put into 
his hands, on his Father’s pro­
tective cure.

II. Thus we come now to look 
at the tw’o keeps.

The word rendered to “keep” 
is often used for keeping, as 
armed men or guards do. God 
mounts sentry upon what we put 
into his hands; and he expects 
uh to do the same with reference 
to what he puts into ours. He 
keeps that which is committed to

God comes to us in no 
mere metaphor, but in the deep­
est reality of the spiritual life,' 
to guard lis, to provide for us, to 
prepare ways for us, to deliver us 
from our own evil and from all 
outward evil, to be a wall of fire 
round al>ont us, and to keep us 
“against that day.”

But, he says, “He will keep that 
which 1 have committed to him 
against that day.” Our hearts 
and anticipations go away out 
beyond the dark end of life; and 
we think of all the mysteries 
which, though they be magnifi­
cences, strike a chill of strange­
ness into our hearts, and we won­
der what is to Iwfall us out yon­
der in the darkness, where we 
have never been before, and about 
which we know nothing except 
that the thrones are to be set, 
and the Itooks aliened. Paul says 
to us, “He is able to keep against 
that day.” So guarded in life, 
shielded from all real evil, pre­
served from temptation and 
from snares, brought unharmed 
through the hustling of the piti­
less storm of death, and shep­
herded in the fold beyond the 
flood, the soul that is committed 
to him is safe. In that act of 
giving ourselves utterly up to 
God lies the secret of blessedness 
and the guarantee of immortali­
ty. He is not going to lose the 
treasures committed to his charge. 
He prizes them too much. And 
because we have said to him, 
“My flesh and my heart faileth, 
but thou art the strength of my 
heart, and my portion forever,” 
therefore he will guide us by his 
counsel. and afterward receive 
us to glory. His hand will not 
let the treasures entrusted to him 
slip, and he will say at the last

Paul to the , , _ Tim­
othy. ^eep, by the Holy Ghost 
which dwelleth in thee.’* As the 
two trust* are related, so are the 
two keepings. When we trust 
ourselves to God he entrust* us 
with himself. And when he keeps 
us, then, and only then, can we

keep that which ia put in our 
hands. Faith is no idle virtue. 
The consciousness of diaving de­
nuded my self ? ami having laid 
all the responsibility on his shoul­
ders, d<M‘S not mean, of course, 
that we have nothing to do. The 
great paradox that the apostle 
sjx»ke in a sentence, the two 
halves of which have divided 
Christendom, is repeated here. 
“Work out your own salvation 
with fear and trembling, for it is 
God that worketh in you.” And 
so, here he keeps me; that is the 
motive and the means for my 
keeping myself, and keeping the 
word that he has entrusted to 
me.

How do I keep it? Well! there 
is one way of keeping it which a 
great many Christian people need 
to practice a great deal more than 
they do, and that is thinking 
about it; reading their Bibles; 
saturating their minds with the 
truths of the Gospel; and carry­
ing them about with them, as 
their possession, os their strength, 
as their peace. You do not keep 
that which is committed to you 
if, having found “salvation,” as 
you suppose, in Jesus Christ you 
then live, week in and week out, 
practical oblivion of the great 
truths by which your soul is sup­
posed to have taen saved.

And there is another way of 
keeping them—by living accord­
ing to them. And there is the 
othw way of keeping them, which 
was eapeci&Uy in Paul’s mind in 
the exhortation* of my text, and 
that is by remembering that these . 
great truths pre given to us to 
guard, and that we are responsi­
ble for spreading them abroad 
upon the earth.

Unless we do these three things. 
—occupy mind and heart with 
the Gospel; live according to the 
Gospel; and do our beat to spread 
the Goajpel-it is vain for ps to 
iay/^T^ave inyem
unto him.” What are you 4nin> 
irith what he has committed to 
yiMrt Thaf ia the question.

There is an old legend about an'

i note from Norfolk simply as a 
text on which to make a few re-

i marks. This note i^. brief: “If 
the W kstern Recorder will hush 
and will quiet Southern Baptists 
down, Dr. Whitsitt will resign.” 

Tlie Recorder is credited by its 
opponents with vastly more pow­
er than it has. It can no more 
control Southern Baptists than it 
can the tides of old ocean. If it 
accomjianies them as they are 
traveling home to God in the 
paths their fathers trod, and en­
courages theuifthen they stand by 
it witli enthusiastic love. But if 
it should attempt to lead them 
out of the straight and narrow 
path, they would kill it and that 
<|iiickly.

Again and again lias'll been 
said the whole disturbance was 
Begun and has been continued by 
the Recorder, and that the Re­
corder could stop it any dav it 
chose. The facts are these: The 
first thing which called general 
attention to the Encyclopedia 
aClhde in which was the assertion 
that “the earliest organised Bap­
tist church Ixdongs to 1010 and 
1011” was a letter in the N. Y. 
Examiner., The Recorder said 
nothing till the Pedo-Baptist 
pa|M*rs  had taken it up and were 
exulting over our people.

