Faith is an eterusl support, it ia the 
key that unlocks the morning doors of 
daily life, and the last to be opened is 
that of everlasting rest.

Tiik HatoAmrin sake : “If interest in the 
cause of Christian missions has percept­
ibly declined, may it not be due io large 
part to a loss of the clear conviction that 
Christianity has any absolute uncompro­
mising features at all?” There is no 
question that is one great cause of any de­
cline.

Wk refused to believe at first that the 
FrnUalaut missionaries were in the least 
responsible for the outbreak in China, 
and we are rejoiced to be able to continue 
to believo it of our Southern Baptist 
missionaries. But the resolutions which 
some of the others have been passing and 
the spirit they have shown, has compelled 
us reluctantly to surrender our first im­
plicit faith in their wisdom.

Somk of the missionaries have found 
fault with Secretary Hay and President 
McKinley because they wish to deal len 
iently with the Chinese! The New York 
Christian Advocate comments with true 
Christian indignation, “When mission­
aries descend from their exalted profes­
sion and spiritual prerogative, to incite 
the nations to revenge or mere commer­
cial advantage, they are not safe guides, 
and untrue to their original commission to 
promote peace and good will among men. ”

Ths General Missionary Committee of 
the Northern Methodist church have had 
their annual meeting in New York City, 
Not one of their missionaries in China 
have been killed. The General Confer­
ence has ordered the Committee not to 
expend in any year more than was con­
tributed the year before, a rule which 
commends itself to those who believe in 
owing no man anything. Owing to this 
rule, a small cut was necessary upon the 
whole Mission work.

Ths exigencies of the Missionary Com­
mittee have been such since 1801 that no 
money has been spent in buying property 
on the mission fields. This will be nd 
grief to the many Methodists who do not 
believe in spending money for propertv, 
but wish every cent to go to send preach­
ers to preach the Gospel. God has blessed 
the missions during these yean of not 
buying property, for the number of con­
verts in the heathen lands has greatly in­
creased.

THE PREACHER PROBLEM.

UY A NORTHERN PASTOR.

Everything now-a-days is a problem. 
I am going to write on the preacher- 
problem. I sat to day among a lot of 
young men getting ready for the minis­
try, or who think they are getting ready. 
I do not say they are not. How do I 
know? But 1 could not help asking in 
my heart, “Will these be spiritual lead­
ers! Will these be spiritual leaders?”

The preacher-problem touches my own 
soul. How about the preacher? Is he a 
fumble fist? Is he a skilled workman? la 
he “smart’’? or ia he deeply religious? 
Let na look at some of tbe elements of 
this problem.

THK PIHBT—HK IB CAU.KD.

We are all called who have found peace 
with God through our Lord Jesus Christ. 
But the preacher ia called to preach. Two 
calls? Not necessarily. The call to 
preach is wrapped up in the call to life. 
It ia no after-thought with God. Paul 
h^d a call. Chief of sinners, bloody, 
cruel Saul of Tarsus. “Saul, Saul, why 
persecutest thou me?” “Ananias, go and 
help Saul; he is a chosen vessel.” The 
call to preach; how do I know I am called 
to preach? Popularity tells the story. 
Does it? Suppose I am not popular; 
what then? Think, think, think. Why 
not popular? Hard] to get along with? 
got the big-head? too severe? What’s 
the matter? Sermons too long? too dry? 
too cheap? May be it is a bard field; the 
trouble is with the people. I am all 
right; the people are all wrong; they are 
worldly, selfish, lacking appreciation. 
How hard it is to be popular! But you 
will not, I trust, try to make me believe 
that my call is settled by my popularity. 
Sometime* you will be even snubbed by 
a brother preacher. Let him snub; but 
don’t hate him in your heart; pray for 
him. Would Jesus ever pass a minister 
of the Gospel by? No, never. Then pity 
your brother who snubs you.

Called of God! Who was there when 
God called? You and God. You could 
have ran as Moses fyom the serpent. 
Rather, perhaps, you were so glad God 
called you. But think of being singled 
out to preach. How do you settle thia 
f>art of the problem? Not by your popu- 
arity. I venture to declare that tbe call 

to preach is just as distinct as the call to 
salvation. God will make his own call 
clear to you.

TUB SECOND—HK GKT8 KBADY.

Who is sufficient for tbeae things? Our 
sufficiency ia of God. We must get ready 
to preach. Ministerial ambition? No; 
ministerial integrity. Who will teach 
us? God will lead you to some Ananias; 
but 1 tell you, brother, he will never lead 
you to a heretic to study for the ministry. 
If you go, you go on your own hook; and 
the probability is, you will thereafter 
fjreach on your own book. The Lord will 
et you go, just as he let Balaam go. Go 

on, Balaam. The ass you are riding will 
show more sense than you before you 
reach Balak’s tent. It is a fearful thing 
to study with a heretic. Re will cut 
some nerves in your religion, mark what 
I tell you. Think of a young man sitting 
under tbe? instruction of a teacher who 
goes around through the Bible saying, 
“This is not true; that is partly true; 
that is not clearly reliable”! It is time 
for such a young man to take his hat and 
go out into the woods and pray. “Let God 
be true, and every man a liar.”

If God ia with 
yon, you can face the devil out < f mun 
lenance. But take care ihut jou do not 
ask God to give you strength juat for the 
sake of being prominent. Thore ia a con 
cealed enare at this point, into which tire 
unwary step, l ae what God gives you, 
and more will come. Ilia method ia, 
“Grace for Grace,’’

THK pOURTH—Hl- IB SI'ITHWI I..
There are two kinds of aucceaa. Every­

body knows that—the genuine kind and 
the epurious kind. The genuine kind is 
more costly. Jeremiah lived among 
prooheta who were far more successful 
than ever he was ; he was about the only 
failure among them. Certainly ho was 
the only truthful preacher. Let us not 
be too haaty in concluding that we are 
Jeremiahs. The aparioua kind of success 
is cheap stuff. It is the miserable shame 
of the ministry that wo run after it. If 
God is not id our wi rk, it ia a failure. 
There is a difference between the hectic 
glow and the glow of health.

How is the preacher to bear himself 
under success'.’ Let him talk to God 
about it. He has titles put to his name : 
“Reverend,” “Doctor.” Really they are 
both wrong; but they are the reward of 
success; yes, and they make distinctions 
among servants, tempting aa to pride. 
What will he do with success?- God can 
tell him.

THK HETH— HK KA I ML

Nearly every preacher faila somewhere. 
Now, 1 do protest against thia unchris­
tian custom of looking down on a man be­
cause he has failed to do hia work on a 
given field. A thousand cauaes may ex­
plain that failure ; yet we go around that 
man as if he had an infcctioue disease, 
Jeans would not be able to do his work 
on some fields where his servants fail, 
Sympathize with the brother who ia 
bleeding inwardly over some failure; 
stand by him and love him. A soldier ia 
not despised if he has fought till he could 
stand no longer. Why should a miniater 
be deapiaed because he baa failed? If he 
is a true man, he stands where his reject 
ed Lord stood repeatedly in the eyes of 
the people. Yet >uch a preacher must go 
around among his brother ministers beg­
ging for their confidence, explaining and 
apologizing.

No, brother, your failure is no sign of 
your not being called. It may be, but it 
is not necessarily so. Prophets and apos­
tles, and the Lord himself, are examples 
of religious teachers who have failed at 
times,

THK SIXTH—WHAT WILL UK PBBACU?

