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other times it #ill be apparent that such 
a service will be mere formalism.

Most generally after a funeral in a fam 
ily the next Viwit of the pastor will find 
a good opportunity to impress the provi­
dence of God by some religious converse 
tiop and worship. Oftentimes a true 
pastoral visit will give the earnest pastor 
suggestions as to his next sermon. Borne 
of our most effective sermons are thus 
born. No pastor, however able m a min- 
ter, will be able to hold and develop bis 
people without pastoral visitation, hence 
its importance and the need of giving 
full and systematic time to it. 1 think 
that frequent changes nf pastorates are, 
as a rule, the result of neglect of this 
duty. Where the pastor visits the fam 
Ilies of his church in their sickness and 
afflictions, and shows tender sympathy 
with them, he is soon bound to them 
with "hooks of steel,” and they will 
make a sacrifice to keep him with them.

3 The other third of time should be 
given to preaching the gospel in its ful­
ness. God has determined to "save the 
world by the foolishness of preaching.” 
Thia is his great means of Having men. 
However good a pastor may be in visit 
ing his people and others, yet without 
good preaching he must fail. He can by 
visiting bring his people to the church, 
but unless he preaches well he cannot 
hold them. Mere rhetoric or eloquence 
ia not good preach1 ng. It may be fine 
lecturing, but lecturing, however beauti­
ful, will not hold the attention of men 
lung. There- is nothing that grips the 
soul like the "glorious gospel of the bless­
ed God.” All classes of mind, the culti­
vated and the uncultivated, are moved 
and held by the “old, old story.” The 
children of God never weary of thia. 
Well has the poet said—

■' I Vive to tell the Story ;
For those who know it beet 

Seem hungering and thirsting 
T<» hear It like the rest."

The saddest mistake that a pastor can 
make in his preaching is to substitute 
rhetoric, poetry or pathetic stories for 
the sound, plain, solid gospel of the Son 
of God. The pastor that does it fails, 
and ought to fail ' It is cruel to attempt 
to feed God’s people upon these human 
husks, while the Word of God ia full of 
sweet, rich food, real heavenly manna. 
1 believe a pastor ought to give full time 
to preaching at home and abroad, in his 
church, in protracted meetings, every­
where possible. The pastor who will do 
this will find it the joy of his life. I re­
joice that over the years, and especially 
in my old age, I had rather preach the 
gospel than to eat when I am hungry, 
and the oftener I repeat the "old, old 
story," the aweeter it is to my spiritual 
taste. For about fifty years 1 have 
preached, and sometimes 1 rejoice in the 
thought that beyond the "dark river,” in 
the "Unseen Holy,” 1 may be permitted 
to tell of the wonders of the Orosi among 
that world's inhabitants. I know that 
1 would rejoice to do it, and spread afar 
through worlds in space the glories of the 
wonderful Plan of Salvation through 
Jesus Ohrist. Let us use all our time in 
this glorious work of a pastor.

It is a famous saying of Abram 8. 
Hewitt concerning a long-labored for 
philanthropic project which was about to 
be fulfilled, "Everything takes ten 
years.” It would be well for a good 
many of us to consider the troth of Mr. 
Hewitt's observation. Not many of us 
have patience and determination ten 
years long. We get tired and quit when 
we should be doing our beat work, and 
walk over t)ie graves of our undertakings 
unheeding at the hour when we ought to 
be shouting over their fulfillment.

The Pastor's Best Use of His Time.

HYp. M. WKAVKH.

To secure the best results in a pastor's 
work there must be system, A carelees 
wsy of working will ever result in great 
waste and loss of time. There are three 
things to which I think a pastor should 
give his time systematically.

1. He should have, and if possible let 
nothing interfere with it, fully one-third 
of his time for study. He must not only 
study the Bible, but, as far as he can, all 
that has been written upon it by the best 
minds. Theological works, of the beet 
authors, should always be studied with 
the Bible in hand. No minister should 
ever give himself up wholly to any theo­
logical teacher. He should study all, but 
slavishly follow none. To keep up one’s 
study is'abeolutely essential to proficiency 
in preaching. Time must be given to it. 
A city pastorate gives little time to 
study, since the other duties are so exact­
ing. Hence I believe a young minister 
should seek a pastorate in some field 
where be can command the time from 
other duties to give himself to study. 
The time when any pastor ceases to study 
is the beginning of his decline in his use­
fulness as a minister. The greatest part 
of this time for study should be given to 
the Word of God. This must be studied 
under the illuminating influences of the 
Holy Spirit, for thus only can Hr sweet­
est and most precious truths be obtained. 
It is the office-work of the Spirit to in­
terpret these truths to the mind: "He 
shall take the things of mine and show 
them unto you,” said the Master. With 
out this constant, conscious submission to 
the Spirit, the Bible will never yield up 
its deepest, most spiritual truths: "These 
things are spiritually discerned,” said 
the Apostle Paul.

This study is for one's own spiritual 
development, and as the soul is spiritual­
ly developed, will the minister be able to 
fulfil efficiently his various duties as a 
pastor. Therefore 1 would emphasize the 
deep need of systematic study of the pas­
tor in the time given him- His office 
demands it, and the church and world 
lose by his neglect. A minister with a 
lazy mind will never be a success.

2. A third of his working-time should 
be given to pastoral visitation. This ia 
an exceedingly important part ?f a pas­
tor’s work. He should be as systematic 
as possible in this also. He should view 
his field and consider earnestly what part 
of the day to give to this. One field will 
require one Dart to do it efficiently, and 
another a different time.

When I came to this city 1 visited in 
the afternoon, giving the morning to 
study. I soon found that the women, as 
a general thing, were out in the after­
noon, the men, of course, were away 
from home at work all day, so that I 
missed both; so I changed, and for years 
have visited in the morning and studied 
in the evening. Thus I met the women, 
and then visited the men at their shops, 
stores, Ao.

A great part of this time of pastoral 
visiting must be given to the sick and af­
flicted. These must be attended to first, 
and then what time is left can be given to 
the veil. This pastoral visiting must hot 
be permitted to degenerate into mere so­
cial visiting. Whether reading of the 
Scriptures and prayer should be given 
with a family or not, must depend upon 
circumstances. During the visit by the 
conversation we may be able to determine 
what to do. Often the spiritual condi­
tion brought out in the conversation will 
call for a abort season of devotion. At

nant think that the Westminster Con 
fession of Faith expressed clearly and 
well the faith of the men of the 16th cen­
tury, but it does not suit the views of 
men of this day.

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“If a church should meet nn some d*y, 
not their regular m *eting day, and a day 
not appointed by the church, vooH ant 
action tak^n on that day be legal?’* If 
all the church were present, the action 
would be all right morally. Whether it 
would be legal would depend on the laws 
of the state, and the ciart'r of the 
church, if it had been incorporated. If 
all the members were not present and 
action was taken to which the absent 
ones obj *cUd, they w )uld hive a right to 
demand a reconsideration at th* next 
regular meeting of the church. If, how 
ever, no action was taken to which any 
one made auy obj ctiou at the next meet 
ing, 1 think it ought to stand, as having 
been agreed to by the church That is in 
case it was not contrary to the laws and 
the charter.

“If a church having this rule, ‘the pas 
tor, or, in bis absence, no* of the deacons 
shall act as moderator,* should meet on 
the regular coofarencd day, and by mo 

- tion call one of the membars not a deacon 
to act as moderator, would their action 
bs legal?” Yes. If neither pastor nor 
deacon were present, they would be 
obliged to elect some olht r brother. A 
church cunnotscta ide by a hair's breadth 
any doctrine in their articles of faith, 
but it can any of its rules of procedure. 
However before acting in violation of 
any rule, the chu’ch ought by all means 
to repeal the rule formally and not disre­
gard it If the pastor or auy date in was 
present, setting him aside in the faca of 
the rule wu vary bad and uubrotherly 
treatment, which conld only b^tufUjed 
on the grounds that he had been guilty 
of some offe>nee the church thought it 
beat not to overlook.

