< jot of Kentucky's 119 counties, 90 are 
prohibition. And according to a prohi­
bition journal, 60,000,000 of the inhabi­
tants of the Unued States are now living 
under prohibition, either by state law or 
by local option. Forty one states, either 
in whole or in part, are included in the 
numeration. Idaho, Nevada, Utah and 
Wyoming being the excepted states.

It says the Baptists have been “a little 
more stalwart than others in upholding 
the standard of orthodoxy, bat even they 
have new light.” We Trish we could 
deny that charge with indignation. But 
in view of the fact that a Richmond pas­
tor attacked the doctrine ot the vica- 
nous atonement in an address delivered 
in that city, and neither hie church, the 
Ministers’ Meeting, nor the Lleligiow 
Herald made any protest, we cannot 
deny it. The vicarious atonement is the 
heart of the religion of Christ.

The services in connection with the 
corner-stone laving were inaugurated by 
one of Dr. B. H. Carroll’s wonderful ser 
mom, preached on Sunday morning in 
the First Baptist church. The Christian 
Use of Wealth was hie theme, and for 
an hour and a half, which seemed none 
too long to his great and deeply interest­
ed audience, he poured forth from his 
treasures of Biblical learning things new 
and old thoroughly organized into living 
diecourse, and aglow with fervid imagi 
nation and deep emotion. Dr. Carroll is 
one of the most majestic pulpit orators to 
whom it has ever been my privilege to 
listen, and be never falls short of popu 
lar expectation on great occasions like 
this. In the evening, Dr. R C. Buck 
ner, President of the State Oonvtmtion, 
presided, and read the original plan of 
the Educational Uimmisaion, that has 
been instrumental within the past three 
or tour years in raising about $17*0,000 
for the payment of the debts of the cor 
related Baptist schools, and for the sup­
plying of needful equipment (including 
the Carroll buildings) to Baylor and cor­
related schools. Lie was followed by 
R^v. J. M. Carroll, who, with Dr. K. 11. 
Carroll, was largely instrumental in 
bringing about the correlation of the 
schools, and in raising the funds for debts 
and equipment. Mr. Carroll gave an im­
pressive account of the rise and progress 
of the Commission idea and of the tri­
umphant accomplishment of the work 
undertaken. The Commission set out to 
BAlto hjcHnjliog. khe Unroll
buildings, the amonnt actually raised 
was $450,tO0. He paid a high tribute to 
OoL C. Slaughter, who, in response to 
the speaker’s appeal, made the surges of 
the enterprise possible by the offer of 
$25,000 on condition that the entire 
amount be raised, and who from first to 
last contributed $11,<>00 to the undertak­
ing.

Mr. Carroll was followed by Dr. J. B. 
Gambrell, President of the Commission 
and Corresponding Secretary of the State 
Convention, who in his inimitable way 
showed that the endowment of Baylor 
University followed logically what had 
already been achieved, and that it could 
and must be speedily accomplished. The 
writer concluded the programme of the 
evening with an address on endowment.

Monday was wholly devoted to the cor 
ner-stone-laying programme. The exer 
cises were held on the University campus. 
The forenoon was given up to platform 
addressee. President Cooper presided, 
and delivered an eloquent address of 
welcome to those who had come to par­
ticipate in the exercises of the day. Con­
gratulatory responses followed from the 
Hon. Arthur Lefevre, State Superintend­
ent of Public Instruction, on behalf of 
the schools of Texas, President H. C. 
Pritchett, of the Sam Houston Normal 
Institute, on behalf of the teachers of 
Texas, Hon. T. S Henderson, Chairman 
of the Board of Regents of the 1 niver- 
•ity of Texas, and an alumnus of Baylor, 
on behalf of Texas institutions for higher 
education, Dr. W. T. Whitley, of Mel- 
lour ne, Australia, a graduate of the Uni­
versity of Cambridge, on behalf of for­
eign universities, Dr. J. B. Gambrell, on 
behalf of the Educational Commission, 
Dr. II. C. Buckner, on behalf of the Bap­
tist General Convention of Texas, Mayor 
J. W. Riggins, on behalf of the city of 
Waco, President W. A. Wilson, of Bay 
lor Female College, on behalf of the cor­
related colleges. Prof. W. 8. Sutton, on 
bthalf of the University of Texas, and 
His Excellency Joseph D. Sayers, Gov­
ernor of Texas, on behalf of the State.

Corner-Stone Laying at Baylor Uni­
versity.

Merck 2 and 8, 1902, will ever be mem­
orable days in the history of Baylor I Di­
versity. The laying of the corner-stones 
of two great bnildings, already well un­
der way and advancing rapidly toward 
completion, i’as an event calculated to 
challenge the attention of all who are in­
terested in Baptist educational work, 
and the announcement of the ceremonies 
that accompanied it could not have failed 
to draw together from North, South, 
East, and West, a great concourse of 
deeply interested people. Many of the 
readers of the Wkhtxrn Rkcokdbr are 
aware of the fact that a few months ago 
Mr. George W. Carroll, of Beaumont, 
provided the means for the erection on 
the Baylor campus of a Science Hall, to 
cost, with its equipment, 175,000; and 
that a little later his father, Mr. F. L 
Carroll, of Waco, undertook the erection 
for the University of a Chapel and Li­
brary Building, to cost, with its equip 
ment, a like sum. It is probable that 
never in the history of educational be 
neficence were two such donations made 
with more single minded devotion to the 
glory of God or with greater joy on the 
part of the givers. Father and son are 
alike devout Christians, who ascribe 
their prosperity solely to divine favor, 
and reooguirs fuHy Abeir obligation to 
use what nas been entrusted to them for 
the advancement of the cause of Christ; 
and they agree in believing that in no 
other way can the Lord’s money m their 
hands be better invested than in the 
equipment of this great Christian school. 
Taey believe in Baylor, and rejoice in 
being able to have a large share tn mak­
ing it what it ought to be.

The G. W. Carroll Science Hall is to be 
a handsome three-story building, with am­
ple accommodation for advanced scientific 
work, and the equipment will be thor­
oughly up-to-date in every respect. Be­
sides the three stories, the basement, 
lighted by abundant window apace en­
tirely above ground, can be utilized 
either for lecture-rooms or for a school 
of technology. Such portions of the 
building as may not be required at once 
tor instruction in the natural sciences 
will be utilized as lecture-rooms for other 
departments of University work.

The flrgt floor of the F. L. Carroll 
Building will be devoted exclusively to 
library purposes, and the second will 
constitute a great auditorium. The ex­
treme dimensions of this building are 
97x135 feet, and the available space for 
each purpose 80x100 feet. The inner 
space in the library will be devoted to a 
stack-room, which will have a capacity 
for 200,000 volumes or more, and will 
have a large fire-proof vault for the pre­
servation of rare and valuable documents, 
while the outer space, amply lighted by 
large and elegant windows, will be di­
vided up into Librarian’s office, reading­
rooms, study-rooms, etc. The chapel, 
with its gallerv, will be seated for about 
8,000, and will have chair apace for at 
least 500 more auditors. Among the 
earliect/uses to which this great audito­
rium will be put will be that of accom­
modating the State Convention next No­
vember. Ai it is becoming more and 
more difficult to secure adequate accom­
modations for this great gathering, it may 
be expected that Waco will become a 
frequent gathering place for our Baptist 
hosts, and when it comes Texas’s, turn 
again to entertain the Southern Baptist 
Convention, what city in the State can 
offer it such an amembly hall as this?

The pro­
cession was then re formed, and marched 
tn the F. L. Carroll Library and Chapel 
Building, * horo the corner-stone was laid 
by the donor, and in address was given 
by Prof. J F. Greer, who surprised his 
friends by blooming out in original poetry 
appropriate to the occasion as a perora 
tion. Dr. B. H. (Jarroll followed with 
some happy remarks, but reserved his ad 
dress till the dedication of the building 
in the autumn. The benediction was 
pronounced by the writer. A base ball 
game on the athletic grounds followed, 
and a grand Soiree at Burleson Hall in 
the evening clnsed a day which will al 
ways be remembered by the multitudes 
that were pnvilege'4 to participate.

These interesting ceremonies, following 
so speedily on the inauguration of Dr. Car- 
roll’s work as Professor of English Bible 
in the Theological Department of the 
University, have brought into prominence 
the fact that Baylor University is going 
forward with wonderful rapidity, /nd 
UlLiUTnenda are resolved that it shaJl 
occupy nn secondary place among the 
universities of the Sooth. The Theolog 
ical Department will be fully manned by 
the beginning of the next session, and 
thqrc arc good reasons for the hope 
that at least four theological chairs will 
be endowed before that time.

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The Gospel of the Holy Spirit.

Let ni now review thia array of testi­
mony to the Spirit’s presence in the early 
disciples and see in what ways he works ; 
what service he renders ; what power he 
imparts.

1. The outstanding purpose of his 
coming, as seen in the Lord’s promises, is 
the importation of power for the mission 
of witnessing. The mission of disciple­
ship is effective testimony to the re­
demptive work of Jesus Christ, Men who 
had seen and known Jesus could, of 
themselves, bear testimony to what they 
knew and understood. But if they are to 
understand the life, death and resurrec­
tion of their Lord, they must have super­
human discernment, and this can be im­
parted only by the Spirit who “sear^heth 
all things, yea the deep things of God.” 
If this testimony is to awaken new life 
in lives now dead in sin, there must be a 
bo oerhuman application of the message. 
"Ye shall receive power when tko Holy 
Spirit is come upon you.” "Do not de­
part from Jerusalem but wait for the 
promise df the Father.1’ "Ye shall be 
my witnesses.” Luke shows the forma­
tive effect of these words of the ascend­
ing Lord on his history in numerous paa- 
sages; e. g. 2:W, 13, 3:15, 4:31, 33, 
5:12ff 82, G:7f, V:4<, 14:1. We have 
seen how everywhere the Spirit is the 
power working through men, and in co­
operation with men, in so testifying that 
multitudes believe and are "added unto 
the Lord.”

2. In connection with this witnessing 
is the imparting of such miraculous gifts 
as shall bear indisputable evidence of 
supernatural power and otherwise facili­
tate the progress of the new way and the 
power of the new Gospel. These mirsum- 
Ioqs gifts are naturally ver ja. prominent 
at the Pentecostal beginifing, at critical 
moments of the new ministry, as after 
the first severe persecution, and at each 
introduction of the Gospel to a new coun­
try or class of people. For example see 
the cases of the Samaritans, Cornelius 
and his friends, among the Galatians on 
the first journey, at Philippi, the first 
European station, at Ephesus, etc.

t he Gospel was to be made universal 
as to countries and classes and the Holy 
Spirit directs, and miraculously sanctions 
each movement for the execution of this 
purpose.

