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Tax Watchman sayi truly: “Whea a 
body of men have founded end support 
an instil a lion in the interests of a car lain 
faith, no one should be frilling to eat 
their bread while demolish! og their 
faith.” And no man with a high sense of 
honor will do that thing.

Pabtob J. G. GBBBBHonaH, of London, 
spent bis holiday in the B ack Forest of 
Germany, in a part to which globe trot* 
ten rarely go. He was delighted with 
the deep and serious piety of the country 
people, says the London Bap tut, On 
Sundays the streets were.deserted, and the 
churches crowded, and men formed three* 
fourths of the congregation. No wonder 
ho was delighted.

Ma. J. E. Hamilton, an alderman, was 
made mayor of Preston, England. He 
refused to go in state with the Town 
Council to the Episcopal church because 
ha was a Baptist. He said he would not 
ask the Council to go with him to the Bap­
tist church in state, nor would he go thus 
himself. For he did not think such pa­
rade becoming creatures going to worship. 
He was begged to change his mind, and 
as he stood firm he resigned.

Two articles appeared come weeks ago 

in Ihe Wmtbbn Rscobdbb on the import­
ant b>ok called : ‘Ine Sum of Scripture.” 
It will be recalled that this book was 
written io Da*ch before Che Reformation 
of Martin Lather, and was translated and 
published in English, by Simon Fish, be­
fore the Eigiiah Reformation, and after 
the Reforma.ion was repeatedly repub­
lished in English. It is a Baptist bjok, 
for it has been shown that it advocates 
the dipping of adult believers, rejects in­
fant baptism, and further upholds, on 
many important pointe, the same views 
as held by Baptists of to-day.

So much interest was aroused by the 
articles mentioned above, and so many 
inquiries have been received, that addi­
tional informa ion is cheerfully given.

“The Sum of Scripture” lays great 
stress upon “the faith.” Fourteen chap­
ters are given to this important inbjact- 
four of them on the relation that baptism 
sustains to faith. So diffliull has it been 
to have a Baptist declaration of this pe­
riod, upon Christian doctrine, not dis­
torted by enemies, that one will read 
with delight “the prologs” of this book. 
This “prologe” is a resume of the entire 
book and all that relates to justification, 
faith and good works is given without 
condensation.

“BEing that all personate can not reads 

or vnderstand al bokes, to the intent that

Neaerthe- 
lesse albeit that I write this boke that God 
iustifyoth vs without oure good workss ana 
merites, yek it is not mine entent to dis 
counsel any man to do good worker, but 
myno intent is to teach all personas howe 
they shal do the workss, and that the! 
shall not trust vpo their good workes, nor 
in them to sake their health but all only 
in ths fayth of Jesu Christ, and in the 
grace of God.

“00*Thii Fayeth had Abraham, as 
wry Mine say nt Pauls vnlo the Romaynes, 
Far Abraham beleued agaynsi hope, in 
nope. Thai is to saye, that which by 
mannas nature and vertu was impossible 
he bealeued alwayes it shulde coms to 
pass, seen as god had promysed them So 
must eaery christen Hue against hope, 
that is to say, it beboueth that ho roput 
al his good workss for sinns, and think 
that if God wold iudgo him accordyngo 
to his worker hs might not be sauod. For 
it I haue doos any good it is of Gud, 
and not of mo, for I nano done it by the 
grace of God and thereby I dossrue no 
reward. And yf haue done any thynge 
withonth the grace of god it is hypoorisi 
and groats mans, ana therby I desorue 
ouorlastyago death, wherefore then shall I 
trust in my worker, for I bane no good 
workss al my goDdnem balongoth to

God. Bo shulde a chryiten humble him 
seife and repute all his good workes for 

eymne as trulye they be, As 
Esay: sheweth vote vt, Ejaye taiyuge, 
IxliH. all our righiumes is as a cloth 

polluted with the floutes of a 
woman. Aud when ihe person so dys- 
truileth of hym salfe, and of his good 
workes he shal hope agaiast hope, and 
shall trust in the mercy of God, aud shall 
beleue forth on oeriayuly that he shalb, 
eaned by cause of the word of God. For 
God hath Promysed to vs his realm, to all 
them that trusie in hym and God is fay th. 
fol and veritable in his wedes wherfore 
seyngthat Gjd hath promysed in voto ui: 
let vs beleue it stedlaslly and haue form 
fayth that we se shalba eased no. by our 
deseruing, but by the promyses of Gjd. 
And so it beboueth that eaery christen 
dupere and hope as dyd Abraham dis- 
peyre of hym selfe, and that anew, to 
trust in the words of God.

