Tte lart temple for mankind, like the first, will 
te no temple at all. \Ve strike now.the trail of 
our key word .where we left it and follow it 
through the Revelation. In that lart book of tte 
Bible, the hook of the last thing*, and of the 
IN-rmanent future estate of tte redeemer], only 
the highest temple word i* used, that meaning 
“inner sanctuary,” intimate communion. Occur­
ring several time*, it presents what at flrat tight 
appear* to be a perplexing contradiction, but 
proves to be a delightful instruction. In the 
third, neventh, eleventh, fourteenth, fifteenth and 
sixteenth chapter* of Revelation, we read of a 
temple in heaven, hearing important relation* to 
the Kingdom of Heaven on Earth. All thi* 
Scripture represents the condition of tte departed 
saint* during ’the progress of the world’* history, 
and before tte final order for tte redeemed 'i* 
established. Tte last such use of the word “tem­
ple” is this, in 16:17,. “And the seventh poured 
out bis cup on tte air?’ (that is. tte last of the 
Itowl* of the wrath of God on tte wicked world;
