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It seems like a vestibule to the pretty 
little parlor into which Southern Bap­
tists are requested to walk is to be opened 
in New York City in January.

A warraa in the Canadian Presbyterian 
says not a few of the United Scottish 
church feel that the decision of the Law 
Lords is a good thing. They say their 
church needed this lesson badly enough, 
and adds: “There are elements in the Free 
church, not too orthodox, to put the mat­
ter mildly, and this decbion is a stunning 
blow to the schoob that look to Germany 
for their theology.” These higher critics 
now know that “they cannot use fund* 
given by orthodox Scotch Christians” for 
the propagation of their views. We are 
glad to hear such common sense in this 
matter.

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How to Help Your Pastor.

BY THKUKOas I- CUVIJ®, D.D., LUD.

The relation of a pastor and a parish- 
loner is much like that of wedlock a re­
lation of mutual obligation, and it ought 
to be one of mutual affection and helpful­
ness. If at the time of his installation 
he has made a vow to be faithful to you, 
the member of his flock, you also have 
made uu equally binding promise to be 
true to him. Has hr not a clear right to 
vour assistance, and just as strong a claim 
to your support as you can have on him 
for pulpit instruction and pastoral over 
sight? Granting that you ought to help 
your pastor, how can you do it?

There are many ways in which you can 
strengthen his hands a d cheer his heart- 
First of all practice the ^Golden Rule” 
toward him ; do as you would be done by; 
put yourself in his place. He cannot al­
ways strike twelve in his sermons any 
more than you can always make a shrewd 
Investment, or always finish a piece of 
work quite up to your promise. You don’t 
like to be unreasonably censured; neither 
does he; and when yon are scolding a good 
pastor, you are discrediting a servant of 
the Ixwd, and obstructing his work. Hup- 
pueing him to be conscientious and doing 
his best be has a right to your generous 
appreciation. If you have just ground 
for criticisms, take them to his study and 
not to yonr neighbor’s houses. You may 
really help him by the first method, pro­
vided that you go in a frank fraternal 
spirit. A sensible minister will welcome 
a sensible criticism.

2. For a' more pleasant purpose than 
for criticisms you may freely visit him, 
or ask him to your own house—and that 
is to devise plans for doing good. Part * 
ners in business consult together often; 
you are a spiritual partner with your 
minister. It is your church as much as it 
is his; it really belongs to him who owns 
you both. Just as clearly is it your duty 
to labor for the Master as it Is your pas 
tor's duty. Put your heads and hearts 
together, and devise plans for usefulness 
and thus set on foot a feasible plan for 
quickening church life, aiding the Sab­
bath school or the Society of Christian 
Endeavor, increasing the prayer meeting, 
or reaching the unconverted, then back 
him up heart Uy.

3. A minister who is worthy of the 
name can stand an empty purse better 
than an empty pew or an empty prayer 
meeting. It is a disgrace to a church that 
failure to pay an honest salary should 
straiten a pastor’s purse; but the spiritu­
al emptiness afflicts his heart the most 
keenly. Perhaps your pastor Is wonder­
ing what has become of you on the even­
ings of devotional meetings. The better 
man or woman you are the more you are 
missed; the worse you are, the more you 
need to go. It may be that your pastor 
is disheartened by the emptiness of your 
pew on the Sabbath. He has carefully 
prepared a discourse for your benefit; you 
have lost it; both he and "you suffer from 

.. tfct abrance-. Far, ofe I apaready to con­
fess that I have never made any converts 
to the truth in an empty pew, and never 
have delivered a sermon loud enough to 
awaken a parishioner who was dosing at 
home, or has strolled off to some other 
church. If a good reason keeps you at 
home, try to send a substitute; Invite some 
friend who seldom hears the Gospel to go 
and occupy youy seat; your minister gets

a bearer, and the bearer may get what 
will save his soul. Church members some 
times complain that their minister does 
not “draw” a large congregation; yet 
they do nothing to draw outsiders to the 
house of God by a cordial invitation to 
come. Help your pastor to fill the bouse.

