once uttered—our—decision,-we—rarely 
change. There are those whom we have
passed as fully up to our standard, there 
are others whom we have condemned-as 
hopelessly light weight. There are many 
that we would hesitate to trust too far; 
we feel that their honesty or fidelity 
would not stand a severe test. These 
judgments are made in spite of ourselves; 
we cannot prevent our critical faculty 
from making and declaring its decisions.

Just as we are continually weighing 
others, so we are being weighed by them. 
Our measure has been taken by our 
friends and acquaintances and we are 
registered as “satisfactory” or “wanting.” 
Sometimes we learn what the judgment 
is, more often we never know. People do 
not usually state their real inner judg­
ment of us.

This habit of forming judgments is one 

his teacher and found him wanting.

than the judgment of those around us. It 
was not the judgment of his contempora­
ries that was written upon Belshazzar’s 
palace it was the judgment of God. Ac­
cording to local standards the king was 
probably as good as the average and pass­
ed ns satisfactory.

Pontus—os fresh and vital to-day as when it was 
received at Rome. And Napoleon’s inspiring 
words when, having endured incredible hardships 
in the desert, he at length arrived within sight 
of tho pyramids only to find himself confronted 
by the Turkish army, “Soldiers, from the summit

utterance of that other Frenchman, Massillon, 
who in his funeral oration over Louis the Great— 
the most magnificent King of the Bourbon line— 
looking over the vast audience antTthen at the 
coffin, broke the solemn silence: “Dieu scul est 
ffrand. mea frercs” (God. only is great).

The Jewish Encyclopedia. Vol. XI. Samson- 

Tnlmid Hokam. Isidore Singer, Ph. D., Projec­
tor nnd Editor. $6. Funk & Wagnalis, New

This stupendous - work has now reached, the 
next to its last volume. Its successful issue is a 
triumph for Messrs. Funk & Wagnalis, the enter­
prising publishers. It represents the work of 

"over 600-promineht-seholitTs from various-nations.' - ■ 
In this volume we find the writings of 137 differ­
ent authors, who discuss 1,361 topics. There are 
306 illustrations, including a fine colored likeness 
of Spinoza, ns the frontispiece. There is n world 
of information in this Encyclopedia not to be 
had elsewhere.

In this volume wc have the articles on Samuel 
and the Song of Solomon, as well as on Solomon, 
Sargon, Shalmaneser, Sennacherib and Sanballnt. 
The article on Saul of Tarsus is curiously strik­
ing, though few Christians will agree-with the 
views presented. Paul has always been a problem 
to the Jews. The article on Satan, too, has a 
peculiar interest.

One is surprised to fine’ how rich and how 
curiously interesting is Jewish tradition on the 
various subjects discussed, the article on Sarah, 
for example, is a good example of this. Here is 
the best discussion we have seen of the Book of 
Simch.

Jewish psychology, as well as history nnd the­
ology, is treated, e. g. in the article on Saul. The 
discuussion of the Tabernacle and of the feast of

frnmthc standpoint ofndvtm cert—theologyr—It-is 
admitted that Christ regarded the Old Testament 
as having divine authority. “He everywhere pre­
supposes the Scriptures and their validity," says 
our author, but the claim Is that Jesus did not 
tench that the Old Testament was in nny sense 
of final authority. The quotations our Lord 
made from the Old Testament nro taken up in 
order ■ nnd discussed, always from the author’s 
advanced standpoint. Our author says of Christ: 
“He himself was not bound by Scriptural uttcr- 
ances-npd felt tree to diverge from them,” add­
ing': “And can nny one doubt that our Lord would 
bequeath'to his disciples the same intellectual 
freedom that he claimed nnd exercised for him­
self!” In other words, because Christ said: “Ye 
have henrd that it hath been snid by them of old 
time, 4c„ but I say unto you," we are to claim 
the right to talk the same way. Tho modern 
preacher, must say “verily, verily I say.unto you.” 
This either robs Christ of His deity, or else makes 
Gods of us nil, because it makes us equal to 
Christ.
