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A NOTABLE BAPTIST DOGUMENT.

BY A. L. VAIL.

The Circular Letter of the Philadelphia
Association in 1801 is a notable Baptist
document. It seems not to have been so
recognized, at least within my observation;
but that it deserves such recognition can
hardly fail fo' *be;perceived by any one who

_carefully: considers it in-itself and in -its

connections. It sets forth with distinet
ability some thoughts of profound and per-
manent significance which, so far as I
know, had never before been promulgated
in America, or ‘elsewhere perhaps, touch-
-ing the-relation of this nation and the Bap-
tist denomination to the dissemination of
the- gospel throughout the carth. In this
aspect of it our attentic. 1s now directed

Assocmtmn ~We recall that thnt body was-
seven years advanced in the -advocacy of
missions to the heathen in the east through
the English Baptist Society, and that many
of its eonstituents were watching the world-
wide mission movement with eager and
intelligent interest.

This letter was sent forth five years be-
fore the haystack prayer meeting of the
‘students in Williams College, seven before
they organized secretly and began their
cautious advocacy of an eastern mission,
nine before the founding of the American
Board and thirteen before the Baptist Gen-
eral Convention for Foreign Missions. In
times of beginnings dates are arguments,
and thesé dates are mentioned because they
constitute an argument for the extraordi-
nary character of this letter. Now we
come to the letter itself.

It indicates its purpose partly in the
sentence, ‘‘ We have entered upon a new
century ; and while it is yet the morning of

“it, let us take a view of some of the works

of God in the last.”” This backward view
relates to the establishment of religious
freedom in connection with our national
origin; and about the same time the open-
ing of the nations to the diffusion of the
gospel_ primarily under the state-church
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and above those commonly urged, calls

upon us as a peuple, to exert ourselves in

* the great and importan! work.”’

Next it notices briefly the success of the
English Baptists in India and of the Amcr-
ican Baptists m western New York among
the Indians; “‘which may operate as a
stimulus upon us to be found in like ex-
ortmns, hoping the Lord is aboutto come
in his kingdom.”’ This is followed by-con-

gratulations that we live when and where
we do, and the exclamation, **How safe is
the church in his hand! ow immovable!
when unconnected with national govern-
ments, she rests alone on him as her firm
foundation;’’ thus comine to the appliea-
tion that while ‘we are not called to mar-
tyrdom, we arve “loudly™ catled to the
duties of this situation, that is, *‘to
cleanse our hands from secking worldly
honor, as connected with the affairs, offices
or prosperity of the chareh of Christ, and
ourselves  in sending the rospel
where the Lord may lnthcl open a door
for it among the heathen.

The direction of thourht thus acquired
proceeds immediately in these words, *“We

One of the greatest aocomplxshments is
to be able to write an interesting letter.
It has been said that ‘‘paper is a non-
conductor,”’ but where is there a person
who has not received messages of cheer
and inspiration which have come many
miles through the mail? Some pastors

~wwhen away trom-their-tields  of labortake -

the method of the Apostles Paul and John
and write letters to the members of their
flock. These often do as much good as the
same number of pastoral visits. Many
devout people write letters to the unsaved
and urge upon them the claims of the Re-
deemer. Numbers have thus been led into
the blessings and joys of religion.

The third epistle of John is a splendid
example of Christian correspondence. The
aged Apostle writes to Gaius, one of his
children in the gospel. This convert walk-
ed in the truth. On account of this joy
the writer’s heart overflows, pours out
through his pen and floods the pages.

Letters abound meore than conversations
in wishes for prosperity, temporal or spir-
itual, or both, to come upon the one ad-
dressed.  So John indulges in this. The
way he formulates it, however, is unusual
and sheds splendid light upon the char-
acter of the one who sent the letter and
the one who was to receive it.  “‘Beloved,
I pray (or wish) that in all things thou
mayest prosper and be in health even as
thy soul prospers.” This is a wish for a
friend expressed in prayer to the giver of
all good. The distinguishing thing in this
letter is not that the writer made a wish,
but what he wished for his friend and the
form which it took coming from the pen
of a man who had the mind of the Spirit.

