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The Baptist Union of Scotland has beld
its apnual meeting. The reports from the
churcheés were most encouraging. Three
new churches had been constituted, mak-
ing the number 128, with a membership of
20,480, an increase of 1,000 during the
year. This is a large percentage of growth.

There is one Baptist church in Vienna
which -was going on its way quietly -when
some enemy reported its existence to the
Government. It is very probable the Gov-
ernment knew all about the church and
shut its eyes. But when the church was
reported the authorities took action. The
church had to register as a club, and as
such has its public worship undisturbed.

Tard’s Suppet.., The ordigan
brethren., Persecution has not ceased in
Catholic Europe.

Qctober 27, 1839, J. G. Qucken went
from Germany to Copenhagen, Denmark,
baptized 11 persons and constituted .the
first Baptist church in Denmark. At first
the persecution was sore. Their children
were forcibly sprinkled and the brethren
were put in prison. But Lord Palmerton,
the Prime Minister of England, sent a vig-
orous protest and the persecution was great-
ly relaxed. Now the Baptists in Denmark
have 29 churches and 4,080 members.

We hear it said on every hand, and with
an iteration that threatens to become tire-
some, ‘‘The Bible must be studied and in-
terpreted like any- other book.’” If the
. saying is carefully serutinized wherever it
oecurs, and especially if its relation to the
--context is-examined, it~ will- be found to
stand in great need of definition, for it is
obviously used in widely differing mean-
ings.
l‘:;’;‘ome possibly mean by it no more than
this: The Bible brings to us religious truth
by the vehicle of human language, and it
must be studied and interpreted accord-
ing to the ordirary laws and methods of
linguistic study. If the saying means this
and no more, it may be permitted to pass
without dispute. In that sense it is, in
fact, almost a truism, It is little short of
axiomatic to assert that there cannot be
one sort of Greek grammar for Plato and

Sophocies and another sort for John and

Paul. Greek was Greek, and Hebrew was

Hebrew, whoever spoke or wrote them ; and

since the writérs of the Bible used language

to convey their thought, not to conceal it,
they must have used language as other
people used it.

It has doubtless happened that this tru-
ism Has often been
lated, and therefore it requir
tated -and reemphasi i

ceived with much favor, of a ‘“‘sacred
sense’’ of words in the Seriptures. Bap.
tists who would scout the idea that baptizo
can mean anything different in the New
Testament from its universal significance
in elassic authors, will sometimes try to
find an esoteric meaning in words like
pistis (faith), katallage (atonement) and
dikaioma (justification). It is, of course,
quite true that we find in -the Christian
usage of these words a richer meaning, a
deeper significance, than they bear in any
heathen writing, but that is g very differ-
ent thing from a special ‘‘sacred sense.’’
It is pretty well agreed now among schol-
ars that to talk of a **sacred sense’’ of New
Testament words is to talk sacred nonsense.
Some mean by the saying: The Bible is
a collection of books, a literature—two dis-
tinet literatures, rather—and it must be
studied and interpreted according to well
established literary canons. This too is a
truism, or nearly so. Every species of lit-
erature, almost every variety of literary
form, is found in the Bible. There is poe-
try, lyric, dramatic, didactic, idyllic. There
are legal codes and collections of ethical
maxims. There are eloquent orations and
heart-searching sermons. We find bjo-
graphy and history.and.tales.of adventure,
philosophie disquisition and theological
discussion, addresses to a nation and famil-
iat letters to a friend. Yet for ages the

method was adopted of interpreting the
Bible as if it were a single homogeneous
writing, produced by the assertion that the
whole Bible was composed under the in.
spiration of the one Holy Spirit. Such a
method of study and interpretation led to
many very queer results and to some most
serious errors,

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The recognition of this fact has made a
great change in the treatment of the Bible
by all intelligent students. It is not so
very long ago that the Concordanee was the
chief reliance of many who passed for
learned doctors. The Concordance is a
most useful book in its legitimate sphere,
but it may be-ubused, and it was formerly
much abused. The student wished to know
what the Bible taught about sacrifice, we
will say. He took his concordance, got to-
gether all the passages that contained the
word, and as many other.passages as he
could find that contained kindred words
(such as *'slay,’’ “offer,”” *‘offering.) Ie
then arranged these in some approach to a
logical or chronological order, and beleived
that he had before him the Biblical doc-
trine of sacrifice. There is hardly a Sun-
day school scholar who now needs to be
told what a erude, imperfect, misleading
result is reached by that method of study.
“‘Proof texts’’ are no longer taken indiffer-
ently from prose and poetry, from Iebrew
and Greek, from the earliest religious lit-
erature and the latest, and thrown promis-
cuously into the theological alembic, in the
vague hope that somehow, out of the com-
pound, truth may come forth. Much more
likely, as when Aaron cast the people’s
gold into the furnace, there will come forth
some calf of Egypt, some god of our own

like any other book., The Bible, they say,
is literature, but what they mean is, that
the Bible is only literature. The Seripture
“writers used words like other men they say,
and it is undoubtedly true, but what they
mean to be inferred is that the Scripture
writers had no more to say than other men.
These implications and insin uations, rather
than direct assertions, cannot be suffered
to pass without protest,