The first one who called atten­
tion to the Jmle^ndent editorials, 
which were the most serious of 
all the offences, was Dr. Whitsitt 
himself in the Examiner. The 
newspajH'r which hxiked up those 
editorials and- ]>ublished them to 
Southern Baptisfl^ as the Texas 
Baptist Stantlardy and al) the 
credit from those who do not l>e- 
lieve Baptist immersion was in­
vented in 1041, and all the blame 
from those whodo, belongs right­
ly, to that energetic and enter­
prising paper.

The Recorder has never ex-

correspondent to say a word alxiut 
such resignation until the Gen­
eral Assixnation of Kentucky 
spoke out. Of course the official 
action of the Associations was 
published, but no writer, not 
even such men as J. H. Npencer 
and J. L Smith, were ailowt*d  to 
ask for the resignation. But the 
fact that the Recorder did not 
say a word alxiut Dr. Whitsitt’s 
resignation did not cause the 
Ass<x*iations  to vary from their 
course not one hair's breadth, not 
even the Kentucky Associations.

We have a far smaller list of 
xulisoritiers in North Carolina 
than in any other Southern State. 
The RibUcal Recorder^ under the 
strong hand of the lamented 
Bailey, was,steadfast in the old 
Baptist faith and practices, and 
the Religious Herald used to 
sneer at “the two /?«w/vZer«”-t<i- 
gether. Tlierefore, the North 
Carolina hostg felt no need of our 
pa]x*r,  and only those suliscribed 
who tixik two iiapers. Now at least 
three of the many North Caro­
lina Ass<K*iiitions  which passed 
resolutions did not include a 

iMHitHKk knows that jt baa never 
said Dtip/rord about Dr. Whit- 
sitrs resignation and, therefore, 
it cannot “hush” any more than 
it has hushed. It can no more 

uiet Southern Baptists when 
heir Baptist bldbd is up than it 

can quiet the wind of heaven.
But if Dr. Whitsitt will prom­

ise over his owri'Signature that he 
will resign provided no resolu­
tions are passed for a year, the 
Recorder will show*  its confidence 
in his veracity and honour by 
imploring all Ixxlies of Baptists 
to pass no resolutions. What 
effect that would have upon the 
Associations, especially those in 
which not one copy of the Re­
corder is taken, remains to be 
seen.

Im view of the scramble for 
riches and places of distinction in 
these days, Crosby’s words in re­
gard to the Test Act which cut 
off Dissenters from holding office 
may lx*  of interest, as showing 
how uno Ba ptist at least felt so 
long ago.

He says: “What are we de­
prived of thereby? Only the 
riches, the honours and the grand­
eurs of this world; which are but 
snares and temptations, and such 
as are hardly consistent with a 
professed love of Gixi and a de­
sire to follow him in his despised 
wav*8.

The honours and grandeurs of 
this worldj are but like unto 
bubbleslhv children make with 
water and soap, which at the 
first blast of the wind are dis­
solved, and there remains noth­
ing but the water of vexation, 
contempt and utter neglect. For 
those who take ever so little com­
placency in the honours and 
grandeurs of the world, offend 
God and rob him of the honour 
which pertains to him alone. 
To us belongs nothing but fear*  
Therefore they who have re­
ceived riches, nobility, great 
offices ought to lie more afraid 
than desvous of honor, seeing all 
these favours and privileges 
which are bestowed on us by the 
lilx?ral hand of God, do oblige us 
to more gratitude, to.a life more 
perfect, and to a gteater account 
to be made by us; because He to 
whom much is given, of him 
much will be required. What 
blindness of spirit then, is it for 
a Chriitiaik fa_ esteem himself 
happy for lieing advanced to n 
troublesome and difficult office; a 
burthen, which sometimes does 
not afford leisure to eat and 
drink with ease, an^ which is 
worse, not to mind the things 
which concern his own salvation.

Im* made unanimous, which was 
done. Bro. Gtdeman is a far- 
seeing general, and knows the 
value of a precedent in passing 
requests to the Trustees.

108 hard to say which was the 
greatest, the astonishment or the 
indignation at the first action of 
the Trustees. Knowing how thr 
Board was constituted, no one 
expected them to comply with 
the rtMjnests which have been 
sent them by the churches, by 
the Associations and by State 
bodies.

It 
remains to In* seen whether thr 
Imdies who have passed resolu­
tions can 1m> <|uirted by sugar 
plums of sweet words when their 
wishes have lieen emphatically 
and positively denied. The 
Trustees will not remoye Dr. 
Whitsitt, will not request him 
to resign, nor will they even ex­
amine into the questions at vari­
ance.

It seems from their fraternal 
statement they hail heard an 
ugly rumor which has been 
abroad in the land, but to 
which no one who knew them 
ftave the slightest credence.