Sociology? Nonsense. Science? Non­
sense. Science has never found out that 
there is a God; it has never got its belly 
from the earth. It is of the earth earthy. 
The other day a noted teacher of science 
was teaching a lot of Baptist preachers 
what they were to preach and read. A 
brother rose at the end and said, “A 
preacher has just so much time to devote 
to study; the profeasor has laid out a very 
long and difficult course of reading; what 
is the preacher to do?” Another brother 
said, “Preach the Gospel.” Talk about 
your scientific basis of relipion. Relig­
ion is not based on science; it is based on 
fellowship with God. Science has noth­
ing U> do with it. We know God. What 
does God do with the wisdom of this 
world? He brings it to nought.

Reach the centml truths of Ihn Gospel 
and preach them It ia (he preaching of 
the Crucified one thnt does the work. 
There is the center of our religion—the 
Gross of Christ. Still 1 said thnt is a 
preacher problem ; but Igo on thinking 
all its terms are solvable.

THE WEAKNESS OF PULPIT PRAYERS.

HV MKV. FRANK It >1 EU-IK.

A wearisome prayer in the pulpit, full 
of worn-out, vague or meaningh sa । lati­
tudes, is a am. It ia a waste of time and 
spiritual energy during the hour f holy 
service. Martin Luther said that “ihe 
beat half of study is prayer.” The di 
viuest part of public worship is the prayer 
of the preacher, if it lovingly, compre­
hensively voices unto God the great needs 
of his congregation. Nothing rhe will so 
prepare an audience for an excellent aer- 
mon as this act of purest and helpful de 
votion.

Effective public prayer ia not a matter 
of education. Education must be the 
deep foundation, for no ignoramus knows 
how to lead the worship of the saints. 
But the minister’s petition in the pulpit 
unto a throne of gratae must be born of 
peculiar inspiration, of deep love and 
emotion and thorough knowledge of his 
people. If these be lacking mere intel­
lectuality will formulate a prayer as cold 
aa ice. To study the ever-changing kalei­
doscope of human life; to keep in cloae 
touch and sympathy with the “horuy-Z 
handed sons of toil”; to go into homes of 
affliction where hearts are full of sufi'er- 
ing; to seek to help the weak and fallen 
nnto Uhri>t; to combat the error and infi­
delity of the world; to work for the pro 
motion of righteousneBi — if all these, and 
more that we have not space to mention, 
do not teach the preacher how to pray he 
is the dullest of Hcholars. The ever 
changing variety of human life ought 
Sabbath by Sabbath to afford the great­
est variety to the pulpit prayers.

I am well aware of the sac redness and 
delicacy of thia subject. It is unsafe to 
apply arbitrary definitions and rules to a 
matter so divine and important. Some­
times “fools rush in where angels fear to 
tread.” But necessity compels us. Sun­
day by Sunday we must (.tier public 
prayers that are good or indifferent or 
poor. The responsibility is sufficient to 
arouse the soul of the preacher in ev 
ery spiritual way toward God and toward 
men. 1 spend six hours'or more in care 
fully writing the substance of my Sunday 
forenoon sermon that every thought and 
sentence may be thoroughly wrought out. 
Shall I do this for my pulpit prayer? 
Would it not lack spontaneity aud im- 
pressiveness? Would not the congrega­
tion see that it was formal and stilted? 
Yet the pastor, Sabbath morning, should 
take special time to think over the needs 
of his people, and go to the sanctuary 
with these burning in his soul. He should 
fully know that his public prayer that 
day answers to the specific wants of his 
congregation. There will bo enough and 
more than enough to pray about and un- 
ceaiing variety. And if the angel of 
thought give the poetry of heaven to hia 
tongue, all the better. It will enrapture 
the worshipers with the invisible glory of 
God and Ohriat and paradise. — The 
Standard.

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THE ORIGIN AND FUNDAMENTAL TENETS 
OP MORMWISM.

RY J. W. LAVING, TH.D.

B. FUNDAMENTAL TENETH.

It Is possible to understand the word funda­
mental Id a relative sense. If we take It as 
referring to original, organic Mormonism, It 
may have a different meaning from Its appli­
cation to present-day Mormonism. What was 
the basal Idea; the very starting-point that 
gave rise to the system? After considerable 
study, I have reached the conclusion that It 
was the restoration of primitive Christianity, 
the renewal of the ancient order. See the fre­
quency of these terms in “the Christian Sys­
tem.“ It was but one moans of this to adopt 
a severely literal interpretation of the Scrip­
ture (see “Voice of Warning**). “Whore the 
Bible speaks we speak, wboro the Bible Is si­
lent wo are silent.” We have sketched the 
character of some of the earliest to espouse 
this idea. The fearful wresting of such an 
idea Into the horrible heresy of Mormonism 
can be easily traced through steps that after a 
few removes seem utterly at variance. Such 
characters, in such times, oould bo oonntod on 
to bring to poos something unexpected. Hav­
ing broken with former systems, ana unable 
to And welcome back because of their immor­
al lives, the one thing for them to do was to 
start a new system. We hivy traced the ori­
gin of the book of MormodT Of course, the 
founders of the system could not see far 
enough ahead to provide for emergencies. Bo 
the one inclusive principle which they justi­
fied upon the unchangeable character of God, 
was that of continuous revelations and inspira­
tion. In this way provision was made for any 
and every exigency that could possibly arise. 
And if contradictions thus arose, the same 
principle warranted miracles, too. (Bee Mor­
mon U:Wff.) Thus was it possible nt such a 
time to bold down, and impose upon the cre­
dulity of, Its ignorant or superstitious, rest­
less or designing, vicious or disappointed ad­
herents.

David Whitmer, one of the tnre^^jginal 
witnesses of the book of Mormon, preaenOTWo 
essential to the system this creed: “We be­
lieve in faith in Christ, repentance and bap­
tism for the remission of sins, and the gift of 
the Holy Spirit. We believe In the laying on 
of hands as it was practiced In the days of the 
Apostles. We believe in the resurrection of 
tbe^ead and eternal judgment.” After leav­
ing the fraternity because of Smith’s defection 
from this simple creed, Whitmer published an 
“Address to All Believers,” in which he says 
that Smith had introduced nine errors Into 
Mormonism, among them polygamy. We And 
expressions of their doctrinal d*Ilsfs ambigu­
ously set forth in the Book of Mormon, Doc­
trine and Covenants, Pearl of Groat Price, and 
the oracular utterances of the Ant presidency. 
These are all declared to be divine and of 
equal authority (I Nephi 13:Wf.) But upon 
Investigation we And that nothing Is settled. 
Improvements and changes, adaptations and 
accommodations,are always In order. Future 
doctrines are promised and expected, often ar­
rived at by process ofloug forgone conclusions. 
The new is liable, according to the exigencies 
of the occasion, to superoode the old : ou the 
other hand, the dead letter of the old may be 
called up and do service again if necessity 
demand. It is difficult to classify ths doc­
trines. «oine are for the weak and uninitiated. 
The proselyting missionaries are instructed as 
to what to promulgate and what to withhold. 
Borne of the esoteric truths are ouly for the in­
itiated, and are given only In the temple. As 
sot forth in their i-andards, Mormonism may 
be characterised as a by bred, a conglomera­
tion of esoteric, merit-making Buddhism; the 
ancestral worship of Confucianism; the socia 
Impunities of Mohammedanism; the policy 
and Intriguery of Jesuitism: tho ceremonial 
and formal observances of Judaism; the 
haughty self-conceit of Pharisaism; along with 
a bold and coarse materialism. The articles 
of faith wore published in IMS. Those are 
for Gentile readers. In thorn to no claim for 
the absolute authority of the priesthood, plur­
ality and materialism of gods, polygamy, bap­
tism for the dead, tithing, communism, con­
tinuous inspiration and revelation#—all of 
which are fundamental tenets of present-day 
Mormonism. Id short, Shore is little in thoee 
articles that is really objectionable io Chris-

liana, If they be taken as they stand. When 
Mormonism to really understood, It to aeon to 
bo anything but Christian or saintly. Scarcely 
could anything be further removed from 
Chrttt.