“If this action were not legal, would it 
be right for the clerk to record it?” It 
would be the duty of the clerk to record 
it, no matter how illegal it m ght have 
been. It is the business of the clerk to 
keep faithful record of all that is none. 
Auy altering of the minutes can only be 
done by the order of the church. It 
would be an act of arrogant usurpation 
for a clerk to omit or to add anything to 
the record because he did not approve 
the actions or the words of the bru^ren. 
He has no authority whatever ove^^hw 
church.

“If the church should eke . a former 
pastor who is not a member of the church 
vo act as moderator, would their action 
be valid?” 1 should think they would 
have thrrpower to do so, if they chose, 
though I never knew a church to appoint 
a moderator who was not a member of 
the church. If they wished to compli­
ment their old pastor, they could have 
found other ways in which to do it.

“Two churches which 1 will call A and 
B are about five miles apart. B excluded 
a member and the brother thus excluded 
said that the church did right in the mat­
ter. About four years after, the ex­
cluded brother applied for membership 
to A. though living within three miles of 
his old church and knowing it had regu 
lar services. The chut ch A received him. 
Did the church do right? And what 
ought B tS do if it feels aggrieved?”

The caurch A did very wrong to receive 
the member in the circumstances. She 
wronged her sister church, herself, and 
■till more the brother received. Evi­
dently he was guilty of some sin since be 
himself admitted the church did right in 
excluding him. By receiving him the 
dhurch said to him, to the other members 
and-to the world, that aha considered 
outbreaking sin a matter of no conse­
quence. Others as well as the guilty 
man were encouraged to do likewise.

pressed some degree of regret for his of­
fense. But it is evident that his repent­
ance was not m deep and sincere as it 
ought to be. Had it been, he would have 
gone to hie old church, made confession 
of his wrongdoing and repentance, and 
asked to be restored. Then he could have 
taken a letter and joined church A, if

that seemed best. The church A ought 
to have refused to receive him till he had 
don- >his.

If B feels aggrieved, she ought to write 
a let*er, nr send a brother to A to state 
the case frankly.

’he matter be dropped. By sending a 
kindly remonstrate> against the dis­
courtesy, B will have done her duty to 
herself, to her surer church, who has 
wronged her, and to the recreant brother. 
Let B pray to God to give her sister 
church a better knowledge and then for­
give and forget B has bsen wronged, but

The Pity for Pain.

If we were called on to mention 
priucipal emotional characteristic of

the 
our

tr sunt civilization, we should unhesi­
tatingly say that it is the pity for pain. 
One has only to consider what appeals 
most readily touch the sympathies sod 
the pockets of the masses of people to 
realize that it is just this pity for phy­
sical suffering. You may describe at 
length the spiritual destitution and deg­
radation of multitudes and your words 
will awaken little emotion, but recount 
instances of physical suffering and the 
response will be immediate. There is 
not a missionary society to-day in the 
United States that does not find it in­
creasingly di ffiiuh to support its preach­
ers and teacners, but let an appeal be 
made for famine sufferers in Russia or 
India and money fl »ws forth like water, 
even though the public is aware that the 
need is grossly exaggerated, and that its 
contributions are simply relieving a great 
Government like that of Russia or Great 
Britain from doing its full duty.

Compare the attitude toward pain 
taken by that thomuthly wholesome and 
sane writer, Sir Walter Scott, with the 
average sentiment of our present society 
and you will at once see the difference. 
We do not recall a paragraph of Scott’s 
in which he magnifies sympathy with 
physical suffering. He sees it and sym­
pathizes with it. But fropo his point of 
view suffering is something to be over­
came and conquered in the pursuit of 
love or honor; in the devotion of man 
to his fellow, or in loyalty to a great 
Ttuse. We cannot imagine one of Scott's 
heroes weighing the pain it w^uld cost 
him to be true to his purpose. He knows 
it, but he does not think of it. It does 
not influence him in the least.

The popular theories of home-training 
and of education have been greatly mod­
ified within the last fifty years by this 
cult of pity for pain. Many parents 
cease to insist that their children shall 
acquire habits that will be of permanent 
advantage because some element of dis­
comfort may be involved in the acquisi* 
tion. The problem set before many of 
our teachers is that of discovering how 
the child may learn the most with the 
least possible discipline of his powers 
which is always more or less painful.

We think that it could be shown that 
this pity for pain has arisen in part from 
the response of the human mind to the 
Christian doctrine of human brother­
hood. Uhlhorn has shown, in a masterly 
fashion, how the early Christian preach­
ing introduced love into a loveless world. 
But he has also shown how that sympathy 
embraced the spiritual as well as the

Ai the foreign missionary is hindered 
in his work because hie hearers have nr 
adequate idea of God in their minds, the 
work of the modern minister is made dif 
ficnlt by the general rgnorance of th? 
Bible among those to whom he ministers. 
It is largely an unused book even among 
the m< mbers of Christian churches. Al 
Unions io Bible characters are miaunder 
stood or unrecognized, references to Bible 
history confuse the hearer, while it is as 
unsafe to suppose that a congregation is 
familiar with the doctrines of the Bible 
as it is to consider them familiar with the 
philosophy of Herbert Spencer. Few 
real z» the situation or appreciate the 
present and prospective const quence. If 
the Bibi* is the unique book the church 
haa found it to be, its neglec* will cer­
tainly result in the decline of the church 
and the decay of spiritual life. When 
the spring is dried up, the stream ceases 
to flow.

A few icquines in an ordinary Sunday- 
school among children taken not from the 
alums, but from Christian homes, will 
usually convince one that the Bible is a 
neglected bonk. Or, if it ae*ms too much 
to ask that children should be as familiar 
with the great names of the Bible through 
the training of the home as they era-with 
the heroes of heathen mythology through 
the training of the public school, the re­
sults of investigation among average cd 
lege students cannot be gainsaid. A 
year and more ago some college students 
were asked to explain twenty-two quota­
tions from Teunyiov Etch quotation 
contained a Biblical allusion ana the on­
iy information necessary to answer them 
^rrectly was familiarity with each well 
known Bible stories fy example as 
Jicob's ladder, Lot’s wife, Jonah’s gourd, 
or the marriage at Oana. On such ques­
tions. the young men examined averaged 
only 18 per cent of correct answers, while 
the young women answered 49 per cent 
of the questions. It is an indisputable 
fact that even educated men and women 
are unfamiliar with the text of the Eng­
lish Bible.

This is a momentous change. From the 
time of the Reformation until recent 
years, the English Bible had been a fa­
miliar book tn the people. At an earlier 
date King Alfred t v jn had portions ren­
dered into the then current E iglish 
speech. A universal acquaintance with 
the Bible on the part of all the people 
has been one of the grea* moulding influ­
ences in the history of English-speaking 
peoples since the Reformation. A new 
condition has arisen. The Bible has be­
come comparatively a neglected book 
Where3 the cause and where the cure?

physical needs of men, always making 
the spiritual primary. Why is it that 
our modern civilization so overemphasises 
the physical? May it not be that the 
reality of the pains and satisfactions of 
the spirit make a far impressive ap­
peal to the modern man than the suffer­
ings and pleasures (of the body? Is not 
the transfer of emphasis from the spirit 
to the body one of the most subtle mani­
festations of the materialism, which is 
stirred iox much more deeply over the 
Prodigal’s rags and busks than over his 
alienation from hie home and his evil 
life?—Watchman.