8 The growth of the kingdom of 
heaven was to be conserved tb^gHhered 
by means of independent mutualTy^o 
operating churches, so we find the Holy 
Spirit active in the development of the 
churches. This will be more evident in 
the epistles to churches, but is quite evi­
dent already tn Acts—the Gospel of the 
Hrfy Spirit. It is by the Spirit’s presence 
that the beautiful harmony of the Jeru­
salem church is secured. They are all 
along found "with one accord,” united in 
thought, feeling, work. Their unity was 
so profoundly felt that, since the peculiar 
circumstances at Jerusalem demanded it, 
they "had all things common” and each 
man sold his goods as the need required. 
The Spirit united all hearts in the com­
mon brotherhood with Christ, the Lord.

We have seen, too, how the Spirit was 
present in the choice of deacons and how 
he made bishops in the midst of the 
(locks of the churches. The inner life 
and the organic form were alike directed 
and empowered by him.

4 - At each new experience, calling for 
new decisions and new energy to meet it, 
we find record of the Spirit’s special man­
ifestation. He makes the beginning at 
Pentecost. He speaks through Peter at 
the first arraignment at court for preach­
ing Jesus. He brings an earthquake and 
a new fullness of himself*at their prayer 
after the first severe punishment. He 
directs them when they find the first hyp­
ocrites in the church and brings it about 
that an imposter dares not join himself 
unto them. He moves in the quieting of 
the first quarrel which disturbs the har­
mony of the new brotherhood. He is 
powerfully present in the first martyr. 
He overrules the first great disaster, 
which scatters the church, to the building 
up of many churches. He enlightens and 
emboldens the hesitant Apostles when 
the first heathen enter the Way. He

chooses and sends forth the first formal 
foreign missionaries, and guides to the 
true solution of the first problem present­
ed by the mission work. We need not 
further illustrate. We must beware of 
thinking of the Spirit as present only in 
the first experience of a given kind. The 
miraculous proof of his presence may not 
be needed elsewhere; and it may not be 
needed at each recurrence of a given ex­
perience to specify the Spirit’s presence. 
But each of these accounts is meant for 
an illustration of how similar situations 
are to be met. If the Spirit proves him­
self the solver of questions, then to him 
questions shall be submitted.

5. It does not come much within the 
plan or purpose of Acts to set forth the 
Spirit’s work in the development of the 
Christ-life in individual character. Wo 
have seen the purpose to be the showing 
of how the Spirit moved in the disciples 
to carry out the commission. But glimpses 
of the development of character are given 
in several places, especially in the earlier 
chapters.

fl One of the most noteworthy offices 
of the Spirit developed in our study is his 
choice of the individual worker and the 
direction of his life in the details of his 
service. This may be seen in Philip, 
evaugelist-missionarydeacon, in Saul- 
Paul with empire-wide ideas, heroic la- 
lors, and unwearying devotion, and in 
Stephen chosen for a brief career and 
martyr’s crown. The Spirit moved the 
disciples to witness for their Lord and 
joined his testimony with theirs; gave 
power in service, courage iu danger and 
difficulty, wisdom in perplexity; met 
each new crisis; sanctioned each new en­
deavor ; chose the special workers and 
guided their feet and lips; stood by each 
sufferer for the Gospel's sake; gave birth 
to souls and made them glow and flourish; 
founded churches and made them mighty 
in the Lord. And this God is our G»l.

An Unlighted Lamp

There is no mon significant index to 
the condition of a people than the adver­
tising columns of a popular newspaper. 
For example, here are some religious ad­
vertisements taken from the Saturday 
edition of the most conservative paper in 
probably the most Conservative city in 
this country. They are published by the 
pastors of the different churches and are 
meant to attract the public to their 
services on the following day. How do 
they attract themY What lures do they 
hold out? Here we can find a hint as to 
what religion is now among us end why 
we go to church.

These advertisements, understand, 
were not intended for Easter or any 
special feast day.

The churches frequented by the fash­
ionable class make a feature, as theatri­
cal folks say, of high class music. They 
promise Gounod, Mendelssohn, Beet­
hoven, Schubert, etc., and give the names 
of the organists and the famous singers 
who will render the arias or lead the 
choruses. The Episcopalians announce 
with dignity organ recitals and anthems, 
with the names of each soprano and 
tenor. The Reformed branch of that 
Church bids for patronage with more live 
liness and heat. They promts* "Eurap 
turing Music! The Trinity Quartette! 
Solo: 'Lord God of Abraham/ by Mr. 
1*---- , the noted baritone! Illustrated
Hymns with Stereopticon and Calcium 
Lights! Seventeen Colored Views!”

The sedate Baptists advertise Proces­
sional Choirs, Orchestras and sensational 
topici for sermons.

1 remember that 1 was once taken when 
1 was a cmld to a Methodist meeting­
house. 1 can see now the square white­
washed hall, the rows of poorly dressed 
men, stern and attentive, on one side and 
the rows of woman in faded shawls and 
poke bonnets |>n the other. I can bear 
the sermon on' hell preached in a nasal 
twang, but in deadly earnest, and con­
stant, eager shouts of "Amen!” "Glory 
be to God!” from the men. The hymn 
wm riad out line by line, and so sun^ by 
the congregation. There was neither 
melody nor tune nor time in it, but there 
was the cry to God of oodU in danger 
who wanted help—help.

But that was a long time ago.
Our Methodist friends to-day, I see, 

lure us to their costly churches by "The 
Heavens are Telling,” by Haydn; an 
"Aria from the Farmer’s Mass in B flat,” 
"The Celebrated Smith Quartet,” 
"Recitations by Chinese Bovs,” and 
"Singing by a Choir of Indian Girls.’1

Nor are the sober followers of Calvin 
and John Knox behindhand with their 
temptations for the public. They, too, 
have famoks soprani and tenore. They, 
too, promise Bellini and Schubert; the 
Chinese and Indians give them also a 
helping hand and a well-known lay orator 
and politician is advertised to lecture in 
several of the churches with the Four 
Cox Sisters, cornettists, to add to his 
drawing power.

The irregular religious bodies, whose 
work is principally in the alums, are still 
more vivacious and daring in their at­
tractions. They propose to draw au­
diences by biographs and graphophones. 
If you will but go to their churches yon 
shall bear messages from Nansen, near 
the Pole, and Roosevelt in Cuba, from 
McKinley in the White House and Bryan 
out of it, genuine squeaks from their own 
yoicM; the Six year old Nightingale shall 
sing for you, and the Boy Preacner, aged 
nine, shall tell yon of your sins. But his 
sermons and all other sermons in these 
churches are carefully advertised as— 
"short.”

Now, 1 do not mean to say that great 
music js not helpful to the soul—in its 
place. Graphophones and Chinese choirs 
and six-year-old nightingales are also 
good things, no doubt. But do they help 
the overworked man or drunken boy or 
silly girl to find God?

Of coarse, we ail know the answer. 
These things are only meant to allure men 
and women into the church and there 
they will be taught of Christ.

But is it true any living man, how­
ever vile or wuk, cares more for stereop­
ticon pictures or Cox Sisters, cornetists, 
than for hie own soul and the God who 
can save or damn it?

Charity, as we all know, is the hobby 
of the hour in this country. We never 
had a better one, but it is undeniably 
new; the product of Christianity fer­
menting in our modern life.

The queerest and most unreasonable 
trait in our American character is the 
suddenness with which we, as individ­
uals, or a nation, can shift our base and 
take up alertly a new whim.

For instance, during the first half of 
the last century, the whole nation was 
busy building an altar to liberty. We 
had won our freedom from the British, 
now we would give it to the downtrodden 
and oppressed of all nations ! Our gates 
were set wide open. Hans and Paddy 
and Giuseppe should come in and have a 
vote and worship God as they chose!

Liberty I Onr fathers prayed and 
toiled, and died, when it was necessary— 
for that one thing—the freedom of the 
individual.

The civil war was probably the most 
vehement exoression of this national 
faith. The Naw Englander fought for 
the freedom* of the slave ; the Southerner 
for his right to choose his own govern­
ment

It is probable, too, that this war will be 
the last vehement expreeiion of our be­
lief in liberty. As a nation our interest 
in the freedom of the individual has be­
come languid of late years.

When we had quieted down after the 
civil war, a new enthusiasm—for it was 
something better than a whim—took hold 
of ns. This was charity.

The clean, educated, church-going class 
in this country set to work to uplift the 
ignorant and criminal mass below them 
with a fervor that was unspeakably noble 
and fine. The feeling of brotherhood 
which Christ came to teach us never ;has 
had purer development

Rich and poor united to build churches 
on all waste places from sea to sea; to es­
tablish hospitals and asylums, to found 
colleges and schools—night schools, art 
echoola, schools for the deaf, the dumb, 
the blind and the idiot. Schools were the 
most popular method of cure for all dis­
eases in the body politic. Education was 
to make every man capable, useful, good 
and happy. The poor man gave his ;pen 
niee, the rich man his millions, to edu­

cate the ignorant immigrant, the Indian 
and the negro. Here was a charity in 
which you could make no mistake. The 
door of the Temple of Learning was set 
wide open for every boy and girl in the 
United States to go in without money and 
without price, to push bis way if he choee 
into Ine very holy of holies of its courts. 
But in some directions this charitable 
/.eal has made dangerous mistakes in the 
very fervor of its kindness. They often 
invite the poor shop or factory girls to 
their bouses on one or two evenings in 
the winter, give them unknown dainties 
to eat, and a concert or some little dra­
matic entertainment. The motives are to 
keep these poor wretches out of the grog­
shop and the brothel, to amuse them, to 
let a few rays of sunshine fall into their 
dark lives and thus to gain an influence 
over them by means of which they can be 
elevated.

The fatal mistake in their methods, it 
seems to me, is that in the majority of 
these clubs and entertainments all relig­
ious influence is prohibited in the fear 
that "the men and women will be scared 
away by it.”