As 
shewed vnlo vs Jesus Christo in B, Lake 
sainge, when ye hans done all the thynges 
whycae you are commaunded say ye. we 
be vnprofytable seraauntoa, we haue done 
bat our datye. And this is the verey 
Onristen humylile, as in this present boke 
ahaiba, more plainly declared And it we 
can thus repute al our good workes for 
aynne, and in the>m to haue no maner of 
trust and then again beleue that we 
she!be saued bi the promyse* of God, we 
be the children of Abraham, of whome all 
the scriptarei here wi In esse that by hys 
fayetue he was itutitled, and gat health. 
And for yt cause he is called the father 
of belners and of ihe faiihfoll, And thye 
is lac favlh wherof I wryte here in this 
boke to tbintent that all parsones m, ghte 
ooms to knoweledge and knows what is 
the, Christen faitn, Of ibe which al the 
ecripturte and nemelye the Goepell after 
8, John, aud the Epistles of 8. Paulo, 
for heria^do these, ii Apoitles compre- 
hend dl other scripture.

“00“And forbicause that it beboueth 
tha.iae parsons beleue hisfaitheiustifleth 
hym, and not his works: I^haue shortly, 
complied here and declared howe the faith 
doth iuslifie vs, and how we be the chil­
dren of God, aud howe we muste serue 
oure father by Charitie and howe that ws 
■hall nothyng doubt of our health by- 
cbum of the wordts of .God. Aud when 
a person gsktoih thia hope he learnsth to 
bears patiently al tribulacion and aduer- 
ritis For he knoweth that this iyfe is not 
his Ilfs, and hath great desyre after ths 
other lyfe, aud holdsjh not this lyfe for 
his. And this maksth ihe fayth ths 
which is alwayes affsctuously attendaunte 
after Onrisi our espours.

And of 
thys matter trdsiath tbys present boke.”

I pray that God may 
continue his blessing through this new 
edition, and make thia additional testi­
mony an aid to Ue same end.

• The famous English evangelist, Gypsy 
Smith, frequently usm with telling effect 
the story of Uis brother’a conversion. 
Mr. Frederick Thomae, a consecrated lay 
brother, who was one of Ue meet inti­
mate friends of Mr. Goro, it being con­
stantly aiktd to tell the story, supple­
mented by Uat of hie exalted Christian 
life. God has graciously owned this 
brother’s labor of love in the conversion 
of many of his auditors as he recites the 
evidence of God’s abounding grace to­
ward a poor sinner.

Like Paul’s, George W. Gora’s Chris­
tian life was a love life. His constant 
longings for likeness to Christ; his per­
sistent and luoceftf ul efforts to rescue Ihe 

. perishing were not tinged with the legal- 
1 istic Uonght that they were necessary for 

his eternals alvation. Writing on Rev. 6 :9. 
“For thou west slain, and bast redeemed 

’ us to God by Uy blood,” he said: “Verse 
9 don’t say one word about good works 
or morality; and Ue testimony is also 
from Ue saved ones in heaven Uat the 
prectons blood of Ue dear Son of God is 
what redeemed them. Oh yes, Ue blood 
paid our debt of guilt and sin, and noth­
ing else willjdo it. Ob, Ue Blood, the 
Blood!” Ho could truly cay:

“I will not work my cool io save, 
For God o’n that hath dons;

Bal I will work like any slave 
From love io God's dear Bon I”

He was pre-eminently a loulwinder. 
Until consumption compelled bnn to re­
main indoors, every opportunity—at Sun- 
day-echool, where be was a teacher, and in 
the church, of which he was a moon, and 
again at Ue Sunday afternoon Y. M. 0. 
A. moa’s meetings—was seised to make 
known to individuals that they were 
’’going to hell unlees their faiU was in 
the Boom mer’s blood.”

But the terrible ravage s^f consumption 
could not quench his devotion. He wss a 
prisoner tor nearly four years, but above 
every pain he was lifted by divine 
strength. Ho wrote letters by the hun­
dred to those whom ho knew. Bb ap­
peals wore irresistible, and many^hsaa 
compelled to dome to his room, and learn 
of Ue ’’precious blood,” his constant 
theme. One by whose side he had 
worked, who was an infidel and companion 
in all kinds of sin, was lab ire d with for 
seven years and at last brigh ly saved. 
That brother is now an honored member 
of ouFown church.