4. Follow up the invitations, appeals 
and counsels of the pulpit with your own 
efforts for the conversions of sinners. The 
I mis (or is trying to draw souls to Jesus, 
pray don’t draw the other way. If one 
nf your family or one of your Kabbath- 
school class comes home from the sanctu 
ary thoughtful and tender, thexj aim to 
deepen that impression. Draw with your 
minister; follow up his efforts with your 
own. But the downward pull of your 
trifling talk, or your unkind criticisms, 
nr your inconsistent conduct, may be an 
overmatch for ths upward lift of his faith 
fnl discourse. Co-operate with Christ’s 
ambaseador in the grandest work that 
man or angel can covet- the work of sav­
ing immortal souls. Who doubts that if 
a 11 our church members preached Christ 
as faithfully in practice and in personal 
efforts as our average ministers preach 
him in the pulpit, the spiritual droughts 
would give place to glorious harvests? “As 
yr go, preach.” is a conimisMion to the pew 
ns to the pulpit.

5. A single sagacious and active helper 
is a rich blessing to a pastor. But sev 
oral scores of them are still better. If 
he leans all the time on Aaron and Hur, 
then the rest of the flock are apt to grow 
laxy themselves, and censorious toward 
the two men who occupy the leading posi 
tion ; and what shall the minister do when 
Aaron is sick and Hur is absent at home* 
That is not a healthy church in which all 
the work, all the giving, and all the pray 
ing is done by a few individuals, even if 
the men are Calebs and the women are 
Tabithas. It is the pull of the whole 
church that brings the large blessing.

This touches the very core of the que* 
tion, “How shall I help my pastor?” Fray 
for him, pray with him, and practice as 
you pray. Peter’s powerful discourse nt 
Pentecost was preceded by a powerful 
prayer gathering. Saturday evening 
wrestlings with God in a certain church 
brought heart moving sermons on the 
next morning, until a revival shook the 
whole congregation. What your minis­
ter wants is spiritual power. That is 
God’s gift; help him to plead for it The 
mightiest minister who ever trod this 
earth since Christ's ascension wan not 
ashamed to say . “Brethren, pray for ua”

It is a mistake to think that young men 
are naturally more averse to religion, or 
less amenable to religious influences, than 
young women. He who makes the mistake 
of supjxMing so puts himself at an im­
mense disadvantage in dealing with this 
class. (Certainly the) are to be dealt with. 
The young men and boys of to-day must 
be depended on to be the substantial men 
and leaders and supporters of the church 
of tomorrow With the most hopeful 
sympathy, the must tender affection, and 
the moat chivulric comradeship, should 
the pastor seek to identify himself with 
the young men whom lie finds in the fam­
ilies of his charge, or within the bounds 
of his possible influence.

The simple fai t is that in order that a 
young man shall lx- u Christian tie must 
Im* led lo have a saving interest in Christ. 
Without this no ooe is a saved m>uI, male 
or female, old or young. The Holy Spirit 
is ns reaily and us able to save the heart 
of the boy as that of the girl, of the young 
man as that of the young woman. If there 
are more women in the church (han men, 
and more young women than young men, 
it is because influences have not been 
brought to bear wisely and lovingly and 
firmly on the one class heretofore as on 
the other.- In the redemption of Christ 
and in tbe work of the Holy Spirit there 
is no question of sex or class. Those who 
know are ready to assert that tbe heart of 
the boy is as tender and as open to true 
influences as is that of the girl, and If a 
larger number of boys have been con­
st rained to grow up Christies*, it ba* been 
because of wrong estimates and influences 
at work, to neglect them on one hand and 
to harden and destroy them od the other. 
The church needs to be careful and wise 
in reaching and training the boys and 
young men. They must not be ignored; 
Large efforts should be put forth in their 
behalf. There is a cry in many a church, 
“Where are the yuung men?” Many a 
congregation mourns over the fact thac 
tbe young men are conspicuous by their 
absence from the membership and from 
the state«t meetings of the church. It b 
not so everywhere. In fact u notable 
number of churches report their young 
rnen as being as numerous, as active and 
ns spiritual as any other element in the 
church-

(rightfully pereecuied the Baptfata. Latimer in 
prison, reiuimled bim of this and Ridley defended 
his course. I* this conference Latimer mid to 
Ridley t “But you know buw great a crime it fa 
t„ aepamie yojirsdf from the communion or fel 
h.usbip of the church, and to make a seism, or 
■imision. you have bene reported to haue hated 
the -tte of tbe Anabaptists, and always to bane 
■ mpughned the same. More ouer this waa tbs 
.M-rnicious error of Novalux, and of tbe he re 11 ekes 
rnllct (Qathari) that they would not communi 
,-ut with tbe church.”