1. There is a wish for temporal bless-
ings: ‘‘I pray that in all things thou
mightest prosper.”” In llebrew phraseol-
ogy it is expressed as follows: the fig tree
should blossom; fruit should be upon the
vines; the labor of the olive should not
fail; the fields should yield their meat;
the flocks should fill the fold and the herd
be numerous in the stalls. Our expression
of it would be that corn, wheat, cotton,
and all produets of the earth might grow in
abundanee, that horses, eattle and all do-
mestic animals and fowls might be pro-
duced in large numbers, and that pros-
perity might thus follow in all lines of
business.

The seeond form of the first part of the
wish is “‘that thou mightest be in health.”
This means that he might be free from
disease, that all bodily organs should fill
well their functions, giving him ease from
pain, and that he might have the physical
bouyaney and joy which come from being
perfeetly well.

Ilealth and prosperity  arve  desirable
things and are vood xifts from tiod. These
have usually been found in a larger degree
among people where the true Ged is wor-
shipped, and as it ceased they have de-
ereased.  ** Wisdom has in her right hand
length of davs and in her left hand riches
and honor.””’

Jacob Imd upon the ground one night
with his head upon a stone for a pillow.

produce humility and liberality. It is
when fullest of fruit that the trees in our
orchards bow their branches lowest toward
the ground. So, too, they keep their fruits
only till fully ripe and then drop them
back upon the bosom of the earth, which in
a sense gave them. In the Sermon on the
Mount Jesus taught of temporal good for
the spiritual man, ¢‘Blessed are the meek
for theyv shall mhent the earth.””

2 'l'empor:ﬂ “blessings  and
b]cssm"s are to unite and form a golden
mean—'‘that thou mightest prosper in all
things and be in health even as thy soul
prospers.”’ This makes the ideal charae-
ter in the church, in the home and in so-
ciety.  Industrious, economical, healthy
and clean people who are regenerated,
pure, consecrated, kind and liberal are the
ones who do the most good. They build
our churches, support our pastors and fill
our mission treasures. The lazy, the stu-
pid, the slothful, the profligate, and the
covetons ean never be of the largest ser-
vice anywhere. Manly men and womanly
wonien, are the ones needed, who put re-
ligton into their business and business into
their religion.

Such things-are possible and such per-
sons are like blooming flowers in a desert
world.  Our late President MeKinley was
of that type. Of course a man of such
high office would be erowded with the busi-
ness of his nation and with men of state
from all over the world to see him about
important matters. But he had time for
one-half hour every day to sit with his
wife in their private room and read from
the Bible. A faith which eaused him to do
that gave his sou) triumph in the hour of
death.  And such songs as ““Nearer my
tind to thee’” and ‘‘Lead kindly light amid
the encireling gloom” eame naturally to his
lips in the last moments beeause they had
heen there so often before.

In the life of Yates the Missionary is
riven a splendid example of the union of
business and religion and the success of it
even in a heathen land. Deacon Wang of
Shanghai was -eonverted 25 vears before
the letter copied in the book was written.
At first he was in doubt as to whether he
conld make a living and close his retail
rice shop on Sunday. But he let his cus-
tomers know that if they would eat his
rice on Sunday they mnst buy it on Satur-
day. His trade even enlarged beeause he
was so relinble.  He soon became a whole-
sale merehant.  When fleets of rice boats

-arrived they went first to him to get quo-

tations about the market. If they hap-
pened to arrive on Sunday they tied up
and waited till Monday. Early Monday
morning he was supplied with rice if he
wanted it, and if not. they reccived the
rates for the several grades of rice and
went their way.  ““‘Bodily exereise profit-
cth for a little while. but codliness is
profitable unto all things having promise
of the life that now is and of that which
is to come,”” Our Lord prayed not that we
should he taken out of the world, but that
we should be kept from the evil.

3. In this wish superiority was given to
the spiritual.  That was the standard of
measurement for all blessings.

Jesus satd: “*Seek ye first the kinedom
of Gad and his righteonsness: and all these
things shall be added unto you.”’ By ““these
things'' are meant food and raiment and
vrowth of body about which he had been
speaking,
first.