For it is a fact beyond dispute that the
Bible is not like any other book. This is
true whether one believes it or not. The
‘Bible is unique. It is the only book that
claims to have a divine origin, the only
book that claims to be the Word of God,
We are considering Christian literature, of
course, and are not at present concerned
with the Koran or other books that also
claim a sacred character and a divine ori-
gin. The only book of any concern to
Christian people that purports to come
from God is the Bible. The very making
of this claim gives it g unique character,
It is impossible to study a book that comes
to us with such a claim g3 we would study
any other book. As a matter of fact, no-
body- does study the Bible Like any other
book, even though he may profess to do so,.
for every student must ask continually, *'Ig
this book what it claims to be}’ ** Does
this book really contain a revelation of:
God?" Ie has no choice in the matter;
the questions are forced upon him at every
step, and they must be answered—refusal
to answer or evasion is impossible, because
to refuse or evade these questions is ceasing
to study.

“\\'hat ‘does the word eternity mean?

All  regenerated souls are brothers in
Christ Jesus, are sons of God and heirs
with the great elder brother. That is un-
questionable.  Whether in the churches, or
connected with man’s substitute for the
churches, or unconnerted with any body of
helievers, every regenerated man is a child
of God and therefore a brother to all his
children.

‘““Why, then, do we not give up minor
differences, such as haptism and all unite
in one family? '’ Our Father is also our
King.

As children we must obey all our Fath-
er's commands joyfully and with the most
implicit faith that He knows his own mind,
knows no variableness nor shadow of turn-
ing, and gives no command which we can
disobey  without loss.  He that knew his
Lord’s will and did it not was beaten with
many stripes, There are no non-essential
commands so far as his children are con-
verned.  Only two commands are essential
to sinners that they may be saved—repent
and believe.  Having obeyed these and be-
come children of God, the next two com-
mands which meet them are *‘Fear God
and keep his commandments’—large and
small.

The one objeet in life of a child of God
is to glorify Him. In order to do that it
is a duty and also a joy to do just what
He wishes; it is a delight to please Him.
Any father is pleased when his children
obey him with joyful alacrity, and strive
to be perfeet in obedicnee.  Any father
expeets dutiful children not only to regard
his commands but also to do all in their
power to persuade the less dutiful chil-
dren to obey him as they onght.

There is an old Confederate soldier now
passing 70, with whom I have been com-
muning of late as one would with a rare
visitor from another world, whose depart-
ure was near at hand. He represents in
the judgment of his old comrades about as
good as there was, and you know what
Ile differs in two slight-re-
spects from some of them. He didn’t sur-
render at Appomattox. T once asked him
why. T didn’t feel like it. I expeet I
felt about like Bill Arp’s Georgian, who
was stopped on his return southward in
'65 and asked ‘where he was going and
what he was going to do.” He said, ‘T am
ooing back to Sandersville, kiss my ‘wife
and children, raise a crop, and if Yankees
hother- me any more F'll whip ’em again.’
When things got to a point at Appomattox,
it oecurred to me that T hadn’t done any-
Besides, I had a
wound that needed a better climate than
Fort Delaware, so I told Bob, my mess-
mate. if he would lug the saddle 1'd earry
the blanket and we'd go home.™'

My old Confederate brought back from
Virginia intact what he carried over there
—an honest heart, a high moral purpose,
a clean Southern soul, of which no disas-
ters robbed him. The war did not sour
him. He hasn’t been a failure in life,
either. Another peculiarity of his is a pet
conceit, that compels assent when he. ex-
plains himself, that for the true Confeder-
ate soldier who realized the deep things of
that war, there is no such thmﬂ' and never
wis, as “The lost cause.”” To put it in
his phrase, ‘‘The Confederate soldier is the
cosmopolitan of the moral universe, alike
a comrade of all the world’s poor and all
the world’s rich.”” If there are any poor
he can say to them, *“‘T am your equal, for
I have lived desolate amidst a great desola-
tion.”” If there are any rich and proud
he ean say, ‘I, too, am your equal, for I
have a heritage of valor and human glory
purchased with more than millions.’