Jlie great fertilizer factory of 
any farm is the barns and stables, 
and the machines are our farm 
animals. If we run the machine 
well—that is, feed literally on 
the test of foods, such as gluten, 
linseed, cottonseed, wheat bran, 
and like cuncentrated materials, 
together with the coarse fodders 
produced on the farm—the value 
of the manure heap is of a cer­
tain and known quantity and 
quality.

Upon the full use of such ab- 
sortents as may be at hand must 
the average fanner depend to 
save the valuable liquids which 
are in many cases greatly wasted : 
When available good dry swamp 
muck used in the stables ranks 
first: If thnt cannot te had, 
loam, sand, and even sawdust 
are used with the other tedding. 
A literal use of such material 
will double the manure-produc­
ing capacity of each animal fed, 
and in my experience the manure 
will te fully as strong infertility 
as where no absorbents are used, 
and 1 am inclined to think that 
the mechanical condition is tet­
ter. I always keep a number of 
good, vigorous hogs in the ma­
nure cellar, whose business it is 
to level and work over the ma­
nure under the scuttle. The 
sink drain from the house has an 
outlet near the horse stable, and 
it keeps this manure quite moist. 
From the results uf using this 
with the horse nianurwj should 
te loth to take the ^lk Muter 
away. Now and then I give the 
hogs a load of sods or vegetables 
to work over into this greatest of 
farm prtxlucts.

By following the above meth­
ods I have never failed to pro­
duce a crop of jnanure that paid 
big interest on the hand later 
bestowed. In the hoghouse con­
crete floor, loam, leaves, tedding 
the" refuse of the garden, pur­
chased stable manure, more 
strawy and dry than valuable, 
are made into a tine manure. 
Visitors sfieak of the bright green 
of crops to which it has been ap­
plied.

Some years ago I used to make 
a compost of hen droppings— 
two fmrts of good tine soil to one 
part of droppings—using all the 
land plaster that seemed to te 
required by the strength of the 
droppings, and when this mass 
got wanned up in good shape I 
gave it another mixing. If tnere 
was much smell, I added more 
soil and plaster, then allowed to 
stand again a few days, after 
which I would work over for the 
third time. This would make a 
fine dry lot of fertilizer, which I 
used in the hill for corn, squashes, 
cucumbers, etc.

I have gotten bravely over all 
that, and now the way I da it is 
to keep the floor of the hen­
house littered with leaves. Chaff 
from the barn, coarse sand, coal 
ashes, and other things of a 
dry nature will answer. Be sure 
to cover all the droppings under 
the roosts. I daily scatter wheat 
or corn among all this litter, and 
the fowls do tlie remainder. The 
droppings are dried like gtiano.

moist Some of this was used in 
hills the sahie as the other, and 
the residue applied to Hungarian 
grass. In the vaults a large 
amount of good absorbents' is 
used—enough to soak up all 
liquids.

A general compost heap is 
sometimes maintained with stable 
manure as the base. In making 
this up, first put down a layer of 
manure ateut a foot thick, then 
the same depth of potato tops, 
turnip tops, and any other veg­
etable waste. Here the dead 
animals find a resting place. 
After a time this mass is shov­
eled over, and if pronely reduced 
is then put unto the land.

All my manure and composts 
are spread broadcast over the 
fields, and either thoroughly 
harrowed in or, in case of a 
strong field, plowed under. The 
problem is not so much how to 
use, but how to make manure. On 
general principles, I use all ma­
nure made before July 1 to assist 
in producing some crop that year. 
Tlie result is that my barn is not 
large enough to hold easily the 
increasing crop of fodder. My 
present method of using a com­
post may seem wasteful to some, 
but on good granite soil we dp 
not have to worry ateut leaching, 
and I take care to quickly cover 
all manure in the ground. For 
use in the hill 1 prefer chemical 
fertilizers, as they are more 
quickly and conveniently ap­
plied, and fully as rich in fertility 
as composts. Farmers who make 
.and use the greatest amount of 
manure of home manufacture are 
the ones who wave the most farm 
products to sell, enjoy life the 
most fully, and will be well pro­
vided for in their declining years 
—or in idlter words, tlie moat 
manure the most money.—Ameri­
can Agriculturist.

Eunq>e, a slender pea-like plant 
flourishes which is commonly 
called the Wood Vetch or Nar- 
row-leaved Everlasting Pea.

This vine, 
botanically known as Lathy rut 
tylwtlrit^ has teen introduced to 
our American farmers as a fod­
der plant. It belongs to the 
leguminous family, and, like 
clover, tea ns, and peas, has the 
property of fixing the free nitro­
gen of the air in tutercles upon 
its roots. For this reason it will 
thrive upon very poor soil. The 
advantages chimed for its 
growth in the Southern States 
are its large yield, cheapness of 
production, its growth in early 
spring, and its long life. The 
first year, no crop is produced, 
but thereafter it is said to yield 
large crops of fodder for many 
years. It is test to cut the fod­
der before the flowers ripen, as 
thereafter the vines become 
very coarse and fibrous.