Dr. A. B. Leonard, who had abundant op­
portunity to know, says of the book of Mor­
mon: “Ono-elghteentb of the book of Mormon 
is composed of quotations from the Bible, 
whole chapters being transferred from Isaiah. 
Curiously enough in every one the rendering 
of the King Jameo version is followed, even In 
all its errors, though not made till more than 
one thousand years after Moroni laid the book 
away In the hill Cumorah I Hamlet to quoted 
2200 years before the bard of Avon was born. 
Hoste of citations are made from ths Gospels 
and Epistles when as yet the Latter were Uo- 
pennsd. Phraseology abounds which was cur­
rant tn Smith's day in American.politics, and 
Methodist revivals, such as, 'If ye have expe­
rienced a change of heart'; • Ye shall awake to 
a sense of your awful condition'; 'I am encir­
cled about eternally iu the arms of His love': 
'Enter into a covenant to support the cause of 
freedom, that they might maintain a free gov­
ernment’; ’There were do robbers or murder­
ers Id thoee days, neither were there Lamau- 
ites (Indians) or any manner of itee'; ‘And 
when Moroni bad said these words hs wont 
forth waving the rent of his gsrment Id the 
air, that all might see the writing which he 
had wrote upon the rent.^ ” Does any one want 
stronger evidence of the exceeding modernness 
of the book of Mormon?

We now proceed to take up, in a somewhat 
orderly way, the principal article* of Mormon­
ism, and to candidly consider whatever is 
fundamental iu the system, also giving a sur­
vey of the system as complete as space will 
permit.

I. Teaching <u to Hod. The first article of 
faith says, “We believe in God, the eternal 
Father, and in His Bon Jesus Christ, and in tbs 
Holy Ghost.” No fault need be found with 
tbs form of this. Yet when we come to exam­
ine the Mormon idea of God, we find it not In the 
least suggested by the above article. Their 
idea of God is grossly material and dishonor­
ing (Alma 11 :T7-29). His personality is every­
where assumed, nowhere affirmed. He ante, 
feels as a person (Ether 3:8 ff). In Alma 18:94 
fl, He Ie re preCen ted as a Bpirit corresponding 
to the great Spirit of the American Indiana. 

ul, holy, just, merciful (9 Nephi 9:17-10). * 
’n short, He Is represented as poasoasing 1 

the tarns attributes as the God of the Bl- ‘ 
bio. But the real god of tho Mormons IdfcM 
above staled, a material, oensuons belW, 1 
with passions, flesh and bones (D. and C ' 
130:22), once dwelt on earth and practiced 1 
polygamy, only a delflod man, once as ws are 1 
now; always approaching towards perfection * 
but never reaching It, yet ao far advanced In 1 
oom parison with us that He may be called the 1 
Infinite. Ho is now surrounded by a heavenly * 
harem, the father of innumerable godlete. still 4 
multiplying bls Immortal children. Among 4 
bis offspring by procreation are angels, men, ' 
devils (D. and C. 76:94). He is only the pres- 1 
ident of the council of gods, oo far removed 1 
from msu that they have nothing to do with 1 
him (D. and C. 180:3). The god to whom Mor- 1 
mono are directly responsible is Adam. This 1 
was revealed In 1862. A dBm la identified with 1 
Michael (D. and C. 27:11). Eve was one of his 1 
wives.

II. Teaching tu to Ch rut. Mach is said In the 
book of Mormon about Jesus Christ. Ono 
great aim of the book is to prove that Jesus is 
ths Christ (Mormon 6:14; Moroni 7:44; 2 Nephi 
26:12, and elsewhere; cfChristian Baptist, pp. 
10.11,28,87, and others; Christian System, p. 
68). The titles and attributes of divinity are 
bestowed on Jesus (cf D. and C. 39:1). He is said 
to have created all things (D. and C. 39:2: 93:9, 
10). His relations to the Father give rise to 
great confusion. He is called the Bon of God 
because He dwelt In the flesh; having sub­
jected the flesh to the will of the Father, He 
is lbs Father and the Bon; He Is the Father 
because He waa conceived by the power of 
God (Moslah 16:1-6), a pretty clear case of 
Babe 11 lantern this. The,Christ of Mormonism 
is far from tbe Spotless Lamb of God, far other 
than the Christ of the Bible begotten by the 
Father. He is ths natural offspring of Adam 
and Mary, and waa himself a polygamist, tbs 
bridegroom of Cana, the husband of Mary and 
Martha of Bethany, and Mary Magdalens, and 
now In heaven he has a multitudinous harem. 
(Bee 2 Nephi 19:61; 26:12: Moelab 3:6f; 15:lff).

III. The Moly Spirit. His personality is uol 
so clearly maintained. He la put along with 
the Father and the Bon In the baptismal for­
mula 3 Nephi 11:26), and often elsewhere. He 
Is the concomitant will of both the Father and 
the Bou; the one mind poaaeeMd and acting In 
each, producing universal harmony of thought, 
wisdom, and being throughout their domin­
ions. Bee D. and O. 46:11-27 for a statement of 
the gifts and ordinances of the Spirit. Thia is 
mootiy copied from I Uoriatbians, but to all 
held as still In force among Mormons. He 
bean witness to the Father and to Nephi (1 
Nephi 11:11). The doctrine of the Trinity to 
taught (2 Nephi 8) ^1:3 Nephi Alma
11 :M; Mormon 7:7). Mormons now reject the 
personality of the Holy Spirit, although hs to 
represented in D. andC. lk0:22f us• personage 
of spirit who may descend upon a man and not 
tarry.

Salva­
tion for all who have ne*»r heard tbo Gospel 
Is maintained. Christ's work atones for all 
who have fallen by Adam's transgression , 
(Moslah 3:11). Strong ground is taken against . 
materialist* and restorationlste (Alma 30:17; । 
and oh. 49). Tbe only exooption to the ea*r- ( 
cIm of repentance and faith is mado Id tho ( 
case of infante and heathen. Infante are with- । 
out sin (Moolah 3:16, ef D and C. 98:88; 99:48, , 
47). Bee Moslah 3:11,19,19,11 for case of ; 
heathen. Where no Law Is given there can be 
no punishment; where do punishment, no cou- , 
demnation: where do condemnation the mer­
cies of God reach. God has not given a law to 
the beathen. therefore they shall Dot be pun­
ished for their sins (8 Nephi 9:16ff). This 
doubtless arose from opposition to missions 
and to sxodm for such neglect (see Christian 
Baptist, pp. 13:17),

Jee ns is prophet, priest and King. Before 
bis incarnation as prophet He was accustomed 
to communicate with men by prophets and 
angels.

Jesus continued to revesti His will to, 
and through, Smith (Voice of Warning, pp. Bf, 
43ff,Wff. The continuance of the gift of proph­
ecy In tbo sense of predicting tho future is a 
fundamental tenet of Mormonism. Lot os 
only mention tho propbecy as to Far West, 
uttered April 28(1638, to the effect that it was 
to be begun July 4th of the same year and car­
ried on to completion. It hM not material­
ised. Tako again tbo prophecy as to war 
among tho states, uttered Doo. 26, 1882. Of 
coarse, Mormons try to apply thio tj the war 
of 1861-6. but it does oot fit tho cum, while it 
doos apply fairly well to the rebellion of South 
Carolina in tbe year 1832. Other cases need 
not bo cited.