The difficultv is with the homo. There 
has been neglrci of personal religious 
training in the family. The home is the 
chief root of that which is good and that 
which is evil in the life of men. The 
training of children is a task parents 
cannot delegate to any teacher. They 
are personally responsible for the lives 
they have exiled into being. They have 
the first and best as well as the longest 
opportunity to influence their children. 
Ignorance of the Bible among the young 
is a result of neglect of the Bible in the 
home.

Many parents shrink from the task, 
but any one who owns an English Bible 
and will take a little time to read it, can 
give his own children a more valuable 
training in the Bible than they are likely 
ever to receive from any one else. What 
should be done? Let there be family 
Srayen in every Christian home every 

ay. Begin the practice early, so early 
that the oldest child cannot remember 
when he did not hear his father’s voice 
reading from the sacred page and leading 
the family in prayer.

It is notjsafe for either father or moth­
er to neglect religious instruction until 
their children are old enough to read. 
At that time some of the best opportuni­
ties are already past. In any case the 
most impressive teaching is never given 
through the printed page, but through 
the human voice. This is the mother’s 
unique opportunity. The things mother 
tells us are the things we remember and 
the things wo believe. Let a mother tall

her children Bible stories. She will find 
'hat old book a perfect storehouse of the 
most interesting stories in the w<rld. If 
<he does not already know them, let her 
first read them for herself and then tell 
.be story she has read.

In that precious hour before bedtime, 
let the tired little f«*et rest a bit while 
the listening ears drink io the tales that 
have thrilled men f^r generations. Tell 
them of M'ses in Egypt, of David the 
shepherd boy, of Daniel the Drophet, of 
John the Baptist, of Jesus Very early 
begin to read the Bible itself. Properly 
selected passages from the Bible are more 
interns*ing to young children than any 
book of Bible stories ever could be. Once 
begun, do not drop the practice until the 
children are grown up. L*t the childr-n 
know the Bible as interpreted to them by 
voices of father and mother. Thus taught 
they will remember. Av they read for 
themselves, they will remember the in­
terpretation given by father or mother. 
There have been mothers who, from the 
time their children could listen until they 
left the home nest, have read to them 
every night the last thing before 
bedtime a cb*pter from the Bible and led 
them in the Lord's Prayer. Would that 
ruch might be a ermmon j ractice in 
Christian bomei

Nothing but that which the ordinary 
Christian can do is necessary. It the 
Bible is given opportunity, it will do the 
needed work. It is fitted to meet men's 
needs. If it is known, it can then be 
obeyed. Ignorance almost compels dis­
obedience. A man saturated in the Bible 
may go wrong, but if so he has himself to 
blame. In the Bible there is self evi­
dencing power. If it is known and 
obeyed, no attacks upon it will be feared. 
Let the Bible again take its proper place 
in the home and it will prove its worth.— 
Standard.

In our own mission the increase 
has been double that of any form 
er year, but that means only 20 
odd, when there are millions to 
be saved.

The re­
mainder of the week we had 
meetings everv night in both the 
churches, the Dutch Riform and 
our own. We held our meetings 
np stairs, throwing the three 
rooms into one. and the house 
«ras filled so that I feared the 
floor would give way. On Sun­
day, the last day, we had practi­
cally an all day meeting, extend 
ing through the hour for evening 
service. Even then many of the 
people seemed reluctant to leave, 
and we talked on late into the 
nisht, thinking that some of 
them were near to the kingdom. 
Bat none made a profession. 
Sifting them out afterward, we 
find that we have twelve or more 
earnest enquirers.

The work was most enjoyable 
in many ways, and the results 
are in the hands of God, and we 
shodld not try to anticipate him. 
In connection with this local 
movement our workers held 
meetings, with good results, in 
Omura, Isahaya, Shimabara and 
Fukahori. From the first I had 
the hearty co-operation of all the 
city pastors and evangelists (na­
tive), and the financial support 
of most of the missionaries, but 
none of the latter helped in the 
work personally.

EXTRACTS FROH A PRIVATE LET- 
TBR FROM REV. B. N. WALNE,

OF NAO AB AKI. JAPAN.

Things have not been dull with 
us, but I have had some hesitan­
cy in writing about those meet 
inga to which you refer. Thia 
hesitancy has been due to my 
unwillingness to give wrong im 
pressions, and I knew that even 
a simple and conservative state­
ment of facts would be apt to be 
misunderstood. We have held 
meetings here extending through 
six or seven months which, in 
many respects, were unprece­
dented. In the fall we had a 
series of theater meetings here 
in the city, and the attendance 
went as high as 2,000 The crowds 
were respectful and attentive, 
even reverent. Simple Gospel 
preaching was received with pro 
longed applause. One of the 
speakers at those meetings was 
Mr. Ebara, Superintendent of 
Education in Tokyo. He came 
out emphatically for evangelical 
Christianity and gave his own 
experience in a way that was 
very forcible and effective. An­
other speaker was Mr. Miyagawa, 
pastor of the Congregational 
church in Osaka, the largest in 
the country. He is a princely 
preacher. His presentation of 
the Gospel was as powerful as 
any I ever heard. He is a mem- 
b*-* of the once much talked-of 
14Kumamoto Band,” »r| about 
the only one of them, 1 believe, 
who has kept the faith, though 
Mr Kozaki, ex-President of ibe 
Doshisha, came out wonderfully 
during the year. He made a 
tour through the country, plead­
ing for the preaching of the 
“simple Gospel. ” Those theater 
meetings, extending through five 
days and nights, were followed 
by a simultaneous campaign in 
all of the city chnrches, extend 
ing through a week, the attend­
ance being uniformly good. We 
could get any number of people 
to sign some cards which we had 
prepared—Bible study pledges— 
and in some quarters a tendency 
has been manifested to charac­
terize these people as kyudoeha 
(enquirers), and even as con­
verts. But it is wrong to count 
these people and send out sensa­
tional reports. This has been 
done in too many instances, I 
fear, e. g. Tokyo, and again in 
the case of the Mott meetings. 
Not Mr. Mott himself, but the 
local Y. M. 0. A. people sent out 
word to the world that thousands 
of young men were converted in 
his meetings during the tew 
weeks that he spent in the coun­
try. I was present at the meet­
ing which he addressed here, and 
was much pleased with his talk 
and the manner in which it was 
interpreted. His subject was 
“Social Impurity.” At the close 
he made an appeal to the audi­
ence, most of whom were young 
men, to^ome*out[for^Ohriatiani- 
ty, and about seventy of them 
did so on the spot. But they 
were not converted, not one of 
them, and they should not hate 
been so reported- In fact, if he 
had stayed long enough to ques­
tion them not one of them would 
have expressed a belief in the 
divinity of Ohrist. The fact is, 
that we have stormed and taken 
the outer works of the enemy, 
but the position we have won is 
too precious and uncertain for ui 
to spend time in raising a halle- 
iujah.eot to speak of shouting 
peans of victory* It seems that 
we have found out how to get the 
ear of the people,and that God has 
inclined their hearts to tne Gos­
pel.

For the convenience of our 
work here we divided the city 
into six districts, one for each 
church. All united to help each 
church in turn in its own dis­
trict ; the arrangement went off 
without a hitch. We literally 
eowed I ho city over with tracts, 
Ac., giving them out from house 
to house by the cart load. Fi­
nancially we were quite success­
ful. We raised about 8u0 yen 
(•400) in the city. Plans for 
continuing the work this year 
have not yet taken definite shape 
To sum up the situation: (1 ) 
There is a spirit of revival abroad 
in the land. (2.) The simple 
evangelical Gospel is being 
preached as never before. (8.) 
The people seem willing and even 
eager to learn. (4 ) There io a 
spirit of comity abroad and a 
drawing together of the people 
indifferent churches. (5.) The 
campaign is aggressive as to the 
methods used. We have had 
street preaching, house to house 
visitation, and we have made 
liberal use of the newspapers tor 
advertising the services.