"We don’t want to convert the poor 
wretches to this church^or that,” aay the 
eager young philanthropists. "We want 
to incite them to be sober and chaste, to 
keep their bodies and houses decent, to 
lift them cut of the gutter, giving them 
social ambitions and teaching them the 
habits of educated people.”

Now, amusement or social ambition 
never kept a man or woman from the 
grog-shop or brothel when they wanted to 
fo to them. You cannot fight liquor or 
nst in the son! with magic lanterns or 

even by clean clothes and nice table­
manners. It is like planting morning 
glories on a dung heap—the flowers bloom, 
but the rottenness and decay are un 
touched beneath.

The truth is that we Americans have a 
natural tendency to good-humored sur­
face dealing with all evils, la it not so? 
It is so much more easy to amuse and 
feed a vicious, needy brother than to set 
him to work, to force him to fight the 
devil and to fear God. We expect to re­
form the anarchist, the thief and the 
murderer by teaching them to eat with 
their forks, to read Browning and to trim 
their nails. This same kindly habit of 
surface, decorative treatment of the 
problems of life has dictated our public 
school system of education. We would 
give a smattering, ; morsel of each to 
every boy and girl in the country.

We have done it to sons of fishermen 
and mechanics, and the daughters of 
washerwomen and seamitresses. We have 
taught them just enough to make them 
despise the work of their fathers and 
mothers, and not enough to enable them 
to earn their bread. We have not quali­
fied these women to be teachers and we 
have spoiled them as cooks and chamber­
maids, and now leave them to starve.

You do not uplift the poor factory girl 
or the workingman by amusing them or 
teaching them literature or the habits of 
educated people, unless you go below this 
surface work and put into their souls a 
great living purpose which will leaven 
their thoughts and actions, and help them 
to bear their tqualor and misery. Here 
we find the cause of the failure of these 
modern efforts at reform which leave out 
religion. They are unlighted lamps.

The workingman, the negro, the Indian, 
the factory girl, can live as useful, noble 
lives without a smattering of art or liter­
ature as with them. These things have 
their value, but like clothes or furniture, 
they are outside of a man. They may be 
casual helps and hindrances, but they do 
not touch iim, his soul and life. He may 
play his part greatly and never have 
heard of them, nor even of the comforts 
or luxuries of well-to-do-people. A man’s 
life is made low or high, not by the things 
he knows, but by his purpose in living. 
What did the moldy bread or flock bed of 
Bedford gaol matter to John Banyan 
when God’s fire blazed in his soul? These 
old ideas bore our eager young reformers. 
The Bible is out of fashion just now. The 
cross and Jesus are thrust into the back­
ground.

But the world holds now, as in its first 
day, the same man, the same God, and 
the same devil, and in the soul of every 
one of us is the old cry—What shall 1 do 
to be savpd?”—Independent.

Tbe leaching of the sermon was, that no one 
should rashly and from curiosity pry Into Hie 
mysteries of God, particularly that of the 
Tr|nity, which must be reverently received by 
faith and not critically discussed as an lu- 
uuiry. All this, equally from the text of 
Scripture and authority of the Fathers, he 
maintained for a whole hour. He showed 
also, to the crowded house, how eMliy here- 
tics in olden times, and likewise now said 
Wightman then present, had fallen Into ac- 
onrsed blasphemies, and detestable heresies 
through excessive cariosity of ihle kind.

Mono Tbit.—"Be not drunk 
with wine, wherein is excess.”— 
Eph. 6:18

"And have no fellowship with 
the unfruitful works of darkness, 
but rather reprov them."—Tne 
works of daiknen prodace non* 
of the joy-producing fruits if 
righteousness. There is no lut­
ing SAtisfsction in them. It is 
not enough that we do not in­
dulge in them ; we must reprove 
them and expose their wicked­
ness, that we may guard others 
against them.

"Anr it it a shame even tn 
spiak of those things which are 
done of them in secret."—The 
groves of Ephesus were witnesses 
of most shameful things. Boing 
bidden to reprove the unfruitful 
works of darkness, some might 
be iu danger of thinking that all 
the works could be spoken of in 
plain terms. Paul warns against 
this, saying it would be shame­
ful to speak of some things. Our 
religion does not countenance in­
delicacy, as some evangelists and 
reformers in these days seem to 
think. "To speak of such deeds 
was not only wrong, but shame 
ful; so extreme is the delicacy 
which Christianity fosters, 
much pains cannot be taken 
parents, masters of schools and 
others to fester this delicacy 
among the young—to exclude 
from conversation the faintest 
touch of what is unb scorning?’— 
Pulpit Commentary.

"But all things that are re­
proved are made manifest by ths 
light: for whatsoever doth make 
manifest it light."—Persons of­
ten do not seo the evil in some 
practice till it is reproved and its 
nature shown. Reproof, when 
just, will convince of the true 
nature of the wrong-doing. 
Christians are the light of the 
world, and ^thio making evil 
manifest, is a result of their 
light.

11 Wherefore he s>iith, Awake 
thou'that steepest, and arise ftom 
the dead, and Christ shall give 
thee light."—The sinner is oead 
in trespasses and sin. lie is also 
asleep and dreaming in that he 
is unconscious of the real world, 
the real nature of sin, bis own 
guilt and danger. He is like a 
man asleep on the verge of a 
precipice The sinner has no 
power to open his eyes and rise 
from the dead until God’s Spirit 
bids him. The light which the 
Lord Jesus sheds on him will 
awaken him.'That light alone 
can reach those in this sleep.

Some one has compared as fol­
lows: "Lie,” "liar,” "statis­
tics” It may not be so bad as 
that, but a little study of statis 
tics for Union Association, as 
found in the minutes, will show 
that it is not Buch a bad compari­
son as it ought to be. The table 
shows the membership statistics 
of Union Association (Ky.) for 
1901.

Scanning the columns of mem­
bership in 1900 and in 1901, we 
see in nearly every church a 
gain Good! What is the total 
gain? Lh’i see, 1,744 in HMM); 
1 552 in 1901. What! a loss or 
192 members, when nearly every 
church gained? What’s the mat­
ter? Ah! 1 see. Five churches 
that reported in 1900, did not in 
1901; so Bro. Clerk of Associa- 
tion nad no figures for 1901. Sup­
posing these five churches neith­
er lost nor gained, we have 245 
plus 1,552 1,797, an increase of 
63. But wait. Here is a "total” 
increase of 98 plus 14 plus 7 plus 
7 126, and a "tn*al” decrease 
of 26 plus 28 pins 12 66; net in­
crease 80. Another disagree­
ment. Looking over the list, we 
find that six church clerks erred 
in adding the increase and sub­
tracting the decrease. This part­
ly accounts for the discrepancies. 
Two churches gain d (apparent­
ly) one member esc a without 
showing how. But, tiding clork 
of Fairview church, 1 know that 
she did not gain anything, 50 be 
icg the correct membership fjr 
each year,

io me, a secluded layman, this 
Appears a mktter worthy of con 
eideration. It tends to decrease 
the recorded total of Baptists in 
the 8 mthern Baptist Convention, 
in the United States and in the 
world. 1 do not mean to imply 
that a reliable statistical record 
is "the” important thing for 
which the Baptist denomination 
should strive. I magnify it only 
as very a desirable "little thing.”

I do not know how generally 
these statistical errors prevail. 
However, let me suggest:

1. That church clerks use great 
care in giving statistics of their 
churches.

2. That aescciational clerks (a) 
use perfect accuracy io copying 
figures, (b) have the printing 
done by a careful printer, and 
(c) when a church fails to report, 
use the previous year’s figures, 
marked with an asterisk (•), and 
appropriately noted beneath the 
statistical table.

Lkmnoton. Kv., Feb. 27. HM2.
Ditan 8ik :

The Farris Ljcal Option Bill is 
now pending before oar Legisla­
ture. It was held io the Senate 
Committee on Religion and Mor­
als aa long aa possible by friends 
of the liquor men. The donate 
Committee reported the bill with 
nm recommendation, and ou last 
Friday it was placed among the 
i rders of the day, and will come 
up in regular order of basincea 
during the course of the next 
week aud be voted on in the 
Senate. The best opinion galh 
ered from our friends at Frank 
fort forces ua to the belief that 
it will require both work and 
funds to kill this bill.

Another master demanding at­
tention and immediate action 
from liquor men is the attempt 
in the Revenue and Taxation 
Bill now before the lower branch 
of the Legislature to increase the 
state and county License of the 
rntail liquor dealer from 1150 to 
£J00 per year. The Kentucky 
distillers, brewers and wholesale 
dealers are making the same 
preparation we are to resist the 
passage of both of these bills, and 
we seek bv this appeal to raise 
about 13.000 IM) among the retail 
dealers.

11 is to be deplored that thia 
attack of our enemies, the Pro­
hibitionists, upon our interests 
discloses a lack of organization 
among the whisky people. On 
the other hand, it is certain, and 
should be a matter of congratu­
lation to dealers to fee) that a 
prompt response to this circular 
letter will enable us to put our 
opponents out of the tight for 
two year’, and it is to be hoped, 
before JIKH, when the Legisla­
ture again convenes, there will 
be such an organization and con­
solidation of the liquor forces as 
will make ns strong enough udod 
floors of both the House and Sen­
ate to take the imitative in ob­
taining favorable legislation in­
stead of Lighting adverse meas­
ures.

THE HIN1STER AN IDLE MAN.

Very many people are under 
the impression that a minister 
leads a very indolent *nd “do- 
nothing” kind of life. My aoues 
have not been as heavy as those 
of manv brethren, and yet 1 have 
found but little time tor which I 
have not had an urgent demand.

My lot truly is cast among a 
good people. I give one-half of 
my time to the <ork at Sebree. 
Eight years age this was a faith­
ful little band of nine women 
aud two men. Three vears ago, 
when I came here, I found a 
church of seventy four members 
worshiping in a Kood house, bat 
in debt <800. We now number 
118 and are no longer poor, ^nt 
Jive at home, with no debt. In. 
der the leadership of Bro. T. K. 
Wilson, (and there is no better 
and truer) we have a splendid 
Sunday-school, wet! attended and 
doing excellent work.

they are too precious to be whis­
pered to other ears. It would be 
casting pearls before swine if the 
spiritual man, who dwells with 
God apart, were to tell all that 
he asks of God, and all th* Lord's 
answers to hie prayers. But, oh I 
believe me, you cannot enjoy 
real fellowship with God in 
prays r, and com#* nut of the closet 
with Luther's “ Pict/ Fun/” “1 
have conquered! 1 have con­
quered ! ” on your lip, and live to 
enjoy the fruits of your victory 
in wrestling with God in secret, 
and then have any doubt wheth 
er you have a right and title to 
the eternal heritage. That is a 
sealed evidence; but it is a sure 
one. You cannot but look back 
upon it with extreme satisfac­
tion. The prophet Micah said, 
“My God will hear me/’ and if 
you can truly, from your soul, 
say the same, you have a blessed 
evidence that you are an heir of 
heaven.