AnoUor precioas ministry was that of 
marking New Testaments. Such torses as 
Matt. 7:18,14, John 8:16, 86, Rom. 10:9, 
10, R>v. 1:6, and scores of oUer pas- 
sagos were marked, and around the edge 
comments were written. These were sent 
to different people, especially the unsaved 
for whom ho was praying. One young 
man was converted January 9 nd by read­
ing Utas marked verses. He had never 
read the Bible before, but after reading 
he was convicted of sin, and going to 
Bro. Gore he was pointed to Ohrist.

Ho wrote me to welcome him when he 
camo to church, in response to Bro. Gore’s 
request, Um following Bunday. In Ue 
lessor he said, “Thank God he will hear 
his first Gospel sermon at Galilee. Ho 
told mo that no one ever tried to lead 
him to Jesus, and Uat the day 1 began to 
talk to him of God and Mr wonderful 
love in the gift of his dear Son .to die for 
us, was the first time in his life ho ev«r 
thought of his soul, and the more I said 
the morn ho desired to bo saved. But 
God shall have all Ue praise.”

The oases to which 1 refer are but sam- 
. pies of what was frequently occurring at 

Ue homo of a sick mao, with whom many 
a wpll man would have loved to change 
places if ho could Uns bo made as groat 

, a blessing. Tm pure, taavuniy life of 
our brother made moot of us who went 
to oomfort foe.' condomnod, and wo camo 
away humbled over our own shortcom­

ings, but encouraged to work more earn­
estly for the salvation of oUen. The 
secret of such a holy life is found in Uis 
confession penned in No. 89 of his 
“marked Bibles:”

“I am more afraid to sin beside Ue 
Gross of Calvary, wiU its quiet, pale, 
dead, bleeding burden. I fear God, for 
I am now able io understand the enormity 
of my sins in Uo greatness of my ransom. 
If my sins were easily pardoned Uen I 
might lightly sin. Bui no; Uo pardon 
of me, a poor sinner, has cost a price too 
awful to contemplate, a fife too 
vast to estimate, the very life of the dear 
Son of God. Shall I sin in Ue presence 
of Uat CrossT God forbid t And may 
my tongue cleave to Ue roof of my 
mouth and my right hand lose its cunning 
if I live in Ue element Uat cruaifled my 
Lord.”

No wonder that Uo “old man and his 
deeds” were “done away.” No wonder 
that filthy stories were forgotten, Ue 
blasphemous phrases exchanged and un­
holy passion purified, for our brother 
Jived in Ue “Holy of Holies,” gasing 
like the cherubims upon Ue “precious 
blood of Ohrist, as of a lamb without 
blemish and wiUoutspot.” Wbat 
an ucanswerable argument to those 
who speak slightingly of Uo atone­
ment is this new life of this ’’chief- 
est of sinners.” During his dosing days 
bis assurance of God's abundant grace 
enabled him to hope for victory, “through 
no merit of his own,” right to the end. 
Visiting him a few days Before the end, 
he was too weak to talk muck. Pointing 
to a paper pinned jut above his head, 
ho said, “Thore is my dying testimony.” 
1 found Uat he had penned a testimony 
that any one who trusted in the atonies 
blood could be kept in perfect peace and 
free from all fear oven in the hour of 
dsath. Though too weak to speak, he 
could, with his remaining strength, point 
to Ue letters and Uus still preach for 
Jesus. A few hours before he died I 
knelt by his side in prayer. Ho whis­
pered, “I’ll soon bo wiU Jesus. He keeps 
me from all fear. There’s no fear to those 
who trnst in Ue blood. Victory, victory, 
victory, victory!”

Divisions Because of Christ.

Bad men and good live in Uis world 
side by side. Nowhere do sinners dwell 
apart by Uemselves. Thore are no com­
munities where only saints are found. 
Tth and pure, false and true, cowardly 
and courageous, are thrown togeUer. 
The wheat and Ue tares grow together 
until the harvest. Yet while this is true, 
it io also a manifest fact Uat moral itaan 
divide mon as sharply as Uough a clear 
lino of cleavage had been drawn, casting 
some on Ue right hand some on the left.