ISoing over that Latimer thought that the 
Anabaptist* were tbe same sect os the Novatian* 
and Caihari it may be noted that Ridley vu 
charged with hating the Anabaptists. But Rid­
ley was not sorry that be had put the Baptist* 
lo death. He answered Latimer in them words:

I know that tbe unity of the Church ia to be 
relayned by all meaocs, and tbe same is news 
Miry to fanatic. But I do not take the masse a* 
it is al this daye, for tire communion of the 
church, but for a popish dcuise, whereby both 
Hm* co id ma nd men t and institution of our bauiour

I nance of his death, is eluded, and tbe people of 
Gud are miserably deluded. Tbe sect of the Ana- 
lm pt isles, and the heresy of the Nouatkau, ought 
ui RIGHT TO BE CONDEMNED, for as much a* 
without any iuate or necessary cause they wyck-

of the congregation; for they did not alleage that 
Uh* sacraineales were undue administered, but 
I liming awaye the ire eies fro themselves; where 
with accordinge to saynt Paules rule they ought 
IO examine them wlucs and casting their eyes 
euer vpon others, either ministers, or eommuni 
cantra with them, they alwaics reproued some- 
Hung for Ute which they ateteined from the com­
munion, aa from an unholy thing.” (Foxe, Act* 
and Monument*, Ed. 1503, British Museum, C- 37. 
h 2. p >285).

Such reasoning a* this simply meant that it 
was proper for Bishop Ridley to hold doctrinal 
.pinions contrary to the Church of Rome, but it 
uu an horrible thing for tbe poor Anabaptist* 
io hold doctrinal opinion* contrary to Bishop 
Ridley. In the meantime tbe only defenders of 
religious liberty in those days were these very 
Analiaptist*.

In anotlier place Ridley says: “We do also con­
demn those wicked Anabaptist*.” (Ridley .Works; 
|x U. British Museum, Ac. 2077. 0).

And in hl* last examination Ridley further 
said: "You see MANY ANABAFT1BTT8 rise up 
against the sacrament of tbe alter; 1 pray you, 
my lord, be diligent in confounding them: for at 
that time my lord of Winchester and I had to 
do with two Anabaptist* of Kent In this scene 

willed my lord to be stiff in defence of the sac­
rament against tbe detesUble errors of Anabap­
tists, snd not in the confirmation of that groes 
and carnal opinion now maintained.” (Ibid, pp. 
264, 265).

Nuch language coming from a man on bis 
final examination and conscious that be will soon 
le burned to death ia almost beyond belief. Tbe 
Buplist* were not condemned for any crime and 
were peculiarly pure In life and character But 
there was a fever of madness against them that 

u virtues could aoRen and no punishment erad- 
te.

The Catholics made the persecution* of tbe Bap- 
ist* under Ridley and Latimer the oeeasiosi of 
beir frightful proceedings under Mary. Ridlsy 
limed the Anabaptist*, tbe Cetholics burned 
Udley. "Tbe foulest blot in the character of 
bis man,” says the Catholic historian Lingard, 
‘is the long and continued persecution of the re- 
ormera. TOm* sufferings of the victims nataraliy

In this year, 1550, a jietitlon was drawn up by

They put her in mind 
of leing governed by a blind real; and roaeiublo 
her prucredinga against the reformed, to St. 
Paul'a perweeuting the Christians before his con 
versiou. They urged that Christianity was tol- 
riilnl in Turkey, and in moat places the Chris­
tians allowed the Jews tbe same indulgence. That 
the jerwrcution in England had Hie hardest com­
plexion imaginable, and looked like that of the 
Scrdwa and Pharisees against the a|M»tles: for 

lie* were formerly of Ihrir religion, and had 
»in<v gone off to heresy They wt forth that the 
first burning statute wn* made L) Henry IV. 
That this prince pa *■>«■< I the bill to gratify tin* 
bishops, who assisted him to seize lhe crown and 
Jr|MMr his sovereign Richard 11 And as the 
motive to the law was unjust, «o lhe matter of it 
ws* inhuman; and that il was a Hat contradic­
tion to the clemency required by the Gospel

They suggrstrii that in lhe luU* reign Dune of 
the Roman Catholics had bern treated with rig­

pul int<> her hand by God Almighty, for the bene­
fit and protection of her subject*: that they were 
nut to be punfalied without breach of duty: and 
that bcr majesty niu*t answer in the other world 
for their blood, if "*hc delivered tbein to the 
merey of such waves'' iCollter, Ecclesiastical 
lii-tory, vol <1. pp. 116, 1)7).

To hinder this discourne from having an ill 
effect upon the people, a little book pub- 
Il*hed, to make the prosecutions Ui look 
plausiide, and to justify capital punishment io 
the raw of heresy.