BRAVE O\IESIPHORUS—A TALK
FOR -THE. TIMES. . -

BY REV. TIHIEODORE L. CUYLER, D.D.

In these days when there is so much
worship of the ‘‘golden calf’’ in society
(sometimes, too, in churches), and so many
are ready to barter principles for popu-
larity, it is well to put eye on that noble
piece of manhood Onesiphorus. Who was
he? There is but a single mention of him
in the New Testament, but that ought to
make him immortal. Paul, in the last epis-
tle that he ever wrote, says to Timothy,
“The Lord give mercy unto the house of

Onesiphorus, for he oft refreshed me and

y?

wis not ashamed of my chain.”’ Yes, and
we may all say ‘“Amen’ to that benedie-
tion. We know but little of this Ephesian
hrother, but that little makes us wish to
know more, and that he had more success-
ors in our times. lle belong to that most
ancient order of true manhood. He was a
faithful friend in all weathers. Ile looked
above appearances, and when he saw the
superseription of Jesus Christ on a man,
he honored that man for Christ’s sake.

How grateful is the recollection of him
by the old war-worn Apostle! He says
that Onesiphorus ‘‘oft refreshed’” him.
Unlike too many people who turn their
backs on an old friend when he is in
trouble, this noble Ephesian draws all the
closer to ’nul on account of his troubles.
When he arrives in Rome he searches Paul
out, and finds him a prisoner! ‘‘No man
stood with* him; the timid and the time
serving seem to have deserted him and left
him in the lion’s paw. There he is—Nero’s
captive, but Christ’s freedman. There he is
—vith an iron chain on that arm that had
been lifted above the IIill of Mars, and
awed the philosophers of the Violet City
into silence—that arm that made Felix
tremble and from which the viper fell off
harmless into the fire at Melita. That old
scarred  and weather-beaten body is in
Nero'’s guardhouse.  And thither comes
Onesiphorus with the refreshment of his
fervid sympathy. There is a wonderful
deal of Gospel often in a hand-grip; and
Onesiphorus does not draw back when he
discovers a manacle on Paul’s arm. He is
not ashamed of the chain. le counts that
chain a badge of glory-—a_decoration, and
the livery of his once persecuted and cru-
cified Master. As Napoleon hung the
grana cross of the Legion of Honor on the
breasts of those who had fought the most
bravely, so Nero had unwittingly put great
distinction on the heroie apostle when he
bound that chain upon his limbs. e
would not have taken so much pains to
tie up a coward. A popularity-hunting
preacher is generally safe in *‘king’s
houses:”” but when John Baptist’s tongue
tells plain truth it is soon silenced in the
“charger.”” The Martin Luthers find their
meed in Wartburg Castles, and the Lati-
mers and Hoopers find thetrs in the erack-
ling flames of the martyr’s stake.

It was as a badge of honor, therefore,

thiat “Onésiphiorus” 'nreotcd the Apostle’s
chain. It spoke of bold constaney to
Christ, and it clanked out a noble culogy
as Paul drew it over the prison floor.
Onesiphorus was not ashamed to be count-
ed ns the loving friend of the man whom
the rifh in Rome despised, and the bloody
tyrant of Rome, and his licentious cour-
tiers, hated.  Appearances were against the
old friendless prisoner, but Onesiphorus
looked behind and beneath appearances at
the man himself. Paul in poverty, Paul

under the ban_of power, Paul unpopular.

‘and-odious In the public eve, was as dear
to Onesiphorus as if he rode in the second
chariot of the empire: nay, more so. And
to all of us poverty should he honorable
when it is preferred to knavery or compro-
mise with wrong. It was honorable to that

patriohc old Penn‘sylvanian who, under the

-offer of a~British bribe; rephed*“’l‘am a

poor man, but, poor as I am, King George
is not,rich enough to buy me.”” Unpopu-
larity should also be to us a guerdon of
praise when it is visited on any man for
conscience’s sake. John Bunyan, in Bed-
ford jail, is a kinglier character than his
royal persecutor amid his revelries in
White Hall Palace.