I never knew him to lower his flag of
aversion to the phrase, ‘‘The lost cause’
but onee. 1 saw him throw down a news-
paper not long ago in a bl:wing wrath. He
was greatly stirred up. My inquiry calm-
od him immediately. ““Oh, well,”” he said,
“‘the South did net have a ‘lost cause’ in
1865, but if some of these politicians and
newspapers keep on the way we are going,
we will have one vet, and there won't be a
place in the moral regard of mankind big
enourh for the Southern people to put one
foot on.”’ T dido't ask him ‘what he meant.

I eannot begin to tell you how this grand
old man has interested me and helped me.
RBut, frankly, T stand in awe of him when
I realize what he actually signifies. Some-

“times-when-I-have come: from my hooks-of -

history on the war between the States I
have to rub my eyves to appreciate that he is
what T have been reading about.

We voung nten do not grasp the histori-
eal, dramatic fact of the Confederate sol-
dier. We are letting our Southern he-ro-
olozy slip throngh our fingers.

tain ideals of Southern character of an in-

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came over me strongly. I began to analyz

that which is fundamental.

“The historical ideal of Southerners is
the love of fair play. At the bottom that
is - Justlce Thig is the romantic basis of
our %ivilization, the philosophy of much
that characterizes our life. It explains the
strong leaning to the Democratic party——-
‘Equal privileges and no special favor.’
The old antl-royahst spirit is the later anti-
monopoly spirit in a new dress. - Our over-
‘exercised sensitiveness is, I think, a sur-
vival in the South of an ancient resent-
ment against injustice. It was our people,
you know, who made the earliest and most
vehement protests against the mother coun-

‘try’s unfairness to the Colonies. At Meck-

lenberg and Philadelphia it was our ery
to the world against imposition and in be-
half of simple justice. We are the fathers
of that passion on this continent. To be a
true Southerner is to stand on that rock
always. He must follow that principle
wherever it leads him. He must be first of
all, just. He will not impose upon the
weak or allow others to. Remember this
when Southern people see a human being
wronged and do not champion his cause;
in short, when we fail in fair play, we de-
part from what is intrinsic aad true in
Southern character. This is the basis of
Southern knighthood. When that goes,
the bottom falls out of our distinetive civil-
ization.

‘‘Now,’” he said, as he stdod up for a
moment, ‘‘that is one Southern ideal, but
there is another that we have even more
consistently cherished.

‘*‘The.son of the South has an uncommon
instinet of his claim his home has on him,
and this ideal hes extended itself to cover
his home-land. This is, of course, no mo-
nopoly in the South, but it does mark us
more definitely than other sections and peo-
ple. I have just been reading one of our
crities, who says: ‘Provincialism is the vice
of the Southern character.” My son, we
have to abide that soft impeachment. If it
is a vice, it is one of those vices that is an
exaggeration of a great virtue. We are
Americans ; indeed, the most typical Amer-
icans homogeneously on this continent, but
our Americanism will never be of the kind
that can say, without a reservation, ‘No
North, no South, no East, no West.” There
is for us a South. God ecreated it. His-
tory has confirmed it. Experience has
sanctified it. It is bound on the north by
a broad river, on the east by a great ocean,
on the south by a gulf, and on the west by
the two greatest continental streams.
About this South the lines of an irrevoca-
ble deeree whieh ig written into our heart
and imagination are drawn. It has en-
tered into our blood. It will remain—the
South. As Scotland is dearer to the
Scotchman and Ireland to the Irishman
and Wales to the Welchman, these South-
ern States are a grand division of this
carth’s surface that will always be dearer
to the Southerner than any other section
on the globe. It is our home, our heritage.
You must never get away from that, if
you want to be a true Southerner.”’

My old Confederate paused and seemed
to be recalling something that was not
quite clear.

*‘I recall a picture,’”’ he at once went on,
‘‘an old painting T used to see when a boy.
It is a picture of one of our earliest South-
ern settlements. The forest in front of
the small clearing in the woods is lined
with savage Indians; The settler is stand-
ing in the door of his cabin with a smok-
ing rifle in his hand and a dauntless, death-
defying light in his face. His right hand
is extended backward in a gesture of pro-
teetion to his wife and children, who are
trembling in fright in the room behind
him. T siippose,”” he smiled, ‘‘this South-
ern home love began back there. We have
in the course of our sorrows simply en-
larged the borders of our passion.”