From fl Nephi to 
Moroni hs revised the book of Mormon, and 
accepted the “ancient gospel” with a now 
statement of tbo plan of salvation (of 1 Nephi

Mormon 7:10; D. and C. 20^9). Now the ac­
cepted order Is 1. Faith; 2 Repentance; 8. 
Baptism; 4. Ram leal on; 5. Holy Spirit (Vuloe 
of Warning, p. 84) Compare with this the or­
der given In Christian Baptism, p. 488, where 
It 1s, 1. Faith; 1. Reformation; 8. Immersion: 
4. Remission of sins; 6- Holy Spirit; 8. Eternal 
Life. Imparting goods to tbs poor Is one 
means against apostaav (Moslah 4 :96, of vs. II, 
11). Since 1867 rebaptism has boon practiced 
from time to time. Baptism for the dead Is 
strictly commanded, and particular Instruc­
tions for it afs given (D. and 0.194:29,89; 
127:64; 118). A font for this must bo bulk 
(128:18; 124:»■ 88), for It oould bo acceptably 
performed only iu a house built for it. By ths

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? QUESTIONS ANSWERED. (
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“A church has recently adopt­
ed new articles of faith, one of 
which is, “We will not take 
alien baptism.” What must we 
do with those who have been 
received and have shown them­
selves goad workers and upright 
Christians fur ten or twrlve 
years?” Do nothing, of course. 
A church moa' not make an ex 
post facto law ; it is not just. If 
the memben received on their 
alien immersion beer me dissatis­
fied with their baptism, let them 
be baptized. As they are such 
good Christians, it is very lik ly 
they will become dissatisfied. 
But if they do not desire bap­
tism, it would be wrong for the 
church to exclude them.

I am always glad to hear that 
a church has taken the stand 
this one has. It is the only con­
sistent stand for close com­
munion. But the members must 
not let their praiseworthy zeal 
for their new departure lead 
them into injustice to good breth­
ren and sisters.

To this question the brother 
requested an answer in the issue 
of November h.h, and the letter 
was written November let. This 
did not give time for the letter 
to be sent to me and for me to 
answer. I always answer as 
promptly as possible questions 
which for any reason require an 
immediate answer. “What has 
been the prevailing practice of 
churches with reference to per­
sons who are legally divorced for 
causes other than adultery? 
Without regard to the action of 
the churches what should be the 
practice?”

If the divorced parties do not 
marry again, the prevailing cus­
tom of the churches, according 
to the best of my knowledge, is 
to do nothing. Occasionally they 
take the matter up as they do 
other quarrels and insist upon 
the reconciliation of the parties. 
This is done when both are mem­
bers of the church. This is not 
done as frequently as it ought to 
be. The command “first be rec­
onciled to thy brother,” and 
those in regard to disputes and 
wrongs between brethren apply 
to all members of the church, 
and of course to husband and 
wife when they are members.

The prevailing practice of 
Baptist churches in regard to 
those who secure divorces for 
other than the one Scriptural 
cause, and marry again, so far as 
my knowledge of their practice 
goes, is to exclude them from 
their fellowship. The churches 
are bound by the law of God in 
their discipline. They cannot 
recognize any marriage ceremony 
in such cases, and must treat 
them exactly as they would if 
there had been no marriage cere­
mony at»all. Sometimes when 
the innocent party had Scriptural 

.grounds for a divorce, for family 
or other reasons, he or she pre-> 
fen to secure the legal divorce 
on other grounds. In such cases, 
it the community and the church 
are sure the Scriptural grounds 
existed, churches allow re-mar­
riage. It is necessary that the 
facts should be known to the 
community, although not brought 
out before the court, in order 
that the churoh may not injure 
the cause of Christ by geeming 
to allow what He has forbidden.

“Can any ordained minister of 
the Gospel refuse to immerse any 
one desiring to be immersed that 
has never united with the 
church?” He not only can, but 
in this country it is his duty to 

do it. In heathen lands where 
there are no churches, it is dif­
ferent. The very fact that the 
man who wishes to be baptizcd 
is not willing t ) present himself 
to the church, shows that he is 
unworthy, or, at best, ignorant. 
Io the latter case he needs to be 
instructed as to his duty to the 
church and to be sent to it. If he 
is in a hurry and is not willing 
to delay for the church's action, 
it shows that in his heart he be­
lieves in baptismal regeneration.

I mppose the majority of Bap 
tist pastors who have been long 
in the ministry have been asked 
at some time to baptize a Pedo 
baptist secretly. Borne 1‘edo- 
baptists become uneasy in their 
consciences on the subject of 
their disobedience to the Lord’s 
command, or while thinking 
sprinkling will do, they are de­
sirous of following their Lord’s 
example and going down into 
the water and be buried with 
him. But they are not willing 
to leave their churches, and 
therefore ask for private bap­
tism. Il is the custom of our 
pastors to refuse all such re­
quests. And they would do very 
wrong not to refuse.

“Was the theology of Eman­
uel Swedenborg orthodox in any 
respect, and, if so, in what one? 
Should a young minister study 
him?” My knowledge of Sweden- 
borgianism is very vague. My 
opinion has always been that 
Swedenborg's mind was unbal­
anced. That bis theology was 
orthodox on some points is true, 
so far as I know his theology. 
He believed in the existence of 
God and in the divinity of Christ. 
But I would not call him ortho 
dox on the latter doctrine, be­
cause he believed that the Lord 
was the incarnation of the Trin­
ity and not of the Second Person 
alone.

1 suppose Swedenborg taught 
that doctrine of the incarnation. 
I never conversed with but one 
8wedenborgian whom 1 met in 
Philadelphia. He was a lawyer, 
a brilliant conversationalist and 
a man of learning. 1 was sur- 
finsed wheu he told me his re- 
igious belief, but took the op 

portunity to ask him to give me 
the main pointe of it; acknowl­
edging my ignorance. He was 
glad to comply with my request 
and gave me a long account of 
bis doctrine with such transcen­
dentalism that 1 could not under­
stand him. Every now and then 
I interrupted with a pointed 
question, nuch as, “Do you'be­
lieve in the vicarious atone­
ment?” only to be overwhelmed 
with a torrent of phrases from 
which I could gather no clear 
idea. 1 learned only two things 
in the course of the entire even­
ing—that Bwedenborgiauism in 
hie eyes was? transcendently 
beautiful and /that the whole 
Godhead was incarnated in Ohrist 
Jesus. My impression of hie 
views as told in his brilliant wav 
was of a fog bank shot through 
with rainbows.

From other sources 1 have 
gathered that Swedenborg be­
lieved the millennium had come 
and that he himself was inspired. 
Life is too short for me to spend 
time in reading ouch books as 
his. 1 do not think a young 
minister would be in danger of 
being injured by reading Swe- 
denborg, if his book is as mystic 
and transcendental as I supposed 
from hearing his lawyer disciple 
talk. But I cannot conceive of 
a greater waste of time. It 
would be a waste of time for an 
old man who had read widely of 
good and helpful books. It 
would be a much greater loss of 
time for a young man to read 
them.

I hope the young brother who

asks the question is not imbued 
with the idea that it is necessary 
for him to be conversant with 
the different systems of heresies 
in the.world. It is seldom ihit 
he will have the least iccau m 
to answer any of them. Aud if 
he does, it is not necessary for 
him to understand the specific 
points of the heresy. Suppose, 
for example, a Swedenborgian 
denies the vicarious atonement. 
The young prescher is tn answer 
him by quoting the Scriptures 
which teach that atonement. The 
certainty is that if a young, man 
takes up his time in familiariz 
iug himself with the different 
forme of error, he will not have 
time to study the Scriptures and 
to^memorize them as he ought 
He will have equipped himself 
with a poor shield of straw, and 
he will not be ready with the 
sword of the Spirit.