I firmly believe that the h^nd 
of God is in this work. It has 
not been confined to any one lo­
cality. It seemed to spring into 
life simultaneously over the em­
pire.

OUR PULPIT.

THB WISE AND THElK »BWAKD.

BY KKV. JOHN THOMAS, M A.

“And they that be wise shall shine 
as the brightness of the Armament; 
and they that turn the many to right­
eousness as the stars for ever and 
ever."—Daniel 13:1k

The prophet, taking thia wide 
survey of all nations and all 
ages, declares with no uncertan 
voice that, whatever confusion 
and chaos may arise in the world, 
God’s purpose remains sovereign 
and unchangeable. God’s hand­
writing has fixed the bounds of 
human history and decreed its 
end. “There shall be a time of 
trouble,’’ says the prophet “such 
as never was since there was a 
nation even to that same time; 
and at that time thy people shall 
be delivered, every one that 
shall be found written in the 
book.” There may be times 
when one may truly say. “ ’Tis a 
mad world, my masters, but be­
neath all the madness there still 
lies the unfading writing of God’s 
book. No error or wrong of men 
can obliterate the handwriting 
or hinder its accomplishment. 
The foundation of God standeth 
sure. No perversity or madness 
of men can succeed in utterly de­
stroying the world, for its re­
demption is “written in the 
book.” The kingdoms are rag­
ing even to-day, and the peoples 
imagine a vain thing. Yet has He 
set his King upon his holy hill 
of Zion, and declared the decree 
which cannot fail.

With this clue in his hand, the 
prophet perceives that, in spite 
of all the confusions of history, 
the claims of character shall be 
vindicated sooner or later. The 
buried dead shall rise again to 
claim their due from God and 
men. “And many of them that 
sleep in the dust of the earth 
shall awake, some to everlasting 
life, and some to shame and ev- 
erlaitfng contempt.” The exact 
meaning of this remarkable verse 
is difficult to determine. It con­
tains without doubt a partial an­
ticipation of the superb resurrec­
tion message of Jesus Christ; bpt 
the reference of the words if 
frankly indefinite, speaking os 
many of the dead rather than of 
all, and the prophetic vision 
mingles with the dusk of history. 
Yet the broad direction of the

prophet’s glance cannot be mis­
taken, or his general meaning 
misunderstood. Humin history 
is permeated with the vital force 
of the Divine purpose, it is in* 
dissolubly attached to the “writ­
ing in God’s book,” and by this 
Divine power juried is assured 
sooner or later even for the dead. 
The prophet is aware that much 
injustice will be perpetrated 
Upon the living in days of blind, 
nets and wrong. Beggars will 
be exalted to ride on horseback, 
while princes trudge it afoot. 
The voice of the fool will be ap­
plauded, and the prophet 
trampled into a dishonored 
grave. Bit “the book with the 
names written” cannot allow 
things to end thus. Many of 
those that sleep in the dust cf 
the earth awake to receive their 
just doom even frpm the hands 
of history. The vanished idols 
of clay arise to receive shame 
and contempt, and the souls of 
martyred heroes awake to re 
reive their crowns. You cannot 
bury a prophel for any great 
length of time, nor can the name 
of a good man remsin perma­
nently dishonored. The children 
are generally bury in raising 
monuments to the prophets 
whom their fathers killed. The 
days may sometimes linger, but 
the resurrection morning comes 
at last, and the mighty returns 
to earth again, as Oliver Crom­
well, the servant of God, has re­
cently returned with glory and 
strength into the gladdened life 
of England. And in this we 
have the foretaste and assurance 
of that greater resurrection at 
the coming of our Lord, when the 
trumpet shall sound, the dead 
Ihalrbe raised incorruptible, and 
the whole of our human hia'.ory 
shall finally be gathered up into 
righteousness and truth.

And now the prophet, gating 
into the heart of these manifold 
processes and this unfolding 
prospect, beholds in them a cen­
tre of unfailing brightness. 
There is a light that shines on 
through the darkness, though 
the darkness comprehends it not. 
Under contempt and despite, it 
retains its splendor undimmed, 
^hen all other earthly honor 
siithglnr^ f*iir, this retains its 
Divine lusfrt. It isthe constant 
illumination of a changing world : 
“They that be wise shall shine as 
the brightness of the firmament, 
and they that turn the many to 
righteousness as the stars for 
ever and ever.”

We have here to consider
(1) The grandest type of hu­

man character.
(2) The greatest of all humah 

tasks.
(3) The loftiest human des­

tiny.
I. The grandest type of hu­

man character: “They that be 
wise.” There are few descrip­
tions that need more careful 
consideration than this, for there 
is no idea concerning which men 
are more frequently or generally 
mistaken. The world is apt to 
misapply the conception so utter­
ly that the Apostle Paul went so 
far as to say that “The wisdom 
of this world is foolishness with 
God.” And we cannot forget 
hie biting and drastic prescrip­
tion; “If any man thinketh that 
he is wise among you in this 
world, let him become a fool, 
that he may become wise. ” Ana 
even our blessed Saviour said: 
“I thank thee, O Father, Load 
of heaven and earth, that thou 
hast hidden these things from the 
wise and prudent, and revealed 
them unto babes.”

Yet these warnings Ap pl* onlv 
to a counterfeit wisdom. It still 
remains true that only the wise 
are bleated, and that the highest' 
end of life is to find wisdom.

How, then, are we to know the 
true wisdom? What are the 
features which distinguish it?

(1) True wisdom is a moral 
quality. “He that heareth these 
sayings of mine, and doeth 
them, said our Saviour, “shall 
be likened to a wise man.” Io 
our text the words “they that be 
wise” form a parallelism with 
the words “they that turn the 
many to righteousness ” And 
in the tenth verse of this chap­
ter the wise are contrasted with 
the wicked: “Aud none of the 
wicked shall understand, bnt 
they that be wise shall under­
stand.”

True wisdom has its throne, 
not in intellect, but in character. 
Throughout the Bock of Daniel 
the wisdom of the magician fails, 
but the wisdom of God’s men 
succeeds. The fear of the Lord 
is the beginning of wisdom, and 
to depart from evil is under­
standing. Intellectual power 
and Attainment without charac­
ter is but a jewel of gold in a 
swine’s snout. The vision of 
truth in its beauty and perfec­
tion belongs to man’s moral na­
ture, and not to his mental per 
captions. Though a mw poetess 
the intellect of a Sjoraks, and 
pile up knowledge io monument 
al grandeur to the clouds, yet, if 
it be not founded on the deep 
foundations of moral purity, his 
wisdom is but the gilded face of 
folly. When the storms come, 
his palace will fall, and great 
will be the fall of it. And above 
the ruins a Divine voice will 
sadly and solemnly cry—“Thou 
Fool!” v

(2) True wisatm includes 
spiritual perception and insight. 
“They that be wise shall under­
stand,” said the prophet. And 
a greater than Daniel has said : 
“Blessed are the pure in heart, 
for they shall see God.” Herein 
is wisdom: The prophet per­
ceives that the world shall pass 
through many strange vicissi­
tudes, that its history shall seem 
a mysterious tangle of perplexi­
ties and contradiction^, so that 
th^ most skilful reasonings of the 
human mind shall be ba Hied and 
discouraged. Yet there shall be 
those the clear vision of whose 
spirit shall behold with direct 
gaze the eternal secret of the 
world, and see the Lord high and 
lifted up above all the tumult of 
circumstances. To the spiritual 
man belong the keys of the king­
dom of wisdom, and the secret of 
the Lord is with them that fear 
him. A blind man may grope as 
he will, and use his sensitive 
fingers as he pleases, but he can 
never feel the beauty of the land­
scape or the loveliness of the 
many-coloredsky. These cannot 
be felt; they must be seen. In 
like manner they that lack spir­
itual vision are blind, in spite of 
all the groping! of their intel* 
lect. The blind fingers of logic 
cannot apprehend the eternal 
Beauty. Only those that have 
eyes to see can discern the un­
changing glory of the King, and 
none are truly wise eave those 
that behold the face of God.