But, next, I rank very highly 
among the sealed evidences of 
our inheritance the fact that we 
have the fear of God before our 
eyes. Fear looks like one of the 
minor graces; but it is a very 
leading one in the spiritual life. 
That holy awe of God, that con­
sciousness of his majestic pres­
ence, that dread of doing any­
thing contrary tn his will, that 
tender, loving, filial fear, which 
love does not cast out, but rather 
nourishes and cherishes, h« that 
has thi« holy fear is a child of 
God. They sometimes speak in 
indictments against criminals of 
their “not having the fear of God 
before thei^iyes;” and, mark 
you, if a man has not the frat of 
God bef°re his eyes, von need 
not wonder at anything that he 
does. Take away the fear of 
Gou from a nation, and to what 
lengths of evil will it not go? 
Remember the great and terrible 
revolution in France, when, at 
the end of the last century, she 
had cast off all fear of God. 
When a nation comes to that 
point, rebellion against authori­
ty is the least thing to be looked 
for. I he horrors of the guillo­
tine and the constant flow of 
blood will be sum to come; but 
in the child of God there is a 
holy, filial fear, which keeps him 
from doing thing- that others do 
Remember how Nehemiah says, 
“So did no* I. because of the fear 
of God.” A Christian is not held 
back from a ceriain course by a 
dread of punishment, but by that 
Icving dread of offending so good 
and so gracious a God as he has. 
Now, if you feel to night that 
you can honestly sav that you 
walk in the fear of God all the 
day long, that is a sealed evi­
dence. but it is a very sure proof 
that the inheritance of the saints 
really belongs to you.

Another evidence is this : we 
have secret supports in the time 
of trouble. Here one c^uld ex­
patiate at great length if time 
would permit. “Underneathare 
the everlasting arms;” yon are 
sustained when enduring awful 
pain, comforted under deep de 
preMion of spirit, strengthened 
for the work for which in your­
self alone you are quite um-qual, 
borne upward with holy joy in 
the midst-of cruel slander; sure­
ly that is enough evidence fqr 
you.

Besides, the Lord gives tn his 
people secret delights, and we 
sing, “He brought me to the ban­
queting house, and hit banner 
over me was love.” At such 
times, the Lord gives us secret 
directions and instructions which 
come to the soul direct from him­
self. Do not think me fanatical, 
for it is even as I eay. These 
love-tokens come to the soul with 
a demonstration and a power, a 
delight and a rapture, which no

SEALED AND OPEN EVIDENCES.

BY U. fl. UPL'HaKON.

Thue saith the Lord of hom, the 
God of Isreal; take these evidences, 
this evidence of the purchase, both 
which is sealed, and this evidence 
which is open; and put them in an 
earthen vessel, that they ma? con­
tinue many days.-Jeremiah 32:14.

1 am going to make a parable, 
not to bring out what the text 
teaches, bnt to use it parable 
wise. When he bought this piece 
of land, it was transferred to him 
by two documents. The first was 
a title-deed, drawn up and signed 
by witnesses, and then sealed up, 
not to be opened any more unless 
required to settle a dispute. That 
was his real title-deed. Then" 
there was a counterpart of this 
transfer made, and signed by 
witnesses. This was noV*rolled 
up, and it was not sealed; but it 
was left open so that Jeremiah 
might refer to it, and that, when 
desired, the open deed might be 
read and examined by others. It 
is not at all a bad custom, and 
one which we, to a large extent, 
follow, that there should be two 
deeds of transfer, the one to be 
kept and laid up by itself, only 
to be onened in case of litigation, 
or absolute necessity ; the otWb> 
being thecer titled copy, the open 
evidence for daily use if anybody 
wished to examine it, and see 
how the property had been trans­
ferred.

Now, with regard to our re­
demption, our inheritance which 
Christ has bought for us at a 
price immense, we, too, have two 
sets of evidences, ihe one is 
sealed up from all eyes but our 
own; in part, too, I might say 
that it is sealed up from our own 
eyes, The other, the counter­
part of that, equally valid, is 
open to ourselves and open to 
others. Bo 1 shall talk, first, 
about the sealed evidences of our 
faith; and, secondly, about the 
open evidences of our faith; and, 
thirdly, about the use of these 
two sets of evidences. May the 
Holy Spirit make us wise to 
speak things to edification and 
to heart-searching, as he alone 
can I

I. First, then, I want you to 
think a little of the sealed evi­
dences of our faith, the evidences 
which are sealed, at least in a 
measure, from our fellow-men.

One of these sealed evidences 
is this, if indeed this heavenly 
heritage is won, we have a living 
faith in the Lord Jesus Ohrist. 
‘'As many as received him, to 
them gave he power to become 
the sons of God. even to tHm 
that believe on his mme.” lo- 
less fearfully deceived, some of 
os can say to-night that we are 
resting wholly upon Ohrist. We 
^*oend upon the blood of Ohrist 
f . ^.causing, the righteousness

of Ohrist for clothing, the death 
of Ohrist to be the death of sin, 
and the life of Ohrist to be our 
life unto God. All that we have 
we derive from him. As for my­
self, I have not a shadow of a 
shade of the ghost of a hope 
apart from the person and work 
of the Lord Jesus Ohrist; and 1 
know that many of ycu can say 
the same. Well now, t^e pos­
session of that confidence, that 
childlike trust, that real faith, is 
an evidence to you that the her­
itage is yours. “Without faith, 
it is impossible to please God,” 
but he that believeth that Jesus 
is the Ohrist is born of God. He 
that accepts Ohrist and bis great 
sacrifice to be the one ground of 
his trust, and does this with all 
his heart and soul, has that 
sealed evidence which others can­
not read, but which he may read 
with confidence, for Christ said, 
“He that heareth my word, and 
believetu on him that sent me, 
hath everlasting life. ” “He that 
believeth on him is not con 
demned." He ii a justified man ; 
and “being justified by faith, we 
have peace with God, through 
our Lord Jesus Ohrist.

1 can give you only just a hint 
or two upon these evidences. 
Another sealed evidence of our 
interest in Ohrist is that we have 
life in Jesus. Of this nobody but 
yourself can judge; and you must, 
be sure to judge very carefully 
according to the Word of God. 
It is not the old life educated ; it 
is not the old nature improved; 
it is a distinctly new life, so that 
yon have hopes to which you 
once were strangers; you have 
fears which once never affected 
you. You have come into a new 
world; you are indeed bom 
again. All around you seems 
new; it is with you as with one 
I spoke to the other day. She 
■ aid to me, “Sir, either I am new. 
or else all the world is.” And I 
said, “Yes, but the world is not 
new ; that remains old.” “Oh, 
but’” she replied, “my relation 
to it, my thoughts abont it, my 
thoughts about everything arte 
totally different from what thev 
ever were before. ” You can tell 
if this change has been wrought 
jfl yon. If a horse could sudden 
ly pFTnspired with mental facul 
ty so as to be able to understand 
astronomy, what a new life it 
would be for it as it began to 
study the stars ! Ah, but your* 
is a greater change than that! 
You have risen from the lower 
sphere of mere sonlish life into 
the higher condition of spiritual 
life, and now you consort with 
God, you speak with Ohrist, you 
have become familiar with heav­
enly things, and are raised up to 
sit in the heavenlies with Ohrist 
Jesus. It is a new life altogeth­
er with you, and you fed it beat­
ing within your soul. You can­
not tell thia to everybody. If 
yon did, perhaps you would have 
your testimony received with a 
laugh. To yourself, however, it 
is a sealed evidence, bnt a very 
sure one.

And this leads me to the fourth 
evidence, which is that now we 
have communion with God in 
prayer. Worldlings may pray 
after a sort; that is, they can 
ntter a few good words, or repeat 
a form of prayer; but true be­
lievers speak with God as a man 
speaketh with his friend. We 
tell him our daily troubles; we 
detail our wants, we expresr cur 
joys. Ptayer is to us a Reality; 
and God hears it, and he answers 
ns, aud gives us many evidences 
of his love in the answers to our 
prayers. Some of these we can tell 
to the praise of his glory ;but there 
are ten times as many which we 
would not tell for all the world, 
for they are like love-passages 
between two enamored souls, 

words can ever express. They 
cannot be expressed, seeing that, 
in many instances, we hear, in 
the time of ecstatic joy, words 
which it is not lawful for a men 
to utter. We wrap these proofs 
up among the sesJed evidences 
of qnr right to the heavenly in­
heritance.

Another sealed evidence is the 
secret love which the child of 
God has to all others of the chil­
dren of God. “We know that 
we have passed from death unto 
life, because we love the breth­
ren.” As to the love we have to 
Jesus. “We love him because he 
first loved us,” and our love to 
him is one of the evidences of hia 
love to us, We also joy in God 
through our Lord Jesus Ohrist 
“God my exceeding joy” is a 
sweet name that David gives to 
the Lord, and then he adds, “1 
shall yet praise him who is the 
health of my countenance, and 
my God.” I love to sing it as 
the hymn version puts it—

For yet I know I shall him pralio, 
Who graciously to ms,

THr health is of my oouDteoanoe, 
Yea, mine own God is be.

If you feel this intense love to 
the Lord and to his people, that 
is one of your sealed evidences

But once again, and I should 
like to enlarge on all these paints, 
hut 1 must not, those in ward con 
diets which you now have, that 
struggling in your soul between 
right and wrong, the new man 
seeking to get the victory over 
the old corrnpt nature, all these 
• re your sealed evidences, do, 
also, are the victories which God 
gives you, when he treads evil 
pssyons beneath the feet of the 
new-born Man-child, whn is the 
image of Ohrist within ynu, when 
youcorqier yourself, when you 
subdue auger, when you go forth 
to do, by the strength of God. 
what else your nature would 
shrink from ; all these are blessed 
evidences, signed and sealed, to 
be rolled up, and put away, to 
be seen by no eye but your own, 
and the eye of the Most High, 
t hese, then, are the sealed evi 
deuces of our faith.