The enunciation of moral truths or 
spiritual verities at once parts men. No 
word in reply may be spoken by those 
who hear. No open declaration of alle­
giance or antagoniim may be made. Bui 
subtle and unseen lines of distinction are 
surely drawn between Uose who sympa­
thise and those who oppose. Mon must 
bo loyal io the good as they face it, of 
else disloyal. All Uo more must they be 
loyal to Uo )Msl. or disloyal. And so, 
from the day of the advent into this 
world of our Lord and Saviour Jesus 
Onrist, ho baa afforded a criterion of 
character.

Scripture reoognisM two clisoeo and 
only two. Ohrist nimoolf says: “Hethat 
is not with mo is against mo.” If Ohrist 
be not Uosoprems dilight and joy of Uo 
soul, and his will bo not ascendant, some 
other cbjeot is man’s joy and delight, and 
that manifest departure from Ue Lord 
weakens the lite, and man its spirit and 
Its influence alike, how goodly soever it 
may, from Uo surface indications, appear. 
It Is a plain truth, and one that is evidoit 
from our neoeesary relations to Joons 
Ohrist, that lives lived without regard or 
love to him are wrong and sinful, what­
ever their peculiar characteristics other- 
wiso may bq.

And Uis division is the moot funda­
mental of all di visions. There is no such 
important issue causing divisions among 
mon, and, as a nsosmary consequence, no

division among mon is so fundamental. 
Jesus Ohrist was himself over looking Uo 
groat spiritual and eternal verities in the 
face, and all other human distinctions 
wore by him doomed of minor import, in 
comparison wiU Uo division brought 
about by men’s attitudes toward him.

It is Ue deepest of all issues. This 
claims decision, no matter what other 
issues it may sot aside; and Ue distinc­
tions caused thereby may break up old 
deuM and parties and sympathies, io 
make them all andw.

No divisions among men is of such en­
during and permanent purport. God 
sends his rain and his sunshine upon Uo 
evil and the good, the just and the unjust. 
alikA and so doos he give his Gospel 
unto all, Bui in spite of the universality 
of his loving kindness, mankind ever 
jarta into two classes. The one section 
onge for the highest blastings and the 

choicest gifts, and accordingly has a ca-
ity to receive them. The other section 
no such desire, and is accordingly in­

capable of their reception. The One 
Light shines for all, but men may wel­
come its rays or reject them.

The acceptance or rejection of him is 
to-day the test and trial of the soul, and 
the acceptance or rejection of him in this 
present world wiU be Ue test and trial of 
he soul before his judgment seat. “Hu­
man life will Uen break against him as 
against a rock in the midst of a stream;

A good many persons fere satisfied if 
Uey can pul their convictions to sleep 
with such lullabies as this: “I’ll not al­
low myself to be troubled in this way,” 
or “Go Uy way for this time.” There 
are’many such deadly soporifics: “dead­
ly,” because Uey drive the soul into the 
jaws of greater danger. A man may rid 
himself of conviction by a strong effort 
of Ue will, as one throws off a night­
mare, crying, “I’ll think of Uis no 
longer,” and the spectrto floe. Or he 
may be persuaded of Uo vital import 
ance of the matter in hand, but ho doesn’t 
want to bo interrupted Uus in business 
or pleasure: .so he politely, reluctantly it 
may be, turns his unwelcome visitor from 
Ue door with Uo dismissal, “When 1 
have a more convenient season I will call 
for Uee.”

AU such are desperate remedies. They 
kill the soul as certainly as poison kills 
the body. Their victims unconsciously 
now hard and callous to Ue thunders of 
divine wrath. Bach mon walk about our 
streets with every mark of life, blood 
coursing through their vein*, light flash­
ing in their eyes, fair wiUout, but whited 
sepulchres of deaU. Oonscienoe has 
withdrawn its sting only until ths time 
comes for vain remorse, “ths worm that 
dioth uot.” tf:

And, strange to tell, such mon are apt 
to bo pleased with their condition. They 
congratulate Usmsclves upon Ueir free­
dom from cowardly qualms and womanish 
fears. And here is Uo very evidence 
that Ueir better natures are dead. Stand 
by a corpse; thrust a needle into the flesh 
and it does not quiver; scorch the lashes 
of its eyes and it will not winoo; tear out 
its heart and it lies insensible. 8 ) pierce 
this |tnan with J ho word of God’s anger, 
singe him with the fear of retribution; 
ha minds it not! This is spiritual death.

How did ho reach Uis condition? By 
taking a wrong ooproe when under convic­
tion of sin; by putting his fears to sloop, 
making an appointment for “a more con­
venient eoaooa.” blunting the edge of 
conscience in whatever way.