Without pursuing tbe Micalled argument* in 
favor of persecution put forth in this book, it is 
pleasing to refer to the good character given to 
tbe Ifaptiste The Baptute were of pure life 
and the only fault found with them wa* in their 
doctrines. The book says: “And that some Arians 
and ANABA1TINTS condemned tu the (Ire by 
the I’roleatent* WERE NO LESS REMARK- 
tBLE FOR THE REGULARITY OF THEIR 
LIVES AND THEIR COURAGE AT THE 
STAKE than thow who were thus executed in the 
present reign." (Ibid, p. 118).

This ad komiaem argument did not justify per- 
Mx-utions, but it is a remarkable vindication of 
the character of the Anabaptiate. Through all 
of the malicious slander and vituperation, their 
enemies tbemselvm being judges, the Baptista 
were in personal life beyond reproach. This is 
puite contrary to tbe opinion usually formed of 
I hew God-fearing people. Their only crime was 
that they suffered with constancy for their doctri­
nal courictians, and thu* suffering purchased re­
ligious freedom for tbe world. It was a vicarious 
•acrifice that they offered.

A letter from the Council (Council Book of 
Mary. Laadsdowoe M88. vol IWO fol. 206, 1556) 
tu tbe Lord Darege gives thanks tor his prayers 
for searching for and apprehending certain evil 
<li*posed persona who use secret Conventicles and 
reading*—to cause them to be erected for their 
unlawful assemblies. Thus we karn that tho 
“heretics" had their own churches, and engaged 
in “readings" for themselves.

The Queen's council, held at Beedes, in Suf­
folk. May 18, received oomplaint* of some per­
sona who favoured the gospel dwelling at Ips­
wich. Among the crime* enumerated were that 
four women were accused of refusing to have 
their children “DIPPED.” This danger had oo- 
curred in two churches, St. Peter’s and 8L Steph- 
m’a. "St. Peters: Mother Frcckel, and Joan 
Ward, alias Bentley’s wife, refused to have 
CHILDREN DIPPED IN THE FONTS.

“SL Stephen’s i Mother Beriff, midwife, RE­
FUSED to hare CHILDREN DIPPED IN 
FONTS”. (Foxe, Act* and Monuments, vol. 
p. 598).

Two things are plain from this narrative, 1st. 
Thai dipping was tbe form of baptism at this 
time ia the Catholic cburch, and 2nd. That there 
were those who refused to have their children 
bsptlaed. Owe of these Baptist* wa* a midwife 
and after that it waa required that “none might 
be suffered to midwives but such a* are Catholics, 
because of evfl council, a* such times require a 
number o< wrens* aassmblerL” (ivimey, History 
of the Baptista, vol. i, n. 98). This event kA to 
the form of a* oath which wa* afterwards admin* 
fatered to inidwirea.

All of these mesattree together were not suf- 
Acient to rook out “heresy," and a considerable 
advance was made toward an inquisition. A

Hum perM-cutions appear to hare inspired the 
Baptista with additional fortitude in avowing 
tlair attachment tu their despised tenet*; for in 
1557, we find that many were imprisoned, be­
ing chargn I with bolding the follow mg opinions.

Thal it is cummandrd by the pope. (3).

Die other example is that of .Stephen Grat- 
wick. who two >earn later, A. D. 1557, was being 
■■xamuivd by tile Bishop of Winchester. Grat- 
w ick indignantly replied to the insinuation of the 
Bislmp that he was an Anabaptist in the follow­
ing wonk: "Nay, good my Lord, teeing that you 
will need* have my blood, let me say a little more

(Foxe, 
Aris and Monument*, vol. 3, p. 860).

These hitter attacks show the prevalence of the 
Baptist* and the exceeding hatred of the bishop* 
and of some of lhe martyr* and prisoners. No 

regarded a* sinner* above all others, godlflWi, baL 
cl, despised. The Christian fortitude and pa- 
lienee, the manly la-armg and rarnot testimony 
to the truth, of these Baptista, in the face of 
»uch terrible opposition, is something beautiful 
to contemplate.

The Anabaptist* to the English are ever “old” 
and ever “new.” They are the old “cankered Ar­
rians," and the "new stirred up” sect. Il was 
a “false enterprise” ami the "old ba i nous he res Ie 
of the vngodly." So these writeni have run on 
from century to century describing the Baptists. 
They were ever new and are ever old. They 
were old since their origin was "lost in the depths 
of antiquity,” they were new for they constantly 
an (tea red to vex the church in the most unexpect­
ed w ays.