Onesiphorus is a lesson to us in these
‘Would-that-there were-more -of -his -
spirit in the Church of Christ, the spirit
that holds men at their true value, the
spirit that honors men, without regard to
purse or station in society! There ought
to be more Christian democracy in our
churches, for caste is nowhere so hateful as
in the house of God. Offices of trust and
honor should be betsowed on those who
serve the Master most faithfully, and not
on those who keep the finest ‘‘turn-out,”

or who figure in ‘‘Society’s’’ Directory.
If Oneslphorus were a member of an
American church he would not join in
hunting a minister down because he
preached plain, pungent truth, or took the
unpopular side on some great question.
What a grand backer he would be to every
pastor who fearlessly contends for sound
doectrine and clean living, and is not afraid
to denounce sinful fashions, self-indul-
wence, and conformities to the world! It
would be ahmost a token of a revival to
hear the honest voice of Onesiphorus in a
prayer meeting. Not only would it cheer
a good pastor’s heart, but it would wake
up the sleepers in Zion, and might bring
some sham professors to repentance.

I wish that our young people would
study that brave old Ephesian a little, and
learn not to be the slaves of outside ap-
pearances. Our young women would then
be more willing to give their hand in mar-
riage to a young man who wore a true
Christian heart under a coarse coat than
to one who wore fine broadecloth over a
coarse character. Our young men wounld
not so often ask, ““Will it pay?’’ or *‘Will
it be popular?’’ but rather the more vital
question, ‘*Will it be right In the siglt ot
God?’ That sturdy, conscientious, big-
hearted Ephesian who passed by all the
fine mansions, and heathen temples, and
sinful haunts-in Rome, in order to hunt
ont and ‘“‘refresh’ Christ’s old lonesome
prisoner in Nero's guardhouse, was a mag-
nificent specimen of godly manhood that
I commend to the study and imitation of
all my readers.

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~———HE STATE OF RELIGION:

At the One Hundred and Twenty-third Anni-
versary of the Woodstock, Vermont, Baptist As-
sociation, held at Graftos, Vt., September 12th
and 13th, the following report on the ‘‘State of
Religion’’ was made by the writer, who was
chairman of the committee:

Had the Apostle Jude’s injunction made to
Jewish Christinns and possibly all belicvers in
Christ, to ‘‘carnestly contend for the faith once
delivered to the saints’’ received the attention

. .it-.ghould, - it .wounld -not .be a .difficult matter. to
report on the state of religion as we find it
among us at the present day; but with the state
of affairs which prevails to an alarming degree
amony our churches, especially in the North, and
to an extent within our theological seminaries,
where, under the pretext of giving larger scope to
the study of the Word of God, old established
doctrines to which our fathers held and which
were the foundation of the growth and perpetu-
ity of our peculiar belief as Baptists, we find
ourselves at a loss as to how to come to a tan-
gible conclusion respeeting the true state of re-
ligion among us.

If all was as might be made to scem, the fog
would, though it make things a little hazy at first,
rise and give place to clearer visions of the
langed for condition, that we might without hesi-
tation gratify the desires of such as would know
the actual circumstances as they exist.

Tt is well known that the real condition of
an edifice cannot be arrived at independently of
a eorrect knowledge of the foundation upon
which it rests. If that is secure and correct in
all its appointments, as to materinl, workmaa-
ship and position, then a minute examination of
the carrving forward of the plans of the Architeet
may be entered into with an assurance that all
that it is needful for us to know can be found
out. If on the contrary there is a fanlt in the
foundation, whatever our conelusions, nothing re-
liable can be obtained.

For some cause best known to themselves, the
reliability of the Word of God has been ques-
tioned: the old doctrine of a vicarious atone-
ment for sin. been belittled; the work of the
Holy Spirit in the regencration of the lost, in
great measure set aside; the work of God’s erea-
tive power in bringing into being our race, mﬂ.de
to give place to a fanciful creation of the imagin-
ation; the probatienary state of man made to in-
clude what is worded as a “‘larger hope.'’