e paused ngnin, reflectively. ‘I am
recalling an experience of mine trying to

One night in Vlrmmn after Stonewall
Jackson was killed at Chancellorsville, I
wans making an inspeetion of our picket
lines, and some distance from our camp
sat down. It was a beautiful night, and
the depression general at that time of loss

my zeal as a Confederate soldier. I said to
myself, ‘ Are you fighting to defend the in-
stitution of slavery?’ My heart yielded an
instant honest answer, ‘No, God knows
there is no satisfaction in that idea to me.
If the slave property was worth as many
billions as it is millions, and that was all,
I would not move my little finger to go to
war for it.” Then the idea of secession as
a constitutional right occurred to me. ‘Is

""that your inspiration?” ‘No,” T said, ‘that”™

doesn’t fire my heart, for though it was a
right conserved by the Constitution in the
understanding of those who formed it, a
right more boisterously threatened and
more agitated by Josiah Quiney, of Massa-
chusetts, and the Eastern statesmen, in-
cluding the whole party of New England
Federalists, than by any one else in 1845.’
Secession was a right, a guaranteed privi-
lege under the Constitution. But I knew
that this was pot the inspiration of my
soldiering in Virginia,

‘At that moment of my introspection I

happened to lift my eyes up to the stars,

and unconsciously glanced down the array
of clustering constellations which fell away
and away down, down the heavenly econ-
cave to the South, and my eyes rested
there. Then my heart gave a leap; I stood
on my feet. I had found the spring of my
Jjoy in the battle. ‘My back is to my home,’
I said. ‘The enemy is here on the border.
I am in defense of Dixie land.’

“My boy,” he said, ‘T have told you
the secret of every wound I bear. It is the
secret of my comrades, who went with Lee.
It was our white chieftain’s seeret, too. So
I tell you that the true Southerner will love
his homeland and suffer for her good and
for her glory, if need be, no matter in what
form the danger comes. With us it was
our own American brothers who came
against us. And though you do not
have’'—

“But,” I eried, trembling, with my
heart shaken to its depths, and not compre-
hending the import of his last words, ‘I do
love my home. I was born here. My fath-

ers and my people are buried about me.
I have scarcely been elsewhere. 1 know

no other love like this land. What is there
for me and for us? We cannot now bear
arms for the South. There is no foe at our
borders, no threat, no peril from without.”

‘‘But there are perils from within,’” he
gently said. «‘‘The shock and dire strait
are for you as they were for us. Our
South’s sorrows are too great for one gen-
eration only. Your fathers ate sour
grapes, your teeth are on edge. I will not
be here to see the great .moral struggle of
Southern civilization to triumph over
temptation and besetment . But get you
ready for it. It is at hand. You will have
to find your own way.,”’

He saw my depression, for his own man-
ner and speech were gloomy. Coming
nearer, he spoke a bit more cheerily: ‘One
thing more I can to you. When I am gone
and you come to what I foresee, a time of
doubt and confusion and low human coun-
sel are at the front and false voices are
clamoring, I bid you seek the sheltering
manhood of a man who will never die in
this land. In other days his presence made
us all better from the heart out. I some-
times think he may yet mean more to the
South than ever. Seck the counsel of his
spirit, the sweet perduasion of his voice.
He was copied after Jesus Christ the Son

—-of -God.-and -he--was -a Southerner, -tried -~

and true, the best shape of mortal hero-
man any people ever had to mark by. Fol-
low him, and you will not go wrong.”
My old Confederate had grown quite
calm, and there was worship in his voice.
He had spoken no name. My own heart
was stilled. It was the calmness of a great

In the study of God’s Word we get an insight
into the character of God, especinlly as portrayed
in the life of Christ, God Incarnite. We are
filled with awe at the omnipotence of God; Jesus
had only to speak the word and the dead were
restored to life. Here and there we see the wrath
of God manifested against sin; observe Jesus
filled with righteous indignation driving out the
money changers who had turned the temp %