1 said I did no’ think reading 
Swedenborg would injure the 
young brother. But I must make 
an exception to that. 1 here 
would be little danger of his 
faith being shaken. But the 
book might injure him mentally. 
It is better for one’s intellect to 
read the writings of clear think­
ers and not of dreamy mystics.

ExGoy James F. Eagle was 
enthusiastically elected Fresi 
dent for the twentieth time, and 
he presided with marked ability 
If there is a more worthy man or 
a better presiding t fficer any 
where I do not know who he is 
or where he is to be found. He 
is a wise and influential man, 
and his counsel has much to do 
in shaping and directing the busi 
new of the Convention and the 
work in the state.

Bro. Theo. Smith, of Camden, 
was re elected clerk, and per­
formed bis duties well.

The questions raised as to 
whether the office of Correspond 
ing Secretary should be retained 
and the amount of salary paid 
the Secretary caused a protract­
ed discussion, not free from bit­
terness The brethren differed 
honestly on these matters, and 
they expressed themselves quite 
fjreely, as they certainly had the 
right to do. Some of the strong 
f st associations in the Oonven 
tion had by unanimous action 
advised that the office of Corre 
eponding Secretary be dispensed 
with and that evangelists be em­
ployed instead.

This text seems to me, in its 
archaic phraseology, only to need 
to be pondered in order to flash 
up into wonderful beauty. It 
carries in it a magnificent ideal 
of the Christian life, in three 
things: the Christian place, “ac- 
cesseinto the grace;” the Chris­
tian attitude, “wherein we 
stand•” and the Christian means 
of realising that ideal, “through 
Christ” and “by faith.” Now 
let us look at these three points.

I.-—THS CHklBTlAK PLACK.
There is clearly a metaphor 

here, both in the word “access” 
and in that other one “stand.” 
The grace is supposed as some 
ample space into which a man ia 
led, and where he can continue, 
stand and expatiate. Or, we 
may say, it is regarded as a palace 
or'treasure-house into which we 
can enter. Now, if we take that 
great New Testament word 
“grace,” as I have often occa­
sion to say to you, and ponder its 
meanings, we find that they run 
something in this fashion. The 
central thought, grand and mar­
velous, which is enshrined in it, 
and which often is bnried for 
careless ears, is that of the active 
love of God poured out upon in­
feriors who deserve something 
very different. Then there fol­
lows a second meaning, which 
covers a great part of the ground 
of the use of the phrase in the 
New Testament, and that is the 
communication of that love to 
m&, the specific and individual­
ised gifts which come out of that 
great reservoir of patient, par­
doning, condescending, and be­
stowing love. Then there may 
be taken into view a meaning 
which is less prominent in Scrip­
ture but not absent, namely, the 
resulting beauty of character. A 
gracious bou! ought to be, and is, 
a graceful soul ;la supreme loveli 
□mb is imparted to human nature 
by the communication to it of 
the gifts which'are the results of 
the undeserved, free and infinite 

•K^ of God.
Hu* 1! m take all these three 

thoughts as blended together in 
the grand metaphor of the Apos 
tie, of the ample space into 
which the Christian man passes, 
we get such lessons as this. A 
Christian life may, and. there­
fore, should, be Suffused with a 
continual consciousness of the 
love of God. That would change 
everything in it. Here is some 
great sweep of rolling country, 
perhaps a Highland moor; the 
little tarns on it are grey and 
oold, the vegetation is gloomy 
and dark, dreariness is over all 
the scene, because there is a great 
pall of cloud drawn beneath the 
blue. But the sun pierces with 
his lances through the grey and 
crumples up the mists and sends 
them flving beneath the horizon. 
Then what a change in the land­
scape! AU the little tarns that 
looked black and wicked are now 
infantile in that innocent blue 
and sunny gladness, and every 
dimple in the heights shows, and 
all the heather burns with the 
sunshine that falls upon it. So 
my great doleful life, if that light 
from God, the beam of his love, 
shines down upon it, rise into no 
bility, and flashes into beauty, 
and is calm and fair and great, 
as nothing else can make it. Yon 
may dwell in love by dwelling in 
God, and there your lives will ba 
fair. You have access into the 
grace. See that youugo there. 
They tell us that nightingales

| OUR PULPIT

ACCBSSINTO ORACE.

BY ALKXANDKH MAOLABBN, D.D.

By whom also we have access by 
faith into this grace wherein tea 
stand.—Romans 6:2.

I may be allowed to begin with 
a word or two of explanatiojpof 
the terms of this passage. Note, 
then, especially, that also, which 
sends us back to the previous 
clause, and tells us that our text 
adds something to what was 
spoken of there. Wl^at was 
spoken of there? “The peace of 
God” which comes to a man by 
Jesus Christ through faith, the 
removal of enmity, and the dec­
laration of righteousness. But 
that peace with God, which is 
the beginning of everything in 
the Christian view, is only the 
beginning, and there is much to 
follow. The text tells us, with 
that “also,” what is to follow. 
While, then, there is a progress 
clearly parked in the words of 

-----ourtextf aud“ access into this 
grace wherein we stand” irsome- 
thing mote, and after, the “peace 
with God,” mark next the iden­
tity in the two clauBes. “Being 
justified by faith, we have peace 
with God through our Lord Jesus 
Christ.” These two things, 
Christ’s meditation or interven­
tion, and our faith as the condi­
tion by which we receive the 
blessingB which were brought to 
us in and through him, are both 
repeated, with no unmeaning 
tautology, but with profound 
significance in our text—“By 
whom abo we have access”—as 
well as “tlA neace* of God”— 
“access by faith into the grace.” 
80 then, for the initial blessing, 
and for all the subsequent bless­
ings, of the Christian life, the 
wav is the same. The medium 
and channel is one, and the act 
by which we avail ourselves of 
th? blessings coming through that 
one medium is the same.

Now the language of my text, 
with its talking about access, 
faith and grace, sounds to a great 
many of us, I am afraid, very 
hard and remote and technical. 

/ And there are not wanting peo- 
Rle who tell us that terminology

1 the New Testament is like a 
dying brand in the fire, where 

lives, aioging a quiet tune, the! 
continual thought of the love of 
God, even whilst life’s highway 
is dusty and rough, and our feet 
are often weary in treading it i 
A Christian life may be, and 
therefore should be, suffused 
with the sense of the abiding 
love of God.

Take the other meaning of the 
word, the secondary and derived 
meaning, the cornmanioation of 
that love to ns, and that leads ns 
to say that a Christian life may, 
and therefore should, be en­
riched with continual gifts from 
God's fulness. I eaid that the 
Apostle was using a metaphor 
here, regarding the grace as be­
ing an ample Bpace into which a 
man wss admitted, or we may i 
say he is thinking of it as a great 
treasure-hoose. We have the 
right of entrance there, where od ; 
every side, aa it were, lie ingots , 
of uncoined gold, and masses of , 
treasure, and we may have just 
as much or as little as we choose. 
It is entirely in onr own deter­
mination how mneh of the wealth 
of God we shall possess. We 
have access to the treasure-house; 
and this permit is put into our 
hands: “Be it unto thee even as 
thou wilt." The sise of the sack 
that the man brings, in the old 
story, determined the amount of 
wealth that he carried away. 
Some of you bring very tiny 
baskets and expect little and de­
sire little; you get no more than 
you desired and expected.

That wealth, the fulness of 
God, takes the shape as well as 
is determined in its measure by 
the magnitude of the vessel into 
which it is put. is multiform, 
and we get whatever we desire 
and whatever either our charac­
ters or our circumstances require. 
The one gift assumes all forms, 
just as water poured into a vase 
takes the shape of the vase into 
which it is poured. The same 
gift unfolds itself in an infinite 
variety of manners, according to 
the needs of the man to whom it 
is given ; just as the writer’s pen, 
the carpenter’s hammer, the 
farmer’s ploughshare, are all 
made out of the same metal. So 
God’s grace comes to you in a 
different shape from that -in 
which it comes to me. according < 
to our different callings and I 
needs, as fixed by oar circum- । 
stances, onr duties, our sorrows, . 
our temptations.