(8) It is further clear that 
true wisdom must be gained by 
simple dependence upon God. 
The sages of Babylon turned to 
their skilful reckonings; Daniel 
turned to his God. Such is the 
tenor of this book. The king­
dom of heaven is a kingdom of 
paradoxies. He that would rule 
must serve. He that would be a 
giant must become a child. H 
that would climb the highest 
must bow down the lowest. The 
wisdom of men is the boasted 
possession of a select few; the 
wisdom of God is within the 
reach of all, and falls most read­
ily upon the lowliest.
; Let me draw you a picture.

Here is an assembly of sages, 
versed in philosophy and great 
in science, and trustful ia their 
accumulated wisdom to lead 
them aright. They smile at the 
superstitions of the far away 
prayer meeting of which they 
have heard with their ears, and 
mightily discuss the mysteries of 
the universe. In spite of their 
greatness they flounder in the 
abyss of things, and at last join 
in crying, “Great is the goddess 
of uncertainty!”

Now look at the little prayer 
meeting which provoked their 
pitying smile. The humble as* 
sembly know nothing of philos­
ophy and little of science. Pos­
sibly even the mysteries of gram­
mar may puzzle them now and 
again, and their uncouth illiter­
acy might afford amusement to 
the critical intellect. Yet—yet 
—the things that are despised 
hath God chosen. There is truer 
wisdom in that unlearned assem­
bly than in all the congresses of 
sceptical sages. To these lowly 
sons of prayer the Divine vision 
comes, and above them the glory 
t»Fries. They discern, as the 
proud thiuker cannot, “the light 
that never was on sea or land.” 
And above them the ar gels sing 
—“Blessed are the poor inspirit, 
for theirs is the kingdom of 
heaven 1”

Oue of the greatest perils of 
the present age is its intellectual 
arrogance. The d. ma nd is being 
made everywhere that every 
thing shall be subordinated to- in 
tellectual processes and results 
The soholar and thinker arro 
gates to himself all power on 
earth, if uit in heaven. It is not 
the spiritual man that judges all 
things now,but the scholarly man, 
and the unlearned Christian is 
peremptorily bidden to submit to 
the dicta of that wisdom which 
is out of his reach. Nothing can 
be more certain than that such 
is entirely out of line with the 
claims of Jesus Christ. Dis­
tinctly and clearly he denied the 
lordship of intellectual research, 
and gave the pre-eminence to 
humility of intellect and great- 
dom of child-like faith. If Jesus 
Christ was right (and who doubts 
it?), then the clever men of our 
times are making false and im­
pertinent claims upon ns. They 
are reversing the principle of the 
kingdom of God as declared by 
the King himself. The processes 
of intellect have their sphere, 
and in that sphere render splen­
did service, and I should be the 
last to seek to hamper the legit­
imate activities of human 
thought. Bnt lojio is very fal­
lible, and should be correspond­
ingly humble. When it pre­
sumes to modify the message of 
God men Recording to its own 
Utile measurements, when it 
dares to limit the manner of 
God’s working, whether in ages 
past or present, when it demands 
that the limits of its own com­
prehension shall be the limits of 
our faith, and, above all, when 
it invadtB the prayer meeting, 
and would coldly interpose its 
beggarly hand between the trust­
ing soul and the Father in heav 
en, why, then we say—“In the 
name of Christ, cease your folly, 
and return'to your appointed 
tasks. This is the kingdom of 
the Spirit; and, except ye be­
come as little children, ye can­
not enter here I” But as the 
children of faith we say—“Fear 
not, little flock I God’s wisdom 
and light are not for the great, 
but for the lowly, for those who 
learn

Like the beloved John, 
To lean their hsad upon ths Saviour’a 

b react
And thus Io Journey on."

II. The greatest of all human 
tasks: Turning the mariy to
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righteousness. I flud that the 
revisers of the Old Testament 
have agreed with the former 
translators in ignoring the defi­
nite article which appears in the 
Hebrew text before the word 
“many.” I cannot divine their 
reason for doing so, for the arti­
cle in thia place ia surely imp< r- 
tant. The reward of the wish ia 
not confined to tboae who are 
fortunate enough to obtain a gra- 
cioua and saving welcome for 
their message from the hearts of 
men. nie may labor in a fruit­
ful field, while another tqia’Fy 
faithful labors in bairen soil. 
The Word of God is sometimes a 
savour of denh unto death; at 
other limes a savour of life unto 
life, dome meeaengrra are sent 
to those that have open ears and 
waiting hearts; olhere, like lh« 
Prophet Isaiah, are commanded 
to minister to people whose eyes 
are sealed and whose hearts are 
inaeniible. Etch man ia jedged 
by hia purpose and his labor, not 
by the particular nature of the 
resnlta. Results belong to God, 
but faithful service belongs to 
man.

Glory ia not apportioned ac­
cording to arithmetic, but accord­
ing to seif sacrifice. ‘‘To shine 
as the stars for ever and ever” is 
given to all those that turn—not 
“many”—but “the many,” the 
“multitude,” the '‘people,” to 
rightecnsness to all those that 
are faithful to the ideU of lead­
ing the teeming million* of ourhu- 
man race into the righteousness 
of God. To lead the manv to 
righteousness is the greatest And 
grandest of all human tasks.

(1.) The faithful performance 
of this task involves au invinci­
ble optimism concerning the 
moral and spiritual possibilities 
of the great masses of men and 
women. Whether we look at the 
matter from the forecast of the 
prophet or from the history of 
the race, we find a great weight 
of discouragement to check tnis 
optimism. Over vast areas the 
people with painful persistency 
choose darkness rather than light. 
When one compares the apoca­
lyptic picture of the great multi 
tnde clothed in white with the 
poor, broken, blind, sinning mul­
titude of the earth as histcry 
knows it down to the present 
time, one may well feel startled 
by the magnitude of the task It 
is only Christ and hia men that 
really believe that this tumultu­
ous and confused world esn be 
redeemed and made white- 
Science and philosophy have lost 
all faith, if they ever had any, in 
the possibility of uplifting the 
masses of the people to the 
heights of moral majesty. They 
believe in the suruval of a small­
er “remnant” than the most pes­
simistic theology has ever 
dreamed of. Their one beatitude 
is: “Blessed is the little coterie 
of the cultured, for to it alone 
belongs the kingdom of the soul.” 
But “they that be wise” will 
hold fast their belief that the 
passion-driven multitude can be 
redeemed by the grace of God; 
and they will never doubt the 
power of him who said: “And I, 
if I be lifted up from the earth, 
will draw all men unto me.”