1 have been obliged to hurry 
over this part of my subject ba 
cause I want just a few minutes 
now to dwell upon the open evi­
dences.

II. Let us consider, secondly, 
the open evidences of our faith. 
There is a counterpart of the 
sealed title deed. What are 
these open evidences of our 
faith?

They are such proofs as others 
can see; and the first of such ev- 
ideuces that we are the children 
of God mnst be the open Word 
of God itself. 1 read the Bible, 
and I say, “Well, if this Book 
be true, 1 am a saved man: if 
this is really a divine revelation, 
then 1 am saved.” Beloved, 
have you that open evidence of 
yobr salvation? That is the best 
evidence in the whole world. 
When Peter was writing con­
cerning the Transfiguration of 
Ohrist, he added, “We have also 
a more sure word of prophecy; 
whereunto ye do well that ye 
take heed, aa unto a light that 
shine th in a dark place ” The 
Lord Jeans said, “God so loved 
the world, that he gave his only 
begotten Bon, that whosoever 
believeth in him should not per­
ish, but have everlasting life.” 
I believe in him; therefore I 
shall not perish, but have ever- 
lasting life. The open volume 
of the Word of God is our open 
evidence of salvation.

Next to that, the open evi­
dence of our right to the inheri­
tance is a thorough change of 
life such M other people can see. 
Is it so with you? Has ther^ 
been a distinct crisis in your be­
ing? Have you been turned1
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from darkness onto light? Have 
you been brought from the power 
of Satan unto God? Does your 
husband know of the change? 
Does your wife aee it? Do your 
father and mother notice it? 
Does your master perceive P, if 
you are a domestic servant? I 
do think that, in tome persona, 
conversion works so marked a 
change that the people of the 
neighborhood in which they live 
must see it. Distinctly do I re­
call here a man whose voice was 
uncommonly load when he 
prayed at the prayer-meetings. 1 
was only a child, then, but 1 
sai : to myself, “I have heard 
that man’a voice before,” and so 
I had, but 1 wu surprised to hear 
it in prayer, for 1 had heard 
him swear on board ship. He 
was a captain, and he swore as if 
he had swallowed a trumpet; 
and there he was converted, and 
he wu speaking in the same 
trumpet-tones to the praise of 
the glory of God’s grace. Where 
a man baa been a grots offender, 
there will be a conversion which 
men and angels and devils will 
be sure to aee; and this is one of 
the open evidences that be is a 
Christian. May you all be such 
epistles of Christ that you may 
be known and read of all men !

Another open evidence'is sep­
aration from the world. A in an 
who is really a child of God can 
not, after his conversion, consort 
with his old companions As one 
said to me this week, '’When I 
was in the shop, they b. gin to 
talk .some lewdnesi, and tu ntter 
filthy words, and I just to k up 
my hat, and went away, for I 
heard this text in my ears, 
'Come out, from among them, 
and be ye separate, Bai th the 
Lord, and touch not the unclean 
thing; and I will receive yon, 
and will be a Father unto you. 
and ye shall be my sons and 
daughters, saith the Lord Al­
mighty.’ ” Separation Trom tbe 
world is one of tbe open evi­
dences of <a child of God. You 
do not come away from them be­
cause you dislike the people, but 
because you cannot bear their 
evil ways. They find pleasure 
in that which is a sorrow to you ; 
that which is food to them is 
poison to you; and you say to 
yourself, "My Lord would not 
wish to come and find me in this 
society,” so you come away from 
them.

The next open evidence is 
found in union with the people 
of God, making them your com­
panions, taking a delight in 
them. Depend upon it, we shall 
forever go with those who are 
onr chosen friends here ; the peo­
ple who are our companions on 
earth will be our companions in 
the world to come. Tares will 
be bound up in bundles with the 
tares; but the wheat will be 
bound up with the wheat. This, 
then, is another open evidence 
of your adoption into the fam­
ily of God, when you love the 
people of God, and seek their 
company.

One very clear open evidence 
is strict honesty, uprightness, 
and integrity in business. Do 
not tell me that you are a child 
of God if you can cheat your fel­
low-men. You may tell that to 
whomsoever you like; but it will 
not be believed by any man who 
reads his Bible. Straightfor­
ward honesty should always be 
the mark pi every professor of 
the religion of Christ, Your 
word must be your bond, and 
yon must sooner fail in business 
than do the smallest thing that 
would be contrary to the strict­
est integrity. This will become 
to many an open evidence which 
they can read.

Ono very open evidence of a 
change of heart, and of our pos­

session of the inheritance, is a 
readiness to forgive. If you can 
not suffer a wrong, and continue 
to cherish resentment for it, how 
dwelleth the love of God in you? 
How can you ever pray the 
prayer of the believer, and say, 
“Gur Father which art in heav­
en,” when you have to stammer 
as you come to "Forgive ns our 
sins; for we also forgive every 
one that is indebted to us.” 
Cheerful readiness to forgive any 
injury done to ourselves, to over­
look any wrong-doing whatso­
ever, is one of the open evidences 
that we are tbe children of God.

Another open evidence is one 
which we often get, and do not 
like, that is, the opposition of 
the world. If any man will 
serve God faithfully, he will be 
sure to have the dogs of hell at 
him. If you were to go through 
a village where you had never 
been before, the dogs would come 
out and bark at yop; but if yon 
belonged to the parish, tney 
would know you, and tboy would 
not take any notice of you. If 
you ^re a stranger to the world, 
and a citizen of heaven, tne dev­
il’s dogs will howl at your heels. 
They cannot help it, for it is 
their nature Thank God, Isaac, 
when Ishmael mocks you; for it 
is a mark that yon are of the 
true seed, and that Ishmael la 
not.

Another open evidence, and 
one that is very sweet, is a holy 
patience in time of trouble, and 
especially in the hour of death. 
Often nave God’s people, when 
racked with pain, been able to 
rejoice in God; and when heart 
and flesh have failed them, and 
the death-sweat has been stand 
ing on their brow, they have been 
able even then, if not to sing, nt 
least to say, "The Lord is mv 
shepherd.” “Yea, though 1 
walk through the valley of the 
shadow of death, I will fear no 
evil: for thou art with me; thy 
rod and thy staff they comfort 
me ”

III. I wish that Time would 
have paused for a while to-night; 
but he has not. I must not keen 
you beyond onr nsual hour, so I 
will close with just two or three 
words upon the uses to which we 
put these evidences.

<>ae of them is that they often 
yield us comfort. 1 here is truth 
in Dr. Watts' hymn—

“ Wbau I can read my Ude clear 
To mansions In tbe skies,

I bid farewell to every fear, 
And wipe my weeping eyea."

It takes the sting out of every 
trouble when we know that the 
heavenly inheritance is surely 
ours.

Then again, these evidences 
answer the unjust chargee of 
Satan when he/ comes and says, 
“You are not A child of God.” 
Ah, but we have the evidences of 
our salvation, the sealed evidence 
and the open evidence, and we 
answer him boldly!

And above all things, I think 
we ought to value these evidences, 
because they will be produced in 
court at the last day. That is 
the most solemn thing of all. 
8 e how the Lord Jesus, the 
great Advocate of his people, 
produces the evidence in court: 
“I was an hungered, and ye gave 
me meat: 1 was thirsty, and ye 
gave me drink and so on. He 
produces this evidence of a work 
of grace in their hearts, and says 
to them, “Dome ye blessed of 
my Father, inherit the kingdom 
prepared fnr von from the foun­

dation of the world.”
Brothers and sisters, do you 

possess these evidences? If you 
have none, do not try to forge 
them. For God’s sake, and your 
own sake, do not commit forgery 
in such a matter as this. If you 
have not these evidences, pray 
God that you may know that you 
have not, and go straightway to 
Christ to-night as a sinner. You 
have plenty of evidence that you 
are a sinner, and Jesus came into 
the world to eave sinners. Put 
your trust in him now, and re­
ceive from him the evidence that 
you are one of hie people. If 
you have bad evidences, worth 

evidences, forged evidences, 
Il ing them away; and pray God 
that you may get rid of whatever 
false comfort you have ever de­
rived from them. If God has 
given you the true evidences, 
still come to Jesus, just as you 
are, for it will be your continual 
coming to Christ that will be 
your best standing evidence that 
you are truly in him. The Lord 
bring you all to Jesus to-night 
just as you are, whether saints 
or sinners; and then shall you 
rejoice in him! The Lord bless 
you for Jesus’sake! Amen.
Trie DIAZ AFFAlg AMICABLY AD­

JUSTED.

The Bpecial Committee of the 
Home Mission Board has returned 
from Cuba, and made its report 
through Judge Hillyer, the Chair­
man of the Committee. The re­
port is eminently satisfactory to 
the Board, and was unanimously 
adopted.

The Committee while in Cuba 
satisfied itself that the titles to 
the Jane Building, about which 
doubt of ownership has been cir­
culated, are clear and iudisput 
able, being dulv executed and 
recorded in the Registrar’s office 
in the city of Havana. In ad­
dition to this, a quit-claim wu 
pre oared and duly signed bv Dr. 
A. J. Diax as pastor, and Pablo 
Valdes as clerk, on behalf of the 
church, being unanimously di 
rooted to do so in open church 
conference.

The Committee informed the 
Board that they were in posses­
sion of a petition from the Getb 
•emane Baptist church of which 
Dr. Diax is now pastor, request­
ing aid of the Home Mission 
Board in the support of their pu- 
tor, and the use of the Jane 
Building as a place of worship. 
The Committee recommended in 
favor of granting the church the 
privilege of the use of the house 
for the present, under such ar­
rangement as may be absolutely 
satisfactory to the Board, being 
unwilling, and thinking it un­
wise to peremptorily eject them ; 
bat declined to report in favor 
of aiding the church as request­
ed, on the ground that they were 
unwilling at this time to re ap 
point Dr. Diax as a missionary of 
the Board. The Committee at 
the lime time reminded the 
Board that Cuba has been iu the 
throes of revolution, and entreat 
that patience shall be exercised 
towards Dr. Diaz, knowing the 
weakness of the llesh, and ex 
pressed a hope that Dr. Diaz 
would early convince the breth­
ren of his sincerity in his pur- 
poees. Who couH deny him the 
right of return, when indeed he 
does devoutly consecrate himself 
to the ministry of the Gospel?