Another plan, which is apparently bet­
tor, is in great vogue among the Phari- 
oooo. They sot about working out their 
own salvation. Some by mortifying Uo 
flqsh. Observe how earnest they are; 
Uey weep profusely, tel frequently, 
cover themselves wiU sackcloU and 
ashes, make 4oag pilgrimages, boat 
their bodies tor the sins of their

souls. How hard they toil and 
how foolishly I Saint Simon is said 
to have stood thirty years upon a tower 
wiU his taco turned upward in agony to 
heaven, blistered by Uo merdloss run 
and beaten by Uo raging storms thirty 
weary years—until Ms bain wore gray 
and his limbs feeble, and so died in his 
penitential struggle.

Others, while suffering conviction, try 
to work ont Ueir own salvation by mor­
ality, aiming at a pure lite and spotloss 
character. Morality is good in its place, 
but useless for Uis particular end. Good 
works can no more relieve a sinner of his 
sense of guilt than almsgiving can cure a 
laser of his leprosy. There is no adapta­
tion of Ue means to the end. Moro than 
this; good works, so called, when used as 
a means of salvation are si nfnl—para­
doxical as it may appear—because they 
rob redemption of its best prerogative 
and convert the King of Kings into a 
bartering march am. This manner of pro­
ceeding, so far from relieving a man of 
bis distress, can only increase nis wretch­
ed nets.

“Should my tears forever flovn 
Sbonld my aeel oo languor know, 
Thio for sin oould not stone.”

Whet .then shall a poor man do in or­
der to be released from the bondage of an 
accusing .oonsaienoeT Do as this “poor 
man” did, “Gry onto Ue Lord.” Have 
an end of vain grief and unavailing 
works. In God is his only hope. Lot 
him speak with God, reason wiU him. 
bring forU his strong arguments, plead 
with Mm, wrestle wiU him, give him no 
peace, send up a prayer Uat will brook 
no kelnsal. It is Uus Uat “the kingdom 
of heaven is takenC by force.” This is 
Ue weapon with which Uo saints of all 
ages have fought Ueir way out of dark 
□ess into light, this is Uo paU Uat 
loads away from the horrible pit to Ue 
qniet banks of peace that floweU like a 
river.

“This poor man cried and Uo L*»rd 
heard Mm.” For Uat matter, lot us be 
assured no poor man ever yet cried with­
out baing beard. God’s ear is open to 
Ue voioe of Ms children, particularly 
to those who cry out of Uo depths.— 
Christian Intelligencer.

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A second thought here is that 

the divine remembrance guides 
the divine action. The palm of 
the hand is the seat of strength, 
of work; and so, if Zion’s name i> 
written there, that means not 
only remembrance, but remem­
brance which is at the helm, as 
it were, which is moulding and 
directing all the work that is 
done by the hand that bears the 
name inscribed upon it. The 
thought is identical with the one 
which is suggested by part of the 
High Prieit’s official dress, al­
though there the thought has a 
different application. He bore 
the names of the twelve tribes 
graven upon hia shoulder—the 
seat of power—and upon his 
breastplate that lay above the 
heart, the home of love. God 
holds out the mighty hand which 
works all things, and says to bis 
children: “Look, you are graven 
there”—at the very fountain- 
head. as it were, of the divine 
activity.

Which, being turned into plain 
English, is just this, that for,his 
church as a whole/.he^does'move 
amidst the affairs of nations 
You remember the Agrand'words 
of one of the psalms, “He re 
proved^ingi;for their sakes,pay­
ing, Touch not mine anointed, 
and do my prophets no harm.” 
It is no fanatical. reading^of the 
history of earthly politics and 
kingdoms, if]we; recognise that 
one of the most prominent reas­
ons for JtheJdivine activities in 
moulding ;tbe kingdoms J setting 
up and casting down, ii the ad- 
vanoamapt of the ^kingdom of 
heaven and the building of the 
city of God. “I have graven 
thee on the palms of my hands,” 
and whan the hands go to work 
it is for the Zion whose likeness 
they bear.