An example of three contradictory statements 
fa found in a book, published A. D. 1557, entitled: 
“An Exposition of a parts of S. lohannes Gospel 
maifa in sunJrio readinges in the English Con­
gregation at Wesel by Bartho. Trahero, and now 
published against the wicked enterprises of new 
sterte vp Arians in Englande. Anno 1557." 
(British Museum, C. a. 31}.

Tiio following extract fa a good illustration of 
tbe point in hand. The author saya: To my 
m<mt drre Sister Elizabeth P. Flic, an wel al 
Idolarrical, aa al A nabap tianri cal strange opin­
ion*.

church lamentably destroyed; of women, above 
sixty, ami of children above 40; amongst the wo­
men some great with child, out of whose bailie* 
the child, by Are. was expelled alive,” Ac. (Bur­
leigh. Execution of Justice in England. Kosme, 
Iteformntmn. vol. 4. p. 5X8). Mary will ever 
be known to history a* ‘‘The BlooJy Queen Mary,’’ 
and the greatest number of thone who suffered 
sere Baptist*.

Then almost ever/ one 
in the bouse joined in praying that 
God will give us fifteen mission 
aries in the foreign field from Ar­
kansas, and that our contributions 
for this cause may reach $15,000. 
This was'one of the best, if not 
the best, of all the meetings dur­
ing the Convention.

On Saturday morning after de­
votional exercises, and while wait­
ing for reports from some of tho 
committees, Dr. J. B. Gambrell, 
of Texas, spoke, to the delight of 
all present. He said be spoke on 
the same principle that you put 
an old bat in a broken window~ 
just to fill up.

Fifteen new pastors were given 
a welcome into the State and 
Convention.

The report of the State Board 
of Missions showed the following 
amounts raised in the State dur­
ing the year: Foreign Missions, 
$4,571; Home Missions, $3,572; 
State Missions, $8,654. This is a 
considerable increase in each case. 
The total increase over last year 
was $3,865.65. There was also an 
increase in the number of church­
es contributing more than $100 to 
missions, the number this year be­
ing twenty-seven. Also there are 
many more churches, Sunday 
Schools, aid societies, Ac., con­
tributing than ever before. The 
report of the work showed 49 mis 
sionaries in the field, 2,067 con­
versions, 1,029 baptisms, IS 
churches organized with 308 mem- 
bers, 7 houses built, at a cost of 
$2,620, 16 houses repaired at a 
cost of $9,893, 22 Sunday Schools 
organized, and a total of $25,046. 
52 raised by the missionaries for 
all purposes. The missionary sec­
retary himself, Rev. J. F. Love, 
had traveled 11,000 miles, preach­
ed .253 sermons, resulting in 250 
conversions, and had baptized 57 
candidates with his own hands. 
Rome volunteer mission work had 
been done, bnt the statistics could 
not be presented. One church, 
Beech Street, of Texarkana, which 
was organized through the work 
of the Board this year, baa al­
ready contributed to the work of 
the Board more than $300.

The Board recommended the ob­
servance of the fourth Sunday in 
December as Foreign Mission 
Day, and a Christmas offering to 
this work from every member. 
They expect soon to put several 
state evangelists in the field to 
hold meetings, and hope to be 
able to purchase some tents for 
their use.

The treasurer's report showed 
a balance on hand of more than 
$2,000, Th^ auditor, who is him­
self a business man, said that he 
had flv^ or six traveling men on 
the road and the expenses of any 
one of them for one week was half 
as much as Bro. Love’s expenses 
for the entire year.

By special request, ex-Governor 
Eagle spoke. He reviewed the 
history of the Convention and its 
policies. He said that since the 
adoption of the present plan it 
had never failed to pay any man 
every dollar promised him.

It 
is not always pure devotion that 
exclaims: “It is good for us to be 
here,” even though we are with 
Jesus and Moses and Elias.

But the sequence of these two 
exhortations is significant. We 
are not to 1ft our “welldoing” 
terminate od ourselves, but we 
rtiust Itegin with ourselves, and 
we shall not be equipped to carry 
the best good to all men unless 
we have in some measure labored 
to shape our own characters into 
Ohristiike fairness of goodness. 
To act before men a personality 
made lovely by the reflection iu it 
of His is the highest benefit that 
t'brisVs servants can do to the 
world. We must be good if we 
are to do good. So, let us remem­
ber that, if there is to be any dif­
ference between the amount of ef­
fort which we put forth for our 
own Christian perfecting, and that 
which we put forth for the bless­
ing of other people, the other peo­
ple should have the most, and if 
the balance is to dip at all, it 
should dip iu that direction. “Be 
not weary in well-doing,” but toil 
for the good of others.