In the midst of this babel of strange ideas
having followers in a greater or less degree al-
most evervwhere we are asked to give a report
on the state of religion.

It is true that we profess to believe in regen-
eration, but at the same time it is freely taught
from our pulpits and platforms that the real
doctrinc of total depravity has hecome obsolete,
that through Christian instruction and example
children unconsciously pass from a state of na-
ture into that of grace and counscquently are
destitute of a knowledge of sin and have no need
for repentance.

It was once my fortune to have in my congre-
gation a voung lady of some twenty odd years of
age, who came to me with the plaint, that while
she was desirous of repenting of sin and receiv-
ing Christ into her heart, she could not bring
herself to it as she had no knowledge of the
time when she did not love Jesus. A neighbor-
ing pastor of the Presbyterian church to whom
she also went, told her of the deep religious
feeling which filled her mother’s heart (now
dead) when she was born and assured her that
she was regenerated before her birth. This was
satisfactory to the young lady and she was re-
ceived into the Presbyterinn church.

The Word of God declares by the mouth of
the psalmist that from the crown of our heads
to the soles of our feet there is no goodness in
us; that in sin did cur mothers conceive us;
the New Testament, by Paul, declares that we
must be created anew in Christ Jesus; and Jesns
declared to Nicodemus ,a ruler of the Jews, that
we must be born again.

Human nature is the same the world over;
all are dead by nature in trespasses and in sins.

While this is the state of affairs now so prev-
alent among our churches, we are left in the
dark as regards the state of religion among us.

As morality is not religion, or profession of
godliness religion, and so many are received into
our churches because of these, we arc at a loss
to know how to report.

Says that eminent man of God, Dr. Cuyler:
‘“In spite of the few great meetings of cvangel-
ists in some cities, there is a sad lack of counver-
sions over the land. This lamentable falling off

““in” the “percentage “of ~conversions during these

recent years is proved by the statistieal reports
of the evangelical denominations. There may
be several reasons to account for this painful
fact. 1 am convinced that ome reason is that—
with happy exceptions—there has been a decline
of direct, pointed, faithful and persuasive preach-
ing to the unconverted. Too many discourses are
addressed to nobody in particular; preaching to
Christians has been  relatively overdone and
preaching to the impenitent underdone. T do
not mean denunciations that only irritate, or
mere cxhortations that are often a waste of
breath. I mean that the preacher should so hold
up the ugliness and the doom of sin hefore the
sinners eve, that he should feel his own guilti-

ness: and so-present “Jesms-Christ” thit the sintier —nt hiwdmst. “The Christian Hfo is: tréatéd” inder”

should flee to him as his only Savier, ‘Warn
them from me’ is God’s solemn injunction to
every minister; he has:therefore no more right
to ecap Sinai, or to conceal hell, than he has to
hide the sin-atonjpg crass of Calvary. In short,
I mean logic .set on fire by love,

head and remember that Jesus Christ ‘began to

heaven is at hand.” They ought to remember that
Peter began his great apostolic campaign by
preaching repentance to the \unconverted, and
Paul ‘ecased not to warn, night and day, with
tears,’

““They ought to remember \that the most sue-
cessful preachers from Whitefield and Wesley on
to Spurgeon and Moody, were men whose chief
aim was to awaken the unéonverted and to lead
them straight to Jesus Christ.”’

While the heart is flled with the so-called
higher criticism, and short cuts to heaven, while
the awful truths of God's word, that all out of
Christ are, not merely unsaved, but lost, and
that there is, there can be no salvation save
through repentance of sin and faith in our Lord
Jesug Christ, without which they will sink to an
cternal and everlasting hell, from whenee the
smoke of their torment will aseend forever and
ever, are withheld there ean he little or no faith-
ful work performed which will reccive the well
done of the Master and be the means through the
Holy Spirit of leading the lost to Christ as an
Almighty Savior, nlone able to save such great
sinners as we are by nature from death to life.