only pictures presented to our minds by reading
the Bible. We are impressed most of .all with the
compassionate side of God’s nature; his readiness
to forgive.» Some people are too apt to look upon
God as standing alert. for sin, punishing same
with the utmost severity, never appreciating the
fact that God, although hating sin no matter in
what form, is also a God of Merey, yearning
for the sinner to turn unto him for forgiveness.
God says he has no pleasure in the death of the
wicked. God never spurned a humble supplieant.
Listen to the gracious words: ‘‘Behold I stand at
the door and knock.’’ See Jesus weeping over
the doomed City of Jerusalem, His soul agonizing
in contemplation of the fate which was to befall
that fair and favored city which He loved. God
is love, and His love is so great that the vilest
sinner need not hesitute in approaching the foot-
stool of mercy for forgiveness. But what does
forgiveness really mean? and how are we to know
when we are forgiven In the first place, it is
the mission of the Holy Spirit to convict of sin.
When a sinner is thus led to see himself as God
sees him, his soul will be tossed hither and
thither on the waves of doubt and fear, and he
will have no rest until he finds it in trusting in
Jesus. The very moment he surreaders himself
to Christ, unreservedly and completely, the burden
of guilt which was resting so heavily on his soul
will vanish, and there will come into his breast the
peace .which passeth all understanding. Without
forgiveness, we are under condemnation; God’s
wrath is forever resting on us, but after our sins
have been forgiven we are taken at once into the
great family of God; He hecomes our Father;
our sins are removed as far as the East is from
the West; He remembereth them no more. With-
out God's forgiveness, if we shonld die in this
condition we have no advoeate with the Father,
and we have necessarily to be cast out from the
presence of God, for nothing which defileth can
enter into the Kingdom of THeaven. But when
God has blotted out our sins, in the day of Judg-
ment Christ’s righteousness will stand between
our sing and the wrath of God, and we will be
allowed to enter into the beautiful mansions
which Christ has gone to prepare for those who
have had their sins washed away by His precious
..blood shed on Calvary. - - )

I now wish to eall your attention to another
phase of the subject. Christ was once asked by
his followers how many times they should for-

« give another, and you remember he replied say-
ing, ‘‘Not seven times only, but seventy times
seven.’”’ This did not mean that an offender was
entitled to be forgiven merely 490 times, but im-
plied that there was to be no limit. Jesus also
taught that Christians should have such a for-
giving spirit that they shonld return good for
evil; should love those who delight in persceuting
them. This was a new order of things. In the
old dispensation, when the children of Israel
lived under the Mosaie Jaw, the axiom was: an
eye for an eye—a tooth for a tooth; but now
Christ had come the new doctrine was that of
love. Christ gave a new commandment to the
people, which was, ‘‘Love one another.”” Tt is
casy for us to love those who love us, but it takes
a great deal of prace to love those who hate us,
those who are our enemies, and yet this spirit
can be cultivated to this extent. Stephen, the
first martyr, cxemplified this when heing stoned
to death by the relentless mob, cxclaiming, just
before hig apirit took its flight to be forever in
the presence of God, ‘‘Father, lay not this sin
to their charge.’’ Tt is human to resent an in-
Jjury, but Divine to forgive.

Though this be true, yet it is surprising how
many who profess to have been bhorn in the spir
itual family are so loth in forgiving those who
trespass against them. You will doubtless recall
the parable we had in our Sunday school lesson
some time ago. A certain servant owed his
master n large sum of moneyr, and his lord one
day demanded that the amount he paid him.
Straightway the servant fell prostrate at his feet
pleading for merey, nassuring his master that if
given a little longer time he would pay all.  Filled
_with compassion .at. sccing the wretehed - and--mis<
crable condition of his servant, his lord freely
forgave him and cancelled the debt. Going out of
the room the man who had just been forgiven en-
countered a fellow-servant who owed him a very
small debt indeed, compared with the overwhelm-
ing debt which his kind employer had just can-
eelled. Tmmedintely he eaught hold of his co-
worker and demanded that the money be pajd
him without any further delay. The poor man
who realized he could not meet the obligation
hegged for merey saying, ‘“give me a little Tonger
time and T will pay thee all.’’ But instend of
forgiving him and cancelling the debt, ns his own
tremendous debt had been offset n short time prior
to this, he flew at the man with unwarranted

the ears of their master and he eommanded that
the unprofitable servant bo east out into outer
darkness where there was wailing and gnashing
of teeth. The lesson which Jesus wished to teach
through this parable ds very obvious. God hns
forgiven us freely of a debt which was nbsolutely
impossible for us to pay, and we had nothing

o newn-of - this outrfigs #oon feached

right, is it Christian-like to refuse to forgive our
neighbors who may unthinkingly trespass against
us? Even if they doseemingly take a delight in
persecuting us, have we the right to say that we
will not forgive them? Will state at this point
that some people act in- this fashion—if a per-
son offends them they will say, ** Well, 1 will for-
give you this time, but if you commit the offence
again, you had better look out.'’ It is needless
for me to say that this is not the true spirit of
forgiveness. What if God dealt with us the same
_way! we should all be. irrevocably lost. I know

hard to reach- this plane of Christian living, but it
can be reached and we should strive carnestly in
this direction. If we bear malice towards any
one, how can we sincerely ask God to. forgive us
for our many misdoings? In the model prayer
which Jesus taught his disciples you know it says,
¢¢‘Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those
who trespass against us,”’ and we must not ex-
peet, nor will God forgive and bless us if we
refuse to forgive those who should unfortunately
rufife our feelings.