So, brethren, how shameful it ( 
is that, having the possibility of I 
so much, we should have the I 
actuality of so little. There is ( 
an old story about one of onr । 
generals in India long ago, who. 
when he came home, was accused ’ 
of rapacity because he had I 
brought away so much treasure I 
from the Rajahs whom he had ( 
conquered, and bis answer to the ।

charge was, “I was surprised at 
my own moderation.” Ah! there 
are a great many Christian peo­
ple who ought to be ashamed of 
their moderation.

been content to come away with 
some one poor little coin, when 
they might have been “rich be­
yond the dreams of avarice.” 
Brethren, you have “aocesa^to 
the fulness of God. Whose i»uU 
is it if you are empty?

Then, further, I said there was 
another meaning in these great 
words. The love which may suf­
fuse our lives, the gifts, the con­
sequence of that love, whioh may 
enrich our lives, should, and in 
the measure iu which they are 
received, will adorn and make 
beautiful our lives. For “grace” 
means loveliness as wail as good­
ness, and the God who is the 
fountain of it all is the fountain 
of /’whatsoevec things are fair,”

fair. You are bound to. make 
tour goodness attractive, and to 
tbow that the things that are “of 
g« od report” are likewise the 
“thir ci that are lovely.”

And so, now, turn to the second 
point here, viz:

II.—TO CHR18T1AK ATTITUDK.

“The grace wherein ye stand.” 
That word is very emphatic here, 
ana does not merely mean “con­
tinue,” but it suggests what 1 
have put into that phrase, the 
attitude of the Christian.

Two things are implied. One 
is that a life thus auffused by 
the love, and enriched by the 
gifts, and adorned by the lovh- 
ners, that come from God, will 
be stable and steadfast. Resist­
ance and stability are implied in 
the words. One very important 
item in determining a man's 
power of resistance, and of 
standing firm against whatever 
assanl's may be hurled against 
him, is the sort of footing that 
he has. If you stand on slippery 
mud, or on the ice of a glacier, 
you will find it hard to stand 
firm; but if you plant your foot 
on the grace of God, the a you 
will be able to “withstand in the 
evil day, aud having done all to 
stand.” And how dues a man 
plant his foot on the grace of 
God? Simply by trusting in 
God, and not in himself. So 
that the secret of all steadfast­
ness of life, and of all successful 
resistance to the whirling onrush 
of temptations and of difficulties, 
is to set your foot upon that 
rook, and then your “goings” 
will De established.

Jesus Ohrist brings to us in the 
gift of life in him, stability 
which will check the vacillations 
of our own hearts. We go up 
and uown, we yield when pres­
sure is brought to bear against 
Us, we are carried off our feet 
often by the sudden whirl of the 
stream and the fitful blast of toe 
wind. But his grace comes in, 
and will make us able to stand 
against all assaults. Our poor 
natures, necessarily changeable 
and sinfully vacillating and 
weak, will be uniform, in the 
measure in which the grace of 
Gul comes into our hearts. Just 
as in these so-called petrifying 
wells, they take a bit of cloth, a 
bird's nest, a billet of Wood, and 
plunge It into the water, and the 
mineral held in solution there 
infilterates into the anb Hance of 
the things plunged in, and makes 
it firm and inflexible: so lot us 
plunge our poor, changeful, vac­
illating resolutions, our way­
ward, wandering hearts, our pas-

sions so easily excited by temp­
tation, into that groat fountain, 
and there will filter into nur flex­
ibility what will make us firm, 
and into our changeful neiis what 
will give in us sonw fsiut c >py 
of the divine immutability, and 
we shall stand fast in the I. rd 
and in the power of hi« might.

Further, in regard to thia at­
titude, which is the rt?uh of the 
posaeBBion of grace, w« may «>y 
that it indicates not only Btabil 
ity and steadfastness, but erect- 
ness, as in opposition to crouch­
ing or bowing. A man's inde­
pendence is guaranteed by his 
dependence upon, and his pos­
session, of, that communicated 
grace of God. And so you have 
the fact that the phase of Obris 
tian teaching which has laid 
most stress on the decrees aud 
sovereign will of God, on divine 
grace, in fact, and too little upon 
the human side—the phase which 
is roughly described as Calvin­
ism—has underlain the liberliee 
cf Europe, and has stiffened men 
into the rejection of all priest)) 
and civic domination. “Where 
the Spirit of the Lord is, there is 
liberty,” and if a man baa in his 
heart the grace of God, then he 
stands erect as a man. “Ye are 
bought with a price; be ye not 
the servants of men.” The Chris- 
tiao democracy, the Christian 
rejection of all sacerdotal and 
other domination flows from ihe 
access of each individual Chris 
tian to the fountain of all wis­
dom, the only source of law and 
command, the inspirer of all 
strength, and the giver of all 
grace. By faith ye Brand. 
“Biand fast therefore in the lib­
erty wherewith Ohrist hat made 
you free.

I have already remarked on 
emphasis with which, both in 
text and in the preceding clause, 
there arn laid down the (wo con­
ditions of possessing this grace, 
or the peace which precedes it:

The reality that un­
derlies the metaphor is plain 
We sinners can never pass into 
that Centex] glory, nor ever pos­
sess ih<*e gif re of grace, uni-si 
the barrier that stands between 
□ s and God, between ui and 
his highest gifts of love, ia swept 
away.

I recall an old logon I win. 
two knights arc r<prs.*n'ed a 
seeking to enter n palace, wi .-r 
there >s a mt Menons lire burn­
ing in the middU • f the p <rt»l. 
One of them tris s t.» pas 'I rougn, 
and recoils scorched ; bat ao-n 
the other eesaja an entrance ih« 
fierce fire sinks, end the path i* 
cleared. Jeans Christ has died, 
and, 1 say it with all reverent* , 
as hie blood touches the tire it 
flickers down, and the way i* 
opened “into the holiest of all, 
whither the Forerunner is for u> 
entered.” Ue both brings the 
grace and makes it possible tha’ 
we should go in where tho grace 
is.

But Jesus Chtist’s work 
nothing to you unless your per 
Bonal faith comes in, and so that 
is pointed to in the secund of the 
clauses here : '‘By faith we have 
access.” That is no arbitrary 
appointment. It lies in the scry 
nature of the gift and of the re­
cipient. How can God give ac­
cess into that grace to a man 
that shrinks from being near 
him; that does not want “^c- 
ceBB,” and that could not use the 
grace if he had it? How can God 
bestow inward and spiritual gifts 
upon any man that closed his 
heart against them, and will not 
have them? My faith is the con­
dition; Christ is the Giver. If I 
ally myself to him by my faith, 
he gives to me. If I do not, 
• ith all the will to do it, he cm 
not bestow his best gifts any 
more than a man who stretches 
out his hand'to another sinking 
in the flood can lift him out, and 
set him on the safe shore, if the 
drowning man’s hand is not 
stretched out to grasp the res- 
curer's outstretched hand.

Brethren, God is infinitely 
willing to give the choicest gifts 
of his love to us all, to gladden, 
tn enrich, to adorn, to make ata 
ble and erect. But ho cannot 
give them unless you will trust 
him. “U pleased the Father 
that in him should all fulpese 
dwell. That alabaster box is 
brought to earth. It was brok 11 
ou the Croat that “the house” 
might be “filled with the odour 
of the ointment.’ Our faith is 
d e only condition; it is only the 
condition, but it is the indispens­
able condition, of our being 
anointed with that fragrant 
anointing. He, and he only, run 
^no us the fulness of God.