(2 ) They that be wise will 
hold fast the truth that right­
eousness is the one thing needful 
for all sorts and conditions of 
men. Never has it been neces­
sary to make a stronger stand on 
this matter than at the present 
time. A greet deal is being said 
and written as to what the church 
of Christ should do for the mul­
titude, and we are told that, if 
the churches are wise, they will 
set about directly providing ma­
terial comforts for the people, 
formulating social programmes, 
and generally tinkering the laws

and constitution of the State; 
that, in fact, the church should 
devote its energies to (he direct 
provision of a better social cod 
diticn for the master. I do not 
say that it is not an important 
matter to give a mah his “rights ” 
provided you really and trulv 
know what they are, but jou 
may give men their “righs” 
without giving them “righteous­
ness,” and the latter ia infilltdy 
the most important of the two 
The church must not loaeilsdf 
in the mares of political econo­
my—as some ministers have done 
— while the multitude are parish 
Dg for lack of the bread of life. 
We must doi waste our power. 
The lime is short, and w« most 
buy up the opportunity. It is 
not an earthly paradise that we 
have to offer to the poor, but the 
kingdom of the heave: a M’n 
will fight for their “rights” 
quickly enough. Wo must lea i 
them to the loftier plane where 
they shall battle for righteous­
ness. This is the'work of the 
church, the church that deflects 
from this ideal is convicted of 
folly. They that be wise will 
lead the many to righteousness.

(8 ) They that be wise will 
have faith in God's method of sav 
ing the people. We have wit­
nessed a growing impatience with 
the old-fashioned faith in the 
preaching of the Gospel, and 
even in the individual conversion 
of men. Weare told, and that 
not in a whisper, that the nrvach­
ing of the Gospel is a failure, 
that the masses of the people will 
not listen to it, and that the idea 
of saving men one by one is an 
tiquated and slow. It you wish 
to reach the masses (so we are 
told) you must amuse them, 
tickle them, compromise with 
their lower taste, furnish them 
with congenial entertainments 
Is God’s arm, then, shortened 
that he cannot save? Has he not 
ordained through the foolishness 
of preaching to eave them that 
believe? Who dares to say in 
thia Tabernacle, where the mul­
titudes have thronged for decades 
to hear the simple message of 
God’s love in Ohrist, that the 
preaching of the Gospel has lost 
its power? If the hearts of men 
are not reached by the preacher, 
depend upon it.it is not the Gos 
pel that needs changing. “We 
are not ashamed of the Gospel of 
Ohrist; for it is the power of God 
unto salvation to every one that 
believetb, to the Jew first, and 
also to the Greek.”

Ill The loftiest human desli 
ny : “Bh^ll shine as the bright- 
new of the firmament, and as the 
stars forever and ever.” The 
word here translated “shine” 
means “to shine forth” or “to 
give forth light;” not merely the 
passive or net/tral condition of 
being illumiakted, but the active 
condition of emitting illumina-

This fact connects the 
word in a suggestive way with 
the participle which is translat­
ed “they that be wise.” For this 
participle alto baa an active 
meaning, and may be translated : 
“They that give forth wisdom.” 
8o the promise may be made to 
run: “They (bat givd forth wis 
dom shall give forth light for 
ever and ever.” But is not light 
wisdem, and wisdom lig d? And 
when you bring the two ends to­
gether it comes to this, that the 
main ebmant in our eternal re­
ward is just the character which 
we are building up for ourselves 
upon the earth. The light givers 
shall still gi on giving light for­
ever. In the last is»ue duty and 
reward, the cross and the crown, 
are completely reconciled. When 
our SavK.ur reminded his disci­
ples of their duty he said : “Ye 
are the light of the world.” And 
when he spoke of their reward 
he said : “Then shall the right 
eons shine forth as the sun.”

“The brightness of the firma 
ment” obviously refers to ihe 
shining if the daylight, end the 
mention of the stars after the 
daylight might seem an anti-cli­
max But it is not sa The two 
ideas are complementary. The 
day has glories that do not be 
long to the night; but the night 
also has majesties which are not 
felt by day. The prophet has 
gathered up all the glories of the 
light to lay them on the head of 
the eons of righteousness. The 
righteous are the heirs to all the 
regions of the sky, and wear in 
their diadems the beauties of the 
night no less than the brightness 
of the day.

Bjth of the metaphors imply 
transcendent loftiness, stability, 
security. What can extinguish 
the brightness of the firmament, 
or extrude the stars from their 
serene heights? The clouds may 
gather, and the storms may rage. 
The earth itself may split in vol­
canic agony. But above ail the 
blaster the firmament shines on, 
and the stars wheel calmly in 
their com see. Thus shall it be 
with the wise. Nor time nor 
chance can extinguish their heav­
enly light.

There is in the metaphor of the 
stars a further picture of the in­
dividual honor and blessedness 
of the righteous. The individual 
life is not lost in one indistin­
guishable blszs of glory or 
merged in the heavenly crowd. 
Each moves in its own path of 
light, and accomplishes its own 
orbit of blessedness. Yet each 
life enters into Ihe perfect har 
mony of the skies, as each star 
contributes to the music of the 
spheres. For in the world of the 
redeemed God shall realiza his 
ideal of beauty, and fashion the 
perfect lineaments of love.

Thus shall they thine—forever 
—and forever. Eternity I Eter­
nity I Eternity! Life without 
oeaung! Brightness without end I 
The tongue stammers. Thought 
fails. For this is the mystery of 
God.

In this new Tabernacle memo­
ries of the old Tabernacle crowd 
upon us. We remember the great 
preacher who was wise in win­
ning souls, who dejoted hia mar­
vellous gifts, his wondroualy con­
secrated life to the task of turn­
ing the many to righteousness.

That 
work and that ideal he has hand­
ed on to yon, to his church and 
to his beloved son and our dear 
friend—let me call him by the 
name by whid^ he is known and 
beloved throughout the land— 
Tom Spurgeon. Ah, sin! Ah, 
dear brother! It will be a great 
task. But there is starlight and
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sunlight in it. And if the way 
look sometimrs dark, yet red : 
deniy the glory shall break 
around you, and the burd» n of 
the Lord, the burden of the 
prophet, shall becomes bl’zing 
crown of joy. Surely if we could 
have a message to-day from fath 
er to sou, and from sainted pas 
tor to hia church, it would at 
least in essence and spirit be 
this: “They that be wise shall 
shine forth as the brightness of 
the firmament, and thev that 
turn the many to righteousness 
as the stars forever and ever.” 
The Lord bless you and keep you 
from this time forth and forever 
more! Amen.

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The article we puhliah thia 
week from Pastor Aalick at 
Berea, was held up for some 
Mme, in the hope that the nb* 
jactionable rule would be r*icind 
ed and the matter amicably ad­
justed. We wrote to President 
Frost on the subject, and be re­
plied admitting that Ihe students 
of Berea Collage are required to 
attend worship in the College on 
Sunday nirhts, under pain of ex­
pulsion. Moreover, he heartily 
oommends this policy. Ue sent 
us a copy of the formal deliver­
ance of the fscolty on the sub­
ject, from which we quote :

dents desire to worship else­
where.

Let it be noted that the Berea 
faculty do not admit the right of 
the students to worship in the 
village churches on Bunday morn­
ing; they are simply given per­
mission to do so, and this per­
mission may be withdrawn when­
ever the faculty wish it.