The dizinclination of the Com­
mittee to the re-appointment of 
Dr. Diaz, arises out of dissatis­
faction with his services that ex­
isted at the time of his resigna 
tion. Briefly i stated, they are 
th^we:

1 . Dr. Diaz’ management of 
our Missions in the Island of 
Cuba, as Superintendent, were 
not satisfactory as respects the
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disposition of the Hospital Cem 
el«*ry, etc.

2 As regards reporta made to 
th* Bo*rd of work accomplished.

3 Regarding the me of his 
own time while a missionary of 
tbe Board. He devoted hie time 
to a political canvass, placing 
another man in the pulpit 
to preach who wax not ac­
ceptable to the Board. Note 
especially that no objection was 
made to Dr. Diaz on account 
of his political opinions, but on 
account of the use of his time 
while a missionary of the Board 
for th*) purpose of partisan polit­
ical canvassing.

The OommiHee stated to the 
Board that Dr. Diaz had ex­
pressed penitence for his course, 
and an earnest desire to return 
tn the simple ministry of the 
Gospel, and the faithful perform­
ance of bis duties as a mission­
ary and pastor. But tbe Com­
mittee, ascertaining as they did, 
that Dr. Diaz’ course had met 
with the disapproval of other de­
voted missionaries in the Island, 
felt constrained to see if there 
shoul-l ba fruits meet for repent 
ancs before recommending him 
for re appointment.

While no charge has been 
made against Dr. Diaz’ charac­
ter, aod while there is no dispo­
sition to make such charge, eith­
er by the Committee or by other 
missionaries in the Island, it is 
deemed eminently desirable to 
know that Dr. Diaz’ fixed pur­
pose is to be an humble minister 
of the Gospel, before he is rec­
ommended for re-appointment. 
This will be ascertained by a 
careful observation of his life by 
those who are daily associated 
with him, and will be signified 
to the Board by a petition signed 
by all the other missionaries un 
der the auspices of tl^p Board.

A new church consisting of 20 
members, mostly English speak 
ing people, was constituted in 
the city of Havana during the 
visit of the Committee to the 
Island. Arrangement has beeri 
made by which this new church 
will worship and hold Sunday- 
school and other religious meet 
ing* in the Jane Building, not in 
conflict with the hours of wor­
ship of the Gethsemane church. 
Our American missionary, Rev. 
O. D. Daniel, will supply this 
churc^ in connection with his 
duties as superintendent of mis 

sions in the Island.
Al) other mission churches and 

schools, together with their pas­
tors and teachers, we f >und in a 
healthy, prosperous condition, 
comprising five churches ana 
schools’xjn five different large 
cities together with contiguous 
stations.

The B >ard has instructed our 
superintendent. Rev. C. 1) 
Daniel to open missions in at 
least three others of the larger 
cities in Cuba immediate!/. This 
will give us in all, missions in 
nine of the different cities of the 
Western Provinces, and in some 
of these cities several missions.

Now that everything is clear 
and settled that has ever been a 
matter of dispute in the Island 
nf Cuba, and Bro. C. D. Daniel 
well in cbarse of all the inter­
ests of the Board in the Island, 
with a strong body of heartily co­
operating missionaries of some 
of the very best men, onr Cuban 
pastors, and some of the most 
accomplished women, our teach­
ers, the denomination may be 
well assured of a steady and 
hopeful prosperity of the mis­
sions of the Island of Cuba.

The Committee expresses gral 
ification and pleasure in com 
mending to the Board’s ur^aah 
fled confidence Rav. C. D. Daniel, 
our superintendent of missions 
iu the Island of Cuba, in the fol­
lowing language:

“We found him fully up with 
his work, and having the cordial 
co-operation ani support of all 
the other missionaries and 
churches in tbe Island. Ue 
speaks the Spanish language flu­
ently, and habitually preaches in 
it to a large and growing congre­
gation. lie is a man of round 
common sense and good judg­
ment; consecrated, devout, and 
truthful.

The “Pronaoa to Holy Writ”
is by the most learned Jewish 
rabbi in America, and it over­
throws the “higher criticism” 
from the standpoint of a Jew.

(Munich) and Prof. iSayce (Ox­
ford), are about the monuments

uncovered by the spade, and it 
it interesting to note that every

Douglas, A. H. bayce, and John 
l iquhart, the last of whom baa 
much more to say than the rest.

The majority of this list are 
published in Great Britain, and 
the rest are from this country, 
except Dr. Dewart’s book, which 
comes from Canada. We have 
not mentioned any books pub­
lished in Germany, though there 
is in that country a large and an 
increasing literature on the sub­
ject. The great work of Kup- 
preol^t deserves special mention, 

the destructive critics 
are popularizing their views and 

j vigorously circulating their 
'IBooks, reinforced as they are by 
^moch of the current periodical

literature, it becomes our preach­
ers and more scholarly laymen, 
who are liable to come in con­
tact with these dangerous errors, 
to be fortified against them.

It wm 
often visited by the leading alienists 
of tbe country and of Europe; He 
was regarded by many an the best 
aaylum superintendent Iu America, 
and bls work certaluly evidences tbe

premises in bis absence, and de­
ported his wife and children un­
der circumstances trying to their 
health. He afterward procured 
employment in Cape Colony. 
( >ne day be quoted on a postal 
card to a friend a Dutch proverb, 
expressing an opinion of one who 
undertakes more than he can ac­
complish, and said be feared this 
was, the condition of England in 
South Africa. This expression 
brought upon him a sentence of 
bard labor as a convict for three 
months, after serving which he 
was to be deported to India. 
This sentence has been carried 
out to the letter, notwithstand­
ing his feeble health, and bis 
wife was denied a pass to enable 
her to bid him farewell upon his 
vovage.”

Notwithstanding this s^vrrity 
in South Africa, men in England 
openly and with impunity ex 
press sympathy for the Boers, 
and in public meetings oppose 
lhe war. What the end will be, 
cannot be definitelv told. It 
now looks as if the Boers would 
continue fighting until they are 
practically exterminated, and as 
if all South Africa would be 
made a desert. The cost of this 
war to Great Britain has been 
fearful, both in human life and 
money. The best ihe British 
can expect is—over 100,000 lives 
sacrificed, hundreds of millions 
of money spent, a flourishing 
colony and two flourishing little 
republics wiped out, a vast re­
gion made a desert, and Brit­
ain’s view of her rights main­
tained.

The beat the Boers can expect 
is the san$, except instead of 
the last point, there would be a 
handful of independent Boers to 
repeople the vast deeert and to 
try to again build up a republic.

Wx enter our most solemn pro­
test again”* the action of the 
House of Representatives in tbe 
Blate Legislature at Frankfort 
in repealing the law making 
.gambling a felony and restoring 
the law making it a misdemean­
or. The one plea made was that 
the law making gambling a felony 
could not be enforced, and it 
is coolly assumed that the law 
making it a misdemeanor can be 
enforced. Experience proves ex 
sctly the opposite. When gam­
bling was a miidemeancr, the 
law was not enforced, but gam­
bling hells were run openly and 
defiantly. Occasionally the gam­
blers were brought op and fined, 
and the part that went to the 
prosecuting attorney was paid 
and the rest was remitted, this 
simply amounted to a email con­
tribution from the gamblers to 
th'* prosecuting attorney.

It was precis*Iv because the 
law making gambling a misde­
meanor could not be enforced 
that the law was enacted mak 
ing it a felony. When this law 
was enacted, it was enforced and 
gambling hells were broken up. 
As the administration grew lax 
and gambling increased, the law 
was again 0nforced, and convict­
ed gamblers were released only 
od the solemn promise to no more 
engage in the" nefarious busi 
□ess. Messrs. Kohn and Phelps, 
the attorneys for the gamblers, 
said in open court whenever 
the Judge of our criminal court 
and the Maypr desin d to do so, 
they could stop gambling. Sure­
ly there lawyers know what they 
are talking about. More recent­
ly some gamblers were convict­
ed, but, for special reasons, were 
pardoned. All this shows the 
law can be enforced.

We hope the Senate will not 
pass the bill that has passed the 
House, and we hope the Gov- 
erner will promptly veto tbe bill, 
if it should pass. It would put 
a premium on gambling, and 
be a disgrace to the state.

Hokkmiybr Louw, who was cap­
tured and shot by the British in 
South Africa recently, was a 
nephew of the famous Andrew 
Murray, whoae devotional writ­
ings are so widely r*ad. He 
was the *on of the Rbv. Mr. 
Louw, of Pari, and his mother is 
a sister of *he Rev. Andrew Mur­
ray The Rbv. Aaron Lloyd says 
of Mr. Louw : “He was connect­
ed with many families of the 
Colony, and his execution has 
cast a deep shadow over the land. 
He appears to have been guilty 
of no crime except tbat of fight 
ing in defense of bis native coun­
try and people, if that be a 
crime. From all accounts he wm 
a splendid man and an exemplary 
Christian, and his execution hM 
aroused deep indignation among 
the people. ’

The British do not treat as 
prisoners of war those Cape Col­
onists who enter the Boer army, 
but such are shot on being cap­
tured. We wonder that these 
Colonist* surrender at all. They 
would, surely, rather die fight­
ing than surrender only to be 
shot; and we suppose when they 
understand the situation no more 
will surrender. —J

bater medal As to his life In Bethel 
College, the following words of praise 
are related by one of bis classmates: 
"I met him in Bethel College In the 
spring of 1HUU. He was the most pop­
ular boy that I knew in school, be­
loved by his teachers, and a most de­
voted worker in hie studies. I al­
ways found him the same genial, 
kind-hearted friend and brother His 
college life was the purest, the moat 
lovely that I have ever kuown. None 
knew him but to Love him. none 
named him but to praise him "

After completing his course at c >1 
lege, he returned home and on the 
death of his father, assumed the re­
sponsibilities of the home, and the 
oversight of his father's * state.

There being a vacancy in th* < nice 
of County Court Clerk for McLean 
county, he was chosen by the dtl- 
seuaof hie native county to fill out 
the uoexpirwd term, fh st once 
demonstrated his business tact, by a 
successful adm'uietratlon of the 
duties "f said oflioe. and became the 
most efficient official the county ever 
bad He retained this position until 
his death.