But the same'thing applies to 
us Individually. “All things 
work togetherthey would not 
do so unless there was one domi­
nant will which turned the chaos 
into a cosmos.* AU things work,” 
that is vary plain. The ire me nd 
ous activities round ns are dear 
to us all, both in nature and in 
history. But if all things and 
events are oo-operant, working 

'into each other, and for one end, 
like the wheels of a well-con- 
struotad machine, then there 
must bo an engineer, and thev 
work together because ho is di­
recting tnam. Thus, because my 
name u graven on the palms of 
the high hand that doeth all 
things, therefore “all things work 
together for my good.” If we 
could but carry that quiet con­
viction into all the mysteries, as 
they sometimes seem to bs, of 
our daily lives, and interpret 
everything in the light of that 
great thought, how different all 
our days would be I How far 
above petty anxieties and cares 
and troubles that gnaw away so 
much of our strength and joy; 
how serene, peaceful, lofty, sub­
missive, would bo our lives, and 
how in the darkest darkness there 
would be a great light, not only 
of Hope for a distant future, but 
of confident assurance for the 
present. “I have graven thee 
on the palms of my hands”—do 
thou, then, as thou wilt with me.

A last thought here is that the 
divine remembrance works all 
things, to realise a great ideal 
and, as yet unreached.

“Thy walls are continually be­
fore me.” When thia prophecy 
was uttered the Israelites were 
in captivity, and the city was a 
wilderness, “the holy and beau­
tiful house”—as this very book 
says—“where the fathers praised 
thee was burned with fire,” the 
walla were broken down; rub­
bish and solitude were there. 
Yet on the palms of God’s hands 
were inscribed the walls which 

were nowhere else 1 They wore 
“before him,” though Jerusalem 
was a ruin. What does that 
meant It means that di­
vine remembrance sees “things 
that are not, as though they 
were.” In the midst of the im­
perfect reality of the present 
condition of the church m a 
whole, and of us, its actual com­
ponents, it sees the ideal, the 
perfect vision of the perfect fu­
ture, and “all the wonder that 
shall be.” Zon may be desolate, 
but “before him” stands what 
will one day stand on the earth 
before all men, “the new Jerusa­
lem, coming down from heaven,” 
having wails great and high, and 
its foundations garnished with 
all manner of precious a tone a. 
“Thy walls are before me,” 
though the ruins are there before 
men.

Bo, brethren, the most radiant 
optimism is the only fitting atti­
tude for Christian people in look­
ing into the future, either of the 
church as a whole, or,«ef them­
selves as individual members of 
it. God's hand is working for 
Zion and for me. It is guided by 
love that does not lose the indi­
vidual in the mass, nor ever for­
get any of its children, and it 
works t)wards the attainment of 
unattained perfection. “This 
man” does not “begin to build 
and prove not able to finish.”

Bo let ns be sure that, if only 
we keep ourselves in tne love, 
and continue in the grace of God, 
he will not slack nor stay his 
hand on which Zion is graven, 
until it har“perfected that which 
cancer ne th us,” and fulfilled to 
each of us that “which he has 
spoken to us of.”

1 said at the beginning of these 
remarks that God did what be 
bids us do. God bids us do what 
he does. His name should ba on 
our hands; that is to say, memo­
ry of him, love of him, regard to 
him, confidence in bim, should 
mould and guide all our activity, 
and the aim that we shall be 
bnilded up for a habitation of 
God through the Spirit should be 
the coercions aim of our lives,as it 
is the aim which he has in view 
in all his dealings with us. Our 
names on his hand; his name on 
our hands; so shell we beblessad. 
—The Freeman.

The passage is: “For the bus­
band is the head of the wife, as 
Christ also is the head of the 
church.” If now “the cl arch” 
here means the universal invis­
ible eburob, Ihen by the same 
token, “the husband” must 
mean the universal, invieib’e 
husbsnd. and “the wife” the 
universal, invisible wife. Thus 
the passage would read: "For 
the universal, invisible husband 
is the head of the universal, in­
visible wife, as Christis the bei^ 
of the universal, invisible 
church.’* There can bs no 
ground for taking liberties w<h 
the word “church” in this pis 
sage which may not equally be 
taken with the words “a us band”
and “wife.”

2ad. No; we do not think the 
idea of the “universal, invisible 
church” has any warrant in 
Scripture. We cannot here take 
space to argue the question at 
length, but we will give a few 
points.