That bring the distinct meaning 

of the one word, what about the 
other—“*if we faint not?” It is 
the aame expression as is employ­
ed by our Tx»nl when, in Uis ten­
der and minute rare for the peo­
ple that had rome out into the 
wilderness to listen to Him, He 
sought to find means for their bus 
tenauce, “lest they should faint 
by the way.” There clearly the 
reference of the word is, not to 
the spirit, but to the bodily frame, 
and Paul’s use of it here is In Rc 
rordance therewith. “Let us nut 
lose heart in well-doing”—“in due 
season we shall reap if we do not 
lose strength.”

The two kinds of loss are clone 
ly connected by the marvellous in­
teraction of body and spirit. If 
you lose courage you' will tone 
strength; if you keep courage you 
will keep strength. “Be strong, 
and of good courage.” The secret 
of coercing a treble flame into con 
tinuity of effort is that the spirit 
should he fixed in resolved tenac­
ity upon the great end and aim. 
These two thing*, then, are the 
hindrances—first, the temptation

hands; believe that you are going 
to beat, and you will beat; go into 
the fight sure of victory, and tlv* 
victory will be yours.

You remember the legend of the 
apostate emperor, who on his last 
field had to say, “Thou hast con 
quered, Galilean,” and of his an

—“In this sign thou shalt con 
quer;” and who, therefore, went 
into the buttle sure of victory.

They will 
not faint for all the heat of the
day who*** hearts are fixed 
whose hands, therefore, do 
weary in their work.

And the man that 
thus begins to let hesitation, 
doubt and depression steal over 
the erect i»e*a and the clearness of 
bis Christian consciousness will 
very soon find that his band be 
gins to droop, and his knees begin 
to tremble, and his fret to go slow 
ly along the road. “The sad heart 
tires in a mile.” It-is the light 
heart that moves on fast, and it is 
the man who expects great things, 
that more than half realises and 
fulfils his expectations.

Ko my text suggests to us there 
two hindrances. and preaches to 
us the homely virtue of peraever 
ance; and keeping steadily on at 
our little tasks, contented with 
the inch • day, if we can advance 
no more, and not cast down, but

not know .that there is any better 
recipe for “deepening the spirit­
ual life” than to keep on excavat­
ing. It may be but a shovelful

The same word is employed in 

both verses, though in our ver 
sion it is in the one case rendered

The harvest is of 
the same kind as the seed, but is 
immensely greater; and a bad deed 
sown to-day brings forth a hun 
dred-fold yonder.

The cow pea has had many ad­
vocates, and writers and speakers 
have vied with each other in urg­
ing its culture as the panacea for 
all the ills of Southern soils. 
These recommendations are in the 
main fully justified, but there are 
exceptions which have not been 
properly pointed out, though they 
are known to many fanners who 
believe that cow peas are injuri­
ous to theft land. It is a fact that 
there are large areas in the South 
where tbe cultivation of conf peas 
is a positive detriment, owing to 
the presence of the root knot 
worm or nematode, whose num­
bers are greatly augmented by 
tbe very susceptible cow pea.

This nematode worm is a mi 
nute parasite .about one-fiftieth

For some reason 
it does not trouble clay soils. The 
cow pea is probably the most ac­
tive agent in spreading it, and a 
general understanding of this 
point would contribute greatly to 
a restriction of the damage.—W.

It attacks many crops, no­
tably cotton, okra, peaches and 
tomatoes, but other crops, such as 
corn, oats, grasses and velvet 
beans, are not subject to its at­
tack. It is thought to be tbe same 
species that is common in green­
houses in the Northern States, 
where it injures roses, cucumbers 
and a variety of other plants. Tbe 
cow peas themselves are greatly 
injured by tbe nematode attacks, 
being dwarfed or killed. Their 
roots are. great!y enlarged by tbe 
several successive generations of 
nematodes that are produced in a 
season, and quickly decay, setting 
tbe worms free in tbe soil, where 
they remain till the next crop is 
planted. This is usually cotton, 
and as there are many thousand 
more worms than before, the in­
jury from root knot is very pro­
nounced, though cotton is moder­
ately resistant as compared with 
cow peas and could outgrow a 
mild attack.