When this shall be the trend in which our
work is performed, relying alone on the vicarious
atonement mide on Calvary, and preacher and
people shall put away from them the inventions
of men and the sophistry of the devil, there will
be mueh to report that will not only cheer the
saints of God, but stimdate the eleet to greater
efforts that the message of salvation may be
given to all; in our own eommunitiex; in our
state in our country, and throughout the world.
Until the tide set in in that direction, your com-
mittee are not wise enough to give a correet re-
port on the state of reliyion,

A Congregationalists--Who They Are and What
They Do, is the title of a small volume (cighty
pages) compiled by Theodore P, Prudden, and
published by The Pilgrim  Press, Boston. It is
in the form of questions and answers, and is pack-
ed full of faets nnd statements which cover the
ground very thoroughly.  The Congregationalists
liave been o great people, and while they are not
holding to the faith of their fathers with any
marked tenacity, they are doing 2 good deal of
good work still, bhoth at home nnd abroad. It is
nteresting to note what is said in answer to the
question :

““What was the Plan of Union?'’ ‘It was a
plan by whieh Congregationalists and  Presbyte-
;’inn.ﬂ, with sineere desire to sink denominational
1ssues agreed to work together in home and for-
eign missionary ficlds, and did work from 1801
to 1852,

¢ What was the result?"’

“CThe result was that while two-thirds of the
money and a majority of the missionaries came
from Congregationalists, two-thirds of the church-
es beeame Preshyterian,  Congregrational streagth
polity and influence were sacrificed in a most pa:
triotic and unsectarian, hut, as fur as its own
denominational future was concerned, short-sight-
ed manner The Preshyterian Church be-
eame strong in New York, Ohio, Michigan and
Ilinois, while the Congregational ehurches were
comparatively few, because for fifty vears the
Congregationnlists not only did not “scek the
growth of their own denomination, but put their
strength into the building up of another denomina-
tion.  Henee a large part of their greatest work
for the nation stands without eredit to themselves
and is even credited to others.’’ ’

.Lmke. 23:13-25........ ..

Motto Text—“‘I find no fault
in this man.”’—Luke 23 :4.

Herod had returned the pris-
oner to Pilate instead of releasing
him as Pilate hoped. Short of
openly defying the Sanhedrim,
Pilate will do apything to sccure
the release of the Lord.. It was a
rule of the Romans to interfere
as little as possible, consistent with
the maintenance of their authority,
with the home rule of their con-
quered provinees. The Sanhedrim,
the highest authority in the Jew.
ish nation, had condemned one
friendless young peasant to death.
Had he been a Roman citizen he
ourht to have heen defended, the
Emperor and Senate would decide.
But they wonld hiive no patience
with a Governor who would throw
a provinee info a turmoil for the
sitke of the life of one man con-
demued by the highest tribunal of
his own nation. Pilate was weak
and wicked but we must remember
that he did all he could to save the
Lord short of sacrificing himself.

*“tud Pilate when he had called
logether the chief priests and the
rulcrs and the people.”’—The Lord
as before was in the pretorium,
the Jews standing without in or-
der not to defile themselves and
thus prevent their eating the pass-
over. (John 18:28.) This time
Pilate called the people also, hop-
ing they wonld aid him in seek-
the Lord’s releagse. Pilate
knew the priests had delivered
Jesus from envy; he knew of the
enthusiastic reception the people
had given this prisoner on his en-
try into Jerusalem not a week be-
fore. .

““Ye have brought this man un-
to me, as one that perverteth the
prople.”’-—Well and skillfully said,
in order to make the people side
with the accused. They would
naturally resent the charge of hav-
ing been perverted, and if they
had not been perverted, the charge
was  disproved.  Neither Pilate,
nor Herod in whose territory of
Galilee Jesus had  labored the
greater part of his time, found
any fault in the prisoner. If the
rulers and the people agreed to-
wether as regards his innocence, the
priests* could not injure Pilate
with Tiberius.

“Nothing w m(hJ of death s
done unto him' --has heen done
unto him is the meaning of the
words. ‘I will therefore chastise
him, and release him.'’—-Pilate’s
astuteness  failed  him when he
made this offer.  1le ought to h.l\e

said_simply, ‘I will release him.”’