Before closing, I wish to give one thought
which I believe will help each one of us in culti-
vating this Christian grace; endeavor to keep
humble; remember that we owe evervthing that
we have and are to the gooduess of God; let not a
haughty and proud spirit creep into our hearts,
and we will find it much easier to love even our
encemies, and to return good for evil.

OUR LORD

Motto Text—‘Father, forgive
them for they know not what they
do."’—Luke 23:34.

“ And when they were come to
the place, which is called Calvary.”’
—Calvary is the Latin and Gol-
gotha the Hebrew for skull. Where
Calvary is no man knows. It was
beyond the city but near. * The
IToly Spirit has seen best to con-
ccal from us almost every place
connected with our Lord, a wise
concealment as TTé¢ did it. “But we
can see its wisdom in view of the
strong bias of human nature to
idolatry and against spiritual wor-
ship.

Tt is probable that the procession
from Pilate’s palace was headed,
as was customary, with a soldier
carrying n white wooden board on
which was written the name of the
erime. Next came a centurion and
four soldiers carrying the hammer
and nails and followed by the first
prisoner carrying his cross. After

. Kim eame four more soldiers guard-

ing the second prisoner, and so on
for as many prisoners as- were to
be crucified.

“There they crucified him.’—
The ecrosses were so short that
when set up the feet were about
a foot from the ground. The vie-
tim was stripped of his clothes
and laid with outstretched hands
on the cross. In the center was a
wooden projection upon which the
weight of the body rested; other-
wise the weight would have torn
the hands loose. A long iron spike
was driven through the hands, and
cither one through cach foot or the
feet were placed one above the
other and one spike driven through
both. After the nailing the cross
was lifted up and fixed in a deep
hole in the ground. Unintention.
ally the Romans fulfilled a proph-
esy (Tsa. 5339) when “they eruei-
fied the Lord between two thieves.
In thinking and speaking of the
physical sufferings of the Lord we
must remember they were but an
inconsiderable part of his pain.
e was treading the wine press of
the wrath of God, was bearing the
full penalty of our sins upon the
tree, His father’s hand was lay-
ing upon his soul the stripes we
deserved.

“Father, forgive them; for they
know not what they do.""—All that
the enemies of the Lord were to do,
according to the determinate coun-
sel and forcknowledge of God, had
been done. Ie could have died, as
it was written, had all his enemies
been slain then and there by the
‘wrath “of 'God. " But Jesus prays
for them, and it is generally
thought that prayer won for them
forty wvears in which to repent.

ness. Human words are too weak
to show the depths of mercy in
these noble words. What will God
say to any.Christian who does not
from his heart forgive his brother
his trespass when in the last day
these words rise up to condemn us?

with the editor in regard to re-bap-
tizing those who are really con-
verted, and say they were deceived
when they first made a profession
of faith. Brother S. opposes their
re-baptism on the ground that the
church and pastor acted in good
faith in administering the first bap-
tism.

He supposes ‘‘a man’' making
the first, and second professions of
faith, then the third, which is never

likely -to-occur-~<He-then supposes-

one to be revived in heart, and tak-
ing that for conversion, when he
was really a Christian before. That
is not likely to occur once in ten
thousand conversions. So the sup-
positions scem to me to be more
Of course

cases like these may be met and it
would be right hard in some cases
to know what to do. Those cases
come 50 seldom the question is
hardly a practical one.

But if the brother means to in-
clide those who were deceived
when they were children and rush-
ed into the chureh under the ex-
citement of high pressure methods;
and in mature years make a genu~
ine profession of faith, then thé
question is very practical, for we
meet many of this class. They
claim and know they were first de-
ceived and had no religion. If they
demand baptism again, what is the
right thing to do? Why, baptize
them, of course; because they have
never really put on Christ in bap-
tism. When baptized before they
were in their sins, henee_the design
of baptism is missed. They are
still unbelievers. They are cases
of burial before death, which is
never lawful.

What does the re-baptism of the
twelve in Acts 19:5 teach if it does
not sustain my position? If these
twelve were unbelievers before Paul
talked to them, my position is sus-
tained. If they were believers, as
Iackett thinks, my position still
holds good.

Yes, by all means re-baptize
those who were deceived when chil-
dren and are genuinely converted
later in life. *“‘T regard the ordi-
nanee of baptism a matter too sa-
cred’’ to act otherwise,

AN EXPOSITION OF A GREAT

TEXT.

BY REV. HIENRY G. WESTON, D.D.