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I EDITORIAL. |
Title latest light in church his­

tory is Dr. Wilhelm Moeller, of 
i he University of Kiel, Germany. 
The third volume of his “His­
tory of the Christian Church,” 
coven the period from A. D. 
1517 to A. D. 1648 It is trans­
lated by J. H. Freese, M.A , of 
Cambridge, England, and pub­
lished in London, A. D. 1900. 
This volume lies now before ns.

Dr. Moeller shows no liking 
for the Baptists, but decidedly 
the reverse, and yet he makes a 
notable concession to their his­
tory. Among other things he 
says:

Ths Baptists * have often boon 
called tbe most eons Is tent and the 
most genuine sons of the Reforma­
tion, or It has been thought that they 
have been excellently characterised 
by the name of the •’Ultras" of the 
Reformation; bat this view Is sup­
ported only by the very extraneous 
circumstance that many of their 
members bad previously been ad­
herents of ZwingH or Luther, and 
that the Swiss Reformation prepared 
the way for their doctrine of the 
Eucharist and their biblical radical­
ism. Even the attempt of Cornelias 
to explain their rise as the effect of 
the Bible In the hand of the ordinary 
man, Is only sufficient to account 
for certain formalities and singular 
eccentricities. To judge from their 
collective view of the world, meas­
ured by their motives and aims, 
they belong, not to tbe Reformation, 
bat to JfaiMral Christianity, a con­
tinuation of the opposition (which 
grew up in the second half of the 
Middle Ages on Catholic soil) to the 
secularised church. A. RI Uchi de­
serves the (credit for having paved 
tbe way for thia opinion of the move­
ment (p. 9i».

Here Prof. Moeller distinctly 
admits that the Baptists existed 
before the Reformation, during 
“the second half of the Middle 
Ages,” and how much earlier he 
does not say. Now the Middle 
Ages lasted, roundly speaking, 
from A. D. 500 to A. D. 1500. 
Hence “the second half of the 
Middle Ages” was from A. D. 
1000 to A. D. 1500, and in this 
period Dr. Moeller admits that 
there were Baptists.

We think there is a great deal 
in Prof. Cornelius’ explanation 
of “the Bible in the hand of the 
ordinary man.” That is very 
apt to make Baptists.

Tua Rev. Joseph Jones, a 
brother of the famous Rev. Sam 

di- B1Qd a Methodist evan- 
gelisl of 15 years1 standing, re­
cently joined the Baptists at Car­
tersville, Ga., and was baptized 
by the pastor, the Rev. A. W. 
Bealer. The occasion was of 
special interest, and the action 
of Mr. Jones was *. great *ur- 
prise. He was in attendance at 
the Baptist church one night 
when, after a sermon by the Rev. 
L E. Roberts, two young men 
were to be baptized. Mr. Jones 
arose and (as reported) said:

You brethren all know me. Six­
teen yearsago I died to sta and be­
gan to live a uew life through faith 
In tbe Lord Jeans Christ. For fif­
teen years I have been preaching the 
Gospel. 1 have preached in eighteen 
states and two territories. I Joined 
the Methodist church l>eoause my 
father and mother were Methodists. 
• • • For the last five years I have 
not been satisfied. I am dow M 
years old, and I know I have not 
much longer to live. Brethren, 1 
want to go to Heaven and I want to 
follow my Lord. I believe, just as 
firmly on that I am standing here, 
that Jesus was immersed. I want 
to come in with you,brethren, if yon 
will let me. I have been struggling 
with this question for five yean. I 
know I am going to be Severely crit­
icised for-what I am doing, but I 
want to obey God rather than men, 
and hope you will receive me and 
let me go on with my work.

The church voted to receive 
him, and he was “baptized 
straightway.” We hope he will 
be abundantly useful as a Bap­
tist. There are many, God alone 
knows how many/ Pedobaptists 
to-day, who would do as Mr. 
Jones has done, if only they 
would act out their sentiment*.

No Christian should ever think 
of boasting became of anything 
he is or anything he has done. 
The inspired Apostle well asks: 
“For who make th thee to differ 
from another? and what hast 
thou that thou didst not receive? 
now if thou didst receive it, why 
dost thou glory as if thou didst 
not receive it!”

We have no right to take 
credit to ourselves for any good 
element in us, since we have re­
ceived it as a gift from God, and 
we certainly are not making the 
best use of it. It is as if a man 
had been entrusted with 11,000,? 
000 to use for increasing the in­
come of his benefactor. Proper 
diligence would yield six per 
cent, per annum, out this trus­
tee makes the million dollars 
yield only j of 1 per cent., and 
yet he boasts of being a million^ 
aire.

Whatever one’s gifts may be, 
let him remember they are gifts, 
and for them he should not glo­
rify himself, but should glorify 
God. And yet even here there 
is a danger. When a man talks 
about his gifts, even though he 
give thanks to God, there is 
danger that he will make the 
thanks a covering for bis boast­
ing. This is just what the phar­
isee did when he prayed in the 
Temple, “God, 1 thank thee that 
I m not as other men." His 
thanks to God were but a thin 
veil thrown over his own boast­
ful pride. While pretending to 
thank God, he was congratulate 
ing himself and parading* hie 
goodnefs before everybody with­
in hearing. In this day when a 
saoctiticationist arises Inf “tes­
tify,1' and tells of bis sinlessness, 
he usually prefaces his remarks 
with “Praise the Lord,” e. g., 
“Praise the Lord, I have not 
sinned in five years,” and hence 
he is “not like otheismen,” who 
have sinned right along.

There may be occasions when 
a Christian is justified in speak­
ing of his attainpaenta and 
achievements, but such occasions 
certainly are very rare. 
once in his long and eventful 
life did the Apoalle Paul, when 
goaded and belittled by his en­
emies, in a way to mar the effect 
of his inspired writing, for (he 
sake of tbe cause, and not at all 
for hrs own sake, did he break 
forth into declaring what he was, 
w ha the bad done and what he 
had suffered (2 Cor. 11). Yet 
even in thia case the Apostle de­
clares, “I speak foolishly,” and 
“I speak as a fool.” It is not 
likely that such an occasion will 
ever arise in the life of any of 
us. Hence it is well for us to 
refrain from speaking of what­
ever gifts we think we possess. 
The way to make people know 
we have gifts is, not by telling 
them, but by exercising those 
gifts that the world may see our 
good works and be led to glorify 
God. Tb» way to appear bright 
is simply to shine, and not to 
boast of one’s brightness.

The story goes that a brier was 
growing by the wayside, and a 
gardener caine and transplanted 
it among the rosea of his garden. 
Then with a keen-edged knife he 
made a slit in the brier and 
“budded” it with a rose. When 
summer camo beautiful roses 
were blooming on this bier; and 
tbe gardener said : “Your beauty 
is not due to what came out, but 
to that which I put into you.”

Whatever of fragrance and 
beauty'there may be in our lives 
is duo, not to what came out, but 
to what the Gardener has put 
into us.

They believe Christ was im­
mersed, and that they ought to 
follow Him, but because they 
dislike to separate themselves 
from friends, they conclude that 
“baptism is not essential to sal­
vation, any way, and we can go 
to heaven in our church,” and so 
they drift on neglecting their 
duty. It is to be hoped that Mr. 
Jones’ example will have a good 
effect on such persons.