What would tnis faculty think 
if a Baptist should establish a 
large factory in Berea, and 
should require all his employees 
to attend the Baptist church reg 
ularly every Sunday morning? 
Could he not say: “No one is 
compelled to enter this factory, 
bat whoever does enter it is under 
the strictest obligation to obey 
its rules while he remains. And 
I think it is better for my em­
ployees that they worship regn 
larly at the Baptist church, so I 
have made a rule to that effect?” 
In such a case we opine there 
would be some remarks about 
"Bap’ist bigotry,” “narrow 
ness,” “intolerance,” Ac,

Bat we commend the frank­
ness of President Frost and his 
faculty in giving the public to 
understand clearly that students 
at Berea are not to be allowed to 
worship at the charcbes of their 
choice on Sunday nights. Let 
this be distinctly understood, 
and let every one know that by 
entering Berea College he, to 
this extent, surrenders his free­
dom of worship. How soon un­
til the students will be forbid­
den to worship at all outside the 
College Chapel, is a question to 
be decided by the faculty. For 
the present, however, students 
are free on Sunday mornings.

No 
greater harm can be done to our 
organized work than for us who 
support it to take the position 
that nothing good must be said 
ehont>ah^e whn do not agree 
with us inTBgMd to that work. 
“The wonder grows that the 
Baptist Standard if it really is 
in heart friendly to the organ­
ized work of Southern Baptista, 
ihcald devote so much space to” 
objecting that any good shall be 
recognized in those who do not 
support that work.

It was in the fall of 1899 that 
Dr. R. C. Burleson sent ns a per 
sonal reminiscence of Dr. J. R 
Graves. In publishing it we 
took occasion to say a kind word 
for Dr. B , who had shortlv be­
fore been specially honcred by 
the Texas Baptist Convention. 
The Standard proceeded to 
charge us with making a “dagger 
thrust” at mission workinTexM, 
by speaking kindly of Dr. B., 
though our esteemed oontem 
porary did not charge the Texas 
Baptist Convention, which had 
said far more than we said in 
praise of Dr. B., with making 
such dagger thrusls When *he 
Convention met in Dallas in No­
vember, 1899, the ms-prity, of 
which Dr. Cranflll was one. se­
lected Col. Densoq to make their 
speech in the Hayden case, and 
would not excuse him. Col. 
Denson took occasion to "peak 
far more complimentarily cf Dr. 
Burleson than we bad spoken, 
and at mneh greater length; yet 
the Standard did not chs rge Col. 
Denson with making a “dagger 
thrust” at mission work in Texas. 
We failed to see then, and we 
have never been able to see 
since, why it was so much worse 
in us to say a brief pleasant word

Under the present arraDKvmenta 
we depend upon the churchea to pro­
vide for the morning preaching hour, 
the main Berries on Sunday. Stu­
dents are to attend any church they 
please Id the morning.

The constitution forbids acts of the 
legislature which would compel at- 
Undano* upon any religious service. 
But a college In an enterprise of prl 
rate philanthropy, offering certain 
benefits io those who comply with its 
regulations. Our Manual stales, in 
the words of our old President Fair- 
child. “No one is compelled to enter 
this Institution, but whoever doos 
enter II and receive its advantages, 
io under the strictest obligations to 
obey its rules while he remains “ 
Each student signa a contract to ob­
serve all rules while in the school. 
The College has the name right and 
duty to ask those who voluntarily 
enter to receive lie benefits, to wor- 
ehip In its chapel on Sunday night as 
on Monday morning.

Here is the bold, bald claim of 
the College to control absolutely 
the worship of the students. The 
College has the same right to re 
auire the students to worship in 

io chapel on Sunday morning 
as on Sunday night, and precise 
ly the same plea can be made for 
snob a requirement. It is now 
an offense punishable by expul­
sion—the severest penalty the 
College can in diet—for a student 
to attend a Baptist, Methodist, 
Presbyterian or Disciple meet­
ing on Sunday night. He mutt 
be at the College chapel, and 
take such instruction as the Col­
lege authorities see fit to give 
him. This claim is boldly and 
baldly made by President Frost 
and his faculty.

It is true that a college can 
prescribe its rules and require 
students to obsy them, so long 
as those roles are not in con Hid 
with the laws of the land. Bal 
a college has no right to estab­
lish itch If on one line, and then 
afterwards change to another line 
inconsistent with the wishes of 
those who founded it. And we 
do not believe that the founders 
of Berea College, or the generous 
donors to its funds, in the North, 
ever supposed that a student 
would be expelled for attending 
the Baptist church in Berea on 
Sunday nights.

Of course, the faculty think it 
is better that the students attend 
the chapel wor^iip than their 
church worship on Banday nights, 
and so did Archbishop Laud 
think it was far better for Dis­
senters to attend the Church of 
England worship than the wor­
ship in their conventicles. Be­
ing honest Congregationalists, 
of course the faculty think it is, 
on the Whole, better to be a Con­
gregationalist than to be any­
thing else. Then why do they 
not require that every student 
shall become a Congregational 
ist? Ought they not to insist 
upon what they believe is, on 
the whole, beet for the students? 
They have every whit as much 
right to do this, as to require the 
attendance of the students on 
Sunday nights, when those stu­

for Dr. Burleson, than it was in 
Col. Denson to prononnce quite 
an elaborate eulogy upon him;

Silence does not alwai s mean 
contemn*.. Often it means con­
sent. One of the commonest 
proverbs is—“Silence gives con­
sent.” Sometimes a man’s si­
lence means he does not wish the 
matter pressed, since to press it 
would be embarrassing; and to 
be silent, he thinks, will help to 
“hush it up.” The famous “boy 
the calf ran over” (whose name 
history does not give us) was 
silent.

It is hot proper to treat a 
charge with contempt unless it 
be contemptible. A serious 
charge, from a respectable source, 
is not to be passed over in si­
lence. And if so serious a charge 
Pk is noQte'ned in thal^Mtardly 
Evening Pott article, and from 
such a nigh source an an editorial 
in that paper, is n^t tn be no 
ticed ; will not the /ndtr kindly 
name a charge and a source 
which would miQire notice? We 
panie for a reply.

Or course, we all rejoice over 
the satisfactory solution of our 
mission troubles in Ooba. In 
regard to Dr. Disz’ doing polit­
ical work while engaged as our 
misaionary, we ihink charity 
should be shown him. For a 
mistionary of our Home Board 
in this country to dabble in party 
politics, would be glaringly im- 
prop**r, but the situation in Cuba 
is different. There the line be­
tween free citizenship and party 
politics h*s not been clearly 
drawn. Every preacher—mis­
sionary or what not—ought to be 
an active citizen, and should be 
aggressively active in doing all 
the duties of a citizen. In the 
conditimi, i* need not surprise 
us that Dr. Disz went too far, 
and crossed the line into party 
politics, while serving onr Board 
as a miisionary. Then, too, let 
it be remembered that he was in 
the pal riot army and suffered 
greatly therefor, that bi* sym­
pathies were strongly with the 
Cubans against Spain, and that 
he took the deepest interest in 
whatever made for the welter* 
of Cuba, as he saw it. Thinking 
it over, we may well ask—who 
of us would have done much bet­
ter, had we been in hie place? 
And now that Dr. Disz has con­
fessed his fault, and has asked 
forgiveness, we move that he be 
forgiven folly and freely.

“RBLKM0U1 PBRSBCVT1ON AT 
BBRBA."

Many of our Baptist people 
know quite a little about Berea 
College in a general way. but 
have not taken the time to know 
more of the details of its policy, 
especially that which is relative 
to the attendance of the student*  
at worship on the Sabbath, as it 
ha*  been adopted recently.

The readers of the Wmtsxn 
Rboobdb* will be surprised to 
know that this college is trying 
to force some rules which have al­
ready resulted in persecution 
"for conscience sake' ’ here among 
the students.

Their aim is to force all stu­
dents to attend the college Bun- 
day-school and the services in 
the evening, as they have an­
nounced to tnem that they must 
do this or leave college. There 
are a very few exceptions as to 
Sunday-school, and only two ex­
ceptions for the Baptist church.