Ho was a public-spirited man, eas­
ily approached upon all questions re­
lating In any way to the welfare of 
his county. In early manhood he 
gave his heart and life to Christ, and

Jackson is the county-seat of 
Breathitt, ninety-four miles east 
of Lexington, the terminus nf 
♦he Lexington and Esstern R. R. 
Population about 1,500; has a 
large dumber company, the Day 
Brothers, a large mining inter­
est, mountains full of coal. Har­
gis Brothers run a large depart­
ment store which would b* a 
credit to any of ourzcities. The 
Presbyterians have a splendid 
school here, well patronized. 
The Presbyterians and Method­
ists have church houses and con­
gregations. The sentiment o* 
the natives is decidedly B ap­
lastic.

Borne years ago, Rev. T. T.
Martin organized a small church 
here. The Board has been try­
ing through these years to sus­
tain a mission there. Brother 
Whipkey lived and labored here 
for a time. Before leaving last 
fall, he disbanded, the little or­
ganization. The Baptists have 
no house in which to worship; ( 
there is a great prejudice against ’ 
the court house as a place of । 

' worship.
The writer went to Jackson 

Feb. 15th and remained until the 
25th, preached seventeen ser 
mons and organized a church ' 
with seven members. (

If we succeed in Jackson, we { 
mast have a house. A good house, 
with the right man for a leader, 
will, under the blessing of God, ( 
insure success. The house must ' 
be a good one to secure the finan- ; 
ci al aid of the citizans. Fine ' 
building stone is plentiful and ' 
we ascertained that we could* 
build a stone church cheaper ( 
than a brick. We proposed to 
build a atone church, 18x86 feist 
with basement room <16x24 feet, 
to be fint-clars in all respects. 
Within ten hours, we secured 
over 11.300 for the building, 
nearly all ot it from persons not 
claiming to be Christians and 
from members of other churches, 
many of whom are Baptist in 
sentiment. I believe the citi­
zens of the town will readily 
build the house if 1 can secure 
the windowsL pews and furnace * 
from friends outside.

If we carry out the present 
plan of building, we shall have 
by far the best church house in 
the town, and 1 believe in a 
short tigpa tue leading congrega­
tion.

Here is a golden opportunity 
for some one to render a service 
to the cause of Ohrist which shall 
be far reaching in its results. 
What church or individual will 
furnish the windows? Who will 
furnish the pews? Who will 
give the furnace?

THE ADULLATUTHS.

While reading the twenty- 
second chapter of the first book 
of Samuel, 1 observed that, 
among the followers of David in 
his efforts to elude Saul, were 
many who were in distress, in 
debt and discontented. Dur­
ing the earlier part of their 
connection with their leader 
they were, like him. hunted 
like the beasts of the field, 
and if they could have been 
captured, they would have been 
treated About as mercilessly. 
But they were “men of valor, 
and their faces were like the 
faces of lions.’1 Bravely they 
supported their leader, and suc­
cessfully they fought their bat­
tles, until, 'nstead of being the 
hunted, they became the hunters, 
and were at last able to seat their 
captain ou the throne of Judah 
and Israel.

There have been Adullamites 
in every age, and like those of 
David's day, they have always 
been successful in attaining their 
ends. God seems never to have 
intended that men should be con­
tent iu the midst of evil. ’ Cer­
tainly they have never been con­
tented long, even though the dis­
content began at first among the 
few.

The prophets were the Adulla­
mites of their day, and, like their 
predecessors, they were hunted, 
they suffered, and they were 
victorious. Elijah dared to face 
the wickedness of Israel, even 

though supported by Ahab, 
strengthened by that mighty 
power behind the throne, Jezebel. 
Isaiah opposed the spirit of com­
promise among the people, even 
in some of their darkest days. 
He predicted the destruction of 
the enemies from whom his peo­
ple suffered, even when their 
overthrow seemed least possible. 
And he sought to encourage 
Judah by pictures of her own fu- 
ture glory. Ezekiel strongly op­
posed the political alliances his 
people were determined to make, 
warning them of disaster which 
was sure to result. Amos joined 
with Isaiah in hie effort to stem 
the growing tide of evil. All alike 
suffered. Ehiah was driven to the 
forests and the caves, dependent 
□ pon the birds of the air for 
bread and meat. Isaiah, tradition 
tells us, was sawn asunder. 
Ezekiel was forced into exile, 
and Amos accused by the priest, 
fled from his home to save his 
life.

The apostles were the Adulla­
mites of the first Christian 
century. Religion had become 
overspread by formalism, the 
Word of God by the traditions 
of men, until both were in 
danger of being lost. They op­
posed the wickedness in the 
Jewish church, on the one hand, 
and .the idolatry of the Gentile 
nations on the other. They were 
met by all the bitterness of op­
position which always attends 
religious persecution, from their 
own people on the one side and 
by the cruelties of pagan fanati­
cism on the other\»But they won 
the victory, and the beginning of 
the fourth century saw a repre­
sentative of the Christian church 
on the throne of Constantinople.

The reformers were the 
Adollamites of the sixteenth 
century. The church had lost 
its purity, and was engaged in a 
traffic in souls. Lust for wealth 
and political power had taken 
the place of desire for the lifting 
up of Ohrist and the salvation of 
sbuls through his atonement. 
Into the midst of these con­
ditions stepped Lnther, Calvin, 
Zwinglins, and their noble army 
of co-laborers, helpless, on the 
human side, as children amid 
ravening beasts. Many perished 
aa cruelly, but God gave them 
success.

A practical tbouj^it is sug­
gested here. One can afford to 
be a despised Adullamite, for a 
time, in order to have a share of 
the glory of the final victory. 
We know the right will prevail 
in spite of opposition, and that 
will be reward enough, whatever 
the cost. There is a warning, 
also. God has ever been on the 
side of the Adullamites as op­
posed to the Sauls of oppression 
and wickedness. Satan has been 
allowed to triumph at times, but 
bis defeat has come and his fiual 
overthrow is certain. There are 
men who oppose the right. They 
might as well hope to resist the 
onward rush of the railway train, 
or the lightning’s bolt. Both 
speed to their destination, and 
he who stands in the way will 
perish. Bo foolish are they who re­
sist God, as he works through the 
Adullamites of every age. Stand 
firmly for the cause of righteous­
ness and justice, ye despised ones; 
for God will give you the victory 
and the victor’s crown at last.— 
Herald and Presbyter.

This great student movement 
comes together every student 
generation, and has for its pur­
pose the meeting of profeasors 
and students for association and 
conference, to consider the prob­
lems of the world's evangeliza­
tion, to gain inspiration of the 
missionary possibilities of the 
churches, to recruit forces for 
the world's evangelization, to 
pray for a deeper consecration 
and to cause a resolve to enter 
more heartily the extending of 
the kingdom of Christ.

The first convention met at 
Cleveland in 1891, with a delega 
tion of 080 students and profess­
ors. The second conv ntion met 
at Detroit in 1894, with a dele­
gation of 1,300 The third con­
vention met again at Cleveland 
with a delegation of 2,200. The 
delegation at Toronto exceeded 
2,900.

< >n Wednesday at 2 :30, prompt­
ly, Chairman John R. Mott, a 
man doubtlees more widely 
known among students than any 
other man on the continent, 
called the convention to order. 
The great Massey Hall, the larg­
est in Toronto, was packed. The 
sight of so many student faces, 
all aglow with godly seal for the 
Master’s work, was indeed in­
spiring. More than 000 colleges 
and universities in the United 
States and Canada were repre­
sented on the floor of the con­
vention.

The personnel of the conven­
tion was good. Some nf the 
strongest men from the United 
States, Canada, Great Britain 
and many foreign fields were 
present and spoke. We ran 
mention only a few of the more 
important addresses.

Bishop Swealman, bishop of 
Toronto, of the Church of Eng­

land, welcomed the convention 
in a very happy manner, and 
spoke of the responsibility of the 
churches in evangelizing the 
world, and what a mighty part 
the consecrated youth of the 
world could play in bringing to 
pass the kingdom of God.

Principal Caven said that the 
young men of the convention 
represented the highest form of 
Christian service in which men 
could engage. For the kingdom 
of God the world was created. 
It was impossible to look with­
out enthusiasm upon the conven­
tion of hundreds of young men 
and young women who had giv­
en their lives to the foreign mis­
sion work.

Dr. Potts, of the Methodist 
church, said that the great Ecu­
menical Conference in New York 
was historic in its aspect; the 
student volunteer convention 
prophetic. Missions the supreme 
business of a church. Christian 
people have so far merely played 
at missions. The convention is 
significant of new life and vigor.

From the very beginning a 
deep spirituality went through 
the convention. Robt. E. Speer, 
Secretary of the Presbyterian 
Board of Foreign Missions, and a 
man of mighty power in the spir­
itual life of thousands of Chris­
tians, made a very helpful talk 
on “Personal Religion,” in which 
he laid emphasis on giving up 
sin that hindered us in our Chris­
tian courses. Four questions: 
(1.) Has Christ his rightful place 
in our hearts? (2.) Do yon want 
him in your life? (8.) Are yon 
right with your brother? (4.) 
Will you free yourself from the

Uormick Theological Seminary,1 
recently called to the great Fifth 
avenue Frei byte ri an church, New 
York, spoke with power on “The 
spreading of the Gospel obligato­
ry npon every Christian.” He 
said that the supreme plan of 
God was not the extension of 
knowledge or commerce, but th* 
evangelization of the world. 
Every Christian has received a 
gift. It is a principle of life 
that everything that was not 
used was lost, and if the church 1

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No speaker was heard more 
eagerly than John IL Mott, Gen 
oral Secretary of the Student 
Movement, who has just returned ‘ 
from a world wide tour, visiting 
the colleges and universities of 
all lands, stirring up interest in 
the world’s evangelization.

Mott read a lengthy quadrennial 
report in which some very inter 
esung matter was brought before 
the convention. About 800 in 
stitutionsof learning are touched 
by the movement, in more than 
half of which, prior to the or­
ganization of the Student Move­
ment for Foreign Missions, noth­
ing bad been done ; in others the 
interest in missions has greatly 
increased. There are now or­
ganized 825 classes for the study 
of missions. Students are the 
largest pufehasers of books on 
mission topics—a fact that means 
much. Four successive genera­
tions of students have been im­
pressed with the claims of mis­
sion work, and all the secreta­
ries of boards have borne testi­
mony to the increased number of 
students who expect to go to the 
foreign field. In all these boards 
they have record of 1,953 volun­
teers who have, up to this time, 
gone to the front as missionaries, 
being sent out by 50 different 
missionary societies. Mr. Mott 
spoke eloquently of the heritage 
given the churches, and appealed 
to them to rise up and enter the 
field. A large number of mon 
stand ready to go. Shall the 
churches send them?