The word eoctate (church) al­
ways means -a body of people 
called oat and called together. 
The usage of Greek writers, of 
the Beptuagint and of the New 
Testament is decisive on this 
point. So wherever the word 
church occurs in Scripture the 
meaning is a local assembly. The 
Bible, however, is full of figura­
tive language. Christians are 
called sheep, wheat, vine branch­
es, stones, Ao.. Ao. Now none 
of these words change their 
moaning by being used figure 
tively. When Christians are 
called sheep toe word sheep has 
its one proper meaning and the 
force of the figure would be de­
stroyed if there were a change 
of moaning. Everybody under- 
stands that what this language 
means is that in certain respects 
Christians are like sheep. Bo 
when they- are called wheat, 
stones, vine branches, Ao., we 
understand that iu certain re- 
epoete they are like these things.

ye are come unto Mount Zion, 
and unto the cily of the living 
God, the heavenly Jerusalem, 
and to the innumerable hosts of 
angels, to the general assembly 
and church of toe first-born who 
are enrolled in heaven, and to 
God the Judge of all, and to the 
spirits of just men made per­
fect,** Ao. Here the people of 
God are conceived as gathered 
into an assembly in Heaven, and 
so are appropriately spoken of as 
a church. When they are an as­
sembly, they are like a church. 
Bat they are not a church now, 
and will not be till they become 
an assembly.

We know it is argued that the 
use of the present tense, “ye are 
come,” shows that this “church” 
is now in existence, and was so 
when this language was written, 
and that hence church here does 
not mean an assembly. But let the 
reader note the use of the word 
“assembly** in this passage. To 
what “assembly** had the He­
brews come when this language 
was written? Will it bo claimed 
that they had then actually 
ooms to “the heavenly Jerusa­
lem?” “to the innumerable oom- , 
pany of angola?** and “to the 
spirits of just men made per­
fect?’* Yet all those are iu that 
passage, and the present tease, 
“ye are come,” applies to them 
all as much as to the “church.** 
It is frequent in Scripture to find , 
p^pbeoy uttered in the present 
tense. Isaiah prophesied the 
birth of Christ centuries before­
hand, yet he used the pres­
ent tense, saying: “Unto us a 
child is born, unto us a son is 
given.”

We could cite abundant an- , 
thority from eminent scholars ( 
on this passage; but wo cannot । 
take space for that here. West- , 
oott says in loco : “The word ec- 
c les is occurs «rain in the Kpistle , 
in c. ii 12 (LXX). The thought in , 
each case is that of the people of ;

If the Association be com­
posed of churches rather than of 
messengers of churches, then no 
assodational action can be taken 
by the messengers, but the 
churches must vote on every mo­
tion, even a motion to adj corn. 
We take it the brethren meant 
that the body is oompTsed of 
messengers of the churches, or 
else there was no meeting of the 
body at8.>arcy, for the churches 
oertsicly did not gather there. 
This needs clearer statement

21. According to this article 
the body is bound to admit mess­
engers from any Baptist church 
that chooses to send them. A 
church might be so disorderly 
that its messengers should be re­
jected.

Art. IV. states the object of 
the body “to evangelise the 
world”—a noble object truly. 
And it is added: “To this end 
the associating churches mutual­
ly agree to contribute toward the 
support of Scriptural missiona­
ries who have been called of God 
into the ministry, and sebee 
quently commissioned by a B*p- 
tist church to do the work of a 
missionary.**

This seems t^nske the asso­
ciation the judgeof a man's call 
to the ministry, whereas the 
proper judges are the church of 
which he is a member, and the 
presbytery called by that church 
with a view to bis ordination. 
As for his being “subsequently 
oommisionod to do the work of a 
missionary,** we take it no sec­
ond ordination is necessary, but

oral Asrociation do not oppose all 
convent.ooe, for hero they have 
organise4 one, naming it thej 
“General Association.” A Bap 
list convention and a Baptist 
general association are one and 
the same, In Kentucky, Vir­
ginia and Missouri, the Baptist 
general body is named “General 
As lociation,’* white in other 
states it is named “Convention.”
It is simply tweedledamf
'tweedledee, and furnishes no 
basis for an issue.

Then whoever does the writ* 
ing for the “executive commit* 
tee” of this General Association 
of Arkansas, and acts as repre­
sentative of that committee be­
fore the denomination, is 
facto a corresponding secretary, 
by whatever name he is desig­
nated, and whether he is paid or 
not for his services

Art. XIII. makes a good but 
needless arrument that the com- 
miteion, Matt 28:19-20, was 
given to the churches. This 
article also makes Rev. 22:17 an­
other commission, apptrenily of 
(quel dignity with the first. We

er respects they are a bride and 
in still others they are a church. 
When they are conceived as a 
church they are conceived as 
gathered together in glory, and

Wb have been asked by breth­
ren interested to give our opin­
ion of ihe “Statement of Princi­
ples” of the recently organised 
General Association of Arkansas. 
We are assured that we will not 
thereby become involved iu any 
controversy, but that simply our 
opinion is desired. Wi h this 
understanding we comply with 
the request, and if any brethren 
do not agree with us and think 
we should not express any view 
about Arkansas Baptist affairs, 
let them remember that our opin­
ion is not volunteered, but is 
called for by Arkansas brethren 
on both sides.