Pilate was
very wrong in his yielding. Ie
failed in the two things in which
he ought to have been strong—in

_justice,. and. . he .was a-judge;--in

cournge, and he was a soldier.

“IFor of mnecessity he must re-
lease one unto them at the feast.”’
—This was not a usual Roman
custom, but was a favour granted
by the Romans to the Jews, it be-
ing their policy to conciliate the
conquered so far as they could. He
takes- it for granted the people
who honoured the Lord so greatly
so short a time before will prefer
his release to that of any other
prisoner.

“And they cried out all at once,

saying, Away wille this man, and
rclease unto ws Barabbas.”—Was
ever such infamy known? And

vet to this day the majority of
mankind in every generation have
made just this choice and are
guiltier than were those men who
amazed even a Roman. Look

John tells us Barabbas was a rob-
her, and not merely a man who had
heatded an unsuecessful rebellion,
and therefore might have been eon-
sidered a hero by the people whom
he Tought to free.

About this tune some one in the
crowd brought forward the aceu.
sation of blasphemy which the
priests had not attempted to make
to a heathen ruler. Pilate was
told that Jesus had said he was
the Son of God, but instead of
this making him willing to erucify
his prisoner it increased his desire
to snve him. The Roman mythol-
ouv was full of instances of their
vods coming down to carth in the
discuise of men, and therefore a
claim to divinity would not seem
so meredible a thing to Pilate as

it did to the Jews. Henee he was
“the more afraid,” and sought

the more carnestly to save Jesus if
he eould do so without destroying
himself. His wife’s warning add-
ed to his fears that this might
indeed be a god. Therefore anx-
ious to save the Lord, he spake
again unto them. But by his offer
to sconrge  the prisoner he had
shown his weakness and now noth-
ing would avail him.

“Bub they cried, saying, Crucify
Iim, crucify him.”’—The mob had
now gotten beyond the point at
which they could be reasoned with.
It was an unheard of sound, this
ery to their conquerors to erucify
one of their own countrymen. But
the Jews failed in patriotism, here
their strongest point, just as the
Romans failed in ecourage and the
disciples in love,  Satan showed
~the--Lord--the - very--worst-side ~of-
totally  depraved human nature.
And we may be grateful that our
Saviour was God, and therefore in-
finke in love and mercy or he
would have abandoned our race to
its fate as not worth saving,

Herod died in exile; Caiaphas was
deposed: Annas’ house was de-
stroyved by a mob some years after,
and his son was dragged through
the streets, beaten and murdered.
Iistory has not such terrible page
as that which records the destrue-
tion of Jerusalem, when thousands
of their children and no doubt
many of this very crowd perished.

If you would enter
into sympathy with the greatest
occasion [ ever witnessed, you
should remember that we were
meeting in ‘‘Carroll Chapel,”’ the
magnificent anditorium of the F.
L. Carroll Library building. We
had undertaken to raise $100,000
for State Missions; the hour had
struck. Dr. J. B. Gambrell, whom
some regard as the greatest Cor-
responding Seeretary in the world,
was seated on the rostrum. George
Truett reads. It is a great report.
But breathless attention hastens
him on till he tells us that we have
not only raised the $100,000, but
have a small balance in the treas-
ury. The enthusiasm which had
been quivering like sieam could
be restrained no longer. Restraint
would be no longer brooked. A
voice began ““llow firm a founda-
tion.”” The immense throng leap-
ed to their feet. The very walls
vibrated with the tumultuous notes
of that hymn of the fathers. The
multitude rushed upon the plat-
form. Dr. Gambrell seemed to be
lifted off his feet. Men and wom-
en sang, wept and shouted until
to an onlooker who had not under-
stood it would have looked like
pandemonium broken loose. For
at least ten minutes it continued.
Then occurred one of the most
thrilline moments ever seen.

Could an audience descend from
such a height and go on about the
tedium of routine business? We
hardly needed to. We were on the
lugvm.mds and there were one or
two more occasions, but modifica-
tions of this. One was when, on
Friday night, at the Education
Mass meeting, which closed a day
wholly devoted to the subjeet of
Christian education, a spontaneous
‘confribution of more than $45,000
flung itself on the altar of God
when no one had planned or or-
dered it. No longer could we with-
hold from our great and needy
cause of Christian education the
much needed and overdue help.