‘““Whoever therefore shall break
one of these least commandments
shall be ealled least in the kinedom
of heaven: but whoever shall do
and teach them shall be called
great in the kingdom of heaven.’'
—Matt. 5:19. .

The word There translated
“break’ is used in the Synoptie
Gospels eighteen times.. In every
instance except in this verse it is
translated “‘loose’ or ‘‘unloose.”’
In other English versions now be-
fore me, it is translated ‘‘weaken,”’
““make void,”’ in two versions ‘‘do
away with,”” and in two ‘“‘relax.”’

The meaning of our Lord’s state-
ment is clear. e is speaking of
the office and duty of his follow-
ers as the light of the world, and
is giving them directions with re-
gard to their teaching. If any one
belittles, relaxes, -loosens the least
commandment, he shall be, not ex-
cluded from the kingdom, but ac-
counted least: if any one breaks,
and teaches men to break, one of
the commandments, he shall not be
admitted into the kingdom. James
puts this clearly (James 2:10, 11).

These words of Christ are wor-
thy of study by those who are
teaching that obedience to the law
of baptism is of less importance
than obedience to the law of com-
munion. It is singular that such
teaching is peculiar to Baptists.
Other denominations say that the
mode of baptism is of no conse-
quence but they all insist strenu-
ously on the necessity of baptism.
It is singular, also, that a man de-
sire to be called a Baptist when he
considers baptism as the least obli-
gatory of ordinaneces.

Conducive to the Growlh of
Character.

This attitude is reasonable he-
cause of its beneficent influence on
our own characters. Tt is so
strange that a man’s character is
often injured through his effort to
improve it. T have known of men
who have signed the pledge and
kept it, but have therchy become
intolerably self-righteous.  When
a man conquers a sin and makes a
boast of it,-and it is so matural to
do that. he jumps from one quag-
mire into another. We read in
Franklin’s autobiography how he
tackled his faults hy compart-
ments: he was to a great. extent
successful, hut the type of char
acter produced is neither winzome
nor lofty, there is too much self
about it. There are fewer faults,
but there is more priggishness;
and T don’t know but that a prig
is worse than a sinner. But when
a man recognizes (God as the foun-
tain of his life and his sovereign
Lord, and in escaping from his
guilt and overcoming his sins waits
upon Him, receiving from God for-
giveness and purity and peace,
then there is no room for self-
righteousness or pharisaism. Tt is
the triumph of goodness, and not
the triumph of self. The sinner is
saved and the prig is erucified!

Men and women, T submit that
this reeceiving which looms so
largely in the New Testament is in
accord with everything that is
vital and progressive in man and
everything that is majestic and
gracious in God.

In announcing appaintments for
the public worship of God Baptists
sometimes follow in the wake of
the Episcopalians, who make such
announcements in this form: Di-
vine service will be held in St
Paul's church at sueh an hour. Tt

- -ists-in-no-more ohjectionablea Way.
Roth

Low-church  Episcopalians
and High-church alike speak of re-
ligious rites and ceremonials  as
scrvice—a burial service, a com-
munion serviee, ete.—yet this is a
very superficial view of serving

' THE WESTERN RECORDER

-often—alas;-only-a-showy; perfunc-
tory performance. The public wor-
ship of God in the assemblies of his
saints is the right thing to do; it
has existed from the first and will
continue till the last of time.

But, it is well to bear in mind
that the public worship of God (so-
called) is the mere shell of ser-
vice. Paul has engrossed a con-

|erete_definition of .genuine.-service

in his unchallengeable appeal to
the Ephesian elders: '“Ye know,
from the first day I came .into
Asia,. after what manner (how
modestly he puts it) I have been
with you at all seasons, serving the
Lord with all humility of mind,
and with many tears, and tempta-
tions which befell me by the lying
in wait of the Jews,’’ ete. This
address is  suggestive of those
“‘more abundant labors’’ which the

“[apostle accounted as service.

Some of Ruskin’s utterances may

“fseem self-contradictory, but even

then near the medium-line will gen-
erally appear a foreeful truth, of-
ten heautifully prescnted “If g
hild finds itself in want of any
thing,”” says this art eritie, *‘it

does it eall that doing its father a
service?  If it begs for a toy or
1 pi‘eee of cake—does it call that
serviieg  its  father? That, with
Tod, is a praver, and e likes to
hear it: e likes yon fo ask Tlim
for cake when you want it, but he
loes not eall that serving Him.
Rearing is not serving; God likes
were begears as little as you do;
[le likes honest servants, not beg-
aars. So when a child loves its
father very mueh, and is very hap-
py, it may sing little songs about
him; but it does not call that serv-
ing its father; neither is singing
songs ahout God, serving God. It
it enjoying ourselves, if it’s any
thing;most  probibly “it 1§ ndth:
ing; hut if it’s anything, it is serv-
ing ourselves, not God. And yet
we are impudent enough to call
our heggings and chantings ‘Di-
vine serviee;' we say Divine serv-
ice will be performed (that'’s our
word—the form of it gone
through) at so and so o'clock.
Alas, unless we perform Divine
service in every willing act of life,
we never perform it at all.”