Wk had a pleasant visit from 
the Rev. R, M. Rabb last Satur­
day. A native of South Caro­
lina, a student of the Southern 
Baptist Theological Seminary, of 
Rochester Seminary and of the 
Divinity School of the Univer­
sity of Chicago, Mr. Rabb cer­
tainly has had school training 
enough for all practical purposes. 
It is a striking feature of his ex­
perience, and shows how well 
grounded he was in the faith, 
that he studied in the Divinity 
School of the University of Chi­
cago for 15 monthly and yet is 
not in the least “tainted” with 
the “higher criticism.” He 
comes forth without even the 
smell of fire upon his garments. 
He has been pastor in Kentucky, 
New York and Chicago, and we 
would be glad to see him settled 
again in tbe South.

Tsrdincikh will work them­
selves out in time. Our readers 
will remember the stir made by 
the orthodox Congregationalists 
over the departure from their 
faith of Prof. Smythe, of An­
dover Theological Seminary. 
There was im'doubt about the 
departure, boWihe cries of “per­
secution,” “heresy - hunting,” 
“freedom of teaching,” “bigotry 
of traditionalism,” Ac., Ac., 
were raised, and the professor 
was allowed to remain in his 
chair. Tbe number of students 
fell off greatly, since the ortho­
dox Congregationalists did not 
want their young preachers to 
have the sort of preaching dis­
pensed at Andover. But it,was 
a triumph for 'liberty” 'and 
“freedom of teaching.”

And now the final step hif 
been taken. The founders of An­
dover Seminary believed'some­
thing, for the maintenance and 
propagation of which they 
founded Andover Seminary, re­
quiring that every professor at 
his inauguration should sign a 
particular creed, which expressed 
the convictions of the founders. 
And as an additional guarantee 
of the soundness of the institu­
tion, it was provided that each 
professor should reaffirm bis 
faith in that creed every five 
years.

At first the plan of making 
the creed elastic was tried. A 
professor wss allowed to sign it 
with his own private interpret*-’ 
tion, but that degree of freedom 
did not suffice, and now the creed 
has been set aside and Prof. 
Hiocks has been formally ex­
cused from signing it.

The pitiful plea is made that 
if the founders were alive to-dav 
they would not hold that creed. 
Indeed? But those founders had 
the right to their belief, and 
they had the right to found 
a seminary to teach that belief, 
and nobody has any right to di­
vert that seminary from its pur­
pose. Let those who are not 
willing to accept the Andover 
creed found a seminary to suit 
themselves, one which will teach 
any belief they please7 or no be­
lief at all, if they choose to 
make it so; but let not the sa­
cred trust bequeathed by the 
founders of Andover be betrayed.

Here is an object lesson for 
Baptiste. If we want to hold, 
our institutions to “the faith' 
onoe for all delivered to the 

saints,” we should secure them 
by every possible guarantee. 
After the horse is stolen it is too 
late to lock the stable door.

Thk Rev. J. H. Wohl, of the 
First Presbyterian church at 
Williamstown, West Virginia, 
preached a sermon on danc­
ing, which led to a quarrel with 
a.lawyer of the place, who shot 
the preacher to death. We hope 
no preacher will be deterred from 
faithfully rebuking sin. “If 
they have persecuted me, they 
will also persecute you.” The 
preacher who makes no enemies 
fails in his duty. He may be 
very amiable and kind, bot he 
does not actively antagonize evil. 
Tbe preacher whom “everybody 
loves” is sure to be a good and 
useful man, but he is not aggres­
sive against wrong. Everybody 
did not love Obrist, nor John the 
Baptist, nor Paul, nor Angus 
tine, nor Chrysostom, nor Savon- 
arola, nor Luther, nor Calvin, 
nor Bunyan, nor Carey, nor 
Jndson, nor Wesley, nor Whil- 
field, nor Jonathan Edwards, 
Ac., Ac., Ac.

“Da.” Down, of the “Church 
of Zion,” has been" roughly 
handled by the people of Lon­
don, England, as he and some of 
his disciples have been in some 
states North of us. The Chris­
tian Commonwealth pleads for 
toleration for him, and speaks 
of him as “a medley of bun­
combe, brag, ignorance and real 
piety,” but adds, “there are 
many men in the churches who 
have all these qualities and yet 
are Idft in peace.” We have no 
sort of patience with Dowie-ism, 
but we think DoWie should be 
allowed full religious freedom. 
IC he wants to be a Dowie-ite, 
his neighbors have no right to 
interfere.

Orb of the anomalies of a 
union of church and state was 
clearly shown in the remark of 
an eminent Irish judge. On one 
occasion he sat in conclave over 
some point of law about tbe Es­
tablished Church of England, 
in which they had the decision. 
Looking around at his colleagues 
for a moment, he said: “One of 
us is a Jew, another is a Presby­
terian, and 1, a Roman Catholic, 
yield to none of your Lordships 
in ignorance of the matter in 
hand.”

Thk reporter of the Baptist (?) 
Congress for the Standard, Chi­
cago, speaks of the Congress as 
“an annual operation for appen­
dicitis, by which inverted theo­
logical ideas, and sociological 
grape seeds are removed from 
ue Baptist body.” This is a 
striking and happy description. 
But since we do not care to wit­
ness such surgical operations, we 
do not attend the “Congress.”

Hie hair and 
beard were trimmed, and he was 
much handsomer than when be 
left the Transvaal. The French 
women on seeing him exclaimed:

A ricknt writer says: “Tbe 
attack on any Christian truth 
is an effort of a narrow-minded 
man to understand it.” We 
grant the narrow-mindedness of 
the man cheerfully. But it is 
the hatred of the carnal heart to 
God that is at the bottom of such 
attacks.

Again last spring 
I planted on a rye sod in tbe

very light covering of looee sod 
that dropped upon the seed as 
the shoe passed through. The 
advantages of this method of 
planting in our soil are marked 
every year, and in the past ex­
cessively hot end dry season they 
were unusually so.

When this method of planting 
is practiced, the preparation of 
the ground should have been 
thorough; but so it should be in 
any case. The disc and Acme 
harrows, with plank drag, do 
good work. Nothing is life for 
the planter to do except to plant. 
The advantages of this way are 
many. The seed is placed deep 
enough to start the roots where 
they should be. Iu a drouth, 
the seed pieces have enough 
moisture to start the roots No 
little dry clods are collected on 
the surface by disks and dumped 
upon the seed, but the latter is 
•lipped into m^ist earth. In 
case of heny rains soon after 
planting, the excess of water 
passes away more rapidly than 
it would if the furrow were full 
of loose earth. The weeds are 
under control, the furrows being 
filled gradually with weeder or 
harrow as the plants make 
growth.

The greatest advantage is 
found in the increased vitality 
of the buds, as they start and 
continue growth very near or in 
the light. In other rather com­
pact clay loams this item is im 
portant. For years I pussled 
over the problem of deep plant­
ing of potatoes. A good depth 
seemed the rational thing, but 
our planting is always in early 
spring, and rains usually firmed 
the heavy ridge covering, sealing 
up the seed below reach of the 
weeder, and the buds would not 
start atocky and satisfactory. 
Now that we hate ths seed bare­
ly covered, wo have much the 
same effect as that secured by 
budding in the light—a thing 
impracticable in all extensive 
early planting.

Our soil responds to the pres­
ence of rotted organic matter of 
any kind, and of available phos­
phoric acid. I believe that this is 
far from being a more local con­
dition.

I observe that fertiliser manu­
facturers tend to make phospho- 
ric acid tbo loading elomontin 
their special potato fertilisers, 
and this tendency will probably 
grow greater, m more and more

able fertility

what with rye plowed under

1 
mean by thia that come scab 
germ? lived through from the 
seed to the new crop, but not to 
a serious extent; while at the 
beginning of thia experiment the 
ground was worthless for pota- 
toea on account of thia disease.

In our soil and climate, the 
Southern cow pea is a great fer­
tiliser. Year after year I use it, 
and for potatoes have learned 
not to leave vines to bleach dur­