The four deacons of the Bap­
tist church happen to be in 
school, however. They are not 
boys, bnt have been voters for 
some time—one past thirty years 
of age. The faculty told them 
plainly and positively that they 
must leave their church on Bun­
day evenings and come to the 
college services or retire from 
ichool. This is a bold and tyran­
nical move. They have given all 
of them notice to this effect, and 
Bro. D. G. Bales, the senior dea­
con has been forced to retire 
from school only because he will 
not leave hi*  church and go to

Also, 
he announced in the Citieen of 
December & that they will kind­
ly consider excuses from the Sun­
day-school and Sunday evening 
services, and in the conversation 
referred to above he said that, 
"Then we will kindly reject." 
This is deception, to say the least, 
and is all wrong to say one thing 
and then do another.

A few noble young men and 
women have left the collese, for 
they would not give up their 
church. A kind and respectful 
petition, signed by several hun- 
dred citizens and students ask*  
ing for the repeal of this meas­
ure, was presented to the faculty 
of the college and they ignored 
it by replying in personal letters 
to the signers, saying among 
many other things that. "It must 
not be supposed that the college 
will swerve from its duty because 
of any threats and opposition.” 
They are certainly determined 
in this coarse, as they say.

The Baptists of the state who 
are interested in the "cause” in 
Eastern Kentucky should use 
every means possible to let the 
young people know this before 
they ooms here, thus saving them 
for the denomination.

Brethren, this act of The school 
here is a signal of warning to us 
if we will but heed it. Let us 
solicit earnestly and give our 
mean*  for our own Baptist school

of the mountains, for this is the 
only means through which we 
can save them If the Baptist 
young peop’e flock to this school 
for twenty-five years a*  they are 
coming now, when those years 
are gone by, there will not be a 
sound Baptist church in all the 
eastern part of the state where 
their influence ha*  reached. 
Brethren, do recognize the ca­
lamity before it comes, and let 
as all cry mightily unto God, 
who will deliver us if we will let 
him use os.

The Afattachment Ploughman 
has an article on the proper care 
of breeding stock of interest at 
this time of the year. I. fjJIawB : 
We hav many times pointed out 
the f»ct that we do not consider 
the condition in which many 
think it necessary to put their 
animals for the show ring or the 
exhibition at the fairs is a good 
preparation for making prolific 
breeders of good, vigorous stock. 
We have even advised people to 
avoid the prise winners in such 
show animals, as likely to prove 
barren, or to get only feeble, 
dow maturing and inferior 
young.

Bal there is a vast difference 
between the condition of these 
animals and the breeding stock 
in the hands of the average 
giod farmer. We do not think 
many of them err upon the side 
of keeping breeding stock too 
fat, unless it ia some choice ani­
mal that they bought fat and are 
trying to keep looking as well as 
when brought home.

There ia dang* r in going to the 
other ix’reme and not keeping 
them sufficiently well nourished 
to give them vitality and energy 
enough to produce strong and 
ihrif.y young. We have seen 
such case* more than once or 
twice, but more often in the

weak cxlf, though she goes dry 
six month*, instead of three. She 
will not have strength to go 
through with it well, and possi­
bly may retain the placenta on 
til she is seriously ill, and has 
made the calf so. Sie will re­
quire osrefnl feeding and nurs­
ing to brirg her to a fall fl iw cf 
milk, and often cannot be 
brought at all, even when turned 
to good pasture, to anything like 
the amount she should have 
given.

We want a cow to have grain 
every day up to her time of c dv- 
ing, not heating, constipating 
grain, like cornmeal, cottonseed 
or linseed meals, bat a quart or 
two of wheat bran or oat meal, 
which, with good clover or early- 
cut flue hay, will keep up the 
disband strength and keep the 
bowels in good condition. They 
also are the foods containing the 
portein of fl uh and muscle-form­
ing element , and they are not 
injured by tne addition of roots 
or ensilage in proper proportion.

Bat with the proper feeding 
should also go care in regard to 
exercise, and this may be said to 
ba more i eaded by the strong, 
vigorous m de Chan by the female, 
and we care not what the stock 
may b\ horse, cattle, sheep, 
swine or poultry, the male should 
have freq a ant and regular exer­
cise, without his being over­
worked. Y*t the contrary is the 
more general rale. The male is 
confined to the small pen or stall, 
and but f*w take him out for ex­
ercise. Hia muscles grow soft, 
add he lacks vitality, and thus 
alM> lacks ia that prepotency, or 
power to reproduce the character 
of hie ancestry, or those good 
qualities for which we valae the 
pure bred aaimd, and which we 
had a right to expect.

One reason for a fact that 
farmers have often noticed and 

' commented upon, that a fall calf 

is larger, stronger and grows 
more rapidly than one dropped in 
the spring, is that the cow is bet­
ter fed, for the grass is admost a 
perfectly balanced ration, if the 
pasiurd is i.ot too rich or loo 
highly manured, and another is 
that in tbe fell pas ure she gets 
the exercise in the open air that 
strengthens her and her coming 
young, It this is true of cows it 
is also true of other animals.

While the animals are young 
and growing, there ia bat little 
fear of their getting too fat, if 
the food is such as we have named 
above, even when they are fed 
iibarxlly. By proper care and 
feed we can cause the animals to 
mature more rapidly and resell a 
proper age for breeding much 
earlier than they would under 
the old methods of wintering al 
the straw stack, or on the poor­
est fodder in the barn, and a 
scant allowance at that. Bat do 
not err by breeding too young, 
or requiring too muchaervice b* - 
fore mey are fully matured. We 
have seen a J dr say heifer les* 
than a year old with a calf by 
ner side, and the reputed lira of 
the calf was of about the same 
age. We thought that was abuai 
one year too early for either tbe 
male or female. Yet we would 
prefer to htve a heifer come 
fresh when two years old than at 
three, if she had bean properly 
cared for.

We did not like to hava ewes 
put to breeding before one year 
old, though wehsvj had yearling 
ewes riiie a g >od lamb. Toe 
sow may breed at six months old, 
bat we would prefer to wait two 
months longer/ The boar also at 
a x months, but the number of 
sows he is bred to should be lim­
ited, a* if it is not he may prove 
uQ{.r >duc ive, or gel small litters 
of smsll pigs

The bull that is to be med 
upon the ranch, < r the boar that 
it to range in the pas ure, should 
be well miinred and not pam 
pered and fed to bring early ma­
turity, as would be one on a small 
farm, c infla^d to a small yard 
He will need to be more hardy, 
b* cause of hia exposure to all the 
changes of weatoer, and his mere 
exercise.

Not the least in the care of 
breeding stock is the importance 
of always handling them gently, 
tn keep them in good temper. 
Not only does a bad disposition 
make them unpleasant to handle 
and often dangerous, but they 
may transmit thia ugliness to 
their young. We have seen colts 
and calves that had as evidently 
inherited evil tempers and tricks 
of ugliness and obstinacy from 
parents as ever a boy did. Keep 
them under good control by striv­
ing to a^ake them obedient by 
kindness aud firmness, and not 
by harsh treatment and abuse.

Strive to breed from the bask 
animals, and do not be afraid to 
cull out the weakly, the delicate, 
the deformed or the under-sited, 
even if of the highest breeding. 
Try to perpetuate good qualities 
and not defects.

To kbip lettuce c(isp over a 
day or longer, if necessary, fol­
low this plan : Half fill a shallow 
basin with dean water, aud set 
the lettuces, stem down, in this, 
putting them sufficiently apart 
so that they cannot touch each 
other. No more water than jnst 
enongh to covar thaaianu ahnuld 
be used. Change the water 
daily.