Dr. J. M. Thoburn, Methodist 
Bishop of India, spoke on the 
need of “spiritual men tor spirit­
ual work.” The absolute neces­
sity of missionaries having an 
experimental religion. This was 
necessary to lead souls to Ohrist.

C. A. R. Janvier, of Allahabad, 
India, spoke on the social condi­
tion of the people of India.

Dr. H. G. Underwood, the vet­
eran missionary from Corea, 
made a contrast of the condition 
of Corea of twenty ^ears ago and 
Corea of to-day.

Rev. W. R. Hotchkiss, of 
Africa, made one of the most 
stirring appeals made on the 
floor of the convention in behalf 
of benighted Africa.

Dr. William S. Ameut, of 
China, spoke of the fortitude and 
suffering of the natives in the 
recent Boxer trouble. He said 
the Chinaman was religiously 
inclined, and would yield to in­
struction when properly ap­
proached.

Dr. F. Howard Taylor, of the 
Inland China Mission, spoke of 
the martyr spirit of the native 
Christians. ,

Bunday morning the Bishop of 
Heresy of the Church of Eng­
land, preached the convention 
sermon on “Ohrist the same yes­
terday, to-day apd forever.” The 
sermon had an old-time ring to 
it from beginning to end. There 
was a fervor and power about it 
that made a deep impression. 
He preached Christ crucified and 
risen as the world’s Saviour. - He 
made satisfaction to God by his
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death on the cross, and all won 
believe in him as their personal 
Saviour have eternal life.

Various ones were called on to 
give expression of what was in 
their hearts to say, but the most 
impressive featora of the even 
ing was when Chairman Mott 
called on all the volunteers to 
the foreign field to stand up. 
About one hundred and fifty 
students from the various col­
leges and universities stood up.

The Student Movement is do­
ing a great work, because it is 
touching the centers of real pow­
er, namely, the colleges and uni­
versities of this and other coun­
tries. It is appealing to the 
highest motives in college men 
who are Christians to take to 
heart the question nf the re­
demption of the heathen world 
and before God. and, in the light 
of duty, settle the matter of per­
sonal responsibilty.

THE PREACHER “A LEADER” IN 
MISBIONS.

Id all departments of church 
work we have “leaders.” And 
in missions a leader is certainly 
needed. 1 find that God’s people 
are willing to give to missions 
Hhen they are made to see and 
feel the importance of it. The 
people naturally look to the 
preacher for instruction and 
guidance in such matters. And 
every pastor knows this, or 
should know it. He knows, or 
should know, that it is bis duty 
to inform his flock on the subject 
of missions.

And yet, a good many pastors 
do not do it. Why is it so? Is 
it because they do not love the 
cause of missions? Is it because 
they are themselves uninformed 
in regard to missions? Or, do they 
fear that contributing to mis­
sions will cut their own support 
off? Or, do they fear that preach­
ing missions will be unpleasant 
to a few of their congregation? 
Ah, thou “overseer of the flock 
of God,” hast thou performed 
thy duty in this matter? Do 
you shun to declare all the coun­
cil of God? Your people look to 
you for the whole truth; pray 
God to help you give it to them. 
1 say, shame on the pastor who 
lets his church go up to the as­
sociation and report “blank” on 
missions I Was it poverty? God 
pity that church—and its pastor I 
How poor must that Christian be 
that cannot give one cent a week 
to missionl! Think of it; this 
small contribution from each 
Baptist in the United States for 
one year would amount to 12,-

ciQ certainly give one cent per 
week, and those who are better 
off can give many times as much. 
The Baptiste of tne United States 
should give $10,000 (MM) per year 
to missions—they ‘ are able.”

And they will do it if the pas 
tors of these 13,000 churches will 
take it to the Lord in praver, 
and then lay it before their 
churches Not only preach on 
missions, bnt see that the collec­
tion is taken. Breach missions ; 
pray missions—then practice mis 
ions. Furthermore, the preach­
er himself should contribute to 
missions. You must practice what 
you preach. When your people 
see that you are willing tn put 
your money into it, they will also 
fall into line. Show me a pastor 
who contributes to missions lib­
erally. and I will show a church 
that also gives to missions, and 
pays the pastor also. 1 am confi 
dent that the Baptist preachers 
of the United States (about 26,- 
000) should contribute at least 
1500,000 to missions. “How 
much owmI thou, my Lord?” 
May the Lord help us to open our 
eyes, and go to work more earn­
estly along the line of world­
wide missions.

The nasturtiums iu one ol our 
moot beautiful and satiofactory 
annuals, and why il iu not culti­
vated more extensively is a ques­
tion that cannot be readily an­
swered by those who have grown 
the plant and become familiar 
with its many excellent qualities. 
Some persons cbject to it on ac­
count of its strong, pungent odor, 
but surely one can forgive it this 
one small imperfection when we 
consider how easily it may be 
grown, how readily it adapts it­
self to color schemes, and how 
bright and genial the glowing 
colors are.

The brilliant yellows, oranxes 
and scarlets are all grand for add­
ing warmth and color to sombre 
backgrounds. Even the gladiolus 
and canna are made envious by 
some of the burning hues of the 
nasturtium. And for those who 
object to bright colors there are 
pale, subdued shades of lemon 
aud cream which cannot fail to 
please the most fastidious. Every 
year there are extensive improve­
ments made in the nasturtium
family, and one begins to wonder 
what more can possibly be done 
toward perfecting it.

The dwarf varieties are very 
satisfactory for sowing in a cir­
cular, mound-like bed. By choos­
ing strongly contrasting varieties, 
both in foliage and flower, some 
very satisfactory color effects 
may be secured. It may require 
more than a yeai%rork to bring 
about what you want, but a suf­
ficient amount of experimenting 
will tell. Even though meet of 
the colors are so decidedly bril­
liant, none are exactly inharmo­
nious among themselves, so one 
need not worry a great deal for 
tear of securing a jumbled, dis­
cordant mass.

The climbing nasturtium is one 
of our most satisfactory flower­
ing vines. The plan tie to make 
assure, steady growth and are 
good for concealing defective 
spots in buildings or for shading 
windows or porches. Ite only 
rival among vines of its class is 
the morning-glory, and when the 
two are grown together, an odd 
but pleasing effect is secured. A 
pretty arrangement of vines was 
once secured by planting yellow 
nasturtiums and purple morning 
glories together. The colors were 
in harmony and the contrasting 
foliage quite satisfactory. When 
nasturtiums are used for training 
over the sides of buildings, etc., 
have them two or three inches 
apart in the row. At the North, 
do not plant them much before 
the middle of May, because they 
Creese very easily and the slight­
est touch of frost will wilt them 
to the ground. Be at hand with 
newspapers or blankets to throw 
over the plants when it Mems 
likely to freeze. It is often a 
good plan to start the seed in the 
house, about the last of April, 
enoourage into stocky growth 
and set out of doors when danger 
of frost is past. Dwarf nastur­
tiums should be planted a foot 
apart, perhaps more. Plant three 
or four seeds in a bill and cover 
one inch deep. When up, thin 
out and transplant, leaving only 
one in a hilt Keep the ground 
well cultivated; have it mellow 
and open and tree of weeds. 
Water, given in good quantities, 
will be much appreciated, espe­
cially during the hottest weather. 
A thick mulch of lawn clippings, 
around ths plants, will also prove 
beneficial.

Ths golden rule for. success 
with nasturtiums seems to be 
this: Plant the seed in rather 
poor soil. Do not add manure or 
other fertilising elements, as

these usually cause the strength 
of a plant to go into foliage in­
stead of flowers, and inch a pro­
cedure is generally not desirable. 
Poor, sandy soil will grow the 
nasturtium very well, but prefer­
ence is given to mellow loam 
from the Vegetable garden, with 
nothing else added.

Nasturtium blossoms are just 
the thing to brighten up dark 
hall-ways or corners. They are 
also good to place on the dining 
table, provided that too large a 
quantity is not used. A half a 
dezen or so is generally enough. 
Do not make the mistake of put­
ting them in highly colored 
dishes.—Vick’s Magazine.
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TUB WHEAT TO PLART.

"What kind of seed shall I 
sowT” is a question the impor­
tance of which is underrated by 
many farmers. Seed wheat 
should be pure, that is, of one 
variety. It should be well ma­
tured, full grown and free from 
smut or other parasitic or tun- 
gold growths.

It should also be free from 
weed seeds, especially chew, 
which, being exceedingly hardy 
and prolific, will take the field if 
it has half a chance, and is ex­
ceedingly difficult to eradicate 
when once it has infested a neigh­
borhood. Poor, shrivelled wheat, 
if sufficiently matured to sprout, 
will under favorable conditions, 
produce a good crop, but will 
surely cause the variety to "run 
out” in a very tew years it con­
tinued sowing of inferior stuff is 
indulged^! n.

A farmer should have a seed 
patch on which to grow wheal for 
seed. This should be given the 
best of care, should be ploughed 
deep and early, kept free from 
weeds, use the best varieties ana 
the purest seed, and from the 
products of this sow the larger 
fields. Flint different varieties 
and sow the general fields only 
with such as have proved them­
selves suited to the locality. Buy 
new seed from time to time and 
ip that manner grow the very 
beet quality and largest quan­
tity. Changing seed from one 
locality to another is desirable; 
even from one neighborhood to 
another; still better from distant 
parts; usually from northern 
localities to southern is better 
than from southern to more north­
ern.—O. B. Hoffman, in Farm 
and Home.

I GxsiBALLY make shortcake in 
individual fashion, out with a 
biscuit cutter and served in deep, 
pretty fruit plates. Some of 
my favorite winter fillings are 
oranges, sliced and left standing 
with powdered sugar for half an 
boar; stewed dried apricot, which 
is delicious with whipped cream; 
bananas and oranges, sliced pine­
apples, well Masoned apple sauce 
or even orange marmalade. 
Canned fruit of almost every de­
scription makes good shortcake, 
onlv do not use too much juice 
and make it soggy.—Mrs. 0.

Ripobts from all sources show 
that the early hatchers of eggs 
have been very unsuccessful, 
whether by hens or incubators.