The document is too long to be 
reproduced in our columns en­
tire, nor is there any need of 
this. It has marks of having 
been written in haste and in 
heat. Some parts of it seem to 
be aimed ai opponents.

We see no objection to Arti­
cles I., 111., V» VL, VII., Vlll., 
X. and XII. We are glad to note 
in Article V. that “an executive 
committee consisting of nine 
members” is provided for. Hare 
is a mission board. Bo the new 
body does not oppose boards, 
whatever statements' may have 
been made to the contrary. Boms 
perrons confuse the functions of 
a mission board with those of a

would appoint a missionary who 
did not have this approval. In 
case of state and home missiona­
ries the mission obnreh calls, the 
missionary and asks the board to 
appoint him.

Art. IX says, “It is preferred 
that they [the messengers] bear 
a definite message from their 
churches,** As.

The cow is looked upon by too 
many dairymen as a mare unfeel* 
ing machine, the dairymen hav­
ing but to apply the belt and 
power of food when the ma- 
chinery is immediatsly set in 
motion that will result in a re­
turn to the dairyman for his out­
lay te a sura amount of milk; 
that under any and every condi­
tion, whenever our dairyman al 
bis own cooven/enoe places be­
fore her the proper food, the 
amiable and long-suffering cow 
will at once be compelled, by 
reason of her internal organism, 
to begin the manufacture of milk 
which the dairyman may, with­
out lot or hindranoe on her part, 
toko from her at the cIom of the 
process. On the contrary, the 
oow has aa extremely sensitive 
organism, which demands the 
same thoughtful care in provid­
ing for her comfort that we give 
our human kind; food of the 
right kind, at the right time, and 
in tbe exact amount she can best 
lake care of; light, fresh air, 
freedom, temperature carefully 
regulated; comfort of bod/ and 
peace of mind.

This statement may sound to 
many exlrem s, but it is supported 
by abundant testimony, and fail­
ure to recognise its truth on toe 
part of so many dairymen (not 
all by any means) is oosting the 
owners of nearly 20,000,000 cows 
in ths United States many mil- 
don dollars each year. It ia cer­
tainly a subject worthy the seri­
ous attention and study of every

as follows: “I want a little 
more information in regard 
to feeding pigs.

If 
you wish to push the pigs for an 
early market, and tell at s x 
months olc), feed some corn with 
this ration from the start, and 
after four months old give all 
the corn they will eat clean after 
a liberal feed of the slop, for tbe 
albuminoid ratio of Ibis fold is 
so high that it will ba both safe 
and profitable to feed heavily 
and to make the food rich. Mil* 
is much better to mix the slop

She is, if properly treated, 
a gentle, sensitive creature, gov­
erned by tbe laws of love aud fear. 
Note with what affection and 
pleasure she gives down her milk 
to her calf, and will continue to do 
so for a kind master; but in anger 
or fright; iu cold, in filth, tor- 
iqpnted in a thousand wa/s 
known and unknown, or on in- 
aufildent food, is it reasonable to 
expect the same generous, health­
ful product?

A machine might do equally 
good work—but even a machine 
has its limitation!—in a free si eg 
temperature and under other ad­
verse conditions; but tbe cow, if 
she is compelled to remain cut of 
doors or in a cold barn at her 
master’s will, unconsciously 
avenges herself, as mu oh of her 
food mast go for fuel purposes 
to keep her Bodily warmth up to 
the required temperature, A 
well-made machine will undoubt­
edly do equally good work if then 
were halt a dos on dogs, and as 
many milking stools, asset ling 
themselves in its vicinity, but 
not so with the gentle oow made 
irate by cither or bith. Not only 
is the quality of her milk dam­
aged (often to the point of ren­
dering it poison to the infant), 
bet the quantity of it as certainly 
and promptly reduced. The oow 
is not a machine. She repays 
all manner ol cere for her crea­
ture comfort with an increased 
flow of milk; and even more 
than this, she responds in the 
same generous way to words of 
endearment and pelting. It is

safety and profit. 1 would ad­
vise, when corn is cheap, that it 
lake the place of oilmealand a