The other time was when the
Sanitarium was under considera-
tion. The whole great audience
stood as by one impulse saying that
this work must be pushed to a suc-
cessful issue.

dence. This is nothing like so clear
as the rules I have already given
you, because, when you want to
do a thing, you can always find.a
providence which seems to be in
favour of it.

1s so=ands=so; -and -so-and-so, and so-
and-so, and-—it looks quite like a
providence.””  Nonsense! God’s
providence never permits you to do
wrong; hut when you wish to act
for the glory of God, a path clear-
ed before you and an open door
will help you to feel you are be-
ing faithfully led by the provi
dence and the Word of God, and
by his Spirit in your heart.

Sametimes, too, hut rarely, God
guides us by very vivid impres
sions. T have seen so mueh of peo-
ple who have been impressed this
way, and that way, and the other
way, that I do not believe in im-
. pressions exeept in. certain cases
T was once in conversion with two
friends, one of whom was guided
by his judgment, while the other
was swayed by impressions, and I
could not help noting that the man
who was gnided by impressions
was, as such people always will be,
“‘unstable as water.”” If T am im-
pressed in one way one day, I may
be impressed in another way the
next day, so impressions are un-
reliable zuides. There was a young
man, who was impressed with the
idea that he ought to preach for
me one Lord’s day; but as I was
not impressed to let him do so, it
stood over, and probably will con-
tinue to stand over for some little
time. He had no gifts of speech,
but he thought his impression was
quite sufficient. When I receive
a similar impression, the revelation
will be a proper one, and you will
have the pleasure of listening to
his voiee, but cerleinly not before
that.

And now, to close, let me say
that, when we have received coun-
sel from God about anything, let
us act according to it.

If you go and ask God about
anything, do not, as some people
do when they consult their min-
ister, make up yonur mind before-
hand as to what you will do; but
having consulted vour God, and
learned what is his will, mind that
vou do it, If all the devils in hell
stand in your way, mind that you
do it. Tf friends oppose, and foes

be a point on which T differ from
you, but I shall do what I helieve
is right, and shall not hesitate, who-
ever may oppose. When God
moves us, we are not to be turned
aside by any man’s word, or by a
thousand men’s words. If onea we
have ““Thus saith the Lord'' we
must and will go on, over the
mountaing and through the seas it
(God so wills it.

Conditions of salvation
are not identical with conditions
of coming to the Lord’s table, and
we refuse to admit many to the
table whom we rejoice to helieve
are saved. Infants dying in in-
faney are saved, and yet even
Pedobaptists do net admit infants
to the Lord's table. Where is the
argdmentum  ad  hominem? . No,
Doctor, we are not “‘ancther.’’

Then Dr. McGarvey goes on to
say : ““If it [that baptism is in or-
der to the remission of sins.—Ed.]
is taught in the Seriptures, the con-
sequences of disregarding it, how-
ever, disastrous and eternal they
may be, is a matter for which the
Lord is responsible, and not the
chuteh that enforces his teach-
ing.””

No one
desires an animal which does not
show a good appetite. The quality
most sought in all domestic ani-
mals is the ability to utilize large
quantities of feed in a profitable
way. It often happens that draft
animals are required to work for
long periods and pass by the usual
feeding hour. In such cases the
mule endures the hardship better.
than the horse and is less likely to
sufier from overeating afterward.

Army oflicers who have had ex-
tensive experience in trying eir-
cumstanees with both mules and
horses arc enthusiastic in fa-
vor of the peculiar virtues of the
mule in the performance of hard
work.

horses. It is a matter of common
observation that in instances where
mules run away they seldom in-
jure themselves to any serious ex-
tent.  In mining, mules are quite
superior to horses for the reason
that they seem to understand the
requirements and dangers of the
work more clearly.  In working in
low tunnels, or in stables with low
ceilings, males rarely throw up
the head if frichtened, and there
fore do not develop cases of poll-
evil as “frequently  as  horses.—