In this lecture delivered to Work
ing Men, from which is taken the
foregoing, Ruskin also says: ‘‘Peo-
ple ar> perpetually squabbling
about what will he best to do, or
easiest to do, or advisablest to o,
or profitnblest to do, but they nev-
er, so far as T hear them talk, ever
agk what it is just to do. And it is
the law of. heaven that you shall
not be able to judee what is wise
or ecasy unless you are first re-
solved to judge what is just, and
to do it. That is the one thing con-
stantly reiterated by onr Master.
Do justice and judement. That’s
vour Bible order; that's the service
of God—not praying nor psalm
singing. . . . Do justice to your
brother (you can do that whether

-Ivourlovehim-or-not); and you will™

come to love him. But do injus-
tice to him, because you don’t love
him: and you will come to hate
him.”

And so. going beyond ‘‘acting
instly,”” the same law holds. When
we show material kindness to an-
other our benefactions are, to be
sure, the oceasion of his loving us,
and it is also certain that our love
to the receiver hecomes warmer be-
canse of our gifts, be they great or.
{amall.Each onn” nppexﬂ “to” him-
self for evidenee of this: here is
one instance showing that the mor-
al constitution under which the
Creator has placed us is designed
to promote happiness,

There are just two prominent
thoughts in this text: (1) The
sending of Jesus by the Father,
and (2) the sending of the Disei‘
ples of Chrlst by the Lord hlm
-self.- :

1. The fimt point seems to be
sufficiently plain to us all. We all
recognize that God the Father sent
His. only " begotten Son into this
world to redeem us from sin, and
the life and death and resurree-
tion of Jesus Christ are the re-
sults of that sacrifice on the part
of God. Certainly it meant a great
deal to the ,Father to give up the
Son; certainly it meant a great
deal to Christ to come to do the
work he was sent to do. The bless-
ings which have come to the world
through IIim are innumerable. We
bless and praise the day when the
Father sent the Son to this old
sin-cursed world.

2. Bat it is about this second
point that I would talk most—
even so send I you.”” The obe-
dienee of Christ failed in no par-
ticular. e eame to do the will of
the Tather and did it. At the
close of his life he deputized his
followers to earry on the work so
signally begun.  He laid upon us
his work, e sent us out to accom-
plish for him.

There are a few things to notice
here:

1. The sending is by the Lord
himself. It is a direct message
from Christ. Much importance is
to be attached here. It is Christ

who commands you. I am only
urging his command. If you are

disobedient it is not to me, but to
your Lord. .You rememper the
steward who would not bbey his
master, but buried his talent? Yes,
you remember. He was cast into
outer darkness. Oh! child of God
through Christ, above the rattle of
multifold life do you not hear the
still small voice of Christ—'‘even
so send I you.”

2. In the second place, please
nolice the sending is the sending
of you and me.

Great issues in our lives are of-
ten dodged. The call to special
service or sacrifice is not appro-
priated by us. We leave the hard
work, the toil, the sacrifice to oth-
ers, Won't you be still and hear
the voicé of Jesus, ‘‘even so send I
vou.”” Let that gentle message
ring in your soul. The Father did
not compel the Son. No force was
used. None was needed. The na-
ture of the Father and Son were
alike, they were in sweetest accord
and harmony. For the Father to
want to send meant for the Son a
desire to go. The desire in the Son
to send us ought to mean that we
feel a longing to go. The message
is to you, child of God. Hearing
it will you heed it?

There seems to be some confus-
ion here. It is a needless confus.
ion, however. Christ makes all this
plain—so plain that he who runs
may read. Into all the world.
That is where we are to go. The
world is the field in which to sow.

3. The College offers a site valued at
$30,000 for the new Woman’s College
upon condition that the Commission erect
thereon, or on some other site which the
College may offer, buildings to cost not
less than $100,000.

4. The College ngrees to take charge
of this enterprise and to guarantee that
it shall have scholastic standards equal
to the best.

The Orphanage Committee reported,
current expenses all paid, property im-
proved and the Board for the first time
owes no debt.

The State Mission Board presented
their report through Secretary Elyson.
Though many discouraging conditions
hindered the work the Seceretary refused
to sound a discouraging note.
